MeLiNiTE. —A French officer, in speak-
ing of melinite to a representative of the
Times, said : * Our shells for field artillery,
as well as those for our forts and seige
guns, are charged with melinite. What
melinitg is we do not know, and if we knew
we should be very careful not to tell.
Both the Italians and the Germans have
sent spies to discover the secret, and to
offer money for even the smallest frsgme.nt,
but they have all been captured. All that
can be said is that, according to a treatise
published in 1882, melinite is composed of
melted picric acid. But in the interval
our artillerists have perfected the discov-
ery of M. Tuplin. They have made melin-
ite s tractable product. The effects of this
explosive were fully demonstrated in some
experiments in the Fort of Malmaisson in
1886. Melinite is so safe that in three
years only one accident has ocecurred, that
at the arsenal of Belfort. On the other
hand, a hundred accidents have _oceurred
from gelatine alpne in thirty years. There
has never been an accident in drawing the
charges, nor one from bursting in the gun.
As much cannot be said for roburite, hello-
fite, or the other substances employed by
foreign states. What, it is asked, will
become of fortifications in face of this re-
doubtable agent ? Some think and say they
are doomed ; others, like Gen. Brialmont,
recommended the use of armored circular
forts. It is said that the shell will glance
off these without doing damage. But ex-
periments at Chalons have shown thas tur-
rets enjoy no immunity against a close and
continuous fire,'—New York Times.

Being late in the tide, she
grounded on a line nearly direct between
Ambherst Point and Minudie village. The
crew found that the schooner had struck a
quicksand, and, fearful of eonsequences,
made their way to the true shore. Sure
enough, when the flood tide came the vessel
failed to float. Nothing could be done. In
a few days the schooner disappeared—first
her hull and finally the tops of her masts—
and she is still sinking for anght I know to
the contrary. The other incidens occurred
in Cobequid bay. A schooner of some 60
to 80 tons grounded with the ebb tide uron
a flat from a quarter to a half mile below
the upland riﬂga, called Savage's Island. It
was found that she was grabbed by the re-
lentless quicksand. The cause was hope-
less. e snared eraft. gradually, but
rapidly, disappeared —masts and all
Where this vessel disa there is now
dyked and cultivated marsh land, the pres-
ent bay shore being some hundreds of yards
distant, and the mowing machine ‘and the
horse rake now rattle over the sward,
which is far above the tops of the masts of
young Soley’s first schooner.

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“ A WONDERFUL AUTUMN.

i L —— A

. It is doubtful if the memory of living
men can duplicate the autumn just now so
mear its close. In one particular ii may
‘wertainly be called a wonderful season. We
refer to the efforts of niatire in the advaniced
sutumn, to duplicate its products in flow-
ers and fruits. Let us enumerate some of
" A gentleman in this town has informed
us that he, this year, succeeded in raising
three successive crops of green peas on . the
.‘qgmd.lnd he exhibited to our view
some of the peas of the third crop, which
to our eye and taste were as fine as those of
the first or second yield. The same gentle-
‘man pssured us that he raised this season
two erops of potatoes on the same land,
and both were suocessfully ripened. Simi-
lar results have been obtained in other sec-
tious of the County and: Province.
. The first instances of the ripened apple,
with blooms for a second crop, being ' at-
tached to the same bearing spur have oc-

duriug'the present autuma, We
had & fine sample of this very unusual
phenomeon presented to us in October by
Mr. Carrell, a well known fruit grower in
the neighborhood of this town. It consisted
of a well ripened apple, of the golden pip-
pin variety, with two fully opened bunches

of blossoms, as well colored as those pro-}

duced by the same tree in May. Hun-
dreds of similar effects have been witnessed
in the fruit producing areas in the province,
aud in one case, recently reported in one
of the eastern counties, it is said that
young apples were formed on the second
series of blooms.

It is not yery nuncommon for the hardy
native strawberry plunt te blossom a second
cime in the same year in ‘the warm early
asutumn, but néver before this year have
we seen the second crop of fully ripened
fruit.. We have had forwarded to our
office nearly a dozen samples of the second
crop, fully ripened and flavored of this
delicious fruit.

The native raspberry has also yielded a
duplicate crop of ripened fruit this season,
but we believe this plant not unfrequently
does this in favorable seasons.

It is very rarely that the rose shrub
bears more than one crop of blooms, but
many varieties of them have, during this
year, yielded a second crop of equal beauty
and fragrance with the first produced, and
in this town a lady has told us that one of

her prairie varieties have produced three H

consecutive crops of blooms since June in
the open air.

The Mayflower—emblem of our province
~—has yielded two crops of blooms, and we
have now on the table, on which we write, a
bunch of these beautiful and fragrant blos-
soms as highly colored as its kindred of
April and May can produce. These were
placked on Friday last at Cleaveland—a
district about two miles south of Nictaux
Falls, The newspapers all over the pro-
vince confirm the facts herein stated, or
facts similar to them.

What has been the cause of these un-
usual, if not hitherto unkown effects? To
this question it seems to us there is only
one true answer. It is to be borne in mind
that the spring season was both early and
otherwisefavorable to vegetable growth. Al-
most every species of plant began its years
work nearly three weeks earlier than usual
and their products ripened that much
earlier. A like favorable summer and fall
has in some measure deceived their instinets
and prompted the development of their
reproductive powers before the usual time.
The warm autumn weather so simulated
that of spring that the plant world, or
rather a portion of it, mistook it for a ver-
nal season instead of an autnmnal one, and
their reproductive energies were set to work
in consequence.

It has traly been a wonderful year.

Report of the Directors of the Paradise
Agricultural Society for the Year 1889,

We, the directors of your society would
respectfully submit our annual report of
proceedings for the year 1889.

At our annual meeting in November,
1888, with the object in view of add-
ing to the capacity of the society, the
subscription fee was raised to two dollars.
We were thus enabled to grant larger
bonuses to the keepers of bulls in the
society, and thus secure the services of
superior animals. Mr. Jos. Longley re-
ceived $44 and Wallace Young $31 for
their short-horn and Ayshire bulls ; while
in Clarence a short-horn was provided by
Brenton Griffin, in the western section, for
a bonus of §51, and by L. W. Elliott in the
eastern section for $25.

We have this year expended twelve dol-
lars in the purchase of standard agricultur-
al books, and believe the sum well spent,
even if their circulation is not as extensive
as we wounld wish.

At a special meeting in January in re-
sponse to the government proposal of im-
porting a superior kind of barley an order
for five bushels was given, while at the
same time it was resolved that an order for
seeds of varicus kinds be sent to Wm,
Rengie & Soms, Toronto. This comprised
peas, turnip, mangel, carrot and parsnip
seed, Indian corn, vetches, alfalfa, red top
and various other small seeds amounting in
all to about fifty dollars. This seed has
given good satisfaction and being sold at
auction among the members of the ‘society
has been better and cheaper than could be
obtained from local dealers. -

Your directors have further to congratu-
late several of the members of our socicty
on the prominent place they held at the
exhibition of the counties, geld in Kent-
ville, a Jersey and an Ayshire herd taking
first and second prizes.

It is with pleasure that we note the earli-
ness of the season now past. We cannot
but take occasion to péint out to our farm-
ers that nowhere in our own latitude on
this side of the continent, and even much
farther south, are agriculturists so favor-
ably situated. Our insular position en-
ables us to carry on farm operations long
after winter's icy grasp has bound the
earth on the neighbouring shores of the
mainland. 5

Flocks and herds were able to provide
for themselves by the first of May, a fort-
night earlier than the average. After a
dry time which was very favorable
for the putting in of the seeds there was a
succession of showery weather at periods
sufficiently near to develop them to advan-
tage. The hay crop, whfch, economically
speaking, is our staple, has exceeded the
average both in quantity and quality, there
being a fair amount of good dry weather at
the time of cutting. Many commenced
the work this year before the first of July.

The grain crop has not come up to pro-
mise. e straw promised a more than
average yield but when threshed has not
generally turned out as it ought. This
seems to show that something more than
an abundance of moisture is needed for a
satisfadtory crop. Potatoes would un-

As announced last week, the pulpit of
the tist Church here was filled by the
Rev. F. M. Young, Ph. B., whose sermon,
preached in the same house, we shortly
noticed last week. The Rev. tleman
read for his text the 13th, 14th, and 15th
verses of the 4th chapter of Paul's Epistle
to the Ephesians. The immediate theme
or subject of his discourse was Christian
Manhood, its dignity, gentleness, firmness,
courage and strength. It was an evolation
—a product of growth ia truth and not a¢
once brought to ection in any human
soul. He noted its gentleness, its unswerv-
ing integrity, its complete similarity to the
manliness of the Saviour of men.

It has not hitherto been our practice to
give long notices of the sermons to which
we listen in our various churches, nor is it
our intention to do so now, but we cannot
let this occasion pass without expressing
the pleasure we felt while listening to the
broadand heathful views taken of his subject
by Mr. Young. It has seldom been our lot
to hear a more richly, suggestive, and well-
delivered sermon. His illustrations were
apt, and many of them highly suggestive;
notably that of the tree which h. reached
its treehood, continuing still to possess the
principle of growth and further develop-
ment. So he said his hearers would observe,
that a man who had come to the beginning
of Chriseian manhood still possessed a like
prificiple until he had obtained the ‘‘ meas-
ure of the stature of the fulness of Christ,”
the period between the beginning of this
manhood until this measure was secured
was one of necessary growth and develop-
ment. It was in 3 respects a good ser-
mon.

At 15.30 o'clock, pastor Frazer preached
in the Gordon Memorial Church: from
John’s Gospel, 12th chap. and 2lst verse,
¢ Sir, we. would see Jesus.” From these
words the preacher sketched in a very in-
teresting manner, the last journey of Jesus
from the Gallilean province, in which he
was 80 well known, and in which he had
performed many of his wonderful works to
Jerusalem, where was to be celebrated the
feast of the Passover—the last which He
was to be present at. This was done some-
what minutely, touching upon the main
events that characterized this last journey
of Master and Disciples, The sermon was
delivered from manuscript,and gaveevidence
of care in its preparation. At its close the
administration onhe holy communion took
place, ahd there were quite a number of
communicants present. A kindly invita-
tion was given to communicants of other
chugghes to partake in the holy rite.

The pulpit of St. James’ Church was
occupied in the morning at 11 o'clock, and
at 19 o'clock in the evening by the Rev.
Moore C. Wade, vicar of Aylesford, His
text in the morning was from Daniel, 3rd
chapter, and 23rd verse. We were not
present at this service, but have heen told
that the serinon was well liked.

In the evening he found his text in the
Epistle of Paul to the Ephesians, 6th chap-
ter and 13th verse—*‘ Wherefore take unto

ou the whole armor of God.” He

y saying that everywhere in the Scriptures
the Christian life is indicated as one of un-
ceasing activity, and the text proved the
same time. It was here nted as a
warfare both offensive and defensive, and a
condition of war was one of great activity
and requiring the exercise of unceasin
vigilance and unresting watchfulness. He
then examined each piece of the armour as
mamed by the apostle in the following
verses, describing its use and value in
Christian warfare.

Patriotic Speech.

Professor Grant, a most distinguished
Nova Scotian, in a recent speech delivered
by him in Montreal, gave utterance to the
following noble sentiments :

“Their French-Canadian fellow-citizens
first won Canada from the forest and the
savage and they sanctified the soil by tears
and blood —the heroism of ten generations.
Their Valballa was crowded with the
ﬁgurel of knightly men and saintly women,
of martyrs faithful to the death and of ex-
plorers dauntless as they who had sailed in
quest of the Golden Fleece. In the presence
of Cartier and Chbamplain, of Maisoneuve
and Doulac, of La Salle and Verandraye,
of Lalemant and Brebeeuf, of Montcalm
and Levis, they stood with uncovered
heads. That race was still full of the old
virility. Canada honored judges like
Dorion, poets like Frechette, orators like
Chapleau and Laurier, patriots of the stamp
of Joly, and writers like Chauveau and the
Abbe Casgrain. These added new lustre
to the old glories. But we must be more
than Frenchmen,—more than Scotchmen,
—we must be Canadians. There could
only be one Canadian nation, and all the
races that had found a home in Canada
should contribute to its making. Dreams
of anything else were folly and attempts to
realize these dreams were treason. Against
treason all true Canadians should unite.
The game of secession has already been
tried on this continent and the results of
the experiment should be enough for all
time. Let them teach their boys and girls
Gaelic or French, but, if it were only to
beat the *‘ slow Saxon” they should teach
them English too. Their outlook must in-
cinde all interests and all classes, and make
allowance for the prejudices and room for
the virtnes of others. Let them put their
foot down upon the demagogues who would
form a Scottish vote or seek for places in
cabinets or post-offices on the ground that
they are Presbyterians. They wanted no
Scottish barnacles, at any rate no sham re-
Ereuntativcs. Let them gain positions by

Happening to be in South Farmington
not long since, and having some little time
to spare, we called upon Mr. C. G. Slocomb,
who has been engaged for nearly two years
in the manufacture of ladies corsets in this
place. Mr. Slocomb is the pioneer corset
manufacturer of N. S,, and in fact of the
Maritime Provinces. At the time of his
starting, there was but two other factories
in the inion. Since then another has
been started—making in all, but four in
the Dominion at present. His factory,
which has a capacity of ten dozen r
day, is in the rear of Randall's mill,
from which power is furnished to drive the
sewing machines—six in number. Wefound
Mr, S. at his ware honse, some forty rods
further east—near the store of C. H. Schaf-
ner. Here he stores his stock, does his
cutting, makes his boxes, worts, stamps,
packs and labels his seventeen different
styles of corsets, which are shipped to all
parts of the Maritime Provinces, and a few
as far as Quebec. He employea seven

in the field. Mr. Slocomb does his own
catting, as yet, and is an expert at it, hav-
ing worked at the business for several years
in some of the largest factories in Massa-
chusetts. A amount of skill is re-
quired in stitching these pieces together,
int> graceful and elegant form, and an ex-
amination of his wares will reveal the fact
that they are as nicely stitched and as
elegant withal as any imported from U. 8.
The embroidery of some of the more elegant
styles is done by hand, which gives them a
far more finished appearance than the
machine embroidered corset. Mr. 8. in-
formed us that he meets with a ready sale
for all he manufactures. Such an enter-
prise is well deserving of the patronage of
our traders, and to my mind the cortets at
the same price are superior to the foreign
article. We were much pleased with our
call upon Mr. Slocomb, and predict for him
and his enterprise large prosperity in the
near future.

South Farmington is a stirring and thriv-
ing place. It has one of, if not the best regu-
lated grist mills in the country; also a fine
carding machine and saw mill. The pro-
prietor of the latter is at present engaged
in putting in a large turbine waterwheel, in
place of the older and smaller one, and
thereby increasing his power. Nor is it
thrift confined to its mills; in and around
this place are to be found some of the most

stock raisers to be found in our valley.

Yesterday our Water System was again
more thoroughly tested. At 3 o’clock the
hose was attached to the hydrant opposite
the post office, but the cotton hose which
our firemen had thought extra strong, be-
cause nearly new, proved to be useless, and
soon burst. The day was very windy and
no correct estimate of how far the water
could be thrown was arrived at, but all
who saw the trial must have been satisfied
that we have one of the best systems in
Nova Scotia. The Fire-Wardens should
see that sufficiently strong hose are provided
at onoe. —Spectator.

A New Pest.—Mr. W, C. Healy, of
Round Hill, informs us that the new peat,
called the canker-woem, is abundant in his
district this Ke&r, and that if our farmers
are not watchful now they will have cause
to regret it next spring when they find
their trees leafless. From specimens he
brought to our office we find that the male
is very similar to a small moth and can flit
about at pleasure, but he is not the bird
that does the mischief. The female is a
small, wingless, or almost wingless, creat-
ure with a body over one-quarter of an
inch long, which, on dissection, we found
to contain numerous small . The
female ia how supposed to be in the ground
and is said to start out as soon as the first
frost comes, which is already the case,
She crawls up the trunk of the tree and
lays her batch of eggs, coating them over
with a kind of wax tc keep them from the
weather, and thus ends her existence.
Next spring these eggs develop and bring
myriads of small green-bodied creepers
similar to the old inch-worm, so-called.
These, as the caterpillar, destroy the whole
of the foliage of the trees. Mr. Healy has
captured a large quantity by tacking round
the trunk of the tree a strip of paper on
which he smeared printer’s ink. Others
use tar which answers the same pu 3
Our farmers in many parts are nowsx:;-
ing to these pests, and it would be well
for all to be on the lookout. Onme hour's
work now will save a day in the and
perhaps a whole crop of apples.

SNt UP 10 THE SUPREME CoURT.—On
Monday last, Justice Harris held court in
the Court room at two o’clock to hear evi-
dence against John McIntyre for assault
on Thomas Riley on Sunday afternoon last
with intent to do him bodily harm. The
information was laid By Mr. Alexander
Blackie, l‘)art of whose house McIntyre oc-
cupied. J. M. Owen, ., Was prosecuting
officer, and J. J. Ritchie, Jr., Ksq., ap-
peared for the prisoner. The witnesses
were Thomas Riley, Andrew Riley, and
Dr. Augustus Robinson. The first testified
that he was in company with McIntyre
during Sunday afternoon, during which
time they had been drinking some. He
went home with McIntyre whom he swore
raised a hardwood dining ehair, and using
language which we will not print, threaten-
ed to strike his wife over the head with it.
Riley, not wishing to see the wife injured,
caught the blow, and the hand which he
showed in court bere evidence of its
strength. Subsequently McIntyre seized
a large case knife from the dining table
and struck Riley with it in the , the
knife blade breaking in three pieces. Riley
then struck McIntyre some heavy blows
on the face, which bore evidence in the
court that the latter had been badly
bandled. At this point Andrew Riley and
others arrived Anso interfered to protect
McIntyre. The latter was subsequently
lo%ﬁed in jail. Justice Harris deemed the
evidence of sufficient strength to justify
him in committing the prisoner for trial at
the Supreme Court. MeclIntyre will pro-
bably elect to be tried at once under the
‘“ Speedy Trials Act"” rather than remain
in jail until the next sitting of the Supreme
Court. The worthy justice in addressin
the prisoner referred to the fact that suc
cases as his were few and far between in
Annapolis.

This greatly complicat-
ed the symptoms and he was not stromg
enough to throw it off, For two weeks
past he had been steadily failing owing to
lack of nutrition, He could not retain or
digest the slightest food. ' Since Friday
his death had been kuvown to be only a
matier of time, and long before midnight
last evening it was feared he would not
live to see another day. His death took
place amid perfect calm, he leaning back
with his head buried in the pillow of his
chair. From time to time the doctor felt
the fluttering pulse, whose beats were
growing weaker and more irregular. Now
and then the dying man opened his eyes
in a vague dreamy sense of his condition,
but that was all. At half past ten there
was a slight convulsive movement, his
head sank back, and when the doctor took
his wrist, the heart had ceased to beat.
Wilkie Collins was in comfortable cir-
cumstances, but not scarcely a rich man.
His fortune is under £10,000. He lived for
a long time in the Wimpole street hcuse,
though it was not his own property. It is
filled with a wonderful store of bric-a-brac
and some valuable old furmitare, most of
the articles having, in addition to their
value, an added interest of literary associa-
tions. Prominent among these are sketch-
es, pictures, and old prints, the latter cov.
ering the walls. Wilkie Collins’ execu-
tors are Dr. Carr Beard and Mr. Alexander
Wait, his literary agent. A very interest-
ing figure in the sad picture is that of the
doctor. He was the most intimate and
trusted friend of Charles Dickens as he was
of Collins, and there was no truer or deeper
mourner at the bedside of either than was
the wise, sympathetic, and tender old man.
The world never knows its great men half
as intimately as it would like to, and if
ever the doctor writes his memoirs they
will be of the deepest interest to all read-
ers of ‘ David Copperfield’ or the * Woman
in White.” Wilkie Collins had never mar-
ried, and it is understood that the bulk of
his property goes to friends for whom he
had a close and warm friendship for years.

SO ROBERT COLLYER- INTERPRETS THE

Edwards began
with the sacred axiom, the law of love
dominant in his heart. ' From a child, the
creedl, that God chooses whom He will for
eternal life, and condemns others to the
tortures of an eternal hell, seemed to Ed,
wards, in his own words, ‘a horrible doc-
trine.’” Thus, in his early manhood came
to Hdwards while walking in his father’s
fields his bsautifu] vision of God as a God
of love. It was just before he began his
work at Northampton. The time bad
come, and here was the man who, if he had

been true to that vision, might have been a

Luther. Here was the sorrow of it. He

coulid not be true to his vision bocanse the

great dark cloud of the schools shut down
upon him. The church in Northampton
had drifted away from the strict doctrine
of early days. Then Edwards began to
preach things which changed his sweet
and beautiful visions into a doctrine of
horrid despair. He turned the God of his
vision into a monster such as the world
had never heard of even under Calvin.

¢ I shrink from his sentences, ‘ The nat-
ural man, even the child, is as Tull of en-
mity toward God as a viper is of puison,’’
said Mr. Collyer. *This is what he made
of the vision of God's love which he had
in his father’s pasture. His inferno was
more fearful than any in Dante’s dreams.

The church and town. were counseled by

his infernal vision. The kindly human life

was at an end for the time. Then the time
came when the manhood of New England
made up its mind to throw off the terrible
doctrine. The reaction, came. People
deserted his church and at length Edwards
was turned adrift with a large family and
no means of support. It is a sad story.

Hindoo Justice.

Dr. Henry M. Scudder relates a case of
Oriental justice that cannot be outdone
for sharp and subtle discriminations even
by a Philadelphia lawyer :

¢ Four men, partuers in business, bought
some cotton bales. - That the . rats might
not destroy the cotton they purchased a
cat. They agreed that each of the four
should own a particalar leg of the cat;
and each adorned with beads and other or-
naments the leg thus apportioned to him.
The cat, by an accident, injured one of his
legs. The owner of that member wound
about it a rag soaked in oil. The cat,
going too near the fire set the rag on fire,
and being in great pain, rushed in among
the cotton bales where she was accustomed
to hunt rats. The cotton thereby tock
fire and was burned up. It was a total
loss. The three other partners brought a
suit to recaver the value of the ootton
against the fourth partner who owned the
particular leg of the cat.

‘The jndge examined the case and de-
cided thus : ‘ The leg that had the oil rag
on it, was hurt ; the cat could not use that
leg, in fact, it held up that leg, and ran
with the other three legs. The three un-
huct legs, therefore, carried the fire to the
cotton, and are alone capable. The injur-
ed leg was not to be blamed. The three
partners who owned the three legs with
which the cat ran to the cotton will pay
the whole value of the bales to the part-
ner who was the proprietor of the injur-
od leg.”’

Tne Temrre or HEavEN IN Ruivs.—
A cablegram from London on September
27th says: ‘The Temple of Heaven at
Pekin containing the dragon threne, has
been destroyed by fire.” It is at this tem-
ple that the Emperor officially represent-
ing the people worships on the 22nd of
December, offering a sacrifice to Shang-ti,
also at times of famine and national calam-
ities.” The altar at which these solemn
rites were performed consisted of a triple
circular marble terrace 210 feet wide at
the base, 150 in the middle and 90 at the
tops The uppermost surface was paved
with blocks of the same material, forming
nine concentric circles, the innermost con-
sisting of nine blocks and that on the out-
side of eighty-one blocks. 'On the central
stone, which was a perfect circle, the Em-
peror knelt, ¢ surrounded first by the cir-
cles of the terraces and their enclosing
walls, and then by the circle of the hoizon.'
In the same temple stood the altar of
prayer for good harvests, which was sur-
mounted by a triple-roofed circular struc-
ture ninety-nine feet in height. The tiles
of these roofs were of glazed porcelain of
the most exquisite deep-blue color, and
added a conspicuous element "of splendor
to the shrine, which, even without their
aid, would inspire admiration by the grace
of the design and the rare beauty of the
materials employed in its construction.

SOME SUGGESTIONS FOR YOUNG WOMEN
ABOUT TO COMMENCE HOUSEKEEPING,

If you have a great desire to be married
in white, select a fine Swiss muslin and
have it make up tastily with creamy ribbons
for trimming, and natural flowers for
adorning, or cashmere, made to clear the
ground, that it may be worn the following
summer.

" It is #o out of harmony with all good
taste and judgement to think only of pre-
parigg & dress for a short wedding cere-
mony, aud putting time and money into a
piece of elegance, with a long train that
cannot appropriately be worn more than
once more, in the sphere in which the bride
is to move.

The better way is to be married in simple
white,"or the plain travelling dress, if de-
sired; while a pretty silk or tasty wool
dress, for church and for returning calls,
receives some thought and elaboration.

A book might be written, and then all
not be said on many subjects of interest to
brides.

I only wish to call attention to a few
things. In buying for the furnishing of the
home, fine linen for the tables is often over-
looked, or the fund exhausted before it is
thought of.

The bride should remember at least, one
handsome linen cloth, three and one-half
yards long, for her table, with one dozen
large napkins. These will last a long time
for guest days, and will add much to the
table. Linen cloths for table use should
not be more than two yards long, apd the
napkins medium sized, as they wre easier
to take care of.

A little kitchen, well stocked, makes life
much easier for the young housekeeper. It
is the rule in one family to lay aside one
dollar a week for the utensils needed in the
kitchen, or, if less is necessary, something
for the dining table. The sum is small,
hardly missed, and yet quite proportionate
to the needs, after what you think neces-
sary has been bought.

To any who are not strong enough to
take upon themselves all their work, I
would like to suggest the pleasant and
cheaper way of hiring the washing done out
of the house, and having a woman occas-
sionally a day to sweep and clean rather
than to hire a girl.

Nothing is pleasanter than to be alone in
one’s own home. There is a fearful leak
with much of the foreign help now in this
country. Besides their waste it is often
found they are helping others of their own
nationality from their mistress’ slender
resources.

To those either afraid of gasoline, or liv-
ing where it is not used, I wish to recom-
mend a small kerosene-oil stove with burn-
ers, costing only two dollars.

It requires the same care, as a lamp
must not be filled while lighted, and must
not be left long alone, as the wicks some-
times rise of themselves when the objects
above become heated. This is only tosup-
plement a wood or coal stove. There
should be baking days, and then there
will be days when this stove will do the
work, and tea can be got quickly without
soiling the dress.

I think it requires about three hundred
and fifty dollars to furnish a little cot-
tage comfortably. Many a couple have
commenced on less, and died with a great
deal more. And the happiness can be
much ‘greater in the little homes, where
love is not frightened away by envy,
pride, and a long train of their ill-favored
relations.

A lovely bride of my acquaintance is to
enter upon housekeeping soon without
hired help, and her knowledge of cooking
is summed up in the fact that she can fry
potatoes !

Children’s Clothing.

PERFECT DEVELOPMENT DEMANDS THAT IT
SHOULD NOT BE TOO TIGHT.

Much is said in these days concerning
the rights of ehildren, but there is certain-
ly no right to which every child is more
surely entitled than that of good, sound
physical health. One of the first require-
ments of healthful clothing is that it allow
unrestrained action of every organ of the
body. This is absolutely essential for per-
fect development so long as the body isun-
dergoing the process of growth. According
to Dress, mothers often tinwittingly violate
this principle in the dressing of their chil-
dren by compelling them to wear clothing
which they have partially outgrown, but
which is not sufficiently worn to be dis-
carded. Tight sleeves, tight bands, tight
waists, etc., which have become such from
the child's increased size, are certainly
quite as harmful as are those purposely so
constructed ; and added to this is the fact
that the bones and muscles of the tender
little ones are far more susceptible to the
constriction of tight clothing than are those
of persons of older growth.

The clothing of children should always
he 80 made that it can readily be enlarged
to accommodate the growing form, and
should never fit so snugly-as not to allow
perfect freedom of movement to every
organ. Whatever garments are worn
about the chest and waist should always
 permit of an unrestrained, full inspiration,
and it would be an excellent plan if mothers
would frequently teet the child’s breathing
capacity by placing a tape measure around
its waist when in its night clothing, and
allowing it to take a full inspiration, noting
the number of inches’ expansion, and then
adjusting its clothing to correspond with
the measare of the full inspiration, allowing
one inch or two more for growth.
