Do You WantDr. J. Woodbury’s Have your piano regularly tuned. Most 
pianos require attention three or four times 
annually. A competent tuner will attend 
to the regulating of the action aud voicing, 
which is quite as important as the tuning.

Keep the piano during the winter in the 
coolest part of the room, and the tempera­
ture as even as possible. Never set it close 
to a register, as too much heat is liable to 
shrink and crack the .sounding board. 
Dampness is one of the greatest enemies tQflfe 
the piano; therefore the instrument shouh^^ 
be closed, in damp weather when not in use.
In dry, pleasant weather leave the piano 
open, so the dry air can get to the action 
and key board. This will keep out the 
dampness from the action, keeps the keys 
from sticking, the ivories from turping yel­
low and the strings from rusting. All of 
these troubles are liable to occur if the piano 
is kept closed too much.

Never let the sun-shine on the piano, as it 
will surely blister and turn the color of the 
varnish, which can never be remedied unless 
the piano is scraped and revarniahed, and 
this necessitates a heavy expinse. Watch 
the piano carefully that the moths do not 
get into it, as they will do the piano serions

Every first-class piano undergoes a pro­
cess of varnishing that requires from six to 
ten weeks’ time and receives half a dozen 
coats of fine varnish, which are in turn rub­
bed and polished until the surface is smooth 
as glass. Every one has observed after 
purchasing a new piano, especially in damp 
weather, that it soon takes on a dull, smoky 
appearance. This is the effect of the damp­
ness upon the surface of the varnish.

To remove this use a fine sponge and tepid

AT OUR USUAL LOW PRICES.51 tf Vegetable physiologists teach ua that ni­
trogen is essential to healthy plant growth; 
that it is conveyed to the roots of plants in 
combination with hydrogen, constituting 
ammonia, which is decomposed in the soil by 
the process of nitrification, resulting in the 
formation of nitric acid. It is claimed that 
in the form of nitric acid alone is this essen­
tial element nitrogen absorbed and assimi­
lated by plants. If this is so, why would 
not nitric acid constitute a superior fer­
tilizer?

This seems to 
have been the guiding principle of the pre­
sent generation of politicians in the island of 
Newfoundland. For the past few years her 
public men appear to have wholly lost their 
heads. Enormous sums of money have been 
borrowed, vast railway enterprises and other 
public works projected, and obligations un­
dertaken in other ways wholly out of all 
proportion to the population and material 
resources of the colony. Now the deluge 
has come much sooner than was anticipated. 
All the banks, and most of the leading busi­
ness houses have failed, the credit of even 
the government itself appears to have be­
come exhausted, thousands of people are out 
of employment without the means of liveli­
hood, and want and ruin reign supreme in 
the island. This is surely a logical and fit­
ting termination to the career of profligacy 
and corruption which has characterized the 
colony for the past few years.

The question of the island’s future is now 
being anxiously considered by the home 
government. Whatever may be the out­
come of the present crash we trust that 
union with the dominion will not be the re­
sult. A people who have proved their un­
fitness for self-government, as those of New­
foundland certainly have, should not com­
plain if relegated to the position of a crown 
colony once more. Canada surely has no 
use for such a people.

THE BRIDGETOWN—On Wednesday last the telegraphic wires 
brought from across the ocean a brief mes­
sage which sent a thrill of horror throughout 
Canada from the Atlantic to the Pacific. 
This was no less than the news of the sudden 
and wholly unexpected death of Sir John 
Thompson, premier of Canada, which had 
occurred at Windsor Castle, the residence of 
Her Majesty, whither he had gone that 
morning, to be sworn a member of the Privy 
Council of Groat Britain.

This news was all the more startling and 
difficult to believe inasmuch as it was very 
generally thought that he was in the enjoy­
ment of perfect health. This, it now ap­
pears, was far from being correct, as it is 
now known that for nearly a year he has 
been ailing from some form of kidney disease, 
and had been warned by his physician that 
his life depended upon his seeking rest, and 
relieving himself from the cares and anxieties 
of his arduous and responsible position. It 
was largely with this object in view that he 
nndertook the trip which terminated so sud­
denly on Wednesday morning last.

Sir John Thompson was a man of whom 
Nova Scotians had reason to be proud. 
Without any special advantages over those 
of the average youth throughout our land, 
he, by his own industry, perseverance and 
genius, had worked his way up, until he 
occupied the very highest position open to a 
citizen of the dominion. In the negotiation 
of the Bayard-Chamberlain treaty at Wash­
ington, and*as a member of the Behring Sea 
tribunal of Arbitration at Paris, he came in­
to contact with the ablest men of the age, 
and in both these, as well as in all other 
difficult and responsible positions he has 
occupied, he easily proved himself the peer 
in every respect of the best men of other 
lands. And although living at a time when 
the air was filled with scandals, and charges 
of corruption were freely hurled at nearly 
every man in public life in the dominion, no 
breath of suspicion has ever been attached 
to hie name. Now that he is gone, liberals 
and conservatives alike unite in pronouncing 
eulogies upon his name. Even Dalton 
McCarthy, who is believed to have been 
jealous of him while living, now pronounces 
him “a statesman of the very highest order, 
unexcelled in that capacity by any man 
whom I have bad knowledge of in my public 
experience.”

As the news of his death came just after 
our paper was issued last week, and as so 
much has been said and written of his life 

"and labors since that time, we deem it un­
necessary to publish at this late date any 
extended sketch of his life. We give below 
the remarks of the president of the Montreal 
Board of Trade in opening the session of that 
body, called to pass resolution suitable to the 
occasion, soon after the news of his death 
was received. They express, in a few words,

It is impracticable, except in a few of the 
larger schools where time and other condi­
tions are most favorable. In all miscellan­
eous schools and many graded schools the 
teaching of tonic sol fa would most injurious­
ly encroach on the teaching of branches 
which are obviously of greater practical 
value.

In the last mentioned schools it is impos­
sible to thoroughly teach the full course for 
each year, as laid down, simply because it 
already embraces a multiplicity of studies 
incompatible with the ability of any teacher 
to thoroughly impart or any scholar tc learn;

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BRIDGETOWNOrigin of the King’s Daughters.

I am so often asked to tell the first 
thought I had of the Sisterhood that result­
ed in the Order of the King’s Daughters, 
writes Mrs. Bottome, the President of the 
Order, in the September Ladies' Home Jour­
nal. I was crossing the Atlantic Ocean. I 
had met on deck some young fellows that 
had been tramping through Switzerland, 
and learned they were from some theological 
seminary. One morning I was startled at 
hearing of the death of one of these young 
men. He had been ill only a few days, and 
I learned that through his sickness, while 
delirious, he had constantly called for hie 
mother. As I paced the deck in the days 
that followed, and looked up at the boat 
that swung day after day with his body in 
it, if I had only been in a Sisterhood wear­
ing a badge that would have denoted service 
to humanity, they might have asked me if I 
would not like to see the young man who 
called for his mother, for I learned that no 
woman had seen the youth during his illness, 
and I pictured to myself how glad the mo­
ther would have been if I could have written 
to her and told her I had seen her boy. A 
that hour I wished for a Sisterhood that 
should not be known by any distinct dress 
but by some kind of a badge. I did not 
speak of this thought to any one.

A few months passed and Dr. Edward 
Everett Hale called to see me on business. 
As he was passing out he said, “ Mrs. Bot­
tome, I wonder you do not found a Sister­
hood.” And the word Sisterhood took my 
thoughts back to the steamer. Not many 
days after I invited four friends of mine who 
had been associated with me, and they came 
to my home, and we decided each to invite 
some friend, a consecrated woman, and to 
meet the week following and there would 
then be ten of us, and felt sure Dr. Hale 
would lend us his idea of “ ten times one is 
ten.” When later I wrote to him about it 
he answered, “ You are welcome, Mrs. Bot­
tome, to any idea of mine that you can use."

The lovely woman, Mrs. Theodore Irving, 
who suggested the name for the new Sister­
hood of service, “ The King’s Daughters,” 
has passed into the beautiful beyond.

I was made president of that first ten, not 
because I was better fitted to be president 
than some of the others present, but simply 
because the forming of such a ten was my 
suggestion, and later, as you know, the word 
“ tens ” was dropped and the word “Circles ” 
substituted. In all the Circles there is a 
president, a secretary and a treasurer.

Care In Diphtheria.

As diphtheria is so very serious a disease, 
whenever a child seems languid and miser­
able, fretful and depressing, without appar­
ent cause, examine the throat carefully, 
writes Elizabeth Robinson Scovil in a veiy 
valuable article on “ Care in Infectious dis­
eases” in the February Ladies' Home Jour­
nal. If it is swolen and covered with patches 
of gray membrane looking like slate pencil 
dust, send for. the doctor. It is always saf­
est to have medical advice when the throat 
is affected.

Until the doctor comes keep the child in 
bed. If the throat is painful procure a lump 
of lime, pour cold water upon it; when the 
effervescence subsides strain off the clear 
water and apply it to the throat with a 
brush or swab. If the child is old enough 
the throat can be gargled with the lime- 
water. Inhaling the steam from a pitcher 
of boiling water sometimes gives relief. The 
neck may be rubbed with warm oil and 
bound with flannel.

Milk, either hot or cold, should be given 
every two hours. The cold milk may have 
the white of an egg shaken with each cup­
ful. Strong beef tea can be given and 
the doctor may order stimulant. The

The Christmas Stocking.

A j >lly device to take the place of the tree 
is a big stocking with its top Md open by a 
circle of wire. The stocking is made of 
striped calico or any available stuff and must 
be big enough to hold all the gifts, which 
are to be done up stoutly in pasteboard and 
paper.

Take from the fire, add a cup of 
sugar, the juice of a lemon, and the grated 
rind and pulp, cut six sweet oranges into 
pieces, remove the seeds, pour the boiling 
corn starch over them, and stand aside to 
cool. Serve icy cold with cream and sugar.
