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Stocks and Stock Speculation.

" (The Suburban News.)

We have heard a good deal lately
about stocks and stock speculation.

We have our own way of thinking
of such things, and this may be a
good time to tell our readers about
them.

What is a Stock? It is a part in-
terest in that which is owned by a
company.

What mey be owned by a company?
Anything which an individual may
own.

Is there anything wrong about a
man selling eor another buying what
the former owned in a company? No.
Well, what is all this talk about the
evil of Stock speculation?

The trouble is mostly caused by peo-
ple buying Stocks who cannot afford
to do so. Sometimes they use money
that does not belong io them.

Is there danger in buying Stocks?
There is this, that stocks are often
given a fictitious value by false repre-
sentation of the value of the property.
There are other methods known as ma-
nipulation, by which holders of large
block may idenly i or de-
crease the value of a stock.

Is trading in Stocks necessary? It
is just as necessary as trading in the
products represented by the Stocks.

Let us consider Mining Stocks for
example. There are very few mines
now worked by individuals. This is
because it takes a great deal of mon-
ey to operate a mine, more money than
one person. would care to spend in a
single operation. Hence, in order to
have the mine worked, it becomes ne-
cessary that a large number should
join, and this is in nearly all cases
done by means of a stock company.

Most of the business of the world to-
day is carried on by Stock Companies.
It is absolutely necessary for the busi-
ness of the world, as now carried on,
that there should be people who
would buy the stocks of these com-
panies, and it is equally necessary
that those people should have an op-
portunity of selling them. This being
so, the buying and selling of stocks
should be, and is in itself, just as reg-
ular and legitimate a business as the
buying and selling of goods in stores.

People have lost a great deal of
money invested in these mining com-
panies, and now that it is expected
that mining operations will largely in-
crease in Nova Scotlia, it is worth
while inquiring how and why money
is frequently lost{ in such companies.

To begin with, a great many owning
or holding mining property are apt
to have an exaggerated idea of its
value. They are too apt to think that
because there are indications of a large
and rich deposit, that it 1s certain to
be there; for the reason that these in-
dications of richness appear om the
surface, thev are willing to make state-
ments of what the property must there-
fore be worth. In this way many peo-
ple are deceived.

The proper valution of a mine is
made on the basis of the value that
appears in the mine itself. If it be a
mere indication on the surface, it is
not a mine at all, but a mere pros-
pect, which is only a speculative val-
ue. If people can afford to invest their
money on the chance of this specula-
tive proposition turning out to be a
valuable one, there is no objection to
their doing so. If it turns out bagly,
they should regard it as they would
regard any other business of chance
or speculation in which they engage.

Now the danger to the public comes
when stocks are sold on this kind of
property, and bought by people who
are under the impression that the
roperty is really worth what the
holders of it think it is, without hav-
ing facts upon which to base such an
opinion.

We know of a case of this kind in
the Province of Nova Scotia, where an
expert informed us only a few
days ago that a mere 'prospecting
shaft. which had yet disclosed no body
of ore, was being operated by a com-
pany whose stock was offered to the
public at a price which put the min-
ing property in question at a valua-
tion of four and a half millions.

It is absolutely necessary that the
public should be warned against this
form of fraudulent manipulation of
stock companies. We do not say that
the operation is fraudulent in itself; it
all depends on the statements that are
made to the public in regard to the
property. If th. statements are accu-
rate and fair. there is no way of pre-
venting people from giving their mon-
ey for stock, even at an absurd and
fictitious valuation.

Redeem the Staze.

It might be redeemed, and its re-
demption would be a blessing to the
world, as its degradation has been a
curse. The stage has in it incalculable
possibilities of brightness and beauty
and inspiration for our bedraggled and
sordid life, as those who have felt the

wer of a Willard in a play like
“The Middleman:’ bear witness; and it
has almost intinite possibilities of friv-
olity and tarnish and evil suggestive-
ness, as not a few playgoers testify
whose ideals of life have been disfigur-
ed, and whose imaginations have been
hung with pictures that never can be
blotted out or forgotten. When one
sees a real genius in a real piece of
dramatic art one regrets the more.all
that base imitation which desecrates
the stage, and makes impossible for
thousands that need it as divine an
art and as effective an instrument of
culture as any other with which the
great Creator has gifted and enriched
the race.

The stage can never be a substitute
for the pulpit nor for the press, nor
for the professor’s desk, nor for any
other agency of culture. In the great
house of life there are many apart-
ments and many workmen, because
life is many-sided and needs the touch
of many hands. One cannot render
another’s service, but each in its place is
best. Had the stngegts place and were
the artists true to their high calling, the
histrionic art would come to its own
as the ally of every other instrument
that maKes for the recreation, or the
enmcblement, or the inspiration of
life.

The stage can be redeemed, and its
redemption is brought nearer by every
dramatic genius consecrated to its ser-
vice, and by every generous apprecia-
tion of thcse who by their loyalty to
high idea!s uand devotement of rare
gifts bring a little rosy sunshine into
our gray-colored lives, or make appeal
to conscience and duty and love. Some
day it will have been accomplished,
and that the day of its redemption
may not be needlessly delayed all
those plays and those players ihat
minister to the vulgar and feed the
sensual and confuse the distinctions be-
tween right and wrong should be
swept out of the way. And that good
work will be done, not by ignorant or
pharasiac denunciation, but by the en-
lightenment, ths elevation and the di-
rection of public opinion. That done,
the occupation of the buffoon and the
libertine will have gone, and the stage
will have come to its own.—Toronto
Globe.

Nova Scotians in Labrador.

Labrador is regarded by most of us
as a pretty cold place. It is cold, too,
at times, but it has a summer not vegy
unlike our own. The seeds are plant-
ed in May and the harbors are open
until December. At present the prin-
cipal industry is lumbering. - There are
two Nova Scotia firms carrying on
large operations there, namely Calder
& Co. and the Grand River Pulp and
Lumber Co. The partners in Calder &
Co. are Wm. Muir, James A. Calder,
Andrew Muir and Hugh A. Calder.
This company has two mills, 125 miles
apart. They own the lumber on 744
square miles.

The Grand River Lumber and Pulp
Co., composed of Alired Dickié and
John Gillis, have the timber rights on
297 square miles. The latter company
is running the S. S. Viking from this
port every month with supplies. The
two companies have together about
500 men in their employ.

The territory is around latitude 54,
about as far north as Liverpool, Eng-
land, and 530 miles north of Halifax.
It is estimated that on the territory
owned by Calder there are two billion
feet of spruce. Next fall a portion of
this property will be transferred to a
limited company known as the Kenimo
Lumber €Co.. Ltd. These -two compa-
nies are supplying deals for the Eng-
lish market and various kinds of lum-
ber suitable for the South American
market,

James A. Calder will leave on the
next trip of the S. S. Viking for the
scene of the company’s operations. He
has spent three summers in that ter-
ritory and finds it very enjoyable. This
territory was originally acquired by W.
R. Calder, father of J. A. and Hugh
A. Calder. It i: rew understood that
when the portion of the property now
held by Calder & Co. is transferred to
th: Kenimo Lumber Co., Ltd., that S.
P. Penjumin, the well known lumber
man, will be one of the interested
parties.

Andrew Muir and J. A. Calder, two
of the partners in the great Labrador
enterprise referred to above, have re-
cently become residents of Rocking-
ham.—Suburban News.
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Pittsburg Capitalists Decide to Buy
the Davidson Property.

One of the largest transactions re-
corded in coneection with the lumber
industry of Nova Scotia is about to
be concluded at Bridgewater. The
vast timber tracts of k. D. Davidson
& Sons on the LaHave, Medway and
Nictaux Rivers, will shortly pass into
the hands of an American syndicate
composed priucipally of Pitisburg cap-
italists who are represented in Nova
Scotia by Mr. Potter.

The bonding of this property, one
of the most extensive in Eastern Can-
ada, was anncunced in the Chronicle
several months ago, and attracted
considerable attention on account of
the large amount of money involved
and the magnitude of the projected
operations. The purchase pyice is un-
derstood to be $§1,250,000.

Representatives on the syndicate
have carefully gone over the property,
and it is understood that their report
on the same was most favorable. The
syndicate secured an option on the
property at the outset, but this ex-
pired and they some weeks ago obtain-
ed an extension of time. The present
option will expire on June 1st.

So far no legal transfer of the prop-
erty has been made, but the Chronicle
is informed that the syndicate has de-
cided to purchase the same. It is ex-
pected that representatives of the syn-
dicate will come to Nova Scotia with-
in a few days and close the deal.

It is the intention of the new com-
pany to increasc the present opera-
tions. Pulp mills will be erected and
the pulp and paper industry carried
on vigorously. The Davidson prop-
erty covers an area of from 250,000 to
300,000 acres wooded chiefly with
spruce and pine Tt is located along
the LaUave, Medway and Nictaux
rivers. There are five saw mills. Two
are located at Bridgewater, one at Al-
pena and one at Greenfleld.

academy hunldm' was formally open-
ed, an event mgmluqnt not only in
adding an imposing public building to
the arckitectural possessions of the
town, but of greater significance as
denoting the progressive attitude of
the townspeople In educational mat-
ters.

Our new academy
est school buildings of its class to be
found in the province. It occupies a
fine site on rising ground near the cen-
tre of the town with ample grounds
surrounding it for sports and recrea-
tion purposes. It is built of brick
with granit: trimmings and contains
three stories. The lower story or base-
ment contains two well lighted rooms
for manual training, two furnace
rooms, closets, lavatories, etc., and
has concrete floors. The second floor
contains three large class rooms, each
with a cloak room adjoining. The
third floor also contains three large
class rooms, cloak rooms, and a small
room intended for museum land lib-
rary. Adjoining the principal’s room,
which is on this floor, and connected
with it by sliding doors back of the
platform is a chemical laboratory fit-
ted up with shelves and drawers. All
the floors on these flats are of hard
wood. The wocdwork is in oak finish.

‘Thore are two entrances on the sec-
ond or main floor, and each story is
reached by two separate stair cases. The
building is heated by hot air furnaces
and is fitted with approved ventilat-
ing apparatus and the most sanitary
plumbing.

The building reflects much credit on
the building committee and on Mr.
John A. Brown, the master builder.
Tt cost the town less than $10,000,
and it gives much satisfaction fo the
ratepayers that the money has been so
judiviously and economically applied.

Boston is to be The World’s Big
Wireless Telegraph Station.

Washington, May 28.—Plans are now
on foot m both the war and the navy
department, for making Boston the
main wireless telegraph station of the
Atlantic coast.

The Charlestown navy yard will be
the station from which all important
wireless messages to Furope will be
sent by the United States government.
A huge pole, 180 feet high, will sup-
port the heavy wire from which these
messages wiil be flashed.

All vessels of the pavy in the At-
lantic will be equipped with wireless
systems. All while on duty will re-
port to the Charlestown headquarters.

The system used will not be Mar-
coni’s. That is settled already.

It may be -the DeForrest system, but
no less than six will be tested. The
department expects to test one by Wi-
sard Edison. So far, all details on
that point have been kept from the
public. -

All that can be learned is that Edi-
son has some very original views as
to a “ccherer”” and that his system
may prove to be the only satisfactory
one oi the lot.

From the Charlestown yard inland,
there will extend across the continent,
on United States government property,
a string of stations clear to the Pa-
cific. Eventually the system is to ex-
tend, it is hoped, across to the Ha-
waiian Islands and thence to the Phil-
ippines.

For strategical purposes, the inland

posts will probably be some distance
away from the Canadian boundary.
As the navy is to have general
charge of the wireless stations along
the coast, the war department will
have control of the inland stations.

By preference these stations inland
will be near army posts, where they
can be protected from an attack of
any kind, by large bodies of troops.
It is felt that in the future theggwill
be the most important strategic posts
of any war within the United States,
if any such ever comes.

As the army posts are now almost
all upon railroad lines, it would be
possible, at any time, under the new
militia law, to mass an army at any
one of these inland stations, for its
safety.

In this way, the communication be-
tween the different American armies
can always be maintained. In all oth-
er campaigns the army has been in
some.danger of having the line of com-
munication cut off. Nothing of the
kind can ever happen in the future.

Even it an enemy could intercept a
message (in cipher, of course), the en-
emy conld not prevent the message
travelling on to its proper receiving
station.

The experimenters are without pre-
judice in favor. or against, any.sys
tem to be tested. The price asked by
Marconi for the use of his system was
considered prohibitive. He has threat-
ened to bring, and will bring suits
against the United States government
for infringement of his patents. =

Death and Devastation by Flood.

Topeka, Kansas, May 31st.—With 175
or 20 lives lost and millions of dol-
lars of property destroyed; with hund-
reds of pistol shots as signals of di
tress, blended with the agonizing cries
of unwilling occupants of tree tops
and houses and water creeping upward
and then slowly subsiding and alter
nately changing hope to despair, the
Capital City has passed the most me-
morable Sabbath of its existence.

To all this discomforting condition
of affairs were added the presence of a
cold, diswal day. The arduous work
of heroic rescuers continues in spite
of the conditions which confronted
them. For long, dreary hours, knee
deep in water and sometimes in water
up to their necks, they worked with
might and main. To-night they ¢an
point to threc hundred rescued per-
sons, who otherwise might have been
swept away in the current.

NEWS OF THE WORLD.

The town of Metzghero, Turkey, was
totally wiped out by an earthquake on
the 20th ult., with its entire popula-
tion, numbering 2000.

All farms and all kinds and condi-
tions of soils arve not well adapted for
the production of seed of superior
quality, of all kinds of crops. Grain,
and other seeds, for seed purposes,
should be produced on lands that are
free from noxious weeds and capable
of producing those crops at their best
in quality and in yield per plant.

Thers is a need and opportunity in
every agricultural locality in Canada
for a few farmers to make a specialty
of growing high-class seed in quantit
for the purposes of seed as distinguish-
ad from graia for feed or food.

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3 Cheap Pork.
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The following paper was read before

Lhis is the question 1 am to
answer, but it 1s not like a problem 1
n.athematics, which may always be solv
ed 1n the same manner. Many a breeder,
feeder and farmer -has auempted to
sulve this problem, and very many of
them arrived at conclusions which are
reascnably  sausfactory to them, and
yet there may be a great difierence in
the manner of procedure. Une of the
wise ones has written a becok on ‘How
to make seventeer. pounds of pork with
& bushel of corn.’

I can lay down no iron-clad
secrets  of sucCess among
breeding fraternity, but simply give
you some of my own experiences, and
perhaps more of my ideas which I
hope to carry out in the future.

In the first place it is no secret that
e cheapest growth to be made on a

¢, or any other animal, for that
matter, is when the animal is small.
1t is another well-known fact that a
young animal once stunted has gcn: a
great wat toward making its life un
profitable to its owner.
| Many farmers begin to make the hog
{a 209-pound. animal in the fall after

gets all the milk it can
from its mother, in the scramble with

i brothers. and sisters, but after it
is a month old the mother begins to
{look scraggy and thin, the pig begins
[to losc lustre -as well as milk, and
must soon ‘root, hog, or die’ on a
June grass sod in the apple orchard.
| The result is that much of this food is
lused to>make squeal.
| Now, it is my idea to begin earlier
| to make the pig. In fact, I believe it
| is necessary to begin before the. pig is
|born. The present winter I have been
feading my brood sows corn once per
day, and ground oats and wheat once
per day, aiming to give them nearly
every a feed of clover hay—the
clover chall so far as possible. Clover
hay or chafi—that is, the leaves and
~heads of the clover- a most excel
lent feed, and it helps to fill up the
digestive tract, and thus aids g
tion and keeps the hogs more
and contented.

If a course of this kind is followed
lth- litters will be larger and the pigs
i stronger, less eating of pigs, and few-
{er sictdy little fellows that have to be
{nursed in the kitchen.

As soon as the pigs are two or three
davs old it will pay to begin gradu-
lalivto fecd the sow liberally; a small
{feed, at first, but the principal not a
| heat-producing food. The sow can not
produce milk unless she has her
milk-producing elements. For  this
there is perhaps nothing better than
wheat middlings, but there are other
things as good. Groend oats snd
sprouted wheat make a wonde 1
good food, and they are certai very
profitable to feed to the hroed  sow
and the pi s0 also is miss'ings, e
at present I would not dis
corn entirely, bur by no means shouvld
it be made the principal diet of the
brood sow. After the sow has farrow-
ed she should ke fed recularly, three
times per day. and as the pigs begin
to grow she should he fed heavily.

Just as soon as the piecs can be in-
duecd to eat—they will do it when
1!}»' e weeks old, al the most—fix a’ pen
with an openine that will let the pies
in and keep th~ older hoes out, and
feed the pigs all thev will eat, three
times per dav. For this there is noth-
ing hetter than milk and middlines.
kut cround oats corn are good: bnt T
would consider ground oats and wheat
or barley better. I think it is much
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more important that they be fed lib-
erally of any those feeds than it is
to discuss the relative merits of all and
feed -rone,

If we were to produce power with a
steam engine, and it required 100
pounds of steam before it would oper-
ate the machinery, and we only get up
ninety pounds of steam in all day, we
could set down as wasted all the fuel
consumed and labor expended for that
day. This is also true in the growing
of stock. It requires a certain amount
of feed anl attention to maintain life
in the anima!, all of which is a dead
loss, the only gain or profit coming
from that food which goes to increase
the weight of the body. Hence the
great importance of pushing an animal
for raptd growth

On2 of the disadvantages |
to encounter in the past the lack
of clover for. the pig, but I believe
that, in a measure at least, I am solv-
ing the problem of farm-fertility, and
fully expect in the future to be able
to produce clover in abundance.

There is another food which .I helieve
is of great importance, but which we
are losing sight of, or have been in
the past, and that is barley. It can
be sown in April, and is ready to
thresh and feed early in July, one of
the. very hest of feeds for the pigs, and
also for the work hors We used to
dread it on account of those horrible
beards, but we now have beardless bar-
ley, and I believe: it will soon be
largely grown. 1 shall sow a quantity
this spring, to take the place of mid-
Alings with the pigs, just as soon as
threshed.

Another crop 1 believe of great im
portance for pigs is to sow a ‘succo-
tash’ of oa barley, peas, rape
and clover. It is an allsummer feed.
The peas and oats are caten off first,
and the rest of the summer and fall.

In this day and age it is hardly né
to that it does not pay
to winter spring pigs. They should be
dropped as early in the spring as pos
sible, and pushed along all summer on
such pasture and feeds as T have sug-
