Close Season of Cow Moose extended Three Years E

- Anglers S8hould Note That It Is Illegal To

Take Over Thirty

Trout in One Day.

recent s:ssion of the Legislature aud
g0 irto eflect immediately.

~ Many people, anglers in some cases,
seem to think that the inland fisher-
jes are altogether under the control of
tne Provincial authorities. 'This is a
mistake. The Dominion authorities
control and make the regulations as
to salmon and trout, as well as bass
shad and gaspereaux, It may not be
ount of place, however, to remind lo
cal afglers that a Dominion ordar-in-

council passed last year, and ncw in j

effect, provides that in Novs Secotla,
New Brunswick and P. E. Island 1o
person: may legally take over
thirty trout,: or ten pounds of trout
in all, in any one day. Fish story-
tellers would do welli to remember
this and in relating their experiences
dwell more largely on the big ones
that got away rather than on large
numbers and great geight taken.
Otherwise it may be up to such per-
sons to show cause, etc. The open
season for trout is April 1st to Oet,
1st.. and for salmon, March 1st. to
Aug. 15th, though fly-fishing for sal-
mon is open on Feb. 1st

As to the Game Act oneof the
more important clauses isthat ex-
tesding the close season for cow
moose for three years longer, thas is
uptil Sept. 16th 1915. Weparts from
difterent parts of the Province . to
Chief Game Commissioner Knight -
dicated that the close season fer
cows in operation the past few  wsw-
sons had been successful in its. ob-
ject and recommended extension. The

close season for deer was likewise ex-
tended to Oectober 1st, 1915, and for

caribou except in Victoria and Inver-
_ness counties, until Sept. 16th, 1915.
Caribou meat may nct he sold or of-
f:rad for sale at any time. A clause
providing that moose meat qhou!d
no: be offered for sale be‘ore Sept.
a0th, 1915, was not adopted.

As the law now stands hares
or rabbits may not be hunted, kifled
or pursued with intent to kill, or had
in possession, save from Oct. 1st to
the following March
rot be snared or taken otherwise than
by shooting between March 1st, and
December 1st.

Minks, raccoons, otier or fox may
not be killed or pursued with intent
to kiil, or bad in possesdion between
Maich Ist and November 1st.
tor mertin may not be hunted or Trap-
ned, or the gkin of such had in pos
iession at 'any time. It is further
provided that no person shall take,
kill or pursue with inteal to kill any
mammal wvaluahle olﬁy for its fur, as
to. which no special provision is made
by the Act, (except bear, woif and
wild cat) between March 1lst and No-
vember 1st., except that when neces-
sary for protection of private proper-
ty a person may iake or kill at awy
time any fox, raccoon, skunk or
weasel found on such persons enetesed
:remises or farm.
