The way will be clear for an immediate
advance. A vigorous campaign for
the further extensfon of prohibition
under local option will no doubt be
warmly advocated.

Another point that will receive
special attention will be fresh pro-
vincial legislation, Sir Oliver Mowat's
pledge was that prohibitory legislation
would be enacted if the province had
power to enact it. Public opinion
however, will demand advance legis-
lation in any case. The decision will
simply decide whether that legislation
is to be prohibition or further restric-
tion.

The promise of the Attorney General
was taken as meaning that he would
promote legislution in the interests of
the temperance cause to the limit of
the power which the legislution is
shown to possess. We shall look
confidently for further sweeping
logislation for curtailing the power of
the evil working traffic and coming
into actual operation not less than
May 1st, 1807.

THE PRIVY COUNCIL DECISION.

The long delayed decision of the
Itnperial Privy Council upon the
question of provincial jurisdiction in
relation to the liquor traffic has at last
been rendered. Unfortunately the
cable sunitnaries of this judgment are
80 condensed as to be imperfect, and it
is impossible at the time of writing
this to ascertain exactly the full import
of that judgement,

One thing however, is abso'utely
certain and that is, that the right of
provincial legislatures to enact local
option laws has heen affirmed. The
legisintion of the difterent provinces
authorizing electors to locally prohibit
the traffic in intoxicating bever-
ages has therefore heen con.
clusively up-held, and a wide fleld is

That
province's local option law had been
declared invalid by the Supreme Court
of Canada. This decision  had
practically rendered the law in-
operative where it had been passed,
and had terminated all agitation for
its further adoption. There will be a
sudden change. The law will be
enforced where it is carried, and will
no doubt win many victories in new
tervitory. Outario prohibitionists ave

henrtily to be congratulated upon this, |

The decision also makes it clear that

a provincial legislature has no right to:

prohibit the importation of intoxicat-
ing liguor. As has heen stated, the
other points involved in the decision
are yet uncertain.
judgment will arrive in afew days and
we shall then know exactly where we
stand. If, as some aunticipate, pro-
vincial legislatures have power to
prohibit, then we may look for
important legislation in nearly all the
provinces.

It is also certain that no doubt has
heen cast upon the power of the
Dominion Parlinment to enact pro-
hibitory legislation,  Few people had
any doubt regarding this matter,
well, however, to have it again
emphatically re-nffirmed in view of
the approaching Dominion election.

THE ONTARIO CONVENTION.

The decision of the Privy Council
having been renderved, there will be a
gathering of Ontavio prohibitionists in
the city of Torontt early in July.

Thete are many men however, who
while not having strong convictions
on this particular question, are honor-
able enough to carry out any promise
they may make. A pledge before
election will thus sometimes give us a
champion afterwards that we would
not have secured without that pledge.
That pledge will often be more readily
given by such a candidate before his
election than afterwards. Moreover,

ALCOHOL AND HEART DISEASE,

Bolliiger has especially called at-
tention to the great frequency of heart
disease in Munich, where it ranks third
among the cuuses of death. In an
interesting paper also on the * Etiolo
of Idiopathic HypertroplB' of the
Heart,” contributed by Dr. J. S8,
Whittaker to a late number of the
“International Medical Magzine,”
the influence of alcohol in canuing the
developement of hypertrophy of the
heart is referred to, first as a chemical
poison in the production of arterio-
sclerosis, chiefly in the stronger forins,
as in brandy, whisky, etc.; secondly,
by increasing the quantity of blood in
a mechanical way, for the most part in
weaker torms, uas in wine, and more
especially in beer. Seudtner has
observed that the mortality from
heart disease of brewers and workers
with beer was much greater than the
general mnortality. e blood pressure
and pulse frequency are directly
increased after the ingestion of any
kind of fluid; but they are highest
after heer, probably on account of its
carbonic acid and alcohol. Bollinger
observed that after the ingestion of a
pint of water during work by a strong,
girl,agedtwenty-two,the blood pressure
returned to the normal in the course of
one hour, hut after the ingestion of a
gint of wine and water, or of a pint of

eer, under the snme conditions, the
blood pressure reached the nomual
only after two hours. Great beer
drifnkars nearly all suffer in a course of
a few
