BEE.STINGS vs. RHE CMATISAM.

At the expense of worrying our
good friend, Dr. Mason, the littlest
bit in the world, we recommend to
his attention the foliowing commu-
nication which we have just received
from that practical and experienced
authority on bees and their belong-
ings and doings, Mr. R. F. Holter-
manan, on the subject of bee-stings
as a cure for rheumatism. We wish

to premise Mr. Holtermann’s note
with the assertion that whether bee-
stings cure rhaumatism or whether
they do not the circumstance or
incident—or whatever elsc he may
please to style it—has not the
smallest particle cf interest
it for ourselves personally. We
are happy to say that we
bave never been afflicted with
rheumatism, lumbago, sciatica, neu-
ralgia, or any other of its kindred
and tormenting allies, and the con-
sequence is that a bee sting would
be of no value to us, whilst more
than one might be decidedly ob-
‘jectionable. Dr. Mason will there-
fore observe that we are entirely
disinterested in our recommenda-

tion of the addition of this
valuable remedy to his phar-
macopzia. As arule, we object, as

he does, to anything that savors of
empiricism, or that may be regarded
as coming within the category of
questionable therapeutics, and al-
though we have upon a previous
occasion employed an expression
which might painfully impress the
excellent doctor with the idea that
our views in regard to medical prac-
tice savored somewhat of latitudin-
arianism and left us open to the
insinuaticn that we had a leaning in
the direction of homceopathic treat-
ment, we beg to assure him that.he
is quite mistoken on that point, and-
that we are ‘00 conservative in our
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views 1o be led astray by every
strange doctrine that has not the
venerable odor of antiquity and
precedence for its support. ‘¢ With
these few remarks,”"—if we may be
permitted to quote the language
frequently emplcyed by usually
longwinded and thickheaded public
speakers,—we beg torecommend the
following short note to the learned
doctcr’s distinguished consideration:

BEE-STINGS AND RHEUMATISM.

But we have still further evidence

For a great many years I had been
subjeot to mascu'ar rheumatism in my back

Two yéara ago I purohased a dozen oblonies
of bees. They were in different stylea of
hives, sofie with novable frames and some
without. I was told that they had not been
opened for three years. At first they were
inchined to resent the presence of a person
in the apiary as an unwarranted intrusion,
In tradsfeiring and manipuls.cing them, of
course, I received plenty of stings. In a
short time I noticed that my rheamatism
was gone, and 80 far it has not returned.

“ Wintering Bees, and some of the Troubles
conpnected therewith.”

The Association had the pleasure of re-
ceiving such experienced and well known
beekeepers as W. G. Hatchinson of the
Review, and F. A, Gemmell, President of
the Ontario Beekeepers’ Association.

The next meeting will be held in the
town of Brigden on the 25th. Oct. next.

BRANT BEEKEEPERS' AS8SOCIA-
TION.

The mesting of the Brant Beekerpsrs’
Association was held at the Court Houss,
Braatford, April 13, 1893. The attendancs
was good, the meeting having been wel)
advertised, and owing to the fact that Mr.
F. A. Gemmell (president of tbe Ontario
Beekeepers’ Asscciution) was expected to
be at the convention.

After a gocd adeal of tusiness was
dispatched, the President, R. F. Holter-
mann, called upon Mr. Gemmell for an
address upon the important subject of
Building up Colonies for the Honey Flow,
In his intrcductory remarks, the President
statzd that much valaable information
might be expected from Dr. Gemmell, he
being not only an extensive practical bee.
keeper, but a great reader as well of api-
cultural literature.

Mr. Gemmell stated that plenty of stores
were necessary of the best liquid capped
honey. Very little tinkering should be
done until the pollen came in. Natural
pollen was the best: otherwise, he fed
artificial, as he thought it kept the bees at
home. He inverted several covers to
hives, feeding rye or graham flour. He
did not know whether the bees used all

they stored or not, but he never saw any*

clogging ot stores from pollen. Feeding

through a feeder he did pot advocate, as’

solid sealed combs were the best. If a
strong colony wae short of stoures it was a
good plan to use a feeder daily,—an
ordinary gin jar with a perforated tin
cover would answer. The jar should be
covered about with chaff or straw. Cuta
hole in the quill, and put a wooden
frame covered with wire cloth over the
whole; this would prevent the bees from
getting through the hole whilst they were
able at the same time to get at the syrup
through the wire cloth. He fed them with
sugar syrap, composed of equal quantities
of sugar and water mingled with a little
honey. It should be remembered, how-
ever, that although honay is a far better
food than anything else for stimulative

purpoages, it leads to robLing. Mr. Gemmel}
stated that he preferred sealed combs.
Between frait and olover blooms some
advocated feeding ; but when this practice
was resorted to the bees were very liable to

‘swarm, and that just when they should

begin to store suppliess This is partiou-
larly the case in regard to comb honrey.

Question by Mr. C. Edmanson:—Do
you ever spreac brood ?

Mr. Gemmell:—I never spread broo<
unless I am _are there is no danger of
chilling, say after 1st June. If not done
properly it is & very dangerous operation,.
which most beekeepers have failed to make-
a success of. I sometimes turn in the
outer side of the outside brood combs ; this.
spreads the chamber but a very little at a
tim:,

Question by Mr. John Charlton :—How
much do you give them in the fall ?

Mr. Gexnmell :—I believe in giving them
plenty,—even forty pounds. They will
make good use of what is left over winter
in the spring, and then spring feeding will
not be necessary. I do not belisve in
biilding up weak colonies at the expense:
of the strong. If apything is done in this
direction, it should be by taking combs
from other weak colonies, giving out of
these weak colonies some strong others
yary weak.

Question by Mr. James Shaver :—What
do you do with second swarms ?

Mr, Gemmell :—I seldom, if ever, have
them.

Mr. F. J. Davis, Cainsville, thonght Mr.
Gemmell had done very well. They kept
swarming down without great difficulty,
They took many brood combs from the
colonies in the fall eiving tuem sealed
combs of honey. They wintered them on
their summer stands and left the outside
packing on the hives until the bees hung
out ; they the.a unpacked them, gave them
more room, and cut out the queen cells,
He thought when a colony was weak the
quesn was deficient. He then kills the
queen and puts the first swarm on the
combs. The colony would then be ready
f v the basswood flow.
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The president said he ocould most
heartily endorse every statement made by
Mr. Gemmell with the exception of one.
Mr. G. appeared to think that a colony
.might become very strovg too eaxly.
There were several writers who advocated
this, but be (Mr. Holtermann) could not
get a colony too strong. If the body of a
hive would not hold the bees comfortably
06 ur more supers would.

Mr. GruMELL admitied that it was not
very often that a colony got strong too
early It might be the case sometimes.

Mr. HerTermaxN then said be would
advise beginners who wanted to increase
their number of colonies to work in the
{ollowing way:~They should prevent
swarming as much as poseible ; get all the
honey they could and sell it, putting aside
the proceeds from honey which they could
not otherwise get when increasing, adding
to it aleo the money which would have
been necessary tu purchase hives and

.foundation, and buy bees in the spring:
they would find that the better method of
working.

In reply to & question Mr. Gemmell said
_that in running for comb honey be hived
.the bees on starters at the end of the

likely to have but little honey in the brood
chamber, and the combs would be in poor
shape ; but he thought the superiority of
the comb honey secured would more than
make up for that.

In the
sections he used full sheets of foundation,
and put & smell piece or strip of foundation
standing up along the bottom piece of the
seotions; this prevented pop holes in the
sections.

The giscassion drifted into leveling hives,
and the importance of having them level
1o secure combs built straight. Several
related their experiences in this matter
with considerable profit to those present.

Dr. Wiley's remarks upon the adalteration
of honey, and then showed the Pratt Self-
Hiver which had firat come under his
notice at Washington, where E. R. Root
bhad shown it. He said that he had no
faith in sgelf hivers last year, and never
recommended the Alley to snyome. But
the principle in this one was correct. Thae
bees were in hive No. 1, the self-hiver
was placed upon a new hive (hive 2), and
the entrance to it (G) either covered with
perforated metal or closed entirely. When
hive 1 rests flat on the self-hiver and hive
2, the entrance is at E. The bees pass
through a hole in the solid board which
seperates No. 1 and 2 hives, and through
the perfor . d metal (B); again they pass
through metal D, and out at E. As the
swarm issues they pass out in the usnal
way just described. The queen attempts
to follow and can only pass out at C, when
she is in the new hive and the metal D
prevents her from following the swarm in
the air. The queen, unless she returns to
point C, must remain in the new hive,
when the bees, missing their gqueen, will
return to their old end accustomed entrance,
and on their way to the old hive will find
the gueen in the new hive, and will remain
there. Hivz 1, which is supposed to have
supers for comb (H) extracted honey, is,
when convenient, placed on a new stand
and its scper placed oo hive 1, the self-
hiver being removed.

Upon the president resnming the chair,
a very cordial and upanimons vote of
thapks was tendered Mr. Gemmel for his
able and instructive address, to which that
gentleman replied in fitting terms.

* Now for the result, as compared with
outdcor wintering I found two dead ount of
the eighty-eight. Oune of these two were
destroyed by mice, the other was an old
hive which may have been queenless when.
put into winter quarters. Dauring the cold
backward spring three more stocks have
succumbed. .

‘¢ A neighbor who put twenty-three stooks
in clamps succeeded in bringing fitteen of
them through alive. Agother who put
thirteen stocks in clamps hes but one alive
pow. Of course they do not read the Bre
JourxaLs nor attend our Beekeepers’ Con-~
ventions. Another wan who does read the
JourxaLs and endeavors to keep abreast of
the times put ninety-eight stocks into
winter qaarters, part of them in the cellar
and part in garret. Hic 13.0 wus oply five
stocks. If this unfavorable weather -lasts
much longer, it is difficult t6 say where
we may be landed when the season comes
round to put them in winter quarters again

¢« Plum and dandelion are in full bloom;
bat in consequence of the severity of the
weather, the bees are nnable to visit them.”

Dxaz Sir,—In snswer to your query
regarding the bleaching of wax, I may say
I have never tried to bleach it myselt, bus
I find the following process in the Ency-
clopeedia Britannica:

¢t To bleach wax, it i3 formed into shreds
and setrips, #0 a8 to expose the greatest pos-
sible surface. So prepured, it is spread out,
and frequently watered and turned in the
direct sunlight — a slow bat effective process.
To basten the bleaching action, the wax
may be mixed with about one sixth of pure

spirits of turpentine, and this preparation,,

on exposuare, by its capioas production of
ozone, effects in four or five days & bleaoh-
ing which otherwise would occupy three
or jour weeks. When the bleaching i3
complete, all trace of turpentine oil will
have disappeared.”

Of coarse, Mr. D.,if a
novice tried, as you say, to follow Mr. Doo-
little's plan of natural swarming, he would
have all swarms and no honsy ; for as usual,
he would take the term “patural swarming"
to meap—Ilet them swarm all they oan, or
as they will; while Mr. D. centainly must
have meant ~let them swarm naturally, but
pot to excess. You say why is it that the
instruction given so olten proves partially
if not wholly useless to the novice. I think
the majority of their failuret is becanse we,
older ones, don't talk plainly encugh. We

stay on top of the fence and talk down to
people ; a misunderstanding of terms nsed
is the resalt, and the novice is not 80 much
to be blamed as we. I will pass by the
caging of queens, to get large crops of
honey, for I don’t do such fnolish things.
I aim to simplify beekeeping, and reduce the
cost of prodacing honey. You say, why is
it that some of those very prolific queens
goretimes prove to be the poorest stock &
man has m his yatd. Sarely 1 pever saw
a poor stock which had a very prolific
queen, but I have bad such stocks swarm
very earlv whea I was off my gusard, and
go to the woods, and the stook remain so
thrifty that it took keen eyes to detect that

"it bad cast a swarm without opening the

hive. Again, I agree that you oan’t induce &
fow beses to go into the tiering up business,
but you can produce them to do it. Produce
a half bushel of hees, and see how guick I
will sead them into their caces. I would
shade and veotilate them just enmough to
keep down excessive heat, which is one great
cause of awarming. Give them a case of
sections about a weak before the general
horey flow commences, placing in the
oentre a foew sections of empty comb, even
if I had to cut the comb from an outside
frame ia the brood chamber and fit it in the
sections, for such combs though dark can
be extracted. After a few of the strongest
have made a gosd start in cases, distribute
their partly filed sections among the next
strongest which will heipthem to start also,
I would do this before they got the swarming
fever. Perhaps ome colony in fifteen or
twenty will act as though they didn's care
whether schoo! kept or not, and prefer idle-
ness. First, see if such colonies have a
queen ; if they have, then borrow enough
vonfinished sections from two or three
strong colonies to make a full cass, and
give it to them, which will shame them into
activity. Now that half bashel colony will
swarm soon. When it does, just wait antil
the last is in tbe air, then removeit to &
new stand before many bees from the field
return to it. placiog a hive for the new
swarm in its place. Now go and fetch the
swarm which by this time has alighted snd
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bive it ; then place a case of empty sections
on it, and fetch its o'd ocase, bees and all,
and put on top of that. Keep on tiering op
as they need it. Don't go too fast and get
alot of unsealed sections on your hands,
nor don't let your bees be idle for want of
room. Don’t irritate and disconrage vour
b:es by removing single sections when
sealed ; wait until a whole case is sea.led'
then remove it. You say, it may be that
the object for which we are working makes
a differecce, and the advice that would be
suitable a&v one time would not do for
apother, and yon wonder, that being the
case, why it that the different results are
not stated. Friend D., I have underlined
this last question, and would repeat it with
trampst sound, expecting, howeves, only to
hear echo answer why ! The reason may be
that—*a little wisdom intox:cates the brain,
but drinking deeper sobers it again.” While
thus intoxXicated, some writers jump at
conclusions no matter how rainous they
may prove to others, and in & blind and
indefinite manner jump from branch %o
branch in a way that would keep a oity
sportsman buey trying to keep his eyee on
thems, much more to understand their chat-
ter, and then imagine they have done mach
for the novice. Oh! that men would try
to describe matters ss plainly as when they
were children, and tbat they would be as
kiond and —as honest.
Long live the giant C.ij.-—-
Long may its pages bright
Not fear the right to door say,
And stand forth in its might.

HONEY EXHIBITS.

I notioe the article of W. H. Kirby on
Exhibitions. I would quite agree with
Mr. Kirby in a statement that there are
better methods of popularizing honey than
to make an exhibit but only to the extent
that we adopt & method in which we bring
honey under the notice of the public, and
in that way incline their thoughts in the

.direction of nsing honey. Honey exhibits
are open to any one, and the more go the
better. I bave always looked upon it in
this light. Those not exhibiting are receiv-
ing a certain amoant of benefit from those
exhibiting, and the former gets rather the
better for the bargain. The way I look at
the Chicago exhibit is perhapsa wrong ore,
but I w..l give it briefly: First, we expect
to benefit as Canadians or Ontario peoplg
in showing that our conntry can prcduce so
fine an article of honey ;that we bave the
flora, the climate, the bees and the enter-
prizing beekespers. All this will tend to
give a good 1mpression, and briag a desir-
able class of men 2nd means to aid in tka
development of cur country. Next, I would
by no means feel sure that the British,
French and German markets may not be
of use to ug. As far as the United Siateg
market is concerned, I Icok for no returns.

The remark on page 19 : “The Columbian
Exhibition i not going to be of much
benefit to the Canadisn apiarist, with the
exception perhaps of the one who is going
to superintend the exhibit ; and the few ex-
bibitors who will have $heir honey carried
there fres of charge,” etc. Again, on the
same page remurks in & similar struin re
the deputation a$ the Colonial Exhibition.

I do not think these remarks are well
directed. Of course it is an honor to be s0
seleoted ; but in the firat case the pay is
not much; in the latter nothing at all, and
only the desire to serve one’s country and
the belief that one could so serve would
make up for leaving one’s business for so
long, reside in a strange city under all the
strange and excitiog conditions which place
one’s life if not in danger, at least cauees
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great discomfort. There is no play abount
sttending an exbibit for two or three weeks,
but when it becomes maonthe, such a life
must become well nigh unbearable.

EXHIBITIONS.

Mg. E»17or,—1 think Mr. Kirby is labor-
ing under & very wrong impression with
regard to the Incustrial. He says be very
much questions the utility of the Industrial
to the specialist. Perhaps he is not aware
that nearly all exhibitors there are specialists.
He aleo objests to the associaticn grant, be-
cause there are only a few exhibitors there,
and they take all the prizes. Did it never
ocour to Mr. Kirby that ha might exhibit
bis honey there, and beo one of the prize
takers, and not only take prizes, but re.
alize the one and a half to two cents per
pound extra which exhibitors are supposed
to get.

I think the Industrial bas been one of
the best means in the Dominion for creating
& market for honey. 1 remember the time
when scarcely a grocer in Toronto kept
boney for sale, but now you will find few
grocers without it, and why is the change?
Bimply because of such exhibite as bave
been shown at the Icdustrial. Many who
would purchase & small quantity there
would next ask their grocers for it and so
create & market for Mr. Kirby and others.

Six years ago 1 made my $iret exhibit of
honey in Toronto—z very small one. I
knew no one there except Mr. D. A. Jones,
who had tons of boney on exhibition.
There were about eighteen exhibitors that
year. The nest year I enlarged on it, and
did fairly well both in sales and prizes, and
80 have done every year since; but I have
pever sold a pound of honey to a dealer.
As it does not cost anything to return
exhibits by rail, I always rend back any

thing that is not sold. I find that the ex-
hibit pays ss an advertirement pot-only in
Toronto but at home where it is talked of
and now I can scarcely supply the boma
market in thig small town., For every five
pounds I sold when I began bee.keeping
one bundred pounds sre now sold.

Mr. Kirby may be under the impression
that the prizes ars too large; but if he will
consider that, owing to keen competition
and the fact that the honey has to be of
the finest quality, carefully handled, and a
large proportion of which must be put up
in fancy glasses, and that three weeks of
time is nsnally taken up, the prizes do not
more than cover expenses.

This is the latest spring I have known
for pollen. I set out forty colonies on
April 24th, and forty-three on May 2nd,
but no pollen came in till May 7th. They
appear to have wintered fairly; bat I will
lnow more about that when the weather
gete fine enongh to examine them.

HONEY PROGNOSTICATIONS.

Dear Siz.—I obsarve that Mr. Thos.
Johuston in bis article in the Caxaniax
BEE JournaL of the 15th ult., tries to make
me ridiculous.

If, however,
he can lay aside his prejudice and pre-
conceived ideas in regard to the secretion
of nectar, I can coavince bim that
I can foretell any failure or swmccess
ag regards the honey flow. I can predict
go far as regards my own location
without & particle of doubt, and so can
any other person with regard to bis par-
ticular location when he knows the true
cause of the failure.

Mc. Jobnston says if I hit it as well a8 I
did last year, he counts on geiting &
bundred pounds. If he gets a bundred
pounds of white clover and linden honey
per colony he will eurprise me. 1 am
glad that he is giving you, Cauadiaus,
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instructions in the art of producing comb
honey, as you are sadly in peed of the
informatton. He tells you ¢ we have a
prophet down in Tenneasee who advises us
8ix months in advanoe just what quantities
of honey we may expeot.” ¥Yes, that is
what I have donme and can do, let me be
prophetic or ansi-prophetic, I will keep
you Canadians posted in regard to the
amount of honey you may expest to gather,
and I hope Mr. Johnston will keep you
posted on the art of produoing it.

The poplars are just beginning to bloom
here, and if the weather permits our bees
to g3t out and work, they will roll in
plenty of honey. It lasts about three
weeks, but produces great quantities of
honey. If it bloomed in June, julv or
August, and was as productive as it is now,
the bees would store enormous [quantitieg
from it. As a general thing, however, it
rains whilst it is in bloom faliy one-half
the time; still I have known seventy-five
pounds of honey to be taken two years in
succession.

It has been raining for the last two or
three days, but has now oleared off, leaving
some snow on the mountains; our bees
have worked well to-day all the same.

PREPARING BEES FOR WINTER,
ANDSOME OF THE DIFFICULTIES
IN WINTERING.

FALL PREPABATION.

1. Mast have a good queen,—this requires
inspection. Without a queen the colony
will be dead before spring.

2. Mast have plenty of honey, say thirty
pounds, and that mus’ be of good quality.
No honey dew, or glucose, or thin, watery
honey will ao for witer, Bad honey causes
dysentery.

3. Must bave a fair supply of bees. A
small colony cannot keep up a sufficient
heat, and before spring s small colony will
be dead.

4. To winter well they must not haveany

spate room above, such a- a case of esations ;-
if they have, they aee apt to soatter and
carnot keep up sufficient heat.

5. In packing, a coarse porous oloth, &
piece of a grain bag, or something similar,
should be laid over the frames, and a chaff
cashion six inches thick on top ot the cloth.
This will enable us to remove the cushion
without disturbing the bees, and a dry one
oan be put on if there is any dampness. I
have found oat chaff very good, but timothy
chaff is better, generally keeping dry all.
winter. Do not use sawdust, as it is apt
to get very wet.

Pus up in this shape, bees will generally
come through winter on their summer
stands without any other packing, being.
watchful not to let the doorway get frozen
solid, as that would smosher them.

1 am not sure if they would be any safer
if hives were put close togother and packed
with twelve inches of straw. As this does
not keep out the frost they are hiable either
way to be rained if a long spell of hard
weather occurs. Another difficulty that
ocsurs in both cases is that of mice getting
in and outting away a large amount of
comb, spoiling three or four frames, making
8 nest, and leaving 4 very filthy mess to be
cleaned out in the spring. To prevent this,
have the hives weil made and tight, and
make the doorway so narrow that no mouse
can get through.

Those having cellars under their hous es
would find it safer to place their beesin
them befors very severe weather comes on;
but the cellar must be dry, and the tem-
perature at about 45° F. In this case they
will be safe in severe winters like the last
one; bat in mild winters they would lose
the chance of having & fly out on any warm
day that might come. This is the worat
disadvantage of cellar wintering.

In placing them in & cellar they should
be raised at least one foot from the ficar
and kept the same distance from the walls;
the room mu 1t be kept perfectly dark, no
noise be allowed to disturb them, and the
air kept sweet. If the weather gets warm,
then tronble commences; the temperature
must be kept below 50°,—this may be done
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by opening doors or windows &t night, or,
88 a last resort, by bringing in some snow.
It the room gets too cold it will be equally
fatal. After having done all this we may
atill fail and not be able to give a reason for
it and it would bs a wise precaution to
winter some more than is required, so as to
have & requisite numbsr in the sprirg.
About the first spring work is ocleaning of
the bottoma boards; this requires two per.
sons—one to lift the hives and the other to
put in & olean Lboard. By having a numbar
of spare bottom boards this can be done
very rapidly ; and the cotnbs and hives of
any that are deaa shonld be thoroughly
cleaned and made ready for a awarm.
Those that are light shounld be helped, as
they may die before apples blossom, and it
would be folly to lose them now.

NEW BEEKEEPING PATENTS.

Claim.~1. In a bee ewarmer the com.
bination of two hives,a covered unobstructed
swarmer for conpecting them through
which bees may pass from either
hive to the other, the swarmer being
provided with openings for the passage of
the workevs, and an alighting ledge beneath
the said openings, substantially as shown
and described.

2. An improved swarmer comprising a
floor, the edges of which constitutesalighting
ledges, a covering narrower than the floor
and whi'h is secured thereto w form a
longitudinal passage, the said covering being
formed with longitudiuval openings at its
lower edges for the passage of the workers,
substantially as shown and desoribed.

3. In & bee swarmer, the combination
of two hives having exits, alighting ledgos
projecting beneath ihe latter, & swarmer
adapted to rest on said ledges and connect

the hives, the s1id awarmer consisting of a
flocr having projecting ledges which con-
stitute alighting ledges, a longitudinalb
qovering whioh is sscured to but narrower
than the floor anl which is formed with
opsnings for the passage of the workers
substantially as shown and desoribed.

NOTES ON BEES AND BEEKEEPING
IN THBE TROPICC AND AT THE
ANTIPODES.

(From the British Bee Journal.)

Bfore leaving England for Penang (Malay
Peninsals) in November, 1890, I had had
some small experisnce in the keeping and
manipulation of bees. It was with some-
thing like a wrench that I left England, for
I was under the false impression that bees
could not be cultivated in the tropics, and
I felt that I shounld have to forsgo one of
the greatest pleasures io life, which [ be.
lieve intelligent and loving beekeeping is.

My surprise was great when I found that
a Rchoolmaster friend of mine in Penang
kept a hive of native bees which had been
given to him by a professor in the Penang
Roman Catholic Seminary. They were
smull bees, marked like our Euglish bee,
but lighter in color, exceedingly fiery, given
to swarming, but failing in tbe great thing
needful, viz., noney making. Of course they
collected honey, bat seemingly ovly in suf.
ficient quantities to supply their own im-
mediate necessities. My friend, the school-
master, took me to the Seminary, where
the students kept from about dfty to one
handred hives of these tiny honey bees, I
should say that keeping such bees (except
for pleasure) was very unprofitable, I also
diacovered that another bee lived in the
neighborhood —a little black fellow. I hada
creeper growing in the verandah of my
house—the Honoluluoreeper I believe it was
called—which attracted these little workers
in thousands. I found two nests of them
in the woods. One I took, but the honey
was frightfolly strong, and though very
sweet, deoidedly nnpleasant.

During all the time { was 1n the Straits I
never once saw the famous dpis dorsata. 1
rambled about the jungles, noticing every-
thing. but I never came across this noted
race of bees. I often wondered, whileliving
in the Straits, if beekeeping on scientific
lines oould be successtully carried ont thers.
1 wrote to Mr. Blow for his advice, who
thought that the thing was possible. Bat,
then, how was I to get the right sort of beea?
Conld I depend on getttng bees safely
ghipped all the way from Englsnd? I
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believe that had I remained in the Straits I

should by now bave accomplished the’

introduction of the {pis Liguria; but,
unfortunately,after residing there for fifteen
months, I left the place, and took up my

residence in Western Australia, the tropical -

part of is. .

Since leaving Penang I have by inquiry
and study been convinced that Penang (and
the Malay Peninsula) 1s a splendid field for
the tropical beekeeper. A temperature
never exceeding nincty 1n the shade, and a
large and varied flors, are 1n favor of bees
prosperiog there if properly managed. The

lace in Australig, to which I departed from

epang, was within the tropics, the line of
latitude (20°) being just above it. The name
of the township is Rocbourne. 1found there
were no bees there. There were none in
the colony further north than Geraldtoo. 1
found that this part of Western Australia
possessed & dry but frightfally hot climate.
For sight months of the year we had simply
to live and endure 28 well as we conld. It
was nouncommon thing for the thermometer
in theshade torange from 12010 130 degrees.
We had to calmly put up with hot scorching
winds, sand storms, and westerly gales.
The country aronnd was devoid of beauty—
sandy plains and rccky mountsins alter-
nating. There was very little vegetation
either, aud how the sheep lived was &
mystery to rae. There was a dried up
water course pear the town, where gum
trees grew in some profusion. The question
which occurred to me was—could bees
prosper in g country like this? I had been
here about three months when 1 was
attacked with typhoid faver, and on recovery
I went to Perth, the capital, to recrait my
health. Ihad now made up my mind to
return to the Straits as soon as I could
conveniently give up my appointment at
Roebourne. A line of steamers run between
Freemantle, the port of Perth and
Singapore. S>3 1 determined to buy & hive
of bess, take them with me to Roebourne,
and then afterwards go on to Singapore. I
secured my bees, a fine stock of hybridas. I
was most lucky in getting them safely
shipped as far as Roebourne. At various
ports of call on the way I would let them
out if the day was perfectly calm, and, as
the ship always stayed uatil dusk, I then
secared them without loss. The novelty of
bees in Rocbourne was very strange. The
residents said they would never thrive. But
didn't they! They gathered quantiues of
good honey—it was the winter season when
1 introduced them—i{rom the pumerous
flowers then in bloom. I sold the honey to
the residents for 1s. 64. and 2s. per section.
Good, eh? They also swarmed, but the
swarm, as I opine, came out when I was

from home, and betook itself to the trees in
the watercourse. However, the bees which
swermed are there now, and will, [ have no
doubt, prosper and inorease, to the great
advantage of the settlers.
