ary work and showing that they are, to some extent
at least, alive to their responsibilities to the nation at
large.

AND so Plymouth Church, Brooklyn, has met with
another disappointinent. The call addressed to Rev.,
C. A, Berry, of \Wolverhampton, has been declined.
The prominence he has acquired by the impression
he made in Brooklyn will help to lift lum into a posi-
tion of increascd influence, and he will no doubt be
more frequently heard of than formerly.  The expen-
ence of Plymouth Church with exotic pulpmt talent
has not been encouraging.  Possibly their neat move
will be to approach “a native to the manor Lorn.’

LAST week, the Protestant Ministenial Association
of Montreal held its first annual meeting., The ex-
perience already gained has been encouraging. Much
has been done by the Association to bring the sub-
ject of Sabbath observance before the community.
The attention of officirls has been called to manifest
infractions ot the existing law. The members re-
solved to keep agitating the question until much
needed reform waseffected.  Principal MacVicar was
elected president ; Dr. Antliff, vice-president ; Dr.
Smyth, re-elected secretary, and the Rev. E. M. Hill,
assistant-secretary, for the current year.

THERE is no pleasing the liquor party by the en-
forcement of the Scott Act. At first, it was derided
for its laxity. Pecople boasted of open violations of
the law, and declared that it could not be enfurced.
Prompted by urgent requests from the temperance
people, the authcrties took effective steps for the
suppression of illicit liquor-selling. "Then came mob
law and dynanute. Some are proceeding to desperate
lengths in their hostlity to the Temperance Act.
The doings in Ontario County in which a murderous
attack was made on two detectives, and the fatal
shooting that folloved, show clearly that it 1s hugh
time that stungent laws were promptly and ngudly
enforced.

Tue British Weekly says that Dr. Maclagan, of
Berwick-on-Tweed, in visiting St. John’s \Wond Pres-
byterian Church, London, as one of the Synod depu-
ties, made & very timely reference to the subject of
Family Worship. He asked, To what extent is family
worship observed in our midst? It is very difficull,
he said, to answer that question. In old times$ there
was scarcely a family,of which the head was a mem-
ber of the Presbyterian Church, in which family wor-
ship, “as God gave themn opporthnity,” was not ob-
served. It is much to be feared that itis very different
now, and if so, the cflect of this non-recognition of
God in the family cannot but be disastrous.  Children
that go aut from the old home without any memories
of the worship of God as the God of the family go
into the world undefended as regards at least one
weapon of defence against its wiles, aund if wandering
there is not this memory of the old home to lead tham
them to say, * I will arisc and go to my Father?

Nonicing the death of Professor Graham, of the
Enghsh Yresbyterian College, the Christran Leader
says. A suonply marked personality s withdrawn
from the Church by the death, on Saturday of Dr.
William Grabam, professor of church lustory, in the
English Presbyterian College, Loadon. A native of
Paisley and an alumnus of Glasgow University, he
possessed in an eminent degree the perferviduin
ngeniure ascribed 10 his countrymen ; this seemed
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to be intensified rather than icssened by his long
residence i Liverpool, the scence of his first and only
pastoral charge, where he spent the most of his life.
He had a fine @ift as a preacher, his style frequenitly
remunding one of Canyle , n additon to a rich, if
somewhat too luxuriant imagination, he had the
faculty of humour largely developed. His best work
from the iterary paint of view was biographi, and s
fricnds had cherished the hope since his appointment
abeut five years ago to the chiair in London, that he
might add to our hterature some works kindred to the
one he wrote on lus friend, Dr. Macfarlane, author of
“The Night Lamp.” Dr. Geabam had reached his
sixty-fourth year.

‘T Malagasys have but hitle toleration for bood.
lers. General Willoughby, an Enghsh officer who
commanded the Hova forces, was sent on a diplomatic
misston to England. It was found that he was short
$06,000 11 his accounts, and nhe was tried for embezzle.
ment by a muxed commission of Englishmen and
Hovas. \hen the dehait was discovered, General
Wlloughby, upon bemg charged with taking the
money, pleaded tha. he had lost the funds, together
with his private and official papers and personal
effects, by the wrecking of the steamer on which he
was returning to Madagascar, off the Cape of Good
Hope. Theloss of the vessel was conceded of course,
but the General's statement concerning the disposition
of the money was distrusted. He was at once placed
under arrest and tried without unnecessary delay,
the tribunal finding him guilty and sentenced him to
prison. General Willoughby is reported to have been
completely crushed by the sentence, as the worst
he expected was an edict of banishment. Ipstead,
however, he was locked up, heavily guarded, and will
be required to perform hard labour during the term
of his imprisoment.

BaroN Hirsci has donated $10,000,000 for found-
ing elementary schools for Jews m Russia, and $200,-
ooo for the Czar to expend as he likes on charitable
objects. The money will be invested n the names of
Barons Rathchild and DeWorms, and should, at three
per cent,, bring an income of $300,000 a year. Butit
secims to be thought that five per cent. can be got for
1, in which case 1t would produce an income of $500,-
o000 ; wherewith it 1s calculated that 50,000 children
could be taught in 1,000 schools. These estimates
are evidently too sanguine; but reckoned at evena
lower rate, the interest and the work affected by 1t
must be very great.  According to the Zimes' corre-
spondent,the Baron is reproached with hnvmgacqulrcd

1 his wealth by playing on Ottoman 1gnorance, and

constructing useless hnes of r ailway. If this is cor-
rect, the donation would wear the appearance of con-
science-money, as to which 1t must be said that no
amount of it should suffice to warp the moral judg-
ment of the community respecting the true nature of
unfaur dealings. The conferment of benefits on one
portion of the race is not a proper atonement for
wrongs inflicted on another and difierent portion.

Tiat the independent newspaper press of Canada
15 a safeguard to the community is once more ex-
emplified by the Montreal 17ness, which has given
a systematic exposure of the ways and wiles of bucket
shop gambling. It is no justification to say that
these parasitic appendages to Stock Exchanges afford
to ahumbler race of speculators the same facilities that
larger operators enjoy in the institutions that have an
external air of respectability around them. In these
bucket shops the same temprations to dishonesty be-
set the clerk or subordinate employe that assail the
partnet of a business firm, or other responsible in
dividual, to make a gain by a transaction that 1s non-
productive and for which he gwes no honest equiva-
lent, enther in labour or commodily. An ex-member
of the Montreal Stack Exchange, writing in defence of
bucket shops, exclaims, *“ Why the Chicago Board of
Trade sell the entire crop of the country many times

-over, and the ordinary option speculator is merely

betiing on an advance,” That wmay be business, but
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1t is difficult to see how the good old fashioned word
“honest™ can be applied to it  The Witness s
threatened with libel suits for showing up this nefari-
ous business.  The independent press of the country
18 rendering too valuable a service to be gagged by
libel suits.

‘Tue baptism of the infant princess at Balmoral by
a Presbyterian mimster. the English  Presbylerian
Messengrer vemarks, has produced a great commotion
among the High Church party in England.  True it
is that the Rev. Dr. Cameron Lees is a minister of
the Church of Scotland, to the maintenance of which
the Queen is pledged by her Coronation oath quite as
much as to that of the Church of England., He is,
moreover, one of her Majesty's chaplains, and Dean
of the Chapel Royal, and of the Order of the Thistle.
All that, however, is nothing in the eyes of those arro-
gators of monnpnly to all clerical functions. *We
may believe,” says the Church Review, “that the
child is validly baptized, since the Church recognizes
lay baptism.” How exceadingly condescending it is of
the Chur.hi Reviese to mnke that admission, when the
layman in question is a Presbyterian nunister and
Royal Chaplain? The Church Zimes cannot find

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POLONIUS TELLS THE YOUNG MAN
HOW TO SPEAK AT TEA MEETINGS.

BY KNOXONIAN,

I hear, my son, that you are engaged to speak at
severdl tea meetings this winter. Whether there
should or should not be such things as tea meetings is
a question with which we need not now wrestle.
They are here, and very likely they are here to stay.
Whether a tea meeting is a good thing or a bad thing
depends entirely on what kind of a tea meeting it is.
Some are good, many are indifferent, and a few are
positively bad. The good ones are pleasant, and may
be made profitable in a number of ways.

, 1 hope, my son, that in addressing tea meetings
this winter you will do honour to your parents. Let
me give you a few plain directions in regard to select-
ing tepics. for discussion, and the best method of

. handling them.

And first, my son, never select any topic so definite
and comprehensible that any human being can tell
‘'what you were speaking about. Speak at large. There
are dozens of live, interesting, practical questions
connected with Church life and Church work, on any
one of which an earnest minister might be glad
to have an opportunity of addressing three or
four hundred people for half an hour. Pass these
questions by. Speaking on one subject makes
preparation necessary. Never prepare, my son.
Preparing to speak intelligently and instructively to
three or four hundred ot your fellow-men is altogether
beneath your dignity. Be like a Baptist minister
your father once heard boast that “ he never put pen
on paper for speech or sermon.” It was a great plea-
sure to hear him say that, because it relieved him

-from the responsibility of baving spoiled good station-

exry. A Methodist preacher declared that hé had stop-
ped studying, because “ the more he studied a subject
the darker it grew.” That may be your fate, my son, if
you try to arrange a. few points for your tea-meeting
speeches. Don’t try. Trust to the spur of the mo-
ment. Should the moment have no spur, you can
always find something to say. Whatever else you do,
my son, never be guilty of preparing anything

" sensible or profitable for a tea-meeting speech.

Now let me give you some directions about begin-
ning the delivery of the speech that you didn’t prepare.
It is a great thing to start a speech or sermon well.
As a rule the battle is lost or won in the first five

, minutes. To make your oratorical triumph certain,

always begin with that brilliant and strikingly original
remark so seldom heard at tea meetings :

“Mr. Chatrmman, [ am glad to be here.”

"You may have grumbled a good deal about coming,

. they produce union sentiment.”

you may have declared that tea meetings are a nuis-
ance, you may have complained a good deal when

-leaving home, and if your wife were to tell all she
“knows she might say that when you were getting

ready to go you denounced the tea meeting, and all
connected with it ; but never let such trifling consider-
ations prevent you from saying you are glad to be
there. You have a perfect right to change your inind
suddenly when you rise to speak.

Having said that you are glad to be there, then say,
“I always did Iike such meetin's as these because
Right here is a good
place to tell that singularly fresh story about the man
who saw some object in the distance on a foggy day,
and thought it was a wild animal, but on coming
nearer found it was his brother John.

Having delivered yourself on the union cuestion,
then be sure to say something about the tea. If you
have any anecdotes to illustrate the enormous capa-
city of the human stomach tell one here. It may be

,a trifie rough, but never mind. The rough portion of

the audience will be sure to laugh and applaud.
Having discussed the tea and asked that solemn,
momentous and far-reaching question—what could
we do without the ladies? then say something
about the music. Tell another story here to illus-
trate the subject and quote the words: * Music

- charms the savage breast.” It might be urged that

there is nothing to illustrate, but never mind. Tell
the story to illustrate nothing.

Just here it might be well to tell the audience how
you feel. This may be done ai any point in the

_oration. There is room for a fine display of judg-

ment and good taste in selecting the point at which
you introduce this paragraph about your feelings.
Usually, it is done in an early part of the speech when

‘the speaker gives a list of all the engagements he has

bad for some months past, and all the invitations he
has for months to come. Never forget this part, my
son. Tell them that so many engagements make you
feel tired. Of course, you are the only man in this

‘country that ever feels tired and has a sore throat and

therefore your feelings are a matter of profound in-
térest to the community.

Having passed successfully through these prelimin-
aries, you are now ready for the main body of your
oration. There are various ways of getting through
this part. One good way is to announce that you
have nothing in particular to say, and then go on for
forty minutes to prove and illustrate the truth of your
proposition. Another way is to say: “Mr. Chair-
man, I am not going to make a speech, but since I
am on my feet; I may say a few words,” etc. Then
speak for an hour.

Perhaps the best way is to daunch out by saying :
“That reminds me of a story I once heard about an
Irishman.” Having told about something that never
happened to an Irishman that never existed, then
speak at large for a little.

Having spoken at large for five or ten minutes,
then strike off again in the same way—% And that re-
minds me of a story I once heard abont an Irish-
man.” Tell the story and then speak at large for a
while longer. ‘

About this time your audience may perhaps be a
little restive. What they want is variety. Gratify
them by saying : “ And that reminds me of a story I
once heard about a Scotchman,” etc. This will re-
lieve the audience and give the Scotch a chance.
Scotchmen are peculiarly modest people and néed all
the chances they can get in this rough world.

Having gone on in this way for about forty minutes,

the body-of your speech will be complete, There is .

nothing then but the peroration. Always make this
as long and ragged and foolish as possible.

By observing these few plain directions, my son,
you will bring honour to yourself and your parents.

THE SECOND ADVENT.

MR. EDITOR,—The Old Testament Church, whilst
comprehending aright the general imf)ort of those
predictions that were given from time to time in rela-
tion to the coming Messiah, utterly failed, so far
as appears, to interpret them correctly. Instructed
by their example, it behooves us to be *“modest and
diffident in explaining those predictions which relate
to His second coming. We should be satisfied with
the great truths which they unfold, and leave the de-
tails to be explained by the event.”

The Church of God is united in the belief: First,
that there is to be a second, personal, visible and
glorious advent of the Son of God. Second, that the
events which are to precede that advent are the uni-
versal diffusion of the Gospel, the national conversion
of the Jews, and the coming of Antichrist. Third
that the events which are to attend the second advent
are the resurrection of the dead—of the just and of the
unjust—the general judgment, the end of the world
and the consummation of Christ’s kingdom. .

Such, with few exceptions, is, and always has been,
the faith of Chtistendom. Such is, with few excep-
tions, and always has been, the faith of the Presby-
terian Church in Canada.

In support of this faith, several letters, displaying
no little Biblical research, and signed * Berean,” re-
cently appeared in your columns, to which replies,

- written with considerable force,-and signed “ Faith-

ful,” have also been accorded a place in your pages.
To a few of the strictures of * Faithful” will you
kindly allow me to call the attention of your readers?
With much that your correspondent says in his first
letter, respecting the current ai6n, age or dispensation,
I cordially agree. That it will not terminate till
Christ shall come the second time in glory ; that it is
and will be an elective age or dispensation, during
which God will continue to gather to Himself His
own people, and within which the Gospel will be
preached to all nations, and the fulness of the Gen-
tiles will come ; that,as long as it lasts, the wheat
and the tares will grow together ; that sin and.death,
sorrow and suffering, tribulation and persecution, in
greater or less measure, will mark its entire course ;

and that, at its close, irreligion and ungodliness,
such' as existed in the days of Noah, shall be
alarmingly prevalent,—this, all this, [ readily
acknowledge. But when we are told that the descrip-
tion which the Scriptures furnish of the state of the
world, and the condition of the Church during this age
or dispensation, precludes the belief that the world
will be “converted,” and “delivered from the power
of the great enemy.” and enriched with a millennium
of “righteousness and peace ” before it closes, we are
at one with your correspondent no longer. If these
great events are to happen at all—and what Christian
doubts that they shall >—they must take place during
the present age or dispensation, for no other age or
dispensation will succeed it. Its close will witness
the end of the world, the passing away for ever of
the present order of things, the full accomplishment of :
all the purposes of sovereign grace, the completion of
the number and happiness of the redeemed, and the
going away of all others to encounter their final
doom. Of this the Scriptures furnish the most con-
vincing proofs, as the letters of “Berean” clearly
show. To reproduce all the testimony he has fur-
nished is utterly needless. If the reader will turn to
2 Peter iii. 10, and connect with it Rev. xx. 11-15 and
Matt. xxv. 31-46, he can hardly fail to see that the
day of the Lord’s coming will be contemporaneous
with the end of the world. In the Parable of the
Wheat and the Tares, the Saviour Himself declares
that the harvest is the end of the world. But here we
are confronted with the assertion that the word aion
here and elsewhere in the New Testament translated
“world” does not mean the world at all, but merely
an age, a period of time. Even if I were to admit
this, I would bring no comfort to the Premillennialist,
for the present age or dispensation of grace will be
the last period of time that will enrich the world’s
history. As it had a beginning on, the Day of Pente-
cost when the Spirit, in fulfilment of the Saviour’s
promise, was miraculously bestowed, so it will end at
the consummation of the Messiah’s kingdom. And
its end will be the end of the world itself. This is
evident from the description the Saviour gives of the
events that shall accompany its close. * Then [in
the end of the aion] the Son of Man shall send
forth His angels, and they shall gather out of ‘His
kingdom all things that cause stumbling, and them
that do iniquity, and cast them into the furnace of
fire ; there shall be the weeping and gnashing of
teeth. Then [also in the end of the aion] shall the
righteous shine forth in the kingdom of their Father,”
Matt. xiii. 41-43. Nor is proof wanting that the word
aion is used in the New Testament to denote the
world in the broadest and most extensive signification
ofthe term. “As He spake by the mouth of His holy
prophets, which have been since the world [aion] be-
gan,” Luke i. 70. “The sons of this world [aidn]
marry, and are given in marriage,” Luke xx. 35. “It
shall be forgiven him neither in this world [aién] nor
in that which is to come,” Matt. xii. 32. Charge them
that are rich in this present world [aidn], 1 Tim vi. 17.
Other instances might easily be adduced, but those
now produced may suffice to show what, in New Tes-
tament usage, is the signification of the word under
consideration. They make it abundantly manifest
that when the Saviour promised to be with His minis-
tering servaats to the end of the aion, and declared
in the parable of the wheat and the tares, that the
harvest would be the end of the aion, He spake in
both cases alike.of the end of the world.

We entirely agree with your correspondent in all
that he says regarding the attitude of the Church to-
ward Christ’s coming. Every true Christian looks
and longs, waits and watches for the advent of his
Lord. But we are very far from being of like accord
with your correspondent in the untenable inference
that those exercises leave no room for a millennium
before the arrival of the event to which they relate.
It is utterly needless to enter into a lengthened dis-
cussion of this point. It is sufficient to say in reply
that, as a matter of fact, they have not done so. The ,
early disciples looked for the * blessed hope and the
glorious appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ.” Not a
thousand merely, but a thousand years nearly twice
told, have elapsed, and their hope still remains unful-
filled. Al through the Church’s history believers
have cherished the same blessed hope, and yet their
Lord delayeth His coming still. Christians stil}
cherish the same precious hope. Its fulfilment inay

be very far off ; thousands of years may elapse beforg
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their Lord shall come. None the less do they look
for it, and delight in the contemplation of its ap-
proach. Then only shall the great salvation of which
* they are already partakers, and of which tr.ey shall
become partakers in an unspeakably greater mncasuro
at death, be theirs in its glorious and ondless fulness.
Your correspondent claims the fathers and martyrs
of the three first centunies, with very few exceptions,
as DPremillennialists, and adduces quotations from
B:shop Russell and Gibbon, the histonan, in support
of his contention. It strikes me forcibly that your
correspondent is indebted to some popular furnishing
treatise, rather than to lis own independent research,
for the quatations he produces, He describes Gibbon
as wanung simply as an historian, when it is well
known that in lus great Work he mingles not a httle
of the prejudice and dislike of the sceptic with the
accuracy and mpartiality of the historian, in us allu
sions to Chnistianity. He further describes him as
maintaining *“that Premdlennialism was the reigning
sentinent of orthodox believers in primitive times,”
What the histonian daes say is this. “ Though it {the
millennium] mght not be universally believed, it ap-
pears to have been the reigning sentiment of the
orthodox believers.”  He does not affinn that it was,
but merely that «t appears to have been, the reigning
sentiment of the orthodox believers.  But this is not
all.  In an carlier part of the chapter (the memorable
fifteenth, from which the quotation 1s taken, he says .
* It was unnersally behieved fin the primitise Church)
that the end of the world and the kingdom of heaven
were at hand.” He further descnbes the Christians of
those times as living ** in the awful expectation of that
moment when the slobe itself and the various races
of mankind should tremble at the appearance of their
Divine Judge.” It is thus manifest that the early be-
lievers to whom he refers held, as the Church still
holds, that the coming of Christ and the end of the
world should take place at the same time. The
whole stiatement, however, we regard as a gross ex
aggeration Because certain Christians at Thessalo
nica fell into the momentary belief that “ e day of
Christ was at hand, even at the door,” it does not fol
low " 1t such was the belief of the Church in apos-
tolic umes. Because a large number of the primitive
Christians fell int> a similar mistake, not a few of
them, as Gibbon alleges, allowing their imagination
to run riot in sensuous conceptions of the felicity of
the millennial age {a supernatural plenty of corn and
wine entering largely into their visions of its enjoy-
ments’, we are not warranted to conclude that such
was the faith of the Church at large. Because a
large number of Christians, in our times, have
fallen into a like mistake, it would be a manifestly
gross misrepresentation of fact to assert that such is
the general faith of Christendom. Yours, etc,,

EXEMPTION OF ROMAN CATHOLIC
PRIESTS FROM CIVIC TAXES.

The Glude of Wednesday, Decembier 7, had an arti-
cle on the above subjedt, the aim of which is to show
that Ruman Catholic priesis of Toronto have not a
salaiy large enough to make them liable to be taxed,
and that probably their salaics are not more than
$3500 ot S6vu a year, and thateven Archbishop Lynch's
expenses are not more than the $1,000 exempted. Let
any intelligent and candid person note the style and
die? of the Roman Catholic priests, and believe that, if
be can. They are generally better dressed than many
of our I'rotestant ministers, and besides living in good
style they often keep a horse and carriage with driver,
or hire one from the livery. Now, a housekeeper would
cost them in wages and board about $350 a year, and
a horse and carriage with a man to attend would
be at least $6ou o1 $70u more yearly. Even if several
priests resided together that implies several servants
besides a Lousekeeper, which would still make a great
difierence in the expenses. Then it is well known
that they generally keep a supply of the best wines
and other liquors. The writer knew a case where
the priest’s housekeeper was the best customer for
the best wine and brandy at a store lept by a
relative.

We say, then, that the style which several of the
Toronto priests keep could not hie “iept up for much
less than $2,000 a year. And as to the Archbishop,
he keeps a secretary and serveral servants,and his
income cannot be less than $6,000 o1 $7,00c a year,
and yet he pays no taxes to the city. Some of the
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hard.-working Protestant ministers, whose salaries
scarcely mcet expenses, yet have to pay heavy taxes
to the city ; while no doubt they give as much in
charity as the Archbishop, in proportion to their in.
come and position, but they do not ask examption
on that account.

As to the statement that the public should accept
the word of the Roman Cathnlic priests that their i
come is below the amoun. exempted, the Globe
ought to know that the principle of Jesuitismas eva
sion and deception.

Jesuitisim, i.e,, authoritative Romanism, holds and
has ever taught that it 1s right to lic and deceive for
the good of the Church, i.c, of the dlergy . in other
words, that it 1s right 1o do evil that good may come.
If the writer in the Gloke 1s ignorant of this, hie 1s not
competent to guide public opinion.  If he 1s aware of
it, then he is trying to deceive the public.  In cither
case his opinion is not worthy of confidence. It mat
ters not whether the income of the priest is called a
salary or not.  The writer is a born Libeial , but he
would warn the u/ede that the course it is taking
regard to Romantsin will go far to kil the Liberal
party in Canada.  Many leading men have givenup
the G/obe on thus account, and very many inore vall de
so if 1t persists inits unwise course. At a convention

THE MISSIONARY WORLD.
THE CULTURE OF MISSION LIFE.

In the Allgemerne Alissions Zedts, Lrift for Septem.-
ber, Dr. Warneck has an interesting article on this
most impertant subject, and we venture to call the
attention of out readers to the folluning paragraphs .

As far as my expericnce goes, there are especially
threc enciies that hindetr mission work in those who
recognize the duty of it, these are laziness, faint.
heartedness and ineptitude.  For laziness, which
wraps the talent in a napkin, the only cure is an
awakened conscience, and a pgood suggester, for
faint heartedness, which things the musket into the
corn, a strengthened faith and a friend!ly comforter ,
aud for ineptitude, which daes not know how to hegin,
a humble desire to learn, and a patent guide. Con-
science must say, * Though [ do 1t reluctantly, the
work s commanded me , " fadh, * God, not I, may
make cluldren for Hunself out of stones ,” and desire
to learn, * What [ cannot do, 1 can still be taught.”
At all events the attempt must Le honestly made, and
there must be no saying hieforchand, © It will not do
in this Church.” To some Enzlish missionaries in
Zanzibar, who shrank from advancing into Central
Africa, Livingstone once said i a half friendly, half.
satirical way, * Brethren, you don't know how brave
you are till you have tried 1it."  So, indeced, it is, only
make a vigorous, carnest and persistent effort, and
you generally can do and wchieve more than you had
supposed. That I have found to be the case in many
instances.

How, then, tiust we begin an order to plant a mis-
s1on spitit in a congeegation ! Do not suppose that [
have any hitherto unknown talisman, by the use of
whizh, as by magic, the mission lifc can be awakened.
So long as I have been permitted to speak a word on
mission affairs. 1 have never tired of insisting that
missions ate not a separate eapression of an eacep-
tional piety such as outruns ordinary Christian duty,
but that they are the quite necessary consequence of
fundamental Gospel truths, the yui.e natural impulse
to testify that belongs to ordinary Christian faith, just
as a simple act of obedience to the command of
Christ, the normal exhibition of the spiritual life which
pervades the Christian Church. It fo. ws neces.
sarily that I do not plead fur the artifiual methods
with which some expect to arouse the taission life,
M:ssion hife ts nothing else than an cfiluence from the
common Christian life- a branch on the tree of the
divinely begotten life of faith; if the Christian life
succumbs, there is no mission life.  If; then, we would
plant a missiv~: life in our congregations, if we would
do it thoroughiy, we must beget the life in God, and
when it is begotten, we must strengthen it by con-
tinuous culture. All else is but to rufile the evening
clouds while the moon behind is undisturbed.

But how are we to procecd 1n order to give the re-
ligious life an evangelistic bent? To that I answer,
first and ( hiefly, we must bring missions into
regular connection with our ordinary ministerial ac-
tivily, and, above all else, with our preaching and our
mnstraction of the young. If missions are no work of
supererogation,buta plain obligation in view of Christ’s
commission, then nussion work in Church and sciool
is not sumething apart or specially metritorious run-
ning alongside of our ufficial labous, but rather some.
thing woven inscparably into «t. That, however, is
but too seldom the case even yet, and,therefore, do not
resent it, if, falling back upon lauls saying, “to
wtite the same things to me is not grievous,” I:do not
«easce from repeating, “ Remember missions in your
scrmons on Sundays, and festivals, as often as the
text furnishes occasion.” 1 am .ery far from recom-
mending that missions should be dragged into the |
sermon by the hair of the head, so to speak, I hate
everything unnatutal, and have no love tor allegory.
But i5 it not also unnatural to leave missions out of
the sermon when ie teat plainly necessitates the
mention of them? It is amazing how very many
preachers and teachers arc, to this day, blind to the
wealth of mission thoughts contained in the Bible.
They may formally stumble over mission words,
and yet walk right past them. Let the eye, how-
ever, only be opened to the mission thoughts of
the Scripture, and we are amazed not only at the
fulness of them, but likewise at the faut that they are
so thoroughly and so naturally interwoven with the
central truths and central duties of Christianity.

FVANCEIINTIe WOoRA.,

The progress i practie and favour of this form
of Church work m bntun s very notweable to
an observant visidor coming here from tme to
time. Nowhere s this more marked than wn the
Church of kagland. lartly this may be accounted
for by the great awakemng to responsibility and
activity 1n that-body, caused by thie Disestablishment
movement ; but also, let us cordially acknowledge the
fact, by the presence and intluence of men of lghest
Christian intelhigence, conscience, heart and courage,
cager to see the ,Church of Christ anse, call out her
resources and put on her strength for the batile with
sin and Satan, as she has never yet done, men of enter-
prise and vigour too great for the narrow trammels of
conventionalism.  God has blessed their efforts to the
silencing of many opponents and the sympathy and
co-operation of many of the halting and the tmid.
Recently, Hishop Ryle, of this city, pomntng to the
astonishing growth of aggressine evangelistic opera-
tions wn his body, says 1t 15 only thitty years since he
had the honours of taking part in the tirst nussion ser-
vice. It was held for six consecutive evenings in St-
Martin's Chureh, Ihrmingham, and br. McXNale, Dr.
Muller and himseif were the preachers.  ‘That week's
effort was regarded as a very dublous experiment, and
many predicted fallure.  Lut now spectal nussions
had become an organized mstuitution of the Church,
approved and supported by cvery school of thought.
Very significant in this connecuion were the utter-
ancas of the Primate of Canterbury, at the recent
Church Conference at W olverhampton. He had been
candidly studying the wotrk of the Church Army and
commended 1t to the attention of the clergy as in-
finitely more important than *“all their small disputes ”
—the great * unmediate need of the hour” ** He,
for one, was glad and thankful for their work ; hut
they knew that the Church Army, with all the thous-
ands that were i preparation for i, must be mulu-
phed a thousand fold before the work could be done.
It was astomishing when they stood even close to the
brink of some great, new system, that was opening out,
how often they were quite unconscious of it. 1t was
astonishing how they now looked upon their Churches
and clergy, and then upon the mass of souls and
hearts and lives that was surging all about them, and
scarcely saw the hnk that was wanted—even scarcely
aware that 1t must be possible 1in God's providence,
for a connecting hink to be forged. [here must be,
somehow or other, 1t God aad made the world, some
great power, lymy, as electnaty lay only a few years
agv, ready to be developed round about thase
Churches and those clergy, which should bind iu one
those masses and those Churches. The idea ts evi-
dently penetrating at least the eatra average ccclesi-
astical bram that God meant this work to be done.
and bad for this purpose given His Gospel and His
Spirit, and meant His Church to address herself to
the work of applying these with such ronsecrated in-
genuity and enterprise as to realize that “ to him that
believeth all things are posstble” This the recent
history of evangehstic work at home and abroad fully
sustains.

AN EVENING WITH AITIKEN.
I had already seen enough of this work in this body,

here and elsewhere, to convince me of ils value and
mstruchiveness, but was glad to tind another oppor
tunity of studying it providentially within my seach. In
the tran, from London to Liverpool, 1 bought a daily
papet of the latter city, and tuined to ats advertising
columns te see how 1 could best employ the solitary
cvening at my disposal,  Ten  nights  previensly
apent thete had each of them been occupied with
kindred work among the young. With much in-
tarest, | oread that Aatken, the great nusstonary,
would, that afternoon and eveming, preach in Christ
Chutch, Everton, and the public were urgently
invited.

Ater anabbreviated ey ening service wasrendered by
Vicar Jones, Mr. Aitken ascended the waneglass pulpit
from the post at the ncarest corner of the choir he had
occupied tll then, except when he stepped forth to di-
rect late stragglers to front scats still vacant.  After a
short, fervent, but not extempore prayer, hie tose and
gave out tus text, a large one from jer. n., especially
enlanung upon the pluntive pleadings and sturdy re-
monstrances of the prophet m verses 3t and 32 The
proud assumptions of independence of the jew, and of
rebel man i every age, at once nidiculous, pable
and base, which prompts them to say, * We are lords,
we will come no more unto Thee," was exposed with
unspanng tidelity. it remunded lnm of the fast, fool-
1sh boy at Uxford, who hesitates not to make unceas-
wmg drafts upen an wdulgent father for help n every
extremity to which he is brought by his excesses, yet
puts un airs of independance, and gracelessiy laughs
at the simplicity of the “ governut.” This eaampic
gives a hint of the offhand uncunventionahsm of
Aitken's style of dealing with his theme and his
hcarers, continued anud allusions te the fashionable
foibles of frivulous g tls of the petsud o the fisst pant
of verse 3., but changed to intense pathos as he
deals with the ingrautude with which the lauer part
is burdened. His molile face is covered with both
hands as with a voice, broken with emotion, he con-
fesses and bewails the sin, especially in Christiaus, of
ungratefully forgetting a Saviour who was so unswery-
inely faithful to us through all the agonies of Geth-
semang, the Privtortum and Calvary. This devoted
man has grown gray in the work, but he has not lost
his incisive power or consuming zeal. These are well
sustained through a discourse of fifty five minutes.
After ashort prayer, and an urgent invatation to all
who will to remain for the inguwry meeting. o hymn

is sung while those retire who wish, and the clerpy {

withdrew to leave their surplices in the vestry.

The after inceting 1s opened by a brief address
urging inmediate repentance and deaision. A long
and appropriate hymn s given to the choir, while the
clergy scatter among the crowd seeking the anxious.
Mr. Aitken happened into the seat behind myselt,
and 1 was pnvileged to hear the greater patt of the
very earnest counsel given to a gentleman, appareatly
with good 1¢esult, judging from the joy and truthfulness
of the brief prayer with which 1t closed.  The general
atmosphere of the place, and brief conversations held
with young men about me, convinced me that good
was being done.

Allof Mr. Autken's views are not in harmony with the
thirty-nine articles, but he has the good sense to give
his strength to the great themes of rumn, redemption
and regencration, and finds all the work he can over-
take, and more.

I camc away convinced that if the Church of Eng-
land continues her recent career of revived earnestness,
to say the least of it, the difficulties of Disestablishment

will be greatly increased, its advent postponed and

the hold of the Establishment on the masses vastly

currence. Murdcerous assaults, especinlly on v:hiskey
informers, arc not uncommon.  Amudst this carnival
of violence and crnime half a dozen judges are
going up and down throughout the country trying
election petitions ! 1 the law officers of the Crown
try as hard to arrest cruminals as the politicians do
1o void clecions, they do not succeed as well,
Waoanderful, 1s 1t not ? how easuy matenal can be
found to void an clection and how hard st 1s to catch
the fiends who use dynamute and commit murder,
There secms to be something wrong somewhere.

THE fact that close, constant contact with evil is
very likely to sap the moral nature and degrade the
whole man is olten strikingly illustrated by the down-
fall of detectives. Not long age the world was startled
by the discovery that some of the Scotland Yard de-
tectives were in league with some of the worst crimi-
nals of theday. To furnish another tllustration it 1s
not negessary to assume the guilt of the Montreal de-
tectives recently charged with most heinous offences.
1f they are not guilty the detectives who profess to
have discovered their guilt are most infamous men.
It 1s not at all wonderful that a detective should end
in being a crimunal.  Constant familiarity with evil in
its worst form must soon ruin the moral nature of
almost any man. The constant deception practised
by detectives must also have a hardening effect.
Whether and how far moral reformers are justified in
employing detectives who tell falsehoods and practise
gross decent to catch Jaw-breakers is one of the ques-
tions that should be discussed at no distant date.

NoT verv many years ago- -probably at a point
within the memory of many of our readers—the
Fishery dispute with our neighbours would have been
settled with the sword. Now the commissioners of
both nations are settling it peacefully,and whatever the
terms of settlement may ke, no one expects war. That
two Chrintiat. nations should arrange their difficulties
in this way is what one would expect. It would be a
lasting disgrace to both if this Fishery business led
to the use of arms. Sometlung unexpected, however,
has recently happened, which shows that peace pnin-
ciples are becoming potent. France has actually
changed her political head without bloodshed. That
certamly 15 something new under thesun.  ft 18 quite
true that the form of government has not been
changed, dut for France to change cven a president
without bloodshed s a great step in advance. The
world is improving. It becomes harder every year to
see any “glory ” in ‘war. Man is learning to do some-
thing better than butcher his brother ncw. Were it
not for the grasping ambitior  :d tyranny of two or
three European dynastics, three-fourths of the military
the world over might be disbandeu.

Tun Evangelist has grave doubts as te whether
even very young members should have a vote in
choosing a pastor:

selection of a pastor for a Christian congrepation? Sucha
youth can bardly be supposed to have onie single qualifi-

tionalile whether such children ough! to be permittid to vote
cven in the election of an elder 3 we secall an insance in
which & company of such youth elevated to the eldership A
favourite leader, who had but rnl teached kis majonty.
But #s to the propricly of permitting such youth to elect o
rastor, of even 1o thare in such election, there can hardly
be a question amorg considerate minds.

There 13 much force in the foregoing, but who would
care to take the responsibility of fixing the age at
which a young Christian should vote for his spiritual
adviser? Some young people have more sense at
fiftcen or sixteen than others have at twenty.one,
fhierc is something absurd in the theory that a youth
of fifteen, who miay be singularly Jacking i judgment
and expeuence, should bave as much to say in the
selection of a pastor as an experienced Chnistian of
threescore ; but svho can suggest a practical remedy ?
Perhaps the best way out of the difficully would be
for those advanced in years and experience to give
more attention to the training of the youthful voters,

Tur New York Evangelist thinks that the General
Assembly of the American Church should scttle the
question, Who may vote in choosing a pastor? Our
contemporary is of the opinion that no adherent
should vote but those who are heads of houscholds,
and that there should be an age-hmit even for those
who arc members in full communion :

It is a serious question whether there should not also be
some kindred limitation nnmr.‘v] those who ate communi.
cants, Instances are not wanting in which societies of
young persons below Jawful age, organized in religious com-
panionship of oae sort and another—cnthusiastic, zealous,
over-forward, but quite disqualified to form an intelligent
judgment as to the character and qualifications of a pastor
—have sometimes ol their own motion, and occasionally
unier inconsiderate or ambatious leadesship, taken the
whole matter into their own hands, snd determiaed the
clection of a pastor, greatly to theit awn teal injury as well
as that of the Church at lstge. In one instance of which
we are cogaizant, the inconsiderate zecl of such a company
of youth, many of whom wese hardly more than childsen,
resulted in the choice of a pastor against the unanimous
judgment of the eldership, and of a large past of the ma
turer members of the Church §

In these days, when societies of various kinds are

in the direction indicated by our contemporary. The
danger arises from using such societies for purposes
other than those for which they were established. No
missionary society, mission band, mutual improve~
ment association, or similar organizations should, in
its united capacity, interfere with the caliing of a
pastor. The members of these organizations have
their rights as individual members of the Church, and
with the exercise of their individual rights they
chould be satisfied. The old “ power within a power ™
is always bad.

TIME in its calm, steady progress has brought round
again the season of festivity, the time for social and
family enjoys ent. Eagerly anticipated for weeks,
longed for by the children, to whom it comes with
all but unalloyed delight, those who have seen many
happy returns cf the season are astonished at the ra-
pidity with whizh it recurs.  All are prepared to wel-
come the season whose associations appeal to the
truest and deepest feelings of bumanity, The rich
make their palatial dwellings all the brighter when the
joyous season approaches ; the humblest abode has
its inexpeasive decorations and little bright touches
respontive to the general gladness that has echoed
round the world since first the angel choristers
sang thair benedicticn hymn. Whether the imme-
diate outlook be radiant with hope or dark with
forebodings of coming trials and difficulty, Christmas-
tide at any rate has a brightness peculiarly its own

The advent of this glad season deserves the heart-
1est welcome, Even where life is most leisurely, in
remote country homes, it comes to make a brief dis-
turbance of the monoteny that is inseparable from
the ordinary routine of daily life on the farm or in
the peaceful little village. To hurried toilers in large
towns and cittes there 1s blessing in the short pause
it gives to the rapid whirl of modern business life.
*.carcely a home, howeves, far removed fron *Le cen-
tres of activity, but has its absent ones, whose only
chance of joining the family circle is the Loliday time.
It 15 a good time for all concerned.

In spite of the familiar proverb that abaence makes
the heart grow fonder, there are many infuences terd-

ing to weaken the attachments that bind the scattered

members of fatmilies. New scenes, changed associa
tions, fresh attractions, and the steady demands of
unmediate duaty are absorbing time and attention,
Many a dutiful son fails 1o write with due regularity
the letter which is so eagerly looked for by mother
and sicters, whose disappointment at its non-arrival
1s deeper than usually finds expression.  Whea all the
distant moinbers Hf the family are reunited in the
liome citcle during the Christmas holidays, these
bryeaks in the chain of regular correspondence, and
posubly many other things, are cheerfully forgotten
and forgiven. The affections have a chance for free
and spontancous exercise and all are greatly the
better for the kindly touches of natural feeling that
wake the whole worla kin,

The several enjoyments of home life will necessarily
s the thoughts to Him in whom the whole fawily
n heaven and carth is named.  Christmas, whatever
differences of opimion regarding the precise time or
manner of its observance, 1s emphatically a Christian
institution, Itiakes its nrme from Him whose advent
to the woild it seeks to commemorate.  Its chief
assaciations cluster around the manger of Bethlehem,
and the kindliest and mast charitable feelinps of the
human heart revert to its memories. The devout
soul will feel the force of its appeal.  Thure 18 in this
world of mingled joy and sorrow, tlus hifeyof surpnising
changes, abundant occasion for the exercise of the
largest-hearted gencrosity. In many cases that need
a0t be ostertatious or pecumanly expensive. The
richest of heart gifts may have no representative ex-
pression in imonctary value. By general consent
there 13 a truce to the ordinary contendings, so com.
mon in modern life and enterprise, in which other than
the Lest feclings of humanity are in the ascendant.
At this season the sacred words ** Peace on earth and
good will tomen,” bave more meaning than unhappily
they have at other times. Let them then have full
scope, for none will be the worse, and all will be the
better for the actual umbodiment of this part of a
practical Christianity. May the blessing of Him who

THE EVANUELICAL. ALLIANCE AT
WASHING TON.

THE regular mectings of church courts, conferences
and unions are denominational necessities. Theyare
of great importance to the Churches whose work they
carry on aud whose distinctive characteristics they
voice. They are not exclusively confined to necessnry
routine and business detail. All questions of a public
character receive more or less discussion and the
general sentiments of the particular Churches find
embodiment in fiting resolutions. Such meetings
however as are held under the auspices of the Evan-
gelical Llliance bave their legitimate place and power
There the speakers are untrammelled by considera-
tions of inunediate expediency. The Alliance is not a
legislative but pre.eminently a deliberative body. It
is representative, not of separate denominations, but
of the Evangelical Church. Though without autharity
10 lcarry its conclusions into immediate practical
effect, it is much more than a very superior debating
club. The best men in the various Churches are
sure to take a conspicuous place in the deliberations,
and they bring thetr best and most matured thought
to bear on the subjects under consideratton. Subject
10 *he somewhat stringent but necessary rules govern-
ing the proceedings of the Alliance, the members
nevertheless avail themselves of the opportunity
afforded to speak with the utmost freedom the thought
that is in then,

At the recent meeting of the Amernican bransh of
the Alliance in Washington, all sections of the Evan-
gelical Chusrch were fully and ably represented. The
result o1 the meeting was such that those who were
present we.e highly delighted, expressing themselves
n the warmest terms of the pleasure and profit de-
rived from the proccedings, and were desirous of se¢-
ing a similar gathering as soon as such might be suit-
ably convened. At the Washington meeting, Preshy-
terians, Episcopalians, Methodists, Baptists, Congre za-
tionalists, Lutherans, Moravians and Friends were re-
presented and wrought together with commendable
harmony. This, in itself, is 2 most hopeful sign,
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However strong denominational attachments may
properly be, it is a cheering sign to see these breth
ren dweiling for a s2ason in such visible unity. These
harmonious assemblages are doubtless prophetic of
Letter and greater things to come.

The subjects discussed ag the Washington mecting
of the Alliance were all of them present-day questions.
This fact is not without its significauce. It shows that
the best thinkers in the various Churches have the'-
attention camestle directed to the vital needs of the
time. ‘They look at them in the light of Christianity,
and endeavour to bring its just and righteous princi-
ples to bear on the solution of the intricate problems
arising out of the complexities of modern civilization.
The subjects that came up for consideration were by
pre-arrangement  grouped under the heads of the
Perils, the Resources and the Responsibilities of the
present time.  Under the first of these the citv as a
peril, the perils of immigration, estrangement from
the Church, Ultramontanisin, the saloon, iminor.
ality and the labour question were carefully and
thoroughly discussed 1 a4 moss excellent spirit.  The
resources of the country were cnumerated as consist-
ing wn the Christian character of the nation, distinc-
tive Christian benevolence, voluntary support of
Chnistan institutions, higher education, common
schools, the Christian Sabbath, financial and mate-
nal wealth, numerical strength, missions, the utilized
energics of womanhood, the power of the press, the
latent power in numbers, in power of work, divine
premises and the Holy Spirit.  The necessity of co-
operation in Christian work was ably discussed from
various points of view, and called forth many excel.
lent thoughts both sentimental and practical. The
closing theme was individual responsibility,  Thus v
il be seen that a wide range of most interesting
and valuable topics were considered during the three
days that the Alliance was in session, When the
papers read are revised and published 1n authentic
form, they will be read hy many who were unable to
be present, but who are deeply interested in the ques-
tions that occupied the attention of the assemblage at
Washington,

Of course the meeting would have been incomplete
without the customary but very pleasant receptions
now a part of the etiquette of all such gatherings. At
the apponted tune the delegates formed 1n procession,
and marched to the White House, where they were
presented to the President, who,n response to the
address delivered by William E. Dodge, the chairman
of the Alliance, made a happy little speech,

Among the Presbyterian delegates who attended
and tock a prominent part in the proceedings, the
names of Dr. S. J. McPherson, of Chicago; Dr. A
T. Pierson, of Philadelphia ; President McCosh, Dr.
L. T. Chamberlain, of Brooklyn, and Dr. Mceses D.
Hoge, of Richmond, may be mentioned.

One
thing, however, he does not understand —that is, the
religious side of Scottish life and character, The
stories he tells, as they have been told to him, are
simple exaggerations, and in no degree interpret the
deep and true religious feeling that has made Scotland
what it is.

One young girl comes hotne
from school with a purpose in her heart to make her
life useful.  She begins on about as hopeless a set of
objects as onc ordinarily finds. There is a family
of neighbours who through drink and indolence have
gotten down almost as low as possible. Our young
friend takes hold first of a ragged hoy belonging to
the houschold and puts a little inspiration into him.
‘Then through him she reaches s father and mother,
both drunkards, and throngh her influence they wer
all lifted up.  The story is full of practical sugges-
tions on ways ol mdividual helpfulness and mission-
ary service.

LIGHT FROM THE STARS.

it has been found by photemetric experiments on the
light emitted by the stars of diffetent orders of magnitude
that the light o! 2 star of the sixth magnitude amounts
to only onec hundreth part of the light of a star of the fiest
magnitude. Hence we conclude (a'ways supposing the
stars to be of equal magnitude and spleadour) that a star
of the sixth magnitude is ten times more remote than 2
star of the first magnitude. Now the bright star Alpha
Centauri may be considered as typical of a star of the first
magnitude.  Combining our knowledge of the relatire
distances of Alpha Centauri 2nd the stars of the sixth
magnitude with the conclusions above arrived at, it fol.
lows that if Alpha Centauri were transpoited to 730
times its actual distance, it would still be visible in Her-
schel’s twenty-foot reflector, and cunsequently there might
be perceplible in such an insttument a star the distance
af which is 750 times greates than the acieal distance of
Alpha Centavri. Now the absolute distance of Alpha
Centauti from the caith, as ascestained by the researches
of various astronomcess, may be stated in round numbers
to be 20,000,000,000 uf miles. lence we artive at the
astonishing qnclusion that the distance of the starz which
are laintly visible in a twenty-foot reflecting telescope,
such as Herschel anployed ia his obscrvations, is not less
thun 15,000,000,000 of miles. Light, which traverser
space with 2 veloaity equal to 186,000 nules in a sccond,
would therefore ocespy moze than 2,000 years in passing
from such a star to the eanth.  Well mipht Hersche) re-
mark that the visitalisy of a star i the present day 1s proof
—no! of its actual cxisience, bat raiher of its having cxisted
for hundreds, it may be thousands of yesrs.—Good 1¥ords.

OLD ITALIAN CASTIES.

The rcined castles and the numetous relics of the past
which are found on 1the mountam svmmils of the Apeca-
nincs bear testimoay in their decay not so much 1o the
strength and skill of the repeated attacks to which they
were exposed (for in many cases they were imprcgnable
before the invention of artillery), but, unfurtunately, to the
acplect of their owners, arising mainly ftom the rever
scs which the great familics from time te time expe
rienced.  Most of the illustzious Italian houscs werc con-
nected with trade 5 this was 2 chanacteristic of the great
tepublic—at least one memixz of cach family was cn-
tolled in some guild or mcreantile corporation.  This
councetion with irade in no degree dimimished the refine-
ment of taste or the love of the beautifol of the most
illustrious of the Florentines. On the cortrary, the mer-
chant princes, with the richest prodacts of other climes,
gainad much expetience and ant knowledge, which found
their expression in the nolile wotks and the ajurnment of
thar anes. But there was one evil result of this associa.
tion of nobility of race and commercial poosuits, that it
tendered then  prospenty very precatioss; the frequent
revolutions 1n the Itsian tepublics atose as moch from
commercial as from military cavses. The middle of the
fourtcenth centory was especially a period of great specalz.
tlon and of much suffeting to Mmany of the most illasinous
houses—1he Rardy, the Ancuaioli, the Moz, the Pernzn—
were all siruck downi.—Bladavod’s Magasine.

Of all the ornaments with which vanity, superstition and
affection have decorated the human form, few have more
curious hits of history thaa the finger sing. From the ear
liest times the ring fhas \been a favourite ornament, and
the reason for this general preference shown for it over
other arsticles of jewellery are numerous and cogent. Oraa
ments whose place is on some portion of the apparel, or
in the hair, must be laid aside with the clothing or head.
dsess; are thus easily lost and often not at oncemissed. Pins,
broockes, buckles, clasps, buttons, all sooner or later be
come defective in some part, and are liable to escape from
an owner unconscious of the defect in the mechanism, The
links of a necklace in time become worn, and the awticle is
taken off to be mended, the spring or other fastening of a
bracelet is casily brok=n ; and the bracelet vanishes. With
regard to ornaments fastencd to pasts of the savage body,
mutilation is nccessary ; the car must be bored, the nose
pietced, the checks orf lips be ulit, and, even after these

HOUSE FLANTS.

The way house plants thiive on the dregs of coffes 1eft
at breakiast iz :dmir:lion.. Bowker itsell hardly tums out
strotger leafage or sach thick bloom. The groundsare a
good mulch on ke top of the soi’, but a little care must be
given not 1o te* then sour and ge* mesty in coolish, damp
weather.

The great ftoable with house plan'e, nreater than crrors
in waterit2, 13 letung the pots be expetes to the szn. The
fibrous tools o+r praw to the 3¢ of the pot, and thesc
ate baked in full sunshine, trebly hot, coming through
glass, which condenses ils rays; the Toot tips are soon

killed. The whole ball of carth is baked over and over
daily, and yet people wonder why they don't succeed with
house plants. Shade the sides of the pot always, cither
by plunging in a box of sand, moss, cocor fibre or ashes,
or place a thin board on edge across the front of thr plant
shelf, that will come almest to the top of the pots,  Let the
plants have the sun, but shade the pots. A good way to
scieen them is to set each jx°t in one or two sizes oy more
larger, filling the space with moss or sand.

‘The best gardeners say that the porous common pots are
nut so good for house plants as those glazed or painted
outside. The reason is that evaporation is constant from
the side: of the porous pots, and the routs are not only
drice but colder lor it. - Fiek's Magazine for Decemler,

SAI ONAROLA’'S TRIUMPH,

Theie are in the world few grander Dbuildings than
that citadel of Floteatine liberty, the Palazzo Vecchio; it is
an embodiment of militant beauty in stone.  In earlizr times
the sceue of so much that was noble and base, it became in
he fiteenth century the place of Savonarola's triumph and
ageny. For there in the vast hall of that great council he
so laboused to sccure, he set a whole people to work at a
fever heat of enthusiasm, with Michae) Angeclo and Leon-
atJo da Vinci among the workers, that an asylum might be
created, a refuge and an appeal to the many against the in-
justice of the few. The Mecdici changed the place; the
arch-patrons of art destroyed the desigas of Angelo and
Leonardo, setting up the clumsy statues of Leo and the
dukes, and the ceilings of Vasari, celebrating Cosimo ;-
they wanted no unpleasant souvenir of the great council.
But the centuries have seen ** the Medicesn stamp outworn,”
and have placed the statue of the mighty mork in the mid-
dle of his hall,

‘Thestory of *“ Romola * leaves us with a sense of sadness
and defeat. Savonarola died mute and unjustified; his
his fricnds and discipies robbed, murdered, and driven into
cxile 3 his lile’s work undone ; and the kingdom of God he
had laboured to found shaken to its foundations. But only
a few years after, under a Medicean pope, he is solemuly re-
habilitated by the Church—the historians estimate him at
his true value, devolees make pilgrimages to his cell, Fra
RBartolommeo paints him as the patron saint of his order,
and Raphael places him in a frescoed Paradise ameng 2

lorious company of prophets and sages. To-day, in an
fxaly that does not love monks, Ferrara raises his status be-
fore the castle of the Estensi; and in Florence, in the vast-
ness of the great council-hall, is his colossal image.

Dear Brethren, — You arc earnestly asked to consider, in
apportioning your mission funds for the current year, the
Jlaims of the foreign field.

Among tac Indians of the Nuth West, who are siill left by
the General Assembly, under the care of the Foreign Mis-
sion Committee, the need of additional labourers is urgent.
The conviction of this has been deepened in the mind of
every minister and celder visiting the North West at the time
of the last General Assembly.

In Central India, there are within a short distance from
Indoze, the centre of our operations there, villages, towns and
cities in which schools and preaching stations might at once
be opened. There are men and women ready to go and
occupy tuese posts, had we the mears of sending them.

Our work in. Formosa is being wonderlully extended.
{fur instances of the difficulties which our missionaries these
have to encounter, the trials through which they have to
pass, and the encouragements by which they ate cheered,
sce Dr. Mackay's letter in the forthzoming number of the
AReord.) We have over forty preaching stations there, and
a preacher in every onc of them.  We have Oxfoid College
and the Gitls’ School at Tamsui, in operation. ** Wark
prosperous and spreading,” writes Dr. Mackay, *“but
Romish priests plotung mght and day to hinder us.” lle
appeals to us not to fatl um in sympathy and aid.  Shall
his appeal be vain?

At this date, the contributions to the Foreign Mission
Fund. notwithstanding the zealous and self-denying effurts
of our swdents duting the summer, atc nearly a thousand
dollars less than they were at the same titne last year.

Y ou are asked to think of these things i view of the fact
