—iinxi®d  The Board has resolved, how-
ever, that only text-books shall be so supplhied dunng the current year.
Stationery and al! blank books are to be parchased by the parents.
Only such pupils as require new books 1n consequence of promotion
or of the wear-out of old Looks shall be furnished with new ones.
The sum placed in the estimates for this purpose is $5,000. Trustee
Baird has given notice that he will move that it be an instruction to
the Commuttee on Supphies that when providing free text-books they
purchase from the small dealers throughout the city at wholesale
prices, in such quantities as may be necded from time to time, any
stocks they may have on hand of sard text-books. This 15 only bare
. justice. Itisalmost certain that when the School Board comes on
the market to buy the year’s supplies in 1893, prices will be easy, as
o big a -ontract will be likely to cause a good deal of shadiny
among the publishers. The retailers found 1t hard tc get conces-
sions until the results of the arbitration on the prices of Readers last
year were reached. It remains to be seen it the Board can buy any

better.

Even people of imited means who send children to school are
not in the long run necessanly on the side of free text books. A
lutle atter-thought enables them to reahze that so far as the inten-

tion of the by.law is concerned, free teat books areto be perpetual.
That is, each citizen has to help buy all the pubhic school books “1sed
in the city as long as he pays taxes; whereas, il he were cumply re-
spansible for the cost of what books his own children used, he would
be released from the school book expense tn a comparauvely few
years, having no books to buy after lus children ceased attending
scaool.

Many of the navelling representatives ot British book and British
stationery houses are taking a swilt and sure way of running their
business in this country completely into the ground. When the
traveller reaches such a point of wholesale distribution as this city,
he commionly takes a run into the country, visits the leading retail-
crs of the principal townsandmvites them to call at hissample room
in the city to examine lus stock andhisprices. Hecatches some bust-
ness n this way, but also alienates wholesale customers, who are as
Justly indignant at thas skimmung off the cream of thawr trade, as the
retalers are when a jobber deals directly with the best consumers
among their customess. The representatives of the Utited States
houses, 1! we except those carrying pencils and pads, show more re-
spect forthe nghts af their customers, and deal only with jobbers.

x *
*

Since our own stationery manufacturers have been able to make
so good a ciass of pad as is now generally produced n this country,
the representatives of United States houses have betaken them-
selves to the retal trade for business. The results have not always
been entirely sausfactory to the latter. They do not discover, some-
times before it 1s too late, that they have bought 40's, 60's or 80's in-
stead of 100's. Our manufacturers never put up in pads smaller
than 8o sheets. The quality 1s also generally accomimodated to the
cheapness, and this :nakes the goods backward sellers. A great lot
of stuff can be made to show well for very little money, but some-
thing more than show should be necessary to capture the retailer's
order, for value 1s always obtainable from our own manufacturing
stationers.

Travelling representatives of Briuish houses find Canadians slow
buyers, and the reason probably 1s that the Canadians find them
slow sellers. A jobber is 1n no hurry to place his order it he knows
that be hasseveral weeks of grace in which to decide.  He always
has this ample tume, for the traveller generally makes a very long
stay at every leading centre of trade. In the Umited States a hike
mmpediment 1s reported by Enghsh and Scotch travellers, who can
not see why Amencan jobbers do not make up their minds at once,
as the jobbers in Britishatiesdo.  In British cities the travellers do
not settle down to a quiet siege as they do here.

1t 1s cheering to note since Chnistmas the general absence from
the weekly change sheets 1ssued by the commercial agercies, of the
names of book, stationery, fancy goods and notions dealers 1n con
nection with assignments, chattel mortgages or other bus: ;ess dith
culues. The sobenng disciphine of past mistakes has had the bene-
ficial result of repressing buying zeal where wtused to be too stron,
Retailers are harder to sell to than they used to be, according to
travellers’ reports, and it 1s manifest that they are. To be sure there
15 not much being made, but less of what is made goes to pay for
white elephants in the forin of excessive and unsalable stock. The
book jobbers are generally showing an example of steadiness that
cannot fal to have good mfluence. Profits are coming into im-
portance tn the regard of the book jobbers. This of course applies
to the class of books that are not slaughtered by the big nusceilane-
ous stores.  In the latter description of bocks, thatis cheap 12 mos.,
prices are lower. This gives an advantage to the bookseller that
places him on an equal footing with the department store trader,
but 1t 1s only while the latter has books that were bought under the
higher prnice He will be able to get concessions on the reduced
figures, on account of the largeness of his orders.
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SCRIBBLING AND EXERCISE
BOOKS.

The tradein scnibbling and exetcise ook
has grown 1o cnonmous proportions i the
past few years  Every house engaged in the
manulactuie o8 them ronsumes several car
loads of paper every season 1o xetats share
of the necessury vtack upan the market The
noisy sfate has disappeared from the schoo!
roem, written work has lagely taken 1he
place of oral, and the cheapness of paper has
added ns wfluenie 0 favor of a large -
crease in the demand for ~chool note books
These books are thetefore no bwgera Ly
hine 1n stock, but are one of the most umpor
1ant of the retaler's staples [ traders
made due profit on them they would yield a
substantial revenuc 10 every ane who handles
them.  But theres the rub The voluine of
the sales 15 very farge, but the margm of
profit1s reduced 1o a mere film  The sale s
so large that esverybody who mkes these
books vies with all compentors 10 cat b, not
a fair share, but the whale of the trade thete
18 going 1o them.  Prices are whutled down
to the barest quotaton that will ca.er cost,
while the retaider’s margin must be between
this and five cents.  The effort 1o getupa
five cent scnbbler that wil) rome as closely
as posuible to realzing 10 cents of value to
the consumer, 1s making this bran b of trade
worthless to the majonty of those handhing
;.

The time was, and not so very long ago,
when a 200-page scnibbling book retuled for
1ocents. Now 1t goes for 50, and there
would be better value to consumers if ihe
price were still to cents Manufacturers find
that it no longer pays 1o use these goods as
leading or adverusing hines, as they consn-
tute too biy a proportior. of the business
done 1n these davy  Yet with an infatuauon
that inds a parailel w1 other trades, where
the most staple goads are the ones most
shaded—- as sugar with the grocer, nads with
the hardware man, ctc. -the manufacturers
continue 1ol on excrcse and scrbbhng
books It they would agree amony them
selves ta make a plain, uniform book, to sell
atone price, they would Jdo a service to the
trade  Eaerase books sold at 4ot a dozen
and retaled at 3¢ apiece, do not pav as they
should «)n guantities these books sell as
low as §50 a thausand, and they cost tnat
One effect of thy. cheap production s the
dusplacement of adult labor by the employ .

PAPER
FOR THE JULY EXAMINATIONS.

The Educanon Department has nat an-
nounced yet what stasdard of paper s to be
used at the Teachers' and Leaving and other
Departmental exanunauons o be held m
July inthe High Schools all over Ontario.
Ihe trade await the decision with some n
lerest.  Last year atwelve pound cap wis
prescribed, and a particular paper was
named, but the injustice of the latter defimi
tion was so vigorously protested against by
other manufacturing stationers that this re-
flurement was recalled.  The object of the
Depaztment 1n adopuny a vanotm standard
15 to prevent the possibility of idenufying a
candidate by the paper he uses. Though the
tugh school teachers tal e no part in the ea-
daminauon that goes on at their respective
schools, 1t 1s from amony them that examin-
ers are chosen to read the papers, all which
are submuted at the Department here for
examination. Thedentity of candidates 1s
concealed in the designatsons they affix to
their several papers, so that Jf an examiner
Tuns across a paper handed 1n by onc of his
own pupils, hers supposed not to be able to
recogmze . Il a pecubar description of
paper were used for writing upon i one
school, that would be a mark whereby a
teacher would recognize and naturajly be
likely 1o favor hus own pupis 1in s mark-
Ing.

The one pont on which the Department
has deternuned s year is the weight of the
paper At isto be a fourteen-pound paper
The choice will not hkely disctininate 1
favor of any one stationery house, and it s
almost certan that one requirement will be
that there shall be no water hine, It is de-
srable that precaations shall be taken to pre

vent the whole contract RO to any one
avll, as the [arpeness of the order and the
time between now and the nced for the aper
auebt nat allow of 1tsbeing got ferward with
suthcieat prompeness.  QOr., the naming of a
paper aighe theow the choice to an English
house, which would not have ume to dis.
tribute stock at all the points at which it s
recessary 10 lav it down. The naming of
onc paper wowid scarcely be farr and would
certanly not be dignified, as thereby the
Department would make atself a sort of sand-
wich man to do the advervsing of a partecy-
v mall or statonery house  Enough has
leaked out 10 lead to the conclusien that the
Depattment will call for o 13-pound paper of
good titish, having no water mak, designat-
ed by no pasucutar name, and carnied by all
satonery jobbers.  This s the only fair
speatication that the Department can com-
mitatself to - High School reachers will ad
vise the trade 1n each district of the require-
ments that will finatly be adopted.

THE NEW INSOLVENCY BILL.

The commatiee appoiated by the Tuoronto
Board of Trade to prepare a scheme of in-
solvency lepislation reposted last week to
the Counc:) of that bodv,  The bsll they sub.
mitted 1s a very lengthy one and goes ex-
haustively into the matter, [y represents an
tmimense amount of work, and s the resuly
ant of much hard thinking, hard argument
and great worry  ‘To get the problem clear-
ly stated was no easy matter in itself, but to
provide a sufficient «olution that would not
be consistent tn any of ity parts w. ala-
borious task. The cuircumstances of the
various provinces and of the various trades
had to be carefully considered. and often-
vimes unammity was reached only through
protracted and heated discussion. There 1s
not much of compromise i1n the bill, how
ever. [t feaves hittle to anybody's discretion
The discharge clause, the most important
matter, provides that there can be no settle.
ment with an mmsolvent debtor unless by the
unamimous consent of the creditors No
mere majority, based either upun numbers
or proportion of the tatal amount of claims
against the estate, shafl avail to secure 2
debtor's discharge, »f one creditor represent-
ing one dollar holds out  This is stringent,
but 1t s wholesome. As the law stands
in this province, a mmonty agamst a settle-
ment must yield ; if this measure become
law, a majorty for a settlement must yield,
unless it 15 unanmous. That is, no creditor
will be forced to consent 10 a compromise.

The basis of the bill 1s not the measure
sent out by the Montreal Board of Trade for
the consideration of other boards in the
country, That proved to be madequate from
the pomnt of view of the Toronto committee,
which soun found a footing for 1s labors in
a bill drafied three or four years ago by D).
E Thompsan, whose high standing as an
authority on commercial law made him espe-
cially fitted for that work. His draft of a
bill clearly defined the hine along which dis-
cusston should proceed, and 1t 1s the funda-
mental part of the measure now passed by
the Council of the Toronto Board of Trade.
The delegates from Monireal, Hamilton and
London Board of Trade acquiesced n the
adoption of this basis, and were parues to
the measure that was finally reported by the
comnuttee. The comnutiee had the benefit
of the best specialist assistance avadable, in
the co-operztion of such men as B E.
Walker, general manager of the Bank of
Commerce ; 1) R. Wilkie, general manager
of the lmpetsal Bank ; E. R. C. Clarkson,
trustee and accountant, and other capable
outsiders, whom the committee,as anthenzed
n the resolution appomunyg it, had added to
therr number.

The lax discharge conditions under which
settlements have been secured w the past
have been an indire=t cause of much wmus-
chief.

it does not follow that because any out
cast can trade n second hand dJlothes, an
unlettered man can do a successful buwiness
n second hand books. To keep up a pay-
g arculaton o and from his stock, re-
quires an acquuntance with books on the
part of the dealer 1n second hand goods,
that ts not called for to nearly the same ex-
tent 1n the dealer in new goods. The former
inust be so conversant with literature, art,
science and the latest results of publishing,
as to know dead hooks, books that treatof or
are based on evploded or rejected theores,
books that are out of touch with present
ideas, books that have fallen fat, insignsfi
can or pirted editions, books gzood in them-
selves but out of the currents of popular in-
terest at the mament. U nless he knows
enough to discrmminate according to these
and other conditions, on his shelves will be
strznded worthless collections that any man
can pick up but no man can sell. The second
hand book seller needs to be an educated
manand a man on the alert to catch parti-
cular persons and particular fads. Such a
man would be looking about now to gather
all the reputable old books that he can lay
his hands on, of which the subject 1s Colum-
bus or the [hiscovery of Amenica  He knows
thatagreat many people will want to get
themselves <peaially  fannhar with all the
matter of this kind that they can lay hold of.
The second hand booksetlers of a quarter of
a c entuary agousually understood their busi-
ness, and made 1 speaally of purchasing
hbranes of choice books. The stray vagrants
that are ficely offered nowadays would be
more ¢ritically exanuned 2 few years ago,and
no pnce would make them go if they were
not useful books.

EXCESS BAGGAGE.

The marurum weght of baggage that
traveller’s tcket enutles him 1o carry 1s 300
pounds  The ralway companies <hould
rasse this ot to at least 300 pounds  This
convession is due to the extensive patronage
which their roads 1eceive from the commer-
caltravellers. The ralway expenses of every
housethatmamntain<a staflof travellersngure
very largely in the (osts of deing business,
and this s supposed to ;o tothe benetitof the
ralioads  Furtherthough the roads impose
« 1 onall hagrage above jco lbe i weight,
they denve but hatle revenue from excess
weght  Eacess has to be pad for usually
by the traveller, but the remuneration i
«mall 0 compraison weth what the road
tanff provdes, and seldom reaches the cof-
fers of the company, because st very peneral-
ly takes the form of a bube  1t1s a means,
thetefore, not of swelling the recepts of the
road. but of corrupting the senants of the
road  Itic also a cover under whuh now
and then o traveller can run in eapenses that
ate net stncthy regular, of he be disposed

todo so. A set of samples weighing goo
pounds are often carrted free of charge so far
as the roads are concerned, though they may
net the baggage master five or ten dollars.
The Boards of Trade should take this matter
m hand and endeavor to obtaun from the
railroads a more hberal allowance for com-
mercial baggage.

SUSPENDED SUCCESS.

Why s 1t that so large a percentage of
business houses lose ground after having
made a promising beginning ?

It cannot be accidental, much less a busi-
ness freak. 1ts very regulirnty prozlaums the
existence of an undeviating reason for it

What can that reason be ?

Once to discover 1t for a certainty ¢ to
leurn how to avaid the fatal fault ever attes-
wards.

In the frst place, the advertising that ad-
nuttedly wrought prosperous results ceased
to be systematic ind continuous. Right at
this point sts assumed inteligence gave way
To falter or pause 1n the trst flush of trium-
phant encouragement 15 to abandon the
grounds of onginal confidence, and to con-
fess 1t to be decetful and tlusive rather than
trustworthy and substantial.  If intelligent
advertising 1s the one nght and sure course
at the start, the subsequent neglect of it can
only be the wrong and fatal one.

In the second place, advertising 1s treated
by 1ts acknowledged beneficiare in a hap-
hazard, hit-or-muss, run-for-luck way. It
ought to require a great deal more courage
to experiment as an adveruiser even care.
lessly, much more with aimless recklessness,
than after a digested method and with a de-
fined purpose. Yet it oftener seems as if 1t
did not, after all.

In the next place, individual concert 1s too
frequently born of the prosperity newly at.
tained by advertising. A certain percentage
of ambitious men tn business only wanta
hmited degree of eaternal encouragement to
lead them to think they can achieve all fur-
ther success without assistance. They ignore
the ineradicable fact that the law of modern
trade refuses to recogmze any longer the soh-
tariness of mere individualism n the vast
and restless realm of traffic. It 1s anncreas-
ingly social age that we hive n, and trade
and commerce above all else have made 1t
s0.

Finally, the business hou<es that fallinto
inevitable decay trom this canse Jeave off ad-
vertising just at the turming pomnt of ther
estabhshed prosperity.  Starung out right,
they stopped too soon. At thws cntical
juncture another house comes in, inspired
with the requeite amount of intelligent
courage, and takes up their enterpnise nght
where they deserted it, and propels it 1o
phenomenal success.  |s the old Suez Canal
story over agamn.

What onc party abandoned because of the
cost, another party stands ready to take up
at s abandoned stage and carry through
triumphartly

The Egypuan Canal eaperience supplies
as pood anillustration as anything else can
of the causes of failure or decadence in busi-
ness enterpiises from the gradual or umid
abandonment of systematc advertismng.  If
it 1> true, as 1t now stands aniversally con-
fessed, that hittle or nothing can be accon
phished 1n buuiness without 1ts all power.al
aid, then 1t becomes selfevident that n
should never be weakened or withdrawn <o
long as success forms the main object of
business pursut.

to satisfy the credhitors,

\When the storckeeper awakens in the
morning he fecls that us business 1s not go-
ing to rome to him spontaneously , he thinks
of his rivals, of the penlous stock, of his
debts and his delinquent customers. le has
no * constitution” togo by, nothing but lus
wits and eneryy 1o set against the world that
day, and every day the struggle and the
anxiety are the same. What a number of
detauls he bas to carry in his head (consider,
for instance, how many different kinds of
cheese there are, and how different people
love and hate the same kind), and how keen
must be lus appreciation of the popalar
taste . The complexities and annoyances
of his business are excessive, and he cannot
afford to make any mustakes; if he does he
will lose his business, and when a man fails
n business (honestly) he loses his nerve, and
his career is ended. It 1s simply amaang,
when it is considered, the amount of talent
shown in what are called the ordinary busi-
nesses of life.— Exchange.

The cost of the plant, including water con-
nections from and to the nver, bmlding and
machinery has been $130,000.

HOW TO CONDUCT A FAWjY
GOODS STORE.

On this topic W. C. Blackwell wntes in
the Fancy (Goods Graphic as follows :

(1) The stock should consist of such goods
as you think will suit your trade, that will
be saleable and not dead stock. Keep well
supplied ; at the same time, don’t order too
much of a kind. (2) The store internally
should be ot such a size as to enable one to
conveniently spread out the goods. Tomake
it attractive, keep the store and yourself
clean and udy. Keep the store cool; have
it well lighted day and night. (3) The store
externally should have a nice front calculated
to attract. By all means have your sign in
bold letters, showing your name and the
nature of your store. (4) The show-window
should be of such a size as to correspond
with the store front. It should be changed as
cften as twice a week. Bv no means let
your window dressing become stale ; 1t
should be so ananged that one article will
not hide from view another. It should show
the nature of the store in general. By no
means dress your windows with goods that
are not in stock, and do not have goods
priced in your windows that are of a different
price in stock. (5) You should advertise in
one or more daily or weekly papers, stating
your name and the nature of your business ;
also special advertisements at spectal times
by circulauing handbills of special sales for
a certain length of time.  Advertise at other
times by giving a customer a present for
buying the most  a stated peniod for cash,
and thereby gain trade. (6! Bargans atall
times, and special bargiuns in the dull sea-
sons, are proper. lave a special bargain
counter. Keep nothing in your store as dead
stock. 1f you have gocds that are unsale-
able, and won't sell at your price, put them
on the bargain counter, and sell that way
Y ou may have to lose a hittle sometimes, but
such proceeds can be converted into goods
that will sell and give a fur profit. (7} Have
special drives in the hohday seasons, and it
you get an article that proves to be a trade-
winner make that a special dnve until you
think your trade 1s well supplied witlg it.
.8: By all means have your store as ¢om-
fortable for your trade as possible. Never
allow any one to have cause for complaint.
Treat all kindly. Never reconnend goods
to be better than they are. Do not get im-
pauent with your trade for asking questions.
Be always ready to show your goods. Sell
for cash, and be obliging to everybody.

Shapes play an important
part in the beoklets, an ingenious 1dea often
nunding expression 1n the mere contour of a
booklet. Christmas toy bocks are a felicitous
departure 10 Tuck’s goods this year. Innu.
merable vanieties of these books are among
the samples. I'he pictures 1n them are not
dependent on perspective and color alone for
thent effect, Lut have distinctness as well,
each one bewng a separate cleatly cut figure
which may be raised from the pape The
subjects are happily adapted to childhood.
In cards,diversity and ferulity of conception
are well exemphitied.  The taste of the pub-
hishers in this line 1s apparently a harp of a
thousand strings. Among new {features is
notable a porcelain card mounted on an
aluminom plaque. a very original and taste.
ful card  Reflecting cacds are also an adds-
tion of this season. In these a picture, as of

a ship or windmill, stamped on a semu
transparent yelatine surface, -tands in the
foreyround  In the parually tansparen.
surface, calors as of tke rainbow blend nto
cach other. Folding up against the back of
the prcture is a movable polished surface that
can be adjusted to catch the rays of hight and
throw them on the back of the picture,which
at once lightens up into a wonderfully life
like representation of a storm at sea rg<other
scene. The novelties are an cspecm.l'y lux-
urious Iine, and appear to exhaust all the
contrinances of taste and resources of ma
tenal.  Sulk, plush, satin, Bedford cord, lace
hand-painting, etching, are enlisted in the
production of these beautiful goods, which
include drapes, glove and handkerchief sets,
etc. There 1s nothing gaudy, but there is
much that ts costly, some of these novelties
running up to $130 per dozen.

MR. HOWELLS' NEW WORK.

The announcement that Mr. Howells will
leave Harpers Magazine, to take editonal
charge of the Cosmopulitan, on March 1st,
calls attention to the process of building up
the staff of a grzat magazine. Probably in
no monthly has the evolution been so dis-
tinctly under the eyes of the public as n the
case of the Cosmopolitan. The first step
alter 1ts editonal control was assumed by Mr.
John Brisben Walker, was to add to 1t Ed-
ward Everett Hale, who took charge of a
department called “ Social Problems,” sub-
jects concerning which the greatest number
of people are thinking to-day. Mr. Hale,
who s a student, a fair minded man, a
thorough Amernican and a man of bioad
sympathies, has filled this position in a way
to attract the attention not only of this
ccuntry, but of lcading European journals.
Some mooths later, a departinent was estab-
bshed called “The Review of Current
Events” To take charge ot this, & man
was needed who should be familiar not only
with the great events of the past thirty years,
but who knew personally the leading men of
both the United States and Europe who
could interpret motives and pol cies.  Murat
Halstead accepted this position with the

distinct understanding that his monthly re-
view should te philosophical and never
partisan. The next step in the history of
the Cosmopolitan, was the placing of the
review of the intellectual arovement of
the month 1n the hands of Mr. Brander Mat-
thews, who for scme time has been recog-
nized as one of the two or three ablest crnitics
in the United States.

Finally came the acceptance of the editor-
ship conjorntly with Mr. Walker, by Mr.
Wm. Dean Howells. Mr. Howells, who is
recognized unwversally as the foreif st
Amencan of letters, upon the expiratic’: of
his contract with Harper Brothers. on the
first of March will take in hand the destinies
of a magazine which promises to exercise a
share of influence with the reading classes
of the United States. His entire services
will be givea to the Cosmopolitan, and
everything he wntes will appear in that
magance dunng the continuance of his
cditorship.

HOW MARBLES ARE MADEn.

Nearly all the agate marbles usea
Amenca, tays an exchange, are made at
Obersten, Germany, from the refuse of the
manv agate quarnies n that part of the
Fatherland. The stone 1s broken up by ex-
perts with a small hainmer. The little cubes
thus formed are shoveled up and thrown
nto a small mill, with what 1s called a bed-
stone, formed with concentric furrows or
grooves. Above the bedstone is a wooden
block with a level face upon its lower surface.
This 1s made :0 revolve with great rapidity,
water being thrown on the bedstone while
the process of rounding is taking place It
takes about fifteen minutes to round the
marbles to the proper shape, and oae mill
worhing enht hours a day can turn out
nearly 200,000 marbles in a week. Fine
matbles are made in this country, but they
are nat equal to the German product.
