hotipress. When they come out the celluloid
has been forced into the pores of the wood an
eighth of an inch, and has made a surface that
is simply beautiful.

MEETING AT THE CORN EX-
CHANGE.

In another part of this issue we have
treated at some length the recent reso-
lution of the House of Assembly of New-
foundland toimpose discriminating duties
against Canada, on some of our Jeading
exports. The article referred to was
unavoidably shut out of ourlast issue,and
we haye now to_eal] attention toa resolu.
tion adopted at a meeting held at the
Corn Exchange on_the 4th inst., which
was attended by some of our influential
meérchants, We sincerely hope that the
late imposition of dutieson fish and oil
was_not adopted with the view of trying.
to prevail on Newfoundland to dis-
criminate in favor of Canada and against
| the United States on flour and other
| Canadian products,  This would be a
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suicidal course for Newfoundland to adopt,
a8 it would most assuredly lead to retali-
ation on the part of the United States.
The duties in Newfoundland are imposed
for revenue purposes, and do not in the
least obstruct Canadian trade, We under-
stand that on his return from his present
visit to Washington, Sir Ambrose Shea of
Newfoundland will visit Ottawa, and that
about the same time the Montreal depu-
tation will carry out the object of the late
meeting :

The object of the meeting being explained,
the question was discussed in all its aspects,
and the following resolution ecarried. unani
mously :—

That this meeting looks with alarm upon the
action taken by the Newfoundland Govern-
ment in laying prohibitory duties on the pro-
duce of the Dominion, and is of the opinion
that immediate activn should be talken to in-
duce our Guvernment to take such steps as will
continue and foster the trade that has hitherto
existed between the two countries. If the con-
templated duties are imposed, irade between

the twe countries will cease, and the Domin- |

ion will lose & customer that purchases an-
nually - two million dollars’ worth of produce,
and who contributes largely to the support of
four Ouanndian steamship lines and many
schooners,

Tt was also resolved to send a deputation, to
be-chosen by the -president of the Board of
Trade and the president of the Corn Exchange,
to wait upon the Govemmem in reference to
. ihe matter.

. COMMERCIAL POLICY.

It is difficult.to arrive at a satisfactory
opinion as to whether the supporters of
the Government orof the Opposition hold

the most erroneous views on the subject’

of our commercial poliey. We believe
that we are not mistaken when we ex-
press our belief that both parties desire
to make bargains with other countries in
“the form of treaties of reciprocity, the
object being discrimination against other
countries. A more disastrous poliey for a
country like Canada, with & comparative-
ly small population, could hardly be
imagined. We have more than once
called attention to the Jamentable mis-
take committed by our Government in
refusing to be included in the commaercial
treaties of Great Britain, the result of
which has been the recent adoption by
Germany of a discriminating duty ‘in
favor of Spainand against Canada on cer-
tain agricultural products in which a
satisfactory trade had sprung up. This
could not have been dope had not Can-
ada objected to being included in the
treaty with Germany which contained the
most favored nation elause,
Mr. Amyot_has offered a resoluiion in

the House ‘of Commons asking for the

correspondence on the subject of the
commereial relations between France and
Canada ; and at a time when we are actu-

- ally subsidizing a line of steamers to ply

to a country which refuses to admit our
exports on the footing of the most favored
nations it is of course most desirable
that full information should be given.
Mr. Amyot frankly announced that in his
opinion it was desirable to purchase from
France the privilege which she gives to
Turkey and other nations by throwing off
30 per cent of our duties on cash exports.
Great Britain not only does not discrimi-
nate against us, but does not charge any
duty whatever on our exports, but Mr.
Awmyot would not throw off 30 per cent
on the duties on British goods while he
purposes tobuy at a very high price
common justice from TFrance. M,
Laurier, an opposition leader, had not a
word of dissent for the object proposed,
but he again ventilated the idea of
Messrs. Blake, Cartwright and Edgar that
Canada should have power to make her
own commercial treaties,—in other words,
to make bargains with foreign nations
possibly of a nature hostile to the Mother
Country,

Mr. Laurier stated distinctly that  the
“ securing of that .power was the best

“ means of gaining what the mover of this

# resolution wanted.” It i3 now about
two years since Sir Leonard Tilley pledged
himself to. retaliate against France by
imposing a differential duty on her ex-
ports if she persisted in discriminating
against Canada, We have no doubt what-
ever that such a policy would be com-
pletely successful, and it must be borne
in mind that our imports from France are
largely in excess of our exports to that
country, Neither Mr. Amyot nor Mr.
Laurier explained on what grounds we
are called on to alter our revenue duties
as a bribe to obtain justice from Irance.
We do not pretend to interfere with the
commercial policy of France. She re-
gulates her import duties, as we do,
according to her own requirements, but
we have a just right to complain against
any country which refuses to place Can-

ada on the same footing as the maost.

favored nations, We shall watch with
interest for the correspondence called
for by the resolution whizh was adopted,
and which will show what the Ministers
have been doingin the matter,

CO-INSURANCE.

ArrioLe No, 1.

In performanceof our promise we draw
the attention of our readers to this sub-

Jject which has been discussed—*at long
range »__for some time past, as we think
the principles involved "are worthy of the
most careful consideration of our whole-
sale merchants as well as of the fire in-
surance companies,

Tire insurance companies have to en..
counter two insidious foes, both of whom
are the offspring of gambling operations '
conducted by property owners; one of
these foes is * over-insurance” and the
other is “ under-insurance.”” The # over-
insurance " is generally indulged in,in
placeés where the fire-appliances and .
water supply are inadequate and not up
to the modern requirements, the “under- .
insurance " varies in proportion to- the
perfection and reliability of both water )
supply and applisnces. To meet these
foes the Insurance Companies have for
sone months been considering the pric-
ticability of adopting in places em.
braced under the first description,
the  three-fourths value clause,” and

in the places more fa.vorably situated, the
ordinary = “ co-insurance clause.” We"
should probably explain to the Mércan. |
tile. Community that the term “co in-
surance clause " is equivalent to thab
more commonly known as the % Average
Clause.” The former is that familiarly ..
known in England and on the’ Continent,
the latter is that used in the United Sbates
and is expressive. At a late meetmg of
the Fire Underwriters Association of the .
North-West the followmg clause was sug- 1
gested: '

“It is a. part of the consideration -
of this pollcy, and the. basis on which the
premium is ficed, that -the insured is to
maintain insurancé on the property
covered to the extent of three-fourths
the actual cash value thereof, and that,
failing 80 to do, he shall be & co-insurer
to the extent of the deficit, and, in that
capacity, bear his proportion of the loss, -
ifany, It is understood, however, that
this company does not consent to insur

- ance exceeding three-fourths of the actual

cash value.”

The three-fourths requirement and .
limit is an arbitrary one. From seventy to .
eighty per cent of insurance is ordinarily
consented to without dissent, but the com-
panies desire the insured to retain such
proportion of interest in the property as
will ensure reasonable care on his part for
its preservation from fire. This is so simple
a proposition as to need but little com-
ment on ‘our. part, although it may be’
tortured inté an accusation of carelessness. .’
or. dishonesty against those = who keep
their property fully insured; we .must
thexefore observe that if all persons could .
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be depended upon for care in the pre-
servation of property, and honesty in the
preparation of claims, it would be to the
mutual inferest of companies and owners
that everybody should be fully insured,
and that policies should be so written
that there should be nothing to prevent
anybody from collecting the full amount
of his loss ; but until this care and this
honesty can be secured it is necessary to
make such conditions as may appear
harsh and unnecessary and unjust to
honest, careful men, for the purpose of
restraining the dishonest, and stimulating
to care those who cannot be impressed
by moral reasonings unless they are sup-
ported by financial and selfish consider-
ations.

From these premises it may be argued
that, if the reasoning is sound, then there
cannot possibly be urged any ground for
a condition requiring people to maintain
80 much as seventy.five per cent of insur-
ance, because the more interest there is re-
tained, the more care will be exercised.
Oae of the replies ta this would be that
of the political economist who demon-
strates that import duties cease to be

productive or protective afler a certain

limit has been reached; but the under-
writer’s reply requires more extended
observation. Rates
necessarily based upon loss experiences,
Properties are seldom totally destroyed
by fire in places protected by modern ap-
pliances, unless there has been dishonesty,
mismanagement or extraordinary calami-
ty ; 8o that the average ratio ofloss to value
of property does not exceed~—say filty per
cent ;j to produce this ratio some propex-
ties will be totally destroyed, while others
willbe damaged five,ten, fifteen, twenty or
twenty-five per cent, and 50 on. The cal-
culation of the insurance companies upon
which present premiums are based is
that their losses under the policies upon
which claims arise should not exceeéd—say
forty per cent of the amounts insured
under those policies. For instance, sup-

The ordinary cost. of
conducting the business is—say thirty
per'cent; this leaves—say ten per cent

of premium are-

-of damages

for profit and with which to provide for
such calamities as that of 8t. John, N.B.,
for which provision must be made if the
extraordinary losses of such years as 1876,
1877 and 1878 are to be paid.

Now if the owners of property decrease
the amounts of their insurances without
changing the ratio of losses to values of
properly insured, they will change the ex-

‘periences of the insurance companies as

So that the whole of the premium
income will be absorbed by the loss claims
and nothing will remain wherewith either
to pay expenses, to induce the continu.
ation of the business, or to provide for
occasions and years of extraordinary cala-
mities, This reduction of gross amount
insured, of gross premium, average amount
insured, and of insurances becoming
claims, will not be the work of those who
invest in insurance as a source of profit,
because they will continue to obtain over
or full insurances until restrained by the
co-insurance clause ; consequently, the
proportion of losses total as to the insur-
ances will be increased and the ratio
to amounts -insured will
likewise be increased by the fact that
what would be six (6) per cent of
$2,500 will be  ten (10) per cent of
$1,500 ; what would be thirty per cent of
$2,500 will be fifty per cent of $1,500 what
would be sixty per cent of $2,500 will be
total as to $1,500, and so on.

Now in further illustration” of the last
table, we do not make a very violent
charge of general dishonesty if we assert
that out of forty thousand policy-holders,
six hundred, or one and ahalf per cent,
will become loss claimants, and if we

classify the forty thousand policy-holders
as follows :—

It will be seen that the average claim
of those who have absolutely unavoidable
fires is $875, which is 58 1-3 per cent of
%1,500, but would be only 35 per cenb of
$2,500,—demanding an increase of rate of
66 2-3 per cent, or else an increase of in-'
surance, thisis on the supposition that
the average amount insured—or average
proportion of value insured-—by those
who have absolutely unavoidable losses is
not less than the average amount insured,
or average proportion of insurance to
value at risk, by those who are guilty of
arson, criminal negligence, simple neglect,
or indifference. But it is reasonable to -
suppose that those who desire to burn
their properties, or ave not averse to such
an accurrence, will be pretty fully pro-
tected by insurance, usless they are re-
strained by some co-insurance limit;
therefore, to male the average of $1,500
to each policyholder, we must reduce the
average amount of insurance carried by
those who have unavoidable fires, and
consequently increase their ratio of loss
to insurance to at leasy eighty (80) per
cent or double that allowed by the
present rates of premium, — demon-
strating indisputably the equity of a clause
which shall oblige them to maintain a fair
proportion of insurance to value at risk,
or else oblige them to contiibute towards -
their insufliciently insured losses,—unless
a cumbrous system of rating is establish-
ed which shall increase the rates of pre-
mium in such proportions  as the proper
insurance limit is departed from.

THE INSOLVENT BILL.

A perusal of the Bill reported to
Parliament by the Committee on Bank-
ruptey indicates that the provisions of
the Bill framed under the direction of
the various Boards of Trade, and intro-
duced by Mr. Curran, have not been
adopted as the basis for the Billin ques-
tion, 1t contains - features which . vary
from previous measures on this subject.
For instance there requires to be a “de-
“livery of a declaration in writing ex-
“ pressly acknowledging insolvency.”. The-
wisdom of thus limiting the proof of
insolvency may . be ‘questioned. . ‘In its.
leading features, apart from the provisions

-relating to discharge, this Bill is a repro-

duction of the Distribution Act, intro.
duced by Mr. Abbott in April, 1880. In
view of the attention the question hasg
received at the hands "of merchants and
others in ihe interim, one would - have
expected to see some of the objectionable
features of that Bill dropped, in dealing .
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with the question of insolvency now, but
such is not the fact.
" Here we have repeated the preservation
of the provisions of the Civil Code, res-
. pecting the privilege of landlords in
Tower Canada, whereby five years' rent in
arrears can be recovered in full, while in
the other Provinces, the lien is limited
to six months; the privilege of creditors
who furnish groceries and provisions is
also preserved. It is difficult to'under-
stand why a grocer or butcher should be
on any better footing than one who has
supplied clothes or fuel, and when it is
considered that in Britain the Crown
waives all privilege and ranks on insol-
vent estates ratably with other creditors,
it looks like wesak injustice to maintain
class legislation, which cannot logically be
defended when dealing broadly with a
question which has for its object the put-
ting of all creditors, as far as practicable,
upon & common level. Why a landlord
in the Province of Quebec, should be
accorded privileges denied to the same
class in every other Province would
require the support of an unanswerable
explanation, or the distinction ought to be
expunged. The discrimination in favor
of secured’ creditors in Lower Canada does
not stop here : while in every 'other Pro-
vince the assignee is empowered to sell
the insolvent's interestin real estate, he
is restrained from doing so in Quebec,
and, upon pain of penalties to be visited
on the general estate, must hand over the
property to & mortgage creditor who will
assume the prior mortgages, and give
security that the estate will not be
troubled by reasonjof those subsequent
to his own mortgage. Should the credi-
tors see any reason to hope for the
realization of a surplus out of real estate
which is mortgaged, the attempt can only
be made by proceedings before the court
and'a sheriff’s sale, thereby aﬁordmg, the
mortgage creditors an opportunity to be
vested with the property under a sheriff’s
title at the expense of the unsecured
creditors. Not conteut with this, section
66 somewhat unobtrusively provides for
the appropriation of the revenues of real
‘estate to the benefit of the rmortgage
creditor, a right which is denied him by
the common law, Quebec, so that the
intention of this part of the Bill is all in
the direction of injuring the unsecured
creditors, in order to benefit those who
are secured. .

Another provision relating to real estate
which is open- to objection is. that con-
tained in section 70, which provxdes, by
implication, for the creation of alien on
real estate by t,he registration of & judg-
ment,proyided that be done at least thirty

P

days before thé date of msolvency No
such lien is at present possible under the
laws of Ontario, and it would be much
more in harmony with the whole intention
of a bankruptey meusure to declare that
in Quebec, where the registration of a
Jjudgment binds lands, such registration
should have no other or greater ellect
than & writ of execution, which confers
no privilege at all. Tt certainly is an
absurdity that the registration of a judg-
ment should confer s privilege which a
sale under an execution does not confer,
and the anomaly ought to be removed.
Section 72 provides for the valuation of
the security of a partner fora debt due
by his firm, but does not guard against
the practice of evading this provision, by
getting the individual to make the note,
and his firm to endorse it. The delay
involved in requiring a special meeting of
creditors to authorize the sale of a stock
in trade will often work injuriously. The
inspectors ought surely to be competent
to authorize such a sale. The frauds possi-
ble by eflecting life insurances to a large
amount which are removed beyond the re-
course of creditors are left untouched in
this Act. One is disposed to wish that the
questions of Rills of Sale in the Maritime
Provinces, and : Chatte] Mortgages and
Dower in Ontario could be dealt with.

.Through the instrumentality of the two

first many f{rauds are pelpetmted, and
under the law of .Dower equal injustice is
suflfered, from the'loss entailed by the in-
vestment of the funds of creditors in real
estate, when, had the same.sum been
invested in personal property, no loss
through dower would be incurred,

The provisions' applicable to trustees

are stringent beyond any heretofore in -

force, and it will be well if they do not
defeat the object of the framers by deter-
ring: desirable men from accepting the
office. No creditor who values his peace
or well-being will ever be likely to
become a trustee, in view of the suspicion
which cunnot well fail to attach to every
such officer, by Treason of the penalties
with which the Act surrounds him, and it
may be questioned whether the best men,
who in the ordinary course, might be ex-
pectéd to perform the duties as & matter
of business, will be prepared to do 50,
and face the slur which the Act itself
casts upon the oflice. At a time when
official assignees were thrust upon de-
fenceless creditors, tnrough the. host of
appointments made under the former in-
solvent laws, the penaliies contained in
the present Act might have been even in-
sufficient for the protection-of creditors,
but; with the freedom of choice ensured
by the proposed system, the best class of

men would be more likely to desire bhe
office if the status given them had some-
thing less of cmmmaht.y 50 broadly sugs
gested.

The mode of voting provided by sec-
tion 91 is arepetjtion of the former erro-
neous system. That  disagreement be.
tween the majority in number and in
value should result in one of the parties
being condemned in costs, when neither
can be said to be in fault—the defect be-
ing that of the law which erects no cer-
tain standard—is simply indefensible ; so
also is the penalty incurred by trustees
who fail to apply for a discharge, when no
provision is made for the payment of the
costs by the estate. The necessity for
restricting the right of the unpaid vendors
in" Quebec to destroy an estate by
sejzures appears io have been entirely
overlooked.

On these and other points, which will
readily suggest themselves to those fami.
liar with the operation of insolvent laws,
it is to be hoped unmistakable modifica-
tions will be made before the Bill is
allowed to pass. The whole tenor of it
suggests the necessity for the co-opera.
tion of able lawyers of large experience in
insolvency, as well from the Maritime
Provinces as from Ontario, to franie proper’
provisions to counteract the preferences
that may legally be given under existing
laws, so that any measure now enacted
may be of the most general application.
The exclusion of the claims of farmers’
from the operation of a discharge is &’
concession in the direction of class- -legis.
lation, which is unworthy of the principle’
so‘ugh‘t to be established, and it will only
result in mischief hereafter, by encour-’

. aging demands for similar concessions in

favor of other classes of creditors.

The terms on which a'discharge may be’
granted upon the consent of certain pro-
portions in number and in value of the
unsecured credifors will have the sanc-
tion of those intevested in estates. It has
at different times been suggested that
the rural districts are averse to the en-
actment of an insolvent law, and that the
representatives of these constituencies '
may make difficulty when the Bill is be-:
fore Parliament. It is difficult to under-
stand why opposition should be encoun-
tered from these districts ; this is surely .
a mercantile question, on which the rural
population can scarcely be regarded as
authorities, and when it is “considered
that the amounts lost in country " towns
and villages ‘by bankrupteies, may be
fairly regarded’ as amounts contributed
by the mercantile centres of trade it 'will" .

NEWFOUNDLAND AGGRESSIVE.

Those interested in the Newfoundland
trade must bhave been staitled by the
telegram sent by ‘the President of the
Chamber of Commenrce-at St. John’s, New-
foundland to Messrs, John Baird & Co.,
Montreal, which is as follows :

Sr. Joun's, Nfid., Mureh 27, 1885.

Todoln Buird & Co., Montreal :

Acquaint all interested in the Newfoundland
trade, including steamships and railways, that
the Assembly have passed e following -addi-
tions to last years tarift, after first July :—

“ In addition to foregoing taritt there shall
be collected on goods, wares and merchandise
imported inte Newfoundland from countries
which enjoy the unrestricted privilege of taking
fish in Newfoundland waters, and which coun-
wies levy duties on the produce of Newfound-
land fisberies  when taken and exported. by
Newfoundland citizens to such countrics as
aforesaid, duties necording to the schedule an-
nesed.

SCHEDULE.

" Flour, sevenly-fivecents; pork, one dollar
fifty ; butter, seventy-five cents per hundred
pouids ; tobneeo, five cents per pound; kero-
sene ofl, five cents per gullon ; cornmenl, fifty-
two and one-half cents per bacrel.”

The eflect will be, unless Canada alters her
tarift or gives her Government unvestricted dis-
cretion to snspend action with regard to New-
foundland, that all trade between the two
countries will cease after July.

The announcement has been made in
rather a singular manner. It is obvious
thiat retaliation is the ohject, and it there-
fore ig desirable to consider whether New-
foundland has just cause of complaint.

"Hitherto the inhabitants of Canada and-

Newfoundland have had the unrestricted
privilege of taking fishin the waters of
each country respectively, while all «fish
products have been admitted daty free
into Loth countries. .Qur imports from
Newfoundland are almost exclusively fish
and oil, and some idea of the trade ‘may
ba formed by o statement of the value of
those imports in the last fiscal year, which
was §770,263, while all other imports were
anly 310,407, over one-third having been
for packages, which were valued at $3,968
and, if we are not mistaken, this duty was
refunded a8 having been improperly

charged. [t was understood that the
complaints of Newfoundland regarding
inspecticn and duty on packages_had
been satisfactorily met.

The retaliatory resolution lately adopt-
ed seems rather vague. Il may, iowever,
be interpreted as establishing a discrim-
inating duty against Canada-and in favor
of the United States, ihich, when the sub-
sisting fishery trealy expives very shortly,
will no longer enjoy the unrestricted
privilege of taking fish in Newfoundland
waters.” The United States, like Canada,
will then charge duties on Newfoundland
fish and oil but not enjoying the same
privilege as Canada will not be subject to
theextrarates. l'o what extent Canadians
avail themselves of the privilege they
enjoy we have no means of judging, but
it is tolerably clear that, on the assump-
tion that it is a valuable privilege, the
Canadian Government has made a mis-
take in departing from the policy which
was g0 long in force in regavd to the Uni-
ted States. It is certainly not unreason-
able in Newfoundland to expect that, if
it concedes to Canadian fishermen the
right to take fish in her-waters, her fish
and oil shall be admitted to the Canadian
markets on as favorable terms as the
Canadian fish and oil. Canada wants to
treat Newfoundland worse than she was
treated by the United States,

There ave, so far as we can judge, but
two modes of escaping from the difficuity,
one by renouncing the privilege of taking
fish in Newfoundland waters, the other by
abrogating the duties lately imposed on
Newfoundiand fish .and oil. On. the
assumption that the Canadian Adminis-
tralion determined on imposing a protec-
tive "duty on fish and oil without any
intimation to the Government of New-
foundland, we can hardly be surprised at
the prompt retaliation that has been re-
sorted to. It ishighly probable that, as the
Legislatute of Newfoundland was in ses-
sion, there wasno time to make a remon-
strance. It is singular how little interest
the Opposition leaders take -in questions
affecting our Commerce. We agree t.o‘
grant a large subsidy to aline of steamers
to ply to Frauce, which impeses'discrimi-
nating duties on our exports. - Germany
does the same, and we actlike a whipped
spaniel, and take off the value of her
sugars the Lounty granted by the Govern-
ment, while we make our West Indian
fellow-subjects pay the full rate. And

As regards the immediate subject of
these remarks we may call attention to
the fact--that while our- imports from

States, Of these $207,654 were manufac-
tures.

India rubber goods, $3,658 out of a total
of $4,208 ; iron and hardware, $8,836 ;

tobacco, $4,039 ; wood manufactures, $11,-
561 ; woollerds, $20,45¢ ; other manufac-
tures, $31,599.

What-
ever decision may be arrivedat by our
Government, we hardly think that Canada
will have any just cause to complain of
the retaliatory policy adopted by New-
foundland,

THE PATRIOTIC FUND,

An influentisl meeting of citizens of
Montreal, convened by the Mayor, was
held on Saturday last in the City Hall,
when it was‘determined to organize a
a citizens’ patriotic fund to aid the wives
and families of the volunteers who have
gone’ or may go to the North-West.
There is, 'we imagine, not the slightest
difference of opinion as to the necessity
which exists of taking care that these

dependent on the volunteers for support-

‘should not suffer by their absence on
public duty. There is, however, a wide
difference of opinion in the community
of Montreal, and probably in other parts
of the Dominion, as to the proper mode of

dealing with the emergency which has-

arisen.  Mr. Justice Loranger was the
fivst speaker who gave an' opinion s to
the proper course to. be followed, and
there will be a general concurrence in
that opinion : that “ this work of providing
for the families of the volunteers was one
that should not. be left to private or to
individual charity.” e proceeded to
state that ' it was a public duty, and as
such the City Council should discharge it
by voting a public grant.” IE we were
prepared to admit that the performance
of this public duty devolved on the City
of Montreal then weshould concur in the
propriety of its being fulfilled by the City
in its corporate capgcity. L

Tt is needless to point out that the vol-
unteers have not been called out by the
city of Montreal but by the Government
of the Dominion, and that the necessity
of providing assistance for the wives and
families of volunteers will be experienced
in many other places. There should be
one uniform rule on the subject, or most
assuredly there will be intense dissatis-
faction, If one corporation were to
assume the responsibility of meeting the
demand, and that others were to refuse, &
very lamentable state of feeling would be
the result, Before the adjournment of
the IHouse, Sir Richard Carlwright en-
quiired of the leader of the Government
whether it was the intention to aid the
wives and families of those belonging lo
the battery stationed at Kingston. In
reply Sir John A. Macdonald stated that
the subject would receive prompt( consid-
eration, but that if anything was done for
the relief of the people at Kingston it
would be equally applicable to all the
volunteers called out. Thisis clearly the

.correct view to take. We fear very much
that the hasty proceedings in Montreal
may have the effect of inducing the
Dominion Government to shrink from the
performance of a duly which they find
others so ready to assume. We hardly
think that the Guzelle is correct in" refer-
ring to a prevailing impression that ¢ the
Government is required to take the care
of families .of volunteers who have been
called for duty in the North-West.” It is
not a question of ¥ obligation,” but" of
expediency. Allshouldbe treated alike,

or there will be discontent and irritation,
No uniform system of relief can be car-
ried out except through the Central Gov-
ernment. No one ever imagined that
any obligation was imposed on the Gov-
ernment by Act of Parliament, any more
than it is imposed on the Corporation or
on the citizens.

THE CREAMERY SYSTEM.

The increased attention given to the
creamery sysiem during the last few
months is an indication that the people
have begun tolemn by experience the
importance of what shippers and the
commercial papers have long been en-
deavaring to impress upon them. The
high prices invariably commanded for
creamery butter, in comparison with those
of other makes,have Legun thereform and
it is to be hoped it may spread with due
rapidity throughout the land. There are
few things more remarkable than the
gradation of values for this product
given weekly in our ¥ Drices Current,”
when we remember that the different
qualities are all made.from cream of little
or no variation as to quality. The article
which sells wholesale at 20 to 25 cents
per pound and retail at 30 to 35 cents is
made from no betlér cream than that
which is known as * cooking buitter,” at
hall the price. But to {reat the subject
more moderately,—it is but (air to say
ihat, compared with dairy butter, cream-
ery in the long run nets from $2 to 3 a

keg more to the makers; and when we.

consider the large amount of this product
shipped annually from Canada, and the
quantity consumed in the country, the
loss is disheartening to contemplate. We
do not speak now of the evils of “holding
back ?-—which have repeatedly been re-
ferred to in these columng—=by which an
article of {air value is held over from one
season Lo another till its original sweet-
ness has fled, and quality and profit have
gohe with the interest on the original
value,
‘T'he superiority of the creamery method
Las long been fully demonstrated, and
simply because crenmery butier feichesa
"higher price. The time was when Cana-
dian butter compared favorably with that
of the United States in our common mar-
ket ncross the ocean, but the general pre-
ference for the creamery system has
wrounght a change which is not over credit-
- able to our generally sweeler pastures.
The competition thus established is more
likely o increase, and it behooves our
people lo prepare themselves to meet it.
The creameries alveady established have
done well; but we want more of them.
‘We donot hearof any failmes among them,
and some of the merchants in towns and
-villages over-supplied with stores, general
“or special, might do worse than give the
cxeumely busmess some attentzon

The general establishment of cream-
eries throughout the country would
impart a uniform quality to our butter, of
a grade that would eventually enable us
to recover lost ground and secure to the
Canadian pnoducts in England a reputa-
Lion worth something more in the pound.
The improved manufacture of butterine
in the Uniled States is calculated to
drive cheap “cooking butter ” out of the
market by lowering the price beyond all
possibility of profit; and although there
is none made in Canada, the placing of
such an article in any quantity on the
market cannot fail to influence the prices
of low grades butter.

The more general employment of the
creamery system would probably have
some effect upon country stores accus-
tomed to take butter from farmers on ac-
count, but the eftfect would eventually be
for good ; the emissary or buyer of the
shipping house would make purchases
direct, and the farmer would receive cash
for his milk, while his wife and daughters
would be saved the labor of churning and
have more time to devote to other useful
occupations ; values would increase all
round not only in the superiority of the
article produced but in a uniformity which
is ‘impossible when three or four makes—
as frequently happens—are thrown into
one cask, whereby the geneial flavoris
determined by one inferior or ill-washed
roll. It is much belter evidently to mix
the milk of various farms than to mix the
butter product. - :

The dairy system is a great improvement
on what we may call the “miscellaneous
method,” but it stops short enough of the
large creamery to influence geners) values
to the important extent indicated. There
is no lime more opportune for the estab-

lishment of creameries than the present ,:

the cheese market is in that conditicn
when supply and demand very nearly
balance,

elsewhere. There is no more danger of
any possible increase in the butter pro-
duction of Canada baving much influence
in prices than there is in the matter of
wheat ; the market is too large,—and
thereislitlle likelihood o[over-p(oductmn
s0 long as the article is of a high grade
thly It is 1 ct many yeais since the
rapid incresse in cheese manufacture had
some alarm for shippers, and we see how
groundless it has proved, owing, however,
in a large degree to the superiority of the
product, 1tis to be hoped that Canadian
butter may shortly attain a position
similar to that reached long sgo by Can.
adian cheese, but we fear this is im-

" LIFE INSURANCE LEGISLATION.

It is not surprising ‘that so much time
should be spent by the Committee on
Banking and Commerce in discussing the
proposed amendments to the Insurance
Act of 1877 as aflecting the relations of
the regular old line insurance companies
and the assessment associations, to the in-
suring public respectively. Life insur-
ance is of itself a business so much apart
that there are few persons outside of the
fraternity who understand it in all its
bearinge, and are prepared to discuss the

“merits of competing systems ; and on this

‘account there is the more need of pro-
tecting the public against the possible
abuse of 0 imporiant a business and of
hedging time-tested companies with the
safeguards necessaly to maintain confi-
dence in the system, at the sume lime that

“the new system shall be so provided for

that the public may be protected from
evil possibilities under its working. The
amending Bill of last session bas been -
before the Commitiee at Ottawa now for
some weeks, the eflorts of the companies
{o procure the adoption of & separate Bill -
for assessment societies having {allen
through. Each clause of the Bill has been
discussed, and the. views. of both sides
listened to. The question of the deposit
of 50,000, as cffered by the Reserve Fund
Association of New York has been

‘adopted. Many persons appear {o be of

opinion that this constitutes ample
security, alihough it would prove but a
drop in the bucket of the probable busi-

ness of such a_concern, or of any of the

larger regular companies. The old line
companies are obliged to maintain large
reseives over andakove their Government
deposits in Otlawa, 1ecerves which must
incrense according-to the business done..
But the new Bill, as amended in ccm-
mittee; iswell calculated 1o remove many
of the most flagrant abuses of the assess~
ment business, and will probably have a
cooling effect upon the ardor of many new
competitors entering.ihe field. Not the
least is that plOVldmg against the “ freez-
ing qut. " process. In ordinary life
assurance, the policyholder knows the
date, quarterly, half.-yearly or yearly,
when his premium becomes due, and in
all'cases receives due notice, which is re-
peated and re-repeated for a considerable
time—a year in many companies—before .
the policy is allowed {o lapse ; in meny
of the co-operative concerns of the United
States, notices of assessment are. oiten
misdirected and for ofher reasons do nob
always reach the assessed, who, in default
of payment, loses his membership. Such
& practicé might be®made to pay.in the
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course of several years when mortality
claims begin to increase. The mnew Bill
makes provision for this as well as other
practices possible under questionable
management. Three. important clauses
of the Bill, and of which a majority of the
committee were in favor, have been de-
layed during the week at the request of
the Finance Minister, who wished to give
them further attention, These clauses
have reference to and provide for the pay-
ment of certificates in full, the non-for-
feiture- of membership under certain
conditions, and the non:application of
assessments to other purposes than the
payment of claims.

The apples are
each wrapped caretully in white paper and
packed in usual size boxes, the corners of
which are secured by straps of tin. Tne apples
sell readily in Australia for from $2 to $2.25
per box, and at that price there is n good mar-
gin of profit.

This has drawn a com-
munjcation from one in the trade in London,
Bng., who proceeds lo lecture Amjerican cheese
prodncers as follows :— )
For the past four yenrs the seasons here hiave
opened Wwith bare boards, and we have been
ready to receive your April, May and first half
of June make as early as you could get it ready
for the market; but by the time we have re-
ceived so much the keen edge is oft the demand,
and the remainder of the ke is not used for
some time afier it has arrived here.  Your fac-
torymen, however, have not allered their
mouus operandi, but all through the last half
of June, July and August, they continue to
force the cure of their cheese as if it was all
wanted at once. The tenderness of the cure
is such that it is about a8 risky 10 handle ng
fresh butter, and often ot weather travsit or a
. ‘

bad voyage complelely spoils it, and it deterio-
rites most rapidly on landing. ﬁ’uw, the Cuna-
diap cheese are not made o mature so rapidly,
and can staud the transit and time far better
than the States, consequently the sale has not
to be forced ; they can be held with confidence,
and will be better for holding. 5o o buyer who
wishes to speculate takes the-latter, At the
present time, Unnadian July cheese will sell here
ut bUs. 1o 6Us., while States' cheese of the snme
month, including all the great combinations,
are offering without result’ at 30s. to 44s, al-
though costing 10s. to 20s. per lot more thau
these prices. Buyers here are now afraid of
venturing on swnmer Staies’ goods, beeause of
the heavy losses that ave sure to ensue if' they
do not happen to sell on arrival, 1 your fac-

torymen wish to regain the confidence of our

buyers they shonld take this advice : Make their
chieese to wature-fast up to the middle of June,
after that let them make them to mature slowly,
5o that they make n cheese that will keep if
necessary, and they will find once aguin that
they are quite able to liold their own with their
Cunadian rivals. .

Ox Ist July three imporiani changes will go
into effect in the postal rates of the United
States. The postage on letters will be two
cents an ounce instead of two cents a half ounce
as at present; newspapers seut to regular
subscribers will be'reduced one-half; and all
cities of more than 4000 inhabitants will
establish o specinl ten-cent stamp service by
which lelters can be hastened 1o their destina-
uon, e ten-cent-stamp project is an experi-
ment, and its wisdom is still to be tested.
