Bit by bit, but only after persistent agit{;,tion{ '
for many years, the charges on shipping at this port have been
brought down to a reasonable level, only, we fear, to be impossd -
againibefore long if the voice of reason is not heeded.

Montreal is a natural centre for large sales of prodice’ and
merchandise and formerly when they were in [vogue they at-
tracted customers from g1l sections of Canada and the States, in-
duced big consignments of goods here, promoted shlpmenbs both
by rail and water,and-enlivened business matters genera.lly
The auction tax iz only:1, per. cent., but in heavy transactxons
this mounts up and with so many other charges to reckon, in-
cluding the keen competition which has cut marging of profit to
a fine point, it has been enoagh to wipe out merchandise auc-
tion sales, The total amount now collected js small and chiefly
arises from sales of household efiecte. We should imagine the
expense of collection does not, pay for the enforcement and the
act would be a good one to strike off the statute book. In the
fiscal year of 1888 the auction tax revemue for the whole pro-
vince was only $9,580, of which $8,000 was drained from Montreal

So much discussion has been raised with regard to the civie
water tax that we cannot omit mention of it.

The
owners of new buildings hava found little. encouragement from
the red-tape officials at the City Hall who have -insisted on ex-
acting the last cent from every tenant under the antiquated
Surely some hberahty could
be shown to owners of large buildings wishing to ‘make a lump
sum of their taxes, and thus not only simplifying dealings with
their tenants, and the city, but eflecting a cheapening of the
bigh rents now ruling. ‘That a uniform rate of $4 for conveni-
ences should be charged whether there is one or five on a flat is
certainly absurd, and it is wrong to charge apything but & mere
trifle for water where the tenant has not even the smallest cor-
ner tap in his office. Where no attempt, whatever, is madse to
supply water to tenants the tax should not be exacted. The re-
ductions made last yéar amounted ‘to $24,478, furnishing a proof
that the water rate presses too heavily on the. poorer claeses.
There is no feason whatever, except in the minds of certain
aldermen, who misrepresent their wards and the publicinterest,
why this burden should not be hghtened all round. R
The business tax is another civic imposition which provdkes
a gitumble every time it hag to be paid and it is surprising that

the business men of this “city of business” do not protest mofe’
- forcibly and frequently agamst it. Trade cannot. thrive and-
. prosper unless conditions are made as favorable as possible, and

annoying restrictions should be kept under. th.h a firm hand.

I’ruﬂence and economy and a
reduction of existing taxation is wanted'by the rate payers, if
we are not much mistaken, instead of useless and wasteful ex-
penditures which can only result before long in heavier burdens.

-MEN'S FURNISHINGS.

The recent failures in the men’s furnishing lina have naturally
directed the attention of the business community more pointedly
towards their causes. At first it would seem difficult to sea why
failures in this line should happen as frequently as they do,
considering that the margin of profit to the retailer is unusually
large, and that, in a city like this, where the retailer can buy’
actually from hand to mouth, the loss by unsaleable stock should
be reduced to & minimum. But there are many other quicksands
which surround the begiunar in the men's furnighing line besides
that of overstocking, and it is usually on one of these that the
unwary, careless, or extravagant retailer comes to grief. -

. The first, and probably the most frequent danger that besets _
the young merchaut, is the temptation to extmvaganca engen-
dered by the amnunt of money passing in over the counter.
When lie commences to take in three or four hundred dollars a o
week he becomes, to & certain extent, intoxicated by the idea .
that he is doing a'rushing business, and forgets that there are ~
bills ahead that must be met. He argues that. he can combine B
pleasure with profit by spending a little money at nights-fo get =~ . i
himself known aud draw -trade to his store.. As o rule, if he '
puts this idea into practxce, he ganemlly gpen ds far more than
the business 80 got is worth, and does not caleulate that if he'
gpends $10 in gettmg $20 worth of buamesa, he'is real]y losing
money. ER FRRE:

This, of course, leads to extravagance in living. A man who )
spends five or ten dollars at night on himself cannot-well stint §
his household.

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into the store by a neat or attractive show window. He must

be afterwards go handled that he will come again, Here is the

rock on which so many cautious and prudent men wreck their
prospects. They do not attract their customers; and if they
push sgles, they do go with a lack of tact thiat the buyer mis-
takes for greed, and thus thoy disgust him and drive him
away. Wo have instances on this very etreet, where an ener-
gotic man has made a success of a business, which his pre-
decesgors found unprofitable, simply because they were too
lacking in energy to make it otherwise. In these days of fierce
compoetition no man can afford to wait for customers to come
to him, He must induce them to do so, or he will fail; and
whother he does go by judicious advertising, hy a genial man-
ner, or by clever tact and consequent popularity, matters but
littla. Ile must do something to attract attention to his store,
and that something must be decided hy the peculiar character
of his surronndings avd the class of trade he catera for; but
he cannot afford to do nothing. If he does, he will only make
one more of those financial wrecks of which so many drift
helplessly on the sea of commerce.

Lack of (.apl(,n.l is, of course, as great & factorin this as in any
of the other branch of commerce, but in this particular line it can
be more easily olfset by energy and business tact than in most
others. We can point out many succeasful dealers in this line
who started with very little financial backing, and they seem to
be more numerous in this than in any other branch of trade;
simply because in handling a purely mauw's trade personal mag.
netism is an unusually potent factor. But at the same time we
do not for ono moment deny that this lack of capital has brought
more than one deserving wnan down, or that in this; a4 in every

_other department of commerco, the possession of an adeqnate

capital ig one of the strongesl elements of success.

QOverstocking is wnother, but muech rarer canse of failure in
the men's furnishing trade. In fact, in this particular line, over-
stocking should be practically unknown. In a city like this,
where ties cun be bought a few dozens at a time, there is no
oxouse for & dealer carrying any quantity of unsaleable stock.
Nor can over-crediting be considered a frequent cause of failure,
In fact, most of the ussignments that have taken place recently
havo been among firms whose business was practically a purely
cash one. Intemperauce, too, is a comparatively rare cause, and
gambling even rarer, To sum up the whole, wé may place the
couses of failure in order of importance as follows:—Personal
exiravagance, too hieavy business expenditurs, lack of capital,
and want of energy and tact. To these four cnuses the bulk of
failures in the men's furnisnings line may be fairly ascribed.

Perhaps in closing this article a fow remarks upon the coming
styles in this line may not be amiss. In collars, of course, stand-
ing styles will rulo ag they always do in winter mouths; but
thero is very little vyriation from last season’s shapes, and what
changes thore are are purely in minor details. In ties the most
noticenble point is the incrensing popularity of pin ties. Pull
tios to carry & pin will be very largely worn and in fact, all round,
more jewellery is fashionable this winter than last. The * Once-
over” is the latest novelty. It has very broad euds, and is in-
tendod to be tied and then skewerad with a pin. This 5linpe is
vary popular in London; but the difliculty in tying it neatly will
militate againet its success here. Inshades there is a remark-
able demand for light tones. Colors hitherto considered only
appropriate forspring or summer are largely called for for the win-
tor trado. Light shades, and even whites, are much asked for,
aud thore scoms to be  fesling agningt darker lines except where
the body coloring ia xehoved by brillinut spo‘s or stripes. Solid
colors in corded lines’coutinue to sell well, and the spotted blue
bird’s eye, so dear to ull sporting mon, continues to be a stapls
line. In pms the usunl bowildering variety is off2red; but the
horso shoe is still the favorite, and small patterns sell better
tlum large or obtrusive styles.

In reply, Mr. Mercier displayed the uaual one-sxdedness
of the typical politician.

would gladly meet 'the views of the’ deputation.. 'In other
words, sooner than lose a fow hindred dollars of revenue be.
would contented see Montreal's trade sales driven to Toronto.
No question of the prosperity of this city or of the mercantile
supremacy of Montreal appateutly ever entered his mind. All

that his intellect could grasp was the fact that the abolition of -
the tax might impair the volume of funds placed at his disposal, .

and therefore would weaken his hold upon bis kenchmen. The
retention of trade in Montreal was to him an abstract contin-
gency outside of the question altogether ; and whether the trade
sales of the future were to be held in this city or in Toronto
troubled him not at all, in spite of the fact that this city is the
milch cow from which three-fourths of the provincial revenue is
drawn. The old selfish question of immediate advantage seems
to blind the Mercier government to the great possibilities of the
future, were Montreal oncs fraed from the fetters that now pre-
venther commercial expansior. "The tax on trade eales, heavy
a8 it is, is not the only grievance our business men have to labor

under. 'Why should our means of collecting debts be as costly -

and cumbrous a8 it is? Why should not our procedure be as-
similated to that of Toronto? In the Ontario Division Court
sums up to $200 can be collected, while in the Quehec Magis-
trale’s Court the limit is $50. Why should we be hampered
thus? Why should the system of land transfer be as compli-
cated and expensive aa it is in this province? In Ontario the
Torrens gystem has proved a great success, why should it not
be equally advantagecus bere? It would; butits introducticn
would involve the loss of profit to the small army of notaries
and advocates who form so ]arge a percentage of Mr. Mercier'’s
Bupporters.

“the funds out of which the great army of political heelers aro

snliefied, is the one whose interests are least considered by the
very men whose bread and butter she pays for. -She is looked

- " THE COTTON TARIFF.

Our recent remarks upon the inequality of the tariff on cotton
appear to have been construed by a portion of the Liberal press
into an udmission on our part that the groat principle of protec-
tion'to native industries, which forms the basis of our present
tariff, is incorrect. Because we pointed out the disadvantages
under which the Canadian cotton manufacturer labors, owing to
the increased cost of machinery, dye stuffs, etc., involved by the
necessity of paying an import duty on these essentials, they
jump‘at once to the conclusion that we are opposed to the protec

- tive tariff as a whole, and raise a cry of congratulation over our

supposed conversion to the principles of free trade when, as a

. fact, we were merely pointing out a few instances where, in the
opinion of the trade, the existing tariff bore unfmrly upon the
Canadian manufacturer.

The principle of protection in its integrity involves only the
imposition of a duty upon those articles of import which are also
manufactured in this country, and is intended solely to protect
such Canadian-made articles from the competition of foreign-made
articles of a similar kind. This is the true principle of protec-

tion. - It bas, as we now see, been extended beyond its legitimate

borders, and has been used as au excuse to levy a tarifl, for
revenue purposes only, upon articles which, although necessary
for Canadian trade, are not maunufactured in this country aund
therefore cannot in any way confliet with our home industries.
We do not manufacture looms, or dye stufls of the character
used ia our cotton mills, in this country, and conaequently are
compelled to import them trom abroad. These imported looms
and dyestuffs do not therefore militate in any way against hoine
industries ; but are, on the other hand, absolutely esgential for
the advancement of those industries which we are most desirous
to foster. In advocating then theln.admlsslon free to this coun-
try, ean it be said that we are in any way breaking down the
safeguard of our natlve industries? Are we not rather endea-
voring to place themr upon a higher plane of prospenty by advo-
cafing the removal of the disadvantages under which’ “they now
labor? And is nof this the great aim of our National Policy ?
The fact is, that in this, a3 in all other cases, the question of
political bias distorts the true position of affairs, Our esteemed
contemporaries of the daily press persist in regarding commercial
_questions from a political standpoint, ani will not -look upon
‘them'in any other light.  Everything with them. has some poli-
tical significance, and is destined to work to the advantage or

injury of one or other of the"two parties; and therefors the

CREDIT WHERE CREDIT 18 DUE.

We learn that instructions have been issned to the Collector of
Customs at this port that all samples which are merely represen-
tatives of goods, and have no commercial value in themselves,
ghall be admitted free of duty. The JouuxaL was'the first to
inaugurate publicly the crusade against the eharging of duty upon
gamples which were obviously intended only to sell by, and
weore roally of no intrinsic value. It was largely due to.the
earnest representiations of this paper that the Board of Trade
were first induced to-send an influential deputation fo Ottawa
to wait upon the Minister of Customs on the subject, and,
therefore, we may fairly congratulato the merchants of Montreal
on the successful outcome of our joint efforts as well as the
Minister of Customs upon his prompt recognition of the demand.

Whenever a legitimate irade grievance, or a bar to the free
interchange of commerco, is to be assailed, the Journan or
Comnirer: will always be found in the van. Our constant aim
ig 1o forward, by every means in our power, the interests of
Canadian trade, and in no way could we do 8o to more advantage
than by advocaling the removal of the import duty upon samples.
Tt was a duty that brought but little addition to the revenue of
the country, although it was one of the most galling to the im.
porb trade. By its removal the Hon. Mr. Bowell has again not
only shown his sympathy with the mercantile interests of the
Dominion, but has acknowledged the force of the arguments
first put forward publicly in these columns. The appraisement
of samples, complete in themselves, which because of their cha-
racter a8 sugh are bought at a heavy discount still remains in
the way. The question is—should these aamples be admitted
at the reduced price, or puy the duty imposed on regular ship-
ments of the goods? If rated at—say half their value, they may
enter in some degree into an unfair competition with the regular
dealer. But of this more anon.

Tho failure of Jobn Reiplinger, of this city, furrier, which hap-
pened at the close of lagt week, took by surprise very few save those
who, trusting to appearances, lmd been crediting him with small
accounts. Mr. Reiplingor come to Montireal sgome ten years ago with
alarge stock of buflalo robes bclongmg to an American firm and ar-
ranged with Benning & Barsulon to dispose of them by auction sales.
Qur now follow-citizen lensed the spacious premises on Notre Dame
gtroet, recently made vacant by the suspension of a large dry goods
Louse, and go assuring was the whole environment that he soon found
Mr. Benning rendy to venture some of his capital in the business.
The councction with the American concern (his old employers) was
broken oﬂi and by the new arrangement, the capital was supplied by
the nuctioneer while Mr. Reiplinger contributed the experience, The
Iatter had had a share of this on the plaing in and near Fort Benton
and other posts whero at different times hie ropresented and acted as
buyer of undressid buffalo robes for Bates & Co, of Chicago and Bos-
kowitz & Co. of New York. In the course of a few years Mr, Benning
was anxious Lo gob out, having it was said dropped $25,000, and when
at longth thoe connection was severed, Mr. Reiplingor was novertheloss
g0 “clogo run” that he is said to have been compelled to borrow small
sums from one or two inthnates to meet pressing demands. He has
since scruggled to keep afloat as bost he could, oceasionally borrowing
money - at bigh rates to pny for purchases of stock and to koep
himself aflont.

A lesser venture in
Persian lambskine some time aflerwards was little better in its conse-
quences, A number of senlskins bought within the last fow days
will likely be returned It is to be hoped that the stock in hand is in
excess of $4,000 to $5,000 and that the unsecnred creditors may get
more than five cents in tho dollar. Tt is but fair however to give cur-
rency to his assurance to & creditori thag. hismstock, over and above
what is pledged, amounts to over $20,000, It is to be feared that
in their occasional fits of generosity, the principal creditors allowed -
100 much of their security to go into stock.

$10,375 or an average of $2.56 per plant per year. This presunt year,
however, there have beon two or threo quite heavy losses, . The
arranging of an equitable system of insurance involved many con-
siderations of unknown quantity Besides the number of sprinkler
heads and the character of the stock, the style of sprinkler and their
condition, water pressure, character of the floors, nature of the busi-
ness and whether goods are open or in-cases, must all be taken into
account, ...'The principsl basis of rating is the number of sprinkler
Lieads and the character of the stock. 'The rate on what i3 classed
as non-hazardous stock, in a building or room containing not over
fifty sprinkler heads is 25 cents, From this, the rate runs up to four
or five per cent, on blanket policies in large cabinet factories or ex-
tensive works with 2,000 or 8o sprickler heads. 'I'he company limits
its line to $30,000 on any one risk or building, though in some cages
$70,000 or $80,000 is wanted on & single risk.
