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BRITISH AND AMERICAN TRON PRODUCTION.

Although the expansion of iron production in the
United States in recent years has heen enormous, with
a consequent lowering of imports from Great Britain,
there has not been as mueh injury done to the British
iron trade” by this restriction as some writers have re-
presented. One of the marvellons features of the
trade of the old country is the rapidity with which the
closing, or restrictions of one market are followed by
expansions in other directions. No sooner is one
channel bloeked than the streams of trade force their
way into others by either the ‘Thome. consumption in-
ereasing, or new outlets being found. There however
can hardly be a doubt that the production of iron in
Great Britain from native ores is fast reaching its ut-

“most eapacity. One of the consequences of the enor-

mous inroads made in the stores of jron ore in England,

Scotland and Wales in the last half century forsupply-.
ing the smelting furnaces, has been their reduction to
an extent which has given rise to the question where
future supplies can be procured. The production last




- tons imported of American iron.
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year exceeded that of 1896 by 44,000 tous, while the
consumption increased about 600,000 tons. The ex-
ports of iron in 1897 were larger than in previous year
by 140,000 tons. It is then not at all surprising to
find that to meet such conditions there were 100,000
Germany which is
so ambitious of grasping a share of British trade had
to import 350,000 tons of iron last year from Great
Britain, with every prospect of being for a length of
time an importer of iron. So far then as importations
of iron go, Kingland is in the position of a “middleman,”
who does not buy for his own consumption but to dis-
tribute amongst custowiers. There seems in these
facts to bea promise of Canadian iron finding ere long
a good market in England, though we are handicapped
by fuel conditions.

It is alleged that although the wages paid in Am-
erica toiron workers is more than in Great Britain, still

“the labour cost of iron produced in the States is less

than.in-the-old-land.- -This is explained, or attempted
to be explained, by the higher productive results of
American intelligence, more skilful management and
better machinery. We take little stock in this theory,
as the great bulk of the labour in iron production is so
exceedingly mechanical and routine as not to allow
scope for any such advantage to * intelligence” as some

imagine, if by intelligence is meant the superior eduea- 1

tion of American work people. It is well known in

Kingland that many of the wost highly skilled work-

men in the iron industry are quite illiterate. We have
known men who could neither read nor write advance
to afluence by their skill as workmen. Intelligent
they were so far as their work was concernéd, but it
was the intelligence of a naturally quick brain exer-
cised for years in observing processes chiefly requiring
wanual dexterity.

As the irou trade is
a trade barometer we are glad to see the iron produc-
tion of the States to he increasing beyond precedent.

Although the
metric system hasundounbted advantages, and its claims
for adoption are serious in view of its use in so many
countries, it has grave drawbacks which are familiar
0 and acknowledged by those who have a practical
knowledge of huying and selling by metric measures
and weights. The eminent Civil Engineer, ex-Presi-
dent of the British' Association for the advancemeént of
science, Sir Frederick Bramwel}, some time ago em-
phatically condemned the metricsystem of weightsand
measures as far less commercially convenient than the
old one. Theoremahy the metric system is the more
scientifie, but until there is an outery for its adoptlon,
and the substitution of weights. and measures divisible
by tenths, by vur ])l‘udll(.el'a and merchants, we see no
likelihood of a chunge in this respect.

THE BANK STATEMENT KFOR MARCH.

- The March bank statement reached us too late fora
close exawination and analysis to be prepared for this
issue. T'he note issues remain mueh as they were at
the close of llebruary. A considerable drain oceunrred
in March from the demand deposits, which indicate a
lively demand for money for mercantile purposes. The
decline was from $78,039,572 to $76.471,017. 'This is
more shown by an advance of current loans and dis-
counts from $211,659,749 to $218,035,643, an inerease of
$6,375,804, as compared with.the increase of $4,500,064
in March, 1897. Last year in the same monl;h the de-
~mand deposits increased over two millions, so that con-
sidering there was a withdrawal from credit balances
this year of 24 millions,and an increase in discounts of
0% millions, there was about 9 millions made available
for mercantile purposes this year as compared with 2§
millionsin the same month last year. The balances
held in the States were reduced from $20,798,570 to
$19,432,3065, aud those in United Kingdom were de-
creased from $12,109,046 to $8,200,145. Call loans also
-decreased one million. There is every prospect of a
very active business being done this summer, especially
ab this porl where, if a state of war prevails, there will
probably be a large influx of trade diverted from Am-
ericati clmnnels.

THE WESTERN BANK OF CANADA.

The 16th annual Report of the Western Bank shows
the business of the past year to have had no special or
exceptional features. The net profits of the year were
$39,746, which is 10.34 per cent on the paid up Capital,
which is a satisfactory result. After payment of the
usnal dividends at the rate of 7 per cent per year, the
sum-of-$13,501 was left out of profits, $6,000 was car-
ried to Reserve Fund which now stands at $118,000,
and $7,591 was added to Profit and Loss Account.

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. IMPORTS OF BUTTER INTO UNITED

KINGDOM.

The last weekly circular of a leading London firm of
importers of dairy produce, states the imports from
September, 1897, to April, 1898, to have been less than
in corresponding period in 1896-97.

No direet intimabion is given as
to the source of the adulterated goods, but we judge
that the respousibility for them rests upon the British
dealers. This is implied by the statement that the. rise
in prices in Feby. last was followed by a rapid increase
in the supply of margarine mixtures, which points
clearly to the manipulation having been carried on by
British dealers. This condition is a possible source of
danger to Canadian butter, as the mixtures complained
of may be palmed off as the product of this country.
The total imports from Canada from September, 1897,
to March, 1898, were 87,256 cwts., as compared with
86,745 for sume term a year ago. We are still below
the figures for Vietoria, Australia, which for the.
months referred to amounted to 106,345 cwis. The
other Australasian Colonies sent to the United King-
dom 115,847 ewts., making a total importation from
the antipodes of 222,192 cwis. Out of a total importa-
tion of foreign butter amounting to 3,170,802 cwts.,
between the end of September, 1808, and end of August,
1897, no less than 2,811,699 cwts. were sent from for-
eign countries, and from the colonies 359,283 cwts.
The following table shows the sources from which
Great Britain drew its supplies in 1896-97 :

It is manifest from the above that there is practi-
cally an unlimited market for Canadian butter in Great
Britain, the conditions for securing a2 much larger
share of the trade of which are, high quality and prices
to meet competition.

RAILWAY,

The City Council has passed a resolution offering the land
occupied by St. Ann’s market to the Grand Trunk Railway
for a site for its goneral offices, without any exemption from
taxation. The resolution informs the G.T.R. that if the
above site is not suilable, * the city has other sites which it
may offer.” The latter part of the resolution is peculiar.
The railway officials will naturally wish to know where the
other sites are, as the nme offered to them by the Council
may not be as eligible as some other, the locatxon of which is
not revealed. The St. Ann's market site we xegaxd as high-
ly suitable, it is near the Bonaventure Station, and thhm a
short distance of the Custom House, the wharves, Board of

Trade building and the mexcanhle diste xcts of the city.
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The Minister of Customs has submitted to Lhe House of
Commons the following sehedule showing the duties to Dbe
lovied under the preferential laviff giving a reduction of 25
per cent on British and other importations:

*According o the above schedule less than 74 por cent of
the articles above enuiverated came from™ England, so that
assuming a like proportion will be maintained in the future
between British and American imports, ths preferential
ta.mﬂ will only apply on importations of $156, 260 as against
importations of $2,098,922 of the same class of goods. The
Minister of Customs however expressed his belief that the
prefarence given to British goods will so far diseriminate
against those from the States as to largely increase the im-
portations from the old land, Certainly if this effect is not

realized, if Anerican goods continue to come in as heavily as -

before the preference was given to Great Britain, the pre-
ferential tariff to that extent will boa dead latter. Mr. Clancy
whose practical knowladge gives weight to his opinion,dsclares
that no such inereased imporfation of British goods will
occur as the Bnglish manufacturers do not make a class of
goods snited to nlxe Canadian market. Eaglish farm imple-
ments, buggies, carviages, ploughs, and goods of this elass
are not made in England of a style which adapts them for
use in Canada. It may, of courss, be-replied that British
makors will manufacture goods suitable to Carada if theve
isa profitable market opened. - It would be incomparably
preferable however for this vexed question to be settled by
Canadian enterprise, capital and skill being so actively de-
veloped as to provide for all the needs of the home market.

TWO SIDES OF THE LUMBER QUESTION.

The Liimber World, an American publication sags: “On
this side the border no one desires Free-Trade in lumber ex-
cept a few wealthy men who have secured large timber limils
in Canada. These few men are perfectly willing and
anxious tg bring about another such peried of stagnation in
the lumber mills of the United States as prevailed from
August, 1893, to August, 1897. Such a period would enable
thew to clear their limitsin Canada, rush the logs and lumber
across the border, and enrich themselves, while hundreds and
thousands of saw mill owners here would be driven to bank-
ruptey. . We think it will be a Jong time befove this eountry
will vepeat-the nnpleasant Free-Trads experience of 1893 to
1897." Without having any desire to see any of our U.S.
neighbours “ driven to bankruptey” it seems the duty of
Canadians to bring about such a condition of tradein Canada,
as would enable those engaged in the lumber business in this
country to “enrich themaelves by those industrial opera-
tions which would be set in motion by our raw materials be-
ing manufactured in our‘own country.

A WILD CAT SCHEME,

Numerous schemes for raising sioney to be lent to farmers
at-a law rato of intevest have bded propossd, but none move
footish than the oune which is befove the Legislature of
British Columbia. The bill in guestion provides for the
formation of joint stock companies of not less than twanky-
five inembors, who dre to subscribe for as many shares as thay
may be regarded as good for.: Kich subseriber is to pay $3
entrance fee, which mouney is to be deposited with the Gov-
ernment upon which interest is to be paid, and to Le held as
guarinieo that the subseriber will pay calls on his shares
should any be inade. On the str ength of this flimsy deposit
tlie company is to be authorised to issus debentures at 3 or
4} por_cent to be'guavantesd by the Government, and the

' be approved by a committes, ‘The promoters of the bill

The prices at which
growers are holding this fruit at present has virtually withdrawn
a.good quantity from the market, causing somewhat of a specu-
lative idea as to prices. Peaches are firm but have not actuslly
improved in’ either demand or prices as yet. The outlook for
the growing fruit crop is improving as time passes, and no doubt
a fair crop will be forthcoming.

‘A Glasgow (Scotland) grocer is selling smull tins of potted
meats, salmon, turkey and tongue, chicken and ham, etc., for 2
cents each, and 80 yards of clothes rope for 9 cents. The
Grocery World sees in cheap potted meats and a rope a very useful
combination.. The cutters of our own land are lcss thoughtfal.
They sell the 2-cent meat, but provide no cheap rope, thus fore-
iig their customers to kill themselves at their own expense.

“ Mall advices from Sicily state that the reports of frost in the
South of France affecting the almond have been exaggerated for
speculative purposes.

-All the principal holders of dried Lima beans in New York
have withdrawn offers owing to small spot supplies, prospect of
" a short crop and increased demand.

Late cables from Patras indicate a slightly easier tendency in
currants. There is no pressure to sell however. The statistical
position of the article is still very good, with stock in Greece of
about 10,000 tons, a much lighter stock than has been known
there at this time for many years, and with European continental

" countries having taken somewhat less than their usual supply, it
{s probable the remaining stock can be cleared before the season
is over. . .

Stocks of currants throughout England are very small. There
1s little change in sput quotations, but for future shipments there
seemsto be a tendency to harden after the decline of last week.

Aletter from Smyrna und. r date April 1st, states that parties
just returned from a visit to the interior report that the fig trees
have been seriously ipjured by the severe winter and that from
present appearances the crop of figs would not exceed 50.000
camel-loads, against 80,000 last season. *If this news proves
true,” the correepondent writes, ¢ figs will cost high this year.”

Within the past week a large quantity of tea has been shipped
from Hamilton to the United States. It is expected that a war
tax will be put ou tea, although the last time this move was an-
ticipated tea was left alone.

Latest advices from Japan in regard to teas indicates a firm
market for new medium teas, though when the market opens in
May much will depend upon the demand for the United States.
The tendency to 8hut out low grade teas will, it is expected, lead
to & strong demand for teas of a quality just good enough to pass
tospection, and these'grades are expected to rule 10 to 20 per
cent higher.

title to the check vests in the bank, and the depositor is im-
mediately entitled to draw agaiost it. The transaction ¢ mouants,
in effect, to & sale of the check, and if it is not paid the only
récourse of the bank agaiust the depositor lies in his obligation
as indorser. 1f the depositor wishes to retain title to his check he
may do 8o by indorsing it ** for collection.” If the bank does not
wish to become liable until the proceeds of the check are actually
1z ite hands it may accomplish this end by the simple device -t
crediting it as a check and not as cash, But if they enter into

any arrangement by which the check becomes the property of-
the bank and the bank credits the depositor with an equivalent’
amount of cash the courts will not relieve either of them of :any.
