Dusury, Jjuns T7.—The symptoms of a new
Repeal sgitation are becoming more distincily
marked. It is yet only in its infancy, but its
growth is rapid, and it is already attracting consi-
derable attention. Many persons who a few years
ago would not have listened to the proposal of a
Parliament in College-green now seriously discuss
its probahility, The public mind is becoming
familiarized with the suggestion ; and altbough the
promoters of the movement do rot appear to enter
tain a clear and fixed idea of what the end is to be
they are gaining adherenis. The Freeman writes
upon the ¢ signs of the times® in a cautious and
admonitory tone. It recalls the fact tbat many
joined the old Repeal Association as Federalists,
and remained true to their professions, Itremarks
that the one great obstacle to the universal acoption
of the principle of local legislation, combined with
Imperial union, isthe absence of the cordial uninn
of classes, without which the change would be
the reverse of a blessing. The Church Act has
done much to remove the obstacle to union, but
the writer thinks that much more must be done,
and that “a cordial frank recognition of the sta-
tus and rights of each class and body must precede
the commingling of the nations in one compact
mass.” Mere '¢ words of fraternity without the
substantial recognition of equality will not do.”
‘ The whbole field,™ it observes, ¢ must be mapped
and applotted, the cost must be counted, and the
ways and means estimated before thoughtful men
will cast in their lot ; for once the ground is chosen,
and the wage of battle given, there must be no
faltering, no retiring, save togenjoy national rest
with in the porticoesof the national Senate.”” Th's
advice will probably cool the ardour of the Protest-
ant Repeslers. The Cork Reporter strongly cou-
demns jthe revival of a hopeless agitation. It
argues that ‘‘a campaign for absolute separation
would be much mere logieal, much more reason-
able, and would contain much more probability of
success than another agitation for 1epeal.”? Dis-
trusted by the ¢ Nationalists,” discouraged by the
old Repealers, and disowned by their o!d friends,
the new band of agitators seem ‘ut present to have
but two courses open to them—either to persevere
and lead a forlorn hope withrut any sub-
stantial support, or to disperse before thev have
actually raised their flag. It remains to be seen
whether prudence or passion will direct thewm.

The passage of the Land Bill through the Com-
mons has elicited but little expression of opinion.
Those who advocated extreme views are consis-
tently dissatisfied, but the Liberal press generally
has treated the matter as settled, and some
have plainly declared their satisfaction. Among
these may be mentioned the Cork Ezaminer,
which rebukes the discontented critics fortt eir want
of candour, and eflectively contrasts the position
of the tenantry at present with what is provided
for them by the Bill. The Clonakilty Farmers’
Club passed a vote of thanks yesterday to Mr.
Gladstone and to Mr. M*Carthy Downing for their
efforts in connexion with the measure. They de-
clared their satisfuction with it in its present shape,
and hoped that tke House of Lords would pass it
without alteration. This is the first token of gra-
titude, and it is expected that the example will
be followed by other public bodies.

But, so far as a:,’lan,dlord can
purchase power Ly treating bis tenautry well and
by gratuitous favours, this Bill doeg not interfere
with him. Then we ceme to another sort of power
—to what is cailed position, bv the possession of
land and by friendly velations with the people on
it.  If this measure tends to improve the position
of the tenantry, and to the improvement of 1hy
lund; if it takes away causes of distrust and dis.
coutent; ifit defines & relation about which there
are now perilous uncerlainties, and if for the future
the landlord knows what his rights are, and the
tenant also understauds his [?osinon’—all this
would teud to make Ireland a much more
habitable couutry. The position of an English
landowner depends on the positions of histenants

who are, as it may be, a credit or a disgrace Y
him, Certainly, few English gentlemen would
like to live in territories so ill affectad, 8o com-
plaining, and with so much to complain about as
many lrish properties. It has becn said that the
Bill will diminish the openiiigs for the srrowing
population. If this be the case, it will icreaso
the supply of labour, and lead to certain resulls
which will be matter for legislation tereafter:
but every enlightened observer of Irish affirs will
gladly actept the pruspect of a sharper distinet'on
between the class absoulutely dependeit on the
occupation of laud and the clacs entirely depend-
ent on daily wages.

But what is the chief element, whether in pre.
fit, or pesition, or power, or crjoyment? It is
certainty, without which all else is rotten and
hollow, aud ouly sure to give way at the first trial,
As things now are, there i3 no certainty about
anything in Ireland, The landlord does not know
what is meant by property, vor the tenant what is
meant by cccupation. Hundreds of English pur-
chasers under the Eucumbered Estates Act have
found that they had stepped into a disputed posi-
tion, the tenantry only allowing to them the precise
position of the former proprieters, which certainly
was pot that of an ordinary English landoweer.
[t is rot kaown exactly yet what is meant by a
tenant, and what by a landlord, in Ireland.
When that is determined, then there i3 some pros-
pect of Boglish acd Scotch enterprise and capital
taking root in Ireland, instead of encounteriug
perpetual disappointment,— Tmes Correspondent.

Bull Point. .

CRIME IN ENGLAND.—The Pall Mall Gazette
published at one time a record of *lrish ont-
rages” for a single year, and held it up to the
scorn and indignation of its countrymen. Bat
we thiok that if it had before it at the time the
calendar of offences committed for the last
uarter within the metropolitan area of Lon-
don, it would have hesitated about provoking
disagreeable comparisons. Three courts for
the trials of prisoners charged with serious of-
fences within the district of London were open-
ed on Monday, and the united calendar contains
a list of 252 names—119 prisoners being for
trial at the Old Bailey, 71 at Clerkenwellgreen,
and 62 in Newington-causeway. Ircland cer-
tainly can show nothing like this. It must be
remembered that those 252 persons are charged
with “serious” offences—offences, that is, of
too important, too heinous a natare to be dis-
posed of summarily at the police-offices. At
these places scores of cases are every day dis-
posed of which, had they occurred in Ireland,
would be thought worthy of a Special Com-
mission. Because they oceur in England, they
are passed over in utter silence by the English
newspapers.

The supposed Fenian, John Leedham, who
is charged with shooting at three policeman
with intent to kill or grievously hurt them, was
again brought up at the Thames police-court on
Friday week. Mr. Lushington, the magistrate,
stuce the hearing of the ease last week has re-
ceived the following anonymous letter :—* Dear
Sir—TI heg to inform you that you will not have
so quiet a time of it on the remand day, Thurs-
day next, these bullets that struck the wall we
have several left that will strike something sof-
ter, so beware of you.—I'rom yours, a lover of
Old Treland.”” TInspeetor Gee, of the K Divi.
sion, suid that after the first investigation he
discharged four of the chambers of the revolver
(which had five chambers) taken from the pri-
soner, and found them loaded with powder and
ball. Ile fired at a brick wallin the station-
house yard. The first bullet made a hole in
the wall threc-qua:ters of aninch deep. The
next one fired went into the wall half an ineh,
That bullet he found and now produced it.
The ball was flattered. It rebounded from the
wall several yards. Ile could not trace the
other balls. The prisoner’s solicitor said the
charge was a ridiculous one, and ought never to
have been made. The pistol went off by ac-
cident. As to the prisoner’s carrying it, that
was not an offence; and he was about to go to
America, where it was cowmon to earry fire-
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arms. He brought the revolver and dagger for
his own protection. If the prisoner had wished
to shoot the constables he might have brought
them down one by one with his revolver, being
a good shot. Mr. Lushington admitted that
10 wotive had been alleged for shooting at the
police, and said it was not imputed to the pri-
soner that he was one of those foolish persons
called Fenians. There were several kinds of
patriotic Irishmen—some were good and sen-
sible persons, others wicked and senscless, and
a few perfect idiots. He thought he should be
doing wrong in saying the pistol was fired by
flcculcnt, and he must sent the case before a
jJury. The prisoner was accordingly committed
for trial. )

The London Standurd (Conservative Qr-
gan,) after showing that the Canadians are

THE COUNOIL.
(From the Valican.)

“We are assured that there is no autbority
whatever for the statement published in the
Memorial Diplomatique, and copied into al
the journals of Europe, that the Council 13 to be
prorogued on the 1st of July, and that the De-
fimtion will be promulgated on Sawt Peter’s
day. If we are correctlr informed, there will
be po tormal prorogation. Most of the Freach
and otber Bishops, who can revisit their Dioceses
withont inconvenience, will receive permission
26 do 50, and will probably not return to Rowme
before the manth of October; hut the Fathers
who have come from more distant lands wili re-
mam, or seek a temporary abode elsswhere
during the period of great heats.

The sixty-first General Congregation assem.-
Lled on the 30th of May. Mass was said at
half-past eight by Mgr. Charles Esre, Arch-
bishop of Anazarba, 222 partibus, and Apostohe
Delegate m Scotland. Mgr. Spalding, Arch-
bishop of Balumore, then ascended the pulpt,
and 1a the name of the Commistion de fide re.
plied te the objections urged in the previous
Sesgion. .

‘Ca the 31st, the sixty-second General Con-
gregation was held.

This sapient remark our contemporary lets oft
as an appropriate cotmentary upor a notice of
one of the leaders of the gang of Yankee rarders
who i;;tely made ap attack oo Cabada. It seems,
accordi‘ng 1o this volice, that the mao in question,
Gleason, was once a soldier in the Papal army
and as such took part agamst the Italian Feniaas,
or Garibaldians. Oa his return to the Uaited
States, be, with strange inconsistency, became a
Yagkee filhibuster himself, and 2s such figured o
the row the other day oo our frontier.

Now, we would ask our cootemporary, is it
because this man was once a Papal soldier, 20d
2s such had fought against the fillibusters and
revolutionists of Italv ; or is it because he is by
birth a native of Ireland, a country which bas
been, as all must admit, sadly and most wickedly
goverened by Britain, that be is an esemy of
Britain? Surely the French Canadians lately
returned from Rome after the expiration of their
time of service in the rauks of the Papal Army,
are no eaemtes of G. Britaio. Tndeed if amongst
tbe French Capadians, such enemies are to be
found at all, they are to be found, not amongst
the truly aod devotedly Papal section of that
community, but amougst those who are known ss
the Rouges, of those who are the enemies of the
Catholic Church, of the Papacy and the clergy,
the partizans of the Revolution in 1taly, and the
admirers of Garibaldi. Amongst these, the es-
pecial friends of the T¥itness, are many, very
many, we fear, who are bitterly hostile to
Britan and British rule ; but amongst the so
called uliramontane people ot Lower Canada,
amopgst those who love theiwr Church, the Holy
Fatber, acd their clergy, the Queen has subjects
as loyal, as devoled, as any that any sovereigo
can boast of. For mstance, the Witness® pet
Lanctot, the * babe of grace” whose coaversion
to the Holy Protestant Faitk was lately chro-
nicled 10 his columns, 15 by no means a {riend of
Great Britain, but then ke 1s o less distinguished
as an-epemy of the Church and the Pope.

Not because this man Gleason was once a
Papal soldier, but because be is a bad Catbolic,
false to the Church, who bas lauoched her ana-
thema, and uttered ber curse against all revelu
tionary societies; and m whose eyes oll such
enterprizes as these in which be was engaged are
mortal sins, as contrary to the laws of God as
well as to those of mab—but because he 1s by
birth, though a Yankee by adeption, a native of
Ireland to whom Britamn has given but too mabnys
and too good reascns for the enmity which alas!
so many of Ireland’s sons bear towards her, 13 1t
that Gleason is the enemy of Britaio, Religion
and attacbment to the Pope have nothing to do
with bis enmity, or rather, were be a Catholic at
heart, and docile to bis Church, these would
prompt him to abstain from all revolutionary ea-
terprises, and to keep aloof from all excommu-
nicated societies : and the fact 1s that the found-
ers of Fenianism, its leading spirits and the most
prominest 10 their enmity to Britain are not
Papists at all, pot Cathbolic even in name, but
sousd Protestants, such as are Stephens, Luby,
and the other Fenian leaders. They are enemies
of Britan, not because they are Protestants, but
because they are Irish.

A correspondent of the Montreal atness
June 17th, writing over the signature of Fici
Justitia attempts to justify the late Feoian raid,
by a reference to the so-called St. Albans raid,
and the action of tbe Canadian Government, In
his zeal, however, to make out a case for the U.
States authorities he nnconsciously, passes upon
them the strongest condemnation. We will

make ap extract :—

f* A geotleman who bappened to ba ‘scross the
lines when these robbers and maranders”—itbe 8t.
Alban raiders—¢' ware let off in Montreal told me
nothing could exceed the indignation expreaged there,
and aa just I think, as our indignation now. I have
no doabt myself if thege raidore had been trasted as
they'deaeued, we shoald never bave had a Yenian
raid.” ’

Asa great deal of nonsense has been spoken
oo the subject, and many irrelevant comparisons
instituted betwixt the Fenian raids, and the so-
called. St. Alban’s raid, we would pomnt out to
the writer in the TWitness a few points of differ-
ence. ' :

In the first place whilst the Fenian raidersare
U. States citizens who openly and 1o time of
peace organise, and for years have been engaged

(i publicly organising‘and rawing sn armed force

to the U, States for an attack upon Cavada’;
the St. Alban’s raiders were the_ duly commis-
sioned officers aod soldiers of a Power which the
Governoents both of the Northera. States and
of Grreat Britain recognised as belligerent, and
as entitled to ali the rights and privileges of a
belligerent Power. That in consequence the
raid eade upon St. Albans was an act of war,
gs much so as the raid upon and capture of New
Orleans by the Nurtherners : and though such a
mode of warfare s to our 1deas very repugnant,
yet when we bear in miod the brutalities exer-
cised towards the gallant Southeruers by fellows
like ¢ Beast Buatler™ of silver spoen noteriety,
and others, we cannot say that it was altogether
upjustifiable as a reprical—at all events we do
not feel ourselves at liberty to depovoce it 1
stronger terms than these —that it was a bad and
brutal way of carryiog cn war.

In the second place, the St. Alban’s raiders
did not organise, or raise their force on Canadian
soil nor was that force composed of British sub-
jects. It merely passed tbrough Canada on its
way to its point of attack ; it excited no atten-
tion, and its leaders executed their plans so se-
cretly that no euspicion of their designs existed
cn the part euber of the Batish, or of the
Northern States Government. The Fenians
are U. States citizens, and all thewr plans have
long been known to the world. It is not even
attempted to conceal them.

In the thied place, when the extradition of the
St. Alban’s raiders as criminals was demanded
by tbe Northern Government, the demand was
relused oo the sufficient grounds that the so-
called erminals were duly commssioned officers,
and soldiers of a Power recognised as belligerent
both by Great Britaio and the Northera States,
and as «uch not included io the provisions of
the Asbburton Treaty. Had the men been
scrrendered the Nortbera authorittes would bave
been obliged under peoalty of reprisals upon
their own men caplives in the bands of the
Southerners, to treat them aot a5 criminals, but
as prisoners of war. Our Government was
bouad therefore to refuse to give them up; but
tbe plunder or prize money which they bad eap-
tured, was most justly gives back to those from
whom it bad been taken.

And in the last place, since 1t is oot pretended
that the Fenan rarde upon Canada are, 1n so far
as the Fenians themselves are concerned, dictated
by any desire of avenging the wrongs wflicted
by tbe St. Alban raiders—the admismioa of the
weriter in the Wurness that if the St. Alban
raiders had been punished * e should never have
bad a Fenman raid” —1s equivalent to an admis-
sion that the Goveroment of the U. States
could, f it 2oudd, have prevented those raids—
and that, consequeotly, in not baving done what
it conld bave done,and what by the laws of
oaticns, and of Christian cvilisation, it was
hound to have done, bas acted a most dishonor—
able part.  This we say 18 the logical inference
from the preiniss furnished by the T¥7tsess ; that
bad the St. Alban raiders been punished, & we
shouid never bave bad a Fenian raid.”

Letters recently received from Rome ioform
us that His Lordebip B¢, Rev. Dr. McKinnon
very probably was io leave the Etercal City for
his Diocese early this moath. o this event His
Lordshtp may be expected liere by the first
Steamer.

DISTRIBUTION OF PRIZAY AT THE MONTREBAL
OOLLEGE.

‘The avnval distribution of premiums at the
Montreal College took place o Thursday, 30th
June, aud was, as usual, bighly interesting, The
Rev. M. Bayle, Superior of the Semwary of
St. Sulpice, presided thereat. There was pre-
sent a large number of the Clergy both from the
city and the couatry, with many of the parents
aud relatives of the students and friends of the
institution.

The different experiments on the nature, ef-
fects and sources of beat were very beautiful and
instructive, as on similar occastons in past years.
This department 1s under the direction of the
Rev. M. Moayen, Professor of Natural Philo-
sophy and Chemistry, The reverend. gentleman
bas devoted bis splendid talents and a pretty
long life to the almost exclusive study of these
branchbes, and his reputation iherein is too well
keown to be mentioned. The ready maoper 1n
which bis pupils acquitted themselves 1 the dif-
ferent esperiments, with almost invariable suc-
cess in all of them, reflected the highest credit
on themselves and their learned Professor.

Then followed the distribution of the premiums
which were quite numerous and valuable, The
whole was interspersed at itervals with music,
vocal and instrumental, which elicited loud azd
trequent plaudits from the audience.

The anoual distribution of Prizes taok place
at St. Mary’s College on Thursday morning
last, the 30th ult. The oceasion was honored
by the presence of representatives of the different
velipious bodies of Mounireal, and of a large
number of our priacipal citizens—making, 1 all,
the most brilhaot assembly that we bave any-
where seen for many years past ona similar oc-
caston. That large and intelligent audience
evidently expected a rich intellectual feast—and
they were not disappointed. The Eotertainment
of the day began by an sdmirable Drama,
three Acts, representing the exrraordinary and
provideotial life of the Patriarch Joseph, as we
fod it 10 Holy Writ. The werds are those of
tbe Sacred Scriptures, and were arraoged for
tbe play by two of the Ifathers of the callege.
the music 18 taken from Mebul’s celebrated
Opera, entitled ¢ Joseph.,” By the charme
which fiction Tent to the play, the language
spoken in Pharoab’s palace was the Lati, but
Joseph’s mothber topgue was the French, As to
the manger 10 which (his piece was put op the
stage, we can osly say that it surpassed every-
thing that we have ever yet seea at a College
Exhibition. In some passages especially—=cuch,
for instance, as the one in which the Prime
Mimster of Egypt tells bis brethren that /e 75
Joseph —~the effect was indeseribably grand, and
many of the audience were moved to tears. We
sincerely congratulate the Prefect of studies, the
Rev. Father Freclk, on the great good taste he
displaed in selectieg so fouching, so simple, and
so classic a piece {or that wmportant oecasion, and
we earnestly bope that all the great eflorts put
forth by the Rev. Jesuit [athers to give their
students a soucd, Lealtby literary taste will be
w the future, as they have Leen in the past, en-
ttrely successful.

After this rich intellectoal feast, which the
augience thoroughly appreciated the distribution
of Prizes took place amndst the usual rounds of
applouse. All then repaired to the Church of
the Gesu, where the Te Deum was sung, fol
lowed by the Besediction of the Most Biessed
Sacrament.

ed guests, and not without some dnﬁ':culty,- we

A valedictory
i verse was subsequently recited by DNiss Do~
herty, one of the graduates,and this with God
Save the Queen, played on the different instru-
mexts, closed the seance.

Before leaving, we pad a wisit to the room
where the drawings, pantings, embroideries and
fancy work of the pupils were extubited, Winlst
scanning the long tables, almost bewildered by
the variety and heauty of the combinaticos af
chenille, bead, braid and wax work which they
presented, 28 well as by the delicate finish and
exquisite peatness of the plan needle-work ex
hibited, our attention was attracted by two long
tables, loaded with plain, substantial clothing.—
Approaching nearer, we found that tbe comlort=
able cloaks, shawls, boods, dresses, &«,, &e., we
saw, were destined to clothe the children who
had suffered from the terrible conflagralion of
the Saguenay distrirt, and were not only proofs
of the thouzltful generosity of the fawr pupils of
Villa Maria, who bad sacrified for this charitable
aim, the magmficently-bound volumes usually
given as rewards of merit, but were also evi-
dences of their <kill and mmdustry, the various ar-
ticles being all the work of their toper fingers,
accomplished chrefly 1n bours allotted for recrea-
tion. We could not belp coinciding witb the Vy.
Rev. Mr. Truteau, Vicar General, who, whilst
replying to the address presented bim, happily
alluded to this charming act of womanly gener-
osity, declariog that it was more to be admired
even than the countless proafs of literary and
musical ability which the yourg ladies of the
establishment had so freely given during the
course of the entertainment,

ST. MARY'S OONVENT, HOCHELAGA.

The distribution of prizes took place on
Frday, 1st 1ost., in the foremcon at St.
Mary’s Convent, Hochelaga A musical and
dramatic entertainment was given by the pupils
which was successful in the highest degree io
displaying their acquirements in music and elocu-
tion, the latter being an accomplishment usuaily
too ittle attended to. The ball in which the
exercises took place was crowded with the parents
and friends of the pupils, yet so perfect was the
veatilation that the air was pure and fresh, with=
-out the slightest draft bewg felt. A duo by
tweaty~four pupils on tbe piano began the pro-
ceedings, a drama—* The Triumph of Virtue *—
followed, and the opera of ¢ La Dame Blaoche.’
In both of these the histrionic talent dwplayed
by some of the young ladies, and the modesty
and gracefulness of their carriage and depart-

Wment were such as to do the highest credit to

the training they have received m this isstitution.
Varloushlilecen of music were played and sung,
and without entering tato details it can bezaid
with truth that they were not only well but ad-
wirably rendered, The Convent of St. Mary,
Hochelaga, bas been built about ten years, and
there are now enrolled 210 pupils; all boarders,
a8 no day scholars are taken. There 15 a staff
of about forty teachers who are professed Nuns,

besides Madame: Petipas, who has been engaged
specially for the purpose of ensurizg the highest
‘finish 10 the style of music taught, and M. Petipas
who gives lessons w French elocution. The
sitvation of the Convent is- beautiful, the views
on every side beng most attractive. The St.
Lawreace bearing a constant suceession of ves-
sels of every kind is in front, grean felds and
trees beiog on the other three sides. [Intercally
the arrangements cannot be excelled. The dor-
mitories are lofty and well aired, and st all times
either by day or night fresh air is constantly
supplied by means of main passages through
which the aic circulates, dissipating sil the close-
ness and the unpleasant effects usually experienced
even in the best constructed sleeping chambers,
Ia this respect it 1s a model for other institutions,
and a short visit might afford useful lessons to
those having the charge of pupils to whatever re-
ligious decomination they may belong, Much of
the credit of this is due to the Mother Superior,
who Las had loog experience and theroughly
anpreciates the benpefits of fresh air as a promoter
of the more easy acquirement of koowledge.
Rows of wash basing and baths are supplied by a
force pump from the river which furnishes all the
water for washing purposes to the establishment,
that for drinking and cookiog being obtained
from a spring well on tbe grounds, which, by
the way, should be mentioned, as they afford a
delightful play grouad for tie pupis, and scat-
tered over them are clumps of treesn which
pic-utes are held dunog the pleasant weather.
Descendiog from the opper storeys, Lhere are to
be found on the maie floor private rooms for the
more advanced pupils whe bave been promoted
to these from the dormitories, teception rooms,
&2, In one of the reception roows were dis—-
played plam and fancy work, drawings, paintings,
embroidery and other articles, to use a not com-
mon phrase, * too vumerous to mention.” Here
were the plainest of plain seam from (he peedles
of the smallest of the pupils, up to the most
elaborate and costly worsted work and gold em-
brodery, shirts for a g brother, pivafores for
little baby sister, intricate embroidereC children’s
robes. pencil and crayon drawiogs, o!l patatings,
and wax flawers, lookwg as «f gathered with the
dew on their surface, whica had not had rime to
exhale. ‘The course of study at the Convent
School embraces the vartous branches of a solid,

useful and ornamental educa'ion, and the pum-
‘ber of pupils shows that the advantages are fully
;appreciated.—Herald.

LETTER OF HIS GRACE THE ARCHBISHOP
OF TORONTOQ.

(From the Toronto freeman.)

‘With the permssion of the Very Rev. Father
Rooney, V.G., Admioistrator of the Diocese, we
publish the subjowed extract from a letter he
received from His Grace the Archbishop of
Toronto, regarding the Dogma of infallibility :

% The great question of Iufallibility 1s now be-
ing debated, as you see by the Press. Our good
people of Toronto alwavs believed that when the
Holy Father spoke ez cathedra, that is, as Head
of the Cburch, as its Organ asd Universal Doc-
tor, and Faher of the Faubful, His Definitions
in matters regarding the Faithof the Church
were irrefragable. And also when he decreed 1n
the same capacity, that certawmn things were im
proper to be done, or permissible to be done, He
did not err, and this obtams mn virtue of the
Divine prayer of Christ that Peter and bus sce-
cessars ahould not err 1 the KFaith, and shou'd
coofirm the Brethreo of ihat unerrableness, By
this we do not assert, as some loolshly imagine,
that the Pope 1s impeccable, or that as a private
Theologian e cannot err; thal as Chief Gov-
ernor of the Chureh, his acts of aJministration
are faultless, aod all s Bulls, Briels and Letters
Apostolic are so many documents of the Pape
speaking ex cathedra, and coosequertly terefut-
able. But we mean to say, for instanee, that
when the Holy ¥atber as Head of the Cherch
and Upiversal Doctor condemzed certain doc
trines of Jansenius as erroneous, they were
really so, and the decision of the Holy Fatlker
was ugerring and irrefragable,  We must
consider also, that when the Pope i3 about to
judge of 2 doc'rine, He takes all buman means
possible of ascertaining the truth or falsity of the
doctrine ; He consulis His Cardipals and Theo-
logians, and the investigation of the matter may
continue for months or tor years, as the case may
require. Those Theologians examwa 5o the hubt
of Scripture, Tradition of the Chureb,and Theo-
logical Schaols, the doctrizes under wvestigatian.
Thes report to the Pope ; His Holiness takes all
inta consideration, e 1eflects seriounly, He
examines, e prays, sud finslly he pronounces
upon the doctrines, and this 13 the way
which He acts as Head of tbhe Cburch. But
to say that the Pope i3 infallible in bis ordinary
actions of life 1s the exprossion of an opinion too
silly to be retuted.

" To order to coodemn heresies, He must have
eitber an infallible autbonty to decide m the
pame of the Church, or a permasent General
Council ; but this latter alternative would imply
an impossibility, for Bisbops could oot be always
;absent from their dioceses.

The Pope 13 Head of the Church; a living
‘Head joined to the body: as a head could not
live when cut. off from the body, nor the body
when separated from the bead, so the Head of
the Church, the Pope, 18 alwajs jomed to the
body of the same Church, the Bishops and the
body to the Head for all things that are neces-
sary for the proper discharge of all the functions
necessary for the life of the Church, Awd all
tiis obtains m virtue of the ordination and mercy
of Christ, the Divine Founder and lnvisible
Head of the Church, its spiritual life and soarce

of all grace for the sancrification of the sa.ln!s,'
etc. [St. Paul.]’ . :

Well then, on the norning of the Feast, there
was copsiderable of a stir in the quet village of
Sacdwich. People in holiday attire were seen
hurrying te the old Cathedral to bea: low Mass,
military juvepiles were careying small tricolor
flags, festoons and garlands were being ar-
ranged with great prolusion of Jume flowers
1n the grounds destived for the festive cele
brationy and strains of gay music were com-
iog from every directions. Precisely at half
past eight am. & procession of about two
hundred was formed, which marched past the
Churck, and which beaded by a military brass
band, and marshalled by Dr. Cassgrain, pre.
sented a fine appearance. The procession balied
or the banks of the Detroit River, where there
1g a pood wharf,and were just 1o time to bail
with a prolooged cheer, the American steamer
Dove, as she breasted the cusrent of the River
and rounded for the dock. The Dove was gay
with streamers and flags of Eogland and France,
and brought 500 excursiorpists with a splendid
band from Ambertsburg which is eituated about
16 miles further down the River. While the
Amhertsburg people were respondiog o the
cheers and their band plaping the Marsesl/aise,
the steamer Hope from Detroit City hove in
view with over 200 excursiomsts and a brass
baod playing Vive la Canadienns. Here the
scene was truly magnificent and the effect thrill-
ng with pleasure and excitement.

Immediately on landing the Society’s from
Detroit and Ambertsburg, with their officers
gaily decked in scar(s and rosettes, ther mar-
shals curvetting oo prancing steeds, farmed into
line of pracession and preceded by the Societies
of Windsor and Sandwich, marched through
the streets of Sapdwich to the Church of our
Leady of Assumpticn.

Grand High Mass commenced at 10 precisely.
The celebrant was Rev. Mr. Waguer, Pastor of
Windsor assisted, by Rev. Messrs. Seaulan aod
Leclere, as deacon and subdeacon. Rev, Mr.
‘Taoquai, from the diocese of Rimouski, wao came
to plead 12 beha!f of the sufferers by the late
disastrous conflagration in the Saguenay, delivered
a very feehing aod efoquent sermoa 1n Freoch,
At the (Offectory he tool up a very largs collection,
every one present contributing most generously.
The Gburch music wae both eolemn and brilliany,
execated by a powerful choir under tke guidance of
Mz, Joseph Marentete, organiat, and seconded by o
well traiged orchestra brought srecislly from Deteoit
for the qccasion—the Kyric and Gloria wore from
Haydo's but the Credo was suog in the pever-titing
golemn, Gregorian Chaunt.

At the conclusion of the Holy Bscrifice, the Pro
cession wae again farmed, all the various Societies
marching in a ciogle line, the coloare figing and
drums besting, till they brought up on the grounds
of Assumption College, Here tents, sheds and awniogs
decked ont with flowers and evergreens invised the
waaried and now thiratiog crowd [for the day was
exceedingly anltry] to attend to the cravings of the
inner man for food and rest. After all bad regaled
thamgelves, and shaken hauds with old friende, and
made the acquaictance of new onee, and after partial
silence bad besn ohtained through .the grounds—
Oharles Baby, B:iq, President’of the Society, ascended
the apeake:r's platform ard gpoke ia & very pleasiag
mapoer on the cbjects of the St John the Baptiste
Society, and expregsed the great delight he feltin
saeing so grest & crowd of zood men and true as-
semkled to celebrate La St Jean Biptiate from every
pact of the coonty of Bisex. He thanked the Detroit
people for their presence, who, though living under
a differeat flag, did not forget the friends of the
present nor the memories 07 the past; He paid a
special tribute to the Society of Amhbertaburg, whick
tarned out 8o atrong in numbers and ao splendid in
appearance, and which although but & faw months
in exiatence, vied cow in strength and respectability
with the oldest Booieties iz Ootario. He then ia-
troduced soveral gpeakers who all acgnitted them-
salves nobly. D-. Casgrain spoke especial’y for the
Society ¢f Sacdwich. Mors, Mouassean and Mr.
Lacroix repreeented Detroit, and upheld the Freach
Canidian pationality, Rev. W Fleunery, cure,
Chnaplain and tresenrer to the Society of Amberts.
Lurg wae called upon to speak for hia people, which
ba did in French, muintainirg the necessily of
unicn among all the Jatholice ot this Catholic |
sounty. Ba they Freoch Irish or Germaun—sand
prsigicg up his own parishioners to the atars. He
gave all the credit to Dr. Edwin Muuroe of orizinct-
ing, and io A0 aLort a time, of go solidly establishing
the Society in Amherteburg. .

This brought Dr. Kunroe to bis feet, who made a
faw elrquent pastes and was loudly cheered. Zeno-
b'c Marin, Beq , President of the Malden branch,
then cawe forward and invited all present to cele-
brate next 8t Jean Baptisra in the pleasent groves
ot Amterigburg. Invitation acceptrd with loud
cheers, But tbe speech of the dur waa delivered by
John O'Connor, M, P, for this county. [de epoke
for vearly an hoar on the gubject ¢£f Cauadian na
tionality, and of tte greatoezq in store for this Do
minion, when all the natiozalities composiog it shall
be fzsed into ome, He instsnced several nations
cnmposed of different peaples, which never beo.me
great as nations, till the fuslon of the different
natioaalitirs into one hecame perfect. Greece was
coposed of B8partaus, Atnenianaand Lacrdemonians.
Rome wasg a conglomerati»n of the world's diffarent
races all cemented in one perasnification, the Roman
cilizen.

Canapian Zovaves.—We learn from a
French contemporary that on Saturday after~
noon the Papal Zouaves lately returned from
Rome, who took part 1 the proceadings on St.
Jean Baptiste Day, beld a meeting in one of the
balls of L’lastitat Canadien Francais, and deter-
mined to apply 10 the Gavernwmeat for permission
to form a battalion of volunteers to be catled
the Canadian Zovaves. The Zouaves from all
parts of the country, and those shortiy to return
from Rome, will form the nucleus of the bat-
talion, winch will be recruited after the manaer
recommended by the committee, The members
of the corps mill furmish their own uuiform, which
18 to be that of the Zyuaves, but the color is not
specified. The details of the general plan are
to be elaborated by a committee, which was
oamed for that purpose at the meetng, This
project, whea completed, will be submitted to
competent suthority, to see whether it is com-
patible with the militia laws of the country, and
witl also be seat to all the old Zouaves 1 the
country. The headquarters of the battalion will
be 10 Montreal, where the Canadian Zouaves
will assemble once a year for the purpose of per-
forming the annual drill required by the Militia
Act. These sre the principle features of the
project which the comnittee namned at the meet-
ing are charged to elaborate. For other details,
such ag the dnll wiich each volunteer is obliged
to perform, the committes will adopt the means
b:':.‘t suited to Zouaves who o not live in Mont.
real.

PovriticaL ParTIES 1¥ FRANCE.—A meeting
of members of the Left Centre in the Corps
Legislatif bas just been held, under the presidency
of M. d&’Andelarre, at which a unanimous vote
was passed in favour cf adhering to the original
programme of the party. The meeting, bowerer,
was not very oumerously attended, and a differ-
ence of opinion manifested 1tself on several points.
Count Daru proposed to meet the Governmen!
proposition 1 respect of the appoiotment of
mayor by an amendment to the effect that those
fanctionaries should be selected by the Executive
from a list of three members presented by tke
mounictpal coupeil.  This suggestion wasapproval,
but when M. Buflet proposed that if tbat amend-
ment should be rejected by the Chamber Lie
members present should give their support to the
Tovernment ichemne several deputlies expressed
their disseat, aud ultimately a number of them
setired from the meeting. Oa Thursday these |
dissenlients (15 in number) assembled in one of
the committee-rooms of the Corps Legitlaltif, and
pledged themselves to mamtain the former pro-
gramme of the Left Centre, to vote with the
Ministry so long as it remained faithiul to that
programme, and to vole against it most decidedly
whebever it departed from that line of policy.
Thus 1t appears that the Left Cenue, like the
Left, 1s split nlo secticns; and it is oot certam
that the process of sub-division may not be carried
still furtber. Some of the Paris papers announce
the resignation by M. de Pariet of his post of
President of the Coaseil d’E-at. The motive
for this step1s ascribed to a sense of the dimipished
mmporlance of the Coosell d’Etat by reason of
recent changes mm the powers of the various deli-
berative bodres.

INTERNATIONAL SUSCEPTIBILITY .— Notice
was given at the close of Thursday’s siting of
the French Corps Legislatif of an inteaded in-
terpellation by M. Mony respectiog the arrange-
ments efiected between Italy, Switzerland, Baden,
and the North German Coofederatinn for the
construction of a railway threugh Mont. St.
Gotbard. 'The Mumistry requested time to con-
sider the question, and on Friday announced that
they woulu be prepared to entertam it on Mon-
day week. The mere suggestion of the question
caused considerable excitement m the Chamber,
as by some politictans it is beld that the formation
of the propesed railway would be 2 source of
danger to Frapce, and that if cocstructed, it
would be necessary for the :afely of the country
that 1t should be oeutralized, as in the case of
ke Svez Canal; but, as the tunnel could bardly
be completed for some ten or 12 years to come,
tbe dapger iz not regarded by some of the papers
as very imminent, alihough tbe ralway, if made,
might be found to offer a serious competition
with existing lines the control of which remaios
in the hands of France.
