DubLiy, June 2B.—At a meeting of the Land
League to.day Sextou steted that £100,000
bad been subscribed, of which over £50.000
were oxponded. Nothing was received in the
past week from America, and very little for
several weeke previous. Inorderto defeat the
landlords the people must remember that
within a very short time the funds which re-
mained would be gensivly diminished, and it
wag, therefore, necessary to iccrease the con-
tributions.

He said he
had been engaged to write 25 articles for
American journals on “Ireland,” and in-
tended to go through the country but not
to make speeches.

DupLis, June 29.—Parnell and McCarthy
have made an appeal to the Irish electors,
urging them to organjze in every constitu-
eucy with a view to win the «lections.

The
chair was occupied by The O'Gorman Mahon,
and sbout a dozenof the Irish party were
present, Mr. Justin McCerthy occupying the
vice-chair, In replyipg to the toaet of his
health, Mr. Paruel!l stated that, though the
Irish had now to struggle with many difiicul:
ties, he hoped the day was not far distant
whaen they would wmeet in College Green as
an Irish Parliament, and Ireland would have
no master but the will of the majority of the
Irish people. The sentiment was received
with warm acclamations by thoss present.
The dinner was strictly private, none but
members of the Irish Parliamentary party
belog present.

An assault with the bayopet was rather a
serious thing to contemplate. Reduction
by famine promised: less unpleasantiness for
all parties. So, us we were intormed at
the time, 200 police drew a cordon round
the fortress, and sat down to intercept
supplies. But after the investment had
continued for s day or two, the besiegers
struck their tents and merched away to Lim-
etick, Of course they had received orders
to retreat, and merely obeyed their superiors.
Then the garrisen sallied forth, as report
goes, collected an abundance of all kinds of
supplies, repnired the weak points in their
defences, and quistly resigned themselves to
aventualities.

The matter gut noised abroad, and ques-
tions regarding it were prersed upon ministers
in Parliament. Mr. Forster was in Ireland,
and his colleagues could tell nething. Even
the Altorney-Goeneral for Ireland, questioned
as to whether the garricon of Quinlan's Castie
were not committing high treason, shrank frow
pledging himself to a definite upinion. The
alarm in legislative quarters was widespread
and paipable. Some of cur centemporiey
cairied away by their feelings, declared that
war had broken out in Muanster. Mr. Forster
wag happily equal to the occasion. From
Dublin Castle went forth the ukas that Quin-
lan’s Castle must be captured, whatever the
hazard, The wilitary eauthorities col-
lected & 1Drigade comsisting of 300
police and 400 of the Guards—a more
formidable force than defended the Majuba
Hill—to take the slubborn forfalice. Asan
additional precaution, a detaclkment of Ea-
gineors went, provided with dynamite
to blow tbe place up if necessary.
Ths host depleyed before it last Friduy
morning, an. the commandant of the
colnmn summoned the garrison to surrender.
He received no reply. He declared that he
would knock down the walls if thera were
any further hegitation about yielding.
Still no reply. The parish priest volun-
teered to deliver possession to the
officer, without any vivlence, and was ng
good as his word. An old woman who
has to use a crutch was the eolitary defender,
and she offered no resistance. Indeed, the
warriors discovered that the Castle was
nothing more than an old tumbling ruin, af-
ording neither shelter nor defence to a body of
men ; and we are assured the famous garrison
existed only inthe newspaper reports. What
tertile imaginations those spacial correspond-
ents have, to bs rure. Hore they bad bueen
trifling with us for a fo:tnight,and even with
the responsible administrators of Hor Majusty;
and the result of their mischief.making may
be summed up in a ludicrous comedy, a bill
of expenses, and a trifling addition to our
geographical knowledge.

0SS WINS THE REGATTA,
THE GHEAT ROWING MATCH DBETWEEN
CIRAMPIONS.

A bettsr day for the grand rvegatta than
vesterday could not have well happened fora
rowing match., There was little or no wind,
and the heat not sufficiently great to incom-

mode oither the conteatants or the spectators,
of whom it is estimated that over 20,000
lined the banks or crowded on board the nu-
merous ste-mers, The following is a list of
the names of the oarsmen and their colors :—

Edward Trickett, Australia color, scarlet ;
J. H. Riley, Saratogn, N. Y., white; Jacob
Gaudaur, Orilla, Ont,, black ; G. H. Hosmer,
Boston, pink; James Ton~Eyck, Peoksville,
N.Y, yellow; A. E. Schaeffer, Pittabucg,
blue; Wallace Ross, St. Johu, N.B, brown ;
Warren Smith, Halifax, N. 5, green ; Henry
McDonald, Ottawa, red. Edward Hanlsn,
champion oarsman of the world, acted as
referes. 'T'he prizes were $500 to first, $200
to second, $125 to third, and $175 to tourth ;
distance 4 miles, two miles and o turu. They
were arranged in the order given above.
Trickett, baving choice of position, chose
the inside place next to the grand stand.

About 5,30 the Propsller «John McDon-
ald,” with Hanlan, who acted as referee, on
board, steamed down the river to a point op-
posite the grund stand. At the same mo-
ment the oarsmen rowed out to their different
positions, Smith did not start, being at.
tacked with sudden sickness. A few min-
utes betore six the course was clear and evory-
thing ready for the start. The signal gun
was fired, and the whole flotilla of sculls shot
away well togerter at a good pace. Hosmer
took the water first. The steamer assigned
to the press was a poor boat for speed, thus
presenting the reporters getting a proper
view of the race. As it wag, McDonald and
Schaefler were seen to drop far behind, while
at the tnrning of tha buoy all the others
seemed to be well together. On the return
trip, In order tomvoid the current, all the
carsmen kept close to the COntario shors,
After the first half-mile of the home-
stretch had been rowed, it was observed
that a close struggle was going on be-
tween Ross and QGaudaar for first place.
Ross had managed to get ahead and kept in
front of Gaudanr, giving the latter all hia
« backwash” In this way the press boat was
passed, Hosmer being third, Ten Egck fourth,
Riley fifth, Trickett sixth, with McDonald
and Schasffer out of the race, On the bow
of Riley’s boat there had been placed a small
thin plece of wood, & sortof a ¢eail;” by
some menns thig «aail’ got broken, and a
portion of it was dragging in the water, which
mnuat have considerably impedel the beatls
progreas. On passing the press boat Rilay
exclaimed: ¥ Take that stick off my bow.”
The race was now practically over, the men
finishing in the same order in which they had
ragzed the press boat.

A foul was claimed by Gaudaur against
Rossyqggetting that the.latter had uutairly
prevenad him from passing, It was disal-
lowed, - : :

W0 THOUSAND PERSONS PRESENT

“ Qod Save Ireland”

Never gince the ovation which mmled tha
reception of Charles Stewart Parnell in Mou-
treal, or beforc that great event took place,
hag so grand an ovation boen witnessed in this
city as was tendered to Miss Fuony Parnell
lust evening, 'The enthusiasm which was
arpused 1o 60 great an extent was not due
wercly to the fact thet Ddiss Parnell was a
sister  of the heroic leader of ke
trish people, but on her own account
ag well,—uas nn expression of admiration
for her own great talents, and in recog-
nition of the pgreat services rhoe hos
wlready rendered to the Ivish cause und ihe
Irish natiocn. The Albert Hall was {illed to
its utmost capacity, the enthusiasm of the
audience kpew no bounds, and those who
composed it gave fnil expressionto their feel-
ings. It was abrilliant gathering, and thers
could be no doubt but that the sentiments
shared by all were admiration and respact for
AMiss Parnell, and love for the causs which
she represented.

The Irish National Dand was in attcndance
and played n number of national ajrs before
the proceedings commenced. At helf-past
eight o'clock the curtain rose, Prof. Wilson
ringing out 8t Patrick's Day” upon the
pianc. Oa the platform were seated Mr. J J.
Carrap, Q. C, L. L. D, C. J. Dokerty, B. C. I,
J. C. Fleming, Captain Kirwnn, 1'. Phillips
Thompson, Miss Annie Osborne Davis, Mrs.
Lane, Mrs, O'Neil, and other ladies, and the
Presidents of tho different Irish societies.
His Worship Mayor Beaudry ascended the
platform a few minutes later, and received
quite an ovation. He was cheered for several
minutes.

Miss Fanny ParsrLL occupied a scat under
a handsome canopy, which had been erected
by the ludies of the League for the oceasion,
It was constiucted of a rich green material,
and from it was suspended festoons of natural
and artificial Avwers and drapery of orange
and green iutertwined. Its design and deco-
rations spoke well for the tasto nnd ekill of
ladies who prepared it. Over tbe platform
were hung the green fing of Erin, the Stars
and Stripes, the French tricolor, and the Do-
roinion flagz. As roon ag Mies Parnell wue
discovered the nudicnce broke out into lend
cheers, and it was sometime tefore Mr. Pat-
rick Curroll, wno »s President of the Montre!
braoch of the Land Leagne occupivd the chair,
ciuld obtuin silence to deliver bis opening
remerks.

Mr. Patrick Carrorr, was greeted with
cheers, He erid he knew that all presuat
came wirh the good intention of rerving the
great cause of Treland., It was, in fact, the
cause of tha down-trodden in all parts of the
world, but Irslaud was in the vanguard in tho
gervice of humanity. They were happy and
grateful to bave the sister of the greuat
Irish tribune amongst them. (Cheers.)
He alluded in feeling terms to the patriotism
of the house of Parnell, and said that that
family had constituted itself the vanguard of
Irish liberty. Mr. Parnell’s efforts were now
nearly crowned with success, for the Land
Bill was before the House of Commons, and
wag forcing its way through its enemies step
by step and claunse by clanse. But even this
measure would not stop the good work from
going on. Parnell and his associates would
work uuceasingly until they saw Ireland a
free pation again, and until they saw the)
groen flag floating grandly over sea and land.
(Applause.)

The vocal portion of the programme was
then proceeded with, and the second part
wad commenced by Mr. J. J. Curran, Q.C,,
LL.D, who delivered the address of the
svening.

Mr. J. J. Curran, Q.C., LL, D, was also re-
ceived with lond cheers. After congratula-
ting those pretent upon the magniticence of
the demonstration he sald that he felt they
ware all more or less disappointed that at
such a stage of the proceedings they should
be condemuned to listen to him instead of to
the silver utterances and patriotic accents of
the heroic lady who was present. (Wild en-
thusiasm at the reference to Miss Yarnell.)
Not long since they had been called upon to
do honor to the great Parmell, who was the
emxbodiment of the virtues of patriotiem aud
heroiam. His greatqualitiesfitted him to be
the leader of a great nation, for, since thedays
ot O'Connell (cheers} no man knew &o
well how to gather the peop!e sround him in
a gront natlonal struggle, The Irish people
of Montreal had but a sbort time before
gathered around their chief to do him honor,
and now they were assembled to give a cead
mille failths to his talented and patriotic sls-
ter, whom he knew wasg thrice welcome among
them. (Loud and prolonged cheering, and
waving of handkerchiefs, some of the sudi-
euce rising to their feet.) Thoy had heard
tho story of Ireland's wrougs a thousand times
over, but he knew the Irish heart, and like
the devotee who in repeating the Ave Haria
ovar and over again knew that each time he
was laying o fresh garland at the teet of the
heavenly queen, so did. the Irish hesrt give a
frash throb at every reference to Iruland’s
nationality. They all had watched with
great anxiety the progress of the great move-
ment in which ths Irish people were now
enguged, aud thefr confidence had been in-
creaged, if porsible, n the future triumphant

into indiscretion, and who spurned the in-
sults of his enemivs. He gave a glorious ex-
ample to the Irish pecple how to stand by
principle ond country, and they ssw him
gathering  around him every mau
who loved liberty and the people.
With such a glorious cause as that of the
Irish natiou there must naturally be n glori-
ous triumph 1n the early future. (Cheers)
Ia speaking of this question oloquonce was
rot requifed, but tho overflowing of a
beirt in the right place was suflicient to
touch o chord in every Lcish heart, (4Ap-
plause.) Step by stepthey bad seen tho cause
gaining ground, nlthough sowo had been
timid and anxious ag to the resuit, bul they
had only to read Mr. Sullivan’s New Ireland,
and they would learn of 2 united coustry,
whera thera was zow no Nerth and Soutb,
hut where Protestant and Csthollc were goiny
hand 2wl haud. In that fact they could
see the glorfous  frivwph of the
future. The great queslion of land reform
bad aronsed the whole nation, and noder the
leadorship of the heroic Parngll, who had
sacriticed eago, healthand fortune in the ror-
vico of his follow-conntrymen, they would
succeed. The ncarnsss of their trinmph was
evinced Dy the fact thateven thnt haughty
aristocracy of Great Britain and Ireland were
taking crumbs of comfort from tbe lying
deaprtchies which stated that the Popo was
going to raise bis voice ngainst the Irish
Land League, agd the movement carcied on
by it. They had hoped to provoke the Iri:l
into open robollion, but the people refused to
a step beyond tha line that their
loaders had marked out for them. ‘The
gpeitker alluded to the sarrifices mada by Mirs
Parnell on behalf of hor suftoringe country, und
felt nrsurerd that the hearts of his audience
were with hber kenrt. Ho conclided by as-
serting that the day of Ireland’s delivernuce
was close at hand, and by again cougratulat-
ioy those present upon the hearty welcome
tondered to Miss Fanny Parnell. (Eathu-
siastic epplause )

Mr. Cauroun then introduced Mr, 1. D.
Thompson of the Toronto brauch of the Land
Leagus.

Mr. Tuomrson was received with loud
cheers upon rising.  Hoe thankod the andi-
ence for its wolcome, and snid he was giad to
be present to cuntribute to the reception of a
indy who was as well known on her own nc-
count ag on that of her distinpuisbed brother.
Ha referred at length to Bliss Purnell's virtues
and talents. Fle did not think that the move-
ment for lanc reform was a national question,
but asserted that it was one which affucted
the mazges ali over the world. He compared
it to the ami-Slavery -movemsnt, and ex-
presed his confidgnes that now, as then, vie.
tory would i oMt 46 right. A muan’s title
deed to lard shovld come from Ged, and
otherwiza he wonld not bellsve that nny
man had the right to exclirive ownership of
Iarge tencts of land which cther hands were
waiting to il and other mouths wwiting ta
weed, He was glad to annonnce that a now
branch of th+ Liesgue had besn started in
Torontn, and » ladies” branch was roon to be
formed. (Cheers). Hotolda humorous story
about o man who paid 35 to Le allowed to
ring the bull on a Misris=ippi steambloat ax
long as ko liked, and  who  Jiept
on ringing until he was paid a4 very high cum
to stop.

Address presented by the Montreal Branch of the
Irish National 1 and League to Miss Fanny
PARNELL, July 4th, 1881,

Maoam,—The Irish people of Montreal,
spenking not for themselves unlone, but for
the Irish men and women of the Dominioo,
bid you moat heartily welcome to Canads.
Ere you came among a8, your nnme was denr
to us. It had found in our Irish hearts an
abidiog place side by side with that of your
distinguighed brother, our trusted leader.
Had you mo other claim upon us than that
you bear his name and are his sister, we
would sevk no farther reason for laying our
devotion at your feet. To all men and
women through whose veins the Celtic blood
flowe, whose hearts throb with the Celtic en-
thugiasm, whose souls are uflame with the
Celtic lave of fatheriand and the Celtic hate
of the foes of fatherland, the name you bear
i{s passport sufficient to admit yoa to their
affections, the magical ¢ open sesame” before
which all barriers fall, all portals fly open.

But you heve not been content, as
others might hrve beem, that your claims
upon your country and your country’s peopie
should be those only which every one bear-
ing your name, claiming kinahip with Oharles
Stewart Parnsil, kas upon thew, You have
wished yourself to take part, to do your
share in the struggle that is to.day engaged
between Ireland, strong only in that she is
right, and her oppressors, weak only in that
they are wrong,and that the day has gone by
when wrong, how powerfully soever support-
ed, can loog battle successfully against
right. Gulded by your dmuntless mother,
gside by side with' your devoted sister, aur-
ronnded by those other intrepld wo-
men, who, seelng the good they could do,

the position they occupy would lead us to ex-
pect greater wisdom, shozld anathemutize,
you too have stepped into the arena. Strong
in yeur faith in Erin'’s honor, strong in your
hope ot & battor futurs for the O!d Land,
strong, nbove &ll, in your conviction that be-
fore you thers lay n womaun'as work, yot bave
faken your place with the modesty of « lady
and t{hoe unsvlfishmess of a patriot inthe rauks
of *your country’s triceds bLanded in holy
league sgainst her foes.  When famine came
upon the old laud—Ubut no, not upon the
land, for there thers wag plenty, but when the
neople of our country were threatoned with
that artifi~inl but terribly rval famine, whiclh
tho most ingepious pieco of mechanism
uver framed {o spresd univelsa! want in the
midst of supembuadant nlenty, the Irish Land
system, periodically brings asbout,—whon the
Irish peoplo starved that the Irish peors
might have their rents,—when dosolation had
sottled down upon tho land, and Molher
Erin wept snd would not be comforted, be-
cande her children laclked the food thal hnd
zono to emrich the stranger; in s word, in
thoso sad days we all remmember, when Ire-
land'’s first cry forroliet went forth to a
world that had been lulled info spathstic in-
difference by the assutances of u hostile pross,
that therv was no fawive, among the fir-t
voices raised to give tho warning note, among
the first hands extended to  aid, tho first
purses that generously opencd to pour forth
the means of relief, wore yours.,

And when that first groat duty was done,
when, thunks to your ctlorts, thanks to tho co.
operation of your countrymoen and wamen
throughout the world, and thanks, toe, fo the
penerous rympnthy of tho stranzer, who once
apnin, Tet us hope for the last time, heard onr
¢ lataent on his plaing,” tha gaunt wolf of
hunger had been driven from the door of the
Irish peasant’s cabin, and tho dire d.stress of
the moment averted, did von thenjfeel that
your lators wers over? ‘I'bo work of mercy
hnd been nccomplished ; there ramained to
do the wo'k of justice, toright the wroopr
thut  ade  Ireland o supplinnt  for
the cowmpnaston, the almy of the world,
Did you then retire, leaving that work to
be done by others, claiming no share in the
toil, the anxisty, mayhap ovoen the perils of
tho strigple? No; as a true wornan you had
come to the aid of your distressed country-
mon in their hour of need, in their hourof
physical rufiering, of lack of the absolutn
necessarivs of life,  So when they contered
upon the rtruegle for their righta, determined
to conquer, to mako justice triumpb where
injustica had long held usdicputed sway,
yon were ready then, too, to stand by ther
&ide, to aid, enmfort, and strengthen them {n
the battle.  You felt that il, as a woman,
vou had doune the work ol mercy, a8 6n Irish-
wotnan you had a sbare to tuke in the work
of justice, and you took your placo in the
van of the Ladizs’ Land League, that orzani-
zalion that has doue fo much and fuch good
work for the cause of roland,

And so waiching witly carnert inférest the
stenugele of our fetherland, foilowing it in its
every phase with pulpitating heartr, noting
tha efforte of her fricudg, the connter eflforts of
her encinies, wo huve not fuiled to see the part
that you have taken. What that pait has
been ; what work you hinve dous, it is not our
purposs  to  particularize.  Wo wonld not
offtund yvour madesty by whal might souud
like public adulation, and should wa adhboro
over ro strictly to tho toith, we know that the
recital might boetaken for flattory.  But as we
have seeon what you have donn and are doing,
we have learncd to luok upon you as
one whoss lifo iz devoted to that great
waork im which it 18 our eurnest derire to take
n part, our prondest boast that we have not
becn absolutely idlle.  We havo come o #ea
in vou a lady who, not stopping to ask
whetber the world would approve or net,
but seeing before her the path that her lnve
of country pointed out, and sezing ton that
she might rafely enter upon it, surrounded
by & people who in respect for tris womnn-
Lol yield to none other, has walkod there-
in with firm, untiring step. We hnave
watched your advance in the courso that duty
marked out, and as you wore from the begin-
niog secure of our sympathy for your
hrothuer’a aake, your own conduct bas won st
for you in your own right. In you we welcome
to.-day not meroly the slster of the great
lender, but ths noble woman who bns done so
much to aid the movement her brother guides.
And thus have our hearts gone forth to mect
yon with a double welcomv ; for this
are we doubly proud 1o have you in our midst
this evening. We sald in opening that asthe
gister of Charles Stewart Parnell you were
entitled to an enthusiastic reception at our
hands.

AMERICAN SOCIALISM,

HENRY GEORGE INTERVIEWED RESPECTING ITS
ALLEGED RAPID S8PREAD~ PROPERTY IN LAND
TO BE ABOLISHED.

Mr. Henry George, the Socialist and author
of « Progress and Poverty,” wus interviewed
while in Toronto by a Globe reporter, and in
the coarse of the interview the following con-
versation occurred :—

What are your views with regard to the
land question ?

i do not believe in the ownership of land.
The land is a free gift to all mankind, tke
rame 8s tho nir we breathe or tho water wo
drink. No man has a right to own land, and
the time i8 coming when every owner will be
dispossessed.

Is Socialisin spreading
States ?

It isadvancing with astonishing rapidity.
People there are just beginning to see the
effects of landlordism and monopoly, and
they are joining the Bocialistic ranks by
thousands. Tais is not confined to any par-
ticular Iecality, but is general throughout the
wlole country.

What eftect would this have upon the
country ?

The effect will be seen in the next Presi-
dential election. The Demo+:ratic party in the
United States is dead. The Republican party
is disintegrated, The candidate they will
buth bave to fight will be the man put for-
ward by the socialistic labor party of the
United dtates. The Socialists will ultimately
trlnmph, and the revolution will be ended so
for a8 the United States is concerned.

What do you propose to do with the land-
land?

The landlord must go. I do not say that
the landlord is a thiet and has stolen the
birthright of the other men, but I do say
that landlordism is a curse to any country,
and must be abolished. The question of land-
lordism is at the bottom of the labor difficul-
ties. The agitation in Ireland does net con-
cern that island alone. 1t afects the whole
civilized world.

What compensation do you propose to give
the landlord for the loss of his property ?

I do pot propose fo give him any compen-
satlon at all.

The above report is given with a view to
disclosing a phase of thought which has ob~
tained many adherents in the United States.
The rapid spread of Sociallsm bas no doubt
been accelerated by the marvellous accumau-
lation of immense individual fortunes under
the operation of a protective tariff—which,
like all similar tarifts, tends mainly in its
‘operation to create a few capitslists by im-
poverishing the multitude. It is little wonder
thatin their indignation against the existence
of sauch a state of affairs many intelligent
persons are mistakenly led to suppose that a
remedy for the evil is to be fonnd in a radical
change of tha social relations.— Globe.

OLDHAM.

(From the Oldham Evening Chrontcle)

On the 6th instant a meeting was held in
the Co-operative Hall, King street, Oldham,
to hear addresses upon the Irish land ques-
tion. The chair was taken by Dr. M.
Howard, whose appearance on the platferm,
accempanied by Mr. ¥. B. O'Dobnell, M.
P., was hailed with cheers, Amongst the
other gentlemen on the platform were

—Father Walsh, Father White, Father
Brady, Father Raey, Dr. Neville, Mr.
Cannon, Mr. Gleeson, Mr. Sheedy,

(of Mossley), and Messrs. James M Coy (secro-
tary), M J. Kenny, Poter Reynolds, J. Kis-
sane, and P. A. Murray, & deputation from
the City of Manchester branch of the Land
League of Great Britain. "The chairman
haviog nddressed the meeting, Mr. Patrick
Gleeson moved, and BMr. James Milloy
seconded, a resolution asserting that tho Land
Bill would prove u failure unless the amend-
ments recommended by the Irish bishops and
the Dublin convention are accepted by the
Government.

Mr. O'Donncll, M.P., who was received
with loud cheers, supported the resolution.
After attacking the Parlinmentary action of
the members for Oldbam, Mr, Lyulph St{anley
and Mr. Hibbert, Mr. O'Donnell said—When
the Government broughtin a Cogrcion Bill
they told them what the consequences would
be. Let them bhring in a Coercion Bill, let
them assure to the evicting, rackrenting land-
lords of freland the power to exact their un~
just rents, and when they Lrought in their
remedial measure the Tory party wonld Lring
in their amendments to prevent its becoming
law. They bad done¢ so. ‘I'here were now
1,500 smendments down, and they had
lately heard the leader of the 'Fory party, Sir
Stafford Northcote (groans) in mmerry mood
announcing to the Conservative audience that
the progress of the Lund Bill was about as
great ar the progress of Pharaoh’s chariot at
the bottom of the Red Sea with the chariot
wheels off (8 Inugh).  Well, what was the
counsel of tho Land Lesgue and of the men
who worked with the Land League ? What
was the counsel of Charles Stewart Parnell ?
(Loud and repeated chooers), LXven in
this hour of exasporation and provocation the
member for Cork sat still, refusing to give
the word «“Pay no rest at all" but
still continued to say “ Pay ro unjust rent”
(bear, hear). Iut he could pot close hix
eyes to the fact that events were marching
rapidly. He could not close his eyes to the
fact that hin follow.conntrymnen, thongh they
evinced wonderful patiesce, might npot be
trusted to be paticnt ecternally (cheers). 1t
wiglt be as easy to rofure to pay
any rent whatever as to refuse to pay
an unjost remt, especially as her Munjesty's
Government declined to sev noy differenco.
The Irish peasantry camoe forward to say,
« Wy are rendy to pay all we can, and wo arc
ready to pay a fair rent, and any reasonable
terms of composition pending the passing of
the Land Act;” and the Government replied,
« The oflur to pay as much as you can i8 as
criminal an act nr to refuse to pay any at all.”
What must be the answer of the Lrish pensan-
try if this course were persisted in 7 Would it
not be this? ¢« Since it is a8 criminal to pay
as much as you can 88 not to pay at
all, then we will not pay at all” (loud choers).
Now, when Mr. Parnell intimated os much
as that in the House of Commons, as he
was bound by bis duty to intimate it, for he
was bound above ull tbings to speak the
truth upon questiong,as to which the legisla-
ture should be informéd—when, as an Ivish
representative, qmalified to speak above all
other reprerentatives on bebulf of the people
of Ireland, he warned the Government that
by their refusal to draw any distinction be-
tween the paymient by the tenant of as much
as he could and the refnszal to pny any rent
whatever, that the Government was driving
the tenaut into the refusal to pay all rant—
and when he warned the Government that in
letting loore the military and naval forces of
the Crown against the peasantry the Govern-
ment was rnoning a8 wost imminent risk of
rgplorable breach of the public trunquility,
how was that jurdicious nnd neceseary caution
received? My Lord Uarringten got up nud
declared that the member for Cork was men-—
aciog the Government, snd he presumed to
intimate thut he was houndiug oa the Irish
peassntry to wanton insurrection.

Mr. O'Donnegll—His friend in the andience
satd the truth—it was a lio (loud cheerx)
Were they and heto advocats or to encourage
the unekilled, unarmed pessant in Ireland to
rush with his bars breast upon the arms ot
the Briti-h Guards?

expressed his hearty nnd thorough sympathy
with the work and aim of the Irish party,and
;ienouucing as unjust the preseut state of the

aw.

Mcr. Gibbons, secretary of the Midelesbrough
Trades' Council, read the first resolution,
which asserted that the true remedy for the
present state of things in Ireland is not coer-
cion but the suspension of evictions until the
Land Bill has becoms law.

Mr. T. P. O'Connor, who Tose to second the
resolution, was received with loud and con-
tinued cheering. He wished, ho said, to ad-
dress the reason ot his audience, not their
passions, aud to convince Englishmen who
might be present, and who had been hustile
to them. With reference to the poor Irish-
man who bad been killed in the accident to
which he had referred, why was it he ever
loft Armuagh? Because he and landlordism
could not live together, and this teaches the
leston tbat so long as Irish landlordism is
permitted to exist as it docs at present the
Irish peasant would be a slave. The results
of this evil and injustice to Ireland is evident
even in Middlesbro. Irishmen are driven
from Troland, and have to seck a living In
Eogland, and thus, by increasing labor, mnkes
it cheap and more diflicult for Knglishmen to
enrn good wages. ‘The land question not
only aflected Ireland, but England also. Men
from Somerset and otber counties were wotk-
ing in DMiddlesbrongh, Why was this?
Chiefly because they were unable to till the
ground of Somerset, and labor had to be
sought olsewhere. 1liv had beon travelling
through Somerrset, and had looked upon most
beautiful spots—some of the most beantiful
in the world—green fields, hills, and dales—
but nowhero could he seo the cottuzes of the
peasantry. 1'bis was altogelber difierent from
what should be, end in France or Belgiuw if he
or anyon¢ ol<¢ had been cravelling theough
thoze countrics ho should have found the
country fitled with happy and contented
peasantry, but in Somerset he did not seo n
gingle cottage to gladden the eyo. ‘Tho men
should bo there to till the soil, and landlord.

OBITUARY.

The death of Mr. Patrick Farrell, which
tock place at his late residence, Upper Wake-
field, Couaty of Ottawa, on the 16th inst,
created a feeling of keen and widespread sor-
row throughout the Gatineau Valley. His
death was rather urexpected snd sudden.
Early during the past winter he had a severe
apoplestic attack, from which, however, he
gradually recovered, and after some time was
apparently enjiying good health, and his
aptrits seemed almost a8 buoyant as usual.
His family and friends reasonably in-
dulged in the fond bhope that he
had many years of a useful caveor yet be-
fore him, but, like most all other earthly
hopes and expectations, they were doomed to
a melancholy disappointment. He had a
gecond attack about the beginning of last
month, from which he again speedily rallied.
On the evening of the 16th jnstant he took
suddenly ill. Dr. Fulls was in immediate
attendance, but the fatal disease froin which
he suffared baffled medical skill, and on the
morhing of the 16th instant, having been forti-
fled by the last rites of tke Church,
bis immortal spitit quitted its earthly tene-
ment to join its Creator in that heavenly
paradise tor which it had so often yearned
during its earthly pilgrimage. The doecensed
gentleman was (63) sixty-three years of age,
he was a native of the County Longford, Ire-
land, and came to Canada iz 1836. Hoe pos-
sessed in «n eminent degree those rare en-
dowments of head and heart which usunally
elicit popular esteem and secure genuine af-
fection. He was a practical and devoted
Catholic, his contributions and co-opera-
tion were alike munificent and seasonw
able to every charitable and religioms
object, He wns one of the ploneers
ol the Gatineau Valley and for over 30
yeonrs carried on an extensive general mer-
cantile business in Wakefield. He was a
man of sterling worth and integrity, and of a
warm-hearted and gerial disposition. Hewas
widely known and held in the highest esteem
by all cresds and claeses, a8 he religiously
carried out in his dealings with his fellow-
men, both in theory and practice, the
scriptural injanction of ¢« doing unto your
neighbor as you would wish your neighbor to
do unto you.” He was a very suc-
cessful merchent and it is pleasing to
note that his business record is singularly
creditable. It was truly affecting, after his
death, to listen to many of the people whom
he had benefitted, feelingly recite the many
disinterested acts of kindpess they bad re-
ceived at his bands, and how the good and
generous friend who had now gone from
smongst them had Isudably assisted them
tbrough mary strugglee and difficulties.
When difficulties avose between neighbours,
and litigation likely to follow, his potent
voice never failed to call them to reason aund
his soothing Influence always succeeded in
making friends of those who would other-
wise have been encmies to one another. The
memory of Patrick Farrell will long be cher-
{shed in the hearts of the pecple of the Gati-
neau Valley.

The decensed gentlemau leaves a promising
family, to whom he was devotedly attached,
of six grown up children, viz,—three sons
aud three daughters,—who have the sym-
pathy of the entire community in their sad
and melancholy bereavement, The unani-
mous opinion expressed is that in the
Inmented demise of Mr. Farrell the Gatinean
Valley has lost one of its leading and most
usefal citizens, Catholicity an ardent and
faithful agherent, and the poor a generous
and unobtrusive benetactor.

The funeral took place on the 18th 1nst.
and was very largely attended. A great
many gentlemen came from a long distance
to pay the last mark of respect to departed
worth, among, whom were Messs. A, Wright,
M. P, P, Baskervills, M. P, P., Benjamin
Fisher, Jos. P. Fisher, Hiram Robinson,
George May, John Corcoran,; G. Hay, Ottawa ;

SUPPRESSION OF EVICTION,

We are delighted to see that Major Nolan’s
Bill, having for its object the suppression of
evictions, has passed the first reading. The
Bill, if it becomes law, will not alone be g
great boon to those whose tenure under the
old rooftres bitherto depended on the action
of the Sheriff, but it will also be a source of
healing up the festering sores of Irish discon-
tent which daily became more aggravated
and dangerous to tho peace of the country, as
the people soemed resolved to resist the law
from putting in force oue of the most bar-
barous of landlord penal cnactments, that of
driving as lhomeless wanderers and out-
casts onthe world those who by no fault
of theirs failed to satisfy the avaricicus
craving of landlordism. The measure bas
met the approbation of a large section of the
House and has ¢]150 buen favorably criticised
by Mr. Gladstone—an oninous sign of it find-
ing a place on the stntnte book. The Bill
suggests the stopping of eviclions until
October in all cases where a half yenr's rent
is paid within 14 days of the passing of the
Act.

AN LVICTOR EVICTED.

On Saturday last a rather strange turo in
the tide of evictions took place at Lahardans,
Mr. F. L. Comyn, of Woodstock, Co. Galway,
of eviction rnotoriety, was in turn evicted by
Lord Arran, The Sub.Bheriff attended nc-
companied with a posss of police, although
previously told that their presence or services
were not required. My, Creave, theagent of
Lord Arran, appearing on the scene, wes
hailed by the poor people with rejoicings and
delight, and willingly divested their poor
cabins of their presence to allow the Sheriff
hand over to Mr. Creave the representative-
ship of the head landlord. Formelly they
held possession from Alr. Comyn, All
the teoants were immediately rein-
stated, and, also, those tenants, over 15 in
number, who were mercilessly evicted by Mr.
Comyu in April last. We understand that the

rents charged by Mr. Comyn of these poor
tenants was cent per cent over Gritfith's vai-

uation, and the same, if not more, paid by Mr.
Comyn as middleman to Lord Arran. We
are glad to learn that Lord Arran hasnot
alone turned over a new lval with those
tenants, but he intends revising the rents at
the rate paid by Mr, Comyn, which will, we
believe, lead toa reduction of fully 50 per
cent off that charged by this rackrenting
middleman. This i8 only an isolated In-
stence of many ot the kind in Ireland,in which
the poor ara mercilessly fleeced by the worst
and most accursed c¢vil of landlordism—the
nuscrupulous middle~man,—Jbdd.

struck the President, slightly injuring him.

After he had watched the President for a few
moments he said, with great thoughtfulness
W 1t is not necessarily @ mortal wound. Soon
after that Colonel Robert Ingersoll was ad-
mitted to the room, the President stretched
ont his hand, and in o voice, not strong said :
4T am glad you bave come.” Colonel 1nger-
soll said, #Are you in pain 7’ The President
answered, « I for]l a prickly sensation in my
teet.” Oune of the physiciuns said that the
prickly sensation was not a good symptom.
It might indicate that the spinal cord had
been tuuched. The shoulder wound is wot
dangerous. 'The only fear is from tho wound
below the kidueys. It has not yet buun as-
certained whethor or nat the ball passed
through the body directly, or whether it
struck the vertebim and glanced around thke
1ntestines, Upon that it is probable
that the life of the President depeands.
Colonel Ingersell says that the Presi-
dent was clear in his mind, but a
little dazed. His hand was cold. No
member of his family was near. Telegraphic
communication was immediately made with
Long Branch, and balietiog are gent to tbem
every minute., Atter about 10.30 8 m., the
physicians decided to remove the President
to the White House. An ambulance was in
readinesy, and ho was removed. It was
thought better to remove him whilo his
strength would permit it.

The plstol found in the nssassi-’s hand is a
murderous-looking weapon, It was a five-
chambwrod heavy-navy revolver of 44 calibre.
It makes a hole aslarge as a mushet ball.
The balls remaining in it were designed for
self-defency, or, a8 some think, for Mr. Blaive.
Thoss who stood near say that Guitean made
a8 movement when stricken down as if to
shoot Mr. Blaine. The Iatter is very calm
and cotlected, but intensely pale.

Guiteau is understood to have been for-
merly consul at Marseilles. When he was
ia the act of shooting he is reported to have
had in his hand a letter stating that it was
necessary that thir deed should be done.
Guitean, immediately upon being taken into
custody, assumed to be insans. He bas been
about town for some days, He bas a very
wild-looking eye and short-cropped bristly
halr.

A Critic reporter interviewed the prisoner
at his cell st police headquarters at a faw
minutes before 10 o'clock. T'he prisoner is
a pale, emaciated, small man, with the ap-
pearance of en inganv person. He gave his
pame a8 Charles Guiteau, and his residsnce
at Chicago, and stated that he was a lawyer,
theologian and politician, He expressed
great anxiety to be taken to jall, where he
stated he would meet Generals Arthur, Sher-
man and Collector Merritt, He states that
he will raward all who treat him with reapect,
and that he has saved his country and pro-
claimed Arvthur Presldent. Guiteau says
that Gatfield cannot live and shall not live.
He was taken to jall at 10 o'clock. The
weapon wusd a British bull dog, five-barrelled
nickel-plated revolver, and very.heavy, The
handle 18 of bone, and four shots wers still in
the weapon,

Guiteau, 1t seems, i8 a disappointed appli-
cant for oftice. The position he desired was
consul to Marseilles.

The following letter was found on the sircot
shortly after Guiteau’s arrest. The envelope
was uneealed and addressed :—« Please de-
liver at once to Gen. Shermsan or his assis-
tant in charge, at the War Department” :—

To Gen. Sherman,—I have just shot the
President. I shot him several times, as I
wished him to go as essily as poseible. His
death was a political necessity. I ama iaw-
yer, theologian and politiclan. I am a Stal

THE MURDER AT ST. VINCENT DE

The murderer and would be suicide
belongs to u respectable family of this
city, sod is known under the namo of Hay-
vern. He i3 nbout 24 yenrs ol upn., e
bears 8 very hard character among ths po-
lice, who always looked npon hum as a des—
perato raftian, and » one who would thiuk no-
thing of braining you. He was serviong aterm
of five years for highway rolbery
1t appoars that this man, along with several
other prisoners, woiu plotting their wvscapu
from the penitentiary, when their plana wers
discovered and the plot nipped in the Lnd.
Thomas Salter was blamed for haviug given
the informution to the prison ofticiala, and,
enraged at being chockmated, Hayvern do-
tormlned upon reveoge. He sesms to have
procired a Kkuife in some mauner and tilad it
into such shupu ne firted well his dondly
purpese. I'no murdersr wus noticed walk—
iug  about  in an agltated state
at the head of the stnirs waiting for the con-
victs to come to the chapel; hg lingered
around svewlngly disincliosd to take any
food, though it was his dinner hour. He wan
on the watch for Snlter, and the moment he
espied bim he caught him around ths neck
with his left arm and dealt the fatal blow
with bis rigut. It wns some time before
Hayvern could ha forced into a call and made
give up tho deadly weapon. Heseemeda qnite
infuriated and made su attempt to cut his
own throat, but did not succeed toa fatal ex-
tent. Fathor Knox managed to tuke the
knife trom tue murderer. The inquest in
still pending. ‘I'ne body of the docsased has
been bandsd over to his relatives.

At the opuning of the Commission in
Doblin on Thursday Judge Lowson, comamen-
ting upon the calendar, waid it was an extre—
mely heavy one.

{he sun, aud thinks it will be visible for feve-
] weeks, but he caunot yet determine if the
comet has ever been seen before. Many other
opluions are espressed by high authorities,
ot a1l tend to the belief that the stranger is
iravelling towards the sun and receding from
the earth.

- ag Irishmen and Irishwomen the desire is
strong in our hearts to say some words of
gratitude to you for your devotedness to Old
Treland. But s moment's reflaction has satie-
fied us that of such there is no need, that in
fact they would be out of place. We feel
that your labor has been entirely one of

love, that in the coansciousness of a
duty dome, of & gervice rendered
to Oid Erin, you find the all-

sufficient reward of your exertions—a rewsrd

to which no thanks of ours can add anything,
s reward that is less only than that greater
recompense which will be yours when, thanks
to your efforts and those of the noble ladies
who act with you, not less than to the labors
of your brother and his colleagues, the great
work will have been accomplished and tbe
Irish people  have their own again.’

That that day may ghortly come earnestly
we pray ; to do everything in our power to
hasten its.coming shall be our determined ef-
fort. For yourself we feel that we can wish
you no greater happiness than that it may be
given you to witness that day, acd to live for
many years thereafter to grace the triomph
and share the joy, a8 you have aided in the
struggle and shared the sorrows of our com-
mon country.

Into that struggle you have entered with
all your soul, sparing po effort, counting
every labour light, provided the great object
be furthered, trusting for success to the
proud determination of your countrymen ancl
countrywomen to make Ireland  a nation
once again,” and trusting for assistance, sup-
port and protection in your labours to the
manly honor of Erin's sons who are proud to
gea you, at the hend of her noblest daughters,
take your place in that army that is fighting
the goed fight in which, slightly eltering tho
poet’s words, we may say :

Onour side are virtve and Eria,
On theirs is the Landlord and gulit,

For you, then, our prayer is: That ont of
that struggle you may come with the laurels
of victory on your brow ; that you may long
live to see and share the happiaess so largely
contributed to by your efforts; in one wori,
that to you it may be granied to realizy how
truly sang the poet, that

# Rlessed forever was sha whe rolled
On Erin’s honor and Brin’s pride!”

1t i3 simply impossible to adequatzly de-
scribe the scene which was presented when
Miss Parnell ndvanced to reply. The entire
andience arose to its fuet, and appseared to be
positively carried awsy by suthusissm, to use
a popuiar and well-understood espression
A forest of bandkerchiefs wero waving
in the air. Mep, women and chil-
dren joined in the demonstration.  The
men cheered to the full extent of their luogs,
and the ladies waved their handhkerchiusts
until their arms were tired. 1t was a scene
which can never be forgotten by those whose
great privilege it was to be present. It would
be impossible for Miss Parnell to be otherwize
than deeply affected, and she plainly showed
hor emotion. Her face became pale and red
by turns, notwithstanding the wonderful con-
trol which, for a young lady, she posserses
over her feelings. She wore a white bonnet,
vory iastefully trimmed with green,a DLlack
silk dress, and a white jacket, on the breast of
which glittered the star, which denoted her
position in the Ladies’ Land Leagne. When
the cheering bhad subsided, she commenced
her address, her delivery being clear and dis-
tinct, and rendered still more pleas—
ing by a charming naivete, and the
winning manpner so characteristic of her.

Bhe thanked the ladies and gentlemen pre-
sont for what she considered a kind but un-
.deeerved reception, and wished tbat she hind
written out u reply to the address which had
been read to her in order that she could give
a8 good ag she had recoived. After hearing
50 many agreeable things said rbout hersell,
she thought it wonld iavo been better for her
to have made no reply, as she was afraid they
would now find out that she was uot worthy
of all that had beon said about her. Stilishe
falt that after all that had been dowe rhu
ought at least to express her gratitude for the
great ovaticu that had besn tenmdered to
her, and bher pleasure that the Land
Lengue had taken such deep root in thecity.
Sbo knew they were laboring under great
disadvantages in Canada, bacause thoy were
in British Dominions, (applause) and she
thought that the inseparable difficulties con-
nected with this fact were not fully appreci-
ated inthe United States. She did not think,
however, that they were lisble to Le put iu
guol for taking part in the ovation, (laughter)
a8 they would likely be if they iived in Ire-
land, and the demonstration took place in
that country. It was evideut, also, that the
fact that they lived in Canada, under Bri-
tish dominion, did not weigh very heuvily
upon them, a8 they appeared to be pratty free
to do and sy as they pleased. (Laughter
and applause). She wne very much charmed
with the Irish Canpadisns, and with the
French Canadians (turning to Mayor
Bsaudry), and she would not omit the Eaog-
lish Cenadians in whom she had been agrae-
ably disappointed. Tho English Government
was not by noy means the worsté enemy the
Irish people had. Any people in the same
position as the Irish nation occupied would
find their worst enemies at home. It was
the fendal Government in Ireland that had
craated ec daplorable a state af aflairs
in that country, and brought into
existence the greedy landlord, the land-
grabber, and that mennest of all spies, the
police-constable spy (applause). She did not

want to be too hard on the police of Ireland,
but she beligved that if the women had boy-
cotted them that very few of them would
have remained in the force. Those men who
would dog the footsteps and spy and give in-
jormation against their own people were
worse than any Englishman, and should be
boycotted out of their pative country, The
Land Lesgue had done msny good
things for Ireland, and among others
it had taught the people gelf-reliance
and self-sacrifice, and by self sacrifice
she meant the sacrifice of the individual for
the good of the community, ¢applause). The
League had shamed the landlords, had tied
the hands of the land-grabber, and bhad
taught the Protestant to help the Catholic
and the Catholic to help the Protestant,
She referred to the slightly altered verse
quoted in the address, viz: that “on our side
is Virtue and Erin, ani on theirs 18 the Land-
lorde and guilt,” and hoped that the virtue
would always remain on our eide, The
element of agsessination should e luit
out  of the struggle, for (t was no
nre trving to fight crime with crime,
To be sure there were obly five
murders In Ireland last year, whiie Englaud
could boast of 389 (laughter and appliuse,)
but sbe thought it was those five murders
which had furnished the pretext for coercion.

The five men who were killed were doubtlern

five great scoundrels, but it was better that

they should live than two hundred good raen’
should be imprisoned. She did not think
that she could conclude in a better way than
by quoting from Thomas Davls, Ireland’s
greatest patriot : —

« Tt whispered too, that freedem’s ark
And service high and holy,

‘Would be profaned by feelings dark
And passions vain or lowly ;

For freedom comes from God's right hand,
And needs a godly traln ;

Andrighicous men must make our land
A nation once again.”

Lous calls were made for the Mayor, the
Hoa. J. L. Beaudry, to address the andience.
Oun coming forward a perfect storm of cheers
grevted His Worship who on guiet being re-
stored, said that if he wasnot an orator he
was a man who was guided by principle. He
was always of the opinion that Ireland should
be emancipated, and be allowed to govern
herself, (loud cheers). He hoped that the
English nation, which was philanthropicand
generous towards others, would be inally ac-
tuated by that philanthropy and generosity
towards the Irish people who bave suffered
for B0 many centuries under itsiron rule.
Let England do justice to Ireland ; let it ex-
tend its work of emancipation nearer home;
England has granted emancipation to
Jumajca, why mnot grant it to Ire.
land which needs it more and where better
results could be produced, (great applause).
Ttko English have despoiled a nation of their
labor, their property and their liberty. Let
this tyranny cease ; let the Irish peopte enjoy
the fruits of their toll, the rights of their land
and liberty, and again they will become pros-
perous, wealthy aud thrifty, (cheers), and in-
deed did we not have a convincing example
of this thriftiness and prosperity in the Irish-
men of the Dominion. He remembered them

dyiog by the roadsides- in Ireland. Mr.
Quinn concluded his address by reading an
extract from Miss Parnell's poem on “The
Great Archbishop,” His Gracs of Cashel, and
resumed his seat amidst loud applause.

THE CONCERT.

After the opening remarks had been made
by the President, at the reception to Miss
Parnell last night, Mr, Jamea Shea was intro-
duced. He sang the weil-known ¢ Cushla

never heard to butter advantage, He was
applauded with such persistency that, not-
withstanding the length of the programme,
he was compelled to reappear, On this occa.
slon ne gave the popular comic song, “ Pat
Mulloy.” Miss Boisvert was the next to ap-
pear, aud sang * The Kerry Dame” with spitit
and effect. She was also loudly applauded.
Miss E. Hayes, who is rapidiy acquiring
popularity as an elocutionist, recited Davis’
magnificent poem entitled « We'll have our
own again,” with fince dramatic power and
consequent vffect. Theaudience were arous-
ed to considerable enthusiasm, and cheered
her loudly at the conclusion of the recita-
tion. Miss McKeown followed, and sang
the eover.welcoms ballad, ¢« The Beautiful
Girl of Kildare.” Miss McKoown is as yet
a strapger ot public concerts, but, judging
fiom her success last evening, it is na.
tural to surmise that her services will be in
great demand herenfter. Mr. T. J. Lane
produced a very favorable impression Ly his
renderiog of a pretty ballad. He possesses
an excellent voice, and sings with judgment
and effect, With him also an encore was
demanded. Miss McEeown aund Mr., Shea
appeared agaln in the latter part of the pro-
gramme.

when they crossed the seas and landed on the
banks of the St. Lawrence poor and peuniless
exiles. Ina few decades of years they came
to the front and now hold a foromost position
in this country ; thoy have hecoms prosperous
and wealthy, aud those who still remain in
Ireland would experience thesana benefits if
they were only allowed the same privileges
which we onjoy here in Canxda. He wouid
therefore coaclude by thasking them for their
cordial greeting and by wishing that England
would yct emnncipate Ireland. The Magsor
then retired amid applause which was both
deafening auvd prolongead.

Io respounse to repeated calls, Cuptain Iii-
wan arose, and was loudly applzuded. He
began by apswering the charge of tho Eng-
lish {hat the Irich were nm emotionn) peopls,
a peoplo guided more by the heart than by
the head. It was no crime, Lowever, for tho
Irfsh to bs  enthusiastic when they
led Biitish troops over foreign battleficlds.
They could be enthusiastic about Irish valor
at Alma, the Redan, or at Chillinwaila, but
entbusiasm was a crime for tbe Irish it way
directing a national movement. (Applause.} A
nation withoutenthusiesm was a nation with-
out a soul. Oane of the provious speakers
had alluded to England w8 generous. Gener-
ous England h«d never given anything to
Ireland except what was granted through ienr
of force. (Cheers.) \Whatever means were
laken to accomplish Ireland’s deliverance he
did not care, but whatever they were he was
prepared to do his share. (Loud Cheers.}

Mr. J. C. Fleming was then called upon.
Mr. Freming said :—He was rejoiced to see
such a large number of people cesembled to
pay homage to the sister of the Irish leader,
herselt ous who was worthy of all the enthu.
sipsm witl: whichshe w6 grected on account
of her intrinsic merits and ber grent services.
It was consoling also to witness, despite the
lying cnable reports, that the Land League was

az strong, as flourishing, and as deter-
mined a4 ever in their resolve to
carry on tho constitutional war ngainst

luudlordism wuutil that hoary relic of feu-
Anlism war Iuid low in the dust. (Applause.)
Nevertheless, and wnpotwsthstanding their
successes since Michael Davitt unfurlded the
flag at Irishtows, Irishmen abroad should
pot allow their oflots to velax or be lulled
into false svcurity, for the landlords, and
thero war little use in denying it, were still
possessed  of  tremsudous  powers.  As
oternal  vigiience was  the price of
liverty, rfo was cuntinnous agitation
tho rond to glorious victory, The
landlords had immoense resources at their
command, not least among them being a
venial press, which wag prepared to hound
down the friends of the people and to blacken
the characters of such men as Parcell, as they
had done to Washington and Jefferson in
days pone bye. ilistory has, however, vin-
dicated those men, as it will yet viodieste
Parpell and his colleagues in the present
struggle for freedom, for we are told
#the mills of the gods grind slowly,
but they grind c¢xceeding small.” The
venal press called the tenant farmers Com-~
muoists and Socialistz, but be would like to
know which. was the real Communist, tbhe
man who worked from morning till night, in
season and almost out of season, to support
hix family, or bo who flaneured at Baden-
Baden, and patronized the italian Opera in
Paris at his expenso. THe bad heard a rough
definition of a Communist, which was a per-
son who wanted to live luxuriously without
work, and if this did not take in the landlords
he did not know what value to set upon the
menning of phrases in the English language.
(Cheers). The British aristocracy did not
like the Land League,~—naturally enough,—
but when the ladies formed branches they
were iuteusely diegusted, and got their
gatellites and organs to call their conduct
immodest and indelicate, forgetting all
the time that Queen Victoria was
s woman who took an active part
in politics, and that in fact the great
British Empire was under petticoat govern-
ment. (Laugbter) Bet, he repeated, fature
history would say which party was right in
this great land struggle, just as current his-
tory in o nice eplgrammatic way did justice
to the onco deified Georges, when it says:—
George the First was very vile,
Geo ge the Second viler,
And what mortal ever heard, any good of
George the Third?
When George the Fourth from earth descended,
God be thanked! the Georges ended.
(Laughter.) Mr. Fleming concluded by
recommending unity and further exertion in
the cause until victory was acheived, and
asbove all to remember with gratitude the
services of the noble lady who graced the hall
that night, as well as her illustrious brother,
uot forgetting the heroic Michael Darvitt.
(Cheers).

Mr. F. A. Quiny was then called npon by the
audience. He said he was also glad to be
able, on the present occasion, to help in pul-
ling the bell which was calling oar Irish race
to battle for Ireland and liberty. (Cheers).
Parns!l bad sounded the tocsin of ltberty in
the ears of the House of Commons,
and it would rever stop until the landlords
had moved out of Ireland bag and baggage.
(Laughter and applanse) He referred in
terms of eulogy to Mies Parnell, and showed
the different duties to be fulfilled by the
memlers of the men's and Ladies'
Lnnd League. The money collectad through
the efforts of the ladies was, he believed, de-
voted exclusively to aiding the victims of
evictions. The ladies who were thus en-

A very pleaeing incident took place im-
mediately after Mr. Doheriy had concluded
reading the address. Charlotte Lane, a little
girl of ten years, and daughter of Mr. J. B.
Lane, presented Miss Parpell with a megni-
ficent bouquet, at the same time making the
fullowing little speech :—

Drar Miss Pan¥gLu—Accept this small
token of my respect and esteom, for though
I am but a little child and have never been
in Ireland, etill my heart is warm for the
land of my forefathers, and I sincerely hope
that your efforts will be crowned with suc-
cessg, and that our dear Ireland we may soon
voe, ¢ first flower of the earth aund first gem
of the sea.”

The flowers in the bouquet wera so ar-
ranged as to read, in their own labguage,
« Wp admirs you for your virtue and patriot-
ism. Long may voulive in thelove of your
prople.”

Miss Parnell, accepting the benquet, drew
tho child towards her ard kissed her warmly,
an act that drew wann opplause from the
nadience.

The praceedings were brought to a close by
the singing of the nautional anthem, the entire
audience rising to their feot and joining in
the refrsin. Mr, James Shea led, and the
chorus was sung by fully iwo thousand
voives, giving it a grand effect. Everyoue
joined, even Miss Parnell, and the other
occupant of the platform. It is safe to say
that pever before had #God save Ireland” been
sung with more enthusiasm and effect. Three
ringing cheers were then given for Miss Par-
ucll and the Lond League, and as the
audience dispersed, the Irish National Band
playved several Irish and American airs.

How the Londoen
Times would exult and the New York Herald
would vapor. But il was not o man named
Dooley who shet the President, hut a respect-
able character named Guiteny, who avswered
Bob Ivgersoll once; and leclured for the
Young Mew's Christinn Associstion maay a
time and oft. What a pity it is that, in cavre
thy President does not die—and may God
Jong spare him—the law will allow the
mieerable assassin to get off with only ten
yenry pensl vervitude.

MYSTERIOUS MURDER IN ENGLAND.

Loxspoxw, June 28.—When the Brighton ex-
press stopped for the collection of tickets out-
vide of Brighton, yesterday, Arthur Lefrov, a
newspaper reporter, aged 22, was found in one
of the carriages wounded on tbe head. He
reported tnat Lis fullow.travellars were a
couutryman and an old gentleman., Shortly
after poassing Croyden he heard nshot and was
stunned. Heveral bullets were found im-
bedded in the carringe. In Balcombe Tunnel
was found, with throat cut, the corpse of F.
J. Gold, retired business man, who had been
to London to collect a dividend. He was
also stabhed in various places. Only his
pocket-book, containing cords, was found on
his person. Lefroy, after his wound was
dressed, started for Loudon. He will be ac-
cused of murderiag Gold.

LoxpoN, June 29.—There is now little
doubt that Lefroy murdered his fellow travel.
ler. Mr. Gould is supposed to have had a
considerable sum of money on his person.
He was first shot with a revolver and alter-
wards had his throat cut. It is certain that
the murdered man made n desperate struggle
for life. His body was found in the six-loot
way, and it is believed that he died only after
he had been thrown from the train, as his
arms were oxtended about hishead. His face
wag gashed in a terrible wanner. It wasronly
after tho discovery of his body that the police
learned the mistake they had committed in
letting Lefroy escape.
