larger port.on of bath of the churchbes and of the
Oaurch property ot the country. But perhapayou
mAy aay, aad 8ay with truth, that at that time the
battle of the Churches 8o to speak had not been
fonght out, and thas Obarles I himeel! waa not to be
regatded as an orthodox champion of Pro'estantism
or foe of the Chareh of Rome. Well supposing it to
be 80, what are We to say to William lIL.? At any
rate thera 18 no doubt of hia Prutestantiem The
faith of all Englishmen, and particularly of all Irighe

Tas Fxxian Parsosers.—It may be remembered
that a ghott time ago Dr. Manniog refused permis
gion to the members and eupportera of the Eoglish
Amuesty :Oonwittes, which bas heen organizad for
the parpose of procurring the relea e of the Fenian
prisopers’ to receive sigoatures at the doors of the
Roman Oatholic chapels in London to the peitions
iz which the object of the aseociatinn wag promu'-
gated. With u view to indace him to reconeider his
deolsion a deputation waited on the Archhishop.on
Tuesday, at his.resideace, York pluce Biker btreet.
After the representations. of those wbo constituted
1he deputation had beea addnced regaiding 1he sub-
ject specifind, the Archbiahop asid ke was anxious to
do all in his power in complisnce with the wish of
thoge he was addressing. To prove. what his sympa-
thies were in this marter he wirked to eay that iwo
years agy, when he had been reqiested to permit a
gimilar course to that which had been advocated
by the deputation_to be adopted on behalf of men
condemmned to death, while he had been as anxiane
a8 aoy of them that the livea of those men sbould
be epared, he did mot think that the meana proposed
to.accomplish the end wers the most judicions which
could be suggested. It woald, be thought, have
parrowed the basis on whichk the petitions had been
founded ; it wonld have made the English people
believe that the plan projocted had been ao Irish
and Oatholie movement.

The
throne of the robber king of Piedmont may soon
be overturned ; and everything seems to indicate

mst.

That’a what 1s the matter. During the few
weeks Of the year when the nawigation of Loake
Superior 1s open, no deubt intercourse betwixt
Canada and what is called the Red River dis
trict, can be mamtamed. The distance is es-
timated at about 1,475 miles from Moentreal ; of
which however 842 milea are by lake and pavi-
gable rivers. But during the long, almost in-
cessant winter that prevails in the dreary region
of Lake Superior, this route would be useless :
and a route winch would ot be available all the
year round would not be worth establishiog at
all. Now as the south shore of the Lake i4 wn
the baads of foreigaers, we shall be compelled to
trust to a railroad, runoinz round Lakes Huroa
aud Superior, and extending vorth far away to
wards the Arctic Cirele. Whether such a road
can be kept 10 good rusniog order all the year
round, m spite of ice, and snow, and storms is a
question for engineers to determine: but if it
can not, the lately acquired Hudson Bay pro-
perty, though 1t may impose heavy burdens, and
responsihilities upon vs, will be of as hittle use to
us, as would be an equal oumber of acres of ter
ritory in the moon.

The trial of young Mr. Challoner for thooting
Mr. Whittsker of the 53rd regiment, at Quebec
on the 3rd of March last, commenced on Mon-
day the 3rd 13!, "Nothiog new was elicited Tt
was proved that the prisoner had purchased a
pistol a few ddys before the tragedy took place :
that be was present at the skatiog risk on the
afternoon of Wednesdav the 3rd March, and was
apparently watting for the appearance of the de-
ceased officer : that when the latter showed bim-
self, be walked up to tum, and fired two shots, of
which one ioflicted the fatal wound, So far
everything was clear. Of the fact that young
Mr. Challomer shot Mr. Whittaker, and shot
bim intentionally, there never was the slightest
donbt.

The defence appeaied (o the sympathies of the
jury : explained the purchase of the pistol by
young Challoner, as a measure of precaution
taken by the latter agaiost an apprehended at-
tack from the deceased : and suggested the sudden
and violent excitement amounting to temporary
insanity,cauzed by the prisocer having lesrnt only
a few minutes before the trapedy was consum-
mated, of the cruel treatment of the prisoner’s
sister by deceased—as a palliative of the act for
which the young man was then on his trial.

The learned Judge summed up, aod laid down
the law of the case mast clearly: telling the
Jury thzt Maaslaughter at the very leas’, was
the mildest verdict they could render.

The Jury then returned to contider their
verdict, and after having been locked up all
pight relurned 10to Court to declare the prisoner
“ pot guilty,” This issue of the trial was bailed
with great deligbt by all present.

'We confess that we regret the verdict, as one
oot in accordance with the evidence. That
young Challoger was gudty of what the law calls
murder no impartial person can doubt; that if
only half that h s been s2id about the antecedents
which provoked h'm to the act be true, roung
Mr. Challoge: 18 entitled to oar strong eym-—
pathies,1s also true—for there are wrongs for
which law gives no redress, which w.ll drive wise
meo mad, But these extenuating circumstances
should nave bad nothing to do with the verdict,
and the Jury bad no business to take them into
consideration. Thewr plaia duty was, a verdiet
to fiad, and deliver in accordiance with the facts
sworn to before them, and with the law, as laid
down by the learned Judze on the Bench. This
done, then their sympathies wnight have been a'-
lowed to come into full plag. 'Earnestly they
might have recommended the convicted prisorer
to the mercy of the Court, to the corsideratio?
of the Executive: and that recomuaeondation,
backed as it would bave been by the sympathies
of the entire Canadian puslic would we are surs
bave been attended 10. So might the rivel

clams of juttice. and of mercy have been bar-
monised : and so might the jury have gratified
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" By these remarks we 'q!eéign to cast no slor.on
the jury, who, we are ready to beheve, acted con-
ecienticusly though erroneously.. They ewi

denily confounded 1wo distinct questions —to one.
of which 1t was their sworn duty to give an an-
swer : with the other of which, as jurymen they
had oo concern. Instead of considering simply
whether tte accused had been proved- to have
committed an act which the law ralls murder,
the question they really—thouzh perhaps uncon-
getously—dealt with was tiis—Has the accused
been puiity of an act for which he deserves to be
hung ? To this question their hearts as well as
their heads answered **No. He has not been
puilty of any sueh -act,” This we suspect was
tbe mental process by which the jurymen, erro-
geously no doubt, but possibly in perlect good
faith, arrived at their verdict of Not Guilty.

EMIGRATION.—It 15 reckoned that the num-
ber of Frecch Canadians settled i the Uaited
States at the present moment is not less than
600,000, and that number 1s constantly increas- |
ing. ** Webelieve,” says the Montreal Gazette,
noticing this melancholy fact, that ¥ the charac—
ter of the French Caoadian young men who go
to the Uniled States becomes altogether chang-
ed.” This, we fear, 13 certain ; and this is why
the Catholic clergy of Canada bave so earpestly
endeavored to check the exodus of their fellow-
countrymea. But alas! what caun they do f—
They caonot chaoge the physical conditinns of
the country ; they cannotlenglhen our summers;
shorten our terrible winters, or give to Canada
the material conditioas of the countries to the
south and west ot us. Aad uatil this be doae, it
1s 10 vain to expect thal the daplorable exodus
from Lower Canada of so many thousands of
ber chldren, and the stull more deplorable loss of
so many immortal souls, can be to any sensible
degree checked.

For seven montbs of the year tbe Camadizn
farmer is compelled to house bis cattle, and to
feed them on what be caa raise duriag the short
summer season. o consequeace the Canadian
farmer keeps as lttle live stock oo his farm as
possible. The result is that he makes too little
manure ; aod 10 consequeace he has no means of
resovating his exhausted fields. Add to this,
the continual division and sub-division of farms,
and we have no cause to marvel that agriculture
1a Liower Canada [anguishes, and barely affords
the scantiest returns to these engaged w it.—
The climate, so 1t 13 said by those who have tried
the experiment, is not favorable to the growth
ot root crops, especially of the Swedish turnips
which by enabling the British farmer to feed ata
small cost his stock during the wicter, has of
itself effected a complete revolution in the aga-
culture of the British islands, and enabled them
to support their teeming millions. Captal is

scarce 1n Canada, and there are but few of our
farmers who can afford to import or purchase the
fertilizars of the 90il, which modern science has
hrooght to light ; aud so, io a kind of despair, the
habitant quts a. Jand whose dreadful climate,
apd usgrateful soil, barely furnishes to him the
means of subsistence, and on which be feels as-
sured that is children must starve altopether,
in search of the more geaial clime, and the virgin
soil of a forergn land.  Were the exodus the
result of moral causes i any degree, the coan«
sequence of somethiog that the legislature has
doune, or Las left undone, we might hope to see it
checked. But it 13 not so. In its moral condi

tions there is no country more highly favored
thans Canada ; nowhere 13 life and property wmore
secure ; nowhere are the rights of tne citiz2n,and
the Christian, better understood, and more scru-
pulously respected ; and the exodus bt ing there-
fore entirely mdependent of legi:lative control
we entertain nat the [east hopes of any diminu-
trou of it in the future. At all events the remedy
must be looked for in the discoveries of science ;
of a science which shall show bow the disadvant-
ages of sach a fearful climatz as ours can be
counteracted ; and how a soil cavered far ¢ix or
geven months of the year with snow can be ren-
dered as productive, and as remuperative to the
cultivator, as is that of Jands whose winters are
less rigorous, and what 13 of far more importancr,
ot shorter duration; for it is the monstrous
length, not the seventy, of our Canadien winiers,
tbat kills us, and ruins the farmer.

There has becn a hively debate o the Tmperis!
Parliament on the vexed question of marriage
with a Jeceased wife’s sister.
