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THE GIFT OF PROPHECY.

On looking over the last edition (dated,
by the way, 1893) of a ‘““ Book on the
Physician Himself,” by a Dr. Cathell of
Baltimore, one cannot help being inter-
eated, amused, and instructed, (?) by the
revised (?) seclion on homeeopathy ; evi-
dently written by a man who had been
financially hurt by competition with the
system he reviles. One¢ wouders what
kind of a revision he would make of bhis
work now, could he drop into Washington
and gaze upon the $75,000 memorial of
the man he raves aboui. Une cf the
choicest parts of the diatribe is this:
¢ Kven here in fair America, it has passed
its zenith, its feast is almost over, and its
MENE, MENE, TE®KEL, is already on
the wall, for it has almost ceased to be
the topic of conversation in fashionable
circles ; the homwopathic book and case
of numbered globules are also fast dis-
appearing from the hands of the laity ; its
o called specifics are kept among the

Ppatent medicines in every drug store ;
the system is no longer exciting amateurs,
and, far above all, its wholesale desertion
of its own principles is about to furnish
another proof that no religious creed, no
political doctrine, no medieal ism or pathy
can extend beyond a limited sphere or
period, if it be opposed to the common-
sense of mankind.”

To rate the writer of the above as in-
sincere, would perhaps be unfair and
certainly discourteous, but one may safely
make allowance for old age, bordering on
second childhood, with its mentally
obscured vision, aud vistas of lost oppor-
tunities. These wounld-be pall-bearers
at homccopathy’s funeral have waited
long and impatiently, till weary of
waiting for a function that shows nosigns
of beginning, they have themselves
assumed the chief role and so passed out
of sight and mind ; gone to join Oliver
Wendell Holines and prepare tocelebrate
the funeral function where they will not
be hampered by lack of time. As to the
furnishing another proof of homwopathy’s
rapidly approaching end, it might be well
to look over some of the recent writings
on the subject, notably the article by
Dr. Geo. Peck in the Jubilee number of
the North American Journal of Homazo-

pathy. Thisisinformation up to the year
1901, eight or nine years after Dr.

Cathell’s funeral procession should have
started.
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Reviewing the subject of homawopathy
for the past 50 years, 1851 to 1901, we
find that the American Institute (which
by the way is the oldest medical associa-
tion in America) was in existence with

250 members, in 1901 it had 2,002 mem*
bers. 1In 1851 there were but ten state
societies, now there are thirty five,
twenty nine of which muster 3,893 mem-
bers. In 1851 there were eight local
societies now there are 116, over one-half
of which enroll 3,356 physicians.

Half a century ago there were but two
homaopathic medical colleges ; in 1901
there were twenty-two in the United
States, whose graduates numbered not
less-than 13,517.

In 1851 one small hospital in Phil-
adelphia represented homaopathy ; now
there are ninety-twe general public hos-
pitals, eighty-five of which contain 5,363
beds, and forty-five special public hos-
pitals, forty-two of which hold 8,516 beds.
In addition to this there are fifty-two
general private hospitals, and thirty-six
special private hospitals. Howmaopathy
holds, 16,037 beds in 195 different hos-
pitals, those in 143 of them being wonh
$18,331,953,00. This in itself would
make a fair showing at a funeral. There
are also 71 dispensaries in 1901, as against
three in 1851.

InJanuary 1851, six homeeopathic med-
ical journals were striving to maintain a
precarious exisience; to-day 30 maga-
zines regularly file an appearance con-
taining not less than 16,608 pages of
reading matter.

Homcopathy has its own medical exa-
wining boards in twelve stules and the
District of Columbia, as well as represent-
ation on twenty mixed boards. in many
of which no school is permitted to have
a majority of the members. Xven in Can-
ada, the new Federal Registration Act
contains provisions for homceopathic rep-
vesentation in the Dominion Medical
Council. In 1851 the number of homaopa-
thic practitioners was estimated at 600, in
1901 theirnumbers had increased to over
10,000. In 1851, the number of doctors
of all sorts was 40,564 one in 68 of whom
were homopaths; now there are of all
kinds of doctors 123,553, to whom the
members of the New School standas one in
thirteen. Not sobad, when one remem--
hers, that the first homceopathic pre-
scription was made by a German immi-
grant, (Dr. Gram) in 1825,

In view of the fairly healthy condition
of the supposed sick party, it would be
well for these medical funeral directors
to try another guess at the date of the
proposed function, and in the meantime
make ample preparation for the cere-
monies which grace such occasions ; lest
in the immensity of the cnterprise they
be overwhelmed, and itstead of burying
are themselves buried.

GOVERNOR'S MEETING.

The vegular quarterly meeting of the
Governors was held in the'Hospital Board
Room on Thursday, March 27. Among
those present were Mrs. G. D. Phillips,
Mus. Geo. Sumner, Mrs. W. F. Brown,
Miss M. E. Baylis, Mr. 'S. Bell, My. E.
G. O’Connor, Mr. S. M. Baylis, Mr. T\
J. Dawson, Drs. A. Fisher, A. D. Patton
and . M. Morgan,

In the absence of President Hagar,
Mr. E. G. O’Counor, \'ice-presideng, oc-
cupied the chair. The Secretary, Mr. T. J.
Dawson, read the minutes of the Ilast
meeting, which were confirmed. A letter
from the Montreal Homceopathic Asso-
ciation was read, referring to its having
voted the Provincial Government grant
to the funds of the hospital ; also stating
that the Association had printed and
issued the hospital annual report for 1901.
Some diseussion was held i regard to the
latter, it being pointed out that owing
to the proofs not having been submitted
some inaccuracies and omissions were
presented which it would be well to guard
against in future reports. A letter was
read from Dr. H. M. Patton, resigning
his position oén the Committee of
Management, owing to his considering
the presence of medical men detrimental
to the welfare of the hospital. After dis-
cussion it was moved by Mr. S. M. Baylis,
seconded by Mrs. G. D. Phillips, that
the resignation be accepted, which was
carried. Aletter was read from Mus, Jas.
Aird, resigning the life governorship
tendered to her by Mr. Alex. Clerk; this

~
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was also accepted. Two lelters were
then read, of a much more pleasing char-
acter, from Mrs. A. Hebert and By, L.
Barbean, who wrote accepting the life
governorships tendered them in memory
of their father, the late E. J. Barbeau,
13sq., one of the haospital’s warmest and
most genorous friends. Mr. L. Barbeau
was elected to the vacancy on the Com-
mittee of Management, caused by Dr. H.
M. Patton’s resignation.

The proposed amendments to the hos-
pital by-laws concerning Governors were
then takenup, andafter much discussion,
and explanation, were agreed to and or-
dered to be incorporated in the present
set of hospital by-laws. A copy of the
new by-law, as amended. or added to,
appears in another column of this issue.
The revort of the Committee of Manage-
ment, for the past quarter, was read and
adopted. Tt referred to the necessity
of repainting the interior of the hospital
and requested the sanction-of the govern-
ors. It was reported on favourably,
provided too great liability was not in-
curred.  In the discussion it was thoughr
by some that it was not wise to enter in-
to further liability, with the present main-
tenance debt still unpaid. Suggestions
were made of the advisability of raising
a special subscription fund for this
purpose, but thisand any other ways and
means were left to the Committee of
Management to decide upon.

The Medical Superintendent’s report
showed a good record of work done in
the past quarter, the number of patients
cared for being very much greater than
like quarters of 1401 and 1900.  Attention
was  dirested to the decrease in the
number of public patients cared for,
which was explained on the grounds of
decreased revenue from suberiptions and
donations, necessitating closer attention
to the hospital's revenue earning power.
Hope was expressed that this condition
of affairs might soon be remedied.

The inerease in number of private

cases had, however, some redeeming
featares, inasmuch as it seived to make
the hospital known and brought a greater
number of outside practitioners to the
institution, all of which tended to further
the purposes and interests for which thg
hospital was founded. The report of the
treasurer showed the financial condition
to be about the same as at end of last
quarter. After some desultory remarks
about the falling off' of the attendance at
the out-dowr departmentand the omission
of any mention of it in the annual report,
there being no further business the meet-
ing adjourned.

HOMMOPATHY AT McGILL

lividence that the world does move, in
an intellectual as wellas physical scuse,
was furnished on the evening of HMarch
21st, when a debate took place upon
Homeevpathy in the Medical Building at
McGill, before the McGill Medical Society
of Undergraduates. The subject was,
Resolved, **That Homazopathy isbased on
Scientific Principles,” and the speakers
were W, R. Morse, B. A, ’02, and L. M.
Curren, ‘02, for the affirmative, and Roy
. McGrath, '02, and R. J. Gardiner, ‘02,
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for the negative. The judges of the de-
bate were Doctors Armstrong, Finlay,
and G. G. Campbell. The dcbate itself
was not a particulsrly able one, as both
sidos gave evidence of hasty preparation,
and  the affirmative were further
handicapped by a prevalence inthestudent
audience of =« playful spint  of iu-
eredulity, the exercise of which was
rather disconcerting to the speakers.
However, for Dbeginners. in a new
fiell of enquiry, Messrs. Morse and
Curran both showed a commendable
broadness of spirit and an earnestness ot
desire to get at the truth, even at the visk
of the demblition of all medieal tradition,
which augurs well for their suceess, in the
broadest sense of the term, in the noble
profession which they ave preparing for.
Both these gentlemen said that they had
approached the question with much in-
credulity as to its claims to a scientilic
basis, aud with the general idea that
Homeeopathy was but another name for
quackery. Both of them confessed that
even a cursory exariaation of the facts
had thoroughly disubused then minds of
any such idea. They found Howmwo-
pathy well worthy of being enquired into,
and said so honestly and earnestly.

The speaiters for the negative de-
pended principally on the plan of show.
ing the absurdity of expecting curative
effects from an infinitesimal dose of drugs
many of which, evenin large doses, were
inoccuous. They also quoted from some
alleged Homceopathic physicians who Lad
admitted to some practitioners of the
regular school that Hommnpaths fre-
quently gave medicines allopathically,
and that there was very little ov practic-
ally no difference between the schools.

Toctor Armstrong gave the decision
of the judges. He complimented both
sides on what they had brought forward
in the way of proof, hinted gently that
they had missed points they might have
urged, and wound up by awarding the
weight of argument to the negative.

MATERIA MEDICA SNAP SHOTS-
A, R, F. Grob, M.D,, Milwaukee.)

Three thousand years ago Helleborus
niger was considered a most prominent
remedy in the Greek materia wedica.
The Greecks used it under the name of
Melampodium, as it was Melampus of
Pylos who first introduced it. They used
especially the roots of the poisonous weed,
which grew abundauntly in Autikyra, near
the Gulf of Malen and at Oeta. With it
Melampus cured the insane daughter of
Kiug. Proctus. As to-day Helleborus is
considered to Le one of the most impor-
tant of howeeopathic remedies for mental
derangements at time of puberty, it
shows that hommeopathic cures were made
at least 3,000 years ago.

If in scarlacina the skin be rough and
swollen around the small hairfollicles,
which may easily be noticed in passing
the hand over the surface, then Dulcimara
should he-preferred to Belladonna.

Sanguinaria has cured nasal polypi,
where repeated operations-and the use of
Calearea Carb. or Thuja proved unsuc-
cessful.

It is claimed that Sulphur, 2 or 3 x, in
drop doses, is almost specilic for consti-
pation of parturient women.

In certain inflaamatory eye troubles
affecting the optic nerve and retina, Se-
cale cor. 3 x is often given with best ve-
sults where Belladonny, seemed indicated
and failed.

Causticum is a remedy too often over-
looked in disorders of the genito-urinary
organs, accompanied by a characteristic
burning pain.

If Agaricus musc., the main remedy for
photophobia and spasms of the lids, causes
no improvement, then give Conium ma-
culatum.

If in acute diseases a sudden stare of
collapse is noticed give Carbo Veg. 6-12
dil. Its often wonderful effect is due to
its relation to the ganglionic nerves of the
plexns solaris. (Dr. Kallenbach.)

Cocculus is closely related to Nux Vom.
If Nux fails to remove nervous gastralgia
in irritable women, then give Cocculus.
It will also remove the peculiar weakness
of the lower extremities, so often remitin-
ing after severc illness, being undoubted-
ly a result of spinal irritation.

In general Sulphuric Acid is seldom
used for gastralgia with sour eructations.
Yet, if together with vomiting there be
burnivg and soveness of the mourh and

receive 4 trial,

Cactus grandfiorus 6 x, § drops in 10
tublespoonfuls of water, and one table-
spoonful taken every two hours, is prais-
ed highly for relieving painful menstrua-
tion.

It is claimed that Carbolic Acid 3 x,
taken m three drop duses about 3 times
daily, has wmade some wonderful cures of
infra_orbital neuralgia.

It is wise to note that some patiencs
cannot take Nux vomica in the evening,
even in high potencies, withont losing
their sleep or being troubled with ner-
vousttess  and vivid dreams.-—~Medical
Magaziue.
