I would like to say that to me
your letter expresses an altogether wrong idea of
the relations that should, and do, exist at this
University bdetwecn staff and students.

it 4s quite obvious that paragraph
i1s does not refor to universities in this Province,
So far as paragraph 3 is goncerned the same romark
applies, as there are no Sororities at NMeGill., As
regards paragraph 5 this is, in this University,
entirely a matter for the Students' Couneil, as is
the case with paragraphs 4 and 7. There is, of
eourse, no institution where trouble does not occasion-
ly arise and we are probably no different in that
respects There is involved, however, a Vvery grave
question of principle and it is not our belief that
the introduction of a system of constant and secret
supervision would be at all advantageous, but would,
most likely, have the opposite effect.

My dear Hr. Piper:

Thank you for your letter of May twenty-ninth, in
regard to the desire of your son to take a course leading to
a degree in aeronautical engineering.

McGill does not offer courses leading to such a degree,
nor is it likely that we will be able to do so in the immediate
future. A large and extensive equipment is necessary for the
proper study of aeronautics and this can be provided only in
institutions which have large resources available and a sufficient
nazber of students interested in that particular field.

If your son wishes to specialize in aercnautiecal work
from the outset, then he is probably well advised to take a course
leading to a degree in aeromautical engineering. However, it may
be that he will wish to take a course in mechanical engineering,
with post-graduate work in aeronautics. If this is the case, he
could very well do his undergraduate work ai MeGill.

I an sure that if Dean Brown of the Faculty of Enginecering
can be of any help tc you in laying plans for youwr son's future, he
vill be only too glad to do so. Also, if I can be of further
assistance, please do not hesitate to let me know.
