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British Columbia Amateur Football 
^Association

CONSTITUTION

1. The name of the Association shall be the British 
Columbia Amateur Football Association.

2. In the interpretation of the rules hereinafter con­
tained, the words “The Association,” or “This Association,” 
mean the British Columbia Amateur Football Association, 
except where the context requires a different meaning.

3. The Association shall consist of such associations, 
leagues, combinations or clubs engaged in the game of 
Association football and otherwise qualified according to 
the rules of this Association as the Council may approve.

4. The Council shall have power to include any league 
or club in any particular district in relation to all cham­
pionship games.

5. The subscription for affiliated associations shall be 
decided by the Council. Leagues consisting of clubs play­
ing the game according to the rules of the Association, 
may affiliate to the Association by paying a subscription 
of 11.00 per annum for each club which is a member of 
their league. Subscriptions are payable in advance on or 
before the first day of September in each year, or at the 
time of application for membership.

CONSTITUTION OF COUNCIL.

6. The officers of the Association shall consist of an 
Honorary President, President, Vice-President and Secre­
tary-Treasurer. The Council is empowered to add such 
assistant officers to these officers as are considered neces­
sary.
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7. The Council shall consist of the officers of the 

Association, with the exception of the Honorary President, 
and two delegates from each of the following districts:

Lower Island 
Lower Mainland 
Interior

None of the officers of the Association who sit on the 
Council shall have voting power except the President, and 
he o:,ly in the case of a tie vote. No delegate to the Coun­
cil of the Association shall be allowed to exercise more 
than one proxy, which must be in writing.

8. For the transaction of business at a Council meet­
ing, the quorum shall consist of three members. The Coun­
cil may fill any vacancy which occurs in their members 
throughout the year, and may appoint any committees, 
commissions, etc., that they may deem necessary, and may 
delegate all or any of their powers to such committees, 
commissions, etc., or to any affiliated association or asso­
ciations, and make such regulations for the benefit of the 
game in the Province as they may deem necessary.

9. The Annual Meeting of the Association shall be 
held not later than the 15th May in each year. The venue 
of each meeting shall be decided at the Annual Meeting 
held the year previous to such meeting. The Secretary 
shall give fourteen days clear notice to all the delegates 
entitled to be represented at such meeting.

10. The order of business at the Annual Meeting shall 
be as follows:

1. Roll Call.
2. Presentation of Credentials.
3. Minutes.
4. President’s Address.
5. Report of Secretary-Treasurer.
6. Auditors’ Report.
7. Communications.
8. Reports of Committees.
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9. Consideration of Amendments to Constitution and 
Cup Rules.

10. Election of New Members.
11. Election of Officers and Auditors.
12. General Business.
11. The names of proposed officers and auditors, to­

gether with the names of their proposers and seconders, 
shall be sent to the Secretary on or before the first day of 
May in each year.

12. Notice of any business (other than the election of 
officers, appointing auditors, and the consideration of the 
accounts and balance sheet and of the report of the Coun­
cil) to be submitted to the Annual General Meeting shall 
be given to the Secretary on or before the first day of May 
in each year.

13. An extraordinary general meeting may be con­
vened by the President, at the request of a majority of the 
Council, for the purpose of considering such matters as 
m y be properly submitted to such meeting. Fourteen

iys' clear notice must be given of the subject matter to be 
ealt with to the Secretary of the Association, and the 

Secretary must notify each member of the Council in writ­
ing at least seven days before such meeting.

14. Special business requiring immediate action may 
be dealt with by a mail vote. The subject matter must 
first be submitted to the Secretary, and the President and 
Secretary shall then decide as to the advisability of a 
special meeting or a decision by mail vote. In all cases of 
a mail vote being taken, the majority vote will count. The 
President shall constitute an Emergency Committee of one, 
and shall have power to deal with all matters requiring 
immediate attention. The decision of the Emergency Com­
mittee shall immediately become operative, but shall be 
subject to the approval of the Council, which shall be im­
mediately applied for.

15. The Secretary-Treasurer shall keep full records 
and accounts of all transactions pertaining to the Associa-
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tlon, and shall render once a year at the Annual General 
Meeting of the Association a certified Balance Sheet, to­
gether with such report thereon as the Auditors or the 
Council shall deem necessary.

16. The books and accounts of the Association shall 
be available for audit once yearly, the financial year of the 
Association ending for this purpose on the 30th April in 
each year.

DIVISION AND ADMINISTRATION OF DISTRICTS.

17. For all purposes the Province of British Columbia 
shall be divided into the four following districts:

(1) All of that district of Vancouver Island lying to 
the south of Lake Shawnigan to be known as the 
Lower Island District;

(2) All of that district of Vancouver Island lying to 
the north of Lake Shawnigan to be known as the 
Upper Island District;

(3) All of that district of the Mainland of British Co­
lumbia lying to the south of the 50th parallel of 
latitude and west of North Bend, to be known as 
the Lower Mainland District;

(4) All of the Mainland of British Columbia not in­
cluded in the Lower Mainland District, to be 
known as the Interior District.

18. All matters concerning each of the above districts 
as a whole shall be administered by the District Executive, 
whose appointment shall be subject to the approval of the 
Council. Notwithstanding anything to the foregoing, the 
District Executive in the Lower Island District shall be 
appointed for handling of cup-ties and draws only; and 
appeals from the decision of this Executive shall be made 
direct to the Council of the Association.

I
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POWERS OF THE ASSOCIATION.

19. The Association shall have power to prohibit 
clubs and players under its jurisdiction from playing with 
or against any club which is not a member of this Associa­
tion.

20. Clubs and players shall not compete in any match 
or competition, the proceeds of which are not devoted to 
a recognized football club, or football association, or some 
other object approved of by this or by any affiliated Asso­
ciation. Five-a-side and similar irregular competitions, at 
which gate money is taken, are forbidden, unless the con­
sent of this Association has been obtained.

21. Matches shall not be played on Sundays within the 
jurisdiction of this Association. A player shall not be com­
pelled to play on Sundays outside the jurisdiction of this 
Association. A person who takes part in Sunday League 
or Cup tie football in British Columbia shall not be recog­
nized by this Association. Permission may be granted for 
games on Sundays to touring teams in the United States.

22. This Association shall be composed of amateurs. 
An amateur is a person who has not:

(1) Competed with or against a professional;
(2) Competed for a staked bet, money or gate receipts;
(3) Taught, promoted or engaged in athletics as a 

means of livelihood, or for personal gain;
(4) Received any valuable consideration other than 

travelling or hotel expenses for athletic services, 
or loss of time in connection with athletic sports 
or exercises;

(5) Sold dr pledged his prizes;
(6) Entered any competition under any name other 

than his own.

23. A player shall not be registered for more than one 
club in any one season, unless properly transferred on the
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form approved by the Council. No club or person shall 
attempt to induce any player to leave his club during the 
current season.

24. No player who is registered in any district can 
take part in a competition in any other district unless 
and until he has been properly transferred on the form 
approved and provided by this Association. Players desir­
ing transfer to another district must make application to 
their local League Secretary. Such Secretary shall, if the 
transfer is sanctioned by his Executive, issue ;o the player 
a transfer card. On receipt of the said transfer card, the 
player shall be no longer eligible to play for the club from 
which he is transferring; nor shall he be eligible to take 
part in any competition whatever until his card has been 
presented to the Secretary of the League in which he in­
tends to compete, and until he has satisfied the regulations 
of such League in regard to registration. All League Secre­
taries on receipt of such transfer cards shall immediately 
forward same to the Secretary of the Association, who 
shall notify the Secretary of the League from which the 
player was transferring that the card has been received.

25. Any player taking part in any competition outside 
of his o.strict without complying with Clause 24 shall be 
suspended until such time as his case has been dealt with 
at a regular meeting of this Association. Any club know­
ingly playing a registered player of another district who 
has not complied with Clause 24 shall be fined a sum not 
exceeding $10.00.

26. In all Inter-League or Inter-District games, a play­
er must be a bona-fide member of a club In the League or 
District for which he plays.

27. Any player selected to play in any international 
or other match arranged by this Association and (without 
good and sufficient cause) refusing to comply with the 
arrangements of the Council for playing the match, or fail­
ing to play in such match, may be adjudged by the Council 
to have been guilty of misconduct, and any club which may
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be deemed to have encouraged or instigated such player 
to commit a breach of instruction or rule shall be deemed 
to have been guilty of a similar offence.

28. Players, officials and spectators are only allowed 
to take part in or attend matches on condition that they 
observe the rules, regulations and by-laws of this Asso­
ciation, and every league or club is required to enforce 
such rules, regulations and by-laws.

29. Every association, league or club is responsible to 
the Council for the action of its players, officials and spec­
tators, and is required to take all precautions necessary to 
prevent spectators threatening or assaulting officials or 
players during or at the conclusion of matches. No official 
of an association, league or club shall bet on any football 
match, and associations, leagues and clubs are also re­
quired to prevent betting and the use of objectionable 
language. In the case of a breach of this rule, any player, 
official or spectator may be removed from any ground, and 
such force used as may be necessary for the purpose of 
effecting such removal.

30. In the event of any association, league, combina­
tion, club, player, official, member or spectator being 
proved to the satisfaction of the Council to have been guilty 
of any violation of the laws of the game, the rules, regula­
tions and by-laws of this Association, or of any misconduct, 
the Council shall have power to order the offending asso­
ciation, combination, club, league, player, official, member 
or spectator to be removed from this Association, sus­
pended for a stated period, or dealt with in such manner 
as the Council may think tit. Any association, league, 
combination, club, or player, playing with or against the 
offending association, club or player after such removal or 
during such time of suspension, shall also be dealt with in 
such manner as the Council may think fit. No suspended 
member or player of any association or club so suspended 
or removed from this Association shall be eligible for mem­
bership of any other association or club belonging to this
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Association. The Council may also order the offending 
clubs to pay all expenses incurred in hearing the case. \

31. The Association shall be entitled to publish in the 
public press, or in any other maimer it shall think fit, re­
ports of its proceedings, acts and resolutions, whether the 
same shall or shall not reflect on the character or conduct 
of any club, official or spectator, and every such club, 
official, player or spectator shall be deemed to have assent­
ed to such publication.

32. Appeals from the decisions of affiliated associa­
tions or leagues may be made to this Association. Such 
appeals shall be in writing, and shall state the grounds on 
which the appeal is based. Triplicate copies of the appeal, 
together with a fee of $10.00, shall be sent to the Secretary 
of the Association. 'the fee of $10.00 shall be returned in 
the event of the appeal being sustained. Appeals shall not 
be withdrawn except by the consent of the Council. All 
appeals shall be heard by the Council, and decisions shall 
be binding on all leagues and clubs affiliated to this Asso­
ciation. The Council may decide by whom the expenses of 
any such appeal shall be borne. Appeals shall not be en­
tertained with regard to matters arising out of the com­
petitions of affiliated associations or leagues whose rules 
provide that their decision shall be final.

"33. The Council may call upon the association, league, 
club or individual charged with offending against the rules 
to prove to the satisfaction of the Council that the offence 
has not been committed, and failing such satisfactory proof, 
the association, league, club or individual may be adjudged 
guilty of the offence. The Council shall have power to call 
upon any association, league, club or individual to produce 
any books, letters or documents and other evidence that 
the Council may desire.

34. This Association shall play football according to 
the laws of the game as promulgated from time to time by 
“The International Football Board." The laws of the game 
as amended at the meeting of the Tnternational Board in
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June of each year shall come into force at the beginning 
of the season next ensuing.

35. The Council are authorized to make such rules, 
regulations and by-laws, with reference to the cup com­
petitions and referees, as they may deem expedient.

36. The Council shall settle the forms required by 
these rules.

37. Each league affiliated to this Association shall be 
required to present to this Association a properly audited 
financial statement and complete report of its league's 
standing within one month after the date of the annual 
meeting of such league.

38. All referees and referees’ associations shall be 
under the control of this Association.

39. No amendment shall be made in any part of this 
Constitution except at the Annual General Meeting of this 
Association. All proposed alterations and amendments 
shall be voted on at the Annual General Meeting.

McBride shield competition rules.

1. The McBride Shield shall be emblematic of the 
championship of British Columbia.

2. The Shield shall be the property of the Association, 
who shall administer the competition, and from whose de­
cision there shall be no appeal.

3. The competitipn shall be open to the winner of the 
championship in each of the following districts:

1. Upper Island
2. Lower Island
3. Lower Mainland
4. Interior

The winners of such district championships shall be de­
cided by each of the District Executives, according to the 
rules laid down for the governing of Cup Competitions 
attached hereto.

4. The control of the Competition shall be vested In 
the Council of the B. C. Football Association proper, the 
dates and venues of the final ties to be set at the Organiza­
tion Meeting of the Association in each year.

5. The Secretary shall handle all arrangements for 
the final games, and shall collect 20% of the net gate re­
ceipts as the Association’s share.

6. The final ties shall be played in each of the com­
peting districts in turn. The ties shall be conducted in the 
manner laid down for the conduction of Cup Competitions 
by the International (Scotland-England) F. A. The dura­
tion of all matches shall be one hour and a half, and in the
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event of a draw at the expiration of the full period, the 
game shall be replayed on a ground to be set by the Dis­
trict Executive of the competing District Club which was 
the visiting club in the first instance. If at the second 
meeting the tie is still undecided at the expiration of the 
ninety minutes, an extra half hour shall be played; and if 
the game be still undecided, it shall be replayed on a neu­
tral ground to be set by the Council.

7. After the deduction of 20% of the net receipts fr 
om all final ties, the expenses of the visiting team shall be 
a first charge on the gate from each game. The following 
limits are imposed for the expenses of travelling teams in 
each of the districts.

(1) A maximum of $75.00 for any of the districts ex­
cept the Interior District, playing games in any of 
the districts except the Interior District; the max­
imum for the Interior District to be set at a later 
date.

8. All protests, complaints or disputes regarding mat­
ters relating to the final ties shall be mailed to the Asso­
ciation Secretary within three days after the game out of 
which the complaint has arisen. Three copies of the pro­
test shall be sent, together with a fee of $10.00, which shall 
be returned if the complaint is sustained.

9. When the winner of the Shield shall have been 
decided, the Association shall deliver the Shield to suelt 
club, who shall be responsible for its return to the Secre­
tary of the Association on or before the first day of April 
in the year next ensuing. Should the Shield be destroyed 
or damaged by fire or other accident whilst in the care or 
custody of the club, the club shall refund to the Associa­
tion the amount of it's original value, or the cost of thor­
ough repair.
*. io. No player shall be eligible to take part in any Mo- 
Bride Shield games unless he has been registered with the 
Club with which he intends to play at least 30 days prior 
to such game.
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11. The clubs competing in the final of the McBride 
Shield must furnish to the Council Secretary a list of their 
players eligible to take part in such game at least 15 days 
prior to the date set for the final. The Council Secretary 
shall then have the eligibility of such lists endorsed by the 
local executives.

12. The final ties for the Shield shall be played in 
Victoria. B.C., for the season 1914-1915, the date for the 
game being set as the first Saturday of April, 1916.

CUP COMPETITION RULES

1. The following trophies will he emblematic of the 
championship of the District set opposite their names:

1. Upper Island.
2. Lower Island. King Edward Hotel C. Cup.
3. Lower Mainlahd. Mainland Challenge Cup.
4. Interior.

The winners of such trophies will be eligible to compete 
for the McBride Shield, emblematic of the Championship 
of British Columbia.

2. The control of the above Cup Competitions is vest­
ed in the District executives, each executive to govern the 
competition in its own district.

3. The competitions shall be open to such amateur 
culbs, affiliated to this Association, as are approved by the 
executive in each district. For the purpose of reducing the 
number of entrants to such competitions, each District ex­
ecutive is empowered to arrange such qualifying competi­
tions to the above competition as may be necessary.

4. Each Club desirous of competing shall give notice 
of such desire to the District Executive Secretary on or 
before the 15th day of October in each year, and shall with 
such notice forward the sum of $1.00 as entrance fee to the 
competition. The District Executive may reject the entry 
of any club if they deem such a course desirable. The 
first round of each District Championship Cup Competi­
tion shall be played on or before the last Saturday of De­
cember in each year.
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5. No player will be allowed to play for more than 
one club in any cup competition under the jurisdiction of 
this Association.

6. If the Association or District Executive has any 
doubt as to the qualifications of any player taking part in 
these competitions, they shall have power to call upon such 
player or the club to which he belongs, or for which he 
plays, to prove that he is qualified according to the rules, 
and failing such satisfactory proof, the Association or Dis­
trict Executive may disqualify such player and may re­
move such club from the competition, or impose such other 
penalty as they think fit.

7. The Council shall have power to disqualitfy any 
competing club, or player or players for any competing 
club, who may be proved guilty of any breach of the rules 
of the Association.

8. The competitions shall be conducted in the man­
ner approved by the International (Scotland-England) F. A. 
for the conduction of cup competitions. All qualifying cup 
competitions shall have been decided by the 31st day of 
December in each year. All the necessary byes shall be 
given in such qualifying cup competitions, and all the ties 
shall be played on such dates as the District Executive 
may determine.

9. The District Executive Secretary shall, immedi­
ately after each draw, notify each club of its opponents, 
the place, day and hour when the tie shall be played. All 
lies shall be played on the date set by the District Exe­
cutive.

10. In all games prior to the semi-final ties unless 
otherwise mutually arranged, the club which is in each 
instance first drawn in the ballot shall have choice of 
ground, and in the case of replayed matches the club which 
had not choice of ground in the first match shall have 
choice of ground in the second match.

11. The venues of all semi-final and final ties shall 
be decided by the District Executive. All arrangements in
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connection with such semi-final and final ties will be 
handled by the District Executive who shall take 20% of 
the net receipts from such games.

12. Each club must take every precaution to keep its 
playing ground in condition, and if necessary either club 
may apply to the District Executive, and the Secretary of 
such District Executive shall require the referee or some 
other person to examine the ground and decide as to its 
fitness for playing, in sufficient time to save expenses be­
ing incurred by the clubs of unnecessary journeys. Clubs 
shall not mutually arrange to play a match in lieu of a 
cup-tie.

13. The duration of each match shall be one hour and 
a half, and in the event of a draw at the end of the full 
period, an extra half hour shall be played at both first and 
second meetings of any two teams. In the event of a third 
meeting being occasioned, the teams shall play to a finish. 
The referee shall allow for time wasted or lost through 
accident or other cause.

14. Any club intending to scratch must give informa­
tion of their intention to do so to the Secretary of the op­
posing club not less than four days before the day fixed 
for playing. A club failing to comply with this rule shall 
be reported to the District Executive, who shall have 
power to compel the offending club to pay the expenses 
incurred by their opponents or of taking such action as 
they may deem expedient. Any club scratching in any 
competition is thereby eliminated from that competition.

15. The dimensions of the field of play for cup-ties 
shall be In accordance with the laws laid down by the 
International (Scotland-England) F. A. Goal nets must be 
used in all ties in the competition proper, and their use Is 
recommended in the qualifying competitions.

16. In all games prior to the semi-final ties the re­
feree’s fee and his travelling expenses shall be first charge 
on the gate. A maximum sum of $2.00 may be allowed for 
marking out the ground, and the balance of the receipts,

.it > h > il
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If any, shall be divided equally between the competing 
clubs. The referee in all matches shall be neither a past 

• nor present member of either competing club. The re­
feree shall have power to decide as to the fitness of the 
ground in all matches, and in other respects the duties of 
the referee and linesmen shall be as defined in the laws of 
the game.

17. The referee shall be appointed in all cup competi­
tion games by the District Executive. In the event of the 
non-appearance of such referee so appointed, the opposing 
teams may have the power to agree upon a mutual referee 
subject to Rule 16.

18. The referee must officially notify the District 
Secretary of the result, together with the names of the 
players taking part in the game on the form provided by 
this Association, within three days (Sundays included) 
from the date of the match. The date of the postmark 
will be taken as the limiting date in all cases.

19. All questions relating to the qualifications of com­
petitors, or the interpretation of the rules, or any dispute 
or protest whatever, shall be referred to the District Exe­
cutive. Every such protest must be in writing, and must 
contain the particulars of the grounds on which It is 
founded. Two copies of the protest must be lodged with 
the District Executive Secretary, accompanied by a fee of 
$10, within three days of the date of the match to which 
it relates (Sundays included). The date of the postmark 
will be taken as the limiting date in all cases. The fee

j shall be forfeited to the District Executive in the event of 
the protest not being sustained, and shall be returned of 
the protest is upheld. Any protest relating to the ground, 
goal posts or bars, or other appurtenances of the game, 
shall not be entertained by the District Executive, unless 
notice with particulars has been given to the club opposing 
immediately it comes to their knowledge, and an objection 
has been lodged with the referee before the commence­
ment of the match. The referee shall require the re­
sponsible club to remove the cause of objection, if this is

4
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possible without unduly delaying the progress of the match. 
When an objection has been lodged with the referee, a 
protest must be made to the District Executive, and no ob­
jection or protest may be withdrawn except by leave of 
the District Executive. In dealing with any protest the 
District Executive may take into consideration the posses­
sion by the protesting club of any knowledge, which, if 
properly used, might have obviated the protest.

20. The District Executive Secretary shall send a 
copy of the protest and particulars to the club protested 
against. Each club may support its case by witnesses. It 
a member of the District Executive is connected with a 
club concerned in the dispute or protest, he shall not sit 
on the Executive while the dispute or protest is being con­
sidered.

APPEALS TO THÉ B. C. FOOTBALL ASSOCIATION 
COUNCIL

21. The decision handed out by the District Executive 
in any case may be appealed to the B. C. F. A. Council 
proper, but the decision of the District Executive shall re­
main operative until such time as it is confirmed or re­
versed by the Council. All such appeals must be in writ­
ing, in triplicate, and must be accompanied by a fee of 
$10, which amount shall be returned to the protesting club 
if the appeal is sustained. All appeals must be made to 
the Secretary of the Association within five days after the 
decision of the District Executive has been made official. 
The date of the postmark shall be taken as the limiting 
date in all cases.

22. When the winning clubs shall have been ascer­
tained, the District Executive shall deliver the cups to 
such clubs, who shall be responsible for their return to 
the District Secretary on or before the first day of Decem­
ber in the case of Qualifying Cups, and on or before the 
first day of March in the case of other cups, in the ensuing 
year, in good order and condition. Should any cup be de­
stroyed or damaged by fire or any other accident, while in



the care or custody of the club, the club shall refund to the 
District Executive the amount of its original value or the 
cost of thorough repair.

23. The Council shall have power to alter or add to 
the above rules as they may from time to time deem ex­
pedient.

24. In so far as they are capable of application these 
rules shall be deemed the cup rules governing all competi­
tions under the control of this Association.
