RAILWAY ABUSES.

The very important subject or railway
abuses and their remedy has been treated
withi considerable ability in the February
number of the North Aimerican Revieiw by
Mr. Isac B3. ,Rice. The subject is said to
involve two questions, one economical,
the other political. 'T'he ecornomical,
quiestion is "How can discrimination in

and fluctuation of freight rates be avoid-
ed ?" and the political is the mode of
avoiding them without endangering the
liberties of the people. 1The examination
of the subject renders it necessary to ex-
plain what is meant by discrimination.
Railways do not treat all persons alike,
but give more advantageous terms to cer-
tain coninunities and to certain indi-
vicals than to others, which are termed
discriminations in favor of such commun-
ities or individuals. 'These are classed
unler three leads: lst. Discrimination in
favor of one or more centres of commerce
to the detriment of others .2nd. Discrim-
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ination in favor of places where there is a
competition between two or more railways
ta the detriment of places where one of
these conpeting lines has a monopoly i
3rd. Discrimination in favor or one or
more indiividuals of a certain locality ta
the detriment-of other individuals of that
locality. In illustration of the lst. class
reference is made to the four trunk Unes
from Chicago to the E7istern centres of
commerce, Boston, New York, Philadl-
phia and Baltimore. 'l'hse lines enterel
inta a combination for the purpose of
dividiig the traffic on certain terrms,
which caused the people of New Y n k ta
pay fron 2 ta 6 cents per l00lis in excess
of the rates to Philaielphia and Baltimore,
while the people of Boston were to pay
the same as New York. It is said taint
New York suffers by this arrangement,
because Boston is at least 50 miles further
from Chicago, while, as regards Philadel-
phia and Baltimore,the favorable gradients
maske New York practicallynearer. The
2nd class is illustrated by a reference ta
Milwaukee and Rochester, thlr former
place being about 1,050 miles from New
York, and the latter 371 miles. The fact has
been revealed that the Rochester miller
pays 50 per cent. more for the carriage of
his fiour than the iMilwaukee milier. The
reason of this anomaly is that various lines
terminating in New York city compete at
Milwaukee for trafic, whie Rochester
is tributary to the New York Central.
The 3rd class is illustrated by theexample
of a small and large dealer at an interior
town in New York State, the former'hav:
ing ta pay rates ranging from 20c ta 40o
per 100 lbs, while the latter pays a uniform
rate of 13c per 100 lbs.

The consequence of these discrimin-
ations is said ta have been an immense
gain by the favored cities over New York.
Their exports have increased in six years
over 106 per cent., while New York bas
only increased in the same period 14 per
cent. It is said that the chief evil of this
lies in the fact that populous centres are
virtually at the mercy of a handful of men,
who can settie and unsettle one day wIhat
had been agreed ta the day before.

'The second class of discriminations
tends ta build up one district of the
country at the expense of others. The
Rochester millers have been ruinied by the
'preference in freightgiven totheir Western
competitors, and, as their capital is invest.
ed in building and machinery, it must
remain there. The discrimination.in the
third class is held ta be stili more per-
nicious, as it aims at the destruction of
the middle classes. The railways carry
for such shippers at special rates far
below their public tariff. A case is cited,

that of the "Standard Oi1 CO.," which
made a special arrangement with the
principal. railways by which the latter
were bound to raise the rates on ail com-
petitive, companies, the result of which
was that the proprietors of the Standard
Oil Co. obtained immense riches at the
cost of ail other persans engaged in the
oit trade. Otier cas's are given, which it
is unnecessary to cite, and we therefore
proceed ta notice the remiedies which are :
lst. Free competioni 2nd. Competition
under State contrai ; 3rd. Competition
under Unitei States contrai ; 4th. Combin-
ation; 5th. Monoproly ; Gib. National rail-
ways. A fter discussini tiese various pro-
posedi solution., of the ddifilty tiieauthor
declares himself convinced that the true
remedy i8 ta place ail the railways in the
hands of the people of the United States
as the only miionopoly which can be toler.
ated. It is, lie argues, possible ta prescribe
a formula by law containing all the ele-
ments which enter into the'cost of trans-
portation, and then ta fix uniform rates
in, accorance therewith. The writer
anticiiates tie following objections: lst.
That such national railways would tend ta
ceritrlizition 2n1d. The evilsof paternal
government i and, 3rd. That the civil ser-
vice is too corrupt ta be trusted with the
management of such.a vast interest. To
the 1 st. objection the reply is that railway
management requires a certain degree of
centralization, and that it is forced on us
by the nature of things, as our choice is
between entrusting control ta a Govern-
ment directly responsible ta her people
and acting for then, or ta private indi-
viduals with interests different from them,
and colliding with them. In answer to
the second objection it is said that it is
infnitely better ta have a paternal gov-
ernment of ail by the agents of aIt for the
interests af ail than that al should ibe
paternally gover'ned by one for the inter-
ests ofone. In reply ta the 3rd objection
itis said that the chief danger to a free
country is not the corruption of the civil
service but that of the legislature. The
principles of the formner are responsibility
and subordination, ai the latter irrespoi-
sibility and independence. A corrupt
civil service cannot exist where the
legislature is pure, wlereas a corrupt
legislature necessarily taints the civil ser-
vice. Ir the civil servant is bribed he com..
mits a violation of the law, which is a
crime, while the legishitor, if bribed, is
bribed to vote, vhici is his duty it is
furtbered argued that at present legisla-
tors are not steeled against the corrupting
influences of railways, while if railways
were out of privateliands the atmosphere
il the legislative halls would be purified,

and a purer legislature would have less
difficulty in establishing a parer civil ser-
vice.

The exposition by Mr. Rice of the abuses
consequent on the competition which the

public are so anxions ta encourg.- will he
admitted to he, on tho wiole, cor'eret. l'he
remeiies are rone of therm hkely to he
adopted. Ili Cana'da puiblc, opinrion

oauld be arlmst nanimon aîirnst plac-
ing the railwryr af the canstry urnder the
managementof the Goverriment, ailtlhouuh
it is probable tihat governmsental control
miglt be beneficially exercised. 'rhe
subjerst is one of grnat int-rest, and well
woi'thy of carefut reflectioi.

THE TEA D UTY.

We presume that the reports which
have been circulated as ta the intention
oi Government to deal promptly with the
teadutiestire substantially correct. There
is, however, another report to the effect
that it is not their intention to follow the
course adopted whsen the duties were last
repealed, and refund them to the mer-
chants. ' This we should think unfortunate,
as there is much greater reason ta do a
now than there was in 1872. IL cannot La
denied tiat the announcement made by
members of the-Goverarnent, that the tea
duties would be repealed, was a most un-
usual and most objectionable proceeding,
and it obviously-must have had the effect
of inflicting a deep injury on the holders
of duty-paid tea. There can be no reason
under the circumstances for i fusing to
refund the duty on whole packages, which
would put the owners in the same position
as if they had kept their goods in bond.
This -question will came up early in the
Session, and as itis not a party oneitmay
be hoped that such pressure will be
brouglht ta bear on the Minister as to
induce him ta yield the opinion which ie
is said ta have formed, 'and which is at
variance with his own practice on a former
occasion.

It is contended by Sir Leonard Tilley
that intimation was given during last Ses-
sion, that the tea duties would be repealed
for the very purpose of enabling import-
ers to get rid of their stocks., ILt is unfor-
tunate that no one understood that such
an intimation vas given. It is con-
trary ta usage to give such notices at all,
and the faiture to do sa certainly affords
no ground whatevei- for refunding the
duties, as ait parties, whether importers,
retailers, or consumers, are :laced on an
equal footing wlen taken by surprise.
The cause of complaint is that, owing to
the irregular notice, one particular class,
tire importers, has been victimized.

TIIE MEAT TRADE.

Leading English journals have recently
been giving warnings to the agriculturists
regarding the American competition in
the meat trade. IL may be desirable that
those who are engaged m a growing andl
important Canadian trade should fully
undlerstand what they have to expect. -It
is of course out of our power, as we be-
heve it is out of the power of those who
profess to be better informed, to give an
opinion as to the cost o raising cattle for
market, but iL is well that those who are
luthe trade should be made aware of the
opinions of well-informed persons iii Eng-
land, founded on evidence given to the
Richmond Commission, as well as from
other sources. The Western rancheien
estinnate the cost of a beast three years old
to be 24s. sterling, and by the tiie t he aum-
mal;gets t Liverpool it represents an out-
lay of £19. We are informed, with agood
deal of precision, o? the steps by which
this enormous increase of price is reached.
By the time the animal is delivered at a
railway station it is estimated as worth
£2. By the tine it gets to Chicago the
value is raised Lo k110. Now cones the
extriordinary part of the calculation.
The animal which has cost onily Ss. a year
on a ranche bas to be sent to the middle
or Eastern States " to bc got into condi-
tion." It takes £1 ta send him there and
£8.15 to keep and fatten hin, sa that by
the tine he is ready for exportation the
original cost of 24s. lias been raised to'
£13.5s, aifler whicl there is a charge of
25s. ta bring him ta New York, the cost
then being £14.I0s. 'l'le freight and
charges ta Liverpool are £4.10s., viz.,
£2 for freight and £2.10 for insur-
ance, and cost of feeding and tend.
ing. IL is estimiated that the neat
cati be sold at U 1 per lb. vith a
profit ta the 'endor suflicient ta remun-
ernte him for all his trouble and expense.
I t is considered that Canada, not being an
infected country, lias an advantage over
tlie United States, as the cattle imported
froi the latter country must be slaughter-
ed within fourteen days. À Canadian
animal is therefore w'orth more than an
Anierican in tle Engliish market. It is
however, said that it costs considerably
more ta get him there, aivin ta the high
freights. One cause ascribed for tLIese
higher freights is that the trade is sa mnch
larger vith the United States, that it is
easier ta get retu'ra cargoes ta New York
than ta Motreeal. It is evident that there
is a decided prejudice against dead meat,
whether importedin a frozen state or
otherwise, and there is a difference in
value of at least W penny per pound, It
is the opinion of those who have given the

subject most consideration that the price
of imported live meat must determine
the competition which the English farm-
er bas ta meet. IL is said that, as ta ivhat
are termed prime joints, the demand ex-
ceeds the supply. The comipetition for
the best cuts is sa great that the cost of
the best parts is as higl in New York as
iL is iii London The conclusion arrived
at by those who havestudied thi question
in England is that 7d. per lb. is the max-
imum price which the English farmer can
expect ta obtain in the face of the com-
petition from Anerica. It is issumed,
and no doubt correctly, that English meat
will be preferred by English consumers,
and that possibly a trifie, say a halfpenny
per lb., may be obtained over wbat is held
ta be the standard of 7d., and it is a very
large and difficult question how ta solve
tbe problem of groving ineat in Englaind
at id. per lb. Thlat, however, appears ta
be what the English farmer and the
Amîerican exporter may calculate on as a
maximim price.

SOUTH WESTERN RAILWAY.

The attempt of the Northern Pacifie

Railwy Company of the United States
to take the entire control of the South
Nstern Company lias causedi teien-

clous excitemuent in Winnipeg. IL lias
long been known bliat the South Western
directors had made arrrangements with a
company known as the Oregon Transpor-
tation Conipany in order ta secure its
aid in the construction of the roafi, which
itis quite evident the Canalitin promoters
bai not an adequate capital to undertake.
ILt has been a most tiforunate circtm
stance that, since the inauguration of rail-
way enterprizes in Canada, charters for
railroads have been granted by the Legis-
intures withoutany adequate securiity aiit
their paronioters liad the necessary meanîs
ta construct them. In Englandi the first
step which lias ta be taken before apply-
ing ta tlc Legislature is the inauguration
of a Company wvith adequate rapital, ail
ihicli lias ta he subscribed, and a peu-
centage actually paid up. There is bltus
a security given foi the execution of the
Irork. In the case of the South Western
Railway it seems highly probable that tlie
Canadian pronîoters are interested as
landholders in the construction of the
proposed line, and. that they obtained a
charter -elying altogether on focign aid
ta construct the railroad. We have been
unable ta find outéeactly whuat amoutît of
stock'iwas originally, subscribed. by Dr.
Schultz and his' associates on which 10
per cent. waspaid up, but it is said that
out of 10,000 shares, the Oegon and
Transcontineital element from the Nortli-

ern Pacifie claiim t contriolS,619 shares
IL is contended by the Canadian section,
of which Dr. Schultz is ce chief, that tîie
Ñorthern Pacifie Company Il have illegi-
tinate contral of Iis stock." That is a
sort of admission that the.' have at least
soine pretension to claini it, and is con-
fitnatéry of another statemeit that the
Oregon' Transportation Company received
$750,000 of stock, on vhich notling had
been paid, as paid up stock, subject ta
certain agreents, w'hich it is alleged
have been violated. Owinîg ta the failure
of the Transportation Co Iîany ta cai-ry
out these agreements, one of whichl seems
ta have been that Dr. Schultz and bis
friends were ta have an important shara
in ite manageient, thie parties have
quarrelled, and Dr. Schuhz lias found
out that it is higîy iliproper to vote on
stock on which nlothing has been paifi,
even ailthougli it may iave been giv-n ta
the holders as fully paid up.

We believe that there is no doubt thlat
h annual aieeting of the South Western

Company, recently lheld at WinuipegJvas
a iost stormy one, and that even per-
sonal violence was resorted to. The
American directors semi not only ta have
obtained possession of the prei:ses, but ta
have likewise securedi the aid o? Lte polce.
Two sets of directors have been elected
after a snen of riot and confusion. Geni.
eral iammotind appears to be the leader
o? the Aniericans, and Dr. Schultz o? the
Canadians. The respective riglts of the
contendiug parties mill.have ta be adjudi-
cated on hy the Courts, and there we may
icave the disputants for the present.

We have noticed the subject chiefly as
an illustration of the mode by which the

Northern Pacifie, a foreign rilroad cor-
poration, is endeavoring ta obtain control
of Canadian lines; iwith the countenance
of soane influential journals. In the case
already noticed iL must be obvions that
there ias merely a noimiinal capital, and
that theroad ws ta have been constîucted
by bonds yhich were ta hie been floated
in New York ot- elsewhiere on the basis of
a purely tictitious capital. eV do not

believe that the journals which;have beei
loudest in their denunciations of the Gov-

ernment of this Dominion for disallowing
the charter of the South Eastern Raihvay
Company have any other object than' a
desire ta injure the Canadlian Pacifie
Con-ipany. They cannot have any doubt
that the schenie is a second edition of the
Southi Western, and tlat tliere is no bona

de apital sùbscribed for the construction
of thte roadl. The Canadian Pacific Rail-
road is essentially a Dominion work in
whici all the Provinces are largely inter-
ested, and cven were it to be admitted that
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lfanitobacouldjustly claima rightto play
into the hands of a foreign corporation,
the least that can be expected is that
there should be some assurance that the
proposed scheme le not a fraud such as
there is too much reason to fear the South
Western bas been. We feel perfectly
certain that there are no capitalists pre-
pared to expend bond fide capital in the
construction of the line, the charter for
which bas been disallowed. The fact is
that the Northern Pacifie is determined to
do ail in its power to injure the Canadiai
lines, and it is much to ha regretted that
there are journals with so little feel-
ing of patriotism as to lend ail the aid in
their power to assist the schemes of a
foreign corporation.

THE FISHERY QUESTION.

We learn from our United States- ex-
changes that Mr. Rice of Massachusetts
has submitted to the Committee on foreign
relations a reportinwhichhe recommends
the abrogation of the fishery clause of the
Treaty of Washington. We presume that
this question, so vitally important to the
Maritime Provinces, willnotfail to engage
the early attention of the Dominion Gov-
ernment. It is fortunate that Sir Alexan-
der GaIt is familiar with the question in
all its phases, and is on the spot where his
services will be most valuable. One of
the points which Mr. Rice is said to urge
in his report is, that Americans would h
encouraged to follow the sea, and thus
create a nursery for sailors in the event of
war. We own that we fail to comprehend
how the exclusion of the Americans from
the insbore fisheries would tend to induce
them to follow the sea, and we therefore
imagine that Mr. Rice's litle game is t
subject Canadian fish to a heavy duty, and
at the rame time to claim for American
fishermen access to Canadian waters. 'The
abrogation of the present fishery arrange-
ment would necessitate a settlement of
the long-disputed beadland question,
whieh is the main gronnd on which it bas
been at aIl expedient for Canada to enter
into any treaty whatever regarding tbe
fisheries. 1f the Americans were exeluded
from fishing in Canadian waters, their
mercantile Marine would suffer severelë,
and it would be a matter of comparative
indifference to Canada what duty was
placed on fish, as it would fall on the con-
sumers in the United States. In that
event they would even have to pay the
duty on the lobster cans, which, su long as
the fishery treaty is in force, falls on the
Canadian exporters. It vill of course be
nocessary to watch the proceedings in
Congress on this subject, but there is no
danger, if our people get fair play, that;

the Canadian filshery interest can be dam-
aged thereby.

THE GUARANTEE COMPANY OF
NORTH AMERICA.

An important change bas taken place
in the eonstitution of the'Canada Guaran-
tee Conpany during the period since our
lest review. Although the Company had
for some years been chosen by many lead-
ing corporations throughout the Gnited
States to insure the fidelity of their em-
ployes, il was fult that the business could
be more satisfactorily and profitably per-
formed by the regular extension of its
working area throughout the entire
republic. With this object in view, Mr.
Rawlings, to whose indefatigable exertions
as manager the Compan'y is chiefly in-
debted for its successful career in Canada,
began the establishment of agencies in the
principal centres of tlie'United States last
year, and before the year had closed was
able -t announce to the shareholders that
the " Guarantee Company of North Amer-
ica," to which the name had been changed,
was now an accomplisled fact, from the
Pacifie Ocean to the Atlantic, and from
the Guif of Mexico to the Pole. They
could now say,

'No pent-up Utitc colfines our powers,
But the whole boundless continent is ou rs."

That this bas been accomplished at
comparatively littie expense le seen'in
the fact tbat the only curtailment thus
far bas been a reduction of thç dividend
for the second half of te year by tvo
per cent., making it a total dividend for
1881 of six per cent. Besides this, over
$5,000 bas been added to the surplus of
last year ;,a bonus of over $6,500 bas been
apportioned to the insured; and a reserve
of over $35,000 set apart for proportion
of premiums in hand unearned. For other
details we need only refer to the very
comprehensive and clear yet concise re-
port published in. another column. It
nay be mentioned that the agencies and

officers throughout the United States are
under the control o? the chief Executive in
Montreal, and ail business is subject to its
investigation and approval. On the Mont-
real Board, Messrs. Andrew Robertson,
James Rose, Edward Mackay and Thomas
Cramp have been replaced by Mr. W. J.
Buehanau, Gaenral Manager of the . Bank
o? Montreal, and Mr. Edward Rawlings.

THE ACCIDENT INS. CO. OF NORTH
AMERICA.

The Accident Ins. Co. of Canada,
following the example of its sister com-
pany, the Guarantee, both being under
the same management, has extended its
sphere of operations to the United

States, and the name of the Company
has been appropriately changed to that
of the "Accident Ins. Company. of North,
Amnerica." As in the case of the Qua-.
rantee Company, the dividend for the
latter half of 1881 was reduced by two ,
per cent. owing to the expenses of organ-
ization in the United States, making the
dividend for the whole year 6 per cent.
It will be observed that the net surplus
of the Company, after payment of all
losses and expenses, including prelimi-
nary expenses in the United States,.
besides providing over $19,000 as a fund
for unearned premiums, was $8,390.50.
The amount paic for losses during the
year was $12,246. The report is credit-
able in every respect to the management,
and there should be little doubt that the
extended powers of the Company will.
show a greatly enlarged business in the
future. Mi. Edward Rawlings succeeds
Mr James Rose on the Board of Direc-
tion for the current year. hie other
members were ail re-elected.

THE NORTI[ AMERICAN MUTUAL.

The first annual report of a Canadian
life insurance company, especially of one
as ambitious as this, canriot fait to be of
considerable interestto the public at large,
to the insurance fraternity, as well s to
the mercantile, professional and industri-
ous classes. The grounid was felt to be so
completely coveredi by strong Canadian
and British companies, that people have
wondered at the neiv-comer, and the cour-
age of those who could hope for success in
the midst of such competition. To be sure,
there was th ground being gradually
vacated by American companies, but this
is being as rapidly occupied by those who
were taught a valuable lesson by their old
rivais. The best evidence of the wisdom
and foresiglt of te promoters of the
North American Mutual is found in the
statement in another column, which
leaves little 'to be desired for a. first
year's operationsi indeed the company
would appear to have established itself as
with a boud, candalthough the early days
of life insurance companies are prover,-
bially free from peril, the vigorous pro-
portions o? the new-comer augur favor-
ably for a healthy growth. Applications
for insurance of nearly a million and three
quarters were received 'luring the year,
of -which r'sks for nearly $I00,000 were
declined as not 'desirable for various
reasons, an indication that due care is
observed in the selection of lives. The
company refers with mueh satisfaction in
this its first year's business to the com
paratively low rate of expenses, which is
only about one-half the average of Ameri.

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can companies, as shown by the last New
York insurance returns, and also to the
tabulated statement which represents
over $3 of assets for each $1 of liability
due ta the policyholders. The company
appears ta have been fortunate in its
Ollicers and Representatives as well as in
its Board of Directors, while the honor-
able and honest Alexander Mackenzie is a
President which any institution might
gladly have in its highest place.

The retiring Directors
are Messrs. Roberison, Thibaudeau, iclntyre,
MlacKay and O'Brien, who are all eligible for re-
election. The whole resptectf'ill submitted.

Tieit lie proposed Itat this stock should ibe
divided amongst .the remaining stockiolders,
but lthey lied learned on application ta their
Caonisel, thiat the only thing tiat they could do
was to sell it. Mr. Gagnon read a letter ta this
efect.

Mr. J. B. Duffus of Halifax, seconded the
resolution for hIe adoption of the report.

The Hon. A. W. Ogilvie said lhat he had
looked over the report before comint ta the
meeting, and although it was not assatisfiictory
as thcy wrould like to have liad as shareiolders,
still it was not as discouraging as it miglt hale
been, and under the circtnstances there was
little cause of complaint. le :supposed that
the last year hal beens the hardest year in mar-
ine insurance lhat they liad hald for a long lime,,
and in addition ihere had been one or two very
destructive lires, and fires going on all the time ;
so that if in this year tley could keep their ex-
peses down to tIse lowest possible limit, and
b a litile mo.re fortunate tisey' migit Italie ta
he ricli enlough to pay a little more liberal divi-,
dend. Still ie tihoiglt tlit they aset ä'ry
reason to.be well pleased tvith the report.

Dr. RLymond asked if lie carine inattrance
hai been a sousrce of loss or profit.

The President-We bave made money on
marine tiis year anid lost ais ire.

Mr. G: H. Dumesnil observed tliat thîey liad
iereasei the value of their assets and also of
the anount of ilIe reserve.

The President explained tit they had a sur-

plus. after alI their liabilities and reserve of
$6,455.09 with their Capital intact.

Mr. Alex. St. Denis ioved, seconded by Hon
A. W. Ogilvie, Thlit the tlianks of the share.
holders tire dite and tire ltereby tendered ta the
President and Directcrs for lteir services and
attention ta tIhe bisiness of the Company dur-
ing the past yeir."

Mr. Ogilvie Faid that l' knew that the duties
cf nli Piesident tnd Direciork cf an instrce
coinlety ii a v'ear 11k,'e last nît have beets
very arduous. île had hitd same exp"rience, and
he did not know anîy boards of directors tIat
hail more t,, worry and trouble tiem titan the
directors of tie insttraînce rnpany, especially
in seasons of lieavy loses. Tliey could not abve a
bet ter set cf tuen,, as filr as iniligenre, liard
work and tioiertv were concernet, d td lie n t
beartily seconded lthe reolution. The notion
wias carried.

The ilon. J. B. Thiinudeaui, Vice-President,
responded. Since the beginning of Ithe Coin-
pany they ha ta strtuggle almuost all the lime.
Then it wvas a new busimess for most of them
but was now hec, ming familiar, and if they vere
bnicked in the future as they laid been ln the
past by lthe good-will of their shareholders they
bad sirag btres cf rechiporslig.

The President also replie, ant mentioned
ihat aithough tliey hld ost a large imnount of
money thsere ha never been an hotîr wien the
money hd not been forticoming for the claim-
ants. But they shotld have more co-opera-
tion from Ithe share-holders. They had a
qu(arter f a million in securities Iat were
negotiable ii lve minutes, and lie knsew of no
Cnadisiian company thit, in proportion ta its
liabilities, had su strong resources as the
Royal Canadian Isurance Company.

The following annual report was titn read:--
In presenting itheir first annuel report, the

Directors of the North American Mfutîtal Lift
Insurance Company bave much pleasure lit
being able ta congratulate the policy-liulders
and guarantors upon the excellent position the
Company hass already attained, as shown by
the accompanying stetements of business doue
to December 3ist, 1881.

These statements have been drawn up in the
form prescribed by the British Board of Trade;
they suow that the assets of the Company,
witlIouit including tIe unpaid portion of the
Gutarantee Funit, represent over $3 for eatch $1
of liability to policy-holders

This fact, taken i connection with the
rapidly încreasing monithly revenue of tie com-
pany, is a sufficient guarantee of ils ability ta
meet promptly all its engagements and ta pro-
vide lte most substanutial security for all its
liabilities.

The last report cf tte New York Insurance
Department shows that 85 per cent. is the ratio
of expenditure ta incame of all the companies
doing business in that State, thuis leavingonly
15 per cent. ta be carried to reserve'; while the
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report for lst year of the Superintendent of the
Dominion Insirance Departient shows that
the ratio of cxpenditure to total premitîm mn-
come of ail Candiian companies for that year
was sonewhat more than 69 per cent., leaving
something less' than 31 per cent. for reserve.

Iln view of these faots, it js gratifying to'Fee
that the portion of our premimms remaining for
reserve is 43 per cent.

Your Directors felt that Life Insturance, as
heretofore carried on -in Canada, largely failed
to meet lthe reasontabîe requirements of the
public. The poor and the rich alike have h)at
reason to complain of the deflcts and sliort-
coniings of the old system. The working-man,
througi mability to pay even the smallest pre-
mium for wici an instirance could be effected,
found hiinself practically shut out from lte
benefits of Life-Itstrance; m hile lthe rich man,
or the well-to-do professionaI or business mani
found the ordinary unes of Life Insurance so
rigid and inelastic, is to be olten ttterly un-
suited to htis special neteds and objects.

These two grave defects in the old methods'
have been remedied by the Company's Indus-
triai systemtt, which tricos the wants of the
polrer classes, and by its Tontine Investment
plait, wiichin an eqnally sa.tisfactory manner
fulfils ali the reasonable requirements of the
wealtiier clastses.

,Many of our most wealthy and successful.
busiess and professional. men have not been
slow to discover litat the Company's Tontine
system of investmentenables themî salisfactorily
to accomplish nany Objecîs whicih Itey were
altogether unble.to eflect mniider lthe old method
of Lfe Insutrance. Our Company may there-
fore fairly claim to have largely extended the
benelits of Life Insuratnce amtong ail clases of
the conmunity by means ofits 'ontine and In-
dustrial systems.

The Company issuted its first poiicy on the
10ti of Janiiry, and pi to the 31st òf Derem-
ber elst received applications for $1,695,952
The care which ias been exercised in the ad-
mission of only healthy lives, ls shown by the
fact that of the foregoing, applications for
$97,344 were declined, not being deemed
desirable risks.

The Company bas establisbed itself n ithe
sister-Proviices of Quebee, New Brunswick.
Nova • Scotia, Prince Edward ,Iland,"and
Manitoba, with every prospect of success. Iri
parlticular from the Maritime Provinces Ihe
returns during the bhort'period, siice oiéning
there have been of the most gratifying char-
acier.

In accoriance wilh lithe provisions of the Act
of Incorporation, the accomptnyig by-laws
are submitled o the meeting for approval.

We have to egret th sudden removal by
deatth during the yesr of James Holden. Esq., of
MVhitby, one of the Directors. I1v. 1 lolden was
a zealois. and influential member of th iBoard,
widely known and tiniversaillyrespected and
bis deatit is a greatloss lo the Company. The
vacancy ttus created wasfilled by the appoint-
ment of Dr. James Thorburnt.

The Directors are confident that as the
methods and specially liberal policy of the Com-
pany become known its business wl contine to
increase rapidly, and they respectfully marge and
request:lthe exertions ofthe insured and gmàran..
tors in the endeavor to enilarge lthe sphere of
the Compdaîty's usefulness.

This wiith the co:operation of oiir excellent
staffof general and local agents, whose activity
and energfy in many instances are well worthy
of record, must ston render the Company in
every respect one of the most important finat-
cial institutions of is kind in lite Dorniniti.

The Directors ail, retire, but are eligible for
re-election. In resigineg the truîst confided to
them they desire t erecord their, entire can-
fidence i lthe preent and future prospects of
the lompany, and Ilieve that, 'vith-the sane
attention t ils- afifairs as ias hitherto been
given, the progress of the Company cannot fail
to be highly satisfactory.

The business secured
bad been fairly remunerative to the Compnny,,
and would be more so as tinie.progressed and
ie hati no1 doubt that as the vorking ciasses
camte to tnderstiülthe advantages to be
derivei fron it in comiparison with that from
ordinary beiefit societies, it wàitld lie imore
used than it iad been ip to the present lime;
The general bustiness of the Company hadl been
more successftil than the Directors had antici-
pated nt the cornmencement of the yéar. This
was the case not merely in. the amotnt, but in
the character (tf the business dote. In eacit of
lthe Provinces a chiss of risks had been obtained

far above the average, incluling any leading
business and professioigil men. 'Tis was
owing, nio dout, to a' great extent to the
cotitdtîence insîîired by the excellent list of
naines presented as directors and gti'intors of
the Comiany, so tiat every one bad confidence
that whatever lthe Board of Directors unxider'
took to do wouîld &i5 faitihfully carried out.
Ctomparing the business of the Company with
tItl of the other companies reporting t the
Insurance Departinent for the year 1880 the
last- year for whir sre have an officiai report,
We fmd that the premiums on new business for
the year wer exceeded by only one or suci
companies. The premimn revenue for the year
was $56,948, while lithe average amotnt of ench

olicy in the generai branch was larga.r than
taI of any other'Catnadian Company. This
lutter indirates the superior character of the
bltsiness done. h'lie cost of the first year's
business in anly Company is, of course, greter
than that tf lthe subsequentt years, when rthe

renewals come in to reduce the generai average
of expense. The cost of obtaining new business
for the year was less than 50 .ier cent. of the
premiuns ; while that of none of the other
compaies bete reached a lower average fgtre
titan 70 per cent. foi. the previous three years.
The Tontine plan of the Company has been
someiait vigorously attacked by the agents of
sone other compnanies, but that was perhapsto
lie exptected s the seccess aciived ias created
a little je'lotusv. Tihe -systemi is stated in the
endorsements on the policy, and 'he did not
consider it necessary to enter mto any defence
ofithe plan, further than 1o saythat itthad been
fount eminently suited ta the riews and cir-
clmstances of many business men 'who îvouId

ot insure at au on the ordirary plan. Upn
the whole the prospect was a' nost reassuring
one, and nothing that could be said wotid add
to lhe geieral fitcte presented in ltd report.
