Eleven years have passed, iiiid. as has been liinted a moment
ago !)>• tlie new I.ieiit.-Govenior of Alberta, many and man_\

ehanges have taken place. In l.SIU the expectations which you

indulged in of rapid development for this ne«' territory had not been

realized. The sun shone, the rain fell, the soil responded gener-

ously to the efforts of the farmer, br.t markets were far, the

means of access were few, the profits of the farmer were scanty

and small. Ajjriculture, upon whi<'h all industry depends, agri-

cidture, from which all nealth is derived, was sorely depressed,

aiul it beinu depressed, eveiythinp; suffereil in conseipience.

The city of Winnipeg, the pi.inecr cit.' after makiii); a splendid

start, had reached the rank of a provincial town and seemed to

have readied its furthest possibility. The five cities which

now ailorii the new provinces. He^'ina. .Moosejaw, Calgary, Ed-

monton, and I'rinci' Albert were nothing but striifjgling villages.

We want to share witlt them our lamls. our laws, our civiliza-

tion. Let them be Hritish subjects, let them take their .share in

the life of this country, whether it be municipal, provincial or

national. Let them be electors as well as citizens. We do not

want nor wish that any individual should forget the lanil of his

origin. Let them look to the past, but let them still more look

to the futun-. Let them look to the land of their ancestors, but

let them look also to the land of their children. Let them beccune

Canadians. Hritish subjects and Rive their heart, their soul, their

energy and all their power to Canada, to its instittitions. and to

its King, who like his illustrious mother, is a model constitutional

sovereign.
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
