Credit Meén's Association held their us-
val moxit‘m:y meeting at ti® Royal
Alexandra Hotel. Different phases of
thé insurance problem affecting both
wholesaler and retaller were discussed
at length. The insurance committec
submitted the draft of a pamphlet that
it {& intended to distribute thruout the
country, pointing out the necessity
and advantages of keeping fully in-
gured and offering suggestions as to
the best method of keeping properly

insured. In dealing with the matter,
the pamphlet points out the necessity
for an annual stock taking and the
keeping of a proper set of books, 80
that in case of a fire loss, an adjust-
ment of the logs can casily be arrived
at.
1t was reported that the fund of $10,-
000 for the prosecution of fraudulent
debtors was being largely sgubseribed
to. It is anticipated that considerable
improvement will result from a confer-
ence between the managers of the
Mercantile Agency Serviceé and the
committee dealing with the subject.

The finance committee reported that
a considerable surplus wuuw result
from the first year's operations, not-
withstanding the heavy initial expenses
of organization.

It was stated that the “Uniform Fi-
nancial Statement Blank” was being
largely used, and mewmvers were asked

'Russia’s Greatest Rebel. ;

Tolstoi has been called the greatest
rebel in Russia. He alone of all Rus-
slans has defied the Czar and the gov-
ernment. His publishers and friends
have been cast into prison, but the
‘Russian, Government. is . afraid.. te-
shackle Tolstol. He has bgen a persist,
ent tator and prophet of revol ution,
yet the Czar and his ministers have
been compelled by their own fears to
guarahtee him every protection. The
count  is adored by millions of Rus-
sians and is esteemed thruout the em-
pire as Russia’s greatest intellect.

Against church, setate, soclety, law
and gbvernment Tolstol has for many
vears raised the voice of scorn and de-
nuncigtion. It is a crime for others to
disseminate his works, but it is not a
crime /for him to create them.

Tolstoi was born in an aristoératic
| family on his present estate, Aug. 28,
11828,  He martied the Countess Sophia
in ‘1861, Being a peasant at heart, his
life ‘has" been .devoted largely to the
betterment of the peasantmwy, which
motive was the inspiration of the major
part of his writings.

“Whereas the Ontario Government in
the past has recognized the necessity
of making provision for hotel accom-
modation for the traveling public in
the Ontario Liquor License Act, sald
provisions including both inspection
and regulation, it being a prerequisite
to the granting of a license that ho-
tel accommodation ' be provided:

“And whereas since 1904 municipall-
ties under 4he power conferred by
section 141, sub-section (1) of the Li-
cenge Act, have passed some 265 local
option bylaws, said hylaws having the
effect. of .making null and. void ali
other sections of the act governing.

hotels in said municipalities from gove«
emment imepection and control;
