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TALE OF GRENT FIRE FULL
OF THRILLING INCIDEHTS

Continued From- Page 1.

few minutes we ¢ould see tongues of
flames leaping up Into the air. Half an
hour later the-clearing on the Vipond !
was on fire in geveral places, and we
thén réalised the dangerous position
wa were in. Hardly had Mr. Davidson
clled out his men and set the puinp
to work, when all around where the
magazine stood was on fire. Bert Rea,
Captain Mackay, Mr. Bowery and I
thén began to fight as best we could for
the protection of the property.

Magazine Caught Fire.

“Our first care was to prevent the
dynamite from béing exploded. ' All the
cases were got down the shaft in
safety. but just as the last was being
lowered, the magazine caught fire,
and with it my headgear. 1 made a
rush for the two horses, but they were
so terrified ‘they would not budge. I
c¢oaxed and: pulied and jeérked, but it
was useless, and then 1'heard David-
son’ shouting. ‘You will be burned if
you don’'t come along.’ I had to lemve
‘them, but as soon ae# the main fire
swept past, Davidson went back and
got them out. They were badly sing-
ed and burned about the head, and one
has since dled, but the other will come
out all right. The most pitiful sight
in the camp was the two fox terriers,
Vipond and Hollinger. They crept un-

\ta \¢ome out. The pig, too, got in after
them and shared their flate.

“We decided to make a dash for the
Hollinger clearing to the west, as we
thought that ‘would be comparatively
safe. After wetting our clothes as
much a4s we could, we ran for it, ung,
except for being temporarily blinded
by the acrid fumes, reached the Hol-
linger safely, where we found hundreds
of men gathered. The most extraorain-
ary thing of all was that the wood plles
burned with a white light just ifke an
arc lamp. This against the gléom and
darkness, caused by the dense smoke
clouds, had an cerie effect. In the dis-
tance burning buildings could be oc-
casionally seen, and the entire clearing
in fact was encircled by flames. Every
man in_the camp was out fighting the
fire, and- not until it seemed to have
spent ites force and to be heading for
the McIntyre camp, did .the--600, men
sit down to supper. !

Hit the Trail.

The principal salt resulting from
{ the use of chiorine in the purifying
of potable water is chloride of am-
monium, and this chemical is benefi-
cial rather than otherwise.

The action of chlorine in purifying
water has been described as operating
in several ways; the principal action
is that of forming chlorides with such
bases as it meets with in the water.

The affinity of chlorine for ammon-
jum and its stability when complned
are well known and it is this affinity
which is the element of activity which
gives chlorine its value as a purifier
of waler.

Organisms damgerous to the human
constitution will have their constituent
elements resolved by the presence of
the chlorine, its selective affinity for

“These. reports will show,” continued
Inspector Archibald, “that in most of
these houses there is the keeper and
two inmates. Sometimes there is but
one inmate; never more than the two.

“As to tolerated houses, what I mean
is that as soon as the police have evi-
| dence against. any house which, in
| their estimation, will be sufficient to
secure a conviction -before the police
magistrate, that house is raided forth-
with and the keeper and inmates, to-
| gether with 4any frequenters there
found, are brought into court.

“As to the number of women, streéet
walkers and others, engaging in pros-
titution, ' either as a solc or partial
means of making a livelihood, I have
no evidehce which would warrant my
making-even an approximate estimate
of their numbers in the city.”
