A SERIOUS BLUNDER.

the British retreat, which apparently was
the misunderstanding of an order, He
says : )

“When I left the western base of Splon
Kop, after 6 p.m., all was well, The gun
and musketry fire was  alwast quiescueni,
Ounly at rare Intervals did rhe ‘pomn pow’
break in, and, as for the rifles, only the re-
lentless snipers were shooting. The wouud-
ed were being brought dows 1a hundreds,
and, as I have sald, the mountain la.tery
was, with the naval guns, on the.r way to-
ward Thaba Emanyama.

“An hour and a half later a disastrous
change set in. The green troops, wlho Lad
never been under fire, must, I sumsp. ¢t. have
,been shaken by the subsequent whi lwind of
Boer shells and bullets that descguded upon
the mountain. [ disilke tu uame anylody
i particular, regulfirs or colonia‘s, for both
for weary hours behaved magn ficently, and
means might have been more promptly
adopted for helping them.

No Scare or Stampede,

‘“The stories of scare and stampede, whe-
ther of the raw Imperial Light tofantry
levies or certaln of the reguiur, muy be
brushed aside as unworthy of credence,
That in the darkness a thawing and meiting
process set In 1 cad believe, but !t was n-
duced and aggravated by anoiher «ircum-
stance, which I dare to call a criminal Llun-
der.

The enemy cculd be seen plcking up Lee-
Metford rifles and cartridges, and assisting
In bringing in wounded and dead to our
dressing stations and ambulances, some of
which were upon the mountain, Taeir own
ambulances were also busy collecting their
;wounded. Our loss is probably over 209
killed and the total casualties quite 1600.

Several of the Boers had ridden on horse
iback up the mountain. General Louis Botha
‘was there, showing we had been fighting
the Free Staters. He was rather Irate, and
at first declared he would keep all the
l‘woundo.:d in his own hands and our ambu-
{lance men until we surrendered 25 prisoners
taken at Acton Homes. Major Wright of
the Gordons, In charge of the ambuiance
corps, palavered for over an hour and
half, and ultimately Botha let them all go.
He bade them within 24 hours remove tnem-
selves and all hospitals south of the Tugela
or he would fire upon them without excep-
tion.

There was an armistice 'agreed upon, ex-
tending to-day from 10 o'clock a.m. to ¢
o'clock p.m., but It was long  after that
bour ere the last of the dead were burjed

and the wounded brought down hill. Our
men declared that they buried over 100 of

our dead upon that part of Splon hop, and
saw at least 50 dead Boers.

Late In the dusk of evening the baggage
and supplies columns were sent back over
the Tugela, both in Warren's and Lyttel-
ton’s forces. 7This foreshadows a retreat
all aiong the line. But two things remain
~—either we must stand and fight, warning
Sir George to co-operate and cut his way
out, or we must abandon bim and Lady-
smith to their fate. Which will it be?

Calamity in a Large Tenement House
in New York City on Sun-
day Morning.

POLICE AND FIREMEN WERE BRAVE.

Rescued a Number of People~Most
of the Victims Were Found
on Fifth Floor,

New York, March 4.—Flve persons were
burped to death and three were Injured
early this morning in a fire which occurred
ip a seven-storey lodging house at 44 and
48 Bowery.

The dead are: Charles Buttle, 40 years
old; John Clark, 50 years old; Edward
Doyle,37 years old; Henry Jackson (colored),
37 years old; one unidentified man abonut-
50 years old.

Stephen Carney, 75 years old, was burned
about the body, face and hands, and re-
moved to the hospital in a serious cond}-
tion, :

Martin Gallagher, 53 years old, was burned
about the face and hands, and also removed
to a hospital. : §

Edward Walker, 47 years old, was
burned, but, ‘gfter having his wounds
dressed, remained at the lodging house.

Discovery of the Fire,

The fire was first discovered shortly after
2 o'clock, Smoke was pouring . from Lhe
windows of the fifth floor, and the flames
were making rapid progress.

The lodging house was cut into 132 rooms
and Y0 of these small places were occupli

when the fire broke out. Policemen Seut
in an alarm and burst Into ‘the place o

| arouse the inma.es. Tney notified the nigat

clerk. who raug the alarms all over .ue
house. The hail was instantiy tilled with a
erowd of excited peopie. ‘Lhe policemen
forced their way to the upper floors in an
effort to rescue some of ihe belpless, or
any who might be overcome with smoke,
They carried out Thomas vH_arper, a one-
legged man, and Edwiard Watker, who had
been burned and pardally overcome by the
smoke.

Siephen Carney was found Iying on the
floor in his room. The flames bad alrealy
burned the old man's hands, face and budy,
but a policeman picked him up and carried
him out of the bullding.

All Found on Fifth Floor.

The firemen succeeded in putting out the
flames without great ioss to the bullding,
After the fire was out, they - begau a
search, The bodies of all five of the vie-
tims were found on the fifth floor, where
the fire did most damage. Buttie was
suffocated in his bed. John Clark was
found on the floor of his room dead, as
wis also BWdward Doyie. The colored man
was found dead at a window, and the uni-
dentified man had been overcome just as
he was dragging bimself from the window
to the fire escape. .

All the bodies were taken to the morgue.

The new soldier has no use for pipe clay,
for bright uniforms, for helmets, or sh'ny
armor. Nor will “precision lu'\qovcments"
on geometrical lines count for mbch.

The new soldler Is a unit, relying on him-
.self, very mobile, not depending on solidar-
ity, He will wear a free and easy uniform
of a peutral color that will not help to
make him a mark to the enemy. He will
wear a knock-about hat, having'a revolver
and a magazine rifie. He will be able to
shoot weil, to dig a crench, to ride a horse,
to make a long march, to crawl on his
belly under fire. “He will be well fed wher-
ever possible and ‘have improved medical
attendance when wounded. He will sleep
whenever he ean, only march when he has
to, sa¢ing bimself for fighiing. To slesp
and fight will be his main occupation.

For a country like Canada, where our
main concern will be one of defence, we
ean learn a great deal from the Boer war
—how to dig trenches and fight from them
and from belind rocks, with the laiest iind |
of firearms. An invading army of half a mil-
ilon could neither occupy Bofp hold Canada
if we had fifty thousand of the new kind
of soldiers to meet it.
