Lean meats may be used on eg or twice a 

day; eggs, concentrated nitrogenous food, 
may always take the place of meat at one 
meal. It Is not necessary that meat should 
ever be addeÿ to the morning racal. In 
cooking green vegetables. If care be .taken, 
sufficient may be cooked one day tor two, 
thus saving the artificial heat of the house 
and the strength of the housewife. It 
requires the same amount of fire to cook 
half a peck of string beans as It does to 
cbok a smaller quantity; one part may be 
put aside and served cold with a flttie 
Mrenofc dressing for the next day’s dinner. 
Cauliflower and cabbage are equally good, 
cold or hot. Green peas may be . very care­
fully cooked, and a portion seasoned with 
«alt and pepper and put aside; next day 
throw them Into a double boiler to re­
heat. When hot they will be ready to use. 
Cold meats. If nicely garnished, are pal­
atable and sightly.

Sunday’s dinner may always he prepared 
on Saturday. Potatoes may be boiled, and 
on Sunday hashed, mixed 
sauce, and heated In a double boiler.

Asparagus, string beans, limn beans, 
peas, and even squash, may be carefully 
cooked on Saturday and reheated on Sun­
day.

Such desserts as old-fashioned rice pud­
ding, and those made from gelatine, also 
cup custards, may be made and placed 
aside.

The hours which she spends In fancy cook­
ing an<l the ironing of fançy clothing 
might, for her health's sake, mtich be.tter 
be given to resting and recreation. The 
latter Is quite as necessary as the former.

Complicated mixtures, such as pies, 
pies, cakes, ‘ preserves and jellies, are seen 
In great variety and abundance on the 
farmhouse table, all of them producing 
much heat without giving a corresponding 
amonnt of nitrogen or muscle-making food. 
As the hard work of the farm Is done dur­
ing the heated term anyone can see at a 
glance the folly of such à diet. Butter and 
cream, admirable foods for winter, are 
undesirable In hot weather; and still, dur­
ing harvest time, when the men aft“i*t 
the greatest strain, these so-called good 
things of life are most bountifully bestow­
ed upon them.

It has been our habit, and the habit ot 

our* mothers and grandmothers, to havt 
the heavy meal for the farmer at noon­
day—not because It was the proper thing 
to do, but because we have followed the 
example of generations previous.

In some parts of 
the country progression has gone so far 
that the men rest during the greater heat 
of the afternoon,begin tbelp work at 6.30, 
wqrk until fi. then take their dinner, rest 
an hour after and work in the field dur­
ing the early twilight.

Alin for Simplicity on the Table.
In all walks of life the cry Is for greater 

No longer Is the overladen 
table containing six or eight kinds of pre­

NEW BRITISH GUN.Causes of Great Mortality ln Sum- Dinner, 5 o’clock.
Stewed Chicken. London, June 3.—Great things are hoped 

for from a new gun with which the Bri­
tish first-class cruisers now In course of 
completion are being equipped. The wea­
pon is known as the 9.2 marked id twenty- 
eight ton gun, and Is taking the place of 
heavier guns on account of its great range 
and rapidity of firing. With a charge of 
103 pounds of cordite It can throw a shell 
weighing 380 pounds to a distance of 15 
miles. It is noteworthy that the weapon 
Is being fitted with the new Vickers-Maxlm 
mounting, which weighs 150 tons.

HIce.People who eat day after day in this 
way give out quickly, and conclude that 
farming Is a hard way to earn a living, 
which Is. of course, true under such cir­
cumstances.

of household knowledge. Remedies are 
equally well known; the judicious selection 
of cooling, well-blended foods taking the 
place of the green, succulent vegetables 
containing starch; pure water: light, com­
fortable clothing; well-ventilated sleeping 
rooms; regular bathing and general hy­
giene.

They par­
ticularly desire the reccfcnitlon of their 
union,, and another demand will be the 
reinstatement of members of the union 
who werè discharged while the negotia­
tions were going on. 
issued a statement to the public, in which 
it is said the wages are too low, that the 
manufacturers have organized an associa­
tion of their own, and have Jixed matters 
in such a way that a man cannot leave 
his usual place of work and get a job in 
any other factory in the city. They say 
the demand for Increased wages is reason­
able, because the prices of all supplies 
have advanced, and also because the prices 
the manufacturers # get for supplies are 
higher than they were. The manufacturers 
say the business will not stand the in­
crease. and they refuse to grant it.

The services of the l)eputy 
Minister of Labor, Mr. W. L. King, will 
probably be enlisted in the attempt to 
bring about a settlement.

the conduct of the stewards In the Advance 
Guard-Kandicapper-GIenwood case. In do­
ing so, it Ignores entirely the irregularity 
o£ the course taken by the stewards In the 

Coat race on the previous Saturday, 
which was once more spoiled because the 
rules ond conditions were not adhered *o. 
The writer In The Globe, who naturally 
follows the procedure of the stewards, sup­
ports a distinction in one case but refuses 
to allow It in another. He argues that 
the exception is founded on the u 
Inrity of the decision arrived at. 
simply begging the question. The excep­
tion is founded on right, justice and com­
mon-sense. That the h 
under specified rules and conditions is un­
doubted, but when those rules and condi­
tions are voluntarily broken by the very 
men for whom The Globe writer is the 
apologist, what is to be done: What I 
argued, and still argue, Is that lf there was 
justification for declaring bets off, in vio­
lation of rules, lf you like. In the Red Coat 
race, there was more justification for such 
a course In the Advance Guard-Handicap- 
per-GIenwood instance. I quite agree with 
The Globe that the judges have no right 
to vary nor alter nor make exceptions to 
the rules. That they do not make rules 
at the Woodbine occasionally to fit the 
case, I am not prepared to admit. They 
made not one rule, but two rules, and I 
âm pot sure they did not make three In 
the Red Coat race; or, rather, they violated 
them, which, so far as this argument is 
concerned, Is the same thing. Nobody de­
nies, altho many people were not previous­
ly a war? of the fact, that If one horse Is 
disqualified for Interference or jostling, any 
other horse in the same race, the property 
of the same owner, is "disqualified also, 
under the rule, which, of course, is intend­
ed to prevent an owner winning by unfair 
means. I will overlook the stale remark, 
which is always brought np at such a time, 
as lf nobody were honest but the man who 
takes the same view, that “the complaints 
that Moor did not win fairly, and that 
backers of Glenwood did not get a run for 
their money, are but other forms of the 
old win, tie or wrangle idea. If you win, 
collect the money; if you lose, have bets 
declared off.” Can the writer in The Globe 
sav that Moor outran either Advance Guard 
or Glenwood? He might have done the 
latter, but he certainly did not do the for­
mer. Therefore, he won on a technicality; 
but no one Is objecting to his getting the 
fruit of his victory, but to the fact that 
the public, of whose Interests the stewards 
were apparently so solicitous In the Red 
Coat race, were not in this case taken Into 
consideration at all. The Globe says that 
backers of Glenwood had a run for their 
money as much as the backers of Mario 
had when he was thrown by Mr. Dunlap.

HIBITION.

Mr. McNanght think» The World is evad­
ing the main Issues In discussing the asso­
ciation’» request for money to erect new 
buildings, and he asks ns “for a couple of 
atrplght Anglo-Saxon answers” to the fol­
lowing questions, based open statements 
made by The World;

Flrat—Will you please point ont how the 
Exhibition Association can easily finance 
for new building» under Its present ar­
rangement with the city?

Second—Will yon give them some new 
and original ideas that will lift the Exhi­
bition out of the rut?

In regal'd to the first question we beg 
to state that The World never made the 
assertion that the association could easily 
finance for new bnlldlngs. 
say was that the association muet finance 
the undertaking (1. e., the Exhibition) from 
within Itself, and that it onght to be able 
to, do so. We take the ground that there 
la a big gathering of people and a great 
circulation of money daring the Exhibition 
and that the association ought to devise 
ways and means for relieving the people 
of sufficient of their spending money to 

■make-the Exhibition self-sustaining. We 
think, further, that we correctly reflect 
public opinion In this view. The Exhi­
bition la in the hands of a well-paid staff 
of officials. The public Is quite Justified 
In asking these officials to make the thing 
pay, or else make way for others who will 
do so. We don’t pretend to be able to 
state Juat what changes should be made In 
order to place the Exhibition on an entirely 
self supporting basis. As long as the peo­
ple can be Induced to vote money tor the 
Exhibition there will be no cessation of 
requests In this direction. The people have 
come to the conclusion that the association 
must now be thrown on Its own resources 
and made to sink or swim. We do not see 
any reason why It should sink.

Nor do we pretend to answer Mr. Mc- 
Nanght’s second query any more specifical­
ly than the first. We simply state the 
fact that the Exhibition has become 
monotonous. It Is Just possible that the 
Infusion of new blood In the management 
might be the means of Imparting a few 
touches of originality to the show. Nothing 
can be risked by making a few changes. 
The policy of the Exhibition is now so 
well established and so purely a matter 
of routine that almost any wide-awake 
business man could successfully conduct it 
along Its present lines. Let the directors 
call In experts, 
they would be able to suggest the Intro­
duction of new features ana to advise the 
retirement of some that have become ter­
ribly shop-worn.

Mr. McNanght Is In error in stating that 
The World has referred to the Exhibition 
as a failure. Our criticisms on the sub­
ject do not warrant any such inference. We 
say, on the contrary, that the Exhibition 
has developed into a big affair, so big In 
fact that It ought to be able to run Itself 
and make a good profit.

SIR. McNAUGHT ON THE BYLAW.

Editor World: Your editorials of Satur­
day and to-day regarding the defeat of the 
Exhibition bylaw are not only unfair to the 
Exhibition Association and its directors, but 
furnish good examples of the way in which 
enterprises conducted for the public bene­
fit are often brought Into disrepute by mis- 
leadung Journalistic criticism, 
baturuay issue you stated “that the absurd 
tlon must hereaiteY finance tfie undertaking 
from within themselves, and If they cannot 
they are lacking in business capacity and 
must get out of the business." In reply 
to this statement, I snowed that under 
tne present agreement with the city tne 
Exhibition Association have no means what­
ever by which they can finance for new 
bialdings, seeing that their assets now be­
long to the city, and that every dollar of 
profits made from exhibitions has to be 
paid over to the city. To this explanation 
you make no reply whatever by why of 
pointing out how* this financing can be 
done. You accentuate yoiir charges against 
the present management, however, by say­
ing that you “do not believe that it Is addi­
tional new buildings that stand between 
success and far lure, for the Exhibition. 
What is required most of all Is to lift the 
show out of the rut and to Impregnate it 
with a few new and original Ideas."

In reply to these statements, I would 
simply refer you to the letter from the 
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association to the 
citizens of Toronto on this subject, pub­
lished In your columns a few days ago, 
which very fairly represents the views of 
tbe exhibitors of the Arts’ and Manufactur­
ers’ Department of the F,xhibitlon. By this 
you will see that to their minds there Is 
no perodventure about the necessity for 
new buildings for ‘this department, and. 
also, that It will be impossible to get their 
hearty co-opernCon until they are erected.

I also take issue with The World In re­
gard to the Inference that the Toronto Ex­
hibition has been a failure. So far from 
that being the ease. It has. In my opinion, 
been a most conspicuous success, 
has been the most fiuecePRfnl annual exhibl 
tlon on the American continent and this Is 
fo well reeoenlznd by all the other annual 
?n*’rs that they Invariably look to, the To­
ronto Exhibition for pointers and new Ideas 
regarding management. This would hardly 
be the case had onr Exhibition be^-n n 
failure.

In your RAHWAY MEN AND MR. BLAIR.
THE TEXAS OIL FIELDS.

The Texas oil field Is constantly Increas­
ing In extent while the gushers that have 
been discovered show no signs of abate­
ment In their output, 
are dally extending the limits of the field, 
and It seems quite possible that It may be 
found to c^ver a large part of Eastern 
Texas and Western Louisiana. The im­
mediate problem to be solved Is the find­
ing of a market for the crude oil, the stor­
ing of which Is taxing the facilities of the 
producers. An Idea of the productiveness 
of this new territory may be gathered from 
the fact that, within an area of 118 acres, 
a few miles from the now celebrated vil­
lage of Beaumont, there have been drilled 
nine of the largest oil wells In the world. 
What their total capacity Is can only be 
conjectured. Wells that spout a six or 
cfght-lnch stream of petroleum 150 feet In 
the air are beyond ordinary standards cf 
measurement. An expert guess, backed by 
an Incomplete test, has put the production 
of the Lucas well alone at from fifty thou­
sand to Seventy thousand barrels In twen­
ty-four hour». The previous total output 
of the world Is stated, on authority that 
ought to be sufficient, to have been some­
thing more than 375,000 barrels dally. It 
Is estimated that two and one-half barrels 
of oil are equal to one ton of coal tor 
fuel purposes, and an unlimited supply of 
oil can be hud at from t>0 to 80 cents per 
barrel. It has been estimated that, If all 
the present users of power in the Southern 
States, Including the railroads, shopld Im­
mediately equip their engines and boilers 
for the use of oil, their total consumption 
would not amount to a quarter of tbe 
present production of the Beaumont field. 
The discovery will undoubtedly be of some 
advantage to Canada. The Beaumont wells 
nre only 18 miles from Fort Arthur, where 
there are ample facilities for ocean-go­
ing vessels. It ought to be possible to ship 
crude oil to Canada and sell it at a figure 
that will give relief In our coal bills. 
Germany Is already making arrangements 
to use the product of the Beaumont fields. 
The discovery ought to have a considerable 
Influence on the refined petroleum market. 
TJie largest domestic corporation ever 
formed In Texas has been organized for 
refining and handling the oik By far the 
larger part of the product will be fuel 
oil, hut It Is expected that Illuminating 
and lubricating oils will also he obtained 
In profitable percentage». ^

the New Explosive Warfare Will

New York, June 3.—The Press says Maxi­
mite, the new explosive, Invented by Hud­
son Maxim, has been adopted by this coun­
try, after a series of successful tests at 
the Sandy Hook proving grounds. The 
secret of the explosive has been sold to the 
government by the Inventor, and the explo­
sive, It Is thought», may revolutionize war­
fare. It is said to be more deadly in its 
character than lyddite, yet so safely can it 
be handled that the danger attaching to 
its use is less than that incurred iu trans­
porting ordinary black powder.

The stamps^aken v<ere 100 half- 
cent, 3500 ones, 2970 twhs^JS*) old purple 
twos, 650 threes, maple leaf,XS0 surcharged 
threes, two twos, 170 fives, 7 ten cent Im­
mediate delivery, all worth $152.35. Many 
certificates of stock In various mining com­
panies were also stolen, and $55. In cash. 
Stamps found on the prisoners when arrest­
ed were produced by the Crowp, and Mr. 
Proctor said that they were similar to 
those stolen. Mr. Proctor also Identified 
a large blacksmith’s sledge hammer and a 
brace which Were discovered at the post- 
office the morning after the robbery. The 
pieces of the combination of the safe which 
had been shattered by an explosion were 
also shown to the jury.

Mrs. Proctor and Miss Violet Sheppard, 
who assisted at the postoffice, corroborated 
the evidence given by Mr. Proctor. Mr. J/ 
L. Miller, blacksmith, at Aurora. Identi­
fied the sledge hammer and the brace as 
having been stolen from his shop on the 
night of the robbery.

Tracing: the Prisoners.
- ’ '-'uce was then adduced to prove that 

Rice, Rutledge and Jones were In the town 
of Aurora on the night of the robbery. Mr. 
S. T. Devlile, Mayor of Aurora, and pro­
prietor of a tannery / there, testified that 
he saw the prisoner Jones at his office 
about May 15. He represented himself 
as an oil agent, but went out without 
even attempting to make/ a deal.

Mr. Ell Braund, hardware merchant at 
Aurora, said he also saw Jones about a 
week or 10 days before the robbdry, when 
the prisoner passed his -store. Jones stopped 
at an alleyway north of the postoffice, and 
did n lot of looking aroqnd.

Samuel Hewitt, who also lives at Aurora, 
said he heard of the robbery on the morn­
ing of May 23. The day before he saw the 
prisoner. Jones, on two occasions on Hutch­
inson’s Hill, south of the town. The sec­
ond time he saw Jones the latter was ac­
companied by two strangers, one of whom 
spoke to him. Henry Fleury, clerk in the 
Aurora branch of the Ontario Bank, testi­
fied that he met Rice and Rutledge on the 
evening of May 22, at George Lemon’s 
Hotel, Aurora, where they had their sup­
per. Miiss Lemon, daughter of the hotel- 
keeper, also swore that Rutledge and Rico 
had their tea at the place the night prior 
to the discovery of the robbery.

Spring-sown wheat Is 
flourishing over the eastern sections, and 
In the western portion the drought 'which 
caused some uneasiness early In the week 
has been relieved. The corn crop is mak­
ing excellent progress on an enormous area 
of cultivation, and the condition of cot­
ton is well up to the average of previous 
rears. Trade reports are favorable, and the 
feeling at the outset of the summer is very 
confident in nearly every leading line. 
Monev is growing easier, both here and 
abroa*d, and the high exchange rates and 
the continued gold exports excite fio ap­
prehension because they are due wholly 
to the fact that lendable capital is supera­
bundant in this country. There Is little 
chance of the money market growing any 
firmer until fall, when the crop-moving 
demands begin to be felt.

A Most Unusual Case.
The case ife one of the most unusual 

In local criminal history, and sensations 
are promised by the state. Both the Ken­
nedy and the Prince families have lived 
In Kansas City for years, the Kennedys 
being prominent in social and business 
circles. Philip H. Kennedy w.is 28 years 
old. He bad known Lulu Prince for a 
year, and in that time had paid her some 
attention. In December they were mar­
ried at the Court House by a local judge. 
Kennedy refused to live with his wife, 
and a month later brought suit to have 
the marriage annulled, alleging duress. 
He charged that the woman's father and 
brother William compelled him. at the 
point of a revolver, to go before the judge 
and be married,threatening him with death 
If he demurred. A few days after the suit 
was filed, on Jan. 10, ;rt 5.30 in the even­
ing, Mrs. Kennedy appeared at her hus­
band’s office, in the Ridge Building, and.
