Fees’ Lines Stretched.
The situation In Bukowina has 

cleared up with th* Russian announce­
ment that, the whole of the duchy is 
now in Russian hands.

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1ST. THOMAS, Ont., June 26th—Thlg 
was a memorable and proud day for 
St. Thomas and Elgin County when 
the gallant 91st Battalion, under the 
command of Lt.-Cm.

Attorney-General I. B. Lucas, chair­
man and speaker of the evening, said 
that Lord Kitchener was one of those 
Britons who never knew when they 
were licked, and they were the kind of 
men to watch out for. “Get the Kitch­
ener spirit" he told them.

Kitchener, he continued, was called 
upon to.perform . miracles, which he 
did. Hie volunteer army of five mil­
lion was the greatest body bf fighting 
men in the world. It was not at ail 
surprising, he thought, that lord 
Kitchener should have been the sub­
ject of some criticism of details of war 
strategy. But there woe no place for 
arm-chair critics just now. Their 
•place was or should be on the firing 
line. Military tactics must be left In 
the hands of soldiers.

"Kitchener,” he said, 'left a record 
which, will never be surpassed. He 
did not kick because of the long work- 
“f tours. He moved his bed into his 
office."

"I am directed by my government to 
Inform your excellency, with refer­
ence to the Carrizal incident, that tho 
chief executive thru the Mexican war 
department gave order* to Gen. Jac- 
onto B. Trevano not to permit Am­
erican forces from Gen. Pershing’s 
column to advance further south, nor 
to move further east or west from tho 
points where they are located, and to 
oppose new Incursions of American 
soldiers .Into Mexican territory. These 
orders were brought by Gen. Trevano 
to the attention of Gen. Pershing, who 
acknowledged the report of the com­
munication relative thereto. On the 
22nd instant, as your excellency knows, 
an American force moved eastward 
quite far from its base, notwithstand­
ing the above orders, and was engaged 
by Mexican troops at Carrizal, elate 
of Chihuahua. As a result of the 
encounter several men on both sides 
were killed and wounded, anfl 17 Am­
erican soldiers were made prisoners.

"You are hereby instructed to hand 
to the minister of foreign relations of 
the de facto government the following: 

Deliberately Hostile 
"The government of the United 

States can put no other construction 
upon the communication handed to the 
secretary. of state of the United 
States, on the 24th bf June, by Mr, 
Arredondo, under Instructions of your 
government, than that it Is intended

Cannot Avert War. .
The president told those at the con­

ference tonight of the note from Gen- 
Carranza avowing the attack on Am­
erican troops at Carrizal, and of the 
reply that he had directed, to he eent.

M.G. Wit removal is ' a national loss 
In a department of work where the 
skill and experience which be combined 
In an unusually comprehensive wruy 
was of special service to Canada. His 
long period of service as deputy min­
ister of agriculture In Ontario gave 
him a knowledge of the country's re­
quirements which was exceptional 
We expressed our regret at the time 
of his removal to Ottawa that the 
province should have lost his services, 
but What Ontario lost Canada gained.

In the wider field opened by the 
work of the conservation cojntn 
he found a splendid--opportunity for 
the exercise of his abilities. With the 
prestige of a continental reputation 
he was able to take hold of the prob­
lems placed before him, and produce 
results which Indicated that he was 
the providential man for the place, The 
organization of the ‘Patriotism and Pro­
duction" campaign on the outbreak of 
the war had a most beneficial Influence 
on the crop returns last year, and his 
unceasing Interest In the war situa­
tion led him to devote sedulous at­
tention to every phase of It, whereby 
something might be learned and some­
thing done to help the nation thru Its 
vital crisis.

Mr. James' personal qualities en­
abled him to carry his labors to all 
classes and Interest them and 
them until strangers hearing him were 
touched with something of bis own 
Interest and enthusiasm.

Herbert Wray, 66 Oreenlaw avenue, 
ISariecourt, first Canadian overseas con­
tingent, Nova Scotia Highlanders, was 
received 6y his relatives Saturday from 
the adjutant-general, militia department, 
Ottawa, In the following telegram :

"Deeply regret to Inform you Sgt. Wal­
ter Herbert Wray, No. 46012, Infantry, 
officially reported killed In action June 
3." They had previously been notified 
by The Sunday World.

Sgt. Wray was a well-known resident 
In the Earlecourt district, being In busi­
ness as plumber and steamfltter. He was 
a member of the Central Methodist 
Church.

His wife died last August, leaving three 
small children, who are being taken care 
of by his sister, Mrs. Owston, 9 Have­
lock street.

The late Sgt. Wray was transferred 
from the Nova Scotia Highlanders to the 
Black Watch Regiment, and afterwards 
to the bomb-throwing section. He was 
engaged in the manufacture bf a bomb 
which received the approval of the mili­
tary authorities at the front.

He Is survived by his father, three 
brothers at the front, and hie sister, Mrs. 
Owston.He was 34 years of age and a native 
of Toronto.

Editor World: From a woman's 
standpoint one ot the most discredit­
able things learned at the meeting yes­
terday called by the Women's Cana­
dian Cluu Is that there are three thou - 
Hand men now wearing officer's uni­
form who are simply resting on their 
oars, Mlcawber-llko, for something to 
turn up. In other words, waiting for 
an appointment.

For such men there can be no re­
spect, because on the face of It their 
attitude Is simply a commercial one, 
with which the patriotic citizen -can 
have no possible1 sympathy. A woman 
could understand a man being deterred 
by home ties, by 111-health oi even by 
natural fear of the suffering and 
fatalities of the field. These senti­
ments have probably been experienced 
by almost every man who has enlist­
ed. Tho fact that the men who have 
joined the colors have risep above 
these sentiments and qualms nas made 
them all the braver in the minds of 
the women, who can realize what the 
men have endured. But the man who 
hesitates to serve his country simply 
because the remuneration and what 
he considers social standing to which 
he aspires are not given him is an 
evolution of the times which cannot 
he looked upon In any light but as re­
grettable.

Three thousand men Is very near the 
complement needed for three batta­
lions. Why not form at least two bat­
talions from these three thousand mer. 
who have, It is to je hoped, sufficient 
training to p<rml.t them to work in the 
ranks? If the then in question could 
bury the germ which they have evi­
dently imbibed to their discredit they 
might make one of the finest corps lr. 
the service and would (tout tlcss bring 
honor upon themselves, their families 
and the country from which they hall.

In their piesent attitude the “three 
thousand” have no claim upon tile ad • 
miration of their fellow-citizens. If 
the value of a man were put unon the 
fact that he wears the khaki, that is 
the King's uniform, and not upon the 
fact that the garments in which he is 
clothed are of a finer matt rial than 
those of his fallow there would not be 
so much reaching after the unattain­
able In the shape of the command of 
battalions that are in most cases likely 
to prove non-existent.

The men who win promotion from the 
ranks are after all the men who have 
proof that their credentials have been 
won by real personal service. A batte - 
lion or the now waiting officers would 
soon show who were the fittest to 
lead and those worthy of leadership 
would quickly find their place. If men 
hgve any regard for the opinion of the 
women who are doing the things which 
the world needs today they will enlist 
as privates and climb to the heights 
of field marshal If their talents but 
lead them in that direction. The thing 
to remember Is that it is the King's 
uniform that deserves honor, not the 
amount of remuneration’ attached to 
the different ranks of the men who 
wear it.

They have gone without regard to 
their wealth or their ease, their posf- 
tlon or their families, at the call of 
duty and principle and honor- Young 
m*C who remain at home and refuse 
to listen to thesç appeals or to follow 
these examples are of the baser sort. 
They rank themselves as of a lower 
order of manhood. They will never get* 
away from their own judgment of 
themselves.

tion of silver." As a financial paper It 
fee]s bound to oppose the double 
standard, but It presents with striking 
force the arguments in its favor. Bi­
mental ism. it says, Is possible but not 
probable, but the possibility to suffi­
ciently strong to make an investment 
in silver properties the most fascinat­
ing gamble in the world. Stiver in the 
past year shot up in price from 60 to 
70 cents and today is quoted at <4 
cents per fine ounce, Free coinage 
of stiver at sixteen to one would double 
the present price. On the other hand 
should International bi-ifietaltem not 
be established silver might drop again 
to the level of 1916 and we read:

"Unbiased silver authorities daim 
that there can be no half measures 
for stiver. Either the metal will toe 
remonetized and come back into Its 
own, making not millions, but billions 
for fortunate owners of silver mines 
vr of silver mining securities, or 
else, If it be not remonetized, the 
metal will drop to under 60 cents 
per ounce, to stay.”
With free and unlimited coinage of 

silver at sixteen to one the metal 
would be worth 11,29 per fine ounce. 
It can be produced at 60 cents per 
ounce, so we can see at a glance what 
princely dividends might flow from 
beggarly investments. On the other 
'hand, if silver remains a commodity 
metal after the war, it may drop to a 
point where there will be no big money 
In Its production. Possibly, however, a 
compromise might be reached by which 
the double standard would be re-estab­
lished, say. at an International ratio of 
twenty-five to one. That would toe a 
ratio easily enough maintained and 
would yield the silver producer 82 
cents per ounce and still keep him in 
the Monte Crieto class.
