REPORT.

It is with feelings of gratitude and pleasure that the Officers and
Committee of the Montreal Auxiliary Bible Society meet their consti-
tuents, in their Annual Assembly, and present this, the Forty-fourth,
Report in the history of this Society. For, whilst the operations of the
year which has now closed have not heen marked by a special or remark-
able character, there has yet beeén increased usefulness, and more abundant
labours. None of the Officers and Committee, appointed at the last
Annual Meeting, has been removed by death; but your Committee
have to report, with regret, the loss, through removal from the city, of
some warni-hearted friends, especially among the Military. They have
also to report, with feelings of respect and regret, the withdrawal of Mr.
T. M. Taylor from his office of Corresponding Secretary. On grounds
that were deemed by Mr, Taylor conscientious, and, therefore, of suffi-
ciently grave importance, this step was taken ; and your Committee, duly
respecting these convictions, had no other alternative than reluctantly to
accept his resignation. They deem it no more than due to Mr, Taylor,
in view of the long period of his zealous and faithful service to this
Society, that the Resolution should have a place in this Report which
was passed by them, and forwarded to every Branch of this Auxiliary.

“ Whereas Mr. Thos. M. Taylor, after serving this Society with grent effi-
ciency during ten years, as Corresponding Secretary, has deemed it his duty
to resign said office and withdraw from this Committee: And whereas the uge-
fulness and progress of this Auxiliary during these years have been largely
promoted by Mr. Taylor, whose kindness, zeal and singleness of purpose well

qualified him for the varied and important duties of this office i—

Therefore, be it Resolved :—

“1. That this Coramittee, whilst in deference to Mr. Taylor’s wishes and con-
victions accepting his regignation, deeply regret his retirement from a position
for which he has shown himself so well qualified, and in which he has made
himself so useful.

‘2. That Mr. Taylor carries with hiih the sincere affection and respect of this
Committee, who hereby recognize, and gratefully record, the valuable aid which
he has rendered to this Auxiliary, by his readiness to undertake labour, and his
tact and business capabilities ; and this Committee earnestly hope and pray
that My. Taylor may now, and at all times, fully enjoy all the blessings which
the word of God contains for man's happiness, guidance, and consolatiofi.
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“Resolved, further :~—~That this Resolution be recorded among the minutes of
this Committee, and that a copy of it be forwarded to Mr, Taylor, signed by
the President, Treasurer, and Secretaries : and, algo, that copies of the same
be forwarded to the Committee of the British and Foreign Bible Society, and to
the several Branches connected with this Aouxiliary.”

Ten years ago, the Parent Society deputed the Rev. Philip Kent to
visit its various Auxiliaries in British North America, with a view to
uphold and help them forward in their work, Encouraged by the hearty
reception that gentleman met with, and by the beneficial results attend-
ant on his mission, the “ Committee have once more entertained the
thought of sending greeting to their warm-hearted supporters on the other
side of the Atlantic; and, for this purpose, have chosen the Rev. H. Gill,
who has lately devoted so much of his time to the work ef the Bible
Society as to become thoroughly acquainted with the various details of
organization, and acquire an experience which has fitted him in an emi-
nent degree for the mission on which he has now set out.

“ The objects which Mr. Gill has been requested to keep in view are
these:—To give assurance of the undiminished interest felt by your
Comnmittee in the operations and growth of the affiliated Societies ; to
meet local Committees for the purpose of conferring with them on the
extent and enlargement of their operations ;' to address Public Meetings
on the importance of the work, and the strong claims which it has on the
sympathy and support of the Christian Church ; and generally by encour-
aging the formation of new Societies, developing wherever needful the
work of Colportage, and ascertaining that Schools as well as Hospitals
and Prisons are well supplied with the Word of God, to do all in his
Power to stir up the activity and provoke the zeal of very many.”’ :

Your Committee have great pleasure in reporting, that they have met
Mr. Gill in free and frank conference ; and have found the objects of his
mission to be such, as commended themselves to their best Jjudgment and
sympathy, and manifested the diginterested thoughtfulness of the Parent
Society for the spiritual well-being of these Provinces, What these
objects are, Mr. Gill will himself st before you in detail, and his state.
ments are respectfully commended to your earnest consideration.

BIBLE HOUSE.

The Bible House has heen occupied jbintly by the same Societies ‘as
heretofore reported. Mr. Milne has continued to discharge the duties
of General Ageilkt and Depositary with faithfulness and assiduity, to the
satisfaction of your Committee,
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ISSUES.
M., Milne reports as follows ‘—During the year 1864, there have been
issued from the Depository 7,001 Bibles; 8,172 Testaments; 666 Por-
tions ;—making a total of 15,839 copies. This shows an excess of 926
copies over the number of last year. When, therefore, we call to mind,
that that was the largest number ever sent forth by this Society, there
is further reason for gratitude that the Word of God has not been bound.
Since the formation of this Ausxiliary, the total number of copies issued
has been 305,117. The head of the Church of Rome, in his recent
Encyclical Letter, has included Bible Societies among the mischievous
things that his Bishops and Clergy are to contend against, and endea-
vour to suppress. As Protestants, dwelling in this land where there are
80 many of his children, it should be our constant aim and endeavour to
spread abroad among them, year by year, more and more of the light and
truth of that Word which alone “ maketh wise unto salvat T”

GRATUITOUS DISTRIBUTION, -

The numbers issued, on applications for Free Grants, are, o\f\BiblzZ
1007 ; of Testaments 1,701 ;—giving a total of 2,708, and umounti;lg in
value to $855.50. Most of the Missionary and Charitable Institutions,
both in the city and in the country, have shared in these grants. Copies
of the Soeriptures in French have formed an important part of them. A
detailed statement is given in Appendix. Your Committee wish it to be
understood, that it is the rule and practice of this Society to make Free
Grants only to such Institutions and Schools as are strictly missionary
or charitable in their character; and not to such as are the established
adjunots of the several Churches. To this end they insert in this Report
the following copy of Regulations, to which they respectfully call the
attention of applicants for grants:—

‘“ That grants of Scriphires shall be made only in such cases as shall appear
to the Committee to be really necessitous ; and there shall be further required
from the recipients of such grants a report of their distribution, and the pay-
ment of any moneys received by the sale of any copies from said grants ; in any

case wherein these two conditions shall have not been complied with, no appli-
cation for a second grant can be entertained.”

COLPORTAGE.

During the whole of the past year Messrs. Purkis and Reynolds have
been employed as Colporteurs by your Committee. Of these, the former
has laboured in the country districts of the Society’s field of operations;
the latter has confined his visits mainly to the French population of the
island and city of Montreal. In addition to these, Messrs, Hurd, M-
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Killican, and Gear, have been employed for fractions of the year. The
reports of these gentlemen appear in appendix: they tell an interesting
story of the labours, joys, and difficulties of those who are engaged in the
arduous and important work of Bible-colportage in Lower Canada.

It will devolve upon the newly elected Committee to take into con-
sideration the question as to whether the time has come, or not, for
increasing the number of Colporteurs among hoth the British and
French population. In order to ascerfain, as nearly as possible, the
actual wants and condition of the people in reference to this matter, your
Committee caused to be sent to' every Branch connected with this
Auxiliary thé following circular :—

III. Have you any suggestions to offer in reference to the desirableness and

practicability of supplying such settlers with the Holy Scriptures in
their native tongue ?

With all our efforts, and the efforts of all the sister
societies in the Province, we have scarcely circulated 900,000 copies from the
beginning, while the population is more than three times that number. What
then would have been the lamentable state of this Province without the efforts
of Bible Societies? Besides a large population known to be indifferent, or
hostile, many of our own people are yet far from being interested in the best,
supreme treasure. And more, for, alas! we cannot disguise the fact, if we
would, that the increased activity resulting from our labours sometimes
begets a corresponding hostility. The very nature of our work is to draw
attention to the book. As light spreads, it leads to enquiry ; comparisons of
various systems follow ; and in a mixed community, like ours, the irreligious
aud the devotee of mammon look upon us as troublers of the Province, and
disposed to turn it up-side down. We cannot wonder at this, for the Book we
circulate writes afresh the inscription, “ Mene, mene, tekel upharsin,” upon
many a business, many practices and habits, and many a system. But there is
nothing new in all this, and certainly no cause for despondency. Agencies are
multiplying, light is spreading, self-denying efforts to extend the good work
increasing, and ‘generul liberality augmenting every year to sustain it. May
God Almighty give us grace for the better performance of our humble part in
time to come ; deepest humility for all past short-coming; and enable us to:
enter upon the new year with far greater zeal, interest, and devotedness, for

such a cause demands it.

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REPORT OF THE UNDERSIGNED TRAVELLING AGENT OF THE
MONTREAL AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY, FOR THE YEAR 1864.

New Year's day came in with a great bluster, which increaged as the day
advanced, the cold being intense, and a little after noon it became stormy,
with much snow falling, I'passed from Papineauville to North Nation Mills,
where T had the satisfaction of beginning the work of the New Year, by organ-
izing a new Branch under favourable auspices, Thomas Cole, Esq., President ;
James Hall, Vicc-Presi(lent; D. A, Cameron, Treasurer, and J, G, Black,
Secretary,

The secdnd of January was a bitter day. I had to face a high wind all the
way from North Nation Mills up to Thurso, with the mercury twenty degrees

below zero, but fortunately it was Saturday, and I had no meeting to attend to
at night.

On Sabbath, the 3rd, I

preached twice ;—in the morning at Clarence, and
in the evening at Thurso,

Both congregations were good for so cold a day.
On the 4th I had the pleasure of attending the anniversary of the Lochaber
Branch. The Baptist Church was tolerably well filled with an attentive audi-
ence. The Rev. Mr. Ross occupied the chair, and otherwise rendered good ser-
vice to the cause.

I enjoyed the kind hospitality of James Henry,
Esq. On the Tth, T went up to Ottawa City. A very cold day. The mercury
was 25° below zero in the morning. F

Cumberland Branch.—The annual meeting of this excellent and useful Branch
was held in the Wesleyan Church, at Bear Brook; W, H, Dunning, Esq., pre-
sided with his usual ability. Rev, Mr. Pe(erson helped the meeting very much,
The free contribution was $48.98, very handsome for so hard a year. On Sab-
bath the 10th I preached twice,—in the morning at Bear Brook to a full house,
and in the evening at Mr, Veighs to another large and interested congregation,
I am mucH indebted to Mr, N.-Dunning and Mr, J=Rowan, for generous hospi-
tality.

West Winchester.—Suffering from some bad influences, the meeting was not
quite so large as usual, and the collection too was slightly less. I have no
doubt, however, of perfect recovery, and a resumption of vigour and activity
will bring increased usefulness. Mr. Chambers was my kind host this year,
and to him and family I return thanks for generous hospitality. On the 13th
of January, I passed on to Winchester, and was kindly received by my excellent
friends Mr. Thomas Christie and family, whose friendship has been now long
enjoyed. We all repaired to the meeting at night. We met in the Methodist
Episcopal Church, and we had the best gathering I have seen for some years,
Wm. Munro, Esq., presided, and the Rev. Mr. Manson made a most excellent
and effective speech, and the various collectors reported in the aggregate an
improvement upon the past year. My next visit was to Berwick, in Fink. The
officers had done their duty with commendable zeal, and here too there was an
improvement. Again I shared the kind hospitality of my respected friend,
Donald McInnes, Esq. Passing on to West Roxboro, I found the, meeting had
failed. No intimation bad been given, the notices not being delivered from
the Post office.

January 16th.—At Riceville, we had the best and fullest meeting I had ever
the pleasure of seeing there, and the general work of the Branch was in a much
better state. The President, C. Metcalf, Esq., and the Secretary, Mr, McLean,
discharged their duties with a willingness and zeal worthy of all. commen-
dation, and the ladies, under their direction and encouragement, had made a
decided improvement in the contribution.

I shared the kind and generous hospitality of William Inglis,
Esq., and on the 19th passed on to my next place.

Lachute, 19th December.—Here I was joined by the Deputy of the Parent
Society, Rev. H. Gill, and though he had made his first sleigh ride, a good long
one t00, all the way from Montreal, he proved he could endure hardship as a
good soldier; for without much exhibition of weariness or fatigue he entered
into the work of the evening with zest and cheerfulness, and spoke very pleas-
ingly and instructively for about an hour. He was followed by the Rev. J.
Mackie and the Rev. Mr. Eadie, both in a strain of happy timely remarks. We
had, I trust, upon the whole, an excellent meeting, though the night was cold,
the roads bad, and the weather unpropitious and portentously threatening, and
on this account it was small. The free contribution was over $36, and the
Scriptures sold, upwards of $39, I enjoyed the kind hospitality of our worthy
Secretary, John Meikle, Esq., and my companion, Rev, H. Gill, was kindly en-
tertained by Dr. Christie. s

On the 20th I took the distinguished stranger from London into my sleigh,
and started for Dalesville in the rear of Chatham, and very soon we were in a
more primitive country than he had ever seen before in the winter season. He
appeared to enjoy the novelty very much. We landed at our destination in
good time, were kindly received and sumptuously entertained by my friend Mcr.
McArthur, Before meeting time we were joined by the Rev. Mr. King, Baptist
minister ; and when we repaired to the little Baptist Chapel, we found a good
congregation awaiting us. Most of the speaking fell upon the Rev. H. Gill,
and he did his part nobly and well, and we had excellent assistance from the
minister of the place. The meeting was good, the free contribution fair, and
the cause well maintained.

Chatham, Dec, 218t.-~The weather still boisterous and eold, and the roads
getting badly drifted in places, but my companion, Mr. Gill bore up like a hearty
veteran. This sortof weather was however wery unfavourable ; and though the
Branch at Chatham has done excellent, the meeting at this time was small 3 it
was, however, I trust, one of hallowed interest, and a full compensation for the
sacrifices the friends present had made to get them. Woe ghared the generous
hospitality of my friend, Lemuel Cushing, Esq. On the 22nd the weather still
getting worse, and Mr. Gill being in good harbourage, and he baving other
pressing engagements, I went up to Grenville without him. A warm-hearted
friend of the cause, Mr. B, 8. Wales, took me up ; and we mot with a kind re-
ception from R, Wilson, Esq., who, as usual, had all things in readiness, and full
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preparation. His good lady, with Miss Williamson, had again commendably
discharged their duties, and we had as a result a little improve ment in the free
contribution. The meeting was small ; it could scarcely be otherwise, on such
& night: and we made the length correspond with the size, remembering
what a good and famous ' minister once said, ¢ A good speech need not be
long, and a bad one should not be.” I trust, however, we had a profit-
able time. We returned to Chatham after the meeting, and I took up my abode
with the friend whose safe conduct had borne me up and back.

8t. Andrews, Dec. 23rd.—The worst day of this cold boisterous week. With
the mercury ranging from 15 to 20 below zero, a brisk wind and drifted roads,
it is something more than mere pastime to be travelling and attending meetings.
We reached St. Andrews in good time, and before night a change for the better
was gensibly felt in the weather. The anniversary of the excellent St. An-
drew’s Branch, was held in the Wesleyan Church, our worthy and esteemed
President. Rev. A. Henderson, M.A., presiding.  Rev. Mr. Paterson, M.A., led
in devotion, and afterwards as Secretary, read a well written and encouraging
report.  The congregation was good, and altogether the proceedings harmo-
nious and pleasant. The Rev. H. Gill was principal speaker, and he surpassed
himself. A number of commendatory: resolutions were pasgsed, and a vote to
appropriate sixty dollars as a free contribution.

Mr. Thornsen, a man whose memory has a sweet odour in Canada, the first
and ever much respected deputy sent out by the Parent Society, organised this
Branch on the 24th day of December 1839, and he remarked : “ We met with
some obstacles here in the way of a full unity, but we are in hopes they will
by and by be removed, for Bible Societies often remove differences ; and in truth
the Bible we carry about should always make differences disappear, and unite
all in one under the banner of God and Christ. This place has helped our
Bible work already, and we hope that it will do much more now through
means of this Society.” If the “ gpirits of just men made perfect” like the angels
in Heaven rejoice at the progress of the kingdom of God, our departed brother
must have had a happy joyous night; for now when the Rev. H. Gill visits this
Branch a quarter of a century after Mr. Thornsen wrote as above, all is perfect
unity and complete harmony. Most of the time since, this excellent Branch has
been doing a good work ; true for a little while it became deficient, but the seed
of life was not destroyed, and it soon rose up to new life and greater vigour,
and its yearly fruit has' been sure, and generally increasing, and it now
no longer stands alone, but is the parent of many children; for in the field
it was designed to cultivate at the time of Mr. Thornsen’s visit there are
now three or four other Branches. ‘This is the Lord's doing, and is mar-
vellous in our eyes.”

Phis was our last public engagement on this tour, and we put our kind enter-
tainer Charles Wales, Esq., to considerable trouble for an early start on the

24th. We set out about seven in the morning, and reached Montreal about six
in the evening, and this finished & week of extraordinary cold and bitterness
even for Oanada ; and though it is neither news nor information to say that it
ig cold and stormy here in wintér, we seldom have a worse week than this, the
first week of our new friend's sojourn with us,

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REPORT OF COLPORTEUR PURKIS, 1864,

Dicgingon's Lanping, C. W., Dec. 31, 1864,
Drar Sir,—As the year is now come to a cloge, it becomes my duty to take
a retrospective view of the way in which the good providence of God has led
me. While the contemplation of the past would lead any reflecting mind and
tender conscience to do so in & spirit of humility, in view of many short-
comings and much imperfection mingled with every undertaking, yet I feel
there is much cause for thankfulness, inasmuch as in many quarters, where there
Wwas reason to expect hostility, there has been shewn at least an amount of
respect and courtesy, which has sometimes been surprising, while in many
families there was no limit to expressions of good will, and tokens of kindnesgs,
It is.no small cause for thankfulness, when the Lord gives his servants favour
in the eyes of those among whom they are called to labour. But this, like all
other blessings, involves a corresponding obligation to be faithful, which I trust
1 ghall never be tempted to forget. I would not however wish to be understood
as representing colportage labour as being all smooth sailing ;—for there are
many adverse currents to contend with, and much .opposition to encounter.
And sometimes when this has been shewn to a larger extent than common, and
T have felt called upon to defend the doctrines the Bible against scepticism
on the one hand, and superstition on the other, T have had to confess to a feel-
ing that would lead me for a time to desire to be free from an occupation that
in its very nature brings me into conflict with the passions and prejudices of
men. But I am soon reminded of the words of our Lord, “ No man having put
his hand to the plough and looking back is fit for the kingdom of God ;" and of
Solomon, ““ If thou faint in the day of adversity thy strength issmall ;” and,
again,the words of Jeremiah,  If thou hast run with the footmen, and they have
wearied thee, then how canst thoun contend with horses ? and if in the land of
peace wherein thou trustest they have wearied thee, then how wilt thou do in
the swelling of Jordan? o I often 80 on my way, singing to myself,
‘ Must Jesus bear the cross alone,

And all the world go free ?

No : there’s a cross for every one,

And there's & cross for me.”

I have, during the year, visited some neighbourhoods, where the tokens of
God’s grace has beenjseen in the awakening and conversion of many ; and much
interest has been manifestsd in relation to the welfare of the soul, In such
places I have always found a ready sale for the Scriptures, I may mention ag
the most conspicuous in this respect, Lancaster and Indian Lands, where 1 s3td
more books than I had done in the same space of time, for some years.

During the year I have had many opportunities of speaking to good congre-
gations concerning the love of Jesus, and his power to save, and of directing
anxious souls to look to him through whom alone they can be saved : and I am
thankful to say that I have not been permitted to labour in vain, or spend my
strength for nought. Yetin some of the vicinities where there hag been the
greatest interest shewn in divine things, there also were to be found some who.
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evinced the greatest hatred for true evangelical religion ; shéwing that they did
not care 8o much, 8o long as men would be content with a formal religion, that
was nothing more than a name. But when they cease to do evil and learn to
do well, then the enemies of godliness begin to rage and shew their malice,
and give evidence of being haters of all righteousness. I have met with gome
who hold to the doctrine of universal salvation, who displayed a great deal of
venom when personal godliness became the subject of conversation, and
although professing a general belief in the Bible yet would dash aside any
passage that should be quoted to shew the necessity of repentance toward God
and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ, So that whatever the doctrine may
be with some, in most instances of persons with whom I have come in contact
holding such views, it would appear to be little short of infidelity, while
repudiating the name. I have always found such persons very busy in times
of revival, and shewing a zeal worthy of a better cause.

I have had to call on a great many Roman Catholics, and am thankful to say
that, although most of them would have nothing to do with my books, and
many were shy of conversation, while others were less modest in their
opposition and would assail the Bible and its friends in no measured terms,
yet I have succeeded in a greater number of instances in selling to persons
professing the Catholic religion, than in former years,

One day as I was standing by my waggon in front of a house, shewing my
books to a man, two young men drove up, and stopped to see what I had to
sell. Iatonce asked them if they would like to purchase a Bible : one of them
replied that he did not want one, for he had given up all religion, and did not
believe in anything of the kind. I told him I was sorry to hear that ; and I felt
assured that whatever he may think of it now, the time would come, when he
would know the value of religion, and I hoped it would be before it was too
late. He said he would risk it and leave the future to take care of itself.
While talking in this way, he looked at an open trunk, and seeing some pocket
Bibles with rims and clasp, asked if they were photograph albums. I told
him they were, and that there was an advantage in them, not found in some
others,.and that was they had the photographs in them, and any man may find his
own, if he would look carefully for it ;—and I had no doubt if he would search
he would find himself there. But if he did, T could assure him he woéuld not
consider the picture very flattering. Iwould point out a few, such as * The fool
had said in his heart there is no God;” ¢ Depart from us, for we desire not the
knowledge of thy ways ;" and, again, “ The heart is deceitful above all things,
and desperately wicked.” I suppose he did not much like the description, for
he put the whip to his horse, and drove on. I learned afterward that they were
Romanists.

I sometimes meet with people who appear to think that Protestants have no
belief at all, and are surprised when they are told what we believe in; but I

, have at the same time to tell them that we reject everything not found in
Scripture as binding on the conscience. A woman told me one day that her
trust was in Jesus and Mary. I told her that to trustin Jesus was proper, and
we could not trust him with too much confidence, but if we would couple any
one with him, it must weaken our confidence in him, and was a proof that we
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did not fully trast in him as our Saviour, and he would not give his glory to
another, and therefore we must let go every other refuge, and look to him alone,
if we would be accepted. She replied that she believed in Jesus and Mary too.

When talking to persons of this class, [ am often reminded of the people
who were placed in Samaria by the king of Assyria, of whom it is said, “ They
feared the Lord, and served their own gods.”

Some time ago, as I was shewing my books to a Jew, he asked if I had any
copies of the Old Testament without the New. I told him I had not, but had
the New, both withand without the Old; to which he replied “ that is just like
you all ; you must put that in, What do you do that for ?” T answered because
ittold us of “ Him of whom Moses in the law and the prophets did write, Jesus of
Nazareth, the son of Joseph ?" I sold him some books before I left, but I think it
was with the intention to sell again. I hope he may read them himself, and be
led to trust in Him who was sent to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.

Among the many hindrances which stand in the way of doing good, not the
least is intemperance. There is much improvement in many parts, yet the evil
still exists to a great extent. It not only deprives many of the means of purcha-
sing the word of God, but destroys in many the desire ; and even where they pos-
sessit, they are prevented profiting by it. Ihave seen some things enough to make
one ashamed of humanity. In the house of a friend where I put up one evening,
there was & woman and three or four children, who had to remain for two or
three days out of the way of the husband and father, who was in one of his
drunken turns, for at such times they dare not go near him, and the poor-woman
bad to go at night to attend to the cattle after he was gone to bed. The next
night where I put up, not many miles away, there was an elderly woman put in
there for shelter from the fury of a drunken husband. I was one evening under
the necessity of remaining at a house, where in addition to their own family there
were friends from a distance, but during the evening we were by no means crow-
ded, for most of the young people, and some of the old ones, were gone to a bee,
. and remained to the dance. When they returned late at night, they gave proof

that they had not neglected the bottle, for I could hear them, long before they

reached the house; and it was not only the men who gave signs of having wor-

shipped at the shrine of Bacchus, for one of the young women, who was among

the last to return, appeared to be more affocted than the rest. Her mother not
o willing, I suppose, to have me disturbed, and no doubt ashamed of the conduct
" of her daughter, met her at the door and kept her outside for about half an hour,
until she was quieted down a little. Some of the party looked rather ashamed
of it in the morning, and did not want to show themselves. But I did not leave
until I had got them all together, and read a chapter and prayed with them,
At another place I called at a house where I found only a boy about ten years
of age, who was a cripple. He said his mother had been dead about four years,
his brothers were away from home at work, and his father had been away for
. ten days; he did not know where he wag gone to. Ilearned from a person near
by that it was nothing new for the boy to be left in this way while the father
was away drinking. I think it is time that every Christian had set his face
against the customs which produce such evils, These are only a few cases out
of many that from time to time come under my notice,
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Bome time ago I called on an elderly couple. I found the woman to be a pioug
person, one who took great delight in the word of God, but the man was of a
different stamp, and to my offer to sell him a Bible replied that he would as soon : To i
have an old almanac, for he could not see what good there was init. I told
him I was sorry to hear.a man of his age say such a thing, and urged him to

seek to be reconciled to God while mercy may be obtained. Although disposed £ R“',
to dispute at first, he appeared more serious afterwards, and listened attentively bave fe
to what I said. T hope the Lord may open his eyes to see his true condition h}nnbla
in time, that he may not neglect the great salvation. viour o
The parts I have visited during the year are Finch, Roxborough, Indian Lands, Inre
Kenyon, Chnr]ottenburgh, Lancaster, Russell, and Cumberlnnd, besides some Lord he
small settlements in Clarence and Cambridge.

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REPORT OF COLPORTEUR REYNOLDS, 1863.

To the Secretary of the Montreal Auxiliary Bible Society.

Montreal, January 9, 1866.

Rev. ANp Dmar Sir,—While reviewing my labours during the past year, [
have felt grateful to God for the measure of snccess which has attended my
humble efforts in the circulation of His word, and also in speaking of the Sa-
viour of sinners to the sick and dying.

In religious conversation and prayer with families whom I have visited, the
Lord has often condescended to be present with us; many such seasons I have
not recorded, but leave it to the Great Day to reveal the result.

Many who were at first inaccessible, now welcome me to their dwellings,
and gome pleasing fruits of the labours of past years have lately appeared.

I subjoin a summary of the books circulated during the year, and a few ex-
tracts from my journal.

Sold 47 English Bibles and 120 Testaments ; lent 9 English Bibles and 21
Testaments. Sold 104 French Testaments ; lent 16 French Bibles and 264 Tes-
taments, making a total of 581 copies circulated, 197 in English, and 384 in
French.

Extracts from Journal.

1864, Jan, 5. While speaking with a French family about the New Testa-
ment, the mistress said. ‘‘Itis a Protestant book.” Just then a respectable
French woman (to whom I lent a Testament about two years ago) came inand
said, “ the Testament is for all people ; I frequently lend mine to my friends.”
As this woman has considerable property in this street, she has influence ; and
through her advice two French families took Testaments to-day on my usual
conditions.

Jan 18. When conversing with a family about the propriety of every one
being acquainted with the Scriptures, one said, “ the priests do not allow us to
read them.” Another gaid, “If we would act only as the priests allow us, we
would not know much.” This family had a Testament from me some months
ago, and they still retain it. I have been frequently told by French Canadiang
that their priests have strictly warned them not to talk with Protestants on the
subject of religion ; while many of them adhere to such instructions, yet others
converse very freely with me about the doctrines taught by our Lord and Hig
Apostles, and those taught by the Church of Rome. Almost every day I have
such conversations with them, which, if always mentioned, would be only a
repetition of whay is already frequently recorded in this journal,

Jan. 20. Had ajp interesting conversation with a respectable French family,
consisting of four Joung men and a young woman ; one of the young men said
to me, “T would nobread your books, for my brother, who teaches school, per-
sisted in reading them until his head turned i he has left our church, and is now
a Protestant. I talked calmly and at some length with those apparently
well-disposed young men about the doctrines of the Church of Rome;
and while on the doctrine of purgatory, one said, God would not send
us to hell for venial sin, and we must be purified from it in purgatory.”
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I endeavoured to show them that no breach of the Divine law could be
called venial or small, for we are told in the Word of ‘God, “ Whosoever shall
keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.” I asked
them if our Saviour's blood did not atone for all sin ? and told them what St.
John says in one of his epistles—* The blood of Jesus Christ, his Son, cleanseth
ug from all 8in.” What need is there then for purgatory, unless to bring money
to the Roman Catholic 'Church, which it does in great abundance? While I
thus talked about this and other doctrines, equally dishonouring to our Lord
and Saviour, one of them said, “ That is the way my brother reasons with us.”

Jany. 21. While going along the street, an old French woman called me into
her house, and after.a few words about her poverty, she said, “ I want to change
my religion and be a Protestant.” [ said, %1 hope you would not change your
religion for the sake of money.” She replied, “ [ would not change for money,
but I would to have my rent paid.” s

Jany. 22, A decent-looking French woman to-day showed me a Testament
which she hag had nine yenr's, and though carefully concealed in a trunk, it
looks as if it were the every-day book of the family.

Feb. 4. Met with several French families who appeared glad to see me. A
Frenchman, to whom I sold a Bible about two years ago, said to me to-day,
' The first Bible I had, my sister burned it, and the one I bought from you I
lent to my brother who is studying law. I now want a large one, for which [
am willing to pay two dollars.”

Feb. 11. Met with a very-bigoted French family ; they all attacked me as if
1 was offering them something dreadful and as ifevery Protestant was an object
of contempt. When I told them that the book which I offered them was no
other than the Testament of our Lord Jesus Christ, the old lady replied, ¢ Our
Saviour Jesus Christ had no Testament.”

Feb, 18. As I enteted a French house to-day, the mistress said to me, “ I told
you last year not to come into our house with your books, and I tell you the
same now again, for many Canadians have left our church through reading
them. This woman and her husband were very bitter against me; they appear
ag if they were taught to dread the Bible and Protestantism more than sin.

Feb. 24. T asked a French woman if she would buy a Bible or Testament; her
husband answered from an adjoining apartment, where there were four men
making boots, “ I have long been wishing to have a Bible.” He bought one,
to be paid for by instalinents.

Feb. 26. Met with a young Frenchman who keeps a hardware store ; he told
me that he had been six years in college, and knew well that there never was
a Bible or Testament in the French language, and though my Bibles and Testa-
ments are approved by a Roman Catholic Bishop, yet they could not be Catho-
lic books ; for, said he, “ There are no Catholic Bibles but such as are in the
Latin language, and we have no need of a Bible.” I asked him what would we
know of God, of the formation of the world, of the fall of man, of the Com-
mandments, of the atonement, the resurrection, the judgment, heaven or hell,
were it not for the Bible ? he replied; “We would know enough from the Cate-
chism.” I agked him what foundation there would be for a catechism ; he made
no attempt-to answer this question. I told him calmly that I thought he had
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spent six years to very little purpose, that his chief attainment congisted in
having his mind embittered against the Word of God. We parted with the un-
derstanding that I was to call again.

Feb. 27. I agked in a Roman Catholic family if they would buy a Bible or
Testament, the mistress replied, ““ We would not keep one of your books in our
house five minutes.”

March 5. A decent-looking French woman to whom I lent a Testament some
months ago returned it to me to-day, saying she did not wish her children to read
it. She said,* we don't want twenty-five religions, for there is only one true one.”
1 asked her how we are to know which is the true religion, and reminded her
that priests and ministers are only men, and, from the force of early training,
may have their minds prejudiced either in favor of or against a certain creed :
and, consequently, we cannot rely on the teachings of men, unless they agree
with the doctrines taught by our Saviour and His Apostles; and as God has
given us this book to be the guide of our faith and practice, if we reject it it will
be at the peril of our souls. She appeared to feel the force of this reasoning.
The above is only a short specimen of many such conversations,

March 8. While visiting through different streets, I entered the shop of a
watchmaker and jeweller. One of the young men was bnying a Testament of
me, when the master came into the shop and interrupted him, taking the Testa-
ment into his own hiands. Helooked at it for a short time, and returned it to me
saying, “ Take it away, take it away, or I will burn it and every one you have
of that kind.” 1 saw it would be useless to reason with him, as his face gave
indication of & great tempest within.

The next house I entered (adjoining the latter) was more encouraging, A
Frenchman, who keeps a furniture store, examined a Testament, appeared much
pleased with it, and bought it.

March 9, While visiting from house to house I met with a Frenchwoman and
her son, a youth about seventeen years old, to whom I lent a Testament some
time ago, and who still retains it. They reminded me that I had lent a Tes-
tament to a Frenchwoman who lived in the same house with them about a year
ago. They said,“she is now dead ; she went to the English Hospital, took her
Testament with her, and, since her death, her son hag it.”

March 11, Asked in a French family if they would buy a Bible or Testament,
The lady of the house replied, “It would be of no use for us to buy a Bible or
Testament, for the first time the priest would visit ug, he would burn it,” [
asked, “When he preaches does he not speak from the Bible and pretend to take
hig religion from it?” ¢ Yes, he does.” “ Why then does he prefer to have his
people ignorant of the Scriptures, if the doctrine he teaches accords with the
teaching of our Saviour and His Apostles? There must be something wrong.”
This led to & long and interésting conversation about the distinguishing doc-
trines of the Romish Church, during which she and her family treated me re-
speotfully.

March 21. Met with a respectable French lady to whom I offered a Bible about
three years ago, but she then refused, saying, “ Yours are false Bibles.” After
some calm reasoning she agreed to take one, and since then her house has not

been without the word of God.
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Met with another French family to-day to whom I lent a Bible about two
years ago. Thafeld lady showed me the book in the presence’of her family, and
said, ‘I havé three daughters married, and this book has been through all their
families.”

March 22. I felt 'deeply to-day, on hearing of the death of a woman whoge
family I have visited for some time past, about onge a year, that is when I vigit
through the street in which they live. My last visit to this family was about
three weeks ago. She was then apparently in good health; her husband and
daughter were also present. I remarked to them that as I entered that street
for the purpose of offering the Word of God to every family in it, only about
once a year, many changes might occur before I would be there again; I said,
‘a8 our next meeting may be in eternity we ought to pray together that God
may prepare us for life or death, as His will may be.” To this they all cordially
agreed, and we felt that we did not call upon God in vain. Since the death of
this woman, her daughter reminded me, in the presence of several others, of the
above circumstance. Oh, how important to be always alive to eternal things.

March 23. While visiting French families to-day, I met with a respectable
looking woman, who said to me, “Our Saviour commanded Hig Apostles to
preach the Gospel, but did not tell them to sell it from house to house.” I said,
‘ Madame, I am much pleased that you know 80 much of what our Lord told
His Apostles to do; where did you see it 7" She replied, ¢ The priest told me.”
‘ Where does he get his knowledge?” ¢ From the Bible.” “Why do priests
try to keep their people fr reading the Bible?” ¢ Because it has broken the
heads of many.” “I beg your pardon, Madame; it is because the doctrines
taught by priests are quite contrary to those taught by our Lord and His dis-
ciples.” She said, “ Protestants dont believe int he Virgin Mary.” ¢ Yes, we do,
but we don’t pray to her.” ‘You will never get to heaven unless yéu pray to
the Virgin Mary.” ¢ As your priest has told you something of what our Saviour
has instructed His Apostles to do, ask his reverence to show you where our
blessed Lord or His Apostles ever taught the people to pray to the Virgin
Mary or any saint; but, according to the doctrine which priests teach our
Saviour is almost set agide. He is not the way ; thereare very few prayers offered
to him compared with those offered to the .Virgin and othersaints : and if Ro-
man Catholics expect to get to heaven, it cannot be that heaven which our
Redeemer has prepared for us, and which he has purchased with his own blood,
but to a heaven of their own making, secured by the prayers of saints and the
purifying process of purgatory.” She said, “ That is enough at present,” and
ran up stairs. Oneé reagson why this woman is so bitter against the Bible, is
because her brother-in-law has left the Roman Catholic Church.

April 11. Met with a French family to whom I lent a Testament more than
two years ago. The mistress told me, in the presence of several of her Canadian
neighbours, that her husband had read it through three times. She showed me
the book, and it looks as if it had been well uged. Knowing that her husband
was a very hard-drinking man when I left the Testament with* his family, I
asked her before those neighbours if he still continued his intemperate habits,
She replied, with a pleasing look, ¢ He has not tasted strong drink for the lagt
twelve months.,” When I first met with this family, the wife was living in dread
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of her husband, the children in fear of their oft-intoxicated father, and all were
\in extreme penury. Now the man's sobriety tells on hig family, for they all look
comfortable. They never saw a Testament before the one which I lent them.

April 23. 'Had a long conversation with an intelligent Roman Catholic lady
on what we consider the errors of Popery. I produced a Testament approved
by the late Archbishop Hughes, of New York, and showea her several passages
which bore hard against what she had been taught from her infancy ; she ap-
peared stunned, and said, “I never heard those words before.”

May 9. While speaking with a Frenchman in his shop, he said, I think peo-
ple ought to stick to thé first religion.” I replied, ““1 think so too, and I sup-
pose no one will attempt to deny that the religion taught in the Bible is the
first, for were it not for the Bible we wonld never have known anything about
God or religion at all.” To this he fully agreed. I said, “ Then every doctrine
":which has no authority in the sacred book should be rejected.” We compared
the doctrines of the Bible with those of the Church of Rome, and he appeared
o see the contrast, but asked me why it is that Protestants have so many dif-
ferent denominations among them and all taking their religion from the Bible.
told him that Protestants generally agree in the essential doctrines of the
“Bible; their faith in Christ our Redeemer, and in him only, is all the same;
1]8] differ in their mode of church government, but the circumstance of their
“frequent interchanging shows that theré cannot be much difference in their
reed.  He replied, ““ I have noticed that” I asked him if he had ever heard
Of & Protestant of any denomination praying to saints or angels, or trusting to
‘Penance or purgatory to make them meet for heaven ?

May 11. This morning I took a number of tracts with me, intending to dis-
ribute some of them on the city rail-cars; when I got on the cars there were
o ladies, eight gentlemen, and & priest. I handed each a tract, which they
#ccepted very freely, and centinued to read while they remained in the car
Fhe tract I gave the priest was * Salvation by faith, not of works,” which he
‘Bead with apparent earnestness, put it in hig pocket and took it away.

July 8. Lent a Bible to a French family, toJwhom I lent a Testament two
Jears ago ; they were then all Roman Catholics; now they are all firm in the
.i'otestant faith, with the exception of one young woman, who (to use her
Mother’s words) is neither Catholic nor Protestant.

' July 16. Spent the last three days in visiting those to whom I have lent books
i b different parts of the city, and met with some very interesting cases. A
] 'spectnbla French, woman, about forty years of age, told me that she had never
ntered a Protestant church until a few months ago; that she and some of her
hildren have now abandoned the Church of Rome, and (to use her own words)
My daughter declared it to her father and he stood motionless forsome minutes,
‘Be has since been to a Protestant church with us, and says it is not so bad as he
‘Hhought it was” I said to her, “T suppose, madame, you were often in doubt
Bbout the doctrines of the Romish church.” She repliéd, “I have been in doubt
:,‘, or some years.” This family, which consists of the parents and eight children,

“Bome of whom are full grown, never had a 'Bible or Testament in their house

““before the one which I left with them some time ago.

8 Another French family, to whom I lent a Testament about three years ago,

E
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and who were then Roman Catholics are now attending a Protestant church.
The mistress told me to-day that her former confessor and several nung have
been repeatedly with her trying to persuade her to retract. She said to me, “1
told the priest that he need not come to see my family any more, for we have
God's word in our house now, and are determined to take it for our guide ; that
we have as much authority from God’s word to confess our sins to any other
man as to him; and that I could go through the world with God's book, for,
since I took it for my guide, everything went on better with me, both spiritually
and temporally.” This woman is very useful to her French neighbours, several
of them, through her persuasion, are now reading the Scriptures ; her husband,
who has also embraced the Protestant faith, is a respectable mechanic.

Visited to-day another Frenc! family, to whom I lent a Testament gome time
ago; the lady of the house and two daughters were present. After a few words,
the eldest daughter, who has been lately married, said to me, “My father,
mother, and T are now Protestants, but my sister,"who you now see, is yet a
Roman Catholic.” The young sister is about fourteen years old. T said to her,
“You do well to give it due consideration, as it is for eternity ; but you may
safely trust your soul on your Saviour and on His word”

Met with another French family to-day, to whom I lent a Testament about
two years ago. Some months after I had left the Testament with them, the mis-
tress told me the priest took it away to examine it. After a few days she sent
her daughter for it, but he refused to give it, saying, “It is a dangerous book,
your mother must not read it.” She then said to me, “I went immediately for
it, and firmly insisted on having it or 1s. 3d. to pay for it, and, after some smart
words, he returned it to me rather than give 1s. 3d., though he said it was a
dangerous book.” After the above interview with this woman, I saw no more
of her family (they having changed their residence) until to-day, when I was
somewhat surprised to find that the whole family had abandoned the Church of
Rome and are now attending a Protestant place of worship. They all appeared
very glad to see me.

July 19. While walking along the street to-day a priest ran np and asked me
If I could direct him to Aylmerstreet. I replied, I will, with pleasure.” After
a few words with him, and when we were (as I supposed) about to part, I said,
“Sir, this is the first time that you and I have met, and it may be the last ; our
next meeting may be in the eternal world ; and when I look at you, sir, as a man
set apart to instruct and guide others in the way to heaven, I have peculiar
feelings in view of your responsibility to God. Do you really believe the doc-
trines taught by the Roman Catholic Ckurch ?” ¢ Of course I do.” Do you
read the Bible?” ¢ Yes, I do.” Just then he took my arm, and we walked

thus, arm-in-arm, through several streets and talked about the doctrines of the

New Testament and those of the Romish Church for about an hour. I noticed
the Salutation of the Virgin Mary, and what they have added to it, “ Holy Mary
Mother of God, pray for us sinners now and at the hour of our death, Amen,"
and asked him where they found that. He replied, “ The Pope has added that
to it.” T asked him if fie had any authority from the teaching of onr Lord and
His Apostles for praying to the Virgin Mary or any saint, for the use of holy
water, for their mode of taking the sacrament, for burning candles in daylight,
)
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celibacy of the priests, pepance, high masses and low masses to relieve souls
suffering in purgatory for sins Whicl?lpriests pretended to have pardoned
before they die. I said, “According to the teaching of the Church of Rome
purgatory does for the souls of et what the blood of Jesus Christ had failed
to do.” Here he said “No, no, no.” I replied, * Yes, yes, yes, for while you
teach that purgatory purifies the soul and makes it meet for heaven, you take
the glory from Him whose blood cleanseth from all sin, He said, “We have no
authority at all in the New Testament for thoge doctrines which you have men-
tioned, but we take our authority from tradition, for our Saviour did, and said
many things which are not recorded-in the Testament, St. John said, if all was
written he supposed the world itself would not contain it.” I replied, “ We
read that holy men of old wrote as they were moved by the Holy Ghost (we
have no such authority for tradition), and we may safely conclude that the most
important part of what our Lord taught is written, some of which bears hard
against the doctrines of the Romish Church.” Then I took a French Testament
. out of my pocket, and we referred to several passages in the Gospels, St. Paul's
Epistles to Timothy, and other portions of Holy writ where many Popish errors
are evidently condemned. After a calm, and fo me very interesting converga-
tion in this way, we parted with apparently good feeling existing between us.
July 20. Met with a large French Canadian family to whom I lent a Tegta-
ment about a year ago. The man of the house, who is well educated, andin his
youth spent some years in preparing for the priesthood, said to me to-day, “ My
father, who has considerable property, told me last night that he will disown
- me and my family because we have abandoned the Church of Rome ; he has no
" child but me and one daughter, and what he will do with his property I don’t
know; but I hope God will take cpre of me and my family.”
. July 21. While visiting from house to house to-day, I saw a priest a short
way off. T took no notice of him, but went on with my work, and had visited
. three French families after I saw him, and was showing my books to the fourth
(an old lady, three young women, and a young mdn) when he came in, He
aid to me, “ What books are these you have got?” I replied, “ Bibles and
. Testaments.” ¢ They are dangerous, bad books.” “Do you say, sir, that the
.§ New Testament of Our Lord Jesus Christ is a bad book ?” It is not a good
~ Testament.” “Will you please to let this family see what you call a good Tes-
:7 | tament?” He then took a small book from his pocket, and said, ““ Here is a
good Latin Testament.” I replied, “ You know well that these people do not
understand Latin ; show them a Testament in a language which, they under-
stand.” He then asked my name; I told him, and said, “ Allow me, sir, to ask
your name.” “1am Rev, —— of the Seminary.” “I gaid, % You have an
open countenance, and look like an honest man ; will you be candid with this
* family, and show them whatis wrong in this Testament.” ‘It ig not necessary."”
‘It is, 8ir, very requisite for the satisfaction of this family; but you know you
cauld not touch a word in the sacred book,” It would not be difficult to find
. what is wrong in it.” “If it would not be difficult, you may soon do it.” - Just
* then the mid-day bell rang, and he said, “ That is the bell, we must say a prayer.”
He and all the family knelt down, I also bowed my knees within a few inches of
the priest, and while they worshipped, they knew not what, I tried to look up
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to God that the light of his holy Spirit might shine on their hearts, and lead
them in the way of truth.

When we rose up from prayer, the priest very politely took my hat off the
table and handed it to me, as if he wished mg to be away. I thanked him, and
resumed the subject, I said, “ Sir, it is of the utmost importance to this family
that you shew them what you consider wrong in the New Testament—and if
you do not comply with this request you will leave a standing doubt on -their
minds.” He replied “No doubt at all, no doubt at all.” I said, “T know
well there will be a doubt.,” I told this family in the presence of the priest,
that as priests and ministers are only men, from the force of early training
they may be prejudiced in favor of the way in which they were brought up,
consequently we cannot rely on their teaching unless it be in accordance with
what our Saviour and his Apostles taught; and St. Paul, warning the people
against false teaching, said “ Though we or an angel from héaven preach any
other Gospel unto you than that. which we have preached unto you, let him be
accurged.”

Through all this, the family kept very silent, and treated me respectfully, and
though they thought it prudent not to take a Testament in the presence of the
priest, I think they will be more anxious to read it than ever they were before.

July 30. Met witha French family to whom Isold a Testament more than three
years ago. The mistress then appeared to me to be an intelligent person and
fond of reading. I visited them twice afterwards, but have not seen them for
the last eighteen months until to-day, when they were very glad to see me.
After & few words the mistress said “I want to send my children to a Protes-
tant school, and I have a strong desire to go to a Protestant church,’but I feel
shy about it.” Tasked her if her husband would be satisfied that their chirdren
should attend a Protestant school ; she said, he would. I think there are five
children able to attend school. I left three French tracts with her ; soon after
I entered her house to-day, she showed me her Testament on a table beside her ;
she geems‘to prize it,

August 3. A French woman, who keeps a respectable boarding-house, and to
whom T lent a Testament about two years ago, paid me for it to-day. When I
lent her the Testament her husband appeared to be in ption; I visited
him twice afterwards; he appeared glad to see me, and much pleased with the
book. She said to me to-day, “ my husband died very happy.” To the great
head of the church we will give all the praise.

Angust 9. A respectable French woman, towhom I lent a Testament about two
months ago, told me to-day that her priest had strictly warned her not to read
it. She showed me the Testament, and how much of it she had read, and said,
“Iam a Catholic, but no one shall ever prevent me from reading this book.”
This woman hag considerable influence with her French Canadian neighbours,
and she has in my presence encouraged several of them to read the Testament,
saying, ‘It is the Word of God.”

Angust 12. Called to see a sick man whom I mentioned in this journal a few
weeks ago,—T saw the body but the spirit was gone. When I first saw him in
hig late illness, he appeared to be far gone in consumption, brought on by intox-
icating drink, and was in the habit of using very profane language, I talked
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and prayed with him then as God gave me liberty. I saw him twice afterwards,
tried to direct him to the Saviour of sinners, and prayed with him ; on the two
last occasions he appeared glad to see me. I asked his mother, who appears to
be a sensible woman, what was the state of his mind during the last few days ;
she replied, ¢ Before you first visited him he often wanted to take poison to end
his life, and I cannot look at it in any other light but that God has sent you 48 an
angel of mercy to direct that perishiug soul to seek mercy and pardon through
the merits of Jesus ; for since you first visited him he never talked as he did
before, but would say to me, ¢ Oh mother, I see my sins as a mountain before
me ; may Jesus Christ have mercy on my soul, and save me!’” She told me
also that some days before his death he solemnly warned his associa tes to%give
up strong drink, and every other sin ; and one young man to whom he thus
spoke, said, “ I feel as if I should never touch strong drink again.” The deceased
man now referred to was thirty-three years old, and held a respectable situation
in this city for some years. I mention the above circumstance with feelings of
deep humility and to the glory of God, and would not record such incidents
but that others may be encouraged to speak in the name of Jesus,

Anugust 30. A French woman with whose family I left a Testament some time
ago, told me to-day that she now attends a Prot&tant place of worship, and
agked me to use my influence to get her son into Pointe-aux-Trembles school.
I said “it would be a safe place for him.” She answered ‘‘ Yes, and it would be
best for his soul.” T left the Testament with this woman about two years ago,
and, as she has changed her residence, I have not seen her since until to-day.
She showed me the book and said, “ My daughter, about eighteen years old,
spends all her spare time reading it.” Probably there are many such cases as
the above that we.shall never know of in time.

Sept. 21, Met with a decent-looking French woman who showed me a Testa-
ment which was lent to her some time ago. She said to me, in the presence of
a French neighbour, “ Before I had this book I was a Roman Catholic, but I am
now a Protestaut, for I could no longer adhere to the doctrines taught in that
church.” Through her persuasion her neighbour aecepted the loan of a Testa-
ment on my usual conditions ; but, when I was going away from the house,
several of the neighbours from both sides of the street screamed after me, and
threatened me with vengeance if I would go there again, the woman to whom
Ilent the Testament still reading it at an open window, and affirming that all
she saw in it was very good. i

Sept. 22. While visiting & Roman Catholic family, a young woman was read-
ing in a Testament when another woman came into the room and blamed her
for looking into a Protestant book, saying to her, * you ought to know better.”
I handed her also a Testament ; she read awhile in it with apparent surprise,
bought it of me, and paid for it. Here I saw the attracting power of the Word
did more to recommend it than all that man could say in its favour, for I did
not say one word to induce her to buy it.

Oct. 26. Met with a French lady at some distance from Montreal, whose hus-
band bought a Bible of me (in the city) about three years and six months ago.
Through the light and influence of the Holy Spirit, on the reading of the sacred
book, Mr. L. was led to see and feel that Christ is the Way, the Truth, and the
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Life, and he could no longer risk his soul on the doctrines of the Church of
Rome, but abandoned it. Madame L.now attends a Protestant church with

her husband, but still clings to some of the errors of Popery, especially the FOURT
intercession of the Virgin. I reasoned with her at some length about this and
other doctrines of that church. As she reads English I left her a tract, “ The The Bibl
Sinner’s Friend,” praying that God would make it a blessing to her soul. . dit
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FOURTH REPORT OF BIBLE WOMEN’S EFFORT IN CONNECTION
WITH THE LADIES’ BIBLE ASSOCIATION.

The Bible Woman's work of carrying the Word of God from house to house,

to read it, to pray over it, to interest the sinner, to attend to the message it
contains for him—to cheer the Christian borne down by the troubles of the way,
and in the person of the Bible Woman herself to exemplify its precepts by a ten-
der-hearted, motherly sympathy for the many forms of suffering and sorrow
that sin and poverty present to her, is now "so generally known that we pro-
pose to pass over this year without the usual detailed Report, and confine our-
= selves to a few general statements in regard to the facts connected with each
district.
At the close of our last Report we had five Bible Women. The first two-
women engaged in this work have continued their mission with short interrup-
tions from loss of health. These we also had emploged for a month at Lachine
to introduce a similar mission there,

The Superintendent of the third Bible Woman, whose district was in Grifin-
towa, left in June for a temporary residence in England, and her Bible Woman
accepted a private situation. On the Superintendent’s return in autumn, it
proved impossible to find asuitable Bible Woman to take up her former district,
and being in earnest to renew her work, and, finding & person whose circum-
% stances enabled her to labour elsewhere, it was decided to divide the large dis-
trict originally assigned to the first Bible Woman. Over two months’ experience
., of the benefit of subdivision and the fitness of the Bible Woman now labouring
" in the new district, enable us to speak most encouragingly of her usefulness.

§  The fourth Bible Woman's time, it may be remembered, was given to the wives
% of the soldiers then stationed in Molson’s Barracks, and to the military train;
/\the Superintendent baing the wife of one of the ofticers of the latter. Her Bible
" Woman, a long tried and acceptable friend to this class, latterly married one
f the soldiers of the same regiment, when it was found prudent to transfer her
itoa city district, where, under the same superintendent, she continued diligently
\\#to visit a portion of our city that seemed most to need such work—the brick-
"'works and neighbourhood lying north and east of the jail—until the month of
August when we lost the valuable services of both the Superintendent and Bible
'Woman by the removal of the regiment.
% Our fifth Bible Woman was also connected with one of the regiments which
Bhas since gone home. These have been replaced by other troops, for whom we
“Shave hitherto been unable to provide ; but we are very desirous to obtain a
‘Wsuitable person for this field, which, from its peculiar nature, requires a Bible
A8 Woman with special qualifications. We shall be glad ifany of our friends will
aid us in this matter.
Since last Report quarterly social meetings of the Superintendents and Bible
8 Women have been held and been found very useful and encouraging. To these
‘ithe Superintendents and Bible Women in connection with St. George's Church
are invited. At the last of them all the Bible women now engaged in the city
Wwere present,
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The following notices of the work of the three Bible Women now actually
employed under the auspices of the Bible Society are taken from the monthly
reports of the Superintendents.

In the first district the Bible Woman spends several hours weekly in the jail,
reading with, speaking to, and praying with the inmates. When any female
amongst those appears in earnest to turn from her evil ways, she inquires mi-
nutely into her history, and, at her liberation, if the Bible Woman has confi-
dence in her sincerity, she supplies her with more or less clothing—the gift of
kind friends of the Mission—and sends her toa situationin the country. Dur-
ing the past yeareleven girls have in this way been rescued, and good accounts
have been received of their continuing steady. Much of her time is given to
the visiting of houses of improper character, and from these she has restored to
fathers, mothers, and brothers ten young women and to one husband his wife.
From the same source nine have been sent to the Female Home, St. Catharine
street. She has collected special donations for travelling expenses for the above
to the amount of £8 3s. 104d., and for small aids towards rents, &c., £1 16s.
3d. Twenty children have been sent to school; forty-five females have been
helped with clothing ; seven heads of families, formerly intemperate, have kept
sober throughout the year ; seven Bibles and two Testaments have been sold.

In the district of the second Bible Woman during the year places were ob-

, tained for thirty-six women, two girls, and five boys. Seventy-two females

were relieved with clothing and tickets for food, and thirty by tickets for small
quantities of firewood. Sixteen Bibles have been sold and eleven given away,
nine of these last were Bibles given for that purpose by the ladies of the Com-
mittee of the House of Refuge. On an average twenty visits were paid daily,
seldom less than seven hours daily being spent in this work. For some months
past the hospital as well as the the sick poor hguse have been visited on Sun-
day afternoons. There has also been received in this district, during the sum-
mer by the Superintendent and Bible Women, nearly £15, paid into the Provi-
dent Fund or Clothing Club. Since the winter began this has been returned to
them in clothing made up at the mission room or money.

The third Bible Women, being Superintended by a lady who, herself, defrays
the 1ent of her Mission room, expenses attending on the clothing club, and help

needed for the uncared-for sick and poor of her district, we are not called upon .
to render an account of these. Ten Bibles and Testaments have been sold. A g

report of the work is read at our monthly meetings, and we may state generally
that it shows an amount of labour and good results equal to those of the other
Bible Women. Next year we hope to be allowed to give further details.

It will, of course, be understood that the sums expended as aids to the poor
are, in all cases, obtained by contributions distinct from the funds of the Bible
Society. The amount and expenditure of these c‘on\tﬂhyn\tions appear in the
following accouuts ;—

The Committee have much pleasure in welcoming, on the present occasion,
not only the Rev. Mr. Green, with whose much valued vigits we are favoured
annually, but-also the Rev. H. Gill from England, who has been deputed by the
British and Foreign Bible Society, to visit the Auxiliary and Branch Societies

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REPORT OF THE DURHAM BRANCH BIBLE SOCIETY, PRESENTED
AT ITS ANNIVERSARY, 16tu SEPTEMBER, 1864.

CrrisTIAN Frignps,—Your Committee would congratulate you on the aus-
picious return of another anniversary of the organization, being the twenty-
second of our existence.

In presenting our Report, we are sorry not to be able to give it that fulness
which we could desire, on account of the paucity of the materials required.

The efforts which have so successfully been carried forward in former years,
to agcertain and supply any destitution in the field which our constitution
covers, leaves very little work of that nature now to be accomplished. Per-
haps the repetition of such ‘efforts in a systematic manner may require your
attention in the course of a year or two.

The Depository has been managed as usual, and, notwithstanding the finan-
cial difficulties which have been encountered by all classes of the community,
and the depreciation or almost worthlessness of U. S. paper, a good amount of
busizess has been done, giving the amount of sales as high as any previous
year, The Depository is at all times well supplied, and every attention is given
in the care and sales of the books. This may be one cause for the largenéss
of the sales. We are often called upon for books by people who live in the
Townships, also by residents in Vermont and in'the State of New York, U.S,,
some at the distance of 50, others 70, and others over 100 miles off.

One family has been supplied with a Bible, having been destitute four years.
A French Roman Catholic family has been supplied with a Testament, which
they often use. And many others have been supplied with the coarse print
ten cents Testaments.

Your Depositary has been much encouraged at times during hiy perambula-
tions in witnessing among the inmates of some families, those who have been
supplied by your Society, having the “blessed book” in their hands, and
deeply attentive in studying its contents. Many have spoken highly of it, and
some say they have discovered a beauty in it never experienced before. S)n'ely
such evidence of good, even if there were none greater, would be abyndant
reason for expressing deep gratitude to your invaluable Society, and will
afford much encouragement to hope that a gracious God will condescend to

Your Committee, as usual, have attended to the appointment of collectors who
have returned their lists. It is to be regretted that the contributions fall some-
what short of those of last year, being only $38.79. Yet this is no cause for
despondency, as local and special circumstances have a good deal to do with
the falling off.

REPORT OF THE VIOCTORIA BRANCH BIBLE SOCIETY.

Your Committee, in presenting their Annual Report, feel that they have
nothing special to bring before your notice, either in the way of additional
labour, or particular success, within our bounds during the year, Still they
acknowledge, that it is no small token of God’s mercy, that they are all here,
—here where you have appointed them; and here where God has a right to
expect to find them, furthering on the most beneficial, God-glorifying, man-
exalting, and the most gigantic work ever intrusted to man, They feel it is an
honour to any man to have a hand in carrying it forward, no matter how rich
or exalted his station in life, or how poor or humble.

They are further sensible that the work is so important, that it deserves far
more energy than ever bestowed upon it; so glorious, that that itself should be
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a sufficient inducement for all men of the highest intellect, and greatest wealth
to help onward ; the field is the world, and so vast, that it cannot be overtaken
while the present generation lasts ; requiring so much means,
nation can well afford it, should they even be willing.

Therefore your Committee bespeaks for the noble cause,

this year, the hearty
co-operation, by labour, or means, of every true lover of the Bible, of every

generous hearted, of every benevolent minded person, and of al] a8 God has
prospered them, And from the experience of the past, they believe that the
friends of Victoria Branch will do this year as well as other years, to aid the
noble enterprise. In this way alone, work otherwige impossible, can both be
rendered efficient and easy. And indeed, this ig the ionly way every great
undertaking in this world is carried on,whether secular or spiritual ; for few
men are able and less are willing, even for the sake of gain to furnish the
money necessary, and run the risks jn connection with such expensive schemes,
such for instance, as ships of war and commerce, steamboats, railroads, banks,
the building of Churches, the support of the Gospel, missionary and tract
societies, &c. And from the fact that a number of men of small means,
combining together, can engage in any of these schemes, with safety, illustrateg
the old adage, “ Union is strength.” And the Bible Society is not inferior to any
of those mentioned. However it is well known, that people may engage in
enterprises, the legitimacy of which may well be questioned, and the result of
which may be uncertain. But there need be no fears, with regard to the word
of God on these points; its morality and result are certain, for it will lead the

believers to industry, prudence, and sobriety,
of joy, love and peace,
Your Committee know well that the enemies of the truth will say to the
contrary. And whoever will read the news of the day will see, that there
never was more activity among its opponents than at the present day. Some,
however, in their attacks, display their own ignorant, fierce and virulent
natures, rather than endanger God’s truth. But it is far different with others.
Judas-like, they pretend the highest respect and veneration for it, and at the
same time with all the calmness, ingenuity, learning and talent they command,
are destroying it. But they will not succeed, no! no! if it were not Divine, it
bad been destroyed long ago. There is no doubt, however, cunning as the
attacks are, that good will come out of them at the end, First, it will do good,
in provoking a contrary spirit of enquiry and research into the original
meaning of the Secriptures, and thereby probably, greatly, improve our trans-
Iation, Secondly, it will lead Christians to lean more upon the naked word
alone, and less upon the opinions of men, however eminent. And thirdly, if by
their criticism, any thing shall be swept away, it will be the dusty cobweb
notions which from time immemorial have been hanging about the word, until the
truth itself will appear clearer and more divine than ever, And who will say
that this will not do 800d ? But no thanks to the adversaries for it,

Your Committee deem it their duty to bring before you the case of a deeply
interesting, and hard-working class of people, namely, the lumber-men, who
annually gather in the woods within our bounds, There is no need of an
apology for calling your notice to them ; for many of them are your sons, your
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friends, and neighbours, and all of them your fellow citizens and countrymen,
who spend the winter in shanties, and it is to be feared, unarmed by the sword
of the spirit, while exposed to and surrounded by the most ungodly companions.
Can any thing be done for them ? Much may be done by sending colporteurs
with the word of life to them. This class of labourers are the most honoured
instruments the Bible Society has. One year in France they sold 111,559 copies,
while the Depositories and all other agencies disposed of only 9,085, And this
last year out of 74,774 copies sold, the colporteurs disposed of more than half.
And their labours are otherwise greatly blessed by God.

The Committee take this opportunity of giving you a bird's eye view of the
working of the Parent Society, and our own during the year. You will no doubt
be delighted to hear that the Parent Society issued the amazing number of
2,495,118 copies, the largest ever circulated, being over last year 361,258, and
since the commencement 45,539,452, There has been issued in Scotland 143,803,
and in Ireland 75,297, and in the United States 1,259,117 copies and portions
were circulated during the past year. And the receipts of the Parent Society
during the year was the large sum of £168,905 43, being £1,221 2s, 8. more than
last year. Besides, the word of God is now translated into 167 languages and
”dfalé‘bt\s. “Sing O heavens; and be joyful O earth; break forth into singing
O mountains; for the Lord hath comforted his people and will have mercy .
upon hjg afflicted.”

The word is diligently scattered almost through every nation of Europé, and
in many countries of Asia, and a few in Africa. Still it is sad to know that
they are three very dark spots, where the light of life has not yet been allowed
to enter, namely, Spain, Portugal, and Austria, these countries being the
abject slaves of the Papacy, though the pretended followers of Christ and the
successors of Peter, and still such is their hatred and dread of the words of
Christ and Peter, that the severest laws have been enacted and relentlessly
executed against the man who dares either read them to, or give them to his
neighbour. But the Committee at Earl street, always ready to take advantage
of every opening to circulate the precious volume in 1862, during the “Great
Intérnational Exhibition,” opened several depots near the world's fair, having a
notice over the doors, in thirty different languagés, indicating the immense
treasure to be found within. And this effort has not been without success ; for on
that occasion there were bought by visitors in German 18,162 copies, in French
24,167, in Italian 13, 904, in Spanish 4,995, in spite of the severe laws against it,
in the latter country. In thirty other languages the Scriptures went forth,
although in a more limited number. This year however Mr. E. Millard from
his depot in Vienna issued 147,040 volumes.

The total issues of the Montreal Auxilliary, during the year, was the large
sum of 14,913 and the total Receipts, were very handsome, being $10,927,31.
And there are now in active operation under the able superintendcy of Mr.
Green, 167 branches, in connection with the Montreal Auxilliary.

You see, then, if the enemies of the truth are active, so are its friends. And
if they oppose the truth, they have much to fear. For the Bible is not like any
other book, but wielding a great power, and authority, exposing vice and
wrong, interfering with men's views, habits, standing laws, tyranny, ritualism,
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rationalism, idolatry, and selfisheness of all kinds,

The continual
restlessness which is one of the characteristic features of its people, leading
often to rapid change and frequent revolution, renders it impossible to foregee
the probable course of events, whether political or ecclesiastical, during any

At the commencement of our work it wag
in many cases thought sufficient if the offer of a gift was accepted; now that
the system of purchase is more generally maintained, comparative numbers are
no longer a fair criterion by which to test the efficiency of the work.

There is one class of the population of this country to which all others fur-
nish a contingent, which has ever excited the warmest interest of those who
long for its regeneration. The army of France has a peculiar claim to Chris-
tian sympathy and Christian activity. Though camp life is for the most part
noisy and dissipated, there are yet long periods, sometimes of leisure, and some-
times of sickness, during which the soldier will lend a willing ear to the
Gospel’s cheering sound. Gay and thoughtless though he appear, he has his
seasons of trial and sorrow, and whilst these last an easy access is gained to his
heart. Having often but recently left his home and his native village, and pos-
sessing a certain frankness of manner and opennéss of disposition which render
it more easy to win his confidence, the opportunity of intercourse with a Col-
porteur who offers him the Gospel, and directs his attention to Him who is its
Sum and Substance, is uot unfrequently the turning.point in his life. Whilst
at other times, when setting out on some distant campaign, from which either
the pestilential nature of the climate or the uncertain issue of war, leaves it
doubtful if he shall ever return, there is a solemn thoughtfulness pervading his
mind which renders him accessible to serious appeals, and induces him in many
instances to purchase the Book which he had previously despised and whose
message is one of life and immortality through Christ. Referring to this class
M. de Pressensé says :—

The work among the soldiers in the French army excites, as I am well aware,
too great an amount of interest in your country for me to pass it completely by
in silence. During the past year there have not been any circumstances calcu-
lated to stamp this work with the interesting character which it assumed by
oceasion of the events, or rather the campaigns, which are no doubt still fresh
in your recollection. Nevertheless, the work has been continued, and though
in a more quiet manner, it has not, I assure you, been of a less gratifying cha-
racter. Without adverting to the efforts in connexion with this work which

*have been carried on at the expense of several of your countrymen, I shall refer
to the blessed labours of a number of your Colporteurs in many of the towns
where important garrisons are established ; and although .these labours have
been of a more individual character, I believe that I shall certainly be below
the reality when stating that upwards of 7,000 copies of the Seriptures, princi-
pally New Testaments, were during the past year supplied to the men in the
French army. This branch of our distributions has always been invested with
a special amount of interest ; and at the present moment T am acquainted with a
number of our extensivé barragks, ‘in which the Gospel is read with seriousness,
and with feelings of decided idterest. There is even more than this, for among
these immense numbers of soldiers there are some who are in direct communica-~
tion with me, and who, without actually bearing the name, are already acting as
true and devoted Colporteurs of the Word of God, which they explain to their
comrades with an earnestness and a warmth which have been attended with the
mo3t surprising and gratifying results. * Some of these worthy friends, who have
really won my heart, and whose term of service in the army is on the eve of
expiring, have come to an understanding with me inregard to the arrangements
to be made when they shall be quite free to enter fully on the work of Bible Col-
portage. These are good and valuable acquisitions to our staff of labourers,
and I'am mors rejoiced at having secured them than I can well express to you,

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Formerly it seldom happened that the Colporteurs who entered the houses
were allowed to sit down and read a portion of Scripture and pray. For some
years they have been able to do so daily. They now read and pray with the
families they visit, as much as their strength and their time permit. Our Col-
porteur at V——has on his list more than sixty families that he can call on
when he likes, to read and pray with them. But these families would not yet
be willing to receive a Protestant pastor.

HOLLAND.

The circulation of the past year has amounted to 23,656 copies, being an
increase of 2,505 when compared with the numbers distributed during the pre-
ceding year. The total issues from the Amsterdam Depot, including Scriptures
sent to London and to Cape Town, have reached 28,556, and if we review the
labour of twenty years, we obtain a grand total of 577,857,

Your Society has now seven Colporteurs employed in this country, whose
sales have amounted to 11,591 copies. In the Province of|Limburg alone, in
which bigotry and superatition abound to a greater extept than in any other
part of the country, 1,076 copies have been dispostd” of, notwithstanding
strong opposition.

The journals of the Colporteurs supply many incidents of an interesting
nature tending to prove that their Iabour is_not in vain in the Lord.

The following extract will be read with interest, as showing that the Ngra-
RLANDS BiLe Soorery has taken up a position of considerable importance,
both at home and abroad :

During the last month the Netherlands Bible Society held its forty-ninth
Annual Meeting. The number of copies distributed during the past year
amounts to 38,919. This distribution was effected with the assistance of the*
109 branches connected with the Society. The number of members and bene-
factors has, during the last ten years, increased from 7,000 to 9,000. Transla-
tions of the Bible have been prepared for the East Indies in the Macassar,
Boeginese, Sundanese, Balinese, and Malay languages ; whilst that in the Batak,
a portion of which has been published, is being proceeded with.

1t will doubtless have been observed, and not without warm feelings of grati-
tude and joy, that Mr. Millard once more dates his Report from the capital of
Austria. Such a country, with its millions of Protestants, and its still larger
population of Roman Catholics and members of the Greek Church, is well cal-
culated to attract the attention and absorb the sympacthies of the Christian phi-
lanthropist. It mustnot however be supposed that all difficulties are removed.
Austrian views of religious liberty are not much if at all modified, Rome continues
a3 hostile to an open Bible for the instruction of those who own her 8way as she
ever was. Still in the face of the liberal principles which the Austrian govern-
ment has enunciated, and in the midst of the progress which Austria has mani-
festly made under the blessings of & constitutional administration, the hope
may fairly be entertained that a better spirit will now prevail towards the
friends of Bible distribution, and that the Scriptures will not again be banished
from the country in spite of its laws, and to the astonishment of the Christian
community, It is no small advantage in such a movement to have the con-
currence of the Oberkirchen-Rath (the chief Protestant Ecclesiastical Council in
the empire) which has at length given expression to feelings of interest in our
work. In an official communication, dated Feb, 27, 1864, the President has
informed Mr. Millard that this influential body has most warmly and energeti-
cally supported a Memorial which he lately presented to the Minister of State
with reference to the free circulation of the Scriptures in the country. It is o
far satisfactory to know that we have the moral support of a body which repre-
sents the Protestant Church of Austria, and that a question of such vital
importance will no longer remain unheeded. That some attention is being
excited to our work, at least among the enemies of our faith, may be gathered
by the following extract from an Austrian newspaper:

Previous Reports
have already conveyed the important intelligence that an excellent translation
of the New Testament into Modern Rass has been extensively printed and issued
by the Synod of the Russo-Greek Church. This work has proceeded during
the past year, and additional advantages for circulation have been given by the-
issue of a 24mo. edition, which, from its low cost (only 5d.), and from its
portable character, is extremely well adapted for the use of the soldier and the
young. This edition has been eagerly bought, and there is no doubt that it
will still meet with an extensive demand. The first editions were
it is now proposed to print the New Testament in a larger type.

In a country in
which education is advancing with such rapid strides, and in many of whose
colleges and schools English is the classical language, such an Agency seems
peculiarly needful. To send forth, as those institutions now do, year by year
thousands of intelligent and intellectual men, whose passions have never been
brought under the subduing influence of the gospel, and who have never been
taught from the Book of Truth the duty which they owe to their neighbour and
their God, is surely to create a power which will ere long, in the consciousness
of its own strength, cast off the yoke of foreign dominion, and obtain freedom
from the restraints of all moral obligations. But let God’s Word have free
course. Let the banner of Jesus' love be unfurled over Indian homes, and the
sceptre of His love be extended over Indian hearts, and then, in return for the
inestimable boon which you have bestowed, a loyal and Christianized people
will acknowledge the debt of gratitude which they owe, and become bound to
you by cords of affection which shall grow stronger in time, and endure through-
out eternity. Your Committee are most desirous of finding suitable men, as
soon as possible, to fill these important posts. QOne has already been recom-
mended to them in the person of Colonel Lamb, to whose Christian character
and special adaptation o this particular work such high testimony has been
borne, that they have had no hesitation in engaging his services for the Pre-

CHINA.

There are few countries to which the blessings of Christian civilization might
be more easily extended, and in which the messengers of the Gospel might work
With a better hope of eventual success than China, if only those high barriers
could be broken down which for ages past have kept its people distinet from
other nations, and have impeded that social intercourse by which prejudice
would have been softened and ignorance removed. When, however, we remem-
ber that ‘this people possess historical records which trace their origin back
three thousand yea'rs before the birth of .Christy that they have moreover
preserved their manners, their customs, and their institutions unchanged
through a longer period than any other nation, and that their climate, avoiding
the extremes of heat and cold, is favourable to the cultivation of almost all
agricultural produce, is it much to be wondered at if they have encouraged a
poliey, the effect of which has been to shut them out from all intercommunication
with foreign nations, and to contract their mental and moral perceptions within
the narrowest limits? But He who has said, “I will shake all nations, and the
desire of all nations shall come,” has a purpose to fulfil concerning this nation
also ; and evidences are not wanting by which the hope is fostered that His set
time to favour her may even now be at hand. Prejudices are less strong, and
exclusiveness i3 less rigidly maintained. Missionaries have proclaimed the
Gospel without hindrance, and the Scriptures have been received by many with-
out gainsaying, and by some with an apparent conviction that the truths which
they revealed met the wants of & sinful nature and of a contrite heart.

not led them to quail in thejr presence. i

in favour of our Colporteurs in this respect, there is gratifying proof of their
stability and steadfastness jn the prosecution of their work. We shall continue
their operations in thig line by sending them from town to town and city to city
in the surrounding country, und when the heat of the weather abates, they will
be visited and aided by one or other of our missionary brethren. At present
these assistants come to Shanghai once a month, and on reporting the state of

The issues of the past year have nm‘gnnted to 48,683 copies, a considerable
increase on those of the year preceding, and yet but a very limited number'
when compared with the many millions who are living without God and with-
out hope in the world. :

An application has been"made to your Committee to supply a Colporteur for
the sale of the Scriptures to the English and Americans, the Dutch and Germang,
who frequent the port of Shanghai, and they, have willingly acc?ded to the
request. A soldier of the 67th regiment was ready to engage in this work, and
was recommended to them as a suitable person ; but some difficulty has since
arigen in the way of his appointment.

MADAGASCAR,

It is perhaps unreasonable to expect that missionaries whose daily energies
are exhausted in the prosecution of their own peculiar work, should be able to
spare much time for correspondence, even with such an old and valued friend
as the British and Foreign Bible Society. Your Committee do not therefore
complain of, though' they deeply regret, the absence of all communication
between themselves and their friends in Madagascar during the past year. They
sincerely pray that their labour may be abundan.tly blessed, and an earnest
longing may be created for that precious Book, whlcl.l they hope ere long to 'be
in & position to supply without the omission of any of its parts, The manuscript
of the deficient books was written in so distinct and imperfect & manner, axfd
required such frequent correction, that much time was ne?essarily ocoupied in
its revision, and frequent delays occurred. Your Comm.mee havez how.ever,
now made arrangements by which the printing of the remaining portion will be
much expedited ; and they trust that it will not be long before they a‘re able .to
announce that the Malagasy Bible is complete. Their Excellencies Rainifiringia
and Rainandrianandraina, the Ambassadors 1o this country from the .Queen of
Madagascar, had a lengthened interview with your Committee, dunng-their
residence in London, and after being addressed by the Chairman in s.umble
language, more especially on the value of the Holy Scriptures in promoting th.e
temporal and eternal welfare of mankind, expressed themselves .thruug.h their
interpreter, Mr. John Duffus, as highly gratified with the reception Yvhxch had
been accorded to them. A Bible, suitably bound, so far as yet printed, wag
then presented to each of them, and in the course of conversation whi.ch
followed, their Excellencies stated that they hl.ld been much struck with
England’s greatness and power, and {hat they ascribed these wholly to the'free
circulation of God’s Word among the people. They also gave the Oommn.tee.
some interesting information. They stated that the population of the island of

'We blessed the Boodness of God,
for we had the unspeakable pleasure of listening to the good preaching which
the English missionaries and the native preachers gave us.

issi ies, that the benefits diffused by the British and Foreign Bible Society
extended to my countrymen, and their moral wants were supplied by the distri-
bution of the said Books. Fér Holy Scripture is the foun;iim of light and
salvation of mankind, and particularly to comfort people in their time of trouable,
We in this remote.part of the world have heard much of the Briti

UNITED STATES.

Nuw York.—It is with unfeigned sorrow, on account of the fearful calamities
which civil war is entailing upon this country, that your Committee refor tq the
operations of the AugricAw Bipre Soomry during the past year. They cannot
regard the prolongation of the present struggle between members of the same
family, and the bloodshed and misery which are its necessary accompaniments,
without feelings of deepest sadness, and an earnest supplication that it may
please God 8o to control and direct the varions events to which this conflict
has reference, that the sword may no longer devour, but that peace may once
more prevail, It is, however, gratifying to find that among the supporters of
the great Religious Institations of the country, und'especinlly of the Bible
Society, there have not been wanting those who have been equal to the occasion,
and who not only have honoured God with their substance, but have shown
much activity and zeal in the Pprosecution of the Lord’s work, The receipts of
the past year have been upwards of 44,000 dollars in advance of those of the
year preceding. The Board of Managers, however, expect that all the means at
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their digposal will be required to meet the exigencies that may arise, and they
have fully determined to make no permanent investment of their funds, but to
use the gutire income of the Society in carrying out the benevolent intention of
the donors as rapidly as this can be judiciously effected.

The Report contains the following account of the issues of the Society :—

The whole number of volumes issued from the Depository during the year
ending the 31st day of March, 1863, was one million, two hundred and fifty-
nine thousand, one hundred and seventeen. Of these, 175,554 were Bibles,
1,002,382 Tetsaments, and 80,957 Portions of the Scriptures, vis., separate
volumes of the Psalms, Proverbs, and the Gospel of St. John. To these must
be added 224 volumes for the blind, in raised letters.

The value of all these publications was 273,945 dols. 32 cents. The sales
amounted to 222,422 dols. 1 cent. The increase of issues over the preceding
year was 165,275 volumes.

The aggregate issues of the twolyears which embrace the period of the present
<ivil war, have been 2,352,959 volumes, valued at 497,701 dols. 30 cents. Six-
teen power-presses, with a force of 6ver three hundred, have been kept con-
stantly at work to produce these results. At times during the year the pressure
has taxed the whole power of the Establishment to meet the demands for the
Word of God. Thus, in the single month of September, 1863, the issues reached
168,632 volumes, which was at the rate of 6,500 per day, 650 per hour, and
eleven per minute, of the full working hours of the Institution.

The total number of volumes issued by the Society since its organization in
1816, is seventeen millions, three hundred and fifty-three thousand, seven
hungred and eighteen.

An application for aid was also received in December last from the AMERICAN
Axp Foreiey Bisum Society, which is chiefly supported by Baptists. Much of
this Society’s work has been confined to India, though the claims of home
have not been disregarded. The Secretary states that since its organization,
more than twenty-six years ago, nearly 2,000,000 copies have been distributed,
and that in consequence of the war frequent applications are received from the
army, navy, merchant service, Hospitals, and last, though not least, from ' the
Contraband camp, or freed men of America, asking most earnestly for a supply
of Scriptures. Under th&e circumstances your.Committee have most willingly
responded to the appeal, and have made a grant of 500 Bibles, 1,000 Testaments,
and 20,000 portions in English, as well as 1,000 portions in French, and a
similar number in German,

The Bisre Sooiery or Augusta, Georgia, in the Confederate States, has again
ordered, during the past year,'books to the value of £1,286 18s. 7d. The
original credit accorded to this Society amounted to £3,000, since which the
consignments have reached the sum of £2,968 4s. 2d. It is to be hoped that
through the overruling providenee of God the sad war which renders such a
credit ¥ may soon terminate, and peace with all its blessings once more
prevail. At how heavy a cost the Scriptures are introduced into the country,
may be gathered from the fact that the freight alone cost 435 per cent. upon the
invoice price. In ackndwledging the safe arrival of several cages, and ordering
a further supply, Dr. Meyers gives an encouraging, though brief account, of
distribution of these Scriptures. He says :—

We have already disposed of a very large number of the Scriptures received
“from your Society. During the past spring a most extraordinary work of grace
has been in progress in our army, wherever it has been stationary; and the de-
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mand for the Seriptures, for religious reading, and for the preaching of the
Word hag been marvellous. The Society is now sending books almost excly.
sively to the soldiers, sometimes two or three thousand volumes to supply a
single order at one point. ’ ’

I am sorry that I can give you no more detailed intelligence of the work of
Bible distribution in our country. The scarcity of the Word has been so great
that it now taxes all our energies to supply the soldier ; and one of the evils of
this war upon ug i, that the people must wait till better days before the desti-
tute can be supplied.

Intelligence has also been received of the safe arrival of Scriptures forwarded
to the Bible Society at Charleston, Some fears were at one time entertained

that they were lost, but Mr. Middleton writing under date June 18th, says :—
Within a fow days every package has been received, and
to the kindness of the British and Foreign Bible Society,
Word of God for our destitute soldiers.

Nor is this increase, as might
naturally be conceived, due to the popularity which attaches to the Portions of
the New Testament. On the contrary; the increase in the sale of Portions

1. Your duty in the service of this Society is, to visit every family within the
distriet assigned to you, and to supply every family destitute of the Scriptures

with a copy. Every family, not possessing a whole Bible, is to be considered
destitute of a Bible.

2. When you find a family destitute, endeavour to sell  Bible ; if they cannot
or will not buy, give one of the cheap editions, If a congiderable part of the
price is paid, one of the higher priced ones may be granted.

3. Sell as many Bibles’and Testaments as possible ; but you are not to sell on
credit to those who are not destitute, except in extreme cases ;

Nothing short of the invoice price is ever to be taken in sellin
are supplied. The price will always be marked on the Books,

4. Visit ‘Roman Catholics, and offer them also the Bible. If they will pur-
chase, sell to them ; but if not, lend a Bible to every family that will give their
name, and promise that the Book shall be kept in safety as the property of the
Bible Society, and return when demanded.

5. Receive donations and subscriptions from all who offer 80 to aid this So-
ciety, and keep a careful account of the same ; but do not ask for money, since

it is the duty of the Travelling Agent rather than of the Colporteur, to collect
funds.

6. Wherever you go, seek the countenance and co-operation of Ministers of
the Gospel, without distinction of denomination. The Society you act for is
eminently catholic ; it has on its Committee members of eight or nine sections
of the visible church.

7. Whenever you go into the neighbourhood of Branch Societies, at once in-
form the officers of such Branches of your being there, obtain their suggestions
und advice, and let your work be done with their knowledge and sanction.
Receive also the suggestions and advice of the Travelling Agent ; and, when he
comes into the part of the country in which you are labouring, let him have
full knowledge of your movements.

8. Whenever opportunity offers, converse with the people distinctly upon the
interest of their souls, read the Scriptures and pray with them, keeping before
you the simple desire of God’s glory and their salvation. When you can pro-
mote these objects by means of addresses, by gatherings of the people, use such
means. But it i3 to be understood you have not the sanction or authority of
the Conimittee to assemble the people for preaching or stated religious services,
unless you have previously received and carry with you their written authori.
zation 80 to do. And this will allow labours only within the bounds of this
Society, and must be renewed every six months,

9. You are expected to “redeem the time,” bei i diligent in your work,
staying no longer in one place than the wants of tha¥ place require,

10. Be careful to keep a good stock of Bibles with you. Write promptly to
the Depository for supplies, as you see you need them.

RULES RECOMMENDED FOR BRANCH SOCIETIES AND BIBLE
ASSOCIATIONS.

For Ao Brawom Socigry.

1. That the Object and Constitution of the British and Foreign Bible Society
have the cordial approbation of this Meeting.

2. That a Society be formed, to be called “ The ” Branch
Bible Society, for the purpose of co-operating with the British and Foreign Bible
Society, through the medium of the Montreal Auxiliary Bible Society, in promo-
ting the distribution of the Holy Scriptures both at home and abroad.

3. That, conformably to the principles of the British and Foreign Bible So-
ciety, the Bibles and Testaments to be circulated by this Society shall be with-
out note or comment, and those in the language of the United Kingdom, of the
authorized version only.

4. That all persons subscribing One Dollar per annum, or upwards, or Ten
Dollers or‘upwards at one time, shall be members of this Society.

5. That the busi of this Society shall be conducted by a President, Vice- ¢

Presidents, a Treasurer, Secretaries, and a Committee congisting of

other Members ; and that Members of the Committee con-
stitute a quorum.

6. That every Clergyman or other minister who is a member of the Society
shall be entitled to attend and vote at the meetings of the Committee,

7. That the Committee shall meet once a quarter, or oftener, on some day to
be fixed by themselves,

8. That the Committee divide this neighbourhood into districts, and appoint
collectors for each district for the purpose of soliciting subscriptions and dona~
tions, and collecting the annual fees of the Members,

9. That the whole of the subscriptions and donations received by the Society
shall be remitted yearly, after deducting incidental expenses, to the Auxiliary
Bible Society of Montreal, on condition of the Society granting to this the same
privileges which the Parent Institution grants, in such cages, to the Auxiliary
Societies.

10. That the Committee shall make it their business to enuire what families
or individuals, residing within the several districts, are in want of Bibles or
Testaments, and unable to procure them ; and that it will be the duty of the
Committee to furnish them therewith at prime cost, reduced prices, or gratis,
according to their circumstances, :

11. That a general Meeting of the subscribers be held at in the
month of each year, when the accounts shall be presented,
the proceedings of the past year reported, and a new Committee formed.

12. That these resolutions be published in such manner ag the Committee
may direct ; and a copy of them, signed by the Chairman, transmitted to the
President of the Auxiliary Bible Rociety of Montreal,
