The price would soar 
if new value were added to them. What 
would be the economy in buying ashes at 
$6 per ton in preference to coal at the 

-same price, to sajr naught of cost of chem­
icals and bother of mixing? As might 
have been foreseen, the whole plan is 
chimerical and theorsfiesl.” The opinions 
of prominent chemists are then given to 
show that there is nothing in the scheme 
on which to base the faintest hopes of 
relief from coal bills.

\ tail are very much lower than usual at 
this time of year. April has been spent 
here, ah elsewhere along the Atlantic 
coast, in filling orders for winter busi­
ness and little has been <jone toward 
spring business. At the present fune it 
is difficult to get coal to supply the de­
mand.

Wlpile the prices are nominally the same 
as have prevailed all winter, in many 
cases the dealers have had to pay an in­
crease over the circular rate to obtain 
prompt delivery of coal. Under these cir­
cumstances the spring coal business has 
been very backward and people have not 
yet begun to lay in supplies for next win­
ter, and they will probably not commence 
to do so until well on in May. The con- 

naturally do not want to start 
buÿing for next winter until all this sea­
son’s stock has been used up.

In a few days the new spring prices will 
be announced, but just now the coal deal­
ers are supplying the black diamonds in 
small quantities and consumers.are clean­
ing up ttie coal bins before placing their 
next winte.ts orders. •

It is 
rare that any outbreak of ‘lawlessness has 
occurred to mar the peace of this tranquil 
British possession. For twenty-five years, 
—from 1863 to 1888—there was not a single 
soldier on the island, and only a small 
force of poliçe, yet public order was never 
even threatened. I

Then troops were stationed thepe, but 
not a ripple of disorder disturbed tranquil; 
ity. They were unexpectedly! withdrawn 
in 1905 and the hopes of the inhabitants 
fell, for they had an idea that St. LiiCia 
might become the capital of the WintH 
ward Isles. Many laborers, released from 
work at the army stations, returned to 
cultivating the land, and the drafts to thej 
Panama Canal which followed prevented a. 
surplus of unemployed. The present out­
break, therefore, comes as a surprise.

CHURCH AND POLITICS
An interesting controversy has arisen in 

Winnipeg between the Free Press and the 
Central Catholic, the organ of Archbishop 
Langevin. The Free Press charged that 
in the recent provincial elections there was 
a compact between the Roblin government 
and the hierarchy, by which the latter 
undertook to deliver to the government 
the Catholic vote, and the Free Press as­
serted that "Catholic Liberals should deny 
the pretensions of the church that she has 
the right when she sees fit, to direct her 
members how to cast their votes.”

This the Central Catholic, in reply, 
Clares is “a most pernicious” declaration. 
In a lengthy article it reaffirms the right 
of the church to enforce its political in­
structions by the use of its spiritual weap­
ons, and declares that ‘‘a Catholic who 
denies this principle of Church authority 
is an ignorant and disloyal son of the 
church.”

The Free Press is sufficiently emphatic 
in its answer, which is as follows:

‘Archbishop Langcvin is shown as an un­
compromising Ultramontane. He would, 
if he could, play in Western Canada the 
role which was played in Rimouski a gen­
eration ago by his namesake, who, not 
content with the coercion of electors, 
sought to discipline judges because they 
gave their decisions in accordance with 

j the law in place of in compliance with the 
desires of the hierarchy. That Archbishop 
Langevin is a political reactionary is 
matter of some importance, though fortun­
ately there is no ground for apprehension 
that at this date, and in this province, 
he will be able to impose his will, in poli­
tical matters, upon any large number of 
electors- The ranks of the Liberal party 
in this province include hundreds of Ca­
tholics and some of its most trusted and 
honored leaders are of this faith. They 
are Liberals because they are convinced 
that the general policy of the Liberal 
party would be to the advantage of the 
province and they are not likely to allow 
themselves to be rounded up and driven 
into the other camp by the cracking of ec­
clesiastical whips. They will render to the 
church the respect, affection and homage 
which is its due; and in politics they will 
continue to do their own thinking.”

Playing the roles of a “baron by day 
and a bandit by night,” Alfono is said to 
have reaped a fortune. During his stay 
in Italy many mysterious crimes in the 
fashionable sections of large cities occur­
red, the responsibility of which was plac­
ed on members of the “Cammora.” The 
crime of which Alfono is accused is the 
murder of Andrea Cuocolo, former leader 
of the “Cammora,” and his beautiful 
yqung wife, whose bodies were found a 
year ago riddled with bullets on a lonely 
road about four miles from Naples.

The “Cammora” which has a branch on 
Grand street, between Mott and Eliza­
beth, was reported last evening as having 
raised a fund of $20,000 to fight the de­
portation of their leader. After investiga­
ting his past record and communicating 
with the authorities abroad, the immigra­
tion officials on Ellis Island decided yes­
terday that Alfono was an undesirable 
citizen, and that he must be deported.

Hearing of his ability as a fighter, and 
of his knowledge of the locks of cell 
doors, the immigration officials made ar­
rangements to have Alfono placed in a 
special cell. The man at present is be­
ing kept in a pen on Ellis Island. He is 
only thirty-two years old, yet the Neapol­
itan records show that he has been con­
victed eight times in Italy of assaults on 
policemen sent to arrest him for black­
mailing wealthy citizens. He has served 
seven terms in prison.

He came to this country 
on March 21, via Caÿfomia. For a while 
he traveled under the name of Giuseppe 
Baistall, and was said to have had with 
him more than $50,000. When he arrived 
in New York local members of the ‘Com- 
mora’ gave him a big dinner. He was 
feasted and honored just as though he 
was the head jurist of some nation.”

THE FERRY SERVICE AGAIN.
Aid. C. B. Lockhart, chairman. Aid. 

Thos. H. Bullock, Aid. Isaiah W. Holder, 
Aid. H. H. Pickett, Aid. Chas. F. Tilley. 
Aid. J. B. M. Baxter. These are the men 
who compose the ferry board. Their term 
of office as members of this board does 
not expire until the first Monday in May. 
Consequently theee are the men who are 
diredtly responsible for the present 
wretched ferry service and very largely 
responsible for the vagaries of the joke.

This morning another opportunity was 
afforded to show just how bad the ferry 
service is. Between the hours of 7 and 8 
a. m. the Joke is scheduled to leave West 
Side at 7 a. m., 7.20, 7.40 and 8 o’clock. 
The 7.40 trip is very largely patronized 
by West Sidcns who are employed in the 
city and who are due at their places of 
employment at 8 o’clock. When the Joke 
runs according to schedule, which is very 
seldom, those who catch this trip can re­
port for work at eight o’clock. But when 
the Joke is late, which is very often, there 
is another story t<> tell. A large number of 
the patrons of that trip are obliged to be 
at work at 8 o’clock sharp or forfeit one 
hour’s pay. To this class the go-as-you- 
please ferry service is a positive hard- 
shiu.

made the 7.40 trip on time once and be­
hind time twice. This morning a particu­
larly glaring piece of mismanagement was 
noticeable. At 7.35 or five minutes before 
the time scheduled for the 7.40 trip the 
Joke started from the West Side to make 
the trip she should have mafic at 7.20. 
She was 15 minutes behind her schedule 
for the 7.20 trip and 5 minutes early for 
the next one. By waiting 5 minutes Capt. 
Estabrooks could have caught up with his 
whedulc and made the 7.40 trip on time. 
But this is not the way the captain of the 
Joke did the trick. He bravely poked the 
nose of the $90,000 beauty eastward at 7.35 
and the 30 or 40 passengers who arrived 
in time, if the schedule had bee nadhereh 
to, were obliged to cool their heels until
