Exnumarion or Narorneon's REMAINS.—
Dr. Guillard (Remi Julien,) the surgeon of
the Belle Poule frigate, who was present at
the disinterment, gives the following necount
of the state in which he found the body of
the Emperor :—* The body of the Emperor
bad an easy position, the same as when
he was placed in the coffin ; the superior
members were stretched out, the lower parts
of the arm and the left hand resting on the
corresponding thigh; the interior members
somewhat depressed. The head, a little
raised, rested on a cushion ; his skull, of am-
ple volume, and his high and broad forehead,
were covered with yellowish teguments, hard
and very adherent. The orbs of the eyes
offered the same nppearance, and the upper
part was lined with eyelids ; the balls of the
eye were entire, but had lost somewhat of
their volume nud shape, The eyelids, com-
pletely closed, adhered to the under parts,
and were hard ; the bones of the nose, and
the teguments which covered them, were
well preserved ; the tube and the sides alone
had suffered. The cheeks were full. The
teguments of that portion of the face were
remarkable for their softsupple feel and their
whitish colour; those of the chin were
slightly blueish, and derived that colour from
the heard, which appeared to have grown
after death. 'T'he chin itself was not in the
least altered, and still preserved the charac-
ter peenliar to Napoieon's countenance. T'he
lips were thinned and asander, and three of
the front teeth, extremely white, were seen
{under the upper lip, which was slightly rais-
led to the left,
[ did not exhibit any sort of alteration ; if the
articulations had lost their motion, the ekin
| appeared to have preserved the eolour of life ;
{and the fingers bore long, adlierent, and very
"nhite nnile; the legs were enclosed in boots,
but in eonsequence of the threads of the lat-
ter being worn the four last toes were visible
on both sides. 'T'he skin of those toes was
Lof a dull white, and the noils were still ad-
[berent. ‘The tront region of the thorax was
strongly depressed in the middle ; the conts
of the abdomen hard, and fullen inj the
members appeared to have preserved their
shape under the clothes which covered them,
I pressed the left arm, it was hard and had
lost somewhat of its volume.”

Serriive up Accounts.—The first of Ja-
huary is the time for settling up accounts,
No man should neglect to settle his necounts
with every one at this senson. One year is
long enough for accounts to run without set-
tlement, and by adjusting them at the com-
mencement of a new year, instead of letting
them run out, a great deal of trouble will of-
ten be saved.

When accounts remain for a long time,
some things may be neglected or forgotten,
or indistinctly remembered by one of the par-
ties, while the other has the thing full in his
view und is confident that he is correct ; so
that it is impossible to come to a settlement
that will be satisfactory to both parties. The
consequence is hard feelings between friends
and neighbours, and often between men who
with short accounts, would find it advan-
tageous to continue their trade with each
other.

Besides the renson which we have named
for settling accounts, every man should look
around himself nnd see how he stands. See
whether he is pursuing any business which is
unprofitable, and requires improvement in its
inunagement, or should be nbandoned as not
susceptible of any change for the better.
Persons in trade should see whether they
nre waking too much profit and getting rich
too fust. If this be the case the remedy is
eary ; sell lower, customers will not com-
plnin, and though others in the same busi-
ness turn against you, all good people in the
community will be on your side. In this
way you will find in vour account of loss
and gain, much less in the item of wear and
tear of conscience.-- Yankee Farmer.

Spontaneovs Compustion or Coals at
Sea.~'I'he  bark Amazon, of Liverpool,
Clarke Campbell, naster, sailed from Pem-
brey (nenr Llnneek) on the 9th of May last,
bound for Bombny with a cargo of couls.
On the 4th of Juue, in lat. 9 22 N., long.
65 60 W., n large nass of coals ignited from
spontaneous combustion. 'T'he eaptain writes
that “ they broke out in a solid bed of fire.”
He immediately got the hatchets battened
down and every place well stopped up by
which air could enter, in order it possible, to
smother the burning, On the 6th he opened
the hatches, hut the heat and sulphurous
smell prevented the possibility of going be-
low, lle then closed tliem again, stopped
up the scuppers, and, through holes bored in
the deck, poured from the head pump and
with buckets so much water upon the conls,
that, by next day thers was five and a half
feet of water in the hold, and the couls, as
Captain Cunipbell writes," well cooled down.”*
The same evening they commenced dis-
charging the heated coal and cinders, and
threw overboard ubout two hundred and fifty
tons before the eaptain ecould consider the
ship'safe. Ile had been running for Deme-
rara the two days preceding, having had bis
boate in tow from the commencement of the
fire. He now bore away again for Bombay.
But the misfortunes of the fire did not end
bere. Oun the dth of July, in very heavy
weather, the ship sprung her mainmast, and
whilst they were getting it secured, the bont-
swain, carpenter, and three of the seamen
declared that they would not work unless
the captain would run the ship for some
port in Brazil. Captain Campbell called
them into his eabin and did his utmost to
persuade them to return to their work., He
gnve them also till the afiernoon of the same
day to consider of what he had said to them,
but finding then, they still refused to work,
e put them in irons and kept them in con-
finement during the remainder of the vayage.
Oue of the erew was sick, besides the five
who ware refractory.  To the eaptain there-
fore, and the remainder of the crew, who,
nnder God, with great labour and perseve-
rance, and much exhaustion, carried the
ship safely to Bombay through such immi-
neut perils, great praise is justly duve.

Operation for the Cure of 1Vry Neck.
—The Lancet contains a report of a recent
operation by Dr. I'.8naith, of Boston, for the

icure of wry neck. The doctor first passed
ithe operating knife underneath, and then
cut, in an outward direction, the tendi-
nous portion of the sterno-cleido-mastoid
muscle. The patient described the sound
produced to him, in cutting the tendon, like
that of breaking sticks across the knee, and,
the moment of dividing it, he felt excruciating
puain.  ‘Fhe operation occupied scarcely n
quarter of a minute, and not more than two
or thrue drops of blood followed. The side
which had previously been depressed upon
the shoulder, bobbed up, like an automaton
figure suddenly set in motion. The wound
caused by the introductivn of the knife, heal-
ed the next day, and “in three days the pati-
ent was ennbled to resume his usunl employ-
ment. ke has now the natural position of
the head without any effort, and the defect is
perfectly cured.— English paper.

for Mehemet Ali's ucceptance, the same in tenor and
in n_ih._tuwu; as that alieady signed by the Commu-
dore. . Thinis the most flattering testimony of the
wisdom of the course pursued by Commodore Napier.
In fact, the only difference between the trenty . of
Liord Palmerston and the treaty of Commodore Na-
pier is, that the former allows only three days for the
restoration of the Turkish fleet, while the latter per-
mitted the Viceroy to retnin it till the Porte had re-
voked the sentence of deposition and confirmed his
Highuness in the Government of Egypt. Mehemet
Ali has accepted Lord Palmerston's treaty, and thus
the Enstern Question is happily in a state of speedy
und umicable adjustment. At the same time that
Mehomet Ali learned the refusal of Admiral Stop-
ford to ruli(i Le treaty, lie received an overland des-
patch from his son Ibrahim, stating that he and his
entire army in two divisions were in full retreat on
Egypt.  They had kept together till their arrival at
Mezareib, south-east of Lake Tilierias, when one co-
lumn, led by himself, crossed the Jordan und marched
through the Neplais (a dangerous route, through

Want of food and water will attend them ; ad-
ded to which they may expect to encounter thé hosti-
lity of the Bedouins, ‘whose reverence for the power
and government of Mehemet Ali has been pretty
well eradicated by recent events in Syria. — Sun.
