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CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

OF THE

ONTARIO RIFLE ASSOCIATION.

CONSTITUTION.

I. That this Association be denominated “The Ontario Rifle
Association.”

2. Any person being a subscriber of $1 per annum, shall be-
come a member of the Assoeciation.

3. Donors of $20 at one time to the funds of the Assoociation-
or of a prize of not less value than $40, to be competed for at the
annual prize meeting, shall be entitled to be enrolled as life mem-
bers of the Association.

4. Any Battalion or Rifle Association in the Province subseribing
not less than $10 annuallylto the funds of the Association, shall be
considered as being in connection with it, and shall be entitled to a
number of memberships, in the proportion of one to every half-
dollar thus subscribed. Each subscribing Association is to elect
from its members the persons to hold such memberships, and
veturn their names and addresses, when elected, to the Secretary
of the Association, to be registered by him one week previous to
the match.

5. There shall be a Patron and Vice-Patrons named by the
Council

The Lient.-Governor of the Province of Ontario, for the time
being, shall be respectfully requested to become *Patron.”

6. There shall be a President.

7. There shall be four Vice-Presidents,—one for each Military
District.
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8. There shall be a Council, composed as follows :
1st. Four members from each of the Military Districts, who
shall be elected primarily at this m: eting, and heveafter 2+ the
annual mesting.
?nd. The Deputy Adjutants General of Militia.
3rd. The Brigade Majors.
4th. The Presidents of local affiliated Associations and Clubs,
being members of the Association,
Five of whom shall form a quorum and in the event of vacancies
oceurring in the elective members, from any cause wtatever, the
remaining members of the Council shall have the power of filling
such vacancies.

g The Council shall choose from the members elected the
President of the Association.

10. There shall be a Vice-President for each Military District,
selected from among the members of the Council for such District,
and who shall be elected by the (‘ouncil.

11. There shall be a Treasurer, and there shall be a Secretary
at Toronto, both to be appointed by the Council, and holding
oftice during pleasure.

12. The Council shall have the sole management of the income
and funds of the Associatiom, rendering an account to the yearly
meesing—such account having been previously audited by a
person or persons not members of the Council, who shall be
annually named by the Council for that purpose. The (ouncil
shall also have the entire management and superintendence of all
the affairs and concerns of the Association, and shall or may do all
quch acts and deeds as shall appear to them necessary or essential
to be done for the purpose of carrying into eflect the object and
views of the Association.

13. The Council shall be regulated in their proceedings by such
by-laws as may from time to time be enacted by them; no by law
being, in any ease altered, or new one l)l’nlmst'(l, without at least
one month’s notice of such intention being given to each member
of Council.

14, The avnual prize meeting shall be held at such times and
places as may be determined on by the (louncil.

15. The prizes shall be competed for in accordance with such
regulations as may be passed by the Council from time to time.

16. An annual report, embracing the audited account of the

finances, shall be drawn up by the Secretary, and shall (having
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been previously submitted to the Council), be published as soon
after the prize meeting as may be found practicable.

17. There shall be an annual meeting, to be held at such time
and place as shall be selected by the Council.

Secretaries of Rifle Associations affiliated, or desirous of affi.
liating with the Ontario Rifle Association, wili confer a favor by
forwarding the names and addresses of the office-beavers of their
Associations, as soon after their election as possible, in order that

they may be published in the annual report.

BY-LAWS.

The next annual meeting of the Association shall be held at
Toronto, on the Third Tuesday in June, 1871.

There shall be two ordinary meetings of the Council; the first of
which shall be held on the day after the annual meeting of the
Association, and the second at such other time as the Council may
then determine upon.

Extraordinary meetings shall be summoned by the Secretary,
if required by any six of the members of the Council—notifica
tion being sent to each member of the Council at least ten days
previous to such meeting—and the requisition for the meeting,
and the notices to the members, must state the object or objects of
such extraordinary meeting,

The Council shall keep minutes of its proceedings at all meet-
ings, which shall be entered in a book kept for that purpose by
the Secretary, and open to the inspection of any members of the
Council.

There shall be a Finance Committee, consisting of three mem-
bers of the Council.

The Treasurer is authorized to deposit from: time to time in the
Savings Department of the Ontario Bank, all sums of money paid
over to him on behalf of the Association.
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All expenditure of sums for current expenses \Vllif‘]l may be
required by the Secretary, must be authorized by the signature of
the Piesident of the Association, or, in his absence, by some mem-
ber of the Finance Clommittee, and the Treasuver shall pay all
orders duly signed in such manner.

Other 1:x]n-n(liturc~; of a general nature are 1'1) be made only
upon the autherity of the Council of the ;\ssm'mtmn‘. B

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REPORT OF COUNCILL
ONTARIO RIFLE ASSOCIATION.

1870.

In presenting the Report of your Association for 1870, your
Council beg to congratulate the Association upon the growing
interest that is evinced in its welfare,—not alone by the people of
Ontario, but by institutions and residents of the Mother Country,
whose interests and sympathies have led them to subseribe gener
ously towards (lwEnr:‘;mi/:lliun of Canadian National Defence
They are deserving of the warmest thanks of the Association, and
your Council have transmitted through the President. to the
Grand Trunk Railway Company, the Trust and Loan Company,
the Canada Company, and to the late Thomas Brassey, Es., a {
tillg Jli'l\']l()\\Il‘(l""llll‘hl of their generous 1"'!“(5"1;\ '”;p have
also to record their thanks to the Legislature of Ontario for tl
grant of $500 to the Association. for the year 1871. As a means
of procuring u permanent memorial of the late My, Hl;w«_\\ oift
of £100 ste., Your C'ouncil have l'l"ll'lll'l"l a silver 1';;‘||l-':.‘_«~ cup
to be offered as a prize in the (‘um]».‘lll_\' Match, which will serve to
record the generosity of the giver towards this Association.

Your Council hope that the donations from the Mother Country,
and the recognition of the usefulness of the Association by the
Legislature of the Provinee, will stimulate the instituti ns and
people of Ontario, outside of the Volunteer organization, to aid
the Association in the work it has so suceessfully commenced; by
Spontaneous aid to its funds, and by \ulunr:nj.' memberships and
donations—without whicl; it cannot.-carry on its operations with
success, and without compelling its members to sue for support, as
they have been hitherto obliged to do from year to year,

In the unavoidable absence of the President, in  England, and

the establishment of Brigade Camps at that time. the Annual
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Matches were postponed from the 21st of June until the 21st of
Neptember.  Owing to large Brigade Camps at Goderich and Sar
nia, and various Battalion Camps at other points, held at the same
date, the attendance at the Matches was smaller than last year,
althouch five associations have been formed, and afiiliated with
this Association, since 18G9, 1t is gratifying to remark, hewever

that the gross receipts for entries, sighting shots, and ammunition,

were larger by 525742 than the corresponding receipts for last
year, and that the expenses were largely decreased, notwithstand

ing the hirve of markers, register-keepers, buglers, &e. much more
expensive items than before the regular troops were removed from
the Toronto garrison. Much of the work on the ranges was of a
permanent character, and will prove of great use in future matches.
A large quantity of serviceable stores were purchased, and a suit

able storehouse having been obtained in the Old Fort, through the
kindness of the Minister of Militia, it is trusted that in future
years the annual expense attending the matches will be still further
decreased.

The Imperial stores having been removed from Toronto, and the

tained, at a cost of 81,084, These stores ]nl‘u\ml of areat service
during the last matches. They will also be available in County

your Council recommending that they be issued on such
occasions, on payment of the expense of transportation, and a small
charee for wear and tear. The targets, discs, glass, &e., for tem-
porary butts, may also be issued on similar terms.

Your Council have again to record their thanks to the Dom
inion Government, through the IIon. Sir G. E. Cartier, Bart.,
Minister of Militia, for the renewal of their liberal grant to the
Association.
