A CLINTON POTATO CROP

How G. M. Stewart & Son Produced
400 Bushels to the Acre on a 15-Acre
Plot. g

One of the record potato crops of
Kennebec county was that of G. M.
Stewart & Co., of Clinton, who harvest-
ed a yield of 400 bushels to the acre on
a 15 acre plot.

Mr. Stewart and his sons believe in
following modern methods in farming
and they invariably obtain good results
from their crops.

.“R‘aising potaties,” says Mr. Stewart,
“is like any other business and its suc-
cess depends to a large extent upon the
man behind tae plow. In our potato
raising we consider very essential to
treat the seed, to cut it in proper shape
and take good care of it after it is cut.|
And it is also important to keep the cul-
tivator busy.”

The land on which this crop was pro-
duced was first ploughed in the fall ten
inches deep. In the spring it was thor-
oughly harrowed nine times making a
perfect seed-bed.
of four and a half-eight-nine fertilizer
was used to the acre all of it being sown
broadcast. Tae seed was planted the
first week in June with the Aspinwall
planter. The field was cultivated eight
times, the hoe being used three times. It
was sprayed three times first-for the
black beetle when the plants were about
six inches high. Eight weeks from time
of planting the plants completely cov-
ered the ground and were a 1mass of
white blossoms. Tae stand was ag near
perfect as one could wish to see. In 90
days from time of planting the potatoes |
were in fine shape to harvest and the
yield of 400 bushels to the acre was of
good marketable stock.

Notwithstanding the dry season the
other crops on this farm were good, the
hay crop being 140 tons and grain 800
bushels. An eighth of an acre of waeat
produced 292 bushels.

REINDEER INDUSTRY
IN ALASKA MAKING
CIVILIZED ESKIMOS

(Bangor Commercial)

“In 20- years the reindeer industry has
made the Eskimos of Alaska civilized
and thrifty men,” says the United States
Bureau of Education in a bulletin, just
issued.

The reindeer industry began in Alas-
ka in 1892 when the Bureau of Educa-
tion imported from Siberia 171 reindeer.
The object of the importation, according
to the bulletin, was to furnish a source
of supply for food and clothing to the
Eskimos in the vicinity of Behring Strait.
This importation was continued until
1902, and a total of 1,280 reindeer
were brought from Siberia. There are

W 47,266 reindeer distributed among
62 herds and 80,582 of these are owned
by the natives.

This industry has given to the Alas-
kan Eskimos not only their food and
clothing, but a means of transportation
superior to dog teams. Instead of being
nomadi¢ hunters eking out a precarious
existence on the vast untimbered lands
of the Arctic coast region “the Eskimos”
according to the bureaw’s bulletin, “now
have assured support and opportunity to
acquire wealth by the sale of meat and
skins to the white men.”

The reindeer industry is carefully
guarded. “No native is permitted te sell
or otherwise dispose of a ffemale rein-
deer to any person other than a native
of Algska,” This is done,” the bulletin
states, “lest white men deprive the Es-
kimos of their reindeer and destroy this
great natiye industry which the Bureau
of FEducation has in the last 20 years
built up and fostered.”

The réindeer service -is an integral
part of the educational system of the
Bureau of Education for northern and
west Alaska. The district superin-
tendents of schools are also superintend-
ents of the reindeer service.

Promising and ambitious young mna-
tives are selected by superintendents as
apprentices in the reindeer service, re-
celving six, eight or ten reindeer at the
close of the first, second and third years
respectively, and ten more at the close
of the fourth year. Upon the satisfac-
tory termination of his apprenticeship,
the native becomes a herder and as-

sumes entire charge of a herd.

| That is Story Brought to New.
York From Abroad--Audacious
. Soon Again in Service

A traveler \’avho returned a day or so
ago from England told the New York
Sun that not only was the superd;-ead—
nought Audacious being raised, but he

had seen her himself after she had beéen
hoisted so far that her detks were just
awash. This was three weeks ago, and
it was common talk in seafaring circles
in England at that time, he says that
the ship would soon be towed to dry
dock, probably at Harland & Wolfe's
at Belfast, for repairs.

When the Sun’s informant saw the
Audacious through his glasses from the
deck of a steamship skirting the Irish
coast, on her way to Liverpool, a num-
Ibc-r of ‘“camels,” or big pontoons, were
about her, and wrecking steamers were
pumping out the pontoons. By this
method of salving sunken ships the pon-
toons are partly filled with water and
are sunk to a moderate depth about the
wrecked vessel. Chains placed under the
wreck are fastened to the pontoons on
either side and the water is pumped out
of the pontoons , which rise gradwally
and pull up the ship with them. Search-
lights were mounted on either side of
the Audacious’s deck, the traveler says,
and a torpedo boat destroyer stood near
by on guard.

The same informant says that he talk-
ed with members of the crew of the Au-
daciaus later. They told him, he says,
that the battleship was beached on a
shelving ledge of rock after the Olympic
left with the bulk of her crew. The Ol-
ympic, they said, was sent away before
the final disposition of the battleship in
order that knowledge of this might not
be sent broadcost. Volunteers from the
crew remained aboard to assist in the
beaching and in the subsequent work of
raising the vessel.

LUMBER CUT IN
NOVA SCOTIA 50
MILLION SHORT

(Halifax Echo)

Nova Scotia lumbermen generally re-
gard the year of 1914 as fair in the light
of operations of their industry in tais
province, Though at the present time
there is no difficulty in securing a mar-
ket for the cut of Nova Scotia, the great
obstacle is the scarcity of tonnage. The
demand in England for lumber has in-
creased extensively since the outbreak
of the war, but the problem is how to de-
liver to the Old Country. Freights are
extraordinarily high and saippers are
confronted with an unusual situation.
Since the commencement of the war
Nova Scotia shippers have made consid-
erable profit, however, and there is some
reason to hope that the cost of trans-
portation, now so high, will decrease ma-
terially in the near future. Cargoes which
were booked months ago naturally were
saipped at the low rates of freight pre-
vailing at the time of booking, and in
this way the Nova Scotia lumbermen
profited. . .

The United States market is of course
in a state of depression at the present
time. Mr. Colin C. Tyrer, of Halifax,
has only recently returned from a visit
to New England, and says that owing
to the financial depression building op-
erations have declined and the big
houses are inundated with renewals.
The United States market opened in ex-
cellent condition in the spring, but
weakened in the summer and when the
war came fell away off. Spruce scantling
and planking from Nova Scotia former-
ly delivered in New York for $28 per
1000ft. could command only $17. United
states houses, aowever, are talking of a
strong revival of the market in the
spring, and are most optimistic in this
connection. As against this there is the
new competition in the New York mar-
ket of Oregon lumber, which has be-
come a prominent factor since the open-
ing of the Panama Canal. Oregon pine
logs, which ordinarily command little at-
tention, are cut into small pieces and are
competing in the New York market with
small spruce and hemlock, Furtiermore
New England lumbermen are availing
themselves of the market in Great Brit-
ain and are competing with Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick there. They have
one advantage over these two provinces
in that they can offer better specifica-
tions both in regard to percentage of
broad widths and average lengths.

Nova Scotia’s cut for 1914 is estimat-
ed at about 850,000,000 feet, which is
about fifty million short of the 1918 out-
put. The decrease is due to tae weak-
ness of foreign markets and the cessa-
tion of operations by two or three large
cutters in Western Nova Scotia. The cut
in Halifax county is estimated at, over
80,000,000 feet.

The tonnage situation today is unpre-
cedented. In the summer freight rates
were about 85 shillings per standard.
Only yesterday a shipment was booked
at 95 shillings and the owners of another
ship now -quote the extraordinary rate
of 115 shillings.

Information from some quarters re-
garding the local market is to the effect
that it is just as good as in 1918.

In tae hope that the boom prophesied
in the United States matket in the spring
will materialize and space on steamers
will not be so costly as at present, the
lumbermen of Nova Scotia look forward
to a good year in 1915.

“Fixperience and results are coming so
fast that it makes me breathless. In a
few short weeks we have seen what an
application of common sense mixed with
the fundamental of Christianity will do
for the men in prison Sing Sing is get-
ting more work and better work and the
great state of New York is the gainer.”

In these words Thomas Mott Osborne
new warden of Sing Sing prison sum-
med up an intimate, friendly talk to 500
men recently at the West Side Branch
of the Y. M. A, In West 57th street.
The talk was supplementary to what
Warden Osborne had said in Brooklyn
the Sunday before.

He declared, among other things that
the commerce in “crooked ‘letters” at 50
cents a letter had ceased, that there is
no more stealing of “shoes' from ship-
ments by the prisoners; that old time
gamblers ' are turning in their money
for safe keeping and there is a growing
sentiment in Sing Sing that every man
shall play: fair with the warden and
with the state. Not once did he use the
word convict in referring to his charges.

Speaking to a reporter after the meet-
ing Mr. Osborne said he had in mind
many additional ways to enlarge the lib-
erties of the men in his programme of
starting reform within the prison instead
of taking it to’the prison.

Charles Becker was one of the men
who had a word with Mr. Osborne in
the morning before the warden started
for New York. Becker reasserted hisin-
nocence of the murder of which he was
condemned, but he did not convince the
prison head. Another prisoner who has
seventeen years of a 20-year sentence
yvet to serve for murder attached his
veto to an effort to procure a pardon for
him. - ;

“Pm going to stick it out,” said the
man. “I am more good to m¥ fellows in
prison than outside. 1 want to 'aave a
share in the betterment of conditions at
Sing Sing. !

Mr. Osborne said he disliked having
the term “reformer” applied to him be-
cause it had come to have a disagreeable
significance to the public as some one
who wished to force his notions willy
nilly, on institutlons without regard to
the individual.

“Prison reform must begin inside the
prison,” he said “It began inside of Au-
burn prison a year ago when the pris-
oners received larger liberty of individu-
al action and a share of the responsibil-
ity for the conduct of the men. At Sing
Sing we are doing the same thing in the
face of a sentiment born of indifference
and ignorance,

“The criticism that I am trying to
make prison life attractive is based on
fiction. I do not want to make it so at-
tractive that men will want to break
into it, although I believe there are
many outside who ought to be inside.
There are plenty of eligibles.

Aim is to Protect Society

“One of the cornerstones of my policy
is 'to protect society, contrary to the no-
tion many well meaning persons have
acquired. What is the best, the common
sense way of doing this? There are
about 1500 men heing turned out of the
four state prisons each year. In what
condition of mind are these men when
they get out?

“Shall we try to build them up as
men inside of the prison or shall we turn
them out as perfectly worthless crea-
tures.” Common sense ought to be the
only asset needed to answer that ques-
tion. I have had experience with the old
system. I spent a week in Auburn pris-
on, with the consent of the authorities,
to find out experimentally what I wish-
ed to know about this old system. ’

The warden here described again what
he called the horrors of cell life, with its
lack of air; light and room and its ver-

Thomas Mott Osborne Says Men Are Doing Better
Work and That Their Moral Tone Has Been Ele-
vated by New Honor System

min. Its ban of silence was one of its
worst features, he. said. .

“A few years ago,” he said, “one of
my predecessors entered his office on
C'hnstmas day. One of the men wished
him a ‘Merry Christmas’ and was an.
swered curtly with the command thai
he speak only when he was spoken to.
Up to December there was a rule at Sing
Sing against a prisoner’s saying “Gooad
morning’ to the warden. Formerly mer
were sent to the dark cell and given
slice of bread and one gill of water for
such offenses.

“When I was placed in a cell in Au
burn my handkerchief was taken awa;
from me. Way? Because some time in
tl.le past a prisoner had committel sui-
cide with his handkerchief, I wonde
what would have happened to subse.
quent prison conduct at Auburn if 1
had tried to use my underclothing to
take my own life.

Would Put the Men on Farms

“More than half tae men sent to thi
gark cells were thus punished for taik.
ing. The foolishness of it was that the
darks cells were the only places in the
whole prison where one could talk with
impunity.

“The failure of the old system it
shown by the fact taat two-thirds of the
men now in prison are second or third
termers, Shutting men. up in narrow celic
causes mental, moral and physical de-
generancy. That’s why I want te get
them out .on farms in the open. T want
them to be paid for their work just as
much as they would get outside if they
were free.

“I am giving the men a chance to
smoke at reasonable times between work
hours at tae Sing Sing shops. There are
1,500 men there who ought to earn a liv-
ing. The state pays them a cent and a
half a day. Under such conditions prison
labor is slave labor, and it is inefficient.

“The fact is that a great majority of
the men at Sing Sing want to go right.
All we need is to apply common sense
and the fundamentals of Christianity to
make heroes out of the men who want
to be square.’

“A wave of rignhteousness is sweep-
ing us off our feet in Sing Sing. We
haven’t had a single ¢ase of punishment
since Dec. 11. Instead the men have
worked in the shops with a new spirit.
The other day one of the men turned
over sixteen envelopes to me. He said
he was through with the “crooked letter.”
business. The foreman of tae shoe de-
partment told me that for two years un-
der the old regime shoes had been stolen
by prisoners out of every shipment that
had gone out. Since Dec. 7, not one case
of shoe stealing has ben reported.”

For the first time in the prison history
of New York, a draft of prisoners from
Sing Sing to Auburn has been made
without the use of shackles. Seventy-
taree prisoners were transferred on Jan.
1 and between Albany and Syracuse
even the handcuffs were removed. No
attempt was made to escape and tae en-
tire draft arrived at Auburn safely. At
Syracuse, .arrangements had been made
by telegraph for coffee and crullers, also
an innovation.

Thomas M. Osbofne, the new warden
of Sing Sing, was thanked by the pris-
oners in a round robin statement.

with regard to the progress of the Ger-
man, Austrian and Russian armies in the
east are contradictory, but the Russian
reports are probably more reliable, and
they indicate continued Russian success
in Galicia and the Carpathians, while the
(iermans are still unable to make ef-
fective progress in the region farther
north.

The French, who have been persist-
ently hammering away at the German
forces in Upper Alsace ever since the
beginning of the war, have lately made
some important gains in that region.
Along the rest of - the battle-line in
France and Belgium no important change
§s noted.

A minor incident of the war was the
hombardment of the capital of German
Fast Africa by two British vessels, and
the disabling of all the German vessels
in the harbor. A previous British at-
tack on this German military station
had been repulsed.

An Ottawa despatch says it is un-
derstood that the second Canadian con-
tingent will leave for England early in
March and that probably one brigade
will be sent to Egypt, where a portion
of the mounted rifies now being enlist-
ed may also be sent at a later date.

THE FLEMMING AFTERMATH

Carvell used every means within his
power to secure the evidence of Berry,
but that Mr. Clarke himself and Mr.

Referring to
the Valley Railway, Premier Clarke is
reported to have said that “owing to the
outbreak of ‘war money could not be
obtained to aid the construction of the
road.” Compare this statement with
taat by Mr. F. B. Carvell in Woodstock
a few days ago. Mr. Carvell said:—

“Why don’t they build the road from |

Centreville to Andover? The money has
been provided. They tell you on ac-
count of the war the bonds cangot be
sold. Gentlemen, they sold the bonds
to build 170 miles of road, and only built
120 miles. They should have a million
dollare available. Where is it?” This
question should be answered.

TALK WITH- MR. DAGGETT

Provincial Superintendent of Immi-
gration Speaks of Agriculture
Here and in Great Britain—The
Potato Shipment

“Yes, it is true that New Brunswick

can show Great Britain something in
the way of agricultural methods,” said
J. B. Daggett, provincial superintendent
of agriculture, who has just returned
after a trip to the old country. “I
know,” he said to a Times reportet,
“that same of the papers have been jok-
ing over an alleged interview with me
in whica I am credited with that state-
ment, but it is true never-the-less. As
a matter of fact the interview was man-
ufactured out of a conversation with a
large land owner who was much inter-
ested in Canadian methods. This does
not affect the truth of the statement
though.

“We have to confess the superiority
of the English farmers in live stock
raising and in the attention taey pay
| to the quality and the grading of their
{ products, but there are some things in
which the Canadians have made greater!
progress. For instance, in the use of |
machinery, the average New Brunswick
farmer seems to absorb new ideas more
readily and to grasp more easily the
j idea of how to use the macainery to the !
best advantage. The British farmer|
| sticks to hand methods which are re-
| garded as obsolete among the better
farmers here and in planting and culti-|
| vating do not take advantage of the,
' modern equipment to the same extent |
as the farmers of the same class do in!
this province. The result of this is that
on many farms taree men are required
to do the work that one man would,
look after here.
|  “We must recognize tae superiority |
of British methods in looking after the
quality of their products and properly !
grading them. The money to be made
in farming lies in the high grade pro-
| ducts. It costs just as much to grow.
| and handle the poor stuff and the money !

MR. DAGGETT ADDRESSES
THE BOARD OF TRADE

The monthly meeting of the Board of
Trade was held last evening and was
marked by the report of the council’s
work and by an address by J. B. Dag-
gett, secretary to the provincial board of
agriculture,

The council reported that the delay
in docking the Hesperian was due only
to over-caution on the part of the mast-
er. Protests against the withdrawal of
the steamer Westport had been received
and the council had recommended that
the government give the company an ad-
ditional subsidy of $1,600. With rgard
to the restoration of the I. C. R. ele-
vator and the breakwater extension the
council reported that the government is
unable to undertake any new work on
account of the war, but that the min-
ister has promised that the work on the
breakwater will be commenced at the
very earliest opportunity.

Mr, Daggett told of the success of the
provincial gift' of potatoes to the moth-
er country for the purpose of relieving
distress and of its value as an adver-
tisement of the province. At the same
time he pointed out that the farmers of
this province are paying too much at-
tention to the production of the potatoes
to the neglect of other lines. He spoke
of the situation in Great Britain, refer-
ring to the fact that both parties are
working together and urged the adop-
tion of the same spirit in Canada in
times of peace as well as in war times,

WAS NATIVE OF DIGBY

Pooh-Poohed Explosive Shells; Kaiser Took Them—And
Smashed The Belgian Forts!

Washington, D. C., Jan. 5—Had Presi-
dent McKinley not been assassinated,
the Beligan forts at Liege, Namur and
Antwerp would not have been battered
to bits by German siege guns hurling
high explosives.

Also, the United States would be the
best protected nation in the world to-
day, instead of a nation deeply doubting
the efficiency of its defensive forces.

These are the declarations of Louis
Gathmann, the man whom Germany
thanks for her victories in Belgium,
Gathmenn is a quiet, mild-mannered, be-
spectacled little man of seventy, who
wears baggy trousers, and goloshes, and
always carries an umbrella as -if afraid
of a sudden shower. He lives quietly
in & homey way in a quiet Washinglon
street and is the last man you would
pick as one who had made possible one
of the greatest engines for human
slaughter mankind ever knew.

But it was Gathmann who supplied the
German government with the invention
that enabled the big Krup howitzers to
hurl quarter-ton bolts of high explos-
ives that crumpled supposedly impreg-
nable fortifications like ginger bread.
His inventions cover a system both of
firing and of detonating high explos-
ives that renders this previously danger-
pus undertaking absolutely safe and ac-
curate, d

Louis Gathmann, American inventor of
the terrible projectiles with which
Germans blew their way across. Bel-
gium, Above, the biggest cannon in
America, the huge 18-inch gun, now
lying dismantled at Sandy Hook, with
which the United States first tried out
Gathmann’s invention.

“One Jap battleship, with its guns for
throwing high explosive shells,” he,
says, ‘could wreck any fortification the
United States possesses.” i

“But when I first sought to interest

the United States government in my in- |
ventions, I received scant attention from !
either the army or navy departments./
Senator Hanna, however, learned of what '
I had % offer and he took me to see,
President McKinley:

“When I told McKinley of my inven-
tion he overruled the chiefs of ordnance
and ordered my system tested.

“But before the tests were completed |
McKinley was assassinated. The results .
of my tests were absolutely suppressed!

“The German war office, already fullyi
informed as to the tests made here,|
snapped up my system both for siege
and naval work.”

The, inefficiency of our guns which |
hurl solid projectiles against guns
throwing high explosives, is explained
by Gathmann thus: i ;

“Each gun, let us say, will throw an
800-pound projectile fifteen miles. But '
the solid projectile, although it will
carry fifteen miles, will do little harm !
when it arrives, for solid shot will not |
penetrate armor plate at more than six
miles. :

“A high explosive shell; however, is as
effective at fifteen miles as at half a
mile. It does not need to penetrate. All
that is necessary is that it hits.

“What the United States needs in the
way of defensive armament is not more
armament, but up-to-date, efficient arm-
ament for using high explosives.”

The judgment of Mr. Justice Ritchie
in the civil suit restores to the Thomas
estate more than $12,000 of merchandise,
which he had sold for $1,850 previous to
the assignment to the official assignee
for Queens County, N. S.

Through the Canadian Credit Men’s
Trust Association Limited, a prosecu-
tion fund is being raised to meet such
cases, not to terrorize honest merchants

The Judgment,

Judge Ritchie’s judgment is as fol-
oOwWS:—

John G. Morton, official assignee, vs.

Abraham Thomas.

The plaintiff is the official assignee for
the County of Queens. Moses O.
Thdhas on the 22nd day of October;
1914, made an assignment to the plain-
tiff as such official assignee. On the
8rd day of October, 1914, Mosés O.
Thomas, by the transfer which is set
out in the statement of claim, transfer-
red to his brother, the defendant, for
the alleged consideration of $1,850 the
stock-in-trade belonging to him, and
situated in the place where he carried
on business at Milton. This transfer is
attacked by the plaintiff representing the
creditors of Moses O. Thomas, on the
ground that it is, void under “The Bulk
Sales Act.” :

I find that this alleged sale was out
of the usual course of the business of
Moses O. Thomas, it therefore was a
‘sale in bulk,” within the meaning of
the statutes. The statute I have refer-
red to was not complied with, the trans-
action is therefore “deemed to be fraud-
ulent and is absolutely void” as against
the creditors. I find that the real value
of the goods attempted to be sold for
$1,850 was $12,000. The difference in
value is so great that I have no doubt
that the transfer is also fraudulent and
void under the statutes of Elizabeth.

I find that the defendant was a party
to this fraud. I think he knew. the real
value of the stock at Milton, and I can-
not come to any conclusion other than
that the sale was bogus sale to the
knowledge of both brothers, and that it
was an attempt by them to put the stock
out of the reach of the creditors of
Moses O. Thomas,

I find that Moses O. Thomas was an
insolvent person when the transfer was
made, and that it was made with the
intent to defeat, hinder, delay and pre-
judice his creditors. This finding brings
the case within “The Assignments Act.”

It was urged that the $1,850 paid by
the defendant should be returned to
him, but a man who pays money in
carrying out a fraud does not get it
back, at all events in a case like this he
does mot get it back from the creditors

3, |which he was attempting to defraud.

The stock-in-trade to which I have
been referring really belonged to Moses
0. Thomas at the time of the assign-
ment; it therefore now belongs to the
plaintiff ag assignee for the creditors. At
the time of the assignment there was a

|ant that these goods were kept separate
and distinct from the other goods up-
stairs in the store. On the other hand
Sheriff Drew says, “There was no cross
spaces or distinctions between those
goods. I am swearing positively to that.
There was no spaces between them.
Goods were piled up as if they had just
been thrown in.” i

After careful cohsideration of the
whole evidence I accept the sheriff’s
statement which I have quoted. The de-
fendant alleges that he bought this lot
of goods from his brother in March for
$1,000. From April to October he says
in his direct examination that he was
peddling for Moses and that before he
began he sold $200 worth of goods, but
on his cross-examination he says that he

» | never was peddling for Moses and that

he was peddling for himself all the time,
but using the horse belonging to Moses.
I think that in his direct examination he
stated the truth and that when he
directly contradicted himself on his
cross-examination he had to come to the
conclusion that the truth would be con-
sistent with his claim.

I cannot think he was giving truthful
evidence at Bridgetown when he said all
the goods in the store were not worth
more than $3,000. The defendant says
he bought these

the dollar. The defendant is asked if he
ever made up a list of the goods which
were the subject of the verbal purchase;
his answer is, “No, he never saw a list
of them.” Abraham Joseph says, “Moses,
Abraham and I took a list of these in
our own language showing what we paid
for the goods.” I find that the witness
Abraham Joseph was not telling the
truth when he contradicted McCulloch
as to having told him there were no
goods of any consequence upstairs.

In weighing the evidence of the de-
fendant anll coming to a conclusion as
to whether he was telling the truth, I
cannot exclude from my. consideration
that he acted fraudulently as to the
other transaction and as to that
I have no doubt at all Under
all the circumstances of this case I think
the burden of proof rested upon the de-
fendant as to  his ownership of the
$1,000 lot.of goods. He has not sustain-
ed that burden to my satisfaction, and
I find that the transactipn as to this lot
of goods is in the sa,m:-%osiﬁon as the
transaction of the 3rd of October, that is
to say it was fraudulent and entered in-
to with the same purpose and intent.

The plaintiff in my opinion is entitled
to the relief asked for with costs. .

But what in-
erests the general baseball public is his
aeory.

Rowland is a firm believer in speed.
de declares it is more than one-third of
)aseball. He has stated in his early in-
erview that a team that steals one in
hree bases it starts out to steal is a
)ennant contender.

Speed, of course, is an extremely desir-
tble part of a ball club, yet speed alone
loes not win. The Boston Red Sox
vere faster before they won s worlds
thampionship than they were the year
hey won it. Detroit as a championship
eam did not aave great speed, in'spite
i Cobb’s terrific fleetness. The Chic-
igo Cubs, at their best, were only mod-
rately fast, and the Athletics never were
the fleetest team in their league.

Last season along came George Stal-
ings with a team just moderateiy
peedy and won by not running  the
»ases; that is, they stole fewer bases
than almost any club in their league.
Tvers, one of the cleverest men on the
yases and a man with sufficient speed
ind head to steal about sixty bases a
rears, stole less than half that number.
3oston was not playing the base-run-

1ing game chiefly becauvse their oppon-
ts thought they would,

“Trio of speed merchants of the big
leagues,

The part of Rowland’s theory about
a team stealing one base out of every
three efforts remains to be proved.

The year Bill Lange stole 100 bases

in the National League he did it out of
242 starts. Yet he scored fewer runs
for his team than he did in the season
ae stole fifty-nine bases. The year Ty
Cobb stole seventy-one bases he scored
fcw/er runs than in three other seasons
when he was far below that mark!
The reason is that if the other team
knows a runner is going to steal he has
a harder time doing it, and they make
far fewer wild throws than waen they
are called upon to throw unexpectedly.
Rowland is right about speed in gen-
eral—not so much sheer fleetness of foot,
but on every man running his best every
time he starts anywhere, whether it is
in going to first, stealing or on trying to
take an extra base on ahit of an out.

It tells of a gift
of land by A. W, Morrison, father: of
Miss Morrison, in Loch Lomond, Cape
Breton, and tells of the plans for raising
money in Cape Breton and elsewhere.
In the June number subscriptions from
about forty St. Stephen people are ack-
nowledged. Despatches mention the
names of Mrs. Blood and Mr. McLellan
as being asosciated with Miss Morrison
in her work in Maine. It is thought
here that the man may be a Mr. Mc-
Lennan of Cape Breton who was known
to be assisting her some time ago.
