Visitor To City Has Fine
Collection of Old Maps

Captain C. C. Dixon, who arrived
as chief officer of the C. G. M. M.
freighter Canadian Senior and left
on Saturday for London and Ant-

werp as master of the Canadian
Trader is one of the winterport's
most interesting callers. A Fellow
of the Royal Geographical Socliety, &
student and writer on the subjects
of ocean ice, oceanic birds and un-
inhabited dots of land in watery
wastes, he is also a collector of an-
tiquities and well informed on the
romantic history of many lands and
pirate haunts. i

taln Dixon regaled his friends with
some of his new finds in the an-
tique shops of Great Britain and
Europe, also: from the Orient where
he visited a-year ago.

He relates interestinglyy of the
reconstruction, or rather the clean-
ing up of devastated Yokohama and
also of some research in the old
Tasmanian convict quarters, en-
quiries and discovereies which he im-
parts to noted authors, notably
Rafael Sabatini, the English novelist
from whom he last month received
a cordial letter of appreciation.
Captain Dixon has also a friendly
correspondent in H. M. Stackpole,
another . English writer of promin-
ence whose “Blue Lagoon” in the
Pacific the Government mariner has
personally visited in its isolation,
though the author himself never saw
the queer place.

Perhaps the most interesting relics
Captain Dixon brought to St. John
this last trip, some of which he pre-
sented to friends, were Roman coins
bearing the date and royal imprint
of the period of Christ’s ministry on
earth—coins as old as Christianity.
Some of these he distributed as gifts,
a Christmas token in very truth.
These coins were in a remarkable
state of preservation and are highly
valued. The captain secured them
in Cardiff, Wales, from an obscure
antiquary.

A number of maps drawn and
printed in 1620 and as late as 1651
were also exhibited by the C. G. M.
M. captain.' These were very ab-
sorbing. They belonged to a period
Elizabethan, when England was
making great strides in far-flung dis-
covery and voyaging research. Piec-
tures of Sir Francis Drake, Magellen
and other navigators adorned the
outer edges of the maps, and though
the continents were a bit mishapen
as delineated today the charts were
in some respects similar to those
now in use.

American Maps.

Locally the Elizabethan maps
labelled Nova Scotia as “Nova Fran-

On his recent stop-over here Cap-.

cia,” the area embracing New Bruns-
wick, Quebec and Labrador as “New
Bretaine”; New England bore the
same name then as it does today and |
Virginia was featured in large let-
ters. with the outstanding ocean in
that locality named the “Virginian
Sea.” Sable Island was called “The
Isle of Sablon,” Cape Cod was the
same as now and the Bermudas were
‘designated as “Sommer Lands.”

Some conjecturing has to be done to |
conceive what the ancient mariners had |
in mind in setting down these names
on the N. B.-Quebec side of the Bay of
Fundy—Cape Comiger near the har-
bor of St. John; then proceeding to-
wards Boston in the order of distance
Isle of Hares, Isle of Filberts, River
Canada, Les Tres Rivieres, The Lake
of Anglosme. Up on the Labrador
coast there is a Cape de Gamas with
the notation “savages.” Newfoundland
is there as today, 6o is Cape Race,
Hudson's Strait' and Bay, and other
names as mapped at present.

Central Canada.

In the midst of the territory now
Canada was a generalized lettering
“Cana” and United States was called
“America or Mexi.” An entableture
imposed on the whole map carried this
quaint explanation: “America was first
discovred in ye yeer 1492 by Christo-~
pher Columbus at ye charge of Fer-
dinand et Isabella, K. and Q. of Castill
but denominated of Americus Ves-
putius seven years after.” The spelling
in this note is odd as it is all over fhe
intensively detailed chart. With a large
reading glass it would be thrilling en-
tertainment to history-lovers today.

Straits of Magellan,

The Straits of Magellan were referred
to in a side-note as follows: “Twice in
our age hath these Straits been passed
by Englishmen; the first was by that
valiant sea captains Sir Francis Drake
ano, 1578 in the “Pelican” and the sec-
onde by that famous gentleman Thomas
Canadish in the ‘Desire’ ano. 1586.” Re-
ferring to the Antarctic Circle the map
says: “Ferdinand Magellan gave name
to this vast unknown tract from whom
it is called.” Of the South American
and Pacific coasts the map narrative
goes on: “These coasts were first dis-
covered by a Spanish &hip separated
from her fleet and driven here along
the sdbuthern sea.”

Other maps displayed by Captain
Dixon showed Bermuda in close detail
with the original English Crown grant-
ees mentioned and their grants of land
divided off. “Africae” was shown in
marvellous detail—chiefly upon . the
hearsay of natives interviewed on its
coasts—for the interior was not fully
disclosed for mapping for hundreds of
years after. Altogether the visit of the
Canadian' Trader’s master proved. of
much pleasure to those interested in
his valuable exhibits.

Similar reports have emanated-from
the North Shore and particularly the
Miramichi district, where it has been
reported the catch has been small com-
pared with last year, The prevailing
price is good but the difference in the
catch does not balance the increase in

the price.
Worried.,

The catch of smelt in the Miramichi
was good ' shortly after the season
opened although at first it was thought
that there were not going to be any
fish at all and what few were being
taken were of very poor quality.
Things brightened up, however, the
catch increased and so did the price,
but the fish recently have been scarce
again and many of the fishermen are
reported to be considerably worried
about the success of their season’s!
work.

MARKET IS GLUTTED

Shipments From ‘Province
- This Season Greater

Potato prices in Cuba have
slumped during the last few weeks
and the market there is now glutted,
g0 O. R. Estey of Woodstock, well
known New Brunswick dealer, sald
last night. ‘

At the present time potatoes are
selling in- Havana for $2.30 per 180
pound bag, or a drop of almost 30
cents per bag from the top price pald
earlier in the winter.

Dealers, however, expect a firmer
market in Havana within a week
or two, according to reports received
from the brokers. :

Heavy Shipments.

 According to Mr. Estey potato
shipments from New Brunswick,
through the port of St. John, this
season. are far in advance of any
previous winter. It is due to these
large shipments that the Havana
market has become glutted, he says,
and naturally prices have fallen off
somewhat.

_THE THERMOMETER'S USE.

There is an editorial reference to
the “vanishing thermometer” in a re-
sent issue of the Montreal Gazette.
The usefulness of speculating at length
upon the changing psychology which
has brought about this gradual and
largely unrealized disappearance of the
thermometer as a part of the daily life
of the urban dweller is commented
upon. The Gazette goes a bit further
stating that within an area of
approximately five miles square, ther-
mometers showed a difference in regis-
tration of from ten to twenty-six
degrees below zero at the same hour
during the recent cold snap. The
Gazette writer could not haye had a
very wide experience or elsc he would
know that thermometers in the same
«igtrict within a narrower area than
is described often register very differ-
ently. In every country village the
people know that the frost will strike
certain garden plots much earlier than
¢ wiil others, and it is a matter some-
times of boastful comment with owners
»f certain farms that their land is freer

The Financial Post estimates that
during the year 1925 the securities thai
will be offered to the people of Canada
will amount to six hundred wmillion
dollars, more than during any year
since 1920,. when the country was
exceedingly prosperous after the close
of the war. Interest rates are low,
being under five per cent. for good
government and municipal bonds and
l.ranging from five to eight per cent
for industrial bonds and preferred
stocks. It is indicative of the faith of
the people as well as to their ability
that recent large bond issues have been
almost immediately subscribed many
times over. We are not borrowing as
of yore upon the English market, al-
though in the opinion of many of cur
sound financiers it would be better to
hring in new money instead of tieng
up all our own in Government and
other securities. It is difficult to reason
just how our own money is tied up f
paid to fthe Governments, because
Governments must spend it, or to in-
dustrial enterprises, Lecause - these
enterprises have need of the money for
expansion and sometimes for - their
initiative operation. There is much to
be said in favor of the plan of paying
Mterest to our own people and re-
investing it as the dividends are paid.
That is how England prospered maay
years ago and acquired the greal
wealth that she had when war ' broke
out in 1914 and which enabled her tov
finance herself and other nations to the
extent of many billions of pounds.

There afe different ways of prevent-
ing export of the products of one coun-
try to another. When the United
States Government placed what is
known as the Fordney Tariff Law upon
the statute books it was recognized as

{a bharrier against many natural products

of Canada. The Province of New
Brunswick was particularly affected
because the United States’ duty on
potatoes was increased so materially
that this favorite product of the
American market was practically
barred. No doubt it meant millions of
dollars_to the potito growers of New
Brunswick. However, quite recently
anotber market had deve'oped for this
New Brunswick product in Great
Britoin, and a few days ago the British
Agricnltural Department placed an
«mbargo upon potatoes shipped from
the Urited States. The report of the
prevalence of the potato bug across the
border is given as the reason for this
coursc. It must be very satisfactory
for the New Brunswick growers to
 know that there are no potato bugs
in this part of the country. Home
news from abroad may not be abso-
lutely correct, but it is always inter-

GIFTS TO NATURAL

Valued Additions to Museum
Collections Come From
St. Andrews.

From St. Andrews Mrs, E. Lee Street
has sent to the Natural History So-
ciety in St. John three gifts that are
highly valued additions to the museum
collections. The gifts are an early seal
of the province of New Brunswick, a
pair of burnished steel spurs worn by
Colonel Green, of the 42nd Regiment,
and an old clay pipe which is a relic
of the Miramichi fire. Each of the
three gifts has special claims to atten-
tion and each will be of much interest
to the visiters to the museum.

Provincial Seal.

The old seal of the province of New
Brunswick was made in the reign of
George IV. and is about four inches
in diameter. It is made of bees wax
covered with heavy parchment. A re-
markably clear impression has been
made in the wax and Its parchment
covering and in spite of the passing of
time the seal shows no signs of de-
terioration On one side the British
coat-of-arms ig shown and on the other
is New Brunswick’s early official repre-
sentation in heraldic design. The de-
sign represents a narrow river thickly
wooded on its banks and having some
roughly fashioned huts along the shore,
while in the middle of the river is seen
full

a wooden vessel carrying sails

SURPRISE IN THE
KING'S SPEECH WAS

Secret of Visit to South Am-
erica Guarded Until the
Last Moment.

CHURCHILL SLASHES

Economy Call at Trésuq—
London Topics in Letter
of Interest.

Correspondence of Times-Star.

LONDON, Dee. 11.—The real sur-
prise of the King’s speech, a secret
Jealously guarded and successfully kept
up to the last moment, was the Prince
of Wales’ impending South American
visit. This interesting extension of His
Royal Highness’ South African tour
is quite a unique departure. He will
be the first royal globe-trotter to set
foot on the Southern Continent of
America. Two years ago the Argentine
president visited Europe, and was re-
ceived in London with the customary
honors, and in the same year, on the
occasion of the great exhibition and
centenary celebrations, British M. P.'s
visited Brazil. There is very cordial
feeling as well as close commercial as-
sociation between this cotntry and the
South American states, notably the
Argentine, and the Prince’s visit will
do a great deal to stimulate both, It
will also be a memorable episode of
history.

Winston On The Warpath.

Heads of Whitehall departments
realize already that there is a new
authority at the Treasury. Mr. Church-
ill is actively on the warpath with a
realistic economy tomahawk, and shows
every sign of meaning business. He
has caused his department to circular-
ise all Government departments, great
and small, calling attention to the vital
national necessity for the severest econ-
omies, and, in phraseology that seems
to bear the genuine Winston impress,
demanding an earnest impulse to get
back to normality in national expendi-
ture. True, Mr. Churchill in doing this
merely repeats what his four immedi-
ate predecessors did without adequate
response. But the taxpayer may place.
I am told. more reliance on the mas-
terful determination of Lord Randolph
Chiirchill’s heir. Mr. Churchill will not
be bullied or cajoled, either by official
departments, or cabinet colleagues, an:l
his ambition is afire to make a rea!
name for himself at the Treasury.

His Ambition,

I believe that it is Mr. Churchill’s
bold view that, with real cabinet sup-
port for a strong chancellor, the Treas-
ury might still make an immense cut
in both sides of our budget account.
There are drastic economies that migh
without . sacrifice of  efficiency be cas-
ried out with real goodwiil behind the
economists, and - thé scandalous post-
war system of ovegbudgeting by hun-
dreds of millions- can equally bhe
stopped. By reducing expenditure
wherever possible, and framing his
reveniie as near as computable to his
exact needs, Mr. Churchill may be
able to effect tax reductions commen-
surate in scale with these his fathe:
contemplated on the eve of his resigna-
tion. And he should have little diffi-
culty in persuading his cabinet col-
leagues that by this policy the best
imaginable stimulus could be given to
our industrial prosperity. He is not in
favor of heapine up burdens of taxa-
tion on the generation by the war-tim«
struggle, and regards over-budgeting as
a sort of big scale cheating at cards.

John Bull’s Burden.

U. S. opinion in London likely to be
well informed does not for one mo-
ment credit the view that the U. S. A.
contemplates a war debt settlement
with France on terms easier than those
offered to Great Britain. The gross in
Justice of such a proposition, consider-
ing that a large part of our U. S
debt is on account of U. S. A. loans
to allies, including France, guaranteed
by us, renders it almost unthinkabls,
Americans here are quite convinced
that President Coolidge’s recent cryptic
references, on this subject have been
widely misinterpreted, and that, were
he to contemplate seriously any such
preference to other European powers
as against ourselves, his authority
would be effectually challenged in the
U. S. From our point of view it is
equally incredible that France, while
we are actually paying debts we gziar-
anteed on her behalf to the U. S.
should attempt to settle with the
U. S. A. without making any similar
offer to repay us.

Secrecy must be maintained,
they averred, since the suggestions after
they were passed upon by the executive
council of Newfoundland as a proposi-
tion which it was willing to put before
Parliament, would be forwarded by the
council to the Dominion Government as
a formal proposal for settlement of the
dispute. Premier Munrce explained
that the matter would be dealt with
very speedily, and that it was hoped to
complete it in 1925.

This is the first time a delegation
from Newfowndland has been in Canada
to discuss matters with Canpadian rep-
resentatives in 80 years, and the oppor-
tunity has been taken by the visitors
from the Island to discuss several im-
portant questions in which Newfound-
land and Canada are concerned.

N ALL CONVICTIONS
IN CASES OF VICE

Quebec Doctor Emphatically
Opposes Restriction and
Legalization

SCORES CABARETS

Advocates Stricter Immigra
tion Law in Testimony in
Montreal Police Probe

MONTREAL, Dec. 20—Equal sen-
tences alike for men and women found
guilty in prostitution cases were advo.
cated this afternoon by Lr. A. H
Desloges, director of anti-venereal dis-
ease activities, and director of asylums
of the Provincial Health Department,
testifying before Mr, Justice Coderre
at the police enquiry.

If there ‘were no clients, the doctor
argued, there would be no prostitutes.
He favored jail sentences in every case,
as there was no other system that
would give adequate provision for
medical examination, and treatment
in cases where the prisoners were
found to be diseased.

“War to the death,” was the witness’
slogan. All prostitutes are diseased,
he said, so-called regulation is “nefari-
ous” for it means worthless examina-
tion and, far from curbing clandestine
vice, stimulales it by giving the un-
fortunate woman legal status.

Stern Measures.

Examination of conscripts for the
late war had awakened the wod to
the ravages of venereal disease; in
Canada 17 per cent. of the conscripts
had been victims. Half measures were
useless, and, though prostitution could
never be banished while human pas-
sions existed, yet the future of all races
demanded that the sternest, possible
repressive measures be applied at all
times. 2

The witness advocated the smashing
of the red light district and the depor-
tation of the alien trust gripping i
and those living on disorderly house
earnings.

Novels, undesirable plays and mov-
ing pictires, dance halls, cabarets, and
notably Canada’s lax immigration poli-
cy all encouraged prostitution here; Dr.
Desloges found. The result was healthy
people were in such danger of infec-
tion that he would even favor aboli-
tion of kissing.

Antecedents of each immigrant
should be delved into and he should
be given a thorough examination: to
ascertain that he is free from all ven-
ereal disease, that witness said. Th~
immigration law was faulty, he found,.
in that an alien who had resided in
Canada for five years then had right
of domicile and could not be deport-
ed for anything except outright crime.

Such are the prescriptions of the
Hon. Chauncey M. Depew, disciple of
cheer, who approaches the age of 91
with a hearty zest for life that finds
expression in daily attention to busi-
ness affairs and active participation in
national politics.

Cheery at 91.

At 10.30 each morning this “grand
old man” of politics and business may

be found in his comfortable swivel
chair, looking down upon the world
from the sixteenth floor of the New
York Central Building, wnere he occu-
pies an office marked “chairman of the
board.” He enjoys this panorama of
life; the boat traffic on the river; the
riveters swinging precariously from
their steel girders at the tip of a rising
skyscraper; the colorful ants running
and crawling below. - .
“Keep in close contact with the
things that interest you, if you wish to
cheat age,” he warns, with solemnity
in his voice and a twinkle in his eye.
There is a long, tell-tale cleft in his

upper lip that contifually betrays the
humorist, no matter how serious he
may seem.

Certainly his interests are unflag-
ging at an age when most men of his
years are either retired or invalided.
Politicians seeking his advice, matters
concerning the railroad, mail to be
opened—his is a busy day.

Here are some of the stories and
anecdotes related by Depew, which
he considers particularly funny. He

frequently manages to make himself
the brunt of the joke:

I was walking down the street
the other day when a woman stop-
ped me. She said: “Oh, Mr. De-
pew, my father has admired you
for years and I'd like to bring him
over to the office to see you.” I said
I should be delighted to receive
them. Then she said she thought
they might come on and spend the
afternoon. I replied that that was
a bit longer time than I might be
able to give. “Well, you see, my
father is a little feeble-minded and
needs more time.” I have not yet
figured out whether the father ad-
mired me because he was feeble-
minded or whether she thought 1
would enjoy his company because
he was.

Rufus Choate was a hard man
with whom to tilt wits. He had a
cruel crack to his fun.. I remember
a certain banquet of a Scotch soci-
ety for the visiting Earl of Aber-
deen. 1 was between the earl and
Choate. Choate was soon to speak.
He nudged me suddenly and whis-
pered: “Chauncey, look under the
table and see if the earl’s legs are
bare.” T lifted up the table cloth
and saw that the earl was in High-
land regalia, with bare legs. This I
whispered Choate. When Choate
arose to make his speech, to my
amazement I heard him say: “I was
unfortunately ignorant that the earl
was to be here this evening. Had I
known he was coming in full pan-
oply I would have left my trousers
home.”

WASP’S DAUGHTER
IN BRIGHT LIGHTS

Death of Castro Reveals Girl in
Chorus of Show in
Broadway.

NEW YORK, Dec. 29—It has been
said that an odd or romantic story
can be written, sooner or later, about
any of the army that make up the
choruses of Broadway-.

And the time has come when Lu-
cilla. Mendez momentarily can leave
her place as “last girl in the right” to
furnish another chapter.

The event that makes this possible
is the death in exile at Ban Juan de
Porto Rico of Cipriano Castro, color-
ful South American despot, who Won
such names as “the stormy petrel of
the Caribbean,” “the lion of the An-
des” and “the wasp.”

Man of Ultimatums,

Fifteen years ago it seemed that
Castro, then president ' of Venezuela,
would bring half of Europe down upon
his neck because he chose to confiscate
property of foreigners from many
lands. During that period Castro put
himself picturesquely ‘upon the map
and became known as “the man who
received more ultimatums than any
person alive.”

It may be that the name of Cipriano
Castro has all but been forgotten, bhut
20 years ago the wires were hot with
tales of the “Caracas porcupine.”

He saw himself as a Napoleon of his
part of the world and set out to fulfill
his imagined destiny. Before he was
through he had half of the foreign
offices of Europe banging fists upon
desks and announcing that “the darn
little nuisance should be spanked.”

Daughter on Broadway.

The cables told of Castro’s death,
but it was not recorded that upon that
night his daughter, Lucilla, was seek-
ing to turn inherited fire into the blaze
of Broadway success. Which is to say
that she was kicking away industrious-
ly in “My Girl,” a new jazz show.

She didn’t know until she sat in a
coffee house, after the drop of the final
curtain, reading an early edition of a
newspaper.

“] haven’t seen my fabther since I
was quite young,” she recited later.
“In the midst of the South American
troubles he became ill and went to
Paris for treatment. When he came
back Gomez, his secretary, had seized
the government and was holding it.
My father found himself an exile and
such he has been ever since. My

| mother and I had gone to Porto, Spain.

“Like all South American girls of
money or standing, T had been edu-
cated to be a lady. They are taught

to do absolutely nothing, and very
little of that.

“My father was a romantic Span-
lard. There was a quarrel and my

mother separated from him. I was the

only child of that marriage. Later my
mother divorced. My father married
again, but we often heard from him.
I got a lovely letter just a short tim
before he died. i

Making a Living.

“They say he had a great deal of
money hidden away. If this statement
is true I will try to make some claim.
But to go back—we had been used to
the usual South American lhixuries and
it wasn’t easy to start out to make a
living. I really don’t know what to do.
I could dance and friends sald I was
funny., So I broke into the chorus.
Just what that means may not be plain
to an American girl who knows little
of the way a South American girl is
reared.

“Anyway, they tell me that ’m now
on my way up. The funny thing about
it is that the other night I went to a
dinner given for some Spanish girls and
they were all so ladylike and prim that
I was bored. I found I had outgrown

that—and I don’t think I shall ever

want to go back, no matter what the
death of my father may bring me.”

ST. JOHN MAN DIES
IN VLADIVOSTOK

Capt. F. B. Driscoll Passes Away
in Russia—Cable Brings Sad
News Home.

A cablegram was received here
yesterday by Mr. .and Mrs. J. M.
Driscoll, 208 King street, west side,
containing the sad news of the death
of their son, ‘Captain F. B. Driscoll,
first. officer of the steamship Devon
City, which occurred at Vladivostok,
Russia, on December 5. The news
eame as a great shock to them as
the last word they had. received was
that he was in good health. The
cable announced that a letter with
further particulars was being for-
warded.

Went Early to Sea.

Captain Driscoll, whose home was
in Liverpool, Eng., early heard the
call of the sea as he made his first
voyage at the age of 16 years. He
gserved his apprenticeship with the
Battle Line, owned and operated by
William Thomson and Company,
Ltd., of this city. He later removed
to England and during the war he
was captain of the steamer Wabana
and was engaged in transporting
railway cars from Chatham, Eng., to
Dunkirk, France.

He visited his home here about
six years ago when he was in com-
mand of the War Courage which was
loading at New York at the time.
A letter received from him recently
told of a voyage which he was
making to China and it is supposed
that after discharging cargo the
steamer went to Vladivostok to load
and he was stricken while there.

Captain Driscoll was 42 years of
age. His wife died early this year
at their home in Liverpool. He is
survived by his{ parents, two
brothers, J. Harry and Charles, both
of this city; and four sisters, Mrs.
W. J. Finlay, of Belfast, Ire.; Mrs.
A. J. Mulcahy, of West St. John;
Mrs. T. J. McCaffrey, of Montreal;
and Miss Louise at home. Many
friends of the family will sympa-
thize with them in their bereave-
ment.
