With reciprocity, products of the sea, 
soil, mine and forest woiild have free en­
try to the United States and the local 
farmer, lumbermen, fishermen and merch­
ant will have a great customer in the in­
creased market. If we have a surplus of 
products, let us sell them to the United 
States rather than have the surplus rot. 
Farmers were not compelled to sell to the 
states, but reciprocity only served to open 
the doors. With a heavy duty exacted 
there was now a tremendous trade with 
the United States, and this would grow 
still greater under reciprocity, when the 
duty would be eliminated. Why can’t 
we raise more products of the soil and 
sell them to this ready market?

For the Cook IThe Liberal Ward Rooms for the 
various wards are located as follows:—

RAÎSIN BREAD
( over two cupfuls of seedless raisins and 

two cupfuls of rolled oats with boiling 
I ter. Cook in double boiler to a thick por- 
I ridge and until raisins are plump and ten­
der. Then add one tablcspoonful of lard 
and one of salt, one cupful of cooking mol­
asses and one pint of water. Soak one 
yeast cake in a little water. When ingre­
dients are cool add yeast. Mix with flour 
into a smooth dough. Let rise over night. In 
the morning mold into pans. l>et rise and 
hake. Turn each loaf in melted lard when 
placing in oven and again when baked and 
removed from oven.
