17. The Queries with answers from the Quarterly Meetings 
have been read, and a summary adopted, which is as follows :

SUMMARY OF ANSWERS TO THE QUERIES.

1st. Most Friends are careful to attend our Meetings held 
on First days, while much slackness is reported in the attend*
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ance of those held in the middle of the week. The hour is 
nearly observed, not quite clear of unbecoming behaviour, with 
some care taken.

2nd. Friends are preserved in love one towards another, 
with a few exceptions, when differences arise care is taken 
spedily to end them. Talebearing and detraction 
fully avoided and discouraged as desirable.

3rd. We believe friends do endeavor to train up their child­
ren and those of other Friends under their care, in the princi­
ples of the Christian religion as professed by us, and in the 
plainness of dress, language, and deportment, which it enjoins. 
With some exceptions they are good examples in these re­
spects themselves, and endeavour to guard their children and 
others under their care against corrupt conversation and the 
reading of pernicious books.

4th. With few exceptions Friends are diligent in reading the 
Holy Scriptures in their families collectively.

5th. With three exceptions Friends avoid the use of all in­
toxicating drinks except for purposes strictly medicinal, and 
with two exceptions are clear of attending places of diversion, 
some care taken in both of the above deficiencies.

6th. The circumstances of the poor amongst us are inspected 
and relief seasonably afforded them (one report says some re­
lief) they are advised and assisted in suitable employment and 
we believe their children and all others under our care are be­
ing educated for the ordinary duties of life.

7th. Friends are clear in the several parts of this query.
8th. With some exceptions Friends are just in their dealings, 

punctual in fulfilling their engagements, and are careful to con­
duct their business as becomes our religious profession. When 
any give occasion for fear on these accounts they are laboured 
with for their preservation and recovery, though in some cases 
not so seasonably as is desirable.

9th. Care is taken to deal with offenders in the spirit of 
meekness and agreeably to Discipline, though some slackness 
appears in piomptly attending to this duty.

In order that those members of our Meeting who are not 
present may profit by the loving counsel and kindly admoni­
tions which our deficiencies have called forth, we direct the 
Clerks to prepare and present to a future sitting a synopsis ol 
the exercise of this Meeting.

Missionary Board on this Continent, having for its object the
direction and encouragement of Missionary enterprise has been 
received and read. It informs us that eight of the Yearly 
Meetings with which we correspond have agreed to submit for 
our approval and adoption certain rules and regulations for the 
governance of the Body which shall be called “ The American 
Friends Missionary Board.” After a full expression of unity 
this Meeting appoints Herbert Nicholson, John Wright, Daniel 
3. Cohoe, Stephen Cronk, Joseph Cody, Smith Clark, Levi 
Rogers, and Charles Gideon Bowerman, in conjunction with an 
appointment of Women Friends, a committee to digest the pro­
posals contained in the circular, to bring forward the names of 
two Friends to act on the Board and to suggest the best way 
of providing funds for the advancement of die work.

It was warmly united with and 
decided to forward the request to the Yearly Meeting.”
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In uniting with this proposal, provided Women Friends con- 
eur, we do it in the trust that as the church spreads her arms 
and widens her border that the Lord will increase us.

REPORT OF REPRESENTATIVE MEETING.

At a meeting of the Representatives of Canada Yearly 
Meeting of Friends, held the 25th of 6th month, 1880, eleven 
members present.

We have at this time the acceptable company of our dear 
Friends Amos Kenworthy and John Wright.

The Friends appointed last year to give attention to mat­
ters coming before the Legislatures likely to affect the interests 
of Friends, and in the cause of humanity, report, they had a 
watchful care in the matter, but that they did not see that 
anything came before the Legislatures requiring their action.

The Friends appointed to have the Society of Friends of 
Canada Yearly Meeting incorporated, report they gave a good 
deal of attention to the subject, but that the information they 
received from different lawyers not agreeing, they took on 
definite action. They are continued—with instructions to ob-

/
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tain any further information they can, and if they find that the 
procuring of an act of incorporation be necessary, they 
authorized to procure such an act from the Dominion Legisla­
ture, and draw on the Yearly Meeting Treasurer for the funds 
necessary therefor.

The Friends appointed to have a revision of the Discipline, 
made report, that circumstances prevented their being able to 
meet as agreed on, they are therefore not prepared to offer any 

This meeting unites in having the subject referred 
to a future sitting for consideration.

Charles J. Treffry is appointed to act, in conjunction with a 
Friend appointed by the College Committee, to audit the 
books and accounts of the College for the past year.

Received from the caretakers of the meeting house and 
grounds, a suggestion that this house be repainted ; it is the 
decision of this meeting that the subject be deferred to a 
future time.

This meeting suggests to the Yearly Meeting the necessity 
of appointing a Friend as member of this meeting, to fill the 
place of William Wetherald, resigned. The Friends appoint­

TO CANADA YEARLY MEETING.

We, your Educational Committee, present for your examina­
tion Annual Report and Financial Statements from College 
Committee.

We are pleased to find, so far as the educational and finan­
cial features of it are concerned, it is very encouraging, and 
shows that the teaching staff have been energetic and earnest 
in their endeavour to promote the interests of the school.

But we desire to call your attention to the fact, that one of * 
the principal objects of the Society in the establishment of the 
College has been overlooked, or neglected, and would earnestly 
request the meeting to take such steps as they may deem 
necessary to carry that object into effect. We have reference 
to the spiritual element requisite to accomplish the require­
ments of the Society in disseminating the religious views of 
our Society.

We would recommend that in future the College Committee 
be so appointed that the three Quarterly Meetings be equally 
represented, by so doing we believe it will have a tendency to 
create a wider spread interest in the welfare of the Institution.

And we would further suggest that (as the Act of Incorpora­
tion provides that the Yearly Meeting is empowered to ap­
point three Trustees who are to hold the property in trust for 
the Society during pleasure, and that the said Trustees 
officio members of the College Committee) the Trustees be ap­
pointed, as far as practicable, in the same manner as we have 
proposed for the Committee, thus spreading over a greater space, 
an interest in the welfare and prosperity of the Institution.

We have nominated Herbert Nicholson and Stephen W. 
White, as members of the College Committee for three years 
in place of the two retiring members. We further suggest to 
the Yearly Meeting the names of Elias Rogers and Anthony 
T. Haight, as Trustees in place of Thomas Gould Reazin and 
William V. Richardson.

We would recommend that in future the Books of the Col­
lege be closed on the 15th of 6th Mo. in each year, in order

REPORT OF COLLEGE COMMITTEE, 1880.

Since our report last year, the Committee of Pickering Col­
lege have given attention to the services confided to them.

The College was opened, and satisfactorily conducted 
throughout the year by the officers and teachers mentioned in 
last report, with the addition for the two last terms of Benja­
min Wood to the staff of teachers.

«

We have passed a year in which we have had difficulties to 
encounter. Some of them caused by lack of funds to carry on 
the Institution as efficiently as we could have desired.

The number of Students as shown by the statement, to fol­
low, will be seen to be a considerable increase on the number 
recorded last year.

The deportment and conduct of the students has been very 
commendable, and their assiduity in study will, we trust, be 
proved by many of them in the examinations they expect to 
attend next week.

We have much satisfaction in attesting to the zeal, effi­
ciency, and indefatigable efforts of the Principal in promot­
ing the best interests of the College, and also to the rest of the 
faculty who have ably assisted him in maintaining the harmony 
and successful working of the Institution, and we cordially 
mvite Friends to avail themselves of the opportunity afforded 
them in procuring their children an education where the bene­
fits are likely to be so great.

In consequence of the increase in the attendance of young 
men in the Institution, we were compelled to make altera­
tions in the building at a considerable outlay, and we deemed

Nearly it necessary to procure storm sash for the greater number of 
the windows. We also had erected a stable and other out­
buildings.

The necessity of procuring a suitable supply of chemical 
apparatus being pressed on us, we procured during the year 
from Philadelphia such a supply of apparatus and chemi­
cals as the Principal considered indispensable, every pre- 

being used with regard to economy in the purchase.
In the absence of a library, the necessity for some useful in­

structive literatnre was very evident and being strongly recom­
mended by the Principal, the Committee have fitted up a 
reading room, with the necessary stands, tables, &c. The 
officers, students and a few others furnished the papers, maga­
zines, &c., and the Committee are informed by the Principal 
and others, that it has been a source of great satisfaction to

SUMMARY OF ANSWERS.

14. 1st. Most Friends are careful to attend all our meetings 
for religious worship and discipline, although there are some dé­
ficiences in the attendance of those held in the middle of the 
week.
