MB. WATTS’ LECTURE.

He Telle. About the Bible end Inspire- 
lion.

About two hundred persons assembled 
in the Institute last evening to hear Mr. 
Chas. Watt’s lecture on Bible Inspiration 
from a secular standpoint Capt Beck 
introduced the lecture in a short and 
pithy speech adverting to the necessity 
for science teaching and untrammelled 
thinking. Mr. Watts spoke as follows:— 
Nearly all religions which have domin­
ated the world from the remotest anti­
quity have posessed sacred books, thought 
by their devotees to have been given to 
them by an all wise and benificent God. 
A nation’s literature reflects the habits, 
mental condition and aspirations of its 
people and it must be judged ac­
cordingly. A great intellectual mistake 
is made when any book is not judged by 
its intrinsic worth. This mistake has 
been made with regard to the Christian 
literature. Its supposed source has been 
made the basis of the judgment of that 
book; it has not been weighed impart­
ially. The secularist has no wish to de­
prive the Christian of his Bible. This

A second meaning is termed essential 
inspiration or the communication by 
Goa to man of ideas, which have been 
clothed with language supplied by in­
dividuals. Both these classes suppose 
all the bible statements to be absolutely 
true. A third meaning is assigned by 
the advanced Christians viz.:—that 
the bible contains the inspired word of 
God, but that the whole of it 
spi ration. Who is to decide what por­
tions are and what are not inspired ?
The human is made the power to test the 
alleged divine and say what parts are 
genuine and what parts are spurious ; 
what is to save and what is to condemn.
The best meaning is that given by 
the secularist It is that every man or 
woman who has recorded a noble senti­
ment or uttered a sublime word has been 
inspired. It is the inspiration of mental 
glory, intellectual fertility and profound­
ness of thought. It is not confined to 
time or race or people. Every writer has 
possessed it, who has illumined the pages 
of his country’s literature. Let ns now 
proceed to analyze the title from a sec­
ularist point of view. Its extraordinary 
claims require extraordinary proof. Now 
follows the question, What is evidence ?
It is that which elucidates or enables the 
mind t< see truth and its source may be 
phenomena, consciousness or testimony.
Jhe two first must be self-evident which 
the Bible is nok If it were, all Bible 
believers must see its truths alike, which 
they do nok

The number of sects is a proof that 
some Bible believers see truths which do 
not appear to all who accept that book as 
their religious authority. Therefore the 
Bible is not self evidently true. Pheno­
mena or consciousness must, of there 
nature, always carry conviction. With 
regard to conviction this cannot be said.
Testimony is either internal or external, 
proceeding from consistency within or 
corroboration from without. There are 
six reasons which I will give why the 
Bible has no higher claim to credence 
than any other excellent work ever pub­
lished

If God gave a specially inspired work 
then it must or must not have been a 
necessity to all of his children.. If it 
were, not then what is the use of it? If it 
were then why is one half or according 
to the Bishop of Peterborough’s state­
ment two thirds of his children left in 
ignorance that such a revelation 
exists? Why have we two inspired 
books, an old and new testament? The 
second is either an improvement on the 
first or it is nok If it is un improvement, 
then the first was defective, if it is not an 
improvement then the second is unneces­
sary. If the two are from the same 
source, one should not contradict the 
other, but it does. Compare the doctrine 
of retaliation taught in the old 
with its express prohibition in the new.
Moses taught no doctrine of future re­
wards or punishment but the new testa­
ment does. Could not God have formed 
a book fitted for the whole world ? If 
the Jews needed a special book and God 
gave it to them why do you get up socie­
ties for the conversion of the Jews?

If Canada is to be men­
aced on that point, on account of Imperial 
interests, the Imperial government should 
assume the full responsibility of Cana­
dian protection. Then, again, as to the 
fisheries and trade and all matters aris­
ing out of our relations with the United 
States. What about them? Can there 
not he a definite settlement of what the 
policy of the mother country would be 
in case Canada should desire recipro- 
cical trade with the United States.

With regard to the reciprocity ques­
tion every one knows that no difficulties 
have ever been raised by England in re­
gard to reciprocal trade with the United 
Stales. The persons who have prevent­
ed reciprocal trade, are the same per­
sons who abrogated the old reciprocity 
treaty, the Yankees, whom the editor of 
the Globe loves so dearly. The pretence 
that’the Imperial Government is not pre­
pared to assume the full responsibilty of 
Canadian protection is another Globe 
suggestion without a particle of 
authority to support it. England has 
declared, by her leading statesmen, that 
she will defend Canada to the last ex­
tremity, as she has in former wars with 
Mr. Ellis’ friends, and there is not the 
slightest reason to suppose that any­
thing has occurred, or will occur in the 
near future, to alter this determination.

The refusal of the owners of 30,000 
shares in the Joggins Association to sell 
their mine when fhe owners of 70,000 
shares voted for a sale has produced a 
good deal of feeling and some contro­
versy in the SL John press. The Globe 
of the 20th contains an article from Mr. 
W. W. Turnbull, who states the matter 
as a “family quarrel” : between the com­
panies concerned ; that enlisting the 
public is in “very bad taste,” and fur­
ther expressing his desire “to meet’’ 
anyone who ventures to doubt that the 
attitude of the minority is “justified by 
the highest standard of ethics.” We do 
not imagine Mr. Turnbull's defiant chal­
lenge will intimidate anyone and pre­
vent a discussion of the matters in ques­
tion, which we do not consider any more 
entitled to privacy and secrecy than was 
tha Maritime Bank trouble. Further, the 
proceedings of coal companies doing 
business in this Province, (enjoying as 
they do a public franchise and special 
privileges) are matters of newspaper 
criticism as much as any public matter, 
the tax-payers are interested in knowing 
whether the mines are worked and pay­
ing royalty and the public at large in this 
country feel that no party—and least of 
all a small knot of stock 
speculators in St. John, shall 
use a public franchise to prevent the 
introduction of capital in the country 
and the due developement of our re­
sources. The Record, as a public organ 
claims it has a right and a duty to per­
form in the premises, viz.:—to prevent 
any suppression of the facts, and in do­
ing so, we have to challenge Mr. Turn- 
bull’s code of ethics. Admitting the 30,- 
000 shares had the legal right to control 
the 70,000 shares, and subject the owners 
of the latter to future loss, we would like 
to know- from what source of moral light 
Mr. Turnbull concludes that such a pro­
ceeding is “justified by the highest 
standard of ethics.”

The value of a live mine 
is all the time undergoing depreciation.

But the chief objection to it
by the British people will be 
that it is a German marriage. The 
English do not love the Germans and 
they very much dislike German alliances. 
The Queen did u very sensible thing 

, when she sanctioned the marriage of her 
daughter, the Princess Louise with the 
Marquis of Lome, and (lie marriage of 
Princess Louise of Wales to the Earl of 
Fife, will he equally satisfactory. But 
why should not a similar rule prevail 
with regard to the heir to the throne? 
Why should lYince Albert Victor go to 
Germany for a bride when there are so 
many British maidens far more beautiful 
than any German princess? It is one of the 
arguments used by the enemies of the 
thror.e in the Uuited Kingdom that the 
Royal family is not British but German. 
James the first of England is the last an­
cestor of Prince Albert Victor who can lie 
called wholly British in blood James 
the firstmarried a Danish princess and 
her daughter Elizabeth, from whom our 
Royal family are descended, married 
Frederick, tho Elector Palatine, a Ger­
man. Their daughter Sophia mar­
ried Ernest Augustus, Elector of 
Hanover, George the First, their son 
married a German, and so did George 
tho Second, Frederick Prince of Wales, 
George the Third, the Duke of Kent, 
Queen Victoria and tho Prince of Wales, 
for the Royal House of Denmark to 
which Princess Alexandra belongs, 
is German. The British Royal family 
is therefore wholly German, and 
this fact may in tho future be a source 
of w eakness to it. In former times when 
powerful noble houses in England 
aspired to control the Crown it may 
have been necessary and wise to 
go abroad for a wife for the 
future King, but no such reason pre­
vails at the present day when peer and 
peasant are equal in the eye of tho law. 
It would have been better for the young 
prince to have married a British maiden, 
rather than the daughter of a German 
house.

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OB A PIRATE'S ISLE.

When I was a very little boy, it was 

among my earliest recollections, to hear 
my mother tell of one of her brothers, 
who had left the old farm in his youth to 
seek his fortune in the great world of 
New York, and had never been heard of 
afterwards. This young’ man boro the 
unromantic name of John—John Baker 
—but he appears to have been endowed 
with a more than ordinary-share of am­
bition. He had three brothers and three 
sisters, who lived together with their 
parents on the farm, and worked the 
large projierty which was more profita­
ble then than it is now ; but John speedi­
ly tired of home work. The farm dis­
gusted him; the country wearied him. 
He had heard a great deal of the fortunes 
that were to be made by enterprising 
men in large cities, and why should not 
he, he argued to himself, do the same? 
After long thinking over the subject he 
resolved to try it So he gathered to" 
gctlier his few worldly effects, turned 
what property he had into money, bade 
his mother and the rest of the family an 
affectionate farewell and turned his face 
towards New York. He told them hon­
estly that he did not think he ever would 
return, at least not for a long 
time and he kept his word; he did not re­
turn. But he would write he said, and in 
this he failed, for he did not write. Why 
he went no one knew, except that he was 
sick of the farm. But others affirmed 
that there was a deeper cause and that 
the real reason of John’s disgust with 
the place was that he had quarrelled 
with his sweetheart, Lucy Holmes. With 
some persons quarrels are easily made 
up, but it was not so with John Baker. 
Under a most agreeable manner he con­
cealed one of those stubborn and tenaci­
ous natures which never yield any­
thing. He had in his composition no 
small share of the spirit of the Prophet 
Jonah and might have said with him : 
“I do well to be angry even unto death.”

John Baker had been absent some 
eight years when his mother died utter­
ing his name with her latest breath for he 
was her best loved son. Some years later 
his father died. The family became scat­
tered, the sisters married as did the 
brothers, with the exception of one who 
remained on the old homestead. Almost 
thirty years had passed away, the two 
married brothers were dead and one sis­
ter. Another sister had become a widow 
and was living on the old homestead 
with James her batchelor brother. I 
was her eldest son and was then about 
sixteen. There were two younger chil­
dren. So the great Baker 
house that had been built by a Loyalist 
ancestor just after the Revolution had for 
inhabitants only these I have mentioned, 
in addition to Miss Mary Best, a daughter 
of the very Lucy Holmes who had been 
John’s sweetheart, and a couple of ser­
vants. For Lucy Holmes, like a sensible 
girl, finding John was gone for good, mar­
ried another lover, but both she and 
her husband had died many years before 
leaving Mary, now a buxom young wom­
an of twenty-five, to recall her memory.

The stranger was so agitated that the 
eye-glasses actually dropped off his 
nose, but he said with more calmness 
than I could have believed possible, “Yes 
sister Jane, I’m glad to be back with you 
again.” Then I knew that the long lost 
John Baker had been found.

That same evening John Baker was 
seated in the big parlor of the old 
house, surrounded by the surviving 
members of the family and relating the 
story of his adventures. The talc was a 
strange one and I give it to the readers 
just as he told it.

“When 1 left home,” he began, “I had 
no plans formed; I only wanted to get a- 
way from Rapid River. I went at once 
to New York and had not been there
many days before I was robbed of every 
dollar I possessed. I was ashamed to 
write home for more money and had but 
one resource left, that was to go to sea. 
I had made one or two short trips before 
that, as you may remember, and had 
quite a taste that way.

“Well, I got a berth easier
than I could have hoped for in 
a large ship bound for China. I 
sailed in this vessel two years, always 
on long voyages. I was three years more 
in another ship of the same class engaged 
m the same trade. I was several times
in New York in the course of these voy­
ages, hot why I did not write to you I 
can hardly say. As time passed on I 
grew ashamed to write after so long a 
delay and so it came that I did not 
write at all.

“My five years experience in large 
ships had made me an excellent sailor 
and in that time I also learned naviga­
tion thoroughly. I became second mate 
of the Imperial a large full rigged brig 
bound from Liverpool to Melbourne. 
She carried a general cargo, embracing 
almost everything required for Colonial 
use including a good deal of spiritous 
liquor. The master Captain Scott, al­
though a fine sailor was not a very good 
navigator and he kept so far north that 
he missed the counter trades and got 
caught in a gale in the Indian Ocean. 
In this gale he was washed overboard.

“The first mate, who was greatly ad­
dicted to drink, was left in command and 
jumped overboard in a fit of delirium 
tremens. The men got hold of the spirits 
and soon became uncontrollable. When 
I tried to check them they broke out 
into open mutiny, put me in irons and 
locked me up in one of the deck houses. 
They would doubtless have murdered 
me had it not been for the fact that I was 
the only one on board the ship who 
could navigate the vessel. They an­
nounced their intention of occupying one 
of the islands of the Malay Archipelago 
and turning pirates. With this view they 
compelled me to give directions for navi­
gating the vessel north towards the coast 
of Java, and every day at noon I was 
liberated from my prison for a short 
time to take the sun and work up the 
latitude. My feelings at this time were 
by no means pleasant, for besides the 
sufferings I experienced from close con­
finement in the tropics, I had a reason­
able certainty that my throat would be 
cut as soon as the ruffians got fairly 
located on an island of their own.
