THE REFORM ORACLE: SOME INTERESTING
DELPHIC UTTERANCES,

Mr. Mackenzie in his Sasnia speech, over which
the Government papers are im eeslacies of delight,
8ays @ <

“From the beginning of 1873 it w
ent that the United States - facty
great extent, regained their lost position. In 1874
they were able to exporl great quantities of cotton
goods to this country and pay our (luties. They
were actually enabled to ¢xpart cotton goods to the
English cotton markets, whieh are supposed to rule
the world. During the last few months they have
been able to export refined sugar to the heart of the
refining portion of Great Britain, London, and the
Clyde, and between them and the French they
have almost succeeded in diving the British re-
finers out of the market.” |
Everybody knows that it is the policy of Protec-
tion to Home Industry which has enabled the
United States manufacturers to make such head-
way; and yet Mr. Mackenzie in the same speech
says:—

“ Protection as a principle will never prevent a
stagnation in trade ora uction in prices, be-
cause in the United States, the most thoroughly
protected manufacturers have not been able to hold
their own, and their manufacturers| have for the
last year been in the greatest di of all.”

And this gentleman is Premier of Canada, and
the Government Press is ready fo sWgar that his
most foolish and inconsistent statements are the
very essence of wisdom. Again, hesays of his in-
crease of the general Customs Tariff by 2} per cent
on all imports previously paying 15 per cent :—

“ We have therefore given an incident protection
to the extent of 2} more than had been imposed by
the previous Administration. This might be a
sufficient answer to those whe have |been accusing
me of having it in view to inaugurate a free trade
policy— a policy which 1 say frankly I would in-
augurate at once if the clreimstances of the country

thc Is of signs of its rapid growth.

The progress of the coiperative movement in
Englum{ is pointed at as a wonder ; but that has
been about forty years in maturing, while Granger-
ism has swelled to its present proportions in about
three years. © The truth will be apparent to any one
who carefylly examines the facts, that a new power
is arising, from one end to the other of this land, of
a sort that is without precedent, and whose future
influence therefore cannot now be measured.

Although the fact is a disagregable one to some
classes of non-producers, it is none the less undeni-
able that the rugged health of the/movement arises
from its direct bearing upon th¢ pockets of the
members. While there is much| said in Granger
correspondence about the social {features of their
work—the picnics and other festivities—the chief
burdep is concerning the wholesalg buying and sel-
livig they have done through the machinery of the
order. 'This is, of course, different in different
States. In the Westa large part of the gain is from
the wholesale disposal of grain, pnd its handling
through Grange elevators. In the South, planters
have saved large sums by using the Grange agents
in disposing of their cotton.

GRANGE ORGANS,

The newspaper agencies inform us that news-
papers with a nominal capital of $8,000,000 have
come to naught since the panic of| 1873. The new
papers arising to take their places, in the West at
least, seem to be largely disposed to announce
themselves, even in their titles, as taking the side
of the Grange. A rehearsal of the most prominent
Grange organs by States will do much to open the
eyes of some people to the magnifude of this moye-
ment.
It is an interesting fact that scarcly any Grange
papers arc published this side pof the Alleghany
Mountains, and there are very many more in the
South than in New England. ~In{all Down East I
find no manifest Grange organ, and only two or
three publie workingmen’s papers. It is said that
many of the mill owners will discharge a hand who
persists in taking a paper that is devoted exclu-
sively to the interests of that class
New York has but one Grange paper, the Patrons’
Gaette, published monthly in this city, unless the
Elmira Husbandman is of that dort. New Jersey
had the Vineland Independent, calling itself the
ew  Jersey Granger last year, but the bullet that
entered Uri Carruth’s brain drove the “hay seed ”
out of his hair. Maryland, Pepnsylvania, Dela-
ware, and West Virginia content themselves with two
Grange Papers—the Farmer’s Friqnd and Chesapeake
Granger. Virginia has the Virginin Patron. South
C

—that Departnent, unfortunately, being the ane
which the Premier himself manages, with such a
" remarkable want ofsuccess. He will say nothing—
hard pressed though he is for electioneering matter—
‘to improve the ugly look of the losses of hundreds
of thousanids ‘of dollars which this blunder (?) in
ordering has caused the country. He simply states
that the;40,000 ton order did not all go to the firm
in which Mr. Mackenzie's brother was a partner—
it was only 15,000 tons which that firm supplied.
The admission by Mr, Workman that Mr. Mac-
kenzie’s brother is a partner in the firm which
supplied 15,000 tons to Mr. Mackenzie's Depart-
ment, stands in striking contrast to Mr. Mac-
kenzie’s Card, in which it is most solemnly declared
that “no brother or relative of mine has any inter-
est, direct or indirect, near or remote, in any of
these contracts?” Who i§ equivocating? Tsit Mr.
‘Workman, anxious to shield the Premier and pro-
mote his own election in the same speech, or Mr.
Mackenzie, anxious only to shield himself from a
blow which seems only too well aimed? The short
time which Mr. Mackenzie originally proposed to
allow for receiving tenders would seem to confirm
the suspicion of collusion which appears to be en-
tertained in-Montreal. He wished to purchase over

had with England, and all other arrangements to be
made by tenderers ion hoth sides of the Atlantic!
If a Sunday fell between the 8th| and 14th of Oct.,
and a2 day was o¢cupied in mailing tenders to
Ottawa from' Montreal or Toronto, only four days
would have been available to intending coniractors,
even for parties residing near Ottawa, while the
rest of the world would apparently be shut out from
all chance of competition! When the Government
vouchsafe to ask for tenders for building a $1,000
light-house or a $500 railway station, they give at
least a month’s notice ; while here were contracts
to be made involving at least two millions of money,
and all the notice Mr. Mackenzie proposed to give
contractors in Canada and England was, at the very
most, six days!! This important fact we have from
Mr. Mackenzie’s own candidate. The public can
decide for themselves whether it does not look a
good deal as if the Minister of Public Works had
treated the advertising for ‘tenders as a mere
matter of form, having previously decided in his
mind as to the parties from whom the rails should
be bought. Certainly the facts stated by Mr.
Workman will lead many to the conclasion that it
was intended to confine the contracts to Montrezl,
while each one can decide for himself as to the ad-
vantage of having in a firm a brother of the
Minister, when a grab game is on foot for securing
steel rail contracts.

We need not push the casc further against the
Premier by suggesting that Mr. Workman'’s state-
ment, that the six days allowed for tendering for
two million dollars worth of rails was too short to
enable merchants to” “tender fairly and honorably
for these rajls,” leaves an impression by no means
favombk‘{)‘ the Public Works Department. Nor
at present is it important to point to the equivoca-
tion indulged in by a Canadian Premier who, to
clear himself from a charge of assisting the worldly
prospects of a relative in a Montreal firm, declares
that “the contracts were made with the English
makers,” but withholds the fact (stated by Mr.
Workman), that the Montreal firm in’ which
his brother was a partner were the agents
for the @akers and secured the contract for them.
These are features of Mr. Mackenzie’s speeches and
writings to which the public are growing so
accustomed that they seem to be expected and
do not call for any special remark.

tant 1 ‘The Certifi of
Partnership Produced.~Mr. White on the
Steel Rail Contracts.

Since the above was written we have re-
ceived the Montreal Gazette, in which is an
account of a Workingmen’s Meeting in that
city, a few evenings ago, which was addressed,
among other speakers, by Mr, White. In the course
of his remarks, in reply to a call from the erowd,
“what about the Steel Rails,”’ Mr. White-produced
the certificate of the registration of the partnership
of Cooper, Fairman & Co., in which Mr. Charles
Mackenzie was a pariner ; showed that the original
advertisement of the Minister limited the time for
submitting tenders for the two million contracts to
Jfive days, and made other statements of great im-
portance as bearing on the point in dispute be-
tween the Premier and Mr. White. We quote:—

“The Premier had sent a telegram to the Mon-
treal Herald, and to all the Ministerial journals
throughout the country, declaring that he had neyer
purch any rails from a Montreal firm, and de-
nying that his brother was a partner or in any way
interested in the contract, and that the statement
made by him (Mr. White) was a deliberate false-
hood. Then there was another letter from Cooper,
Fairman & Co., which he had glndlr published, as
he was glad to publish everything that would hel
to bring the truth out. He had no sympathy witE
those who having made statemonts stiok to them
after they discoyered them to be false. A true
gentleman will withdraw a statement the moment
he finds it to be untrue. (Cheers.) Well, this letter
of Cooper, Fairman & Co. stated that Mr. Charles
Mackenzie, the Premier’s brother, had been a part-
ner, but had ceased to be such some time. Now in
this Province we had a way of ascertaining who are
the partners of a firm. Registration was required
by law, and here was a copy of the regisfered decla-
ration of partnership. [As Mr. White held the
document up a storm of cheers burst spontaneously
from the entire assembly. The audience continued
to cheer enthusiastically for several minutes; at
length when silence was restored several voices
cried “read it.”] Mr. White read the paper as
follows :—

“*No. 596, Province of Quebec, District of Mon-
treal. We, the undersigned, do hereby certify that
we have entered into co-partnership under the style
or firm of Cooper, Fairman & Company as mer-
c!umla, which firm consists of James Cooper, of the
city of Montreal, and Frederick Fairman, at pres-
ent residing at Waterloo, in the gaid Province, as
general partners, and CHARLEs MACKENZIE, oF
SARNIA, IN THE ProviNCcE oF C RIO, AS A
SPECIAL PARTNER, the said Charles Mackenzie
having contributed $15,000 to the capital stock of
the said partnership, which said co-partnership
commenced on the first day of Januury instant, 1873,
and terminates the first day of January, 1878.

“‘Dated the second day of January one thousand
cight hundred and seventy-three.

“‘(Signed) Jas. Cooper, F. Fairman, Charles
Mackenzie.

Great cheers followed the reading of the docu-
ment. i

Mr. White resumed—“Therc was the proof that
this partnership existed at this day, am‘ that Mr.
Charles Mackenzie was still in the cyc of the law a
partner in the firm, though Mr. Aiex. Mackenzie
and Cooper, Fairman & Co.had had the audacity,
he used the word advisedly, to deny the fact for the
purpose of reflecting upon the statement which he
had made. (Renewed cheers.) If that transaction
were a straightforward, honest transaction, why was
there such anxiety to conceal this fact of the part-
nership? The question whether the rails should
have been bought at that time was another question,
a question of policy ; but the Government knew that
their policy in the matter could not be defended,
and they thought they could deceive the public and
divert aitention from their foolish act by boldly
denying what the fact showed to be absolutely and
entirely true. (Renewed cheers.)

int. They were told by Mr. Mackenzie that he
had MADE NO PURCHASE FROM ANY MONTREAL
FIRM, im lyi"i that he had made no arrangement,
for he (Mr. White) could not imagine that the
Premier was quibbling about a word. Well, there
was a statement from Cox & Green in the Herald
that they had tendered and received a contract at
that time. 'Was not that an arrangement with a
Montreal firm? They saw, therefore, that the state-
ment made by Mr. Alex. Mackenzie was not a truc
statement, but was inaceurate and unworthy of the
position which he occupicd in| this country.
(Cheers.) :

He had mentioned what was Mr. Workman’s
statement with reference to the advertisement for
tenders. Now, he had examined the fyles of the
papers to-day, and he found that eyven Mr. Work-
man did not state the facts as they existed. The
advertisement did notappear on the Sth of October,
1874, but on the 3rd of that month, and it did not
give eight days, IT ONLY GAVE FIVE DAYS, for the
tenders were to be at Ottawa by the 8th of October.
He would ask any business man whether it was an
honest invitation to the merchants of Montreal to
tender for these rails with only five days given them
to obtain the necessary information from English
manufacturers and make their arrangements?
There was a difference, it might be remarked, as to
whom the credit of getting the extension should be
given. Mr. Workman said he got the time ex-
tended. Mr. Thomas Darling said he was the man.
The fact that the extension was forced upon the
Goyernment by the remonstrances of the merchants
of Montreal could not lessen the blame attaching to
the Government in the matter. If therc was one
claim that was set up for Mr. Mackenzie more than
another, it was that he was a practical man ; there-
fore we had a right to judge of him by the course
which he adopted on his own responsibility until
dissuaded by the remonstrances of the merchants of
Montreal. (Cheers.)
On the 4th of December last there appeared in
the Montreal Herald what was evidently Ax
OFFICIAL ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE CONTRACTS
entered into by the Government, and that announce-
ment was as follows:—‘The West Cumberland Tron
and Steel Company, Workington, England, 5,000
tons at $53.53; the Ebbwvale Steel and Iron Com-

pany, Wales, 5,000 tons at $53.53; the Dowlais

Steel and Iron Works, Wales;10,000 tons at $54 ;
the Mersey Steel and Iron Company, Liverpoel,
England, 20,000 tons at $54.26. Cox & Green,
however, said this morning in their letter that they
tendered for 10,000 tons, as the representatives of
one of the firms which, it appears, reccived a eon-
tract for:5,000 tons, while another company, the
Mersey @ompany, of ‘Liverpool, which it-was said
was that represénted by Cooper, Fairman & Co. (at
least he was so informed) got a contract for 20,000
tons at seventy-three cents a ton more than the
tender of Cox & Green. Why was that? Why
was $4,000 thus thrown away ?

He left them to draw their own conclusiogs. Ie
had been forced into this dissussion. The Govern-
ment had done it in order to{divert attention from
the policy of purchasing” the rails at that time.
They had chosen to raise that issue, and he wished
them joy of it before they were done. (Cheers.)
He referred to this purchase, in the first place, only
to show that it was an improvident bargain, {hat
the country had lost somewhere about a quarter of
a million on this transaction alone irrespective of
interest. He repeated that statement here. (Cheers.)
Let him give them some facts. As Mr. Macken
explained his railway policy in Parliament, he was
to build short pieces between the water stretches.
All that was to he done for the present was to build
145 miles between Fort William and Winnipeg to
connect the water stretches; 65 miles, the branch to
Pembina, and 80 miles from French river, to con-
nect with the subsidized line. That was all that
was to be built in the meantime this side of the
Rocky Mountains, or under 300 miles in all. = Now,
he was assured by persons well informed on the sub-
ject, that 40,000 tons of rails would lay 400 miiles
instead of 300. If the statement in $he Herald this
morning to| the effect ghat 50,000 tons were pur-
chased, 10,000 tons having been transmitted for
present use, was correct, then according to Mr.
Mackenzie’s declaration of his policy these rails
would not be required for a long time, and thongh
merchants might'be justified in speculating on the
rise and fall of the market and laying in large
stocks, no Government should do that. It was not
their duty to purchase rails or anything else until
the country wanted them. (Cheers.)

“A Steel and Iron Merchant,” in the Gazefte, hits
the nail or “spike,” in this Steel Rail Contraet busi-
ness, pretty squarely on the head when he says: —

“The facts are simply these: That ai least six
weeks prior to the advertisement in the Herald cer-
tain parties in Montreal knew about this contract,
and had not only time to correspond with English
houses by letter, but there was ample time to send
a representative to England to arrange matters on
the spot, while all other houses were kept in the
dark. Six days notice was the only time publicly
given, which was of no use. {

As to the extension of the thirty-two days, no
merit or value can be put on that whatever, as this
was foreed work—forced by the representations and
remonstrances made by private individuals, as well
as by what appeared in the public columns of the
Gazelte. Had no notice been taken of the matfer,
there would have been no thirty-two days extension,
and two or three houses would haye had it all their
own way.”

The meaning of the sudden appéarance and {is-
appearance of the Premier’s relative in the Cooper,
Fairman firm is clear enough.. He remained just
long enough to ensure the accoptance of the firm’s
tender for 15,000 to 20,000 tons at a figure 73 ceénts
per ton higher than the rails were offered at by
others. Then his “mission” was accomplished and
he passed off! the stage.

HOW WE ARE GOVERNED.

Tt may intcrest “the later friends” or New Grits
to learn how the patronage of their Party is wielded
at the present moment. They are probably awarg
that, since the Government have been compelled by
public sentiment to make a show of openingthe
Inter-Colonial Railway between Moncton and the
Metapedia, it follows that station masters, freight
agents, conductors, and other employes will be neefled
on the line. The New Grits are not probably aware
that Mr. Anglin’s friends recently determined that
he had been “slighted” long enough. They held
that the Speakership, the Post Office Printing, Gov-
ernment Advertising; appdintments to the Peni-
tentiary, the patronage of' his own ‘County and a
good deal tosay in other Counties, were still far'be-
low the “claims” which Mr. Anglin has on the Mac-
kenzie Government, represented in New Bruns-
wick by Messrs. Burpee and Smithi  Unless rumor
is greatly at fault, something like the following has
occurred during the present month.

Mi. Anglin's friends having urged him to lay
claim to the whole of the “patronage” of the Inter-
Colonial Railway, “from Moncton to the Metape-
dia,”—the road running through Westmoreland,
Kent, Northumberland, Gloucester and ' Resti-
gouche,—Mr. Anglinaccordingly corresponded with
Mr. Mackenzie, claiming - the patronage here indi-
cated. Mr. Mackenzie replied, acknowledging his
claim and stating thec patronage was his. Mr.
Anglin wished to know how this promise was tq be
turned to practical account, and asked the Premier
to instruct the General Superintendent.. Mr, Mac-
kenzie replied that he had instructed Mr. Brydges;
and Mr. Brydges immediately telegraphed Mr.
Anglin, asking him to name his men for the various
offices along the line. The appointments will ac-
cordingly be made by Mr. Anglin. That is to spy.
the Premier, without consulting cither Mr. Burpee
or Mr. Smith, the New Brunswick Ministers who
are responsible to the people for all such appoint-
ments, and without their knowledge, has placed in
the hands of a resident of this city, a supporter who
is already “filled with fat*things,” the Government
patronage on a railway, running through five North
Shore Counties! A few - telegrams between Mr.
Anglin and Mr. Mackenzie, and the whole busidess
is done!

Mr. Mackenzie and his colleagues will| know
nothing of the character of the partics who will have
the care of the lives of passengers and the traffic
and funds of the railway. They will not even kjow
the names of their officials until after Mr. Brydlgcn
has installed in office those parties whom Mr, Any-
lin sendshim. They will place on the pay rolls of the
Dominion Treasury a considerable body of persons
of whom they will have neither personal nor official
knowlédge until Mr. Anglin and Mr. Brydges in
their good pleasure choose to enlighten them.

If these allegations are not correét they can
casily be disposed of by the production of the éor-
respondence between Mr. Anglin and the Premier,
and Mr. Anglin will probably do this for the Gov-
ernment’s sake, if the correspondence is|of a
character to reflect credit on the Government. . If,
on the other hand, the statements are correct, ad we
‘believe them to be, thcnfwc do not hesitate ftode-
clare that the darkest hour in the history of our
country has arrived, that hour in which the Gov-
ernment, representative of the people, aBdicates its
high functions, deserts its dutics and permits the
patronage and honor of the Crown, which it is
sworn to maintain unsullied, to becomeithe prey of
charlatans and the play-thing of insatiate schemers
and partisans.

How Mr. Mackenzie and his colleagues will jns

"tify this abandonment of their duties,—this {rans-

ference of their proper authority and privileges,
to such hands, we need not enquire. That they.
will be prepared to justify it we do not doubt, and
the form of justification will readily suggest itself.
They will undoubtedly assert—-for the power of
assertion in Mr. Mackenzie, at least, is unlimited—
that the subject of appointing to the Civil Seryice
in connexion with this line of railway, received the
most serious consideration of the Government ; that
the improper appointments of former Governments
had caused great public injury ; that they were
most anxious to sccure the very best men forithe
positions,—men of known integrity, in whomthe
public had the fullest confidence ; and that the'ap-
plications of no others were for a moment enter-
tained ; and, raising his eyes to Heaven, the Premier
will probably declare that the Government had per-
formed its duty, its whole duty, in the matter, and
with an eye single to the public service, knowing
neither politics, creed nor sectionalism in |the
choice! Indeed, it will be very strange if| the
model Premier does not. find in his blindfold pand
scandalons mode of wielding the public patton-
age, fresh material for proving the superiority of
a “pure,” ‘“cautious,” ‘“vigilant” Reform Govern-
ment, over its “corrupt” predecessor.

THE FARMERS MOVING.

We notice that a number of farmers, principally
delegates from agricultural societics, met in Fred-

cricton one evening Jast week, and resglved that on |

the 22nd of January next, they would| meet in the
Court House, in Burton, Sunbury County,—hour
not named,—tlicre and then to form an organiza-
tion “whose object it shall be to advance the ag-
ricultural interests of the Province” ' The meeting,
which appears to have been arranged| by the far-
mers-agitators of Sunbury, comprised representatives
from eight counties of the Province, and, at the in-
stance of the Sunbury Farmers’ League,invited all the
Counties to form I,cagucs, who, with the Leagues
now formed, “together with all practieal agricul-
turists throughout the Province,” are invited to be
present at the Grand Convention referred to. If
thd weather for a few days before Jahuary 22nd
be fine, if no heavy enow storm intervene to disar-
range the plans of the Sunbury men, an inter-
esting Farmers’ Parliament will “be opencd on that
day, of whith, we dare say, good will come. ' The
real difficulty, we apprehend, in regard to thorough
organization of the farmers consists in the fact that
they are by no means clannish, are remarkably in-
dependent both mentally and in their course of ac-
tion, and are exceedingly averse to being led by the
nose, especially by men of their own éccupatioh.
Indeed, farmers in this Province scldom agree on
any suhject, whether it is rotation of|erops, the
market price of butter, the merits of imported stock,
or any one of ahundred subjects bearing directly
on their calling. In some other countrigs, it is dif-

OPENING THE SCHOOL BOARD TO THE PUBLIC.

Is it not about time the public were admitted to
the ¢onnsels of the 8t. John School Board? Thus
far, the Board has been really in secret session, so
far as the publiehave known, Occasionally, though
very seldom, a few lines appeared in the newspapers,
purporting to state,~with the utmost brevity—
what was done at the regular meetings; but of late
even these faint and unsatisfictory glimpses of the
inner life of the Board have been with-held.
About a hundred schools are d by the

Joard ; the details of handling several thousand
children are disposed of at these meetings ; immense
new school buildings are being erected by the
Board ; orders are somelimes| made for the sale of
debentures ; teachers are cmployed, promoted or
dismissed ; salaries fixed and changed ; and yet we
may say that seareely anything is known of the
transactions of the Board, until the Annual Report
is published. The public are¢ not admitted to the
meetings of the Board. Reporters -are not per-
mitted to be present.  And yet this School Board
deais with the highest intercits of the citizens ; and
the necessary taxation incident to its operations
would have sufficed, a fow years ago, for the support
of the St. John Corporation.

We advocate the opening of the doors of the
School Board to the Press and the public, for
several reasons. © K1t is the right of the tax-payers
to hear and see for themselves what is said and
done at the Board. 2. It is for the good of Educa-

way, in addition to which the teamster had alteady
been paid his wages by King and Gough. Teams
had been usually hired at trom $3 to $3.50 per day
for driver anid,team, sledd and'éverything complete.
