BARQUE PROBABLY
STRUCK ROCKS

CAUGHT IN STORM
OFf OREGON COAST

Tug Compelled to Cut Hawser--

Sq:ﬂﬁw"m Left at Mercy
of Winds.

Marshfield, Or., Jan. 6.—The Ameri-
can barque Big Bondnza, with six men
on board, bound from San Francisco
to Portland, is believed to have foun-
dered on Seal Rocks
south of here,

The Bonanza was in tow of the tug
Sampson, which arrived here badly
stove in after a terrible experience with
the Elms, which nearly ended in the
tug’s going to_destruction. The Samp-
gon' and her tow left San Francisco
January 1st. The barque was light and
when ' the heavy storm of Tuesday
struck them it was inipossible for the
tug to handle her tow.

When a few miles
Rocks, and about fifteen

shore, fin order to save himself Captain |

Robert Jones of the Sampson was com-
pelled to cut away his hawser and
leave the barque to the mercy of the
winds. Five minutes later the barque
was out of sight. When last seen the
Bonanza~was listing and making to the
westward.

The Sampson attempted to keep the
barque in sight but a heavy sera struck
her amidships, staving in part of her
cabin, flooding her engines and boilers,
breaking both water gauges. This mis-
hap allowed the tug’s steam to escape.
In addition to this her fusible plugs
burned out and allowed
escape from her boilers. When the boil-
ers cooled the tug's crew made tem-
porary repairs.

The boilers were filled with sea water
bailed from over the vessel's side in
buckets, and berths and
the craft avere torn out in
up sufficient steam to start
burning apparatus.
got under headway the Sampson was
within a mile of the rocks and driving
toward them. Capt. Jones says that
when about eight miles’ from shore
Thursday evening he sighted a steamer
going south and burned a flare light
for over twenty minutes. Although the
night yas so clear chat he could see
the steamer’'s lights she passed on
without paying any attention to him.

CAR ACCIDENT.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

About 5 o'clock on Saturday after-
noon a C. Py R, freight car, the tower
car of the B. C. Electric Railway Com-
pany and one of the company’s ordin-
ary cars piled in a head on the edge
of the inlet at North Vancouver, after
a runaway ‘of three or four blocks
down the hill. No one was seriously
injured.

A big dynamo wasg being taken on a
C. P. R. flat car to the mill of the
Western Corporation at 17th street. To
pull this heavy load, the tower car was
utilized, and another car, No. 62, led
the way. The rails were rather slip-
pery with the frost, and all the power
was only sufficient to move the car
very slowly. As it advanced up the
steep grade, ties were kept behind the
wheels to keep it from sliding back.
Several men were engaged at this. At
about Third street the strain began to
get too much for the cars doing the
hauling, and, once started backward,
it was impoSsible to stop the heavy
flat car with its load. Everyone on
hoard ' jumped . almost immediately,
with the exception of Motorman Kelly,
of car No. 62, who made a last en-
deavor to stop the rush for the inlet.
Finding it impossible, he too. sought
safety in flight. By that time the cars
had reached the Esplanade. and were

FIRE ON STEAMER.

Several Passengers Suffocated on Board
the Lindholmen.
Christiana, Jan. 5.—News has been
received. of ‘a terrible disaster which
overtook the mail steamer Lindholmen
which plys between this port and Ber-

gen, off Farnand Thursday.

The steamer was discovered to be on
fire. A strong gale was blowing at the
time, and the flames soon spread to the
saloens and cabins., Thirty passengers,
most of them seasick, hurried from
their quarters to get on deck. Four of
them were suffocated in their efforts
to get out. Otners jumped overboard,
and one was drowned. Another pas-
senger went mad. One life boat was
burned ‘and another = was crushed
against the side of the ghip.

Finally, while the remainder of the
half dressed and panic-strickeh passen-
gers were huddled in the forecastle, in
a blinding snow storm, the rest of the
ship being in flames, the ecaptain drove
ihe vessel ashors and managed to save
the rest of the passengers and the crew.

There was much hardship, however,
before all the ship’s company were got
safely to land. The dangerous nature
of the coast made- the operation of
baschink the Lindholmen most risky.

WRECK OF C. P. R
EASTBOUND EXPRESS

Two Men Caught Under Debris and Died Before
They Could Be Released—-Eight Persons
Injured.

Winnipeg, Jan. 7.—Two men were in-
stantly killed and eight other passen-
gers more or less injured in the wreck
of the C. P. R. eastbound transcontin-
ental expreés vesterday afternoon, near
Kaministiqua, twenty-five miles west of
Fort William.

The following account of the wreck
is given out from the C. P. R. offices
here:

The trans-continéntal express, which
left here on Saturday for the East, was
wrecked yesterday afternoon, a half
mile east of Kaministiqua. Two men
killed and six, injured. The wreck was
due to a broken rail, which thréw_the
mail car and five of the coaches follow-
ing off the track. The, dining car and
sieepers kept tne ralils.

One coach, which left the track, was
thrown across and partially down the
embankment, and the side of it was
crushed in by the coach following. It
was here that the fatalities occurred.

H. Smith, one of those killed, was on
his way to Montreal, and Campbell,
was on his way home to England.

Both of these men were pinned under

the wreckage, and died before
could he released.

The = injuries to ’passengers were
largely due to broken glass, or to hav-
ing been violently thrown against the
seats’ or side of the car when
overturned.

BURIED ALIVE.

Twenty-Eight Men Believed to Have
Been Killed in Railway Cutting.

Bingen, Hesse, Jan. 5.—Forty work-
men were buried yesterday evening in
the cutting of a new railway line be-
tween IT.amscheid and Ledening. The
dead bodies of thirteen of the men and
fifteen injured workmen have been re-
coverd.

An embankment had collapsed, bury-
ing two men. To rescue them large par-
ties of other laborers employed along
the line were immediately put to work
and a wide pit was dug, in which were
fifty men, wHen the overhanging hill-
side fell, burying forty of the laborers
under masses of earth.

Those who were not buried began to
dig out their comrades, while messen-
gers were sent to nearby villages ask-
Several physicians and a
large force of workmen were sent to
the scene of the disaster.

The rescue work, which was continu-
ed throughout the night, was discour-
aging owing to the possibility of fresh

Washington, Jan. 5.—The compiroller
of the currency .to-day madé the fol-
lowing statement regarding the affairs
of the Farmers' and Drovers’ National
bank of Waynesburg, Pa.:

Contractor
Luney has Jus’ commenced work on the
new palace for Archbishop Orth, to be
erected on View street.

From the designs of the new palace,
drawn up by Hooper & Watkins, it would
seem that the only decorative effect in
the Archbizhop’s coming residence are
some Corinthian columns which will
adorn the front. A flight of steps will
lead up to a porch flanked on each side
by these columns.

CASHIER AND
ROBBER KILLED

BANK WRECKED BY
BOMB EXPLOSION

Unknown Man Demanded ‘Money
and on Being Refused Threw
Deadly Missile.

Philadelphia, Jan. 5.—Cashier Mec-
Lear was killed and others were in-
jured here to-day in the bank in which
they worked, by a bomb which
thrown by a man who demanded
money. The, stranger who threw'the
bomb was blown to pieces, and little
was left to give a clue to his identity.

1gene Mclllhon, Cashier McLean’s
assistant, who returned to the bank
building after his wounds had been
dressed, said that just prior to the ex-
plosion he was about 25 feet from Mec-
Leayr. He noticed a rather tall man
talking to the cashier loudly and ex-
citedly and 'waving one hand. In the
other hand he carried a queer looking
object wrapped about with a news-
paper.

Presently the gaze of everyone in the
bank was attracted to the man, whose
tones were very loud. At this moment
the man yelled: “I'll get that money,
or know why! It's coming to me!”

McLear's words were inaudible to
MecIllhon, but he heard the man shout:
“Then you won’t give it to me?” Mec-
Lear shook his head and turned as if
tc go; whereat the man threw the ob-
ject he held upon the table between
McLear and himself. It exploded in-
stantly, with a great puff of white
smoke. MecIltlhon was knocked down
by the explosion, and felt glass and
other objects falling upon him. He lost
consciousness for probably a moment.
‘When he opened his eves he saw that
the bank had been wrecked, but he
could see nothing of the cashier or of
the stranger.

The police are hard at work on the
theory that the man may have had ac-
complices, and are Sstriving to learn
every detail of the affair.

Oné of the coroner’'s deputies made
an investigation of the scene of the
outrage, and found what he believes to
have been a part of the bomb. It is a
fragment two inches long, cylindrical
in shape and several inches in diam-
eter. He also found a: Modern Wood-
man of the World badge, which also
probably belorged to the bomb throw-

Dr. Watt, of Fort Steele, who is now
in the East, was interviewed by the
Toronto Globe recently. He said: “The
question of a Dominion subsidy to the
province is not a party issue in Bri-
tish Columbia. Liberals there are not
complaining of the principles of the de-
mand from the Dominion treasury, but
we do not like/the manner in which our
Premier, Mr. McBride, conducted him-
self at the recent conference of pre-
miers in Ottawa.

Proceeding to discuss the Dominion
subsidy question, Dr. Watt pointed out
that it was Premier McBride’'s duty at
the conference to remain with the dis-
cussion and procure the best terms,
instead of leaving British Columbia
affairs to take care of themiselves. It
was reported that Premier McBride
twice left the meeting because he could
not get all he desired, said Dr. Watt,
and on the second question he was dis-
appointed at a resolutign of Premier
Whitdey. Accoraing to Dr. Watt, the
British Columbia Premier was looking
for a grievance. .

‘‘When Premier McBride came. into
power in 1903 there was an over-
draft. To meet this a million doliars
were borrowed at an excessive rate of
five per cent. The under-
standing behind this loan was that the
reverruse should be brought nearer to
the eéxpenditure,” explained Dr. Watt.
“This was done by increasing the tax-
ation, though, of course, more money
was brought in from the lumbering in-
dustry than before. The progressive
immigration policy of the Liberal gov-
ernment at Ottawa created a great de-
mand for British Columbia lumber in
the west, and proved a great benefit
to British Cglumbia, because the local
demand for lumber is small. To dimin-
ish expenditure’ the provincial govern-
ment cut down grants absolutely need-
ed in the matter of bridges and roads.
I believe the people are against the
McBride government, and, though the
situation is compliecated, when the So-
cialists and Labor party are taken into
account it seems to me there will be a
Liberal victory in, February of next
year.”

Dr. Watt also referred to what is
known as the “Kaien Island scandal.”
He said the McBride government in-
stead of dealing directly with the
Grand Trunk. Pacific people for a ter-
minus sold the proposed site to some
private parties for $10,000, who rea-
lized $40,000 on their bargain.

Giving one reason why British Col-
umbia was entitled to Dominion sub-
sidy, Dr. Watt said that the people in
that province paid more per head to
the customs than those in any other
province. Referring to the question of
cheap labor, he stated that the prov-
ince would be far better off if neither
Orientals nor Hindoos had entered it.
In his opinion, it was best to go a
little slowly, procuring labor which
would eventually affiliate with the
other inhabitants.

Fate of Steamer Unknown.

San Francisco, Jan. 5.—The fate of
the Pacific Mail liner, City of Panama,
which sailed from here Monday last
for ‘southern points, continues un-
known.

According to a telephone message
last night two life rafts came ashore]
at Wardell beach, 16 miles south ‘of |
Pascadora, on Friday with oars, boat
hooks and a barrel of water and
Later two more similarly
equipped rafts came ashore below
Wardell beach, while off shore wreck-
age was seen floating. Both of these
rafts, it is said, were marked “City of
Panama.”

It is known the steamer had trouble
on the bar on leaving here during a
gale, as she was stopped there for a
time. 1

The City of Panama was command-
ed by Capt, W. W. Nelson, who has
the reputation of being an excellent
seaman. First Officer Pillsbury was
commander of the Manchuria when she
went ashore on Rabbit Island, near
Honolulu. There are two other offi-
cers, a freight clerk and a store-
keeper. The crew number 56. She was
due yesierdday at Mazatlan, Mexico, her
first port of call.

The beach is being patrolled for
miles to watch for bodies which may
drift ashore.

PRUSSIAN POLAND,

Government Takes Measures to Sup-
press National Agitation.

Gnesen, Prussia, Jan. 3.—The Prus-
sian government in consequence of the

Prussian Poland over the school strike
and the renewal of the Polish nation-
alist agitation continues to prosecute
severely any infraction of the political
ordinances.

TRIBESMEN MAKE
SUBMISSION TO SULTAN

Bandit Chief is Afraid of Being Cap-
tured and Always Carries
His Rifle.

New York, Dec. 4.—\ dispatch to'the
Times from Tangier sjiys that Raisuli
remains. at Zinat amd watches the
gradual withdrawal of his former
friends in #mpotent rage. He has
abandoned all the 'signs of his position
including the flowing robes of a
Moorish official and has returned to his
mountaineer's costume. He carries his
rifle always in his hand-and scarcely
sleeps at all.

Wednesday night a small band of his
followers issued from his stronghold
and carried back to their master an in-
fluential man of the Fahs tribe, who
resided in a ndighboring village. It
was probably a case of private revenge
or an attempt to show that Raisuli
fears no one, but the only effect of
the raid has “cen to increase the en-
ergy of the Maghzen and further incite
the tribesmen against him.

WHARF IN FLAMES.

Sulphuric Acld Causes' Conflagration
and Mixing With Water Gen-
erates Great Heat.

Fire of unusual origin, shortly after
midnight,  sent the department to the
foot of Madison stréet on the water-
front, says the Seattle Times. Two
carboys of sulphuric acid had been
blazing fiercely on Pier 3 and threat-
ened to set fire to the dock. The prompt
discovery and action of Capt. Elliott's
fire crew from the fire house adjoining
put it out. alone, and the assistance of
the others was not needed.

Sulphuric acid has a powerful affin-
ity for water, the two when thrown
into solution -developing a great heat.
The chemist is particularly careful in
handling the acid to pour the acid into
the water, instead of vice versa, to
prevent an explosion, and at no time
will he make the solution without the
greatest "precaution.

A condition of this nature developed
in one of the carboys standing on the
outer c2dge of the dock last night. There
was evidently a leak and some of the
free acid was loose in the packing. A
heavy rain began to fall a few hours
before, and when it reached the acid,
heat was generated.

This heat eventually became so great
that the heavy glass carboy cracked
and the acid poured out. Pools of water
lay around on the planking, and the
mixing of the acid with the water ac-
counts for the scene which followed.

The first water poured on the flames
by Capt. Elliott’s men was only adding
fuel te them, and they were amazed at
the result. But the continued water
supply finally weakened the acid and
the fire was extinguished.

THE ROOSEVELT.

Hull of Arctic Steamer Is in Excellent
Condition.

New York, Jan. 4—Commander Peary's
Arctic steamer Roosevelt was hustled on

the dry dock at Shooters Island yesterday
| for the first time since she sailed on her |

quest for the North Pole. = When the
sturdy ship was ‘““high and dry’’ her huill
was found to be in excellent condition,
but the great cakes of the Arctic sea had
played ‘havoc with her rudder. Every bit
of wood work abaft and her propellers
had been crushed by the ice. What at-
tracted the most attention, however, ‘was
the present jury rudder, the last of three
that had been cleverly rigged up by Capt.

artlett and his crew, and by which the
vessel was steered all the way from
Labrador to this port. The guy wires of
the smokestack, the ends of which were
led forward, held the heel of the jury
rudder in place, while its head was con-
trolled by the mizzen boom as a tiller.
Some of the false keel was also broken
off by the ice and part of the stern was
stove in. All the damage will be repaired
and the forecastle deck is to be extended
as far as the foreside of the fore hatch,
making ten rooms for the Eskimos to live
in on the next trip north.
