Boulogne-Sur-Mer, Sept. 18.—M. Bos-
sux, deputy public prosecutor, in charge
of the case against P. J. Tynan, the al-
leged Irish dynamiter, received a violent
letter this morning informing him in the
name of the committee of Invincibles
and Anarchist Brotherhood, that unless
Tynan is released within twenty-four
hours, he (M. Bossux) will be blown up
with dynamite.. The létter is written
with a red fluid believed to be blood, is
dated Sept. 17th, and was posted’ at
Laon, the capital of the department of
Aisre, about 86 miles from Paris.

Patrick J. Tynan, or “No. 1,” as he
has called himself, has lived in New York
and its environs since 1883. He came
10 the United States early in 1883 and
secured eniployment as a reporter, work-
ing on several papers. He also gave
considerable attention tec American poli-
tics. He was a stump speaker during
the presidential campaign of 1888, and
made a tour of the south in the interest
of (ieneral .Harrison. Through the in-
Huence of the late James (. Blaine he
was appointed to a position .in the ap-
praiser’s office during President Harri-
son’s administration, resigning soon af-
ter the inauguration of (leveland.

Tynan's book, entitled “The Irish Na-
ticnal Invincibles and Their Times.”
was published in 1894. The book pur-
ported‘to be a-true history of the Phoe-
nix Park murders. Tynan gave the
names of many persons then living as
accessories to the crime. He also tiied

vincibles. The book and its author wefe
denounced by the various Irish societies.
Some patriots went so far as to ‘say
that Tynan received a money considera-
tion for his only literary production:
'Fyran was regarded as too anxious to
pose as “No. 1,” and not a few openly
avow that he had nothing whatever to
do with the Phoenix Park murders.
'They argue that he is too anxious to
talk to be trusted with a secret migsion.

Tynan lived with friends in a hand-
some home in Audubon Park, N.Y. He
went away from his Lome ostensibly to
arrange the details of a division of some
property that was left to his mother and
himself by his brother, Father Jas. I'yn-
an, a priest at Valparaiso. P. J, Tynan
said that his share of the property
would be in the neighborhood of $20,000.
In order to secure this he said it was
necessary for him to visit Valparaiso.
His wife heard nothing further iof : his
movements  or whereabouts .until the
cable announcing his arrest. :

Tynan has a family of .eight children,
twe sons and six daughters. His eldest
son, Brandon Tynan, is an actor. He
has played minor parts in one of:Froh-
man’s companies. He.is now in London
with one of his sisters. T'ynan, before
he left. this. country, said that he was
going to stump the South for M¢Kinley
and Hobart. An attempt was made to
extradite Tynan from this country 1n
1883, but refused. Before he came to
this country Tynan was a commercial
traveller, and in that capacity travelled
all over Eurepe.

NAVIGATING IN THE AIR.

Successful Test Last Evening of the
Albatross - Flying Machine.

Chicago, Sept. 18.—The first free test
of Octave Chanute’s ‘‘Albatross soaring
machine,” invented and constructed- by
William Paul, was made at Milors, Ind..
last evening, under favorable conditions.
While the machine was heavily loaded
with ballast to prevent it flying -any
great distance, it was anchored by four
ropes, each 200 feet long. There were
three points which the trial was to de-
eide: First, as to whether it weould
leave the chute; second, whether it
would right itself in the air; third.
whether, when it com;nenced to descend,
would it move downward slowly anid
alight easily. These were all determined
in a manner gratifying both to the in-
ventor and owner. The flight was less
than one hundred feet, but the descent
and final alighting was graceful and as
~ven as those of the bird from which the
machine is patterned. Another: test will
be made to-day if the wind is favorable.

Interview Between the Emperor of
Germany and the Czar
of Russia,

Kaiser William Betrays His Jcalousy
of Russia’s Frriendship To-
ward France.

London, Sept. 18.—The Times prints a
special article this morning on the recent
meeting of the emperor - of Germany
and the ezar, of which the following is
& part: G

SThe interviews between the emperor
and czar at Gorlitz consisted of 'two long
talks. Emperor William was effusively
amiable and tialkative, and even rheter-
ical, while the c¢zar was reticent, brief
Emperor Willinm declar-
entente caused
bhin:  satisfaction rather than anxiety,
because he regarded it as a guarantee of
peace. His specelr then proceeded as
follows. I cannot guarantee verbal ac-
curacy, but I believe this is substan-
tially correct. The German emperor
said:

““The French nation ,does not Wwish
war, but when those at the head of
affairs desires it the nation is very liable
to let itself be carried away. At pres-
ent, however, France would not enter
upon a great war without your co-oper-
ation, and I have complete confidence in
your traditional wisdom and firmness.
I Enow you will not make war in order |
to give France the satisfaction of  re-
venge, just as I and my allies. will do
nothing to furnish a pretext. I may gay
.am glad of your. intimacy-

suffice to hold in check the revolu
spirit by which it is agitated and will.
help to fight and crush it. .
“‘In Russia you have nihilism, the !
spirit of conspiracy, the spirit of dark-
ness. In Germany we have scientifie
socialism, the spirit of destruection, dis-
guised under the mask of hypocritical
scientific formulas—a spirit which is
very dangerous in a people which de-
lights in obscure philosophical concep-
tions, and which imagines it under»
In France what
domwinates is the thirst for overthrowing
the existing order of things—the desire
of novelty which takes possession of
overrich and comfortable people when ;
they feel time lie heavily on: their hands. |
“‘We ought to-act as the guardians
of the order and the protectors of the
peace of the world. It is a most urgent
auestion. It is the salvation of all, and
if we march forward together, if we
unite in order to-day to combat . the |
enemy of God and kings, we shall be re- i
warded by the gratitude of the Worldl
and of history.”” l
“With regard to the czar's reply, there !
are but two reports current. Aeccording
to one, Czar Nicholas shook Emperor
Wiiliam warmly by the hand and said:
‘Il am absolutely in agreement with you,
and am ready to join in a work which
is worthy of our united efforts.’
‘“According to another report, the czar
seemed not altogether at ease when the
emperor was speaking of France, and
on hearing the peroration he expressed
merely in vague terms his pacific inten-
tions. The latter wversion seems the
more probable and more in harmony
with the character of Nicholas. Howsi
ever, there is no doubt that ~Emperor
William subsequently declared himself
satisfied with the reply.”

Chicago, Sept. 19.~Three men of
Brighton Park, Joseph Oulver; his broth-
er, John Culver, and ‘Thomas Cary,
started out on the drainage ecanal on a
shooting tour .and put. their powder in
the stove to keep it dry. ' Joseph Culver
was resting easily last night sat the
| county hospital.- The other two fortun-
ately escaped serious ~injury. The
three men left their homes in Brighton
.Park Tuesday night prepared for their
trip and in order to get an early start
they went to the foot of Hyman avenue,
where the canal runs, and fixed
themselves and their guns and powder
in a place for the night, which was cold
and damp. History does not tell what
time the hunters went to bed or what
time they put the powder in the oven
of 'the stove, but it does tell the time
the three hunters awoke and the man-
ner of their awakening. The powder
did it by exploding. The powder trav-
elled upward. = So did the stove. 8o,
also, did the men in one, two, three or-
der. Joseph Culver’s body was bruised
and in some places torn by the force of
the explosion. John Culver and Thomas
Cary took wunwilling flights in the air
and landed plump in the old canal, The
shooting ‘trip was postponed and the
three started back, John Culver and
Cary aiding their more.badly hurt com-
PADION # il 8 ; i .

Kerma-on-the-Nile, Sept. 19.—The An-
‘glo-Egyptian expedition oecupied Kerma
‘this morning and is mow only 80 miles’
; About  seven o’clock:
‘the " expedition ‘which left the campivg |
plice, Sherid el Mar, at 'dawn’that the
-dervishes, alarmed at the size of the col-
umn, had destroyed: the posifion in front
on the Anglo-Egyptian army. A party
of seven Dervishes crossed the river st
7:30 a.m., and the artillery commanded
by Young, opened fire against ‘the west
bank, where the Dervishes were in fr(_)n,t
with camel, foot, cavalry, armed sailing
boats, and one aremd. ‘steamer. Be-
tween the expeditionry foree and  the
Dervishes were seyveral small islands but
the fire directed upon the Dervishes was
well aimed and compelled them to leave
their positions and boats almost immed-
iately. In the meantime three of the An-
glo-Egyptian gunboats had hove in sight
and steamed slowly toward the Defvish
camp, firing® rockets, nine-pounders and
Maxims. The Dervishes replied! with.
their fire of two seven-pounders and:'so
admirably were the pieces handled :hat
they silenced one of the Anglo-Egyp-
tian. horse batteries. Commander Col-
ville, of the British navy, on board the
river gunboat Tamai, pressed ' forward
and was suddenly subjected to a very
hot fire from the Dervish ‘riflemen hid-
den in pits. Commander Colyille re-
ceived a slight wound in his right Svrist
and retired slowly out of the enemy's
range in order to use his Maxim guns
with. more effect, which he subsequent-
ly did: At the same time the watchors
on the east bank.of the Nile saw. a
gunboat suddenly retire down stream.
It was at first thought that she was
badly hit, but it proved to be a boat
which eommander was sending back to
report and ask for further orders.

The Anglo-Egyptians’® side of the river
was then engaged, a few companies
opening fire, and as they did so a field
battery, under Park, of the British ar-
tillery, which had taken up a suitablo
position further north, opened fire. Both
of the Anglo-Egyptian batteries directed
their fire on the enemy's rank, The fir-
ing of the Anglo-Eg ptiam batteries was
"’éx{f:e_ll‘exit. Three slylccessive" shells ng‘
Young’s battery fell right inside of ‘the’
fort. The Dervish loss must have been
considerable. = All the while the gun-
boats kept up a fierce fire. At one
time they advanced and boldly passed
the: enemy’s entrenched rifle position, re-
plying to the Dervish fire with heayy
Maxim discharges. The Sirdar, Sir
William Nitchener and Staff, who were
watching the proceedings from a knoll
on the east bank, saw these gunboats
pluckily force their way past the Der-
vish fort. Before finally forcing the
passage, the cavalry, infantry and Max-
im batteries took up new positions only
1200 yards away from the Dervishes
and puored a heavy fire into the hoats
of the enemy. These boats the Dervish-
es attempted to take with them in their
retreat. While covered by an attack on
the Dervish fortifications, the Anglo-
Egyptian gunboats and steamboats
moved steadily past. These boats are
now steaming as fast as possible.in the
direction of Dongola.

During the fire upon the Dervish
boats the Anglo-Egyptian field battery
suceeeded in sinking the Dervish steam-
er. When this shot struck the steam-
boat of the enemy the boat overturned.
It now floa‘*s bottom side up. When fire
from the Anglo-Egyptian forces had
thoroughly honeycombed - the enemy’s
first position, the Dervishes retreated in
.2 northwesterly direction. Nothing is
known of their programme. All the fut-
ure movements of the Anglo-Egyptian
forces depend upon these movements of
the Dervishes. If the latter evacuate
El Haffir, the Anglo-Egyptian  forces
will doubtless make a forward move-
ment. The steamers will probably be
ordered forward while the Anglo-Egypt-
ian squadron of cavalry will be dispatch-
ed to the front for the purpose of rais-
ing clouds of dust, thus impressing the
Dervishes with the idea that the whole
Anglo-Egyptian force is advancing. It
now seems as though the whole Dervish
force had occupied El1 Haffir, leaving the
women and children at Dongola. The
loss of the Anglo-Bgyptian forces was
comparatively trifling, only Commander
Colville and one interpreter being slight-
ly wounded.

Cairo, 'Sept. 19.—Advices just received
her from Kerma are to the effect that
El Haffir has been captured by the An-
glo-Egyptian forces. The - expedition
will immediately advance on Dongola.

London, Sept. 21.—The. correspondent
of the Daily News with the Nile expedi-
tion, in a dispatch from El Rafir says:
“It is possible that being desperate the
Dcryvishes will make a not fight for
Dongola, though I learn there is great
dissension among the leaders and the
830 disabled at Wad Bishara may ma-
terially affect the Dervishes’ plans.”

A Kerma dispatch to the Standard
praises ihe clever tactics at Wad Bish-
ara, and adds: “The Dervishes certain-
Iy were well led and they retain much
of their old spirit.”

Bat, as there seems to be iittle or mno
prospect of the United States engaging
in_such a venture, Great Britain must
stand aside and unless Russia prevents,
the Turk will have a free hand in the
settlement of the Armenian difficulties
by the sword and torch, or by any other
means which the porte may think ﬁt_ to
adopt. In view eof this state of affairs,
that Marquis of Salisbuty and the Gon;
sérvative press have changed front and
are now busily engaged in cold douche-
ing the public crusade which they the_m-
selves started in the hope of awakeniag
similar agitation on the continent. Con-
sequently all attention is now centred on
the visit of the Czar to the Queen at Bal-
moral, apd the newspapers are full'of
suggestions as how to influence gn.m.
'The way seems open to the British
premier to make what deal he likes, and
it is known that the Queen, Prince of
Wales and the Duke of Connaught are
all preparing to bring their influence to
bear upon the imperial visitor.

Incidentally, it is suggested in several
influential = quarters that the shortest
way to settle the whole matter would
be to -offer Constantinople to- the Czar.
It is pointed out that if the Russian peo-
ple are once convinced that Great
Britain is ready to allow them to take
Constantinople rather than submit the
Ottoman rule to continue, they will p}Jt
-a pressure upon the Crzar that will be ir-
resistible. In the meantime the sform
gathering may break at any moment.
A speecial cabinet- meeting was held at
Rome yesterday in . view of the deepen-
ing gravity of the news from Constan-
tinople, and the Italian flying squadron,
under Vice-Admiral Canevare, was im-
mediately, dispatched to the Levant, and
is; now on its way to the entrance of the
Pardanelles,. The . ;British  fleet .is an-
chored -off the island of Lemos, immed-
iately - opposite the ‘passage leading to
the Dardanelles; the Russian squadron
is-in readiness in the Black Sea,  the
French squadron is approaching the
Dardanelles, and four German ships are
on their way home with 2,000 sailors
and marines, have been ordered to re-
mgin in the vicinity of the Dardanelles
until further orders.

The present tension cannot last. ''here
is" no doubt that many Liberals. are
booming the Armenian agitation for pol-
itical ends, and not a few earnestly de-
sire the return of Mr. Gladstone to pub-
lic 1ife. Consaquently his forthcoming
speech on the Armenian question, to be
delivered shortly before the Reform
Club of Liverpool, is awaited with the
greatest interest. - If it justifies the con-
fidlence of those desiring to reinstate
Mr. Gladstone, strong pressure to ac-
complish the scheme may be expected:

A gentleman who was with the Czar
in Germany, and who had an hour’s eon-
versation with him, says .that the hag-
gard appearance of the Russian emperor
end empress wds much . marked. 'The
tJzar, he added, looks weak, nervous and
worried, casts furtive glances over his
shoulders, and sometimes turns ghastly
white, while the Czarina is worn, pale
and sad, as though dreading something.
A member of the Ozar’s guite remarked
in conversation with the narrator that
the Czar would not live long. ' Asked
whether he meant that he would be as-
sassirated by Nihilists, the gentleman
referred to replied: ‘“No, but he has a
worse foe.”” Those who have personally
conversed with the Czar expressed the
cpinion that His Majesty’s personality
is not nearly so strong as that of the
Czarina, who, although depressed in
Spirits, is amiable, charming and beauti-
ful.

In the absence of definite information
from the officials, who are naturally re-
ticent, it is impossible to sift the exact
truth from the mass of rumor, conjec-
ture and invention concerning P. C. P.
Tynan, the selfistyled “No. 1,7 and his
associates. Whether the Czar was real-
ly threatened remains to be proved, yet
there was certainly a coincidence in the
resumption of the dynamite campaign on
the visit of the Czar and Czarina to
Great Britain, and it lends some color
at leasi that the point of attack of the
dynamiters was . ‘Balmoral Qastle,
where the Czar and Queen Victoria are
abcut- to meet. Interest however, in
the dynamite corspiracy is deereasing
“considerably.

In spite of the gloomy forebodings of
those engaged in the Khartoum expedi-
tion as it is now referred to, who expect
the Egyptians to turn -and flee in the
presence of the enemy, it is evideht that
the Sirdar, General Sir Herbert Kitch-
ener, is assured that his troops are a
match for the Dervishes. But it is gen-
erally recognized that he is engaged in
a risky enterprise ia pushing his newly |
made army, without reserves and with-
out supports, into a country over 200
milex from his real base of suvplies,
and defended ,B¥ a Traceé as cunning as
“they are brave.

Henry 8. Seymour, secretary  of the
Maybrick committee, who asked the
home secretary to accord humane treat-
ment to Mrs. Maybrick on the same
ground that it was awarded to the dy-
namiters (illness resulting from impris-
onment), says that the report of the con-
vict may have the same consideration
as the cases of other convicts.

A dispatch to thé Standard from Ma-
drid .says that Capt.-Gen. Weyler of
Cuba. has issued a. proclamation which
threafens severe penalties for the non-
acceptance of the notes of the Bank of
Havana at their face value, although
they have already suffered a discount of
16 per cent. The government is en-
foreing this proclamation despite of the
registance of the commercial classes and
of the general public of Cuba.

SALOOK MY FIVED

Proprietors Ordered to Pay a Fine
of Thirty-Five+ Dollars
and Costs.

Magistrate Macrae this morning gave
his decision in the eases of = Charles
Tulk, of the Omineca Saloon, and H.
Siebenbaum, of ' the ' Palace saloon,
charged with selling liquor during pro-
hibited hours. The point on which both
cases hinged was as to whether a con-
stable having seen liquor on. a bar, could
positively swear that it was liquor with-
out tasting it or smelling it. Written
judgments were given. The following is
the' judgment 'in the Tulk ecase, which
was exactly the same as the other:

Hawton vs. Tulk—In this case Chas.
Tulk, keeper of the Omineca Saloon, on
Government street, a place in this city
in' which. lguor. is sold by retail, was
charged before me on Thursday, .the
10th ‘inst., with having in  the said sal-
con- unlawfully disposed of intoxiecating
liquor to a customer between the hours
of 11 o'clock p.m. and midnight of Sat-
urday, 5th inst., contrary to Section 4
of the “Liquor License Regulation Act.
1891.”

It was proved by:the sergeant of pol-
ice who Iaid the information, that abou*
midnight onh Saturday, 5th inst., he was
attracted to the defendant’s saloon 0y
hearing “considerable talking’’ inside:;
that the front door was closed and he
was unable .to open it; that he went
through a passage to the side ddor which
also was closed so that he could not
open it; that on his knocking the doors
was promptly opened from the insidg by
a voung man who, a§ seon as be recng»
nized the officer, tried, but unsuccess-
fully, to close it against him; that he
pushed his way in; that the defendant
was behind the bar in his shirt sleeves:
that there were seven men in_the bar
room, four or five of them in front of
the ‘bar; that one of them was in the
act of drinking something - out of a
glass, which he held to his mouth; tbhat
the defendant “grabbed” the glass from
the customer and put it behind the bar
before the éfficer could ascertain what it
contained; and that the customer turn-
.ing to the officer said, “It is all, right,
Sergeant, T am drinking ginger ale.”

To the officer’s remark to the defend-
ant that he had just taken the glass

no reply.

The witness further testified that an
hour ‘afterwards on the stret in front of
the saloon, the defendant, referring to
the officer’s recent visit, said to him: “#
should not have given it to—-" (the
customer, naming him) “only to keep
him- quiet, as when he is drunk he goes
outside and talks.”

His brother ‘is authority for the state-
ment that Whitehead is”quite sane. On
the voyage aver here the two had sev-
eral conferences. The ex-convict ex-
plained his sudden disappearance from
Skibbereen by the statement that he
was afraid of too much excitement. It
appears that his friends in Ireland
wanted to get up a demonstration in his
bonor, which he did not want. In or-
der to avoid that, as well as all excite-
ment, he disappeared on the first night
of his visit home. He said that he
found employment on a farm a short
distance away and worked for eight
days, when he made his way to Cork,
where his friends found him w ‘mdermg

- aimlessly around.

In spite of the brother’s statement- as
to the sanity of the ex- prisoner, the phy-
sicians who were among the number of
those on the pier to meet him had no
hesitation in pronouncing him insane
He seems to have lost all recollection
of old friends and refuses to shake
hands or to greet any of them. He
seems to be under a constant fear that
he was being watched and that there
were spies all round him. Neithér could
he tell the place where he had formerly
lived in this city "and he positively re-
fused to say a single word about his pris-
on . experiences.

A wilder hum arose, a portentous, gut-
teral, snarling sound, which passed soon
to a strong, manly marching chant, full
of sudden, deep fallings, stern -cadences.
Then Kopeli, the snake chief, and th®
one second to him joined arms and
danced slowly down before the Kisi.
They stopped and when they rose, Ko-
peli_held in his mouth a snake, = His

companion 'placed his left arm over the "’

snake chief’s shoulders, and together
they turned, circling to' the left. The
snake hung quietly from ° the snake
chief’s mouth. It was held at about
nine inches from the head. Behind him
walked the third man, the snake gather-
er. 'Ther passed with a quick, strong
step, one might say almost with a lope,
in time to the singing.

Immediately behind came another
group, the snake carrier holding an en-
tire snake in his mouth, the head pro-
truding about an inch. These two were
followed by a third man, the snake
gatherer, and soon the entire line of 33
snake priests had broken into eleven
groups and were circling the plaza, one
man in each group carrying from one to
three snakes in his mouth. The sing-
ing continued, stern and swift like a
strong stream, and although at times
the dancers lost step to the music, in
general they may be said to hdve main-
tained throughout all the rush of move-
ment a tolerable accuray of rhythm.
A group of women stood near and threw
sacred meal upon the men as they pass-
ed. They kept far from contact, 1
observed. . The excitement of the spec-
tators increased. I pushed close to
the circle of dancing priests to study
their faces.

One man passed with an enormous bull
snake in his mouth. Its tail hung down
to his knee. Each snake carrier danced
with his eyes closed and his chin thrust
forward. The reasons for this were
obvious. The little snakes were the
most vicious, and struck repeatedly at
the eyes and cheeks of the priests.

One man went by with two large rat-
tlesnakes in his mouth. Another held
a rattlesnake and two larger bull snakes
between his lips. and a third priest, to
silence all questions of his_superiority,
crowded into his mouth four snakes! Tha
gatherer who followed him held in the
fingers of his left hand six or eight
snakes., strung like a piece of rope. In
fact they all handled the snakes pre-
cisely as if they were skeins of yarn,
with the single exception of the moment
they snatched them from the ground.

Once or twice there was a brief strug-
gle between the snake gatherer and the
In every case which I
observed the snake gatherer brushed the
snake with the feathers of his snake
whip until he uncoiled and straightened
out to run. After the gatherer picked
him up he was as helpless as if dead.

As the dance went on the excitement
grew. The clink of metal fringes and
the patter of rattles filled the ear. The
snakes dashed into the crowd, shouts
and screams of laughter arose, but the
wary snake. gatherer in every case
caught the snake before it passed our
of his reach.

DYING FROM FEVER

Fifteen Hundred Men Suffering from
the Plague in the Ho:pitals
of Cuba.

Many Desertions: Reported from
Weyler's Army- Cuban Pat-
riot Arrested.

Havana, Sept. 19.—According to the
official returns, the numbering of ‘men
suffering from yellow fever in:the mili-
tary hospitals throughout the island is
1,535. The death rate ‘is said to be un-
der 15 per cent. La ILucha this after-
noon ‘says the governor of the Spanish
bhagk is responsible for the actual mone:
tary. conflict. He wen: to the palace
yvesterday in order to confer with Capt.
Gen. Weyler, but he was unable to see
him, and it.is rumored that the governor
of the bank has been dismised.

New York, Sept. 19.—A dispatch to
the Herald from Havana says: Capt.
recently issued,
putting nine officials in command of the
irregular guerrilla and volunteer forces
is bitterly resented, and in consequence
thereof many desertions are ocecurring.
At Sagua la Grande, where Capts. lro-
goyen and Quintero, of the regular
army, were lately appointed, one-third
of the men have disappeared.

At Camerones, a Santa Clara town,
the local Spanish guerrilas went over to’
the encmy in a body a few days ago,
and, returning with the insurgents, as-

sisted the latter to capture a govern- |

ment fort in the suburbs. Then they
raided the town, looted stores and ran-
sacked various private residences, seiz-
ed the local archives and carried off
the municipal seal.

At Bayamo, Santiago de Cuba, a
mounted Spanish guerrila. force, armed
with Mauser rifles at the expense of
Bayamo merchants, recently went over
to the rebels, joining Calixto Garcia,
and obtained his commission from Mar-
tinez Campos, former captain general.

Capts. Carrerez and Oliverette, of the
Sagua la Grande guerrilla forces, who
have long been the terror of resident
naturalized Americans and native pa-
cificos of that vicinity, have been reliev-
ed of their commands, and both thrown
.into a local fortress to await courtmar-
tial. Carrerez is alleged to have cap-
tured and shot prisoners of war, as well
as pacificos without the formalities of a
trial.

A dispatch to the Herald from Mad-
partment. The Herald’s correspondent
at Havana cables that there was much
animation. in the captain general’s pal-
ace yesterday.

Capt. Gen. Weyler held a conference
with various commanders of columns,
also with the commanding officer of
marine and the chief of the medical de-
partment. The Herald’s corrsepondent
adds that these conferences are the per-
cursors of san approaching campaign,
which is intended to be vigorous and
resolute.

Captain General Weyler will assume
personal command at Pinar del Rio,
Auhmada and Palmerola, taking charge
respectively of military and political af-
fairs at Havana.

Among other measures General Wey-
ler thinks of adopting as a prelude to
the campaign is the revoecation of the
edict of pardon, obliging families having
connections in the ranks of insurgents
to move into other provinces and mak-
ing concentration in villages obligatory,
considering all persons found in the
country are enemies or supporters of
the enemy. According to the latest in-
formation, Maceo has moved south of
his former positions. No steps will be:
taken to follow him until the commence-
ment of the concerted operations above
referred to.

George Carlos Roloff, a Cuban, was
arrested to-day on the charge of aiding
and abetting the sending. of filibustering
expeditions to Cuba, He was formally
held in $2,000 bail by TUnited States
Commissioner Alexarder. He is said to
be a major general of the army of Gen-
eral Gomez. He came to this country
about. two months ago for the purpose
of fitting out filibustering expeditions
to aid the Cubans. He is charged with
being connected with the Laurada ex-
pedition and others. §

OCCUPATIONS THAT KILL.

Men: risk their lives day after day at
oceupations ' in’ which most : people im-
| agine theére is not the slightest danger.
Every day, too, there are men entering
employment with the asolute knowledge
that theirgverk,will lead to death, and
for-Such positionis there is eyen a keen
competition.

It has beén estimated that' no man
constantly employed in the manufacture
of ice can live more than ten years un-
der the conditions ‘in which he works.
Tn these places the men work in the
_polnr region- femperatites In'the swel-
tering dog days, when the averige in-
dividnal "is. objeeting to the thermom-
+ eter 'being -at 90 degrees, these men are
closely muffled in overcoats and ~ear
muffs, and wear heavily padded gioves.
Even then it is most difficult to keep
‘the extremneties warm, and: the constant
workifig in such an atmosphere brings
on pneumonia and consumption. e’

Men take their lives in their own
hads when they work at’paint making.
Here arsenic and ‘lead are much used,
and by slight and imperceptible degrees
the paintmaker draws the particles of
these poisons into his system. bringing
on disease of the throat and lungs, and
causing him to. fade away as though
some hand at his throat were choking
out his life. Those who are engaged in
the apparently harmless business of
hovsepainting also come under the dead-
ly influence of the poisons, and in the
mixing of their paints inhale the fumes.
Painters’ colie.and .lead paralysis' are
but two of the diseases to which the
painter is liable.

Few peisons are more deadly than
mercury. It has its effects on all work-
men employed in ‘the silvering of mir-
rors, in gilding, bronzing, the making of
thermometers, and similar work. The
action of this poison is easily seen.
‘When the -workman’s hand begins to
tremble and his mouth and gums become
sore his fellow workmen understand
that the poison has entered his system,
and that he must give up his work or
die.” '‘But it is seldom that a man gives
np his work; he goes on, waiting for
death.

Nine years is the limit of a workman’s
life after he begins to assist in the man-
ufacture of chlorine gas. The gas,
which is extensively used for bleaching
and dyeing, generally emits a- greenish,
heavy vapor. This poison, entering the
lungs of the workman, brings on a
cough which racks the system, inflames
the lung cells, and gradually eats away
'J't_he tissues, making a wreck of the man
.and producing death. In some factories
the use of a ventilating mask is insisted
or, and even this is of litlte use, and,
strangely enough, is objected to by the
workmen as inconvenient. Medical men
have labored for years to find some way
of keeping workmen from inhaling ‘dan-
gerous and death-dealing fumes, but so
far have not been successful.

Hat factories are also on the lookout
for this preventive. One would think
that hatmakers would be free from un-
seen dangers to life. But in the making
of headgear a fine lint is thrown oit
which is disasirous to the lungs of the
workmen.

An energetic statistican has just figur-
ed out that there are fewer deaths
among the men who work in making
dynamite than in the seemingly harn:-
less pursuit of the curing of hides. The
peril to the worker is particularly great
in the latter trade, for an unwholesome
odor is given off by the hides that af-
fects the nervous system, and is as: cer-
tain in its effects a a pistol shot.

The manufacture of matches is an-
other business fraught with the greatest
danger. Matchmakers, after a few
vears of labor, contract a loathsome
disease from the poison given off, which
obtains a firm hold on the bones of the
body, especially those of the jaw and
face. These bones crumble away. 'here
are-few of the match-makers who es:
cape from the disease in greater or less
degree.

Qccupations which in any way deal
with the grinding of metals bring on in-
nomerable ailments owing to the fine
dust :which is given off. This eauses
different forms of asthma, and especial-
Iy affects the air passages from the nose
to the lungs. Under this head come the
making and grinding of knives, scissors
and razors, and, worst of all, needle
grinding which is said to kill those who
engage in it befote they reach middle-
age.

For the most part these diseases of
workmen come on by such imperceptible
degrees that there is little relief for the
sufferers, except for them to give up their
work, and leave it forever. As this, in
the majority of cases, is a finanecial im-
possibility; the workmen who toil at
these dangerous occupations continue to
die off, and others take their places to
follow in tkeir turn to the grave.—Lon-
don Mail.

GERMAN NAVAL TESTS,

Their Autumn Manoeuvres' Conducted
With Secrecy.

Berlin, Sept. 19.—~Never before havé
the German naval manoeuvres, either in
the Baltic or Mediterranean ocean been
conducted with' so much secreey as dur-
ing the autumn of the opresent year.
There has always been a rule, strictly en-
forced, to exclude from witnessing these
manoeuvres the naval ataches of the
various nations accredited to Berlin, and
to prevent, as far as possible, accurate
reports of the evolutions reaching the
press,

The manoeuvres, which lasted three
weeks, were ended on Tuesday last at
Heligoland. - The evolutions there com-
menced on Sunday and consisted of an
attempt on the part of the seven ships
including three huge ironclads, to effect
a landing. One pair of the ironclads,
the Sacohann and the Wurtemburg, fav-
ored by a dense fog, aproached within
two miles of Heligeland, but were driv-
en off after shelling the island = for
kours, by the effective fire from a bat-
tery of Howitzers placed there last sum-
mer by command of Emperor Williani
The long range Kiupp fortification guns
wer also satisfactoritly tested by Com-
modore Stubenrauch, the commander of
the island. It was shown that a single
shot from one of these big guns at a
distance, of over a mile can instantly dis-
able ‘the most powerful ironclad. On
Tuesday night the fleet was declared
hors de combat.

The national meeting of the best
sugar manufacturers was held in this
eity: early in the week and a resolution
was adopted asking the railroad commit-
tee to amend the existing laws hy-elim-
inating the paragraph restricting and lo-
calizing the amounts manufactured by
eich factory. The directors were also
requested to prepare a plan for creatiag
a German sugar syndicate, “in view of
the dire needs of the industry,” and the
government was also asked to bring
about an .international agreement with
France and Austria for the abroganim
of direct and indirect export bountizs,
the uselessness whereof, it was assdrted,
was plainly demonstrated.

Rosslander: In July a company was
.incorporated under the name of the Big
F.'T ree Gold Mining Company, with n
Lcdpital stock of $3,500.000 in $1 shares.
The stock was offered for sale in 'I'or-
onto, and very large advertizements set
forth the  many inducements this com-
pany offered to purchase its stock, “of
which a limited number of shares to en-
able the company’s management to com-
mence immediate development, at the
low priee of 10 cents per share.” The
prospectus set forth that the Big "Bhree
eonsisted of El Dorado, Southern Belle
and Snowshoe mineral claims. The
work said to be done cn these claims
was as follows: On El Dorada, about
40 acres, tunnel 75 feet and several
open cuts and small shaft. Southern
Belle, about 30 acr2s, two shafts from
15 to 20 feet each. Snowshoe, about 40
acres, numerous opan cuts and shafts.
These claims are not yet Crown grant-
éd, and it will be -seen that four thous-
and dollars would be a liberal estimate
of the total amount of work done on all
three¢. The public were therefore invit-
ed to purchase an interest in these three
at ‘a valuation of $350,000. The situa-
tion of all three claims is good, they
may  be promising prospects; but such
valuation upon properties neither sur-
veyed or Crown granted looks like im-
posing upon the credulity of a public un-
nsed to mining matters.

Were this stock offered upon the
local market, where intending purchasersy
can without much trouble examine the
properties, the course of the company
would not be so reprehensible. T"he offi-
cers of the company no doubt believed
that each of the claims contained the
ore as stated in the advertisement, but
in'a part of the comstry where so many
locations have been made even the own
ers cannot always tell how large the
claims may be until surveyed. The rule
that only the stocks of those companies
whese property is Crown granted should
be offered to the public is one whose wis-
dom is demonstrated in the case of the
Big Three Co. In all business matters
canfidence has to be put in statements
that eannot be investigated, and when
people say the names of such well known
men as Rufus H. Pope, M.P., Hon. H.
B.  Iyes, M.P., ex-minister of trade and
commerce, O. . Laberee, who are well
known in eastern Canada, among the
list of officers, no doubt they took it
for granted that all was right and af-
fairs would be capably managed.

A general stand
is being made against the system of
long credits. Bankers have been speak-
ing out at their meetings on this ques-
tion, and we notice a tendency to es-
tablish large cash stores, similar to those
we are familiar with on this side of the
water, to take the place of the wholesale
and rerail merchants with their long-
dated paper. In actual business dome
there is an improvement to note in sev-
eral places.
