Railway Labor Disputes,s

Hon. W. Maulock, ‘ir the Honse' to-day,
introduced his bill for the settlement of
failway labor disputes. . It is intended
by compulsory arbitration to prevent
lockouts and strikes on railways. It will
apply to all Dominion roads, including
the Intercolonial. There will be seven
boards, one for each province of the Do-
minion, and one Dominion board. The
provincial boards will be formed cne by
railways, one by employees, and one by
those two parties. In the event of these
not agreeing then the governor-in-council
will appoint a third. There will be a
Dominion board of five members, two
chosen from seven of the provincial rail-
way representatives, and two from seven
rerresenting empioyees, and a fifth hy
these four, and in the event of their not
agreeing. by the governor-in-council.
The Northwest is made a part of Mani-
toba for the purposes of the bill. The
bill would make strikes and lockouts il-
lezal. The_bvoards are clothed with am-
ple provision to go on with arbitration.
Representatives on the boards will be
elected for three years. 'The railways
elects their representatives. KEach pro-
vincial board shall have a clerk to do
clerical work. The awards will be final,
and there can be no appeal to the courts,
and awards will remmin in force until
a new award is made. "The Dominion
board will have a registrar, who will
keep his register at Ottawa. The bill
will be under the charge of the Minis-
ter of Labor, and will not be passed
this session. It will be left oyer so that
rarties interested may become familiar
with . The bill is approved by Messrs.
Ralph Smith and Puttee.

BILLION DOIAAR TRUST.

All Big DPacking Firms May Form a
Combine,

Chicago, Apri] 29.—A billion dollar
pa(-liing trust is among the possibilities
if the United States govermment should
su.cce('d in maintaining its contemplated
injunction proceedings, says the Tribune.
The prediction is made in La Salle street
official circles that the large packers,
who may be defendants in the Federal
courts,“will be forced formally to com-
bine if the prosecution against them un-
der the Sherman anti-trust law should
be successful. The combination would
bf« formed along the lines followed by the
United States Steel Corporation, and
would be made to comprise practically
all the beef packing companies in the
country;

.In the formation of such a combina-
tion, continues the Tribune, all the
powers now. denied the packers, with
one exception, could be loyally exercised.
The single exception is an arbitrary and
unreasonable schédule of prices. ' Many
attempts have been made in the pﬁst to
form such a combination, but all have
been  successful, During the lifetime
of -P, D. Armour the question- of ' the
f?undation of a huge packing combina-
tion to’include all the Chicago firms was
discussed, but Mr. Armour stood firmr
against all such proposals. It is claimed
that at one time the project went so far
as to be considered by the heads of all
the large Chicago firms, but the ques-
tion of capital stock is understood to
have been the rock on which the plan
went to pieces.

BERESFORD’'S LETTERS.

Admits Publication Was a Mistake For
Which He Alone Was Responsible,

New York, April 29,—A year ago when
Lord Charles Beresford was second in
command of the Mediterranean fleet, a
letter was published from him disclosing
the weakness of the British navy in an
emergency, says a London dispatch to
the Tribune. The admiralty = officials,
when questioned, asserted stoutly that
an obvious breach of the rules of service
must have been committed without the
knowledge of Lord Charles, and that a
private letter had been published im-
properly, especially as it contained evi-
dence of confidential communications
with the authorities. Lord Charles, in
the meanwhile, has been returned to par-,
lament as a result of the movement for
strengthening the navy started by this
letter. Lord Charles admits in to-day’s
News that the publication of the letter
was a grave mistake, for which he alone
was responsible.

If our efforts should
be crowned with success—and there is
little doubt about that—why should we
not retain a permanent interest in this
industry on behalf of the people? Why
should not the state as well as private
individuals receive some bencfit from the
prospective value of these traps? Why
should they all be disposed of at the
nominal figure they will at present bring
as a mere speculation or venture, their
actual value not having been proved,
when through the imposition of a royalty,
a merely nominal sum which would not
- injuriously affect the operations of the
canners nor handicap them in competi-
tion with the American fishermen, the
revenue. of which the province is. so
greatly in need - might be considerably
augmented?

| The Speaker’s Vote Saves Situation—

The government narrowly escaped de-
feat again this afternoon, the opposition
tieing the House on a motion to adjourn.
The government, notwithstanding its
protestations against opposition speakers
who dare to speak on the subjects before
the House, was afraid to meet again in
the evening, Messrs, Gilmour and Martin
being absent. Hence the motion for ad-
journment wuntil to-morrow, which the
opposition vigorously assailed as unneces-
sary and as being a violation of the
Premier’s pledge of night sessions. The
Speaker’s vote saved the day.

The Finance Minister, notwithstanding
his illness, delivered the budget speech,
dealing comprehensively with the whele
field of revenue and expenditure. The
speech was criticized by Capt. Tatlow for
the opposition.

He then wrote another letter ask-
ing for a reply, but was in receipt of the
following telegram: *‘Have now.  been
promised by those interested $2,700 to-
wards continuation of Ladner road river
bank. Kindly ask the government to
supplement this. Will you require me?
Flease, wire answer. W. H. Keary,
Mayozr.”

He wished to emphasize the fact that
important matters were brought to the
attention of tho government and com-
pletely ignored. ' The people were willing
to supplement the government’s grant,
but the government didn’t deign a reply.
Repeatedly he had been placed in the
embarrassing position of being unable to
reply to communications of this kind
owing to the delatoriness of the govern-
ment,

It appeared that he was.to be knifed
because-he had independence enough to
vote as he thought fit. (Applause.) If
there was to be a fight he was right in
it. If there was not sufficient clerical
assistance more should be got. The de-
partment was bringing down incomplete
returns, and in other ways treating him
with great discourtesy.

The Chief Commissioner said that if
there was anything he was proud of, it
was the promptness of the repliés to cor-
respondence  “in ‘his department. He
would inguire into the matter and deal
severely with anyone remiss in this re-
spect. He didn’t think that the com-
plaint was wel] founded. As far as deal-
ing with Mr. Oliver as suggested, be-
cause he was an independent, was con-
cerned, the charge was quite groundless.

Now let us turn to the abstract of the
revenue and expenditure for the six
months ending December 31st last: We
find the expenditure $1,325.999.93, and
the receipts $741,245.19; making an ad-
ditional deficit of $584,754.74.

'Murning to the estimates for the year
ending 30th June, 1902, we find the Hon,
Finance Minister ecalculates to receive
$2,140,751.05, nearly $400,000 more than
in 1901, yet the first six months yield
only $741,245.19. Then again, he est-
metes his expenditure for the financial
vear, 1902, at $2,480,135.50, and in this
first six months has spent $1,325,999.93,
or in other words, the proportionate half
yvearly receipts fell short of the estimates
by about $300,000, while the expenditure
is $100,000 in excess.

The main item is public works, nearly
$600,000, or about four-fifths the total
expenditure for that purpose in the
whole preceding year, but as we have no
details it is' impossible to criticize,

I know it will be contended that this
is the lean half year, but a comparison
with the receipts for last year shows
that excepting real and personal pro-
perty tax, wild land tax, income tax and
free miners’ certificates which are re-
newable on May 31st, we have collected
our proportionate amount, while land
sales, land revenue, timber leases, suc-
cession duty and tax on Chinese shows
a large increase in the proportionate
amount. This deficit for the half year,
$584,754.74; added to the deficit for 1901,
$681,900.64; makes for the 18 months
erding December 31st, 1901, $1,266,635.-
38. Where are we drifting?

Our annual charge for interest at pre-
sent is, $255,393.68; sinking fund, $115,-
000; the guarantees of interest on the
Nakusp-Slocan and Shuswap-Okanagan
& Vietoria-Sidney, in which there is no
sign of much decrease for years to come,
is $65,000; and the interest on the over-
draft, which sooner of later must be ex-
cbanged for a loan, say, $80,000; total,
$505,900. And this without ' hs
floated the balance of the Cotton-Semlin
loan, $1,000,000; or the loan; $5,000,000,
authorized by the Railway Aid Act of
last session, which, when floated, will
bring our standing charges up to one-
half the revenue produced in 1901.

Comparing some of the principal items
of expenditure, we find the public debt
interest has increased from in 1891,
$89,878; to in 1901, $255,393; or about
three times the amount, whiie the popu-
lation has not been doubled; the civil
government salaries from, $96,210 to
§232,013; and education from $136,901
to in ‘the same period, $313,507.

If we look at the balance sheet of the
province which might be said to repre-
sent the “book debts,” we find the bal-
ance of liabilities over assets placed af
$6,450,465.08; leaving assets nominally
worth, $3,377,140.78.

I say “nominally” bacause we find sev-
eral items which I can hardly imagine
will ever produce 100 cents in the d‘\\—,
lar. TFor instance, I imagine much of
the dyking advances will be difficult
recover; they amount in all to $815
85. Then there are the amounts ]
on accovnts of guarantees of railway
bonds, which include the Shuswap &
Okanagan 25 year guarantee of four pev
cent. of $1,250,000, of which there 19
some 14 years to run, and which has
been in the past going behind about &
000 per annum. We find already charze
to this account $211,723.47. Then the
Victoria & Sydney guarantee of two pef
cent, on $300,000 has 15 years to rull
and so far has produced nothing. There
is charged against this road up to 19U1
The Nakusp & Slocan bones
have some 17 years to run, having now
exhausted the Dominion subsidy, whi
was practically deposited to cover tiu
guarantee, and from now on will be 2
charge on the province (to judge from
the past eight years), of from $12,000
to $15.000 per annum.

Then we see such items as advances
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to farmers for seed in 1895, $15,525.33,
and so on, amounts credited as nssets,
which, as I said are very unlikely ever
to produce 100, cents in the dollar, On
the other hand we find the liabilities are
all real—consisting, apart from tt.xe
founded debt, mostly of moneys deposit-
ed which may have to be returned at any
time, amouting to about $200,000.

/we find they are out about $340,000. He
also said by June 30th, 1901, the over-
draft would be one million, and b)j June
30th, 1902, one and one-half millions.

Yet on December 31st last the overdraft '

was $1,800,000, and by June 30th next
it will be considerably over $2,000,000.

Let us take the coming six moqths on
the basis of 1901. We have received in
the six months ending December 30th,
1901, $741,241. Now if we take the re-
venue we may expeet for t’he’next'slx
wonths ending June 30th, 1902, mainly
based on the receipts for 1900, we have
$1,150,000; or say for the year, $1_,90().<
000. On the same method we arrive at
the expenditure for the year, say, $2,500,-
000; showing adeficit of $600,000; to
which add interest, $80,000; and guar-
antee on railway earning, $55,000; and
we have a deficit of, $735,000.

Coming to-the estimates before us for
the year ending June 30th, 1903, we .f_md
the receipts are estimated at:about $80,-
000 more than in the present year. 5

There is, however, one new feature in
this estimate I must take exception to,
viz., collection .of arrears of taxes,
amounting to $230,000. The total
amount of arrears of taxation, as s}m_wn
by a recent return, is $522,000, consisting
largely of income and mortgage tax
owing by persons who are in many cases
dead or who have left the. province.
Every effort “has been made to collect
these taxes in:the past two or three
vears and the amount left is largely com-
i)osed of very -doubtful items, nn}i as far
as the estimates go I regard it as so
much *padding” to help to cover up the
deficit that the Minister of Finance fore-
sees in 1903,

The expenditure is placed at $2,486,-
000, that is a quarter of a million more
than the estimated revenhue, If we adld
to this the quarter of a million of these
back taxes, which I regard as very un-
likely to be collected, we have a deficit
of $500,000—to say nothing of the fact
that in our estimate of expenditure, to
judge from the experience of the past,
we must allow for
supplemnentary expenditure.

1901 was $28,981. This amount of $110,-
000 appears to be about $70,000 or $80,-
000 in excess of annual income and prob-
ably contemplates the
large amount of arrears, such as the
Toronto-British Columbia - Lumber and
the Hamilton Lumber & Manufacturing
Companies, who are reported to owe a
large amount, although in 1898 the form-
er comprised their then indebtedness of
$30,000 for $15,000.

I have gone somewhat fully into these
figures because I feel it a duty to place
our position fully and candidly before
the people of this province,
I have shown it must be apparent- that
we are drifting surely and rapidly into
a very deplorable condition.

that the country should be tied up to the
'C. P. R. But when the two lines he
spoke of in 1900 sought a charter the

C. P, R. was already into that country, |

and he did not favor a Chinese wall
around our territory,

He didn’t believe competition was a
cure for railway troubles. Competition,
he believed, tended to increase freight
rates. The report of Mr, McLean to the
Dominion government showed it did not
reduce rates, but merely improved the
service. But while he took that stand
that principle was the very one on which
the opposition members broke with the
government.  But if the ieader of the
opposition- adhered to his principles he
would oppose competition, while Messrs.
McPFhillips and Tatlow would support it.
How then could a government be formed ?
Yet Mr. McPhillips, even in_previous ses-
sions, had opposed competition. He held
that Mr. McPhiilips by introducing a
petition against a competitive road be-
came a party to it, a prinéiple which Mr.
McPhillips scouted.

Mr. DMeclnnes asked how Mr. Curtis
could work with members of the opposi-
tion who favored the imcrease in  the
poll tax,

Mr. Curtis retorted by 'asking how the
member for North Nanaimo supported a
government which brouglit in that tax.

Continuing, Mr. Melnnes ~ observed
that the member for -Alberni had ywhis-
pered: to. the leader of the opposition to
say be opposed the tax, /

Mr. Neill—The statement is absolutely
false. - If the member 15 a gentleman
he will withdraw it; if he is not I don't
care whether he does or not.

Mr. Mclnnes inquired what it was that
Mr, Neill whispered to Mr. McBride.

Mr. Neill-I am peifectly able, with-
out loss of dignity, to tell the House
what I whispered to the leader of the
opposition, but it is none of the hon. gen-
tleman’s * business what I said. (Ap-
plause.)

Mr. MclInnes thought it was splitting
hairs to say this, as he was really voting
to put Mr. McBride in as premier.

Mr, Curtis—I vote to put out an utterly
rotten government.

Mr. McInnes retorted that he was not
discussing whether the’'government was

rotten, the opposition rotten, or the party i

which stood alone was rotten.
In regard to Chinese immigration, he
also held that the opposition were dis-

| united, and that they would not be a
;unit on that question.

The votes of
some members of the oposition against
his amendment to Mr, Green’s anti-Mon-
golian resolution was cited by the speak-

ier as a proof of iusincerity on the. part

of the -opposition. Comparing Chinese

and Japanese, he said Chinese would not |

undercut the wage of another China-
man, but Japs would underbid even
those of their own race.

Mr. McPhillips reminded the speaker

that the opposition’s course was dictated |

Continuing, Mr. Mclnnes said friend-
ship with China was as desirable for
Britain as with Japan.. Be held that to

My, McInnes said that the wages had
not -been advanced when he sent the
famous telegrams re the coal baron, and
made reference to Mr. Curtis’s tactics as
sneaking.

Mr, Curtis took cbjection to this lan-
guage. The Speaker said it was language
he deprecated, and Mr, McInnes bowed
to the Speaker’s wishes.

Coming to men, Mr. Mclnnes said the
government was a better one than when
Mr. McBride was in it. The government
was introducing, sanctioning and passing
legislation which went a long way toward
satisfying the demands of the country.

Mr, McPhillips—They have to.

Mr. Mclnnes said that interjection was
ia serious commentary on that gentle-
man’s dereliction of duty.

Mr. McPhillips said he did endeavor to
get the government to carry out the
wishes of his constituency regarding
railways, but was unable to do so.

The speaker thought this a poor com-
mentary on the force of the third mem-
ber for Victoria,

Mr. MclInnes, referring to the shortage,
spoke of the desirability of keeping ex-
penditure within revenue. He wanted
to make some suggestions to increase the
revenue. One was a tax similar to that
in force in Britain on every one having
a male domestic. A tax of that kind,
say, of $25, would augment our revenue
$250,000. It would not only be a fair
tax, but would bring a splendid reform
by ' turning ‘Chinamen out in favor of
lwhite female help.

Debate Résumed.

Mr. McInnes, amid applause, rosumed
the debate on the budget. He snid he
could not say too much to infuse confi-
dence in this province. The world want-
ed the native wealth of British Colum-
bia. It could be transformed into one
of the greatest scenes of activity in the
world (applause). Face to face with
Asia we enjoyed a position of commercial
advantage. He looked with great faith
to the future of British Columbia. They
had a duty to rise above petty squabbles
of party and debate to the responsibili-
ties the future immosed on us. Those
who could not rise t{o that Leight
stamped themselves as tit only to con-
duct a peanut-stall. He bhad unbounded
faith in the future. Above all he would
support any geovernment or party that
had a policy which wouid most speedily
bring about the realization of thcse
hopes.

Mr. Neill.

Mr. Neill said he had expected that
the hon. gentleman would announce that
the ability and the wisdom of the ages
had centred in the present government.
That would have been the logical conclu-
sion of the speech., Instead he hLad
merely announced the arrival of the
Charmer. (Laughter.)

He had never heard a more gracefully
expressed speech, yet it reminded him
also of g. rhetorical debauch. His
statements and deductions were founded
more on a desire to meet a poutical exi-
gency than to found a reputation for
logical deduction.

He took up the question of Indian re
serves, in which the government had
been grossly neglectful and incompetent
and had tried to cever up this by state
ments anything but sincere. In August,
1900, the House by resolution urged the
government of the necessity of dealing
with these reserves. In pursuance of
those resolutions_the Premier and Attor-
ney-General preseontea the case to the
Dominion government in 1901. About
six weeks ago he had moved for the cor-
respondence since then. After waiting
six weeks the return was brought down
and cousisted of but one letter, an am-
plification by Clifford Sifton of one he
had previously written. It was writ-
ten a year ago and the government had
done nothing since.

Mr. Neill read- the debate when his
resolution was moved, when the minis-
ters were touchingly solicitious that this
ponderous - correspendence should  be
brought down. He charged the govern-
ment with incompetency and insincerity
in the matter.

Turning again to the Redistribution
Lill, he referred to Mr. Martin's state-
ment that Alberni was not large enoucgh,
having a white population of only 1,500.
The islands, Mr. Martin had said, had
cnly 1,100 of a population. He had jus-
tified the addition of Texada and other
remote parts of the province on the
ground of increasing Alberni to the pro-
per limit.

With careful carelessness the govern-
ment had withheld a proper population
return until its usefulness was gone,
namely, after the Redistribution bill was
passed. Mr.. Martin held Alberni to be
return
showed it had 43 Chinese and 3,000 In-
dian, leaving a white population of 1,486
and a voting strength of 819.  North
Vietoria was proved to have 34 Chinese,
331 Jans, 343 Indians and 552 whitcs.
