SCHOOL QUIES-

A 72 page blue book comes to
hand from Fredericton containing
the report of Judge Fraser of the
Supreme Court on the Bathurst
school question. It is, of course,
too voluminous to publish in the
ADVANCE, but we present ‘its more
essential parts, as they appear in
the Telegraph of Thursday last.
Judge Fraser says:—

In making up a report in this
matter I have thought it best te
take up each ground of the com-
plaintin the order in which it is
placed in the’ printed statements
presented by the Rev. Mr. Thom-
son, preserving his numbers and
divisions, so as to make it more
easy of reference. The complaint
is dated the 18th day of May, A. D.
1893, and the first ground of com-
plaint which is made is this:—

(1) That the Rev. James Rogers,
Roman Catholic bishep of the
dioceszs of Chatham in the province
of New Brunswick, with a view to
having the common schools in dis-
trict Ng. 2 in the town of Bathurst,
in the county of Gloucester, and in
school district No. 16 in the parish
of Bathurst in said county of
Gloucester, under the control of the
religous teachers of the Roman
Catholic church and of the said
church, did enter into an agreement
with and come to 4n understanding
with certain members of the Roman
Catholic church of said school dis-
tricts to bring members of certain
religious teaching orders of the
Roman Catholic church to said
district, and to there establish con-
ventual schools, with a view to
having the children of Protestant
parents taught within such con-
ventual schools, and pursuant to
such agreement and understanding
the members of one or more said
orders were brought to said district
and one or more said conventual
schools were established in said
districts or one of said districts.

As I understand this ground of
complaint, it charges substantially
that an agreement was entered into
and an understanding had between
the Right Reverend James Rogers,
Roman Catholic Bishop of the
diocese of Chatham, and certain
members.of the Roman Catholic
church residing in school distriet
No. 2 in the town of Bathurst and
resident in school district No. 16
in the parish of Bathurst, to bring
members of certain religious teach-
ing orders of the Roman Catholic
church to said districts, and to
there establish conventual schools
with a view of having the children
of Protestant parents taught with-
in such conventual schools; and
that pursuant to such agreement
conventual schools were establish-
ed in said distriets, or one of them,
and members of the teaching orders
of the Roman Catholic church
brought to said districts, and that
all this was done with a view to
having the common schools in the
said two districts under the control
of religious teachers of the Roman
Catholic church.

In dealing with the schools in
these two districts, for convenience
sake I shall call the schools in dis-
tricc No. 2 as Bathurst town
schools, and the schools in No. 16
as the village schools, and I do this
because in this report I will have
to refer to matters of complaint
charged in connection with other
school districts in the parish of
Bathurst; and Bathurst town and
Bathuarst village are the only two
districts in the parish of Bathurst
in which it is charged that there
was this alleged agreement and
understanding. to establish con-
ventual schqols.

Before proceeding to refer to the
evidence offered in support of this
ground of complaint and to a right
understanding of the question, it
may be well to refer to the state of
matters which had existed in Bath-
urst town and village in regard to
the schools in those districts from
about the year 1873 down to the
month of June 1890.

During all that period, some 17
years and upwards, the Roman
Catholic parents of children in
those districts had maintained at
their own expense one school in
Bathur-t town and one school
in Bathurst village, at which the
greater numbersof Roman Catholic
children of the town and village
during all these years received
their education. These two schools
were known as convent schools,
and the teachers in these schools,
down to the year 1890, were sisters
of the Congregation of Notre Dame,
Montreal.

During the same period the
schools conducted under the com-
mon schools act in the said districts
were attended by the Protestant
children of the said districts and
by some of the older boys  of the
Roman Catholic faith, the Sisters
of the Congregation of Notre
Dame not teaching boys.

The number of Roman Catholic
children in attendance upon the
Convent school in Bathurst town
in 1890, just before such school
was brought under the operation
of the school law would be about
100 ; and the number of children
then enrolled as in attendance upon
the common schools in Bathurst
town about 170.

The number of Roman Catholic
children in attendance upon the con-
vent school in Bathurst village in
1890, just before such school was
brought under the operation of the
school law, would be about 80; and
the number of children then enroll-

mon schools in Bathurst village for

Et)lle term ending 30th of June, 1890,

From 1874 down to 1890, all the
sums of money voted for school
purposes at the annual meetings
under the law in the tewn and
village were assessed and levied
upon all the ratepayers resident in,
and upon the non-resident owners
of real estate liable to be assessed
in the districts, and ' the persons so
assessed included both Roman
Catholics and Protestants.

It will thus be seen that down
to the year 1890 the trustees of
schools in these two districts had
available for the purpose of the
schools conducted by them all the
rates and taxes assessed upon these
districts respectively, as well the
rates paid by ratcpayers who were
Roman Catholics as by ratepayers
who were Protestants; and during
all tkese years the Roman Catholics
f these two districts kept up and
maintained at their own expense
and by voluntary subscriptions the
convent schools in these two dis-
tricts.

In June 1890, the sisters of the
congregation Notre Dame, Mon-
treal, wno had been teaching in the
convent schools in the town and
village, called upon the Roman
Catholies of the two districts to
pay them an additional annual
allowance as teachers of the con-
vent schools, stating “that the sums
her¢tofore paid them were in-
sufficient for the purpose of main-
taining their schools. Meetings of
the principal Roman Catholics of
the tgwn and village districts were
held to consider the proposition to
pay the additional allowance asked
by these sisters, and although
several sums were subscribed for
that purpose it was eventually
concluded by tke Roman Catholics
who met to consider the proposi-
tions that it would be better to
part with the Sisters of the Con-
gregation of Notre Dame, who
refused to teach under the common
schools act, and secure if possible
teaching sisters who would teach
under the common schools act.

To this end the sisters of the
congregation “de Notre Dame pre-
pared to leave the province, and did
so, and arrangements were made by
the trustees of schools for Bathurst
town and by the trustees of Bath-
urst village, by which they agreed
to take the Convent school. rooms
in Bathurst town, and certain
rooms in the Convent school build-
ing in Bathurst village. and occupy
them for school purposes under the
common schools act. Several Sis-
ters of Charity duly licensed to
teach were engaged as teachers by
the trustees of schools of each of
these districts, and agreements
were duly entered into in accord-
ance with the common schools act
Letween the trustees and each such
teacher. The trustees in the month
of September, 1890, opened these
school rooms as schools under the
law for the reception of pupils and
gave permits to pupils to attend
the same.

The effect of this, as will be
readily understood, was to bring
under the operation of the cornmon
schools act in the.schoolz of Rath-
urst town about some 100 children
of Roman Catholic parents, and in
the schools of Bathurst village
about some 80 children of Roman
Catholic parents, who had hitherto
been attending the convent schools;
which were, as I have already stat-
ed, supported by the voluntary
subscriptions of the Roman Cath-
olics of Bathurst town and Bath-
urst village; and as a consequence
the sums to be raised by rates and
taxes would be increased by the
amount that would be necessary
to meet this increased attendance
of children. I will refer to this
hereafter, whan I come to deal with
the question raised asto what is
claimed to be the excessive cost of
now running the schools in the
town and village.

Having. thus shortly stated the
condition of school matters in the
town and village in the summer of
1890, I will now proceed to deal
with the first ground of complaint
put forward by the Reverend Mr.
Thomson:—

It in effect charges Bishop
Rogers with a design to have the
common schools of Bathurst town
and Bathurst village brought under
the control of religious teachers of
the Roman Catholic church, and ,of
establishing conventual schools in

4 these two districts with a view to

having the children of Protestant
parents taught within such con-
ventual schools. Iam not aware
of any course of proceeding by
which any prelate of any church
can bring the common schools in
any district in the province, ‘which
by law are placed under the control
of the trustees of the district, (sub
ject, of course to the law and
regulations,) under the control of
religious teachers of his particular
church. No one could have heard
the evidence of Bishop Rogers, or
that of Father Barry, the priest in
Bathurst town, .or of Father
Varrily, the priest in Bathurst
village, and have arrived at the
conclusion that the bishop or either
of the twc priests named for one
moment entertained the idea of
bringing the comtnon schools in
either the town or village under
the control of religious teachers of
the Roman Catholic Church with
a view of establishing conventual
schools and of having the children
of Protestant parents taught within
such conventual schools.

Bishop Rogers and the two
. priests just named did not hesitate

to express their opinion that they
believed in religions combined with

e s

finding that that could not be had
under the provisions of the common
schools act of New Brunswick,
they yiclded to the law, while still
entertaining their belief that reli-
gious and secular teaching should
f{? hand in hand in daily school
ife.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

Several matters of local interest
claim so much of our space this
week that we cannot refer at any

ment at Ottawa. The Budget has

been submitted and tariff charges

announced. The latter include a |
good many reductions, and make

the imposts less complicated in

their adjustment than formerly.

The party papers are, as usual,

fighting over the matter and while

the liberals almost argue that there

should be no tariff at all, the con-

servatives who are, just now,

carrying on the government of the

country, cannot, of epurse, hit upon

any plan by which to raise the
country’s revenue without a tariff.

Settled.

It is right,” we think, to give the
fuirly full presentation of the Bathurst
schools matter which appears in this
week’s ADVANCE beginning on’ oar first
page. There has been so much dis-
cussion of the subject in the Legislature
and press and amongst all classes of
our people that the judicial opinion of
Hon. John James Fraser, who is now the
honored REieutenant-Governor of Yhe
Province, will be read with interest,
and confidence in its conclusions.
Judge Fraser was the associate of the
present Judge King of the Supreme
Court of Canada in the “Free non-

Brunswick some twenty years ago,
when the School act was passed, and
his position as a staunch upholder of
(the Jaw, a man of clear mind and
Jjudgment and of personal honor &nd
integrity, is unassailable. He is, be-
sides, a Presbyterian in religion and,
therefore, not under suspicion of unduly
favoring the Roman Catholics, His
report agrees in every particular with
what the ADVANCE has given, from
time to time to its readers as the facts
of the controversy. It shows that the
people of Bathurst have been incon-
venienced and put to unnecessary
trouble and expense by the bigotry ef
professioral agitators, but, for whom
the Protestants and Catholics would
have had their children educated under
the law and in the barmony, good
neighborhood and Christian toleration
and charity which are so desirable and
would exist, but for intolerant persons
like Rev. A. F. Thompson and-the half
dozen other gentlemen who encourage
him in his occupation as a pramoter of
religious strife for political purposes.
Men less dangerous to the communitjes
in which they live are to-day in -fhe
lunatic asylum, but, we pers it i

not to be hoped that Rev. Mr. p-
son’s malady will be conquered by the
patient and charitable treatment it has
received. There is, however, encourage-
ment for the sane and enlightened
masses of our people in the fact that
the Bathurst school difficulty no longer
exists, save as a memory, a thing for
persous like the Rev. Thompson and the
irreverent Pitts to drivel over.

4 Singular Combinstion.

The prohibitionists have, for once,
joined hands with the wine-makers,
and both are urging the Dominion
government not to ratify the French
Treaty. The motive of each may be
different, but all the same, there is
substantial unity of purpoee between
them. The Ontario-made wine is said
to be just as good and to have as much
“gladness” in it as the French article,
and it+is creditable to the loyalty of the
prohibitionists to their own country
and to the protective policy of the
government, that they are thus work-
ing in the interest of the home-made
stimulant.  Their efforts please the
whiskey-makers of the Dominion, also,
because if light French wines were
cheapened, the people would probably
learn to prefer them to the excellent
article of whiskey made in Canada.
At the same time, however, we believe
the French treaty will be ratified. If so
our people down here by the sea will
be pleased, as it will be advantageous
to the lumbering industry.

The Act of the New
‘Brunswick Legislature, providing the
Black Brook subsidy made it necessary
for a survey and contract to be made
within three years from 16th April
1891, and as nothing had been done
towards the survey after Mr. Gibson
assumed the management of the
Canada Eastern, and no application
had been made by him for a contract
up to within two months ago (and we
understand none is yet made) other
capitalists having had a rough survey
made, gave  public notice of their
intention to apply for incorporation
asia company to build the Black Brook
and some other lines in the County.
They had also presented a plan of
their proposed road to Black Brook
to the Minister of Railways at Ottawa,
and secured a provisional promise
of a subsidy, which, with the
local subsidy already provided, would
have enabled them to construct the
road.

‘This action on the part of the local
promoters referred to, without doubt,
caused Mr. Gibson to realise that the
parties who had originally influenced
the local government to provide the
Black Brook subsidy, were not satisfied
to permit his inaction to stand in the
way of the preliminary steps being
taken to secure the benefit of that
subsidy for the work before it would
laspe and not be available to anybody.

It is stated by a few gentlemen here
and at Black Brook, who have in a most
determined manner, ranged them:selyes
against the Nelson-Chatham and Black
Brook project, that its promoters are
insincere. Several speakers, including
the chairman at the Black Brook meet-
ing of *Friday night, said that their
undertakings were all ‘‘bogus.” It is
fair, however, in view of the railway-
building record of one of them—Mr.
Snowball—to assume that they were not

subsidy in 1891 arid making efforts to get at
work before it was to lapse on 16th inat.,
by getting up plans and going to
Ottawa to secure additional aid.

It is reasonable to believe tnat having,
by their efforts of three years ago got
statutory provisions at Fredericton for
the line of railway from the Intercolonial
through Nelson, four miles, and from
Chatham to Black Brook, that their move
of a few montha ago to secure the benefit
of these subsidies to the communities
interested, before they should lapse owing
to the inaction of the Canada Eastern
managemen$, were bona fide, not
bogus and not the ontcome of a whim or
caprice of 8o recent a date as January
last.

Up to the night of the eeting at
Black Brook there was no public
knowledge that Mr. Gibson had any
thought of taking advantage of the
subsidy for the Black Brook railway.
He has made no survey, nor has he even
applied for a contract, both of which
must be done before 16th instant, or the
local subsidy authorised in 1891 will
lapse. This was pointed out by Mr.
Smith at the meetiog on Friday night,
but he was contradicted by Mr. Winslow,
who was perhaps believed when he said
the company had five years from the
passing of the Act in which to make a
survey and enter into a contract. It
seemed that the meeting referred to was
prepared to accept as truth almost any-
thing that wassaid by those who en-
deavored to impress it with the bogus
character «f the propositions of those who
wished to move for the local subsidy
before it was too late; and of the absolute-
ly bona fide complexion of what they ad-
vaneed in Mr. Gibson’s name. We
assume, however, that they will beleive
the words of the Act providing for the
Black Brook subsidy, the last section of
which reads as follows : —

16. In order to entitle any Company or
body corporate to the benefit of this Act,
the survey of the line of railway which
said Company or body corporate may under
this Act offer to construct, shall be com-
menced, and the contract with Her Majesty
the Queen for its completion, entered into
within three years, and the work on such
line be bona fide commenced within five
years from and after the passing of this
Act.

Other parties, therefore,—realising
that Me. Gibson had evidently intended
.to take no action in the matter of the
Black Brook line, but tolet the 16th

The com-
pelling force was in a fair way of making
itself felt in the interest of that com-
munity, but if the attitude of Friday
night’s meeting shall prove effectual in
removing it,the main object which seems
to have been sought by Mr. Gibson will
have been attained, and our Black Brook
friends may realise, when too late, that
competition in railway enterprise, as in
other business, is best for the people.
This is a railway age, and it is not good
policy to assume that any one capitalist
can monopolisc all the railroading of a
country, for railways will continue to be
built everywhere long after Mr. Gibson,
Mr. Snowball and »ll the rest of usare
in the next world ; and we have no doubt
that even our Black Brook neighbors
will know before”'s year—even though
Mr. Gibson keep his promise to build
their railway this summer—that no harm
would have been doune on Friday night
had they listened to the advice of the
one speaker who urged them to an-
tagonise no interest, but combine every
influence to secure a Dominion subsidy
and then let the most ready and eater-
prising parties secure the contract and
build the work.

Oune of the speakers at the Black Brook
meeting had a fling at the pcromoters of
the scheme to build a railway from the
Intercolonial through Douglastown, and
thence down the Noith Shore of the
Miramichi to and through Alnwick. He
had, perhaps, heard of the revival of that
project, and wished to discourage it, being
satisfied that the great scheme of shipping
all the deals sawn in the Nashwaak mill
from Black Brook was glory enough for
the Miramichi for the present century.
We venture the prediction howev er, that
the proposed railway down the north side
of the river will not suffer by the covert
attack thus made upon it.

It seems a very narrow-minded and
sectional policy for Mr. Gibson’s spokes-
wmen to attack the railway interests of
Nelson, and of the north side of the river,
from Redbank to the Gloucester County
line, in the hope of promoting the exten-
sion of railway facilitics to Black Brook.
| That community has, heretofore, not been
ungenerous to others in the county, but
the gentlemen who have so saddenly
rushed in and attached themselves to Mr.
Gibson and his supposed designs have
influenced it in that direction. We hope
however, that there shall continue to be
room in Northumberland for the extension
of railway facilities not omly to Blick
Brook, but also to all the other centres of
its business activity. Let us not be selfish
or exclusive, or make the mistake of
slandering any of our railway promoters
by proclaiming their undertakings
“bogus,” for if weonly think of the
development of railway entefprise within
the last twenty years, we may have
enlarged conceptions of the possibilities
to be achieved within the next ten.

Hay Importations.

Cannot our farmers do something more
than they are now doing in the way of
retaining on the North Shore the money
that is sent away every season for hay ?
Uptodate no less than seventy-five car-
loads of hay have been landed at Chat-
ham from outside points. .Eighteen of
these came from the St. John river, but
the remaindér were imported from Que-
bec. This hay costs abont $140a car, and
there does not seemn to be any good reason
why the $7,800 thus sent to outsiders
should not be retained in the County of
Northumberland. There are many men
who are practically wasting their time in
fishing where that occupation cannot be
engaged in with profit, or in trying to get
logs where it does not pay to do so, who
would find it more advantageous to pull
stumps and clear up hay-land.

Mr. Fowler contended that there was
religious teaching in these * school build-
ings after teaching hours, and that that
was contrary to law.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie’s Lien Bill.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie has introduced in
the Assembly at Fredericton a bill to
provide ‘‘a woodman’s lien for wages.”
It provides that any person performing
any labor or services in connection with
any logs or timber intended to be driven
down rivers or streams, or hauled directly
from the woods, or brought by railway to
a mill or pond in conneetion therewith,
shall have a lien thereon for the amount
due for such labor, service or services,
and the same shall be deemed a first lien
or charge on such logs or timber and
shall have precedence over all other claims
or liens thereon, except any lien or claim
which the Crown may have upon such
logs or timber for any dues or charges,
or which any Streams Improvement
Company or Boom Company or person
owning Streams Improvements or Booms
may have thereon for tolle.

The lien shall not attach or remain a
charge on the logs or timber unless and
until a statement thereof in writing, duly
verified upon oath by the person claiming
such lien, or someone duly authorized on
his behalf, shall be filed in the office of
the Clerk of the County Court of the
County in which the labor or services,
or somne part thereof, have been perform-
ed.
Such statement shall set out briefly
the nature of the debt, demand or claim,
the amount due to the claimant as near as
may be over and above all legal set-offs or

said statutory declaration; to take the evidencs,
under oath, and to report the same to this house.

Mr. Winslow said the large attendance
was an indication that the people of Biack
Brook bad awakened and were taking a
lively interest in the bringing about of so de-
sirable a result as railway commuaication,
A few selfish persons in Chatham might be
opposed to railway extension to Black Brook,
but they weére only a few. The rest feel
that Black Brook should have a railway and
that it is‘entitled to its share of public money
for the purpose of building one. He pre-
sumed ‘that 1t would fot pay any new cor-
poration to build snd operate a road from
Black' Brook vo Chatham, and that they
wepld have to look to the Canada Eastern
to build it. Bat that.company was .not to-
day in & position to build the extension—
that was to say, it had not the necessary
“1égislative powers to expropriate land, etc.,
He understood that Mr. Gibson would ask
Parliamient,” during this session, for the
necessary powers, but that gentleman would
oot be likely to build unless the Dominion
granted a subsidy to supplement the one that
had been granted by the Province. It would
be'agood thing for Black Brook if Mr,
Gibson succeeded, as he might acquire the
Black Brook mill, build a pulp mill perhaps,
and possibly start other indunstries. (Ap-
plause.

Mr. J. L. Stewart, beiog called upon,
addressed the meeting on the benefits to be
derived from the railway connection, and the
claims of Black Brook. He pointed out
that it wus necessary to send petitions, resolu-
tions, facts and figures to Mr. Adams, so tlzat
he would bein a position to present theif
claims effectively. He . warned them, glso,
that the subsidy could be got only if other
subsidies were granted to roads in different
parts of Canada, as the Government would
certainly not siogle out one road for help.
If it is the policy of the government to
grant no subsidies this session, they could
not blame Mr. Adams if he got no subsidy
for them, but if other subsidies were granted
they might reasonably expect Mr. Adams
to secure one for them. (Applause.)

Mr. D. G. Smith, who had entered the hall
ouly a few minutes before, being called
upon to speak, said he was at a disadvantage,
owing to not baving heard the re-
marks of those whe had already spoken
and not being informed of ths object of the
meeting, save that it was in the interest of a
railway from Chatham to Black Brook: He
did not know until six o’clock this evening

that the meeting was to be _held. At that
time a prominent citizeo and business man
of Black Brook called at his office in Chat-
ham and asked him to come down tothe
meeting.  In the interest of his newspaper
he felt it to be his duty to be hers and also
asa citizen, for Chatham and Black Brook
were practically one in their interests, and
whatever would benefit Black Brook must
also benefit Chatham and its peopls. A
subsidy had been provided for three years
past by the New Brunswick government,
for a railway from Chathan: to Black Brook,
but it was about to lapse and no one had
taken advantage of it.

Mr. W. C. Winslow :
until "96.

Mr. Smith :—If you read the Act I think
you will find that any company proposing
to build the railway to Black Brook must
enter into a contract with the government
for its construction within three years after
the passing of the Act.

Mr. Winslow : No—five years

Mr. Smith : No, the five years applies to
the bona fida com t of constructi
but the company must be formed and the
contract made with the government within
three years of the passing of the Act.
Therefore, as he had said, it would be
necessary—if order that the provincial
subsidy shoald be available—for that part
of the subsidies act of 1891 to be revived
and continued if Black Brook was to have
railway facilities. As he came into the
meeting a gentleman was speaking of the
desirability of obtaining a Dominion Subsidy,
and that was, no doubt, essential to the
success of the undertaking, and we ought
to employ all available ioflaences to that,
end. The necessity of the railway and the,
strong claims of Black Brook and Chlthnﬂ:
upon the Dominion government. for. a subsidy
for itneeded no discussion here, as they
were 80 self-apparent. What was necessary
was to so ate all infl and
efforts upon our reprenantativ’t and the
government at Ottawa as to get a provision
for the subsidy upon the Dominion statute
book.

The gentleman who had iavited him to
come to the meeting said he did not koow
by whom or urder what auspices it was
called whether it was in the interest of any
particular company or individual—or
whether those calling it were, like himself —
Mr. Smith —simply desirous of doing every-
thing possible to secure a railway to Black
Brook. There were now, as they, doutless,
all know, parties advertising a notice, in the
the usual firm, of a bill to incorporate a comp-
any to construct a railway fromthel.C.R.via
Nelscn te Chatham and fromChatham to Black
Brook, and he understood that Mr. Snowball,
Mr. Barchill and other prominent gentle-
men of the Miramichi were interested " in
that project, and it was, mo dovbt because
of no persons having come forward to claim
the local subsidy, now about to lapse, that
these gentlemen were induced to make the
move to provide Black Brook with a railway.

He felt that a little plain speaking would
not be amiss at a time like this, and would,
therefore, say that for a time, at least, the
unfortunate waot of harmony between
Messrs. Snowball and Gibson, when they
jointly owned the Canada Eastern Railway,
had prevented the management from ex-
tending that line to Black Brook, but since
those gentlemen had parted company and
the Canada Eastern had passed entirely
under Mr. Gibson’s control, the extension to
Black Brook had not been undertaken.
This, doubtless, had caused the other capi-
talists referred to go to Ottawa with their
plans, as they had dene some time since, and
been given reason to believe that they
would obtain & Domioion subsidy for the
railway.  The situation, therefors, seemed
to suggest that the best eoarse was to en-
courage the construction of the road by the
company on individual who would prove
themselves most desirious of effecting it,
No interest ought to be antagonized and
the single object of using every available
influence to secure the Dominion subsidy
put in operation at Ottawa, As far as the
different parties whe might desire to build
the road were concerned, the people Wwere
not ealled upon to ‘‘bless them at all or
curse them at all”, Lut to see that the sub-
sidy was provided, and, thea, let whichever of
these capitalists was the most able and enter-~
prising get the contract.  That to his miad
was the duty and business of the meeting.

Mr. Geo. Watt, being called for eaid the
bickerings of rival railway men ought not
to be taken into account by the people of
Black Brook. He referred to the importance
of down-river business, generally, and said
if Mr. Gibson wers only encouraged to ex-
tend the Canada Eastern to Black Brook
it would briog incalculable benetit to the
place and it would be twice its present size
in a few years. M‘r. Gibson wanted a
shippiag place for the immense quantity of
deals sawed in his Nashwask mill, which he
was now obliged to send all the way down
the St. John river to the port of St. John
and ship them there. As one interested
in the shipping of the port he wanted to see
Mr. Gibson encouraged, for when the Canada
Kastern was extended to B.ack Blook, Mr.

It will notlapse

for shipment, giving employmeat to our
lahorers in large numbers and benefitting
us all. Therefore, this meeting should not
listen to any side issues or proposit:ons from
parties with bogus railway schemes but vote
for the Gribsen project. [Applause.

Mr, Smith said it was not necessary, in
orde rto help Mr. Gibson and promote the
object they all had at heart, to attack the
integrity or bo.a-fide character of the
projects of others who might be thought
rivals of that gentleman. It should make
little difference to us who built the road, the
main thing being to have it built. Speakers,
he thought, should not draw larid pictures
and talk nonsense with the object of pre-
judicing a meeting like this. ~And in this
connection he would be parduned for saying
that all existiog facts and past expariencs
was against the last speaker’s ‘s‘mf:‘ement,
that Mr. Gibson intended to ship his Nash-
waak deals at Black Brook. Those who
were listening to himy doubtless, knew that
one of the principal reasons why the Black
Black Brook mill had not been so succesaful
ag the other go od mills of the Miramichi was
owing to the difficulties of shipping deals
from it, the water being 8o shoal here, on this
side of the river. It must be remembered
also that ever since Mr. Gibson had owned
the Blackville mill—which was situated less
than forty miles from Chatham—he was
also a half owner and latterly sole owner of
the railway ruoning past Blackville to
L Chatham ; yet, althoagh there was deep
water and excellent shipping facilities at
the Canada Eistern deep water terminus at
Chatham, Mr. Gibson had never shipped a
Blackville deal there, but took them all by
rail some 70 miles, to the St. John river,

John, Was it reasonable to believe there-
fore, that he would briog his Nashwaak
deals—which were sawn almost beside the
St. John river—a distance of 120 miles, to
ship them from Black Brook, whers the
shipping facilities were poor owing to
natural obstacles,

Mr. Watt :—Snowball wounldn’t let Mr.
Gibson ship his deals from Chatham,

Mr. Smith said that was nonsense, but
to show, further, the absurdity of the
Nashwaak deal-shipping argument, he
would - refer to a ramor current only the
other day that Mr. Gibson was about to
puichase the Black Brook mill, and the story
was that he was then going to extend the
Canada Eastern to Black Brook, to enable
him to do what ?—to haul the deals sawn
in the Black Brook mill 120 miles past his
Nashwaak mill and on to the St. John river,
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Gibson would sead his Nashwask deals here |

and sent them thence for shipment to St.d
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SeeS—

to be sent to St. John and shipped. The
people  of Black Brook onght not to
be misled into believing that their village
would be built up and made rich by ship-
ping Mr. Gibson's Nashwaak deals. There
hwere sounder arguments than that in
fayor of the railway between Black: Brook
snd Chatham. They coald point to a
large traffic of their own, produced on our
own river, and industries that would be
promoted and increased by such a work.
Let them take no part in the quarrels or
rivalries of the capitalists. They should
not antagonize either, but help both to
get & Dominion snbsidy on the statute book
of Canada for the Black Brook railway,
leaving the best and most enterprising
parties to compete for it after it was secured;
for the rivalry existing would lead to our
getting the road more quickly than if we
discouraged it.

Mr. W. C. Winslow siid if the meeting
was in favor of having tte railway built at
once it should help the Company that was
prepared to go on with the work. Mr.
Smith was advocating the interest of parties
who wanted to build a railway in Nelson,but
we were not interested in that and it would
be a good many years before those parties
would be in a position to undertake the
Nelson road—if they ever did at all, and
the road from Chatham to Black Brook was
only put in to head off Mr, Gibson, As Mr,
Gibson was all ready to build the road, he
was the man the meeting should help.

Mr. Smith s1id he did not understand why
the last speaker should endeavor to mis-
represent his position.  He thought he had
expresaed himself so as not to be misunder-
stood, and Mr, Winslow must be either
stupid or merely pretending to have heard
what. had not been uttered or he would not
say Mr.\Smith was advocating the interest
of parties who waated to build the Nelson
road. What he had said was thit in order
.to make the local subsidy available certain
parties had proposed to nndertake the line
from Nelson to Chatham and also that from
Chatham to Black Brook, and he thought it
was well for this meeting not to antagonize
these, but to address itself solely to bringing
pressure to bearon the Dominion govern-
ment to-secure a subsidy, and to leave both
the companies or parties in an even position
to contend for it afterward. - This, to his

'mind, was no% advocating one party more

than the other.

Mr. Watt said that Mr. Gibson has a
railway now, and proposes to extend it,
The proposed Nelson road was, he feared,
like the famous Douglastown brauch, whose
projectors had held many meetings and
secured legislation, but had done nothing.
@ive all a chauce, of course, but don't
forget to take the man who will build the
road. i

The chairman said that Mr. Smith needn’t
think he could come here and make this
meeting go for anything elsa but Gibson.
He was the man that would build the
railway. The meeting was all for Gibson
aod dido’t want to have anything to do
with Soowball or his bogus railroad to
Nelson. The honorable Surveyor-General
Tweedie had also given the assuarance that
_the government would, block the bogus
company/s attempt to get the subsidy and
that he \would see that they got no
bill thronéh the legislature,. The meet-
ing was ngt got up i a day but they
had been  quietly working at it for
weeks and everything was ready, cut
and dried. A committee of five was to be
appointed to prepare resolutions and they
would be passed unanimoudly, even if Mr.
Smith was here to play into Mr. Snowball’s
hands. When J. B. Snowball was manager
of the Canada Eastern he refused toallow
‘Mr. Gibson to ship his deals at Chatham
and he weunld like to know why he didn’t
extend the road to Black Brook? Now,
when Mr. Gilson wanted to extend the
road Mr. Smith was here in Mr. Soowball’s
interest to block it. . This meeting had
been called to accapt Mr. Gibson’s offer.
That was the understanding in Hardwick,
Glenelg and Alawick, They were unani-
mous on that point. He was their man.
Snowball was only trying to shut Gibson
off. He would build from Chstham to
Nelson and give Black Brook the go-by.
They would appoint & comuittee of tive to
draw up resolutions and have petitions cir-
cnlated to get a subsidy for Mr. Gibsoun for
he was the man they could depend on,

Mer. Smith briefly replied to the chairman,

saying that gentleman ought not to display
so much asperity a1d one-sidededness, but
should hold the scales more evenly between
all parties. He had not come to the meeting
as the advooate of either Mr. Saowball or
Mr. Gibson, but on the invitation of a
prominent Black Brook merchant and citizen
and uatil a few minutes ago he had not
learned that any definite proposition was to
be put forward in any particular promoter's
interest. He must again protest against
his position being misrepresented. It was
a matter of regret that so many psople seem-
.ed to think it necessary to give a personal
tarn or bias to important questions of this
kind, ingtead of looking mainly at the great
public interests involved and seeking to
~promoge them. The meetiog should, instead
of endeavoring to antagonize or unduly
favor any compauy, take the coarse of the
western christian—or man who should have
been a christiaan—who, when he was dy-
ing was asked by a clergyman if he hsd
renounced the devil and all his works, and
replied, ‘‘Oh, boss, don’t ask me that. I'm
a dying man, and don’t know whose hauds
I'm going to fall into.” It was possible
that Mr. Gibson might not be willing to
build the line. His past attitude in the
matter did not encourage confidence in that
direction. Was it well, jost at this
i;uncture, to abuse these who had already
done much in providing us with railway
facilities and call their further undertakings
‘}bogua" and misrepresent them in every
way, in order to obtain a Dominion subsidy
f#r the Black Brook railway? We might
yet want their assistance; therefore why
ahow such unfriendliness to them ?
1 .Mr. A. W. Watters, ageat of the Cana-
‘da Eastern responded to calls and spoke
lie’ﬁenlly of his experience in the running
of railways, but said the building of them
wae outside of and beyond him. He under-
stood that Mr, Gibson wished to extend
the railway to Black Brook.

Mr. Robert Loggie said if he could talk
as well as he could work he wounld keep
the audience all night., He would not be
doing businedy at Black Brook now if he
did not expect a railway to be built. He
had been twice to Fredericton about the
matter, and Mr, Gibson told him that, if
the usual subsidies were obtained, he would
build the road, Indeed, he had intimated
that he would build it with the aid of one
subsidy, He had received the following
telegram from Mr. Gibson to-day :

Referring to your favour ¢f the 29th inst.
just received, Ibeg to say Mr. Hoben has
given my ideas in his letter on the 26th iust.,
aod Isee no reason why the road from
Chatham to Black Brook caunot be com-
pleted during the present year, provided I
can get a charter and be assured of the pro-.
vincial subsidy, - hoth of which can be
secured by your local members now in
Fredericton: also your assistance through
Mr. Adams at Ottawa in getting Dominion
subsidy. A. GiBSoN,

He wouldn’t like to say anythiug about
the other company, but wouldn’t like
to depend on it to build the road this
summer. (Laughter and Applause.)

Mr. F. W. Russell responded to calls
and said he had heard little uatil recently,
of the meeting or its ‘object. but was
much interested in aeeing a railway. run.
ing between Chatham aod Black Brook.
From the information be had, he thought
Mr, Gibson's offer was the beat.

Mr. Stephen Dealy was called to his feet

and spoke of the importance of the question
before the meeting, and he arrived at the
same conclusion as Mr. Russel], viz:
that Mr. Gibson’s proposition was the best,
and the meeting should favor it alone.

Tifere was now a long lull in the pro-
ceedings and much private consultation and
ru'stlmg of papers near the platform.
Finally Messrs. Robert Toggie, J. L.
Stewart and' W. C. Winslow got upon the
stage and crossing it to the rear retired
out of sight:

1t was said by those who understvod

what the programme was that this was the
*‘committee of five” which the chairman had
said the meeting was to appoint.
. There was another very long periou of
inaction and silence, broken only by calls
by the young lads present for ‘‘Williston,”
‘‘Sharp” and others, who, however, did
not respond.

The silence had become almost oppressive
and several left the hall, when Mr. Smith
rose and suggested to the chairman that it
looked ae if Mr. Gibson might have the
railway extended to Black Brook before the
committee returned.

The gentlemen named having at last re.
turned to the hall the following was moved
by Mr. R. Loggie, seconded by Mr. F. W.
Russsell, and declared unanimously carried.

Whereas, Black Brook is an important
collecting and shipping point, and is now
at a great disadvantage for want of
railway facilities ; therefore,

Resolved, Thst this public meeting
memorialize the Dominion Government
to grant s subsidy for extending the Canada
Eastern Railway to Black Brook a distance
of five miles,

Resolved, That a committee of three
be appointed to prepare a petition to
be forwarded to the representative of this
county in the House of Commons, to
be presented to the Government, praying
for the necessary subsidy;

Resolved, That we, strongly urge Hon,
M. Adams to personally press ‘upon the
Government the importance of this railway
extension to the large export trade of the
eastern portion of this county.

After a further waiting, in silence, of

about five minutes, Messrs, R. Loggie, F.
W. Russell and E. E. King were appoianted
a committee to prepare and ocirculate a
petition in Black Brook, Hardwick and
Alawick, :

Mr. W. C. Wioslow, thereupon produced
a petition written on two or three pages of
foolscap, which he said was moved by
Mr. Alfred Grattan who occupied a seat’
near him. After he had read it, it was
adopted by the meeting and it was resolved
that ITardwick, Glenelg, Lower Newcastle
and Alnwick be invited to co-operate with
Black Brook in asking for the subeidy for
the extension of the Canada Eastern Rail-
way.

A voteof thanks was passed to ‘the
Rentleman from Chatham who had given
their assistance,” aod responded to by
Mr. Winslow, Mr, Watters and Mr Stewart,
the other Chatham  gentleman having
retired, as the hour was late owing to
nearly everybody in the meeting having
to sign the petition. The Chairman also
received a vote of thanks,

Hon. Mr. Tweedle Wet-Blankets Dr.
Alward)

Progress says ;—

During the debate on supply, Sarveyor-
General Tweedie scored heavily against
the junior member from 8t. John. I
have observed that for many years the
opposition have been pursuing the same
policy, he remarked. ‘‘Lack of factsand
figures has never prevented them from
assailing the government. It makes no
difference to them whether they can make
a point or not, or whether they have any-
thing to make a point upon. They allow
their fertile imaginations to work and
rumor supplies the place of truth. The
hon. member from St. John, (Dr. Alward)
has a peculiar faculty in this respect, but
we can excuse in him what we cannot
over-look in others, He is an orator and
a poet. He isaccustomed to allow his
imagination to run riot in the regions of
myth and fable. To instance the
wondetful power of that gentleman’s
imagination let me recall an incident that
occurred some years ago in the cultured
city of St. John. The honorabls gentle-
man had returned from Washington and
prepared a lecture, or a series of lectures
upon the battlefields of the Potomac. In
a lecture delivered in the Mechanics’
Institute he described a bat'le scene.
The northern army was gradually being
driven back by the Confederate forces.
The tide of battle was rolling northward_
The serried and veteran ranks of the
Union regiments were being broken by
the tierce assault of the Southern chivalry.
Panic seized them and they were about to
fly. At the critical moment wheu all
seemed loit, up rode brave General
Kearney, the one-armed hero of the war.
Waving hia glittering sword above his
head in his' single hand, with the bridle
reins cluched tightly in his teeth, he dash-
ed up and down the faltering lines and in
stirring words addressed them : Soldiers
of the Union ! stand fast. Stand for your
honor, your country and your homes.
Strike the fetters from the slave !

This noble oration was delivered before
an audience in the city of St. John—
probably one of the most cultured com-
munities in the Dominion. Deafening
applause greeted the orator, and many of
the ladies wept ip sympathy with the one-
armed hero. The ‘papers reported the
address and made no comments upon it.
But [ submit that it would strike the
ordinary individual that General Kearnoy
was placed at a great disadvantage—that
the conditions were not favorabls for him
to do himself justice. Imagine a man
under such circumstances, going at full
gallop, his aword waving in his hand, his
bridle reins clutched tightly in his teeth
and his mouth full of leather,being capable
of delivering such an impassioned appeal
to his troops! (Great laughter.) The
honorable gentlemen saw no great
difficulty about it, and sees none now
when he makes speeches against the
government with the same ground.work
of facts as that upon which he originated
the Kearney episode.”

‘We drew lots among ourselves, therefore,
we well men, to decide who should under-
take this perilous trip, and the risk fell
upon me.

Without waste of
words or time I prepared myself for the
journey, and thoroughly armed early one
morning before the pale moon had fallen
