symptoms of delight. Truly, ignorance
has its enjoyments and consolations.
As for myself, my nose never comes
over a cup of the English preparation
without causing me an inward shiver
of dizgust.

The mcal was all brought in togeth-
er, heaped on one huge wooden trench-
er, and what had been on the fire was
eaten scalding hot with the fingers,
for the Arabs scorn the frivolity of
knives and forks. I found no diffi-
culty whatever in reverting to the me-
thods of Adam. The batter I could
make nothing of, since it was like putty
in my hands, and the mutton seemed
none too cleanly dressed, but on the
rice and fruit 1 fell with the furicus
zeal of a famishing man, being indeed
as empty as a dry well.

and, above all, l¢t a s=nse of human
cordiality and sympathy replace the
distress of the outcast, and you may
dimly conceive my feelings of quiet
joy and deep content, Everything
Wis in“unison with my mood, from the
mystic splendours of the encircling
mountains to the soft heauty and in-
cense of the radiant, mellowy groves
We spoke not a vord.
In delicious silence we saw the gold
waning, and the rose flushing, and
mountain, plain, and tree shining with
a shifting glory that was like an ef-
finent flopg of light and ¢olour from
the open doors of heaver. Then down
dropped the sun, darkness rushed upon
the land, and we went inside.

Spain-United States-Oubs.

* The most absorbing news topic dur-
ing the past week has been the con-
dition of affairs between Spain and the
United States, and the peoples of
Europe and America have been much
interested in the great questicn of war
or peace between the two nations. They
seemed to have reached the point of
rupture on Thursday, for it was evident
that unless Spain ended the brutalities
which have been the 1ule in Cuba for
nearly three years, shrough her mis-
government, the United States would
undertake the task of compelling her
to do so. The President’s long expect-
ed message to this effect was ready for
Congress and delayed only to give time
for the removal of citizens of the
United States from the island, when it
was suddenly announced that at the
wstance of the Pope and the European
Powers,Spainbad decided upon granting
an armistice. The President’s message,
however, went to Congressin a slightly
amended form, and at last advices was
being considered in ocommittes. - Its
main feature is the request that Con-
gress clothe the President with author-
ity to use the military and naval forces
ot the United States for the purpose of
restoring peace, order and the safety of
life and property in Cuba.

The situation continues to be one’ of
suspense, for it may not be assumed
that Spain will relinquish control of
Cuba without a fight, whatever inter-
pretation may be put upon her latest
move, which has been made without
reference to the United States, and
professedly under the pressurs of
European influences only.

For the current fiscal year Mr. Fielding
expects a surplus of $550,000, based on a
revenve of $39,300,000.

Taking up the general condition of
business in the country, Mr. Fielding
was able to present a series of facts of a
most inspiring character. No preceling
Minister of Finance has ever been able
to lay before Parliament a statement so
stroogly indicative of growth and present-
ing so many reasons for hopefulness.
Since June 1896 the money on deposit in
the barks had increased by $41,000,000,
bringing up the total to $271,468,803.
Added to this is the exceedingly gratify-
ing fact that during the same period the
aggregste bank -clearings of the five
principal cities—Montreal, Toronto, Hali-
fax, Winoipeg snd Hamilton—showed an
increase of $126,000,000. The month of
Fobruary this year, by the same test, was

that this was putting the cart before the
horse. If the agricultural classes were in
a well-to-do condition, the manufacturers
would be sure t> prosper.

Dealing with the public deb!, Mr.
Fielding showed that it now stood at
$263,000,000 net. In this connection he
referred to the unprecedented success of
the last Canadian lvan. This is a terribly
sore point with the opposition, for they
had predicted that the moment a Liberal
Government came into power the credit
‘of the country would be shatt:red, and
the burden of interest upon the people
would be enormously increased. The

| result has been quite the reverse, for Mr.

Fielding was able to borrow on the Eng.
lish market at the lowest rate ever secured
by any country in the world. No more
complete answer could be made to the
assertions of opponents of the Govern-
meut.

Mr. Fielding presented an elaborate
statement showing how the revised tariff
bad worked out. He made it'quite clear
that in many lines the burden of taxation
has been very considerably reduced, and
that under ths preferential rate which
will shortly become operative, further
reductions will be made. The Conserva-
tive papers are very foud of taunting the
present Goverament with Leing recreant
to their pladges in respect of the tarift ;
but in the face of Mr. Fielding’s state-
ment, which is altogether too elaborate
to be reproduced here, they will be con-
vinced that the Liberals are making
substantial progress towards a position
in this regard which will, when realised,
silence criticism.

. The Minister justified a fuither reduc-
tion of one-half per cent. in the interest
payable on deposits in the Government
Savings Bank, on the ground that it
would reduce the general rate of interest
paid by borcowers, in business and at
large, throughout the country. This re-
duction he argued would make for com-
mercial expansion, and what depositors
would lose on one hand would be a very
small sum compared with the gain to
borrowers in general. The rate paid by
the Government has always controlled the
banks.

The Senate has adjourned for two
weeks and the Commoners are also taking
an Easter holiday. It was quite notice-
sble that some of the elderly gentlomen
of the Upper House went away with a
jaunty and easy air, manifestly consci>us
of the importance which has recently
been given to the power they hold in the
Senate. This is perhaps a natural feeling;
but it 1s entirely in the direction of danger

‘and trouble.

A funny thing occurred during the past
week. Mz, Scott, writing from Ottawa
to the St. John *‘Sun,” bitterly attacked
Mr. Bliir in respect of subsidies rezom-
mended to be paid to the Central Railway
Company, claiming that the Minister was
getting in some of his fine work in behalf
of his political friends.

{ appear that Premier Emmerson objected
to the appointment of Mr. Connors because
he was '@ Roman Catholic. Aunyone who
knows the Premier of New Brunswick is
aware that he is the last man io the province
who would be influenced by the religious
cry. Already a Presbyterian divine of
Chatham has endeavored to bring religion
into politics and in doing so has been guilty
of many misstatementa in a letter which he
ublished in the Sun. Now we have the
hatham World suggesting the same ques-
tion.

The Gazette proceeds to deal jocularly
with the World writer, referring to the
yachting absurdities in which he dealsand
intimatiog that he may, during the coming
summer drown either himself or someone
else, but most people, hereabouts, wish that
he may live loag enough to be more fit for
the next world than he has rendered bimself
in this by his attempts to play upon the
prejudices of those who have just religion
enough to make them fanatical, but not suffi-
cient to bring them wup to the Christian
standard.

Gold Seskers Find Death.

Skacvay, via Soattle, April 9.—Fully
fifty people were overtaken by the snow
slide on the Chilkoot trail to-day and are
being buried in the snow or scattered over
the borders of the snow in a more or less
injured condition. The point at which the
accident occurred is some five miles above
Sheep Camp. The nearest telephone station
is four miles distant. The telephone wires
at this poiat were carried away by the slide.
This fact makes it difficult to obtain further
particulars at this time. A blindiog snow-
storm was raging all day upon the summit
and as a consequence many of those in the
vicinity were making no attempt to travel.
Thousands of people were encamped in the
vicinity of the accident at the time and were
soon upon the scene rendering such assist-
ance as possible. Upon the receipt of the
news, poiats below Dyea telephoned to
koow if assistance was required and receiv-
od snswer to the effect that the five thou-
sand people were at work on the debris and
wore only in each other’s way. Thirty-one
bodies in all have been recovered.

The horror on the Dyea trail is growing
in magnitude hourly.

The adjourned meeting of citizens. inter-
ested in the establishment of a public
library in the Town of Chatham, re-

bled in the Town Council Chamber,

last, at which it was understood that the
deadlock in fire matters and a report in
reference to the public library undertaking
wonld be considered, Dr. Cox baving been
sppointed by Monday evening’s public
mebdting to place the library matter before
the board. The usual hour for ocouncil
meetings is half past seven, bat, on this
occasion eight was the time at which it was,
upderstood the meeting would be held.

/ There was quite a large gathering in the
Council Chamber at that hour, and after the
members of council came in they were
collected and retired to their anteroom,—
quite an unusual thing—where, for half an
hour, there was considerable debating on
some subject which appeared to induce
eertain aldermen te raise their voices to a
pitch quite beyond the auditory require-
ments of their fellows with- whom they
were closeted.

At half past eight the aldermen emerged
from their room and took their places around
their tabdle.

Ald. Maher moved that ald. Loggie take
the chair and the Town Clerk, Mr. Jas. F.
Connors, haviog pat the motion, it was
carried.

Ald. Loggie, on taking the chair, said he
was sorry the Mayor was not with them,
and that the right thing to do was to ad-
journ until to-morrow, Wedmesday evening
ot eight o’clock,

It was ordered accerdingly, asnd as the
aldermen rose from their seats they smiled
sudibly upon the citizens whom they had
kept waiting so long, as if to say, “April
fool.”

Sauch tactics may be very clever and
smnsing in the estimation of the gentlemen
of Chatham’s Town Council, but we hope it
may not be considered out of place for the
ADVAKNCE to suggest that the interests they
are playing with are quite worthy of busi-
nesslike treatment, snd the sooner shey
realise that they are mansging the affairs
of sn importans town and not running s
menagerie the better it will be all arogad.

library committee their sympatby and co-
peration in establishing a public library,
asnd will endeavor to facilitate the matter
by graotiog a room for said library, subject
to conditions to be imposed by this couneil,”
Dr. Baxter proceeded to read propositions
in the form of & resolution for the organiza-
tion of the work of establishing the pro-
posed library, and after brief discassion on
the best method of procedure it was decided
to deal with them section by section.

Sec. 1 provided for the appointmeant of a
committee to solicit and collect funds for
the purchase of books and the fitting up of
the library room,

This section was adopted and Senator
Soowball suggested that the blank left for
the number of the committee be filled with
the word five.

There was a general expression of opinion
in favor of a much larger number than this
on the ground that it was desirable, by
meang of the proposed committee, to enlist
the aid and sympathy of as many persons as
possible in she undertaking, It was finally
voted that the ¢ should ist of
thirty ladies and geatlemen,

The 20d section proposed that wheu suffi-
cient money was collected a Board of Com-
missioners consisting of seven persons—two
of whom should be ladies—should be appoin-
ted by the committee to manage the library.

This was passed with an alteration making
it read, “two of whom, at least shall be
ladies.”

‘Tukon Military Bxpedition.

Orrawa, April 12.—Lieut, Col. Evaos,
in command of the Yukon military expe-
dition, has gone to Winnipeg and will
return here on Friday, His force will be a
military reserve to be called upon in case of
emergency, and will go by the Stikeen river
direct to Fort Selkirk headquarters, where
they will erect a barracks. They may be
divided into detachments, but the idea of
the government is to have a strong reserve
force in case of any trouble. The police
will not be withdrawn.

Col. Evans will take in necessary tools
to make scows at the head waters of
Teslin lake, from which poiot he will
work down to Fort Selkirk. Provisions
for one year will follow with the winter
kit. Wioter uniform will consist of
mackinaw cloth tunics and trousere,
heavy woollen lined canvas jackets and
trousers to keep out the wind, and
canvas hoods lined with flannel. The ex-
pedition will take in two Maxim guos and
two seven pound field guns and large quan-
tities of am s lading specially
maude eoft bullets for shooting game.

The force is expected to muster in Ottawa
on the 20th of this month and will leave on
the 25th for Vancouver, picking up the
fifteen members of the Royal Canadian
Dragoons in Winnipeg. The force will
coosist of the latter fifteen, fifteen members
of the Royal Canadian Artillery of Bbattery,
Kingston; thirty Royal Canadian Actillery
from the garrison battery of Quebeo, and
one hundred and forty infantry from the
schools at Toronto, London, St. John and
Fredericton.

Four members of the Victorian Order of
Nurses will accompany the expedition snd
will locate at Fort Selkirk.

Beside, thou
mightest find cause to repent of thy
fair words, for if thou shouldst prove
false thou shalt die the most cruel
death Abdallah can devise to atone for
this present clemency.”

With that he turned abruptly to a
fawning official, and said, in a brusque
tone: ‘“ The stranger will have need
of food. See thou to his wants, and
thy head answer for his safe keeping.”
Whereupon, rising quickly, he swept
majestically into an inner room with-
out giving me the opportumity of say-
ing a word of thanks.

My first impulse was to sit down and
sob aloud. It seemed that nothing elge
could relieve my pent-up feelings, angd
indeed a careful obeerver might have
noticed an unusual moisture about the
lashes, which I wiped furtively while
trying to jest with my" attendant.
