mittees of prominent cltlsens who 
waited upon him had not only had no 
consultation together, but were appar­
ently working In different directions. 
Such a condition cannot but hurt the 
city's position In the eyes of the gov­
ernment.

The members of the common council 
are elected by the cltlsens to control 
this business for them, and certainly 
speak with more authority than the 
members of any other organisation. 
But Mr. Fielding knows that the Board 
of Trade le largely representative of 
the business part of the community, 
and Is controlled by men whose ability 
and good sense would easily command 
them prominent places around the ci­
vic council board should they choose 
to enter that field. Under the circum­
stances It Is exceedingly regrettable, 
from the standpoint of the city's pro­
gress, that these two bodies will not 
work together.

Yesterday, It was undoubtedly the 
duty of the city’s representatives to 
seise the opportunity to place the 
claims of the port before the most In­
fluential member of the Laurier ad­
ministration.

building of the wharves we must have 
before next winter. Though 8L John 
to be properly qualified to handle the 
winter export business of the nation 
should be made a national port. It la 
recognised that this can only come 
after long Investigation and dickering. 
For the meeting of immediate needs 
the city itself must take action, and 
this, with the assistance of the govern­
ment, the city Is willing to do.
