Early this morning a number of city
men were put to work ¢leaning up King
street, and Mr. Lawrence, the owner of
the burned building, also had a num-
ber employed boarding up the shops.
Mr. Lawrence will at once repair the
building. All day today crowds visit-
ed the scene of the fire, During the
progress of the blaze last night a num-
ber of firemen were injured. Thomas
Ingraham, of No, 4 Co., perhaps the
most seriously of all. Mr. Ingraham
was on the second floor of the Charlton
section of the bullding and fell through
to the tower floor, striking face down
on & wooden projection. He was very
painfully injured about the abdomen
and was driven to his home, where Dr.
Bcammell is attendlig him. James
Dinsmore and Captain Jackson were
badly cut about the hands, and Chief
{Kerr also received a cut.

Every evening for the past two
weeks a little black dog, evidently hav-
ing no home, has found shelter in Miss
Gray's store, but last night was driven
out by the fire. Early this morning
the brute, covered with filth and ice,
was wandering disconsolately about the
burned bullding looking for his old
shelter,
