PRETORIA, Transvaal, March 21.— 

The first parliament of the Transvaal 
colony under the newly granted 
stitution met here this morning in the 
hall In which the late President Kru­
ger presided for so many years over 
sittings of the Upper Yolksraad of the 
South .African republic. In a speech 
at the opening of parliament, Earl Sel- 
burne, high commissioner for South 
Africa, said:

“My ministers are determined that 
the employment of Chinese in the 
mines of the Transvaal must cease at 
the earliest possible moment. As to 
the Chinese already employed there, 
my ministers will not take any steps 
to prevent their repatriation at the end 
of their indentures, unless they are 
convinced that such repatriation will 
have to take place before an effective 
substitute, either in the form of un­
skilled labor or improved mechanlcixl 
appliances, has been found.”

The resolution of the new govern­
ment to exclude all Asiatics from work 
in the mines is shown by the fact that 
the “Asiatic ordinance” is again pub­
lished in the Official Gazette here, in­
dicating that among the first acts of 
the new parliament would be a re­
enactment of this measures in spite of 
the opposition of the imperial govern­
ment.

LONDON, March 21,—The "Asiatic 
ordinance” which the Transvaal gov­
ernment proposes to re-enact, although 
at the present time aimed specially at 
British Indians who are ousting the 
small white traders in the Transvaal, 
Is equally intended to exclude the Jap­
anese. or other Asiatics who are emi­
grating to South Africa in increasing 
numbers.

Sir Gilbert Parker, who represents 
the colonies in the House of Commons 
on this question, is quoted today in an 
.interview as saying: “If, as I am
sure It will, the Transvaal parliament 
re-enacts the Asiatic ordinance, the 
Imperial government will hardly ven­
ture to oppose it.”

Heard at Once

MONCTON, ,N. B„ March' 21.—The 
story that two children of John Keenan 
had been lost in yesterday’s blizzard 
proved this "morning to be without 
foundation. The children with others 
started for their home at noon yester­
day, but on account of the violence of 
the storm took refuge in the house of 
a neighbor where late last night they 
were reported to the anxious parents.

On the I. C. R. today almost com­
plete demoralization exists, affairs on 
the northern division being in particu­
larly bad shape. No trains have ar­
rived from the north since early yes­
terday morning and last night’s Mont­
real express, from Halifax, is still 
here on account of the fearful condition 
of the road, which in many places is 
blocked by drifts sixteen to twenty 
feet in depth. The Moncton bound 
Maritime expresses both yesterday's 
and today’s are still held at Harcourt. 
Yesterday’s train remained for the 
greater part of the day at Kent Junc­
tion and last night progressed as far 
as Harcourt.

Despite the fact that the train was 
equipped with two locomotives and a 
big snow plow, it made only a few 
miles headway and the trainmen 
abandoned any attempt to get through, 
returning to Harcourt after leaving 
one locomotive and a plow to try and 
force a way through the drifts.

A special was sent out from Moncton 
today to try and make headway 
through to Harcourt, so that the ex­
press could be ilm to Moncton.

A north-bound freight was stalled in 
the snow at McPherson’s cutting, three 
miles from Harcourt, all day yesterday, 
and by dint of much shovelling the 
train was able to get as far as Har­
court last evening, where It still re­
mains. Yesterday’s day express from 
Campbell ton managed to get as far as 
Newcastle, reaching that place at two 
o’clock this morning and there it stilt 
remains. It will be coupled to today’s 
train, but it is not known what time 
It will reach Moncton.

This morning’s train from St. John 
reached Moncton an hour late, the line 
being in fairly good shape in that di­
rection.

Last night’s C. P. R. from the west 
reached here this morning.

On the eastern division, passenger 
train are being moved and the morning 
expresses got through. Matters are at 
a standstill at the Shediac branch.

The Moncton and Buctouche railway 
will be held up for a couple of days. 
A big gang started out from Buctouche 
this morning and found the road in a 
terrible condition. The storm was a 
terrific one at Buctouche last night, 
down the steeple of the Roman Catho­
lic church, clearing away R, A. Irv­
ing’s wind mill, and doing much minor 
damage.

Around the city the telephone system 
was the principal sufferer, damages 
being so bad that three linemen from 
St. John arrived here today to assist 
in repairs. Three hundred instruments 
are out of cimmission and lines are 
down in every direction.

So blinding was the storm last night 
that several people were lost around 
town and spent the night in neighbor’s 
homes. Much minor damage was done 
at various points, chimneys being 
blown down and windows broken. A 
big chimney was blown down on the 
hospital last night, causing much un­
easiness among the patients. Maurice 
Leblanc’s barn A Fox Creek was blown 
down.

The storm Is regarded here as the 
worst in years. Ten inches of snow 
fell according to statistics, and the 
gale at times attained a velocity of 
sixty miles an hour.

NEW YORK, March 21,—That Jus­
tice Fitzgerald will appoint a commis­
sion in lunacy to inquire into the pre­
sent mental condition of Harry K. 
Thaw sems a foregone conclusion. This 
afternoon he will hear arguments of 
counsel on both sides of the famous 
case, and he plainly intimated yester­
day that he would appoint a commis­
sion. That this commission will find 
that Thaw is now insane is the opinion 
of most of those who have closely fol­
lowed the trial.

Dr. Allflo McLane Hamilton, one of 
the country’s most famous alienists, 
has openly expressed the opinion that, 
Thaw is now insane and that he is 
incapable of conducting his own de­
fense. Dr. Carlos MacDonald and Dr. 
Austin Flint, also noted alienists, have 
expressed the same opinion, and affi­
davits are expected from all three as 
well as from the doctors who are fam-

fledto receiving various sums of money 
from M. Yushkevitch, a leader of the 
league of the Russian people, in order 
to induce him to kill M. Petrunkevitch. 
The witness implicated Dr. Dubrovin, 
president of the League of the Russian 
People, and M. Bulatzel, a St. Peters­
burg lawyer of high social standing.

Kriks gave details of various crimes 
^committed by the group and furnished 
a mass of hearsay evidence detailing 
the murder of Prof. Hertzensteln and 
the plot to assassinate M. Ramischwili 
and Dzhapartige, saying that» the 
prices paid for assassinations ranged 
from a couple of dollars for minor mur­
ders to fifteen hundred dollars for kill­
ing Prof. Hertzensteln.

That the attorneys for the defense 
will make a hard fight to prevent the 
judge from appointing a commission 
when court sits this afternoon is prob­
able. From the first the fight had been 
to secure an acquittal and it is not 
probable that it wifi be given up so 
long as there is the slightest chance 
that it may be successful, 
other hand Mr. Jerome is convinced 
that Thaw is now insane and he will 
fight just as hard for the appointment 
of the the commission.

My very experts, 
who have testified Thaw’s mental 
condition was such he did not know 
the nature and quality of his act and 
that it was wrong, are ready to testi­
fy that they believe him to be insane. 
I have tried throughout this case to 
bring in this moral aspect, but I have 

balked at every step, 
there has been nothing 

for me to do but to conduct

do such adequate Justice to the great­
est performance ever seen on the 
board of green cloth, as those figures 
set out in cold type.

But explicit as these figures are, 
they convey but only a faint idea of 
the startling incidents of a game that 
will still be the theme of conversation 
when their author is thousands of 
miles away from these shores. Re­
cords were made with an ease and 
facility that made one fairly gasp. 
Indeed, it may be truly said the only 
rëcord Stevenson did not break ln this 
memorable match was hls own world’s 
record break of 802. That still stands 
—to be demolished another day, and 
probably by the holder of it. Chief 
of the records broken was the aver­
age of 88.78 for a whole match, stand­
ing to the credit of Dawson. At the 
time it was predicted that these fig­
ures would stand for many a day, but 
Stevenson comes along with an aver­
age of 89.66. Record number one! Next 
we find this incomputable artist com­
piling a break of over 500 on three con­
secutive days, viz.: 523 on Thursday, 
Б79 on Friday, and 702 on Saturday, a 
greater performance than hls two 
breaks of over 500 ln ono day against 
Lovejoy in October last. Record num­
ber two! Then glance at the time oc­
cupied ln compiling these superb ef­
forts, and you have-some Idea of the 
lightning pace Stevenson travels at. 
Thirty-three, 38, and 46 minutes re­
spectively is moving with a venge-

The ferry has never been a paying 
investment. An aamual deficit is re­
ported and the question arises whether 
this shotild be meit by the people as a 
whole, or by those who are users of the 
steamer. Carleton is a part of St. 
John and the people living in that sec­
tion deserve most generous treatment 
in accommodation furnished them.

The feast of the Passover will be 
celebrated by Jews all over the world 
this month, and the people who are 
busy making preparations for its ob­
servance are working night and day. 
There is much ceremony connected 
with the Seder, or opening festivity, 
which will be celebrated this year on 
the evening of March 29, and there is 
ceremony also in connection with 
cleansing the homes, storing away the 
ordinary table and kitchen utensils, so 
that the ones dedicated to service for 
the Passover time may not be con­
taminated.

There are hundreds of quaint obser­
vances in connection with the festival 
commemorative of "the deliverance of 
Israel’s first born from the judgment 
wrought on those of the Egyptians and 
the wondrous liberation of the Hebrews 
from Egyptian bondage,” but the best 
known feature of the festival of a week 
is the unleavened bread—matzoth—the 
baking of which has kept hundreds of 

і people employed for many months in 
about 40 bakeries in New York City.

There is one large establishment 
among these which occupies a five 
story building 100 feet long and 92 feet 
wide, where nothing is done all the 
year except to manufacture the crack­
ers which are used in lieu of bread in 
the Passover season. This concern 
urns out about 2,500,000 pounds of 
natzoth and matzoth meal, which is 
nade by pulverizing the matzoth, and 
s used instead of flour all through the 
•assover time. This concern sells its 
roduct not only to consumers and 
ealers in New York but sends matzoth 
d all parts of the United States, and 
îrge quanties to Cuba, Porto Rico 
nd South America.
The prices range from 4 to 8 cents a 
mnd, and deliveries are made to deal­

“No one tells his neighbor how much 
he hakes—that's his business. But any 
one can figure out how much must be 
baked by all of us. There are seven 
hundred thousand orthodox Jews in 
New York, and you can figure on ten 
pounds for each person for the week. 
That would be seven million pounds 
required to feed our own people. We 
require twice that quantity, though, be­
cause we ship our stock all over, and 
sell much to people who are not Jews, 
but like what they callf 'Passion 
cakes.’ ”

The baker pointed to a row of boxes 
and said: “That is all going to poor 
people who will never know who paid 
for their matzoth this year.’’

In explanation he told of a “rich 
lady,” by whose order he was sending 
the Passover bread to persons whom 
he described as "poor, but 
wouldn’t tell.” The baker also volun­
teered the information that the physi­
cians who practice among the orthodox 
Jews are always busy at Passover 
time. Matzoth as a/steady diet for a 
week has a bad effect on the diges­
tive organs, which are taxed to the ut­
most at that time by “goodies’’ and 
delicacies, which are never served ex­
cept at Passover time. Among these 
the most notable is the matzoth scha- 
let, the quality of which may be judg­
ed by this recipe:
z Three soaked matzoth, eight eggs, 
two cups sugar, two grated apples, one 
and a half cups seeded raisins, one 
tablespoonful cinnamon, grated rind o£ 
an orange and a lemon, a few pounded 
almonds, and one and a halt pounds 
suet or rendered fat.

Beat the sugar, eggs and cinnamon 
together until light. Then add the rais­
ins, apples, almonds and rind, and mix 
well.

STUDENTS WEEP ASto loot. Any doubt as to the complete­
ness of such a loot is dispelled not 
only by the wording of the proclama­
tion, but by the experience in 1894 by 
persons now living in Puerto Cortez, 
who were present at the looting of 
Choluteca, Honduras, Nicaraguan sol­
diers, aided by about 200 of their 
women, pillaged every house but one 
in the. town.

The worst feature of the looting of 
Choluteca was the horrible indigni­
ties offered to women and helpless 
persons. About 250 carts were used 
to carry away the loot.

The proclamation says: "The reward 
for our valor will be found as we put 
our feet on the enemy’s soil—and in 
order that those opposed to us may re­
pent of their temerity in attacking our 
liberal towns, we offer as booty the 
first cities both of Honduras and Sal­
vador, that fall into our power.

"The hour has arrived in which our 
glorious flag will go to exact reparation 
for opprobious injuries to our country­
men in Los Calpules and Carizal. In 
these towns our comrades were vil­
lainously assassinated by minions of 
the despot of Honduras."

Vengeance is to be visited upon Sal-\ 
vador because of the attack upon Lon' 
by General Maleshln of Salvador, who, 
it Is claimed, violated Nicaraguan 
homes; burned property and commit­
ted every class of robbery."

The proclamation is ambiguous in 
parts, first indicating that only one 
city is (o be sacked in each country 
and later -apparently giving permis­
sion to loot more than one.

The number 
of births registered in 1905 was 75,022, 
which shows an increase of eight births 
over the previous year. The rate was 
the lowest of the five-year periods, with 
one exception, 1876-80, for the previous 
fifty years. The number of marriages 
registered was 27,184, which was 1,191 
more than the numbered registered in 
1904, and 244 more than that of 1903, 
and was greater than that of any pre­
vious year since the beginning of regis­
tration sixty-four years ago.

IBERLIN, March 21,—A special de­
spatch to the Tageblatt from Bucharest 
says the peasant uprising already has 
spread over the whole of Upper Mol­
davia, including the districts of Boto- 
shani, DorogoiV Jassy Neamzu, Tul- 
tova, Baukaa, and Roman. In spite of 
all precautions the vandalism Is spread­
ing. It is the purpose of the peas­
ants to drive out the Jewish lessees 
and upon which they are entirely de­
pendent. The peasants claim that a 
system of extortion is practiced against 
them.

The movement has taken on a strong­
ly anti-Semitic character, the corres­
pondent of the Tageblatt continues. 
Students at the University of Buchar­
est, under the leadership of certain 
anti-Semitic professors, today made a 
public demonstration of sympathy with 
the peasants. They marched through 
the streets singing patriotic songs.

The position of the government is 
critical. The cabinet met today, Wed­
nesday, under the presidency of King 
Carol, and decided at once to draw up 
a bill directed against the present sys­
tem of leasing lands.

The features of this bill are expected 
to be the limitation of leases to five 
years and limitation of the number of 
leases each lessee is allowed to hold.

LONDON, March 20.—The womei 

suffragists attempted today a demon­
strative raid on parliament more im­
portant and more numerous than any 
of their previous .efforts. The police, 
however, hail timely warning and made 
preparations that resulted In making 
the demonstration somewhat Ineffec­
tive. The одіу result was some amus­
ing and disorderly scuffles and the ar­
rest of nearly seventy suffragists, who 
were at once liberated on bail.

Previous to this demonstration an in­
dignation meeting, which was largely 
attended by the so-called "suffra­
gettes" and their friends, was held in 
Caxton Hall, where the speakers de­
nounced the house of commons for 
stifling the Dickinson woman suffragist 
bill.

The raid was led by Lady Harberton, 
who was assisted by the most prom­
inent women who took part in the pre­
vious raids. The women drove up in 
wagons and after promenading before 
the house of parliament, stormed 
the entrance of the house of 
commons, where the police reinforce—■ 
ments were drawn up for the occa­
sion, awaited the onslaught and drove 
the women back. Afte# this first re­
buff the women made a second deter­
mined attempt to penetrate the police 
cordon, but all to little purpose. In 
accordance with instructions the police 
employed against the women as little 
force as possible.

At a late hour this evening the suf­
fragists reassembled at Caxton Hall, 
and amid the greatest enthusiasm 
passed a resolution to send another 
deputation to the premier and to re­
new their demonstrations before par­
liament. Accordingly another move 
was made against the House of Com­
mons, the disorderly scenes were re­
peated on a smaller scale and several 
further arrests were made.
