LONDON, Feb. 14, 11.35 p. m—The 

war office has Issued the following fur­
ther message from Lord Roberts, re­
ceived tills evening:

“DHKIEL’S DRIFT, Feb. 14, 8.10 a. 

French left this point at 
11.30 yesterday morning With three 
brigades of cavalry, horse artillery and 
n Bunted Infantry, including several 
colonial contingente, in order to seize 
a crossing of the Modder, distant 
about 25 miles. He reports, by de­
spatch dated 5.35 p. nt, that he had 
forced a passage at Clip Drift and oc­
cupied the hills north of the river, 
capturing three of the enemy’s laagers 
with their supplies, While Gen. Gordon 
of the 15th Hussars, with bis brigade, 
who had made a fêtait at Rondeval 
Drift, four miles west, has seized it 
end a second drift between that and 
Clip Drift, together with two more 
laagers.

“Gen. French’s performance Is bril­
liant, considering the excessive heat 
and a blinding duet storm which 
raged during the latter part of the 
day.

“Owing to the rapidity of his move­
ments, Gen. French 
slight opporitiicn, and his losses were 
small. Lieut. Johnson of the Innis- 
kdiling Dragoons Is the only officer re­
ported severely wounded.-

“The sixth division was 1-ast night 
on the north bank of the Riet, at 
Waterval Drift, and is moving to sup­
port the cavalry.

THE WITHDRAWAL TO RENti- 
BERG.

RENSBERG, Saturday, Feb. 13—Be­
fore dawn yesterday the enemy opened 
an attack upon Slingersfontein, as­
saulting with musketry the Mils on the 
northeast held by three companies of 
the Worcesters under Captain Hovel.

The artillery attack began at sun­
rise. The Boers approached in great 
numbers, estimated at seven to one. 
The British under good cower sustained 
the attack throughout the day.

Meanwhile two big guns on the west 
opened upon the British at daylight 
and fired for half an hour, when a 
British howitzer silenced them with 
lyddite, the British artillery firing wth 
précisât n.

Then another Boer gun to the north 
opened on the Royal Irish Rifles, but 
rather ineffectually, as the rifles bad 
good cover.

The shelling continued all day, and 
last evening the Boers brought up a 
forty pounder in order to bombard the 
camp from a hill to the north. The 
attempt was plainly visible, as the 
gun could be seen being drawn up by 
18 oxen.

With the Boers surrounding the 
British in overwhelming numbers and 
having artillery, it then became evid­
ent that it would be impossible to re­
tain Slingersfontein, which flhe British 
evacuated under cover of darkness, 
falling back upon Rensberg.

The British casualties were lighter 
than might have been expected under 
the circumstances.

They have gained possession 
of four drifts by which the Riet and 
Modder rivers were apparently crossed 
and have captured five Boer laagers 
with their supplies, though there is no 
official indication of - the amount of 
booty. It is difficult to follow the 
movement clearly here owing to the 
imperfection of the maps, but it seems 
that Gen. French’s rapid operation not 
only cut off the Boere* communication 
with Jacobsdal, but barred their di­
rect route to Bloomfontedn, while at 
the same time exposing tire enemy to 
a flank attack on tire road to Borhof, 
eueh at any rate is the view of the 
situation taken here.

“not he regarded as » departure from 
“ the well known principles of oonsti- 
“ tutiomal government and colonial 
“prentice, nor construed as a pro- 
" cedent for future action. Already 
“ under similar conditions New Zea- 
“ land has sent two camponles, Queens- 
“ land is about to send 250 men, and 
“West Australia and ‘Tasmania are 
“ sending 125 men each.” Them foUocws 
the recommendation which was adopt­
ed. This order was passed on the 14th 
of October, nine days after the pub­
lication of Sir Wilfrid Laurler'e state­
ment that the proceedings would, be a 
departure from the well known prin­
ciples of constitutional government 
and сріопйай priaotlce. Notice that Sir 
Wilfrid announces that New Zealand, 
Queensland, 3>uth Australia and Tas­
mania have already taken action in 
similar circumstances, and compare 
that with the statement now made 
■that the olroumatancse of Canada were 
peculiar and not applicable to the 
other colonies.

One point more deserves Considera­
tion. Where are those offers from pa­
triotic people in Canada which are 
mentioned in Mr. Chamberlain's de­
spatch of October 3rd? The offers of 
troops from the other colonies were 
transmitted by the various govern­
ments. No such offers ere mentioned 
in this correspondence os having come 
from Canada. Perhaps that part, of 
Mr. Chfamberiata’s despatch has been 
expurgated, bat as a matter of fact 
Col. Sam Hughes was one of the 
Canadians who sen* such an 
offer direct to the home gov­
ernment. He had previously re­
presented the case to the govern­
ment of Canada, but receiving no sat­
isfaction he telegraphed direct to the 
war office. This telegram was ac­
knowledged by wire to the governor 
general, and thus came to the notice 
of the militia department and General 
Hutton. The nesesg-e from the war 
office was highly ca-nplbnentary to the 
loyalty of Col. Hughes and the volun­
taries who offered to serve with him. 
The message which the Colonel receiv­
ed from General Hutton was quite 
the contrary. Col. Sam. was informed 
that he had committed a grave breach 
of discipline in not sending his offer 
through General Hutton himself. This 
is one of the crimes for which Col. 
Hughes 'has been excluded from par­
ticipation with the contingent in Af­
rica. But it is said that he added to 
the offence by a -spirited letter to the 
general, expressing hie opinion of af­
fairs in language of which men like 
Сої. Hughes are "Capable. It is this 
letter to which General Hutton refer­
red when he told an after dinner 
meeting that no friend of Col. Hughes 
would ask to have it produced in par­
liament. Later in an interview Gen­
eral Hutton talked in a most extraor­
dinary way -about this .natter, dwell­
ing on bis own kindness to Col. 
Hughes, and. stating that he thought 
the member for Victoria must have

Been Under Fire, But Came 

Out Unscathei.-

(SackviUe Post.)
The following short letter from 

Pickles, a member of the first Canadian 
contingent, will be read with considerable 
interest by his friends in this part of the 
world. Mr. Pickles Is a son of Rev. Mr. 
Pickles, at one time stationed at Point de 
Bute and Fort Lawrence, and well known 
in Sackville. Private Jack says, writias 
under date of Jan. 4th'

This is a mighty wild place, 1 can tell 
you. I would not mind the heat so mucb, 
which is worse all the time than you have 
in mid-summer in New Brunswick, hut the 
dust is a terror. I suppose you think you 
know something about dust in Sackville 
but if you were out here you would think 
you had never seen such a thing before.

But of course 1 am not finding fault, for 
on the whole I like the life. There are just 
a few things about it I don’t like, and the 
dust is one of them.

I was in a real fight the other day, and t 
didn’t get hurt either, but we hurt some of 
the Boers, and don’t you forget it.

We have known for some little time tb.it 
the Boers were gathering at Douglasstown, 
about 25 or 30 miles from here, and on Sun­
day last a few Canadians and Australians 
sauntered out in that direction, 
about noon we rather surprised, Mr. Boer, 
and before he knew where he was we tad 
cleaned him out entirely.

The Boer loss was 20, opr loss 
Australians killed and four wounded. IVe 
also captured about 40 prisoners. I tell you 
they are tough-looking pills. They art bis 
and strong, but they look more like trium - 
than soldiers. They all, or nearly all, *f«r 
long hair and whiskers, and are dirty look­
ing. The only difference I can see betv.<-u 
the privates and the officers is a black band 
the latter wear around their left am. Vv 
also captured some baggage, wagone, 
which were burned..

Of course I felt a trifle shakey “when i 
guns began to *oot;" but that feeling sum 
leaves one, and you just keep banging : v.a> 
yourself, and think only of getting in your 
good work. It’s better than shooting duck* 
on the Tantramnr marshes—that Is. if you 
don’t get hit. Kindest regards to all Sack­
ville friends.

British Medical Press Suggests That 
Bubonic Disease Is Now in Eng­

land in Unsuspected Farm.

TITLE LONDON, Feb. 8,—A story which at 

first sight is alarming has been printed 
in the medical press—that the plague 
is in England in an unsuspected form.

Seme months ago a strange disease 
appeared ta Southampton, where, it 
attacked dogs. Since then the disease, 
which appears to be highly specific in 
its nature, has been slowly spreading 
to other parts of the country.

The disease seems to have been 
brought on ships by rats and com­
municated to dogs. It is highly infec­
tious and fatal. It is now in London, 
and many deaths of dogs have oc­
curred from it, though not diagnosed 
as the bubonic plague.

Nothing bas been said, however 
about It having attacked man.

Meanwhile influenza, which for a 
time was spreading so extensively, is 
now dying out, so rapidly, in fact, that 
the death rate of London, from being 
double the average, has fallen in three 
•weeks to Slightly below normal.
