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LATE AND IMPORTANT FROM CANTON.

Public Notice to British Sz[}{jucﬁv.-_—Tbe
Chief Superintendant yesterday received
an edict, of which the annexed is a copy,
to the -joint address of the Consul of the
King of Holland, the Consul of the Uni-
ted States, and himself.

By this law the ships and erews of all
nations, henceforward arriving in China,
are liable to the pemalties, the first, of
eonfiscation, and the last, of death, upon
the determination of this goveriment that
they have introduced opium.

The danger of confiding to this govern-
ment, the administration of any judicial
process concerning foreigners can scarce-
ly bé more strikingly manifested than in
the list of names lately proseribed by the
High Commissioner. Evidence that has
been good to satisfy his Excellency that
these sixteen persons are principal parties
concerned in introducing opiam, and
therefore to justify their detention as hos-

bers of the forcigners of various nations,
and the openness of communication by
sea in every part, and considering that
the Jaws and enactments of the celestial
court are extremely strict, it is still requi-
site that the punishment attaching to the
prohibition against the importation of
opium should be plainly proclaimed. AN
you foreigners of every nation,—shonld
you mot come hither, there the matter
rests ; but should you come to the terri-
tory of the celestial court, be you people
of any country whatsoever, so often as
opium is brought, in all cases; in accord-
anee with the new law the parties shall
be capitally executed, and the property

THE marvest, &c. ;

From all quarters, the accounts speak
in the highest terms of the harvest ; con-
siderable quantities of wheat, barley, and
oats having been sacked in most exeellent
condition, in the Western, Southern, and
Midland Counties.
Leeps—We are now at the commence-
ment of the harvest in the northern ¢onn-
ties, and for the latter part of the present
month we have had tolerably favourable
weather for ripening the grain, which is
generally advanced to matarity. The
crops, we think, promise a fair average,
if they are well secured, but we do not
think that we should be justified in hold-
ing out any higher expectations. Tn the
south, after a very rainy season in July,
during which time nine inches of rain fell
in Devonshire, a great improvement took
place early in August ; and in the corn
commties, the harvest has on the whole
been seeared in good condition. Tn the
midland counties much of the wheat is
cut, but not housed, and as a great breadth
of corn was laid by the heavy rains of Ja-
ly, the yield in the district between the
Trent and the Thames is not expected to
reach an average. On the whole, we
should say that the prospects of the har-
vest are fair, but not brilliant. The price
of wheat in the Wakefield market yester-
day was quoted 2s. per quarter lower than
on that day se'nmiaht.— Leeds Mercury.
Lixcorn—The harvest has now begun
in right earnest, and although we eamnot
speak very favourably of the quality of the
wheat, it having been seriously injured
by the rain and by the floods, yet there
will not be on the whole a short supply
of “ bread stuff;” and should the weather
but continue fine, a very large quantity
will safely and in good condition be hous-
ed. The barley crops look well, of good
bright colour, and already mauy hundred
acres have yielded both to the sickle and
seythe. . Oats are fine, both in straw and
corn, and many quarters will in a few days
be carried.  Hundreds of acres of hay are
yet uneut and uncarried, and many we
fear are still under water.
Avnsuirs—The harvest may be said
to have been fairly comthenced, at least
in particular localities of this county—
Several fields of barley have beeu cut
down; and in one or two instances.oats
have already fallen before the sickle—
The weather, alternative shower and
sunshiue, is not so propitious as we could
wisli, still we believe the crops are likely
to exceed expectation.—Glasgow paper.
Hererory.—The Larvest and the wea-
ther in Herefordshire and the surraund-
ing districts, undet the blessing of' I
Providence, go hand in hand gloriodLiy,
and a great deal of wheat hias been alrea-
dy hauled in tnost excellent condition.—
The crops everywhere promise abund-
ance, and the late rains, with very slight
exceptions, have rather imptoved than
injuted the wheats, except in' particulat.
places, where the crops are generally late,
about a week or ten days mote of such
weather ns wo have been blesséd with for
the last five days, will see all the wheats,
it the best possible condition, in the batn
ot inrick. The hop-grounds, too, ate pro-
gressing well in most places.

Devon.—Four-fifths of the wheat of this
neighbourhiood (Exeter) have been saved
in excellent condition, and of capital qual-
ity.”
