Religiously or irrcligionsly, they are
devided. There are the regular Baptists
of the most strict sect who do not consider
anyone fit for- church membership until
they give up every filthy habit, even the
use of tobacco.

There is another section who hold these
views, with the addition.of the literd
foot-washing ; but these two sections com
prise but a small portion of the Meanon-
ite people, and they are greatly opposed by
the other sects amongst them, even more
#0 than the Baptists are by other denomi-
nations.

There i+ snother sdetion of this people
that hold« our views aa to the subjects of
baptisw, but substitute sprinkling or pour-
ing for baptism; and yel others who ap
sroach very nearly to the viewa of the
Eoglish Church; ind, lastly, those who
keep holiday like the Roman Catholic.

Aé u people they are generally very
intemperate, both in the use of tobacco
aod liquor. They use intoxicsting drink
in & most dangerous way. Not only do
those who ought to have better wsense
driuk, but they bring it home and teach
the young children to use it, thus corrupting
the whole race. The Lord’s day is not a
very sacred institution with the mass of
thew, and the Eoglish speaking. people
have not given them & very good example
in this s ia other things. ., 2

Their school system—if system it may
be called-—is of & very low ch , and
the mixing of the Eoglish and German
languages leaves them &t preseat in sn
unsettled state of educ tion. They are &
kind and iooffensive people, generally
given to hospitalify.

Pope Piua IX. in his Ency
clical Letter of Aug. 15th, 1854, said:
“The absurd and erroneous doctrines or |
ravings io defense of liberty of conscience |
are & most pestilential ercor—a pest, of all
others, most 10 be dreaded in a wtate’
The same Pope, iv his Encycheal Letter |
of Dec. Sth, 1864, soathematized * Those
who nasert the liberty of conscience and of
religious worship,” also “All snch - as
mainta o that the church may not employ
forge,”

The pacific tone of Rome’ in the Uaited
States does not imply a change of heart;
She is tolerant where she is helpless, Says
Bishop O’Connor: * Religious liberty is
merely enduped until the opposité can be
carried jnto effect without peril to the
Catholic. World.” The Catholic Review |
says . “Protestantism, of every form, has
not, and never can have, any right where
Catholicity is triumphant,” (A strange
kind of catholicity!) Toe Archbishop of
8t Louis once said : “ Heresy and unbelief
are crimes ; and in Christian countries, as
in Ttaly and Spain, for instance, where all
the people are Catholics, and where the
Catholic religion is an essential part of the
law of the land, they are punished as other
crimes,” In the same strain The Boston
Pilot :. “ No good government can exist
without religion, and there can be no
religion without an Inguisition, which is
wisely designed for the promotion and pro
tection of \Ee true faith.” The following
ia from The Rambler,,  Catholic paper of
London : “Religious liberty, in the sense of
8 liberty possessed by every man to choose
his religion, is one of the most wicked de-
lusions ever foisted npon this age by the
father of all deceit. The very name of
liberty—except in the sense of & permissiou
to do certain definite acts—ought to be
banished from the domain of religion. It
is neither more nor less than falsehood. No
man has a right to choose his religion.
Noue but su atheist can uphold the prin-
ciples of m]iﬁioua liberty. Shall I foster
that damnable doctrine, that Socianism,
and Calvanism, and Anglicanism, and
Judaiem, are not every one of them mortal
sins, like murder ln? sdultery? Shall I
hold out hopes to my erring Protestant
brotier, that [ will not meddle with his
oreed if he will not meddle with mioe?
Shall I tempt him to forget that he has no
more right to his religions views than he
has to my purse, to my house, .or to my
life blood? No, ®atholicism is the most
intolerant of creeds. It is intolerance 1tself;
for it i the truth iteelf.”

Another foundation stone of our free in~
stitutions is_free speechland. a free press.
But in his Encyclical Letter of Dec. 8tb,
1884, Pius IX. anathematized “All who
wsintain the liberty of the press,” and
* all advooates of the liberty of speech.”
He callx it “ the liberty of perdition.”

Again, free schools are one of the corner-
stones of our Governwent. Catholic op-
position to our public-school system is
general aud well known. Says & Papal
Encyclical : “XLV,~The Romish eburch
has a right to interfere in _the discipline
of the public schools,and in the arrange-
ment of the studies of the public tchools,
and in the choice of the teachers for these
achools. XL VII.—Public echools open to
all children for the education of the you:
should be under the control of the Rom.

The first csuse is the enormous capital of
one hundred and thirty or ove bundred and
forty willions which is asnually employ+d
in the supply aod sale and distribution of
intoxicating drink ; and the othe: the com-
plicity of Goveramen: in raising more than
thitty millions of revenue from the same
trade.  Much more ought to be said on this
firat cause of the evile under whioch we
suffer, but it ia pecessary 1o pass to the
eecond cause, nawely: the complicity of
onr Government in raisiog one-third of its
revenue from the trade of intoxicating
drinks, It in the most prosperous trade,
and therefore the wmoat readily taxable.
The rich do not complain of it,and the
intemperate pay no heed 1o price. It has
aleo & virtuous aspect, which is, neverthe-
less, illueory, namely : that by raisitg the
price of drink the tacilitien of intemperance
are diminished. It in certain that the most
a¢artic Chancellor of the Exchequer will
