Belief Expressed That theWinnipeg, Man., June 25—At a special Executive ses­

sion of the strike committee last night it was agreed that 
the general sympathetic strike which has hendirgppfd Win­
nipeg industry for six weeks should be'called off at eleven 
o’clock Thursday forenoon, but formal announcement of 
this decision was withheld until the official organ of the 
central strike press committee, "The Enlightener," appear­
ed on the streets this afternoon. The Enlightener is the suc­
cessor of the Western Labor News which was suppressed 
several days ago.
Official notice of the termination of 

the strike was sent to Premier T. C.
Norris, of Manitoba, by Alderman 
Ernest Robinson, secretary of the 
strike committee. Mr. Robinson also 
made formal application that the gov­
ernment appoint a Royal Commission 
to enquire into the cause of the in­
dustrial troubles.

Street Railway Strike Will garding Ships at the Time

Armistice Was Signed.( be Settled Today—Men to 
Get Increase Demanded is 
the Report. Paris, June 26.—The Council of 

Three, composed of Premiers Ltoyd 
George and Clemenceau, and Presi­
dent Wilson, at its meeting today 
discussed the scuttling pf the German 
fleet at Scapa Flow, according to the 
Paris office of Reuter's Limited. The 
Council had before it, and examined 
fully, it is added, the facts relative 
to what took place with regard to the 
ships at the time the armistice was 
signed.

The statement, the News Agency 
says, made is regarded as an official 
explanation.

“At the time of the signing of the 
armistice, the British Admiralty and 
the British government strongly urg­
ed that the German ships be surrend­
ered. The French military authori­
ties. however, put forward the view 
that, tor the purpose of the armistice, 
the surrender of the German ships 
was not absolutely essential. They 
were most anxious that the armistice 
should be concluded, having regard 
for the very serious loss of life daily 
on the western front. Insistence up­
on surrender ofHthe fleet, they felt, 
might delay the signing for which, de­
spite rumors to the Contrary, Marshal 
Foch was as desirous as any one.

"The French, therefore, suggested 
that the German ships be interned in1 
neutral ports, a course which they 
believed would not bo regarded by the 
enemy in the same way as would the 
surrender of the ships. This view 
was supported by Admiral Benson 
(American naval representative in 
Paris).

"Ultimately a compromise 
reached providing for the inteiyi 
of the ships in a British port."

Ottawa, June 26.—The members of 
the Commons made a concerted drive 
on the order paper of the House today 
with the result that much bustness 
was accomplished.

Speaking ot the reception of the 
peace treaty by the German press, 
"The London Times" writes:

In the various oifiaial puonounoe- 
mente about the peace terms, two 
phrases recur—namely: that the terms 
cannot bo fulfilled and that they can 
not be endured. Many of the news, 
papers have an uneasy sense that 
there Is not much to be made out of 
the contention that the Allies in ar­
ranging terme they thought Just and 
neceisbary were little disturbed by the 
reflection that Germany would net 
like them. The impossibility of ful- 
tillng the term# seem# to the journal 
ists a better line to work on, and 
much space is devoted to showing that 
Germany must not agree to what she 
could not carry out.

The "Hamburger Nachrichten,” fox 
example, puts the argument crudely.

"The government," it says, "has the 
beet means of defence ready to hand. 
It must.confront the enemy with the 
statement that it is against German 
conscientiousness and German sense 
of uprightness to enter into undertak­
ings knowing that it will be unable to 
carry them out"

The government will proceed) to 
show that it to the enemy who ha# 
made It impossible to sign, and, that 
point having been eetablshed, they 
will have an eaey opening to the kind 
ot peace that Germany could sign. 
The latter, naturally, is a peace bas­
ed on the German interpretation of 
the fourteen points, due allowance be­
ing made for the fact they think ob­
vious, that until Germany is put in a 
position to restore herself, she cannot 
do much to help in restoring Belgium 
and France!

Another conservative Britiqfc Insti­
tution has opened its doors to women. 
According to "The London Dally Tele­
graph," The Institute of Bankers, at 
the annual meeting held at 34 Cle­
ment's Lane, discussed th» question 
of the admission of women, employed 
in banks to membership of the Insti­
tute, Sir Richard Vassar Smith, who 
presided, moved a resolution amend­
ing the constitution of the institute 
so as to allow of women becoming 
members. He said women clerks had 
béen allowed to attend the lectures 
and to make use of the library, but 
they could not be admitted to full 
membership unless the members 
agreed to the alteration.

There was a fairly general agree­
ment that women who were on the 
regular and permanent staffs of the 
banks should be admitted to member­
ship on the same terms as men. He 
was told there was a certain amount 
of opposition, but this arose, he be­
lieved, not so much on the s 
that women should be excluded 
the Institute, but on the general ques­
tion as to whether It was advisable 
women should be allowed to be in the 
service of the hanks.

This, he said, was not a question 
for the Institute, but for the banks. 
If the banks thought fit to allow 
women to be on their regular and 
permanent service, he thought they 
should be admitted to the privileges 
of the Institute. An amendment was 
moved that the resolution be deferred 
until a more opportune time, but this 
found 00 seconder, and the resolution 
to admit women was carried.

Eastman argued that Mr. Polk's Al­
leged request for money out of 
the fund appropriated by Congress 
for the President to spend as ho saw 
fit, was corroboration of his charge 
that "Woodrow Wilson is waging a 
private war against soviet Russia." 
Eastman refused to say how the ca­
blegram came into his possession. Be­
yond the statement that he had every 
reason to characterize it as a genuine 
copy, o" a message that passed be­
tween Mr. Polk and Mr. Lansing on 
the date named, he declined to make 
any explanations.

He declared that the act of the Ger­
mans violated both the armistice and 
peace treaty.

Viscount Gustave de Kergueszo. 
member of the naval committee of the 
Chamber of Deputies, told the budget 
committee of the Chamber, yesterday, 
that he had warned the French Minis 
try of Marine previously that the Ger­
man fleet interned in ' Scapa Flow was 
not being watched with sufficient care

The budget committee then decided 
to ask Premier Clemenceau for fur 
ther information on the sinking of the 
ships, and what steps the government 
proposed to make to have the loss 
made good.

New York, June 25. — Germans, 
says The London Times, in its survay 
or the enemy press, have an odd habit 
of publishing propagandist1 efforts in 
Austria, possibly in the hope that they 
may reach the Allies indirectly. Herr 
Georg Gothein, a member of the pres­
ent German Government, has been 
writing to the Neue Freie Press to 
explain at* length Germany’s inability 
t( pay war damages to France and 
Belgium, a thesis that would seem 
to have little direct interest for Aus-

Herr Gothein says that when Ger­
many undertook in the armistice con­
ditions to restore Belgium and the 
north of France she was both willing 
and able to carry out her obligations. 
But the protraction of the peace ne­
gotiations and the continuance of the 
blockade have altered the position. 
Germany is now bankrupt! and cannot 
pay even for the food and raw mate­
rials she requires for herself. Surely 
the Allies must see that it is very fool­
ish for creditors not to set the bank­
rupt on his feet, so enabling him to 
meet his debts. They ought to per­
suade the United States, Holland, 
Sweden, Denmark. Norway and Switz­
erland to finance Germany.

The Neue Free Presse, the survey 
continues, is not going to let Ger­
many monopolize a claim to bank­
ruptcy. It insists that German-Aus­
tria is the most poverty stricken coun­
try in the world, and that even if 
Czechoslovakia and the Slovenes and

DIFFICULT HOUSING PROBLEM

a Toledo, O., June 22.—This city must 
grapple with a difficult housing prob­
lem In preparing tor the enormous 
crowd expected here to witness the 
heavyweight championship contest be­
tween Jess Willard and Jack Demp­
sey, July 4. With a seating capacity 
estimated at about 60,Ode lu the arena 
it to estimated that at least 60,000 
visitors will be in Toledo the day of 
the bout. Of these about one-third, 
or 20,000, are expected to be in the 
city over night.

Toledo Itself is a city of about 300,- 
000 population and even in normal 
times the hotel accommodations are 
Inadequate. The city boasts of ele­
ven hotels of 100 or more rooms ca­
pacity and ten more of fifty rooms or 
better. The two biggest hotels have 
been "sold out” for the last six weeks. 
Nearly all the other larger hotels have 
reservations calling for their full ca­
pacity. The smaller hotels are filing 
more slowly, but unquestionably will 
be occupied to capacity long before 
July 3.

All the hotels plan to Install extra 
cots and beds In the rooms. A flat 
rate of $5 a bed, whether there are 
two or half a dozen beds In each 
room, has been established as the min­
imum. Only a few newspapermen, 
who have been on the scene a month 
or more, will be permitted to occupy 
rooms alone, 
obliged to share their rooms with 
as many persons as the management 
sees fit to provide beds for.

Estimates place the total bedding 
accommodations in the hotels at a dis­
crepancy of 13,000 beds for the num­
ber of persons expected to spend the 
night of July 3 In Toledo

Ad Q. Thatcher, a Toledo sports­
man, is the leader in the enterprise 
to provide sleeping accommodations 
for this overflow. Thatcher and sei 
eral associates have obtained leases 
on a number of vacant buildings in the 
downtown district and for the last 
month have been installing cots. The 
two largest of these buildings, the 
Terminal Building and ,i five story 
structure formerly occupied by To­
ledo's largest department store, will 
provide room for 3,000 and 2,500 cots

CONTRACTORS respectively, while others probably 
will have room for another 2,000 beds.

Thatcher and his associates are 
Installing cots formerly used in army 
cantonments. All bedding for the tem­
porary sleeping accommodations is be­
ing rented from Chicago, linen for Ib,- 
000 cots having been secured by the 
Toledans. Probably 10,000 beds will 
be ready by July 3, which leaves onl* 
1.000 ' extra sets’* for any emergen­
cies which are bound to arise.

Lodging houses are preparing to do 
a land office business. Like many 
other American cities, Toledo has out­
grown Its housing accommodations in 
the last few years due to the great, in­
dustrial growth and rooming quarter■ 
are none too plentiful even In normtii 
times. Keepers of lodging houses are 
planning to double up their regular 
guests to make room for the expect 
ed influx of visitors.

Toledo 1s within a short train dis­
tance of many large cities and hun­
dreds of persons will stop over night 
in these cities, coming to Toledo only 
in time for the contest. Hundreds, 
perhaps thousands of persons will stay 
all night in Chicago, Detroit and Cleve­
land, all within a few hours ride of To­
ledo.

Pullman and steamer accommoda­
tions cannot be counted upon. The 
United States Railroad Administra­
tion has ruled that it cannot permit 
the boxing contest to interfere with 
train movements vital to the demobil­
ization of returning troops and has al­
ready cancelled permits for many spe­
cial trains which had been planned 
for the contest. Persons who were 
planning on making the trip on these 
special trains will therefore have to 
come to Toledo before the bout and 
will add to the crowd of visitors here.

At yesterday’s meeting ot the Navy 
League when the matter or organising 
a Boys* Brigade In this city came up 
for discussion, some one suggested 
that It would be advisable to first 
get a training ship. The president, 
Col Sturdee, 8. S. D., pointed out that 
this was not the way It was usually 
done. The brigade was first organiz­
ed and given the necessary land train­
ing and then the ship was provided, 
to give them the sea training.

In this connection the following 
from the Montreal Star ot Tuesday 
may prove of Interest as showing how 
they have gone about the matter in 
Ontario :

The schooner Pinto, en route from 
Halifax to Toronto, where she will 
be taken over as a training ship for 
boys by th6 Ontario Division of the 
Navy League ot Canada, passed 
through Montreal yesterday morning 
on her way to Lake Ontario.

It was expected that the Pinto, 
which has more than local interest 
on account of having been used as 
a "mystery ship" or “Q” boat during 
the war, would berth In the port for 
a few hours before proceeding up 
the canal, In order to give Navy 
League officials and others here an 
opportunity of Inspecting her; but 
this plan was not carried out, and 
the Pinto was almost through the 
canal In tow ot her escorting tug 
before Navy League officials knew 
she was in port.

The Pinto Is an auxiliary schoon­
er of 100 tons, 114 feet long over 
all, of 28 feet beam, and with a hold 
9 feet in depth. She will accommo­
date 7C boys tor training purposes. 
A» a "Q" boat, It was Her duty to 
decoy German submarines by ap­
pearing to be a harmless merchant­
man, and when the U-boat came near 
enough, to open fire with her conceal­
ed guns.

Obdpping men anticipate a big 
movement of grain through St. John 
during the coming winter. It ka said 
that owing to the arrangements mad/ 
by the American government tor the 
marketing of the United States crop 
there wlti be little or no Canadian 
grain traffic through American ports 
until the American crop has been dis­
posed of. The grain crop in the Unit­
ed States Is expected to be the big­
gest on record, giving a large volume 
for export, and it may monopolise the 
facilities at American ports for the 
best part of the winter. As the bulk 
ot Canadian grain has always been 
sent forward through American ports, 
the conditions which have arisen 
should mean a big increase of grain 
shipments through St. Joun and Hali­
fax. The Canadian government is said 
to be considering the appointment of 
a special board to undertake the work 
of moving the Canadian grain crop 
this season.

Speaking in parliament the other 
day Hon. Mr. BaUantyne said:

"One of the big problems confront­
ing the government and the people of 
Canada, more particularly the grain- 
growers, is as to how this year’s crop 
is going to be handled, inasmuch as 
none of the grain will be allowed to 
go by American porta. It is a big task, 
but if we can get the shdpe we can 
certainly handle the grain. With the 
quick handling and the modern facili­
ties at the ports of Montreal, Que­
bec and St. John we can take care (ft 
the grain if the tonnage is available. 
With regard to St. John, I might men­
tion that there is only one elevator 
at St. John without, grain conveyors 
at the present time, but we hope that 
they will be installed shortly, which 
will enable us to handle the grain if 
we can get the ocean tonnage."

Note—It might be mentioned that 
all three elevators in this port hafcb 
grain conveyors, but there are a few 
berths without connection. Perhaps 
conveyors will be extended to these 
berths.

Last evening at a Joint meeting of 
the elders and trustees og Knox Pres­
byterian church, their minister, Rev. 
H. C. Fraser, intimated to them his 
intention of resigning hie position as 
minister of Knox church at the next 
meeting ot the Preebytery in July. 
Mrs. Fraser, who has suffered from 
throat trouble ever since their arrival 
In St John two years ago, went to the 
Pacific coast to Harrison Hot Springs 
in May for her health, and has found 
the change so beneficial that her doc­
tors advise against a return to St. 
John. On tills account and in order 
to Join his family, Mr. Fraser has de­
cided to place his resignatlm le*ce 
the Presbytery. While deeply regret­
ting the necessity of to* a movvnent 
the Elders and Trustees feel with Mr. 
Fraser that the step was not only 
justifiable, but the only one to be 
taken under the circumstances.

Mr. Fraser is the first minister ot 
Knox church, and during his pasto­
rate has had the satisfaction of seeing 
in this union church a healthy, steady 
growth in all departments. Both Mr. 
Fraser and his talented wife hold a 
warm place In the affections of their 
people, and while intimate friends 
have fearhd that Mrs. Fraser would 
not be able to live in St. John, to 
many this contemplated resignation 
will come as a surprise.

When Interviewed by a reporter last 
evening one of the leaders In Knox 
church said that Mr. Fraser had no 
position awaiting him, but that he 
planned on returning to Vancouver if 
released by presbytery.
