For an hour and a half he apoke
of domestic affairs and Canadian expan-
sion, comparing #sven years of Liberal rule
—1896 to 1903—with eighteen years of Con-
wervative rule—1878 to 1896. The increased
expendi‘ures of government he amply jue-
tified by a survey of results. The national
debt he showed was now much less bur-

den by reason of the growth of popula-,

tion. He defended the government’s rail-
way “policy, which would bind toge
ebstern and: vestern Canada and bwild up;
anothier ‘Omntario’ in fertile but acant ter-
ritbry, as large as Burope, between ‘Win-
aipeg and Quebec.’

Then for a half hour Sir Richard spoke
on immerial questions, gtronmgly advocating

an Anglo- American alliance to be brought |

A Tribute to Tarte,. -

servitive corrupticn at Ottdwa and praised
his ability.

Stephen Burpee Appleby was born at
Florenceville (N. B.) Oct. 21;.1833, being
the son of Charles 8. and Letitia Burpee
Appleby. After a thorough coumse in: the
common schools, he entered the law office
of Lewis P. Fisher, and later bécame e
student  at Harvard and also at the Uni-
versity of Albany, from which he received
the degree of bachelor of laws. In the
year ‘1868 he was admitted as an attorney,
and the following yéar was made a bar-
rister.  Some time later he was appointed
a queen’s cotinsel, ‘and ' continuwed to hold
an able place at the bar, being much
sought after, particularly in criminal
cases,

Batly in" life he wae attached to the
militia, holding' a commission. In poli-
tics deceased was a Liberal of the old
school. At the general election of 1873 he
was <iected to represent this county in
the dcnyinion parliament. The compliment
of a rcturm by acclamation was given him
in the following year, and he continued
to sérve up to the close of his term in
1878. After a lapse of nearly a quarter
of a century he again entered politics, and
was uhanimously chosén to répresent this
county in the local assembly during two
aessions preceding thé preseént house.

He i survived by his widow, who was,
previdus ‘to her marriage, Miss Harriet E.
Eatey, of Florenceville, and a family of
one eon and four daughters. His only
son; Charles, is the editor and proprietor
of the Dispatch. The daughters are Mrs.
Watson, of Watson Settlement, and the
Misses Kate, Helen and Ruth, who live
at homve. The funeral services will be
held at his late residence on Saturday

“American statéesmenship' will open up
the mniarkets of the far east.

THROWN FROM FAST
IRESS D LNES

Mother, After Infant Was Born,
Threw It Headlong Into Sriow
Bank, But Its Lusty Yells Brought
Aid,

New York, Dec. —No queerer happen-
ing has ever been recorded than that of
yesterday's baby of the snows; never has
hungry child begun exasience so strangely
and perilously as the infant girl now rosy,
cooing, hungry and very well in the care

of kind nurses oi the Memorial Hospital |

at Orange (N. J.)

This tiny creature, which will not be
twenty-four hours old until about ©
o'clock this morning, was yesterday, with-
in a few minutes after its birth, droppec
by its mother, Mrs. Mary Smith, from a
speeding Delaware, Lackawana & West-
ern train as it thundered past Orange (N.
J.) But bere was a baby with e lucky
star, if ever a baby had one. It did not
fall to instant death along the iron rails
of the roaring train. Its little brains were
not dashed out against great rocks along
the roadway.

Instead, it fell plump into a big drift of
soft snow. Its first crib was a couch of
feathery, white down from nature’s skies.
And there, sunk in the snow, it lay with-
out a vestige of clothing covering it8 soft,
pink body. Sharp and cold the winds
were blowing too. And so the little one,
having survived a fall from a rushing
train, faced death in another, more cruei
fashion—the numbing agony of freezing
:ntg ite newly born spark of life was

ead.

was Its Own Rescuer.

But the fate that saved it once was not
to desert this baby of the snows. Chance,
that had dealt dangerously and grotesque-

‘ly with this human waif, turned kindly.

In the bare breast of the tiny -child lying
out in the cold and‘snows were lusty lungs.
She used them. High the cry of the lone
infant rose. First the thunder of the
train on its way drowned the sounds. It
was, quite ten minutes after the train had
disappeared below the curve beyond the
station that the first sound of the infant
not yet a quarter of an hour old, reached
in its high piping the quick, sympathetic
ear of a woman. And showing the
strength of the baby's lungs, it is to be
mentioned that the woman who heard the
cry and rescued it was in a hotel fully
fifty yards away from the railroad tracks.

Meanwhile, the young mother was
stretched prone and unconscious on a seat
in one of the cars of the speeding train.
For fully twenty minutes afterithe birth
of ‘the child none save she knew of. the
reason of her half delirium and suffering.

The: car was only: partly filled with pas-

sengers, and the woman suffered in such
stoical silence that her agony was unob-
served. In a moment of delirum and
agony—the 'woman herself does mot know
how it happened—the child was plunged
from the train and fell into the piace of
safety in the big snow drift.

Mrs. Smith belongs in Greenwood Lake
(N. J.) She had. been deserted: by her
husband. She was trying to find him.
She wae on her way to New York, seek-
ing his relatives, hoping to get a trace of
him. She is now in St. Mary’s hospital,
in Jersey City, a place she reached only
after hours of delay that must-have cost
her suffering too terrible to describe. But
white-faced on her cot there last night,
her face writhed in anger and in suffering
when it was suggested that she meant to
do away with her little child, plaintively
her voice arose, thrilling with its earnest-
ness.

¢ries Ncw for Her Child.

«Jt is a terrible thing to say that 1
would treat my baby so. Where is my
‘baby? Why don’t they bring it to me? 1
want my little baby. Here in my arms—
that is where my little onme belongs.
want my baby back— I must have- her
back. Aren’t they bringing her to me
now? I am its mother. They cannot keep
it away. I don’t know how it fell from
the train. I was dazed, blind, crazed. 1
cannot think of what happened. But I
want my baby back—I want here here--
my poor little baby—to hold her hard and
warm against my breast.”

Yet the wan, pretty young wife may
not live to see her baby, and fo watch its
growth, the life that began so strangely.
She is very weak and a fever is racking
her.

But the baby—its rescue was as remark-
able as its dangerous adventures. Annie
Procob, employed at the United States
hotel, near the Orange station, was the
woman who heard the cry. She called to
Frank Menus, a mail carrier. He went
over to the snow drift. Out of it he
plucked Miss Smith kicking. He put her
in his mail bag and took her over to the
warm room of the hotel.

“The baby’s arms were getting blue, but
from the way she hollored she proved she
didn’t have any pneumonia,” said the man
who picked her up. Word wus sent to
Dr. G. Herbert Richards, of the health
department. He arrived in'a few minutes.
Soon Miss Smith was gurgling warm milk
with immense satisfaction, the while her
body glowed from a fine alcohol rub. Doc-
tor Richards took her in his own coupe to
the Memorial Hospital. She will live.

to'a close, several Nova Scotid - shippers of
apples have been fined for what the fruit
inspector charged, and apparently was
able to prove, was fraudulent marking of
fruit. This is greatly to be regretted.
However large the quantity of apples
shipped from 'the Annapolis Valley to
the English market, the home market is
worthy of cultivation. It is a well estab-
hshed fact that the English market is not
a certain quantity. The Nova Scotia ship-
pers had evidence of that no longer ago

P}xerb&nddh ‘friarket, and the guentity 'of
apples comumed here doeu not compaxe
with the: ahlpments across theocean. But,
nevertheless, there is a demand here, and
it ought to be supplied by our neignbors
across the bay. It is true that many
schoomer loads of, apples come into the
Market slip, and are sold, either ex-vessel
or at auction on the Market square. But
there is an element of doubt in all these
transactions. The man who buys is not
quite sure whether the fruit which looks
so nice on the top of the barrel will hold
its quality from top to bottom. Not only
is this true of the average schooner cargo,
but the St. John dealers who handle large
quantities are very dubious about the

there are on record instances where they
have ordered No. 1 and got a rather bad
No. 2.

The result of this general feeling of sus-
picion with regard to Nova Scotia fruit,
has been a large importation of apples
from the Province of Ontario. Why
should a St: John dealer handle five ox six
thousaud barrels of Ontario apples, when
he is 5o close to the Annapolis Valley?
The answer is that the Ontario apple var-
rgl holds, more, ‘and that the purchaser
can ‘rely, ahsolutely on the quality of the
frait. One St. John fruit dealer, who
handled” last year a large quantity of On-
tario apples, informs The Telegraph that
this year he had only to ask his customers
how many barrels each wanted, for they
were so well satisfied with the quality of
fruit that they had no hesitation in plac-
ing their order for this year’s supply.

The Telegraph has no other purpose in
placing these facts before its readers than
a desire to make the Nova Scotia shippers
aware of the facts as they present them-
selves to the citizens of St. John. There
is here a good market for apples. Why
should thousands of barrels of Ontario
fruit come to this city and province? It

The
various Welsh, Scotch and English mines
are using Swedish, Norwegian, French and
Spanish pit props, and I see no reason
why Canada should mot have a piece of
it. They use about 2,000,000 tons a vear,
and they are made of pine of the follow~
ing sizes:

Nine feet, running from 6 feet to 9 feet
diameter at small end, inside bark.

Thirteen feet, running from 8 feet to 11
feet diameter at small end, inside bark.

The storm of Thursday was the worst
experienced in St. John since February,
1902, when a blizzard set in one Sunday
night and raised an awful commotion.
Fortunately no marine disasters seem to
have accompanied Thureday’s blow thinks
no doubt, to timely warning given by the
meteorological bureau, but a number »of
cases of minor damage in and about the
city are reported. One effect of the storm
was to practically spoil the slcighing in the
city.

Official Report of the Storm.

' 'With heavy rain, the wind started up
at 3 o'clock Thureday morning, blowing
D | from the southeast, thirty-two miles an
hour. At 5 o’clock it registered thirty-
eight miles; at 6 o’clock, forty-four; at 7
o'clock, forty-six; and at 8 dropped to
forty-four again. At a quarter past nine
.| the wind shiited to the southwest and
grew stronger until at 10 o’clock it had a
velocity of fifty miles. Even stronger it
grew, and from 11.30 to 11.35 and 1235 to
1240 o’clock it*blew at the furious rate
of seventy-iwo ‘iles, while there were
quite a number of gusts at the rate of
seventy miles.

At noon the velocity was fifty miles; at
1 o’clock, fifty-six; at 2 o’clock, fifty four;
at 3 o’clock, fifty-six; then the worst was
over, and at 4 o'clock, forty-six was the
registration; at 5 o’clock, forty-eight, and
at 6, still from the southwest, the rate
was thirty-four miles.

The charcoal furnighes the required min-
eral matter which may have been lacking
in the food, and is also an excellent correc-
tive for digestive troubles, while the cop-
peras is a valuable tonic and. stomachic. If
the charcoal is at all hard to get, its place
is- taken almost as well by sods or earth
rich in humus. [t is questionable, indeed,
if there is anything better than sods or vege-
table mold taken from the woodlot. I a
small quantity be thrown into each pen
daily it is astonishing to see how much of
it :the hogs will consume; and the improved
health and thrift of the animals will be a
revélation to the feeder that has never be-
fore tried it.

Ground boune, wcod ashes, soft coal, old
montar, rotten wood, eic., are also among
the substances used and recommended for
this purpose.

Prof. Henry reports some interesting ex-
periments to test the value of bone meal and
hard wood ashes, when given as a supple-
ment to an exclusive corn ration. None of
the pigs: showed an entircly satisfactory
growth, but the difference in favor of those
getting bone meal ar ashes was very marked.
The pigs fed exclusively on corn were most
plainly dwarfed. When slaughtered the sev-

FEARFUL CONDITIONS IN.

STRICKEN TOWN.

Twelve Hundred Cases of Typhoid in Butler, Pa.—Domestic
Servants Flee from City and Trained Nurses Do Their
Work—Farmers Upon Whom the Towa Depended

for Provisions Have Deserted, )

When a town, of 18,000 inhabitants
wakes up to a realization of the fact that
1,200 of them are sick almost at the same
time, that new vietime are being stricken
down every day and that an epidemic is
upon it, how does it act? A visit to But-
ler (Pa.) just now will show. Butler is a
town of that eize, not far from Pitteburg,
and typhoid fever is the scourge it suf-
fers from. The eick list may reach 2,000
before the fever is etamped out. ;

One of the first results, when the popu-
lation grasped the extent of the epidemic,
wae an exodus of servant girls. Increased
wages were ecorned. The girle simply fled,
and the mistresaes had to do all the hard
work of the household as well as nurse
their eick. Next the farmers, who daily
brought fresh butter, eggs and produce,
began to grow ehy of the town; and store
produce had to take the place of dairy
products fresh from the farm. Commer-
cial travelers soon found they bad noth-
ing to sell in Butler which could not just
as well be ordered by mail as by personal
solicitation.

The trained nuree soon came to be as
common a sight in the streets as the let-
ter carrier, and ome could hardly hire a
livery rig for a pleasure drive because all
the horses were engaged for funerals. The
public echoo’s were closed, busine & droop-
ed; the stores and offices.fell largely under
the supervision of clerks, because employ-
ere were down with the féver. The bustle
and activity which once permezted the
whole town centred before long in the
hoapitals dnd relief agencies.

The telephone rang in the office of the
relief committee,and Chairman Moore took
dowin the receiver.

“Please send a nuree to Mrs. Smith.
Yes, she’s got the fever; and say, can you
eend some provisions and fuel—they’re all
out of things.” :

The chairman noted down the wants of
Ms. Smith; together with the street and
number, and turned from the telephone
with a weary eigh. It was the fourth new
cage that day.

The telephone bell rang again. Once
more the chaimman placed his ear to the
receiver. It was the voice of the treas-
urer of the relief committee at the other
end of the line this time,

“Juet received a checksfrom the Penn-
sylvania railroad for $1,500,"and there’s a
special with twenty-five fained nurses on
ite way, from Philadelphia,” was what he
eaid. The chai*man hastebed to break the
good news to his associdtes, who paused
barely long enough to express their appre-
ciation before turning aggin to the work
of aiding their stricken 'townspeople.

Thoee  were two "‘ﬁ.ﬁ “many incidents
of a day at Butler.  Her struggle has won

-the sympathy and support, financial and

ph,vsical, of Pittsburg, Marrsburg, Lan-
‘caster, Philadelphia, and c:ties of the west,
tnot to mention smaller places in Pennsyl-
vania.  In New York the wave of sym-
pathy for Butler has capsed a ripple in
philanthropic ‘circles. ' From far and near
money, medical supplies and trained nurses
have becn sent to heér, until now Butler
has again taken heart and is anxiously
‘looking forward to a day in the future
whsn che will be able to declare the last
case ‘“‘out of danger.”

Many cavses have been assigned for the
epidemic in Butler, which has now re-
sulted in over 1,200 cases of typhoid and
about thirty deaths from the disease. The
first cause assigned, and that etill clung
to. by the majority of the residents and
physicians, was the water supply. The
supply was wholly taken until a short time
ago from Conequen<ssing Creek, a emall
sluggish etream that flows down from the
hil'ls above the city. On Aug. 24, the
Boydstown dam, upon which the company
depended for its supply, broke. Water
was then taken from a emall tributary of
Conequeneesing Creek, known ag Thorn
Run. About this time cases of typhoid
began bo appear in Butler, but as to
whether these cases appeared before or
after the taking of water from Thora Run
began is a matter in dispute, and whether
or not the water was impregnated with
fever germs is also a point on which even
the phys'cians fail to agree. By those who
hold that the water was polluted it is
c'aimed that eeveral families above Butler
who had typhoid fever allowed their
drainage to run into Thorn Run, and that
in this way the germe of the disecse were
carried down to the city. No claim is
made, however, that the water company
had knowledge of such a state of affaire.
The company has now completed a fine
new dam on Thorn Run, filter beds have
been put in, and-at the pumping station
on Conequenessing Creek, about half a
ymile out from the centre of the town, an
expert bacteriologist is in constant attend-
is now aeserted that whatever

“Those women who
came here to nurse us have taken hold,
and done work which was not expected of
them. They have performed the duties
of two women, and some day they will
get their reward.” ‘I am sorry to say,
Miss Blank,” explained oune of the relief
committee officials the other day, “that
the family to which you are assigned is
without a domestic. It is through no fault
of theirs, but it will mean extra labor for
 you.” ,, “Oh, that will be. all right, I

time like this.”

A striking contrast to the courage of
these nurses is afforded by commercial
travelers and business men from other
places, who have business interests in But-
ler. “Those fellows are a chicken-hearted
lot,” said one Butler business man, speak-
ing of the commercial travelers. ‘‘Before
this epidemic broke out, you couldn’t keep
them away from Butler with shotguns.
They hung around us like bees around a
hive. Now. we have hard work placing
what few orders we have. Wait until
they show their heads when this thing is
over. We'll show them, then, I reckon.”

One of the most striking illustrations of
the sacrifices made by the women of But-
ler is afforded by the Misses Wagner, who,
when the Butler General Hospital and the
Emergency Hospital became filled to over-
flowing with fever patients, at the outset
of the epidemic, threw their fine house
open as a hospital. The gift was’a god-
send to the relief committee, and was an
act which inspired others to follow suit,
until now there is little doubt that all the
patients can be properly housed. The
Misses Wagner, daughters of wealthy par-
ents, now dead, have been prominent in
charitable work in Butler for some time.
Their house,which contains sixteen rooms,
is one of the best residences in Butler.
That the courage of the sisters is not less
than their generosity is shown by the fact
that, although a number of fever patients
have already been located there by the
relief committee, they still continue to
live at the house, and are doing all in their
power to aid the nurses in the work.

Many persons apply for relief direct to
the office. While the chairman was speak-
ing to the writer, 8 man past middle age
addressed him.

“Are you in trouble, too, Mr. Jones?”

“Yes,” replied the man; “my wife is
down, sir.”

“You want a nurse?”’

Some relief in the solution of the ser-
vant problem was afforded Butler late in
the week, when, after a diligent search,
twenty-five girls were secured from dif-
ferent parts of western Pennsylvania,
But another wholly unlooked far compli-
cation developed when it was found last
week that the farmers were keeping away
from the town. They have kept what
they consider a safe distance - between
themselves and Butler, and the result is
that the city has suffered some in its eup-
ply ‘of butter, eggs and farm products,
though not to an extent that is yet re-
garded serious by the dealers.

Many of those who- believe Butler’s
water supply to be responsible for the epi-
demic, and they form the major part of
the citizens, are availing themselves of the
offer of the mirror factories to supply all
who wish with distilled water. ‘There are
two large mirror factories in the city, and
they are obliged to distill water in great
quantities, as nothing but distilled water,
absolutely free from impurities, can be
used in the process of silvering mirrors.
These factories have their own distilling
plants, and numerous dally calls are made
upon them for the water.

The exact number of sick is not  yet
known even to the committee, the city
officials or any of the doctors. When the
epidemic first broke out calls upon the
physicians were so numerous that no ac-
curate record was kept of them. New
cases are developing daily, although the
physicians say ihat now new cases are
not developing nearly as fast as had been
feared. A conservative estimate of the
number of cases now in Butler is said, on

There are many in Butler who hold to
a theory of water pollution to which little
prominence has yet been given, but of
which more will be heard in the investi-
gations of the State Board of Health, now
in progress. This theory, in brief, is that
the pollution of the waters of Thorn Run
was brought about by the gangs of Ital-
jans employed in the construction of the

.néw dam and water basin. These Italian

laborers, they claim, to the number of
150, were at work on the dam about a
year. They camped in shanties and dug-
outs on the steep hillsides rising on either
side of Thorn Run. It is claimed that
there was no proper drainage for the re-
fuse of this encampment and that each
rainstorm washed it down the hillside into
the stream from which Butler was getting
its water supply.

The fact that Butler’s sewage drains in-
to Conequeriessing Creek has given rise to
a problem which the Federal authorities
have deemed of sufficient importance to
investigate. There are several small towns
and boroughs below Butler that take their
water from the creek, and doctors agree
that immediate steps must be taken to
prevent the spread of the disease to these
places. Dr. John F. Anderson, acting di-
rector of the hygienic laboratory of the
Marine Hospital Service, has been sent to
Butler from Washington to investigate the
situation there and to judge of the pos-
sibility of the disease spreading to other
states.

Among the offers of aid received was
that of bankers in Pittsburg who are in-
terested in the Standard Steel Car Com-
pany_at Butler to expend $3,000 in the
boring of artesian wells. A concern in
Pittsburg, manufacturing distilled water,
offered to ship several carloads to But-

ler. The governor has placed $2,000 at
the disposal of the State Board of Health
for the presecution of its work in Butler.

Up to the present over $15,000 has been
receiyed from all sources. It ‘is estimated ,
that een $20,000 and $30,000 will have
been expended before the epidemic has
run its course.—N. Y. 'Ifibure.

of great financial interests. All the im-
portant business in of the country
instinctively opposed . Bryam, and
there was no chance for a sharp division
of the great’ intevests ‘from the little in-
tereste of every kind. As a rule the great
edrporations stood with MoKinley, but so
also did the'smaller Ainazicial interests of
the country, The divigion that is now tak-
ing place, therefore, takes place mow for
the first time. This colossal concentration
of power may be said to have come into
being during the past eight’ yéars.

And there is another mew fact in the
present situation; Traditionally the larger
business interests of the country have
been on the Republican rather than the
[Democratic eide. Doubtless they will con-
tinue to We. But the interesting phenom-
enon now presented is the opposition of
these interests to the momination of the
most popular - Republican candidate for
the presidency, with the possible inference
that if he should be nominated and @
sound Demorerat should secure the Demo-
cratic momination, the influence of these
intereste might conceivably be thrown on
the Demeorcratic side.

It has come about therefore—or it is
fast coming about—that Mr. Roosovelt
will divide the Republican party—he is
dividing Republican gentiment at leact
~into these two camps—the great corpor-
ate intereste that favor publicity about
corporations. :

I It is, then, this gigantic concentration
that President Roosevelt’s policy has ‘“‘rum
up against.”

Nor is this all. It is generally under-
stood and believed in financial circles here
that the great groups of Morgan inter-
ests also share—or will share if the con-
test be sharply drawn—the feeling of the
Standard Oil interests. The current be-
lief is that they will all stand together
against a policy of enforced publicity—
that is, against Mr. Roosevelt’'s nomina-
tion.

This is so far the most silent great
struggle—if it do come to the point of a
pitched conflict—that ever took "place in
political history.

the business world.
