The first enemy attacks
on Witoniez and the heights south’of it
were repulsed, but in the afternoon the
enemy, after a flerce artilelry bombard-
ment, {aunched a fourth attack and cap-
tured our advanced trenches on the
western bank of the Stokhod, south of
Witoniez.
