In addressing for the first time the 
Parliament of Canada, I desire to express 
the satisfaction I feel in resorting to your 
advice and assistance as well as my deep 
sense of my own good fortune In being 
permitted to associate myself with you In 
your labors and asperatlons for the wel­
fare of the Dominion.

I rejoice to think that my assumption 
of office should have taken place at a 
period when the prospects of the country 
appear so full of promise, when peace 
and amity prevail amongst neighboring 
nations, and when so many Indications 
are afforded of the success with which 
Canada herself is consolidating her poli­
tical unity and developing her material 
resources.

In accordance with the decisien of 
Parliament and to carry Into effect the 
legislation of last session I have caused 
a charter to be granted to a body of Ca­
nadian Capitalists for the construction of 
a Pacific Railway. The company now 
formed has given assurances that this 
great work will be vigorously prosecuted 
and a favorable state of the money mar­
ket in Englands afford every hope that 
satisfactory arrangements may be made 
for the required capital. The pa­
pers and correspondence relating to 
this subject will be laid before you. 
During the past year the surveys for the 
Improvement and extension of our sys­
tem of canals for which appropriations 
were made last session have been in ac­
tive preparation, and I am glad to inform 
you that the plans and specifications for 
the enlargement of the Welland and the 
construction of the Baie Verte canals 
have been completed and that the works 
can now be put under contract.

The surveys for the St. Lawrence 
conals will I am assured be finished in 
time to commence the works at the begin­
ning of next year. This will Insure the 
completion of all these great undertakings 
at the same period.

It is gratifying to know that the efforts 
made to encourage Immigration have met 
with a great measure of success, and 
that the numbers seeking a home in Can­
ada have been greatly augmented during 
the last year.

I do not doubt your readiness to make 
ample provision for the steadily Increas­
ing stream of settlers that may hereafter 
be annually expected to add to the popu­
lation, wealth and strength of the Domin­
ion.

B00The compilation of the first census of 
the Dominion approaches completion and 
this would therefore seem a fitting time 
to provide for the establishment of a pro­
per system for the accurate collection 
and scientific arrangement of statistical 
information. I commend this subject to 
yonr attention.

It la important that provision should 
be made for the consolidation and amend­
ment of the laws now In force In the se­
veral Provinces, relating to the represen­
tation of the people in Parliament. A 
measure for this purpose, and one for the 
trial of controverted Elections will be 
submitted for your consideration. Your 
attention will be invltod to measures 
for the amendment of the Laws re­
lating to Pilots, to salvage, and to 
the Trinity Houses ol Montreal and 
Quebec as well as lor the improvement ol 
the lawe generally affecting our merchant 
shipping. Experience has shown that tbe 
duties now performed in the offices of the 
Secretary ol State and the Secretary of the 
Provinces may be readjusted with advan­
tage to the Pubic- Services. A bill on the 
subject will belaid before you.

Among other measures bills will be pre­
sented to you relating to the Criminal 
Law, to weights and measures, and to the 
amendment and consolidation of the In­
spection Laws.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

Fredericton, March 5.
The dabatc on the bill to legalize the 

Portland Assessment continued yester­
day, Mr. Maher moving its postpone­
ment three months. Hon. Mr. Willis,
Mr. Caic, Mr. Coram and Hon. Mr. Fra­
ser, favored the bill, and Mr. Adams, Mr. 
Gillespie and Mr. Landry favored the mo­
tion to postpone. Mr. Maher’s motion 
was put and lost and the bill agreed to.

Mr. Maher introduced a bill to estab­
lish liens in favor of mechanics and 
others ; Napier, a bill to divide the Parish 
of New Bandon into two separate and 
distinct parishes ; Mr. Fraser, a bill re­
lating to clerks in both branches of the 
Legislature, providing a retiring allow­
ance of $1200 a year for Mr. WetmoreL 
Clerk of the House of Assembly.

The Provincial Secretary, in reply to 
Mr. Gough, promised to bring down all 
the papers asked for, except those relat­
ing to export duty.

Mr. Lindsay’s representation bill was 
committed. It takes one member each 
from St. John, Westmoreland, Charlotte 
and York, and two from Northumber­
land. Mr. Hibbard said he would go for 
the bill, for reducing the Executive, and 
for abolishing the Legislative Council.
Mr. Napier opposed the bill. Mr. Alward 
was in favor of it. Mr. Hanington said 
he intended moving for a Maritime union 
if the Government didn’t. The bill before 
the House was not equitable as it was not 
based on population. Progress was re­
ported.

The Attorney General laid before the 
House a copy of the report of the Privy 
Council of Canada on the School Act, 
with the reply of our Executive Council.

To-day’s Proceedings.
Mr. Beckwith moved the House in Com­

mittee of the Whole on a bill to legalize 
and confirm the assessment of rates and 
taxes in Frederiton for 1872.

Mr. Landry wished the consideration of 
the bill deferred for a short time as peti­
tions were circulating opposing the bill ;

On motion Mr. Lindsay’s bill reducing 
the number of members of Assembly was 
referred to a special committee of one 
member from each County. ^

Mr. Adams presented a petition op­
posing the dividing of New Bandon into 
two parishes.

In answer to Mr. Gough Mr. Steven­
son said the Surveyor General’s Report 
would contain all information regarding 
the settlement of immigrants in the 
counties of Northumberland, Gloucester, 
and Restigouche.

Liverpool from Galveston, before report­
ed abandoned at sea, reports :

Left Galveston Nov. 23 ; proceeded un­
til Dec. 20, when it commenced a gale 
from N.N.W. ; two hands to the tyheel, 
shipping tremendous seas, foresail split 
and went to pieces, foretopmaststaysail 
tack gave way, and sail split and rail en­
tirely under water. Next day perfect 
hurricane, ship taking in great quantities 
of water. At 2 p. m. same day the sea 
burst in the lee deck house doors and 
completely gutted it, taking men’s clothes, 
beds and bedding, and cooking utensils ; 
swept off deck cargo, water tank and 
casks, together with all spare spars on 
board. At 5 p. m. ship settled to port 
side, so that it became impossible formen 
to stand at the pumps. Cut weather fore­
topmast backstay to try to get ship’s 
head to sea and right her, but it was no 
use. Had to cut away foremast, which 
went four feet above deck, taking main- 
masthead and mizzentopmast with it, 
which caused ship to right a little. At 7 
p. m. sea broke over and split main rail, 
broke several stanchions, rose covering 
boards, carried away top of deckhouse, 

and everything movable about 
main deck ; rudderhead and rudder gone 
fromstern post. It was impossibleforcrew 
to stand upon deck. At 8 p. m. sea broke 
in cabin skylight and cabin windows, 
tearing away part of top of cabin and fill- 
lug it with water, destroying almost all 
the stores. Pumps constantly attended 
to when practicable. Seven and a half 
feet of water in the hold and all our salt 
provisions and water washed away with 
the exception of about 35 gallons water 
in a cask. Jan. 29, 7 p. m., lat 42.29, lou 
25.32, three 'masted schooner Joseph 
Daniels, of Swansea, sent his boats and 
offered all the assistance in his power. 
Also Peter Joynson, Watson, for Fal­
mouth, sent their boats alongside, when, 
after consultation with officers and crew, 
we determined to abandon the ship, more 
particularly as the decks were becoming 
so hot that we feared spontaneous com­
bustion. Accordingly we abandoned her, 
but previous to doing so we fired the ship 
in order to prevent disasters to passing 
vessels.

On the 28th tjie gale continu­
ed with increasing violence from the 
north-west, heavy seas were shipped 
which carried away the main stay 
sail, lorestay sail, stays and head gear. 
The ship still leaking very badly, they 
were obliged to keep the pumps at work, 
expecting her to go down every minute, 
and, to add to the horror of their posi­
tion, two of the crew and the cook got 
badly frozen and were of little use after­
wards. On the 29th the wind calmed 
down and the sea fell so that they were 
able to make a fire in the cabin and get 
some hot coffee, the first after leaving 
port, all the bread and small stores being 
lost. The ice all the time was accumulat­
ing on the ship until it was so heavy as 
to sink her down so that her decks were 
under water. They were unable to leave 
the pumps long enough to cut the ice 
away, having, night and day, to relieve 
each other every hour. On the 30th the 
gale sprung up again ; four and a half 
feet of water in the hold. The men were
completely discouraged,and,knowing they 
could not hold out much longer, the captain 
put her before the wind aud ran for the 
Gulf Stream. After two days sail to the 
south the ice began to break off the rig­
ging, and, finding they made less water 
while rnnning, they put on what sail they 
could and let her run wherever the wind 
would take her, in hope of meeting some 
vessel that would take them off what 
seemed to be their floating sepulchre. 
No sail came in sight, and on they went 
driven at the will of the wind. After 
getting In the Gulf Stream the wind haul­
ed to the west and again blew a gale until 
the 14th Inst., when they arrived in Fayal, 
they being obliged all the time to keep 
the pumps going or go to the bottom- 
As soon as the anchors were dropped in 
the harbor every one of the crew lay 
down completely exhausted, and men had 
to be obtained from the shore to 
work the pumps and keep the ves-
