THE UNITED STATES’ POSITION.

Washington, Sept. 24.—The state de­
partment has made public the text of 
the notes addressed by it to the gov­
ernments of Germany, Russia and 
China, in answer to inquiries from 
them as to the attitude of the United 
States toward various phases of the 
Chinese problem. The answer to the 
German note is phrased so as to soften 
the unqualified refusal of the United 
States government to make the pun­
ishment of the Chinese ringleaders a 
condition precedent to negotiations. 
But it is noted that in the expression 
of a purpose to insist upon the ulti­
mate and proper punishment of these 
offenders the state department goes 
far beyond the German declaration on 
the subject.

The latest parliamentary return re­

lating to 'the production and consump­
tion of alcoholic beverages shows that 
the consumer of alcohol in the United. 
Kingdom contributes a far larger 
share to the maintenance of the state 
than the consumer of any other coun­
try. tie contribute», in fact, no less 
than 36 per cent of the total national 
revenue. The consumer in the United 
States comes next with 28 per cent, in 
France he contributes only 19 per cent, 
and the German 13 per cent.

Spirits contribute most to the rev­
enue of the United Kingdom, as in­
deed they do in America, France and 
Germany. Notwithstanding this, beer 
is the staple drink of the United King­
dom, Germany and the United States. 
We are wont to look upon the Ger­
mans as great beer drinkers, yet the 
yearly consumption in the fatherland 
is only 27.1 gallons per head, as com­
pared to the 31.9 per head consumed 
in this country. The consumption in 
America ie 13.0 per head, while in 
France it ie only 5.5 per head".

France makes up for this in spirits, 
the annual consumption being 2.07 
gallons per head. The United .King­
dom and Germany come next, with 
1.03 and 1.8» gallons per head, while 
America, the home of the cocktail, 
only registers 0.92 gallons per head.

In the consumption of wine France 
has no rival. The statistic» srow 
24.64 gallons per head, while in the Un­
ited Kingdom, Germany and America 
the percentage is 0.41, 0.77, and 0.23 
respectively.

France manufactures at home SO per 
cent, of the whole of the wine she con­
sumes. The United States produces 
as much as 85 per cent, at home,Ger­
many no des» than 62.2 per cent, while 
no wine whatever is produced in the 
United Kingdom.

Beer seems to be universally manu­
factured at home. In the United King­
dom 99.9 per cent, is home made, in 
France 98.8, in Germany 99.2, and in the 
United States 99.8. The United States 
manufactures 98.8 per cent, of its 
spirits, while we only make 80.0 of 
ours. France and Germany manufac- 

i Lure 92.5 and 07.9 per cent, respectively.
Looking further afield, it 1» interest­

ing to note that, though in Australasia 
94.0 per cent, of the wine is produced 

1 in the colonies, only 1.05 gallons per 
head Is the average consumption for 
the last three years. Australasia seems ! 
to be very temperate, the annual beer 
consumption being only 10.6 gallons per 
head, and the spirit consumption 0.76.

BIG GRAFT FOR THE RAILROADS.

Just to make this plain, suppose an 
illustration. The railroads pay the 
mine operators $1 7S a ton for the coal 
as it falls into the freight cars. If 
you wanted to send a carload of fur­
niture, or wheat, or anything but coal 
from Hazleton to Detroit, it would 
cost $50. The railroads would be glad 
to furnish all the 30-ton cars you 
wanted at $50 per car. Suppose coal 
in Detroit is $6 50 a ton. You say to 
yourself, “Now, 30 tons of coal in 
Detroit will cost me $195. If I buy that 
much here it will cost at $1 78 a ton, 
just $53 40. Add to this the $50 for a 
car to Detroit, and I lay down my 
coal there a.t a total cost of $103 40 and 
save just $S1 60.” That is the way it 
would look to you till you came to 
pay your freight bill, and then you 
would find that a $50 car to Detroit is I 
all right on some things, but on coal 
it is different. When your freight was ! 
paid you would find that your coal I 
cost you $6 50 a ton in Detroit, just ' 
the same.

$1 78 A TON AT THE MINES.
Now the owner of the mine, as will 

be seen from the foregoing, does not 
share in the coal swag at all. He 
only gets $1 7S a ton for his product, 
and out of that he has to pay the 
miners, the breaker boys, the interest 
on his investmeent, his repairs and the 
costs of operating the engines and 
machinery, as well as the bill for 
superintendence, mule feed and other 
necessary and unavoidable expenses. 
He gives the miner an average of per­
haps 75 cents a ton for his share, and 
keep» about $1 03 to meet the other 
expenses. But even at these figures 
both miner and operator would do well 
if they could work 10 hours a day 
every working day of the year.

RESTRICTING THE OUTPUT.
The mine operators are restricted ln 

their output. They are only allowed to 
turn out so much coal a year. If they 
try to turn out more they cannot get 
cars to ship it in, and if they get a 
bit nasty about it they are liable to 
find cars shy and hard to get for even 
the usual output. The master hand at 
fat-frying, which arranged tills whole 
matter, only allows enough coal to be 
mined to meet the estimated demands 
of the market at a gilt-edged price. 
The amount to toe mined Is divided 
among the different mines. If the mas­
ter hand makes too low an estimate 
then a coal famine follows, and that 
Is the res on the price shoots, up along 
In the winter sometimes. They could 
relieve the famine by mining more 
and sending it on, tout that would be 
philanthropy, and there is nothing 
benevolent about the master hand that 
fries the fat out of the American peo­
ple with hard coal.

THE DEALER’S PROFIT.
One would naturally think that a 

coal famine or shortage along in the 
winter and a boost in the price would 
toe a great thing for the Detroit coal 
dealers, but it is not. It makes no 
difference to them whether coal is up 
or down. All they are allowed is a 
profit of 60 cents a ton, and they would 
get no more if coal went up to $20.They 
do not fix the price any more than 

I they do the profit. They get orders to 
; sell at a certain figure and that eet- 
tlea it. If they do not obey they go 
out of the coal business.

THE MASTER HAND.
It will thus be seen that the miners, 

the operators and the public are all at 
j the mercy of these six railroad», and 
; of the master hand at fat-frying that 
1 has brought these roads into harmony 
! in the deal. The union starves and 
I grumbles and finally strikes. The oper­
ator trie» to make both ends meet by 
forcing the miners to buy everything 
they use from his store; and the pub­
lic—well, the public would just like to 
know who I» the master bond at feu

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WHAT THE LIBERALS HAVE DONE.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier at Montreal: And what has the Government 

done for the country? The Conservative press and the Conservative 
leaders say everywhere that we have done nothing. Well, here is a lit­
tle of what we have done First of all we faced the school question, 
which Qiur enemies attempted to settle without being able to do so. 
We settled that question, and I will speak more fully upon it later. We 
reformed the tariff, and by doing so were enabled to diminish the bur­
dens of the people and to increase trade. WTe obtained the denuncia­
tion of the Belgium and German treaties, and the day we obtained that 
reform Canada became a nation more than it had been before. We have 
reduced the deficits which existed in the Postoffice Department. In 
189$, when my friend, Mr. Mulock, Postmaster-General, assumed the 
direction of that department there was a deficit of $860,000 to meet. At 
the end of two years of administration he had reduced that deficit to 
nearly $50,000. He then thought it time to introduce a reform which 
the Conservative party had declared impossible. He reduced the rate 
by one-third, and at the end of o ne year established an equilibrium, 
and I venture to predict that "in another year he will have completely 
succeeded in establishing an equilibrium between receipts and expen­
diture.

This 
is the explanation given by his friends, 
but it may be upset any day toy a 
letter or a speech from him on the 
political situation. Keen observers 
are expecting his return to the leader­
ship of the party after the elections, 
for they are forecasting the downfall 
of Mr. Labour.here and our Little 
Englander Radicals, who have 'been 
violently opposed to Mr. Chamberlain’s 
policy in South Africa and half-heart­
ed in supporting the war. They pre­
dict that the opposition in the house, 
outside of the Irish .benches, will toe 
made up mainly of Liberal imperial­
ists, end that Lord Rosebery’s recall 
will be a natural sequel to this object 
lesson in practical politics.

Mr. Morley ad­
mits, however, that it is impossible to 
revoke the proclamation of annexation.

LORD ROSEBERY.
The Earl oif Rosebery, issuing a 

manifesto, in the form of a letter to a 
Liberal candidate, says : ‘In the 
present situation of the world I would 
vote for almost any strong adminis­
tration, but the present government 
are strong only in votes. In other 
respects they are the weakest fiovern- 
cu nt I can recollect.” After enumer­
ating the government’s "failures at 
home and abroad,” Lord Rosebery 
criticises the conduct of the South 
African war, declaring that it has 
“exposed England to humiliations un­
paralleled in our history since the 
American war.”

LORD SALISBURY.
Lord Salisbury's manifesto empha­

sizes the necessity that the Queen’s 
government should be supported by a 
strong parliamentary majority as "the 
only means of convincing the inhabit­
ants of the conquered South African 
territories that there is no hope of di­
verting the government from their 
policy by persistent resistance of agita­
tion.”

After remarking that “all the re­
cent troubles in South Africa have 
been due to a shift of parliamentary 
opinion at a critical moment,” the 
prime minister goes on to say: “It 
will depend upon the disposition and 
conduct of the Boers how long an in­
terval is to elapse before their full 
position as a British; colony is at­
tained.” The brilliant success of Lord 
Roberts' army must not1 blind us to 
the Imperfections disclosed in our own 
defensive armor—imperfections which 
but for the war might have remained 
unnoticed. It will be the urgent duty 
of parliament and the government to 
remove these defects—a duty which 
certainly could not be discharged by 
e. ministry depending upon a broken 
party.”

In conclusion, Lord Salisbury refers 
to China as a “difficulty, among oth­
ers, confronting the government, and 
requiring that the government should 
be armed with a strong majority in 
the House of Commons. He urged 
that, in view of all these considera­
tions, there should be no abstentions 
at the polls.”

SOCIALIST PROGRAMME DE­
NOUNCED.

Berlin, Sept. 24—The German press 
attaches great importance to the Soc­

ialist convention which has Just ad­
journed. The Liberal papers believe 
that the Socialist participation in the 
diet elections will redound mainly to 
the advantage of the Liberal party.

The semi-official Berliner Correa p on- 
denz says : “If the programme adopted 
by the Socialist convention were car­
ried out the laboring classes would be 
the first to rise against us. It would 
sink Germany into poverty and impo­
tence.”

ing 35,000 square meters 20,000 break­
fasted as the guests of France, in the 
Tuileries Gardens Saturday. The ban­
quet was given by [President Loubet 
to the mayors of the municipalities of 
France in honor of the exposition.
